The results of their achievement 
they attribute to the care taken of the 
birds from the time they left the 
hands of their breeder until they ar­
rived in Vancouver. At Winnipeg the 
crates were all cleaned and the ten­
ants given every possible attention, a 
performance which was repeated at 
Calgary. These cages, by the way, 
were somewhat out of the ordinary. 
They were completely covered on all 
sides, only small openings being left at 
the bottom for purposes of ventilation. 
Thus the birds travelled in absolute 
darkness, a condition which rendered 
them quiet and avoided the danger of 
them killing themselves through futile 
efforts to gain their freedom.

When the shipment left Denmark it 
consisted of seventy-six birds, and, as 
stated, upon landing at Vancouver 
there were only two minus the origin­
al number. At the Terminal City they 
were allowed to run in the aviary at 
Brockton Point park, during which 
time there were five more deaths, due, 
it is stated, to the fact that they dis­
dained to take shelter despite the 
heavy rain. This, in their weakened 
condition, they were unable to stand.

On Friday, as announced in the 
Times, thirty-four of the birds arrived 
in Victoria by the steamer Princess 
Victoria. This was Vancouver Island’s 
share. They were taken charge of by 
Mr. Musgrave and when sorted it was 
found that there were twenty black 
game and fourteen capercailzie. The 
question of distribution was discussed 
between a number of prominent mem­
bers of the local association, and a 
decision reached by which ten of the 
black game were sent to the ranch of 
G. Payne, Saturna Island, almost im­
mediately. On Saturday afternoon the 
same number of that species were tak­
en up the line and placed in the hands 
of W. H. Hayward to be liberated up­
on his property near Quamichan lake, 
near Maple Bay. This disposed of the 
black game.

The capercailzie were disposed of, as 
predicted, at Cowichan lake. The whole 
fourteen were shipped there on Satur­
day.
they be placed in the wilds in the 
neighborhood of L. Medes’ farm, situ­
ated on the big lake. These surround­
ings, it was agreed, were as near to 
what the capercailzie have been ac­
customed to as could be found in this 
vicinity.

Those who have given the matter 
thought believe that the imported 
birds have been distributed with ex­
cellent judgment. It will be" noted that 
they have not been divided into very 
small lots. The idea was that they 
would thrive better in comparatively 
large colonies than otherwise. An­
other argument against portioning 
them in smaller families was that 
some of them might die before having 
an opportunity to regain their natural 
strength, in which event- the breeding 
would be seriously interfered with. 
Now, however, if there are a few 
losses the chances are that they won’t 
be noticed to any serious extent. The 
places selected, it will be noted also, 
are as far away from the resorts com­
monly visited by sportsmen as possi­
ble.

Of course his 
reports havn’t been coming in long 
enough to enable one to judge of the 
amount of water, but it is encourag­
ing lo learn that so far there has been 
twice as much rain among the hills of 
that district as in Victoria and vicin­
ity. To-morrow Engineer Topp and 
others will make a trip to the High­
lands for the purpose of installing the 
automatic guage procured from the 
East for the purpose. It will be placed 
at Lavender swamp, upon the Han- 
nington property, and from the day it 
commences operation until the close 
of the winter may be depended upon 
to give an accurate account of the 
number of gallons daily flowing from 
the watershed.

There appears to be just a little mis­
apprehension in reference to the High­
land district proposition. Many seem 
to think that it is not likely to develop 
into anything worth while, and that 
ultimately the corporation will have to 
turn either to Coldstream or Sooke for 
a permanent supply. This may be cor­
rect, of course, but the present out­
look does not point in that direction. 
Every day local waterworks officials 
are gaining more confidence in the Mill 
stream scheme. Seven or eight places 
suitable for small storage reservoirs 
have been selected upon the upper 
parts of the creek, and the measure­
ments that have been taken there 
hitherto are most satisfactory. With 
plenty of water and every possible fa­
cility for holding it, and nothing in 
the way of installing a perfect system 
to the city, those most concerned be­
lieve that just as satisfactory a service 
would be available as could be pro­
cured if an immense sum was expend­
ed in the purchase of the Esquimau 
waterworks or the construction of con­
nection with Sooke lake.

The men re­
cognized his authority, and he then or­
dered them to march to Copenick. Upon 
arrival there they preceded to the town 
hall, arrested the burgomaster and took 
possession of the cash, $1,000. The robber 
dispatched several of his men to conduct 
the prisoners to headquarters. He or­
dered the remaifider to hold the town 
hall for an hour. He then rode off alone 
in the direction of Berlin with the money.

The burgomaster and the treasurer 
were greatly mystified at-the meaning of 
their arrest. Upon their arrival in cus­
tody at headquarters in Berlin they 
learned that the ostensible captain was 
a fraud, and were immediately discharg­
ed. The bogus captain has not been 
heard from, and the pollbe and military 
authorities are without any clue what­
ever as to his identity.

As stated he was Inside at the 
time. He did not .see that any excuse 
could ibe offered on the ground of in­
clement weather. The atmosphere was 
clear, the stars could be seen In the 
sky; the only thing that could Inter­
fere with the sight of those In charge 
was an occasional rain shower passing 
over In blinding gusts.

There was no light in the house near 
Lewis reef. Dr. McLeod went on, and 
that might have had something to do 
with the miscalculation of the officers 
of the vessel. He was ready to state 
that positively. The lighthouse was 
only a short distance from where the 
Princess Victoria struck, and he could 
affirm that there was no warning 
beacon burning. Of course he didn’t 
know whether that was a sufficient ex­
cuse for a liner in the passenger trade 
to get off her course, a mistake that 
might have exceedingly disastrous re­
sults. But it might explain, in a meas­
ure, how those upon the bridge hap­
pened to find themselves so far out in 
their recoknings.

“However, although we had a warm 
reception, we’re here safely,’’ conclud­
ed Dr. McLeod genially.

chaser of Splendid Site—Stone 

Building Projected.

Some days ago the Times chronicled 

the sale of the southeast corner of 
Yates and Douglas streets to local 
parties who were understood to be 
representing eastern Investors. The 
buyers were very reticent as to their 
plans, or the names of their principals, 
the only fact given out being {hat the 
purchase price was about $40,000. Al­
though the news cannot be authenti­
cated by those in authority, it Is un­
derstood that the purchase was made 
for the Merchants Bank of Canada, 
and that that institution will take 
over the property on the 1st of De­
cember.

It is also stated to be the intention 
of the new owners to erect a large 
building on the corner. This will be 
of stone and will cover that portion of 
the lot which will remain after the 
property on which Sylvester brothers' 
buildings stands, has been eliminated 
from the calculation. The original lot 
was 120x120, having a frontage on both 
Yates and Douglas streets. Sylvesters, 
it Is understood, have an option for 
their property, which is 30x120. There 
remains therefore a lot 90x120 upon 
which the new bank building will 
stand.

The corner is one of the very best in 
the city, but curiously enough, al­
though this fact seemed to be recog- , 
nized by everyone, it did not sell as 
well as might have been anticipated. 
This was doubtless due In part at least 
to the fact that the business centre has 
not worked up to that section of the 
city yet, although all future develop­
ment must be in that direction.

It is understood that the purchase 
Is the result of plans which the bank 
in question has had for some time, and 
that several of the head officers of the 
institution In question, who were in the 
city a few weeks ago, Intimated to 
friends that they proposed driving 
stakes In the capital. If they could 
not acquire the business of some other 
bank they would start on their own 
account, and the upshot of the whole 
matter was the purchase in question.

The officials in question, It is under­
stood, a-lso expressed themselves in 
very confident terms as to the future 
of Victoria, and said that conditions 
had completely changed within the 
last two or three years, and they pro­
posed to place themselves In a poei- 
tion to profit by the growth and de­
velopment of this city and the great 
district of which it is the centre and 
metropolis.

City Engineer Toop is conducting a 
number of small experiments in order 
to decide the best and the most econo­
mical method of preserving and im­
proving the residential roadways of 
Victoria. For t-he past few weeks he 
has been devoting himself to ascer­
taining the merits of tar, which is 
used in a large number of cities with 
apparent satisfaction. Some of this, as 
may have been noted by citizens, has 
been placed on Pandora avenue. Of 
course it is too soon for anything to 
be determined respecting its quality, 
but the official seems confident that it 
will be found to supply a long.felt want 
in this city.

Unfortunately tar costs more than 
the corporation, might feel Justified in 
paying for t'he large quantities that, 
would necessarily be . needed should 
that method of treating the roads be 
adopted. However, it is hoped that 
some arrangement may be made by 
which the material may be procured at 
reasonable rates.

Discussing the matter this morning 
the city engineer explained that t'he 
tar, although heavily pitched for the 
purpose of making it absolutely hard 
after having been evenly rolled, was 
exceedingly leasy to treat, and just as 
easy to lay. Very little care was ne­
cessary. It was poured upon the ground 
In its liquid state, and evenness hav­
ing been assured, it was allowed to 
settle before traffic was permitted. 
Thus the expense, the original cost 
having been met, was comparatively 
small. While he couldn’t say anything 
regarding the result from -personal ex­
perience the success met -with in other 
cities convinced him that no trouble 
would be experienced here. Apart from 
all other advantages of the treatment it 
would have the effect of effectually dis­
posing of the dust nuisance throughout 
the districts in which it was utilized.

Even if the tar proposal meets with 
the favor of -the civic fathers, however, 
it cannot be used to any extent now 
for several months. Should the en­
gineer recommend its use after having 
completed his investigations it is quite 
probable -that work in that line will 
commence upon an extensive scale 
next spring.

VANCOUVER NOTES. 1FEAST AT METLAKAHTLA

Unidentified Man Killed By Train— 
Fisherman Drowned Near 

Anvil Island.

In Commemoration of the Forty-Ninth 
Anniversary of Mr. Duncan's 

Arrival.

An unknown man met death on the 
C. P. R. tracks behind the Red Cross 
brewery, at the end of Burrard street, 
about 8.30 Monday evening. How it 
happened is not very clear, but about 
8.45 p.m. the man was found by some 
C. P. R. men lying on the track with 
both legs cut through, one at the knee 
and the other a little below it. The 
legs were' horribly mangled and the 
blood was flowing away in pools. The 
ambulance was called and the man 
placed inside, but it had not gone 
many yards before he expired. The 
body is that of a man of medium 
stoutness and about six feet in height. 
He appears to be anywhere between 
30 and 40 years of age. The train by 
which the unhappy man was run over 
was proceeding to the Pacific Coast 
mills. The engine and two cars had 
passed over him when the crew heard 
his terrible screams, and the train 
was stopped, but too late.

News of the drowning of J. Ander­
son, a fisherman, near Anvil Island, 
on Saturday last, has been received 
here. Anderson, who was employed by 
the Eagle Harbor Canning Company, 
was on his way from the Squamish to 
Eagle Harbor in the launch Wyking. 
He bad about 1,500 fish on board. In 
some unaccountable manner he lost 
his balance and fell overboard from 
the launch, of which be had been the 
sole occupant. Two Japanese who 
were close by caught up with the 
launch and managed to stop the en­
gines, but nothing was to be seen of 
Anderson, and it is believed that he 
was carried to the bottom by the heavy 
oil skins which he wore.

The provincial police believe they 
have cleared up the mystery sur­
rounding the death of Geo. Charley, 
the Indian whose body was found on 
the beach at Homfray Channel several 
weeks ago. Constable Jones, of 
Heriot Bay, and Coroner Dr. Christie, 
of Van Anda, went to the place and 
questioned the relatives of the dead 
man. They could come to no other 
conclusion than that Charley had been 
accidentally drowned.

BETRAYAL OF THE PROVINCE. Liberalism is not on the wane--that It

Is not going to be on the wane for a 
good many years yet. This element 
has made Itself altogether too prom­
inent and active In elections of late for 
the good reputation of the* Liberal 
party. It must be taken in hand and 
dealt with. No responsible person or 
newspaper will venture to say that 
Hon. W. S. Fielding had anything per­
sonally to do with the practices which 
resulted in the loss of ^lls 
Queen’s and Shelburne.

The point of 
view of the Canadian of the present 
day is vastly different from the view­
point of the sturdy pioneer who 
wrestled with the forest and converted 
it into a garden, who subdued the wil­
derness and brought it under his do­
minion. Such changes of moral per­
spective have been going on all through 
the ages. The world has survived them, 
and it has not retrograded. Let any 
one examine files of newspapers thirty 
or forty years old, and he will speedily 
become convinced that while the world 
continues to move, publicly and pri­
vately its course is onward and up­
ward. While it is right that political 
corruption should be reprobated and 
the instruments through which corrup­
tion is practiced punished with the 
severest penalties the law provides, if 
we look backward not so many years— 
not beyond the recollection of men who 
still consider themselves young—we 
shall find that votes were openly pur­
chased at polling-places, that the in­
dividuals with the longest purses were 
fairly sure to be elected as the repre­
sentatives of the sovereign people, and 
that such practices did not appear to 
be considered objectionable in the eyes 
of the law. Nor was Canada an of­
fender above her neighbors in such 
matters. In Great Britain, for the first 
time in history, the man without world­
ly wealth has a fair chance of obtain­
ing a seat in Parliament. We say then 
that, all things considered, the outlook 
is hopeful. If the penalties already 
provided for the punishment of offend­
ers against the election laws of tjie 
Dominion are not severe enough, if it 
is a difficult matter to secure the con­
viction of culprits under the law as it 
at present stands, then we shall expect 
the government to take whatever ac­
tion is necessary to have the law 
amended and the course of justice sim­
plified. One of the major offenders has 
already been punished by the courts. 
Mr. Gallery has been relegated to se­
clusion for a number of years. We pre­
sume Mr. Gallery is a prominent man 
in the public life of Montreal or he 
could scarcely have attained to the 
dignity, by any means, of seat in 
Parliament. His prominence did not 
save him from the penalties of his 
transgressions. If there are any other 
public men in the Dominion inclined to 
such wayward courses as Mr. Dan Gal­
lery—and we do not believe there are— 
they will doubtless take warning by 
what has befallen the man who was 
found out, and mend their ways.

Premier Whitney of Ontario was not 
long in forming » correct estimate of 
the character of Premier McBride of 
British Colutnbla. Mr. Whitney 
analyzed the character of the man 
whom misfortune has placed at the 
head of the affairs of this province

NECESSITY FOR UNANIMITY.

Again the oracle has spoken, and it 
behooves -all Who would prove by the 
souncèls of wisdom to incline their ears. 
Two propositions are advanced with be­
coming gravity as justifying the posi­
tion of Premier McBride in withdraw­
ing from the inter-provincial confer­
ence, sacrificing the interests of British 
Columbia, and proclaiming his inten­
tion of taking an appeal to the "foot Of 
the throne” or some other figurative 
spot

We are told that the Premier of Can­
ada should have assumed the respon­
sibility of dealing with the demands of 
British Columbia; that he displayed 
woeful ignorance In refusing to do tflls 
and in placing the burden upon the 
conference of premiers, as well as some 
other mental and moral qualities that 
are very much to his discredit; that 
unanimity amongst the provincial pre­
miers was not an essential preliminary 
to a request for amendment of the 
Terms of Union by the Imperial Par­
liament; and, finally, as Imperial leg­
islation is not necessarily required, the 
course of Sir Wilfrid Laurier cannot be 
justified.

Now, let us consider carefully for a 
brief space these various incontrovert­
ible propositions and try to see. where 
they will land us. If it is competent 
for the Dominion government or the 
Dominion Parliament to add something 
to the Terms of Union, it is also within 
the competence of the same authorities 
to take from the Terms of Union. 
There is no gainsaying that position. 
Admitting it, where do we stand? What 
guarantee have the provinces got that 
a government may not come into power 
so completely indifferent to provincial 
public opinion and to provincial rights 
as set forth in the Terms of Union as 
to do violence to the said terms? Con­
ceding the contention to be sound, upon 
what solid basis are the foundations 'of 
the Confederation laid? The idea is 
preposterous. Imperial legislation will 
be necessary to put in effect any am­
endments that may be suggested to 
the Terms of Union; and, such being 
the case, any amendments that may be 
suggested to the Terms of Union must 
have the unanimous endorsement of 
the provinces, just as the consent of 
the individual provinces had to be se­
cured before Imperial legislation could 
be granted making them parties to the 
confederation compact and to the orig­
inal Terms of Union.

No doubt Sir Wilfrid Laurier will re­
ceive a rude shock when he learns that 
the oracle which lifts its voice in Vic­
toria five lawful and one unlawful 
morning in thé week takes issue with 
him in his position regarding the ne­
cessity of unanimity, upholding the 
position of Premier McBride at the 
same time; but we think it will be gen­
erally agreed by those who do not come 
under the influence of the learned and 
dogmatic organ that in this case the 
Premier of the Dominion has taken a 
sound position. It is of course unfor­
tunate that Premier McBride has with­
held his assent to the amendments pro­
posed by the other premiers. But we 
shall comfort ourselves with the reflec­
tion that our unworthy representative 
has, as he would say himself, "run his 
last bluff.” His successor will be en­
dowed with a clearer understanding of 
what is due the province and with a 
different idea of rendering service to 
the province.

with perfect precision when he said 
Mr. McBride had been neither frank 
nor sincere in his attitude upon the 
question of better terms for British 
Columbia. The Ontario Premier might 
with perfect justice to his subject have 
added other and more pungent criti­
cisms which would have been in com­
plete accord with the views of the 
majority ttf the people of this province 
In regard to their representative at the 
conference of provincial premiers. 
When the general attitude- of Mr. Mc­
Bride during the whole course of the 
proceedings is considered, his ridicul- 
otts posings, his efforts to appear pro­
found, his mock heroics in tàce of the 
delegates from the other provinces 
whom he strove in his usual impotent 
way to place in a position of an­
tagonism to British Columbia, the 
ineffectualness of his attempt to con­
ceal his real game, the final with­
drawal which was intended to be dra­
matic, and the grandiose manner in 
whiçh he made his bombastic an­
nouncement that he would carry his 
case before Imperial Caesar—when we 
view in perspective the conduct 
this political degenerate we do not 
wonder that even his political friends 
in the East are joining in the chorus 
of hilarity and holding up to ridicule 
hie absurd pretensions.

The conference of provincial pre­
miers was called, as our readers 
know, in order that the' long-standing 
question of a revision of the terms of 
union should be carefully considered 
and a common, definite understanding 
reached upon the controversial and 
delicate subject of the demands of the 
provinces. It is quite apparent that 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, having inclined 
his ear to the appeals that had been 
made at Intervals for years, and hav­
ing decided to make certain recom­
mendations to his government upon 
the subject of better terms, could do 
nothing less than ask the representa­
tives of the provinces to exhibit some­
thing approaching unanimity when 
they officially broached the subject to 
be considered. In such a matter it 
would manifestly be impossible to deal 
separately with each unit of the con­
federation. The only businesS-like 
course was taken. The conference was 
held. Its proceedings were conducted 
with becoming dignity and decorum, 
as well as with a sagacity which 
promised to be productive of satisfac­
tory results—and will no doubt be pro­
ductive of satisfactory results to Bri­
tish Columbia, notwithstanding the 
fact that her representative played the 
part of the clown in the piece.

The Times said before he departed 
that Premier McBride would go to Ot­
tawa not with the intention of ar­
riving at a settlement with the Do­
minion on the question of better terms, 
but with a fixed determination to turn 
the question of better terms to po­
litical account. All observers of the 
proceedings of the inter-provincial 
conference, whether Conservative or 
Liberal in their political leanings, are 
agreed that is exactly what Premier 
McBride, after his usual shallow, tran­
sparent fashion, attempted to do. He 
displayed neither business sagacity 
nor political common sense. He “car­
ried on” exactly as we have seem him 
do in the Legislature ^hen the tactics 
of the poker table were considered the 
final recourse in forcing through some 
such reprehensible deal as the Dewd- 
ney or the Kaien Island measure. Of 
course his bluff was thrown away 
upon the provincial premiers, as Mr. 
McBride well knew it would be. It was 
carried off for another purpose. He 
was posing as a bold hero before the 
people of British Columbia. He with­
drew with a boast and a threat upon 
his lips. The conference, nevertheless, 
took British Columbia’s claims for 
special consideration and special 
treatment into its serious considera­
tion. Although we were unrepresent­
ed, deserted and betrayed for selfish 
political considerations by the indi­
vidual who should have upheld our 
case until the end, the assembly of 
provincial delegates has recommended 
that we be granted the sum of one 
million dollars in annual instalments 
of one hundred thousand dollars, in 
additional to an annual grant of one 
hundred and fifteen thousand dollars 
in perpetuity. We submit this is not 
so bad all the circumstances consider­
ed. But it might have been better had 
our premier been giving hig attention 
strictly to the interests of the people 
he voluntarily undertook to represent 
instead of to his own political pros­
pects. Our dispatch from Ottawa in­
dicates very clearly the grave nature 
of the offence committed by the pre­
mier against the interests of the pro­
vince. It says:

He (Mr. McBride) was approach­
ed immediately afterwards by Hon. 
Mr. Fielding, who suggested to 
him that he should return to 
the conference when he (Mr. 
Fielding) would take the responsibili­
ty of urging a larger increase, even 
specifying that a portion of the amount 
equivalent to the million 
should be made in perpetuity and that 
an additional sum of $40,000 a year for 
ten. years, or $400,000 in all, should be 
conceded, but Richard’s blood was up, 
and he turned the province down.

The Toronto News, whose editor was 
once a prominent Liberal, says “Lib­
eralism is on the wane.” The Victoria 
Colonist, whose opinions may be 
changed to order, and have, as a mat­
ter of fact, been subject to some re­
markable vacillations within the past 
few months, echoes the sentiments of 
Its eminently respectable eastern con­
temporary. Still we are bound to con­
sider that the editor of the Toronto 
News probably thought “Liberalism 
was on the wane” about the time he 
subjected his political principles to a 
critical review and concluded the time 
had come for a thorough revision. 
Liberalism withstood the shock of the 
defection of the distinguished editor. 
It will probably survive other rude jars 
of a similar character. The last Do­
minion general elections gave Sir Wil­
frid Laurier the largest majority he 
has ever had as Premier of the Do­
minion, if not the largest any Prime 
Minister of Canada has ever had.

Still it may be that Liberalism is on 
the wane. It might be a good thing for 
Liberalism in Canada if it were to un­
dergo a period of declension. There are 
evidently persons professing adherence 
to the principles of Liberalism whom 
the party could well spare, without 
whom the affairs of the party could be 
conducted with credit and all the suc­
cess necessary for the maintenance of 
a strong, aggressive, progressive gov­
ernment, such as we have had for the 
past ten years.

The camp-following element, the ele­
ment of the political community whose 
principle it is always to be on 
the side from which spoils may be

prised that Washington is pained by 
the unreasonable protests of the New­
foundlanders. The official American 
view is' given In the Washington 
respondence of the New York Times, to 
the following purport: Some facts in 
relation to " the Newfoundland govern­
ment and the fisheries were stated in 
which it appears that the British gov­
ernment has been very much embar­
rassed during the negotiations on ac­
count of the deman fis of Newfound­
land. The Newfoundland government 
is under the control of the merchant 
fishermen of the island who buy, cure 
and sell the fishing products. They op­
pose any American fishing rights, in­
cluding those guaranteed by the 
treaty of 1818, and are dissatisfied with 
the arrangement that the British gov­
ernment makes to carry out the terms 
of that treaty. The real fishermen of 
the island are not in harmony with 
the restrictions of the Newfoundland 
government, such as denying the pri­
vilege of selling bait and of allowing 
the fishermen to take employment on 
the American fishing vessels. The 

fishermen themselves desire these 
privileges, but it interferes with the 
plans of the merchant fishermen. The 
Newfoundland government has no real 
responsibility in the way of carrying 
out obligations. That devolves upon 
the British government. Great Bri­
tain, it is asserted, would not coerce 
any of her colonies to remain under 
the British flag if they were determin­
ed to withdraw', but at the same time 
desires to keep all the colonies, and to 
keep them on terms of amity with 
their neighbors.
Great Britain in this matter is 
mended by the. American authorities 
as being fair and reasonable, but all 
negotiations have been hampered by 
the Newfoundland government.

This is the arrange­
ment which the eastern premiers wish 
to see imposed upon us, and which the 
government of Canada seems to think 
gives us all we are entitled to; that is 
to say, we Will have, after ten years a 
constantly expanding population, but a 
stationary revenue as. far as the Do­
minion contribution to it is concerned”

We presume if it can be shown that
this is the very state of affairs the pro­
vincial premiers essayed to abolish and 
that they proposed to place all the 
provinces upon a basis of absolute 
Quality in respect to the per capita 
grant, it will be admitted that Premier 
MpBride made a serious mistake in 
withdrawing from the conference and 
that the Colonist made a greater 
blunder in asserting that, Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier to the contrary notwithstand­
ing, it was not essential that the mem­
bers of the conference should be unan­
imous in their recommendations as the 
matter need not necessarily be the 
subject of Imperial legislation, 
understanding of the recommendations 
of the inter-provincial conference is 
that the British North America Act 
shall be amended, the present method 
of computing the amount of the per 
capita allowance deleted, and the fol­
lowing system substituted therefor: 
Specific subsidies are based on $100,000 
for population of less than 150,000; pop­
ulation of 200,000, $180,000 ; 400,000, $190,- 
000; population of 1,500,000, $200,000, and 
over that $240,000. The per capita sub­
sidy Is based on 80 cents a head. We 
do not think, all the circumstances 
considered, the Eastern premiers were 
entirely unsympathetic. They did not 
do so badly by us, and we sincerely 
hope they have not set Premier Mc­
Bride up In their minds as a typical 
British Columbian.

WRONG AGAIN.

Last night the Times had the hardi­
hood to assert that the Dominion Par­
liament would hardly venture to 
amend an act of the Imperial Parlia­
ment. This rash statement has been 
ascribed to Ignorance of Canadian 
“constitutional" history by a con­
temporary whose knowledge is as the 
depths of the sea. It Is said the terms 
of British North America Act have 
practically been amended or evaded re­
peatedly. Have not all the eastern 
provinces been granted “better terms” 
on various pretexts? New. Brunswick 
and Nova Scotia and Prince Edward 
Island were granted liberal compensa­
tion for the surrender of certain rights 
or on account of certain claims. These 
things are matters of history. Nor has 
British Columbia been entirely over­
looked. If the Dominion had been dis­
posed to stand strictly on its rights we 
should not have collected large sums 
on account of the Chinese head tax— 
sums which in the aggregate must 
have reached several millions of dol­
lars, as for the last two years previous 
to the increase of the tax_ they 
amounted to nearly half a million. We 
therefore shared quite as largely as 
any of our neighbors in the “better 
terms” arrangements. Why the ne­
cessity for appealing to the Imperial 
Parliament in this particular case, 
then? Obviously, if Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier says he must have unanimity 
amongst the provinces on the subject 
of amendments to the British North 
America Act as he intends to ask the 
Imperial Parliament to amend the 
Canadian constitution, he cannot be 
sincere. He must have some ulterior 
purpose to serve or he would do as has 
been done in the past—ConCoct some 
specious excuse for giving additional 
financial assistance 
Inces. That would be In accord with 
the lax methods of the peculiar polltt • 
cal school to which- our Ideal contem­
porary belongs. We have become ac­
customed to such practices in British 
Columbia.

KING EDWARD’S SWORDS.

Romantic History of Some of Weapons 
Owned by His Majesty.

Few of the treasures of Buckingham 
Palace possess one-half the romantic 
interest of the little armory of swords 
and daggers—gifts to King Edward 
•from one hundred of the princes and 
nobles of India.

It is difficult to separate truth from 
legend, says the Strand, 'but of 
great antiquity of most. there can »e 
no manner of doubt. Here is a little 
story which will illustrate this fact:

A sword in the collection of the Ma­
harajah of Jaipur was sold to an Eng­
lish nobleman," together with the scroll 
setting forth its history “This blade 
was a talisman in the family of Sadat 
Chandra Khan, descending from 
father to son for eighteen generations, 
until the coming of Nadir Shah, who 
slew Sadat Chandra Khan and gave 
this sword to his vizier, who sold it at 
Benares.”

The Englishman on his return was 
one day showing his prize to a visitor, 
who, after scrutinizing the blade under 
a powerful magnifying glass, began to 
laugh.

"I think some one has been drawing 
a long bow as well as handling a sharp 
blade,” he said. "There is the maker’s 
name here—‘Johan Smith, York.’ ’’

It seemed an awkward revelation, 
but there was a good deal more to be 
revealed. "Johan Smith" was indeed 
the maker, but he lived and flourished 
in the thirteenth century, and made 
this particular sword—and perhaps one 
or two others in the present collection 
—for some crusading knight who, fail­
ing in the Holy Land, left his weapon 
to be handed on to the infidels in the 
Far East.

One blade is a superb example of 
Damascus watering, damaskeened with 
escutcheons and inscriptions In Per­
sian. At the back is inscribed the 
maker’s name—Mohammed Ibrahim. 
The hilt is damaskeened in gold with 
the Shiah inscription, "La fatta Ma 
Aly, la saif Ma Zulificar (“There is no 
saint but All, no sword but Zulficar”).

The history of this blade goes back 
500 years, and to recount all the not­
able and blood curdling deeds of Zul­
ficar would require a ponderous vol­
ume.

Histories of swords exist in many 
parts of the East. In the Royal Li­
brary at Teheran there is a manu­
script of 200 pages recounting the ex­
ploits of a Damascus blade, probably 
far inferior in prowess to the one just 
mentioned.

Everywhere we come across fine 
European sabres fixed in Indian 
handles. After a time the deep grooves 
were made deeper and utilized in 
strange fashion, being filled with loose 
pearls which ran to and from when 
waved. These were called “the tears 
ef'thg enemy."

A curious sabre worn by successive 
Rajahs of Mandi is of Indian make and 
in the middle of the blade are circular 
apertures containing small leaden 
shot, visible through six narrow slits 

-SB- either side of thq blade. This shot 
is said to have been extracted from 
the heart of a foe, and Ramchander 
Ghose relates many instances of swords 
manufactured especially to contain 
such fatal leaden pellets.

Perhaps the most fascinating of all 
;,iS the collection is the sword of the 
Thnëwned sflvaji, founder of the Mah- 
ratta dominion in India. Several na­
tive pens have attempted to write the 
history of this wonderful blade, but it 
is doubtful if any could relate a tithe 
of its adventures.

It, like many others, was borne in 
the Crusades by an English knight, 
and may perhaps be of English mpke.

POSTTHE MINING DISASTER.

FREETwenty-Five Miners Reported Killed— 
Number of Men Still Entombed. Regular

Price
$1.00

for
Durham, Eng., Oct. 15.—As a result 

of an explosion in the Wingate colliery 
near here at about midnight last night 
twenty-five miners were killed and 200 
are entombed temporarily. Only a small 
portion of the 2,000 men employed in 
the mine were underground when the 
explosion occurred. The cause is sup­
posed to have been fire damp.

The explosion was one of terrific 
force and in Wingate town many win­
dows were broken.

Immediately the news of the disaster 
became known, crowds of halfclad per­
sons rushed toward the mine and there 
vrçere heartrending scenes at the mouth 
of the pit among those whose loved 
ones were below.

The first report represented the disas­
ter to be worse than subsequently was 
found to be the case. At daylight sig­
nals had been exchanged with the bot­
tom seam, where a majority of the men 
were entombed, to the effect that they 
were safe, and with this message a 
sense of relief passed over the crowd of 
anxious relatives waiting at the mouth. 
As the morning advanced the bodies of 
dead men were slowly brought up. The 
first dead to appear were mostly men 
who had been employed as shifters and 
stonemen.

The work of rescue was continued 
throughout the day and eighty men 
were brought out alive. Maqy of these, 
however, were in a critical condition 
and unconscious, 
coffee and sandwiches were passed in 
to those still entombed.

OF BIG TYPHOON
RECEIVED BY THE

EMPRESS OF JAPAN

Particulars ol Monteagle Injuries> Also 
Probable Loss of Bishop of 

Victoria-

Details of the damage done by the 
big typhoon, which struck Hongkong 
last month doing great damage to 
shipping and property of the port, as 
announced In telegraphic dispatches 
already published, were received Mon­
day by R. M. 8. Empress of Japan. 
The Japan was In Hongkong at the 
time, and only escaped injury through 
special precautions taken to prevent 
accident. The Monteagle, also of the 
C. P. R. service, was not so fortunate. 
She struck on what a Hongkong ex­
change calls the soft beach between 
the naval depot and the V. R. C. lay. 
The exchange says She Is apparently 
little Injured beyond a brok 
post and the loss of her propeller. She 
was aibout seven feet In the water and 
the task of refloating did not appear 
to be difficult. Between the Monteagle 
and the beach was the stranded French 
torpedo boat Francisque. The jetty 
and mastheads of the V. R. C. were 
simply a mass of rubbish, the Monte­
agle having given the finishing touch 
to the wreckage of this resort.

By the typhoon 12 steamers were 
sunk, twenty-four stranded and seven 
damaged, -while it is estimated that 
half the native fleet in port was de­
stroyed. A partial list of the most 
serious accidents to shipping has, how­
ever, been published.

Over a thousand lives were lost in the 
terrible disaster. Hundreds of bodies 
were seen in the harbor on the day 
following the typhoon. To add to the 
difficulties the foreigners had in re­
covering the dead the coolies showed a 
disinclination to remove the bodies or 
to dig graves for them. Among the 
lost is believed to be the Bishop of 
Victoria, Dr. J. C. Hoare. He had left 
Hongkong in his houseboat on a 
preaching tour along the coast. It is 
learned when the Pioneer capsized th-e 
cabin parted from the hull. Two of 
the crew clung to the former, while 
some of the others, Including the 
bishop, were left clinging to the hull. 
The heavy seas soon separated the 
pieces of the frail craft, and the hull 
is said to have sunk. Then the bishop 
is believed to have lashed himself to a 
mast, and it is stated that this mast 
was afterwards found by a fisherman 
with the lifeless body of the prelate 
attached. The cabin of the vessel was 
washed ashore on the mainland and 
the two sailors who clung .to it got 
ashore, and after recovering their 
strength made their wq,y to Latohlkok, 
and thence to Hongkong In a latinch.

Gentlemen A good deal has been said 
with regard to the malodorous and dirty 
state of Elk lake that would lead the 
ratepayers to believe that our source of 
water supply was exceptionally impure, 
and the imputation, if left uncontradicted, 
is calculated to prejudice the city of Vic­
toria. I beg therefore to call your atten­
tion to the fact that the whole continent 
of North America has for 
past been suffering froip the same cause 
—the excessive growth of algae in its 
storage reservoirs—and that the pest has 
become a cause of so much alarm that 
the United States department of agricul­
ture took the matter up 
question, and they have succeeded in 
finding a simple solution of the difficulty.

In order to ascertain the extent of the 
trouble caused by algae throughout the 
United States, the department sent a cir­
cular letter to about 500 of the leading 
engineers and superintendents of water 
companies, asking information with 
gard to the deleterious effects produced 
by aquatic plants in water supplies. The 
replies proved that the difficulty was due 
to the growth of algae, and that it 
spread throughout the country, and that 
those in authority were most anxious to 
be provided with some efficient remedy 
for preventing the bad odors and foul 
taste in the drinking water of the various 
cities.

We have spent nearly a 
million dollars in bringing in another 
supply, largely on account of the spoiling 
of our main reservoir."

The copper sulphate was, in this case, 
used twice, commencing on July 7th—180 
lbs. to 180 million gallons each time. At 
the end of the fifth day the water 
sumed its natural color and was taste­
less and odorless, except at the surface, 
and "on the 24th July the water in the 
reservoir was absolutely pure for the first 
time in 10 years." The total cost of the 
treatment was $41.50. On the 1st Decem­
ber the superintendent wrote: "There is 
no taste or odor whatever in the water.
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SPEAKS OF GOOD EFFECT

Enormous Increase In Output of East 
Kootenay Since IMs Bonus 

Was Instituted*

“In the three years since the bounty 
on lead was Instituted the production 
of that metal In British Columbia has 
increased three fold. On July 1st, 1903, 
when the bounty was first given, the 
St Eugene and Sullivan mines, the 
two heaviest producers, were idle. The 
latter was practically abandoned, leav­
ing tin unfinished smelter on the 
ground." This statement by G. O. 
Buchanan, of Aaslo, administrator of 
the lead bounty, emphasizes the good 
effect it has had In aiding the mining 
Industry.

“In the Slocan, also,” he continued, 
“the effect has been equally good. A 
great many small properties that were 
previously Idle are being worked, many 
of them iby lessors, who are doing very 
well. The statistics show this. In 
1904 Slocan produced 10,611,227 pounds 
of lead from 70,296 tons of ore, while 
in 1906 5,399,330 pounds were produced 
from 88,279 tons. This shows that 
lower grade propositions are being 
worked, which is further accentuated 
by the fact that the silver contents of 
last year’s ore were no higher than 
those of the year previous.

“But the most important thing is 
that British Columbia smelters are 
successfully competing against the 
world and all the ore produced is smelt­
ed within the province. The bounty is 
75 cents per 100 pounds until lead 
reaches £12 10s. a long ton. After that 
It Is reduced In proportion to the rise 
in price until at slightly under £16, no 
bounty is pajid. That price was reach­
ed, for the fljrst time, about the begin­
ning of this year. A slight drop made 
the bounty payable until April 1st, 
but since that time the price has al­
ways been above £16 per ton, and no 
bounty has been asked for. To-day 
lead is worth £20 per ton on the London 
market. This is a very high price, and 
will probably fall—perhaps reaching 
£15 per ton, but I do not think we will 
ever see £12 lead again. That was the 
price when the bounty was first given.

"This low price is reasonable of ex­
planation. Lead was largely mined in 
this province as a bye-product to sil­
ver. The latter was looked for, and 
so much lead produced—as one may 
term it ‘on the side’ that the market 
became over stocked. The bounty, 
however, caused lead to become the 
principal object of the smelting, as 
ores with very low silver values could 
be successfully mined.

"The lead smelters of this province 
are among the best In the world. They 
are worked very economically, and pay 
as good prices as almost any. Therq 
Is only one thing in which they suffer 
by comparison with some in Europe. 
Zinc is penalized where it reaches more 
than 10 per cent, of the total contents; 
while some of the European smelters 
do not impose this penalty, but pay for 
the zinc and other by products, such as 
antimony. Another noticeable feature 
of the lead Industry In this province Is 
that, since the opening of the Trail re­
finery, about half of the lead produced 
has been refined in British Columbia. 
Roughly speaking, this half goes to 
supply the market in Eastern Canada, 
while the balance, after smelting, goes 
to the Selby works, near San Fran­
cisco in bond, where it is refined and 
afterwards shipped to the Orient.

"The Canadian Metal Company, that 
has completed its zinc smelter at 
Frank, gave notice recently that it 
would apply for its share of the bounty 
on the lead contents of Its ores. Zinc 
smelting is an altogether different pro­
cess to that employed in the treatment 
of lead. Instead of large amounts of 
ore being smelted in a stack the zinc 
ores are ground to powder, mixed with 
coal dust, and put into what are term­
ed "mufflers,” moulds of fire clay, that 
only hold about a hundredweight each. 
These mufflers are open at both ends 
and are set in a rack like the cells in a 
honeycomb. One end is subjected to a 
heat of 3,000 degrees from a gas flame, 
while the other opens into a cooling re­
tort. Zinc is the most volatile of all 
metals. When the heat mentioned is 
reached it is thrown off from the ore 
in the form of fumes, which, on reach- 

■ ing the cooling chamber, 'become solidi­
fied and are deposited as metallic zinc. 
'The Frank smelter is a first class in­
stitution, and has already produced 
pome metallic zinc from ore mined in 
the Lucky Jim, in Slocan. I do not 
think there will be any trouble about 
the Canadian «Metal Company’s claim 
for the lead bounty. A zinc smelter 
will not receive ores containing less 
than 40 per cent, of that metal, s-o the 
lead Contents would not be very great. 
What lead the plant at Frank may ob­
tain will be found in the slag 
from the mufflers after the zinc has 
been extracted. This would have to be 
taken to a lead smelter and treated in 
the same way as any other lead ore. • 
Whether the Frank smelter is entitled 
to the bounty or not is a matter for 
departmental decision. I do not think 
there will be any trouble, however. 
There cannot be while the price of lead 
remains over £16 per ton.

“The enormous production of the 
East Kootenay district, over 86 per 
cent, of the production last year, is dis­
tinctly traceable to the lead bounty. 
In 1902, the year before it was given, 
Fort Steele mining division only pro­
duced 1,500 tons cut lead, while last year 
It produced 24,124 tons, 
working of low grade mines in Slocan, 
are both traceable to this bonus."

THE CROFTON SMELTER.

Output Doubled—More Ore From
Prince of Wales Island Will Be 

Received.

Commencing on the first of next 
month, the Croft on smelter will start 
operations on an extensive scale. The 
smelter Is now treating about 300 tons 
of ore a day, but next month it Is ex­
pected that this output will be in­
creased to double that amount or near­
ly that of the plant’s full capacity. The 
men employed at the works will be In­
creased in number iby thirty or forty 
men, and during the winter months 
business at the smelter will hum. The 
Times was furnished this information 
officially to-day.

The company have been stocking up 
with ore from the Britania mine, and 
have also been receiving some from its 
new property on Prince of Wales Isl­
and, but from the first of the month 
regular Shipments from the latter place 
are to arrive at the rate of about 6,000 
tons a month. A fleet, belonging to 
McKenzie Bros., of Vancouver, is to be 
employed in the transportation of this 
ore, and will be sufficient in number to 
meet the requirements of the carrying 
trade.

CHANGES SUGGESTED

To the Proposed Liquor Licenses By- 
Law by the Citizens’ League.

The legislative committee of the Vic­
toria Citizens’ League regard the pro­
posed by-law of the city council deal­
ing with liquor licenses as a valuable 
addition to municipal regulations. In 
a report presented by the president 
and read at last evening’s meeting of 
the council some amendments to the 
by-law are suggested. In addressing 
the council in this communication Rev. 
Mr. Gladstone says:

The legislative committee of the Vic­
toria Citizens’ League beg to thank His 
Worship the Mayor for his courtesy in 
giving them the opportunity of consider-' 
ing the proposed by-law on liquor licenses 
and desire to ÿay that they have very 
carefully gone through the same.

They regard the proposed by-law as a 
valuable addition to the regulations that 
govern the city, and heartily thank the 
committee who have prepared it.

They would, however, suggest the fol­
lowing amendments:

On page 2, line 11. to delete the words 
"capable of being,” so that by the law a 
barroom shall actually be securely closed 
during certain hours, and not merely 
"capable of being” so closed.

On the same page from end of 12th line 
to substitute "which can impede a clear 
view of all parts of the barroom from 
the entrance."

To add a clause (after clause 4): No 
cards, dice or other games of chance 
shall be played on the licensed premises, 
r.or shall music, singing or dancing be 
permitted.

On page 3 delete all from the words 
“or other" on line 10 to "with him” on 
line 11.

On the same page delete tfie whole of 
1st paragraph of clause 8 after the words 
"shall be permitted."

To add to this section the same clause 
as is given on page 7, making the same 
regulation for saloon and temporary 
licenses.

This might also apply to hotels and 
restaurants.

On page 4, line 11, delete the words 
"capable of being."

On page 10. sections 9 and-10 we are op­
posed to and desire them negatived. We 
think that a license should be in the name 
of one person, who should be responsible 
for the conduct of the licensed premises, 
even if he is manager for a company. 
The last clause of form 9 suggests this 
same idea, but these clauses run counter 
to it. •

On page 15 and on, to amend so that 
the right of the people to complain may 
not be infringed on by requiring deposits 
of money from those who are striving to 
protect the city. A clause to the effect 
that the licensing board may require the 
payment of 
plaint vexatious would be sufficient pro­
tection for the city.

On page 18, clause 30, alter twelve to 
eleven. We doubt the wisdom of allow­
ing an hour for cleaning after closing 
time. Great vigilance will be needed to 
prevent sales during that hour. We do 
not see any reason why the barroom 
should not be closed at the time for stop­
ping the sale. In the same clause after 
"saloon" add "or restaurant."

On page 18, clause 32. delete from "or 
other" to "with him," inclusive.

In suggesting these amendments to 
Your Worship, and through you to the 
city council, the committee do not wish 
in the slightest degree to lessen the force 
of what they have already said as to the 
value of the by-law as drafted. They 
consider it most useful, and if in the 
course of experience some portions are 
found to be in need of alteration they 
can readily be amended.

The city council are laying down a 
basis for the future, and we are grateful 
to those who have done this work.
