The corresondent of the Daily Tele-
graph, telegraphing from the capital un-
der Thursday’s date, says: “The Boers
who retreated from Dewet’'s Dorp kept
well ahead of Gen. French's cavalry.
Unless the enemy should make a stand
at Kroonstadt, Lord Roberts will rapidly
cross the Vaal river.”

Going North.

The Bloemfontein correspondent of the
Daily Ckronicle, telegraphing Thursday,
says: “The latest reports show that
the Boers passed east of Thaba Nehu
when ‘going north. A prisoner reports
that the commando which doubled back
on the pursuing British is now making
its way in the direction of Leeuw Kop.”

Boer Transport Train,

The Times correspondent telegraphing
on Thursday from Bloemfontein, says:
“There appears to be little chance of in-
flicting - effective punishment on the re-
tiring Boers. Commandant Gen, Louis
Botha, who arrived at Dewet's Dorp yes-
terday, realized the situation at once and
ordered the immediate withdrawal of the
Boers both from there and Wepener.”

Other Bloemfontein dispatches throw
interesting points of light upon the situa-
tion. Ome special says: “Seven hun-
dred and fifty wagons of a Boer heavy
transport train have reached Kroonstadt
from the south. Only light wagons have
been left behind. The Boers have or-
ganized a specially mrounted corps for
foraging and other work requiring special
mobility.” ?

Restoring Order.

Dewet’s Dorp, April 26—Gen. French’s
and Gen. Rundle’s forces left to-day,
going in different directions. General
Chermside remains to garrison the town,
‘to search for arms and to restore order.

Ailwal North, April 27.—1It is reported
that there are three hundred Boers at
Bosman’s Kop, in the Smithfield district,
one hundred at Smithfield, four hundred
with two guns and a Maxim at Gry’s
Kop, and two hundred with two guns at
Kletter Drift, Caledon river.

London, April 28.—The British forces
in the Orange Free State are presumably
still following the Boers northward, but
at this hour there is no word f.rom the
most interesting field of operations.

A dispatch from Ladysmith, under to-
day’s date, says there are only small
parties of Boers in Tintwa Pass, but
that some hundreds are guarding Van
Reenan’s and Oliver’s nek passes. Com-
mandants Deber and Vannieskerk are in
charge, and their forces have ‘been so
disposed that the whole body can be
massed a¢ any pass the British may at-
tempt to force.

Friday, April 27th, says the residents of
that place declare the strength of the
Boer forces which recently evacuated the
place was 6,000, with 6 guns under
German officers,

Petition From Germans.

Cleveland, Ohio, April 28.—A commit-
tee, claiming to represent one hundred
German soecieties in this city, and 90,000
persons of German extraction, has for-
warded a petition to President McKin-
ley asking him to use his influence to stop
the war in South Africa under the pro-
visions of the peace agreement reached
at The Hague.

'This man’s name did not appear
and his anxiety that his relatives should
not be advised was appeased. ‘Another
dying officer, Lord Roberts comforted by
promising to watch over the future of
his only child. With such jncidents eur-
rent, it is scarcely surprising that the
nation adores its little general, and as
a ~whole abstains from criticisms. If
Gen. Buller had waited inactive as long
as Roberts has at Bloemfontein, the
storm of publie criticism and impatience
would well nigh have foreced his recall.

Sheriff George W. Hoffman was shot on
south hill near Pittsfield yesterday while
pursuing Dunstan and Frank Shaw,
father and son, who had escaped from
the Windsor county jail here.

WILL TURKEY REFUSE?

It Is Thought the Sultan Will Decline to
Pay Indemnity Claims.

(Assoclated Press.)

Constantinople, April 28.—The United
States legation has not yet received the
Porte’s answer to the note handed to
Tewfik Pasha, the Turkish foreign minis-
ter, by the  American Charge d’Affaires
regarding the indemnity claims, and the
impression is gaining ground that the reply
will be in the negative.

The general opinion is that without a
display of force the Porte certainly will
not pay the claims, because it wishes to
show the Moslem world that it only yields
to force. ~ It is considered here that a
simple rupture of diplomatic relations will
render the Porte easier to deal with; but
a rupture of formal relations is not
thought necessary, as the sending of a
-warshil: to a Mediterranean port would
suffice: to obtain a settlement of the mat-
ter in less than 24 hours. )

question by an order for a warship, in the
price of which the indemnity should be
included, was formerly made to France
and Italy, but M. Constance and Senor
Pasa rejected the proposal.

Lack of News Taken to Indicate
That Important Operatiors
Are in Progress.

Boers Rapidly Falling Back on
Ladybrand—Carrington’s
Movements.

London, April 29.—No news has been
received from the seat of war for 24
hours, and this is taken to indicate that
operations “are progressing which it is
deemed .prudent to keep secret.

So far as the sitmation in the south-
eastern part of the Free State can be
worked out from the latest dispatches,
the main body of the Boers, composed of
the forces recently nolding Thaba Nchu,
Leeuw Kop and Dewet’s Dorp, is re-
tiring probably with a view to joining
in the neighborhood of Ladybrand, the
commandoes from the vicinity of Wepen-
er who, according to a dispatch from
Aliwal North, dated April 28th, made
good their retreat to Ladybrand. The

Main Bqdy of the Boers

is being foliowed by Generals Hamilton,
French, Brabant and Hart, while Gen-
eral Rundle also is on the spot.” The
British thus have an overwhelmingly su-
perior force and ought to wipe out the
Boers if they succeed in overtaking them
and bringing them to bay. It may be
assumed that the Boers are to the east-
ward of a line drawn from:-Thaba Nchu
to Wepener.

The retreat, it seems, is being carried
but without fighting, which indicates
that the Boers have a good start and
the dispatches state that they are not
hampered 'much by the tramsport and
leave no visihle track behind them on
the veldt. This mitigates against the
probability of their being overtaken and
forced to

A Decisive Action.

The chances seem that the retreating .

commando may get away without being
forced to turn and fight.

It is within range of possibilities that
Lord Reberts without waiting for the
outcome of these manoeuvres may begin
his advance northward. This may 'be
the secret that the censor has been so
jealously guarding. The outcome of this
interesting situation cannot be long de-
layed.

The news from other points is unim-
portant and uninteresting. Some fight-
ing’ continues about Warrenton, ‘appar-
ently ineffectually, as no casualtiés have
been reported on either side.

-The march
from Dewet’s Dorp was uneventful. Gen-
erals French and Hamilton are also
there.

The mounted force
came in contact with them and had a
slight skirmish. The result of ‘the
junction of Generals French and Rundle
is the clearance of the country of Boers
at this point.

No Announcement of Policy.

The only way in which any-
thing could be done was through several
persons being banded together, The Con-
corvative party might be said to be the
only party in opposition; .they had a
platform; but that platform had been
repudiated by a number of Conserva-
tive supporters, notably those of Vie-
toria. A meeting of the Kootenay Con-
corvatives, held at Nelson, had.ignored
the platform. All voters, therefore, who
desired to see a strong and stable gov-
ernment put in power -would be bound
to support Mr. Martin’s government, all
of whose candidatzs were pledged to a
definite platform. He 'did not see that
Mr, Fernie could establish a strong and
stable government, ‘bécause he was a
party all by himself;:Judging from a
paragraph in Mr. Fernie's address, the
Premier . thought he was hinting that
the confidence of the public in the pres-
ent government had been shattered b\
the eight-hour law; further on he inti-
mates that he himself’ fdvors the prin-
ciple of the law. This is hot consistent.
The working miners have shown most
conclusively that they are in favor of it.

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THE HULL FIRE.

"Later dispatches make it clear that
the calamity which has overtaken the
town of Hull is far more serious than
wvas at first supposed. Not only have
thousands of people been rendered homé-
Jess, but the mills and workshops in
which they earned a livelihood have also
been swept away, and contributions
from outsiders may be the only means
of preventing actual destitution, All
Canada is responding most generously
to the calls for aid, even our much-
maligned Chinatown setting an example
that is worthy of emulation by the Cau-
casian portion of the city. The govern-
ments of the Dominion, of Ontario and
a great many of the large financial and
commercial institutions have responded
with an alacrity which is timely con-
sidering the urgency of the need and the
suffering that may be averted by giving
quickly. No doubt the government of
this province will also do its share in
the good work, as the public do not de-
sire to see the reputation we have gain-
ed for generous donations to the dis-
tressed suffer in the slightest degree, It
seems the City Council is debarred by
legal obstacles from contributing any-
thing, and the calls upon the citizens
have b2en so numerous of late that it is
hardly to be expected the private sub-
scriptions will amount to the usual good-
ly proportions, but.still it is hoped that
something may be done of which no Vie-
torjan need be ashamed.

The people of Hull will not depend
long on the generosity of the community
for the means of existence, The mer-
chants and manufacturers are enterpris-
ing and the workmen industrious, and in
a short time it will be once more one of
the busiest towns in Canada.

The loss of life is deplorable, but it
is awful to contemplate what might have
happened if the fire had occurred at
night. The unfortunate town has suf-
fered more, than once from ¢ disastrous
fires, but never before has tHe destruc-
tion been so great as in the present in-
stance. Being one of the largest manu-
facturing centres of wood products in
the world, the danger from fire must al-
ways remain unless something can be
done to guard more effectively in the
future than has been done in the past
against such catastrophes. The insur-

ance companies will be heavy losers as .

a result of the latest disaster, and thuy
may insist on greater safeguards and
more effective precautions against oc-
curances of a like nature.

A BAD COMBINATION,

AUSTRALIAN FEDERATION.

The temporary difficulty which has
arisen ,in regard to the Australian
Federation Bill will no doubt be adjust-
ed satisfactorily despite the pessimistic
remarks of the press of the United
States, which affect to see in the pres-
ent temporary disagreement the germs
of rebellion. The relations of the Em-
pire and her colonies were never at any
time in the history of Great Britain of
a more harmonious and 'cordial nature.
The war now going on has had a most
potent influence in drawing the remote
parts of our possessions into closer touch
with the central parts, and we are not
drifting towards disintegration but to-
wards closer union.

The London Chronicle says the law of-
ficers of the’ Crown object to clause 74
of the bill now before the British House
of Commons, and explains the reasons
as follows:

“The clause in question confers on
Australia the sole right of interpreting
the constitution unless the point happens
to affect some portion of the Empire out-
side ‘Australia. Taking exception to this,
the legal advisers of the Imperial gov-
ernment have proposed that there should
be added to-the Privy Council, sitting
as a court of appeal, a department in
which British and Australian ‘judges
should alike thave places. (A measure
bringing this about would be introduced
into parliament by the government, and
no doubt it would be passed. TUnder
such a system, it is argued, appeals
from !Australia would come before a tri-
bunal adequately representative of that
country, while at the same time the Im-
perial lihk implied in the Privy Council
would remain unimpaired. 'That, stated
briefly, is the proposal which is being
submitted to the Premiers of Australia.”

The measure as originally drafted
would certainly draw very fine the tie
that binds the Australian colonies to the
Mother Country, leaving the Governor-
General, the representative of the Crown,
as the only remaining vestige of British
suzerainty. A means of‘ overcommg the
present .dead-lock is said to havée been
suggested to the Colonial representatives
now in' England, which may meet with
the approval of the prospectivé edmmon-.
It is said to presage a mo-
mentous change in the relationsi:of the
various sections of the Empire, and the
announcement of the nature of the new
poliey ‘'will be awaited with considerable
interest. . We are told that it is propos-
ed to give Australia representation in
an Imperial = council, but the relations
which this body may bear to the -nation
we have net yet been enlightened upon.

It is clear that if a.council such as has
been mentioned is to be created its
membership will be representative of all
the colonies, and it is npt improbable
that it may be empowered to deal with
all questions affecting the welfare of
the Empire at large, for instance, the
most effective way of defending the
colonies in time of danger. The great
nations of the world have not yet beaten
their weapons of warfare into agrical-
tural implements, and if the nation
should be unfortunate enough to have a
dispute with a first-class® power the
weak point would undoubtedly be the
colonies, They have not taken anything
like adequate {measures to defend them-
selves, and as the self-governing posses-
sions contribute absolutely nothing at
present. 'to. the = British exchequer we
cannot reasonably expect the Imperial
government to do all that is required in
case of international complications. Sir
Charles Tupper’s assertion .that a
federation such . as may be proposed

'means the taxation of Canada to the ex-

tent of about $46,000,000 a year is
merely one of the Conservative leader’s
characteristic . exaggerations, We ' are
sure if .the Laurier government, or any
other government, should present the
facts to the people [of Canada and say
to them that it was only reasonable that
they should do their share towards the
maintenance of the Royal navy there
would be no hesitation on their part
about supplying’ the funds. We Enow
the value of the navy in Victoria. We
realise the position we should have been
in during the trying times of the Behring
Sea . controversy . without . the fleef ; to
protect * our sealing schooners and an
experienced diplomatic service to guard
our interests. Possibly opposition  to
such - Imperial Federation as we have
outlined ‘above might be a popular move
in Bome parts of (Odnada, but it is hard-
ly likely ‘that it  would take well in
Victoria,
CUT -THEM SHORT.

There is a geﬁeral -complaint in  all
parts of Canada against the habit which
has recently grown up in parliament ahd
other public bodies of indulging in exces-
sive prolixity in discussion. The disposi-
tion among speakers seems to be to es-

timate the strength ot an argument as
in proportion to the length of time taken
to elaborate it, whereas the public who
are expected to listen to or to read such
harangues generally set down much
speaking as proof of the weakness of a
case. In any event, the public bore is
a public nuisance as well as a source of
expense to the community, and the gen-
eral desire now is that he should be sup-
pressed. Any member of parliament
who deliberately stands up in his place
and reads corvespondence, talks for
seven or eight hours, and moves resolu-
tions which take up columns of news-
paper space makes a public confession
of his unfitness for a parliamentary
career and should be relegated to private
life until he learns the art of condensa-
tion. In the Imperial parliament things
are hetter managed. 'The leader of the
House of Commons often disposes of
matters of world-wide import in half an
hour, and is noted for the brevity of his
discourses. = Mr. Chamberlain also
recognizes the fact that “brevity is the
soul of wit,”” and acts in accordance with
his knowledge. These men might extend
their remarks greatly every time they
take the floor, and all they had to say
would be read, we might almost say de-
voured, with avidity; yet they put aside
the temptation and ecarefully avcid all
danger of tiring their hearers. The same
remarks apply to all the great speakers
on the Liberal side in the Canadian
House of Commons. Mr. Blake when in
Canadian public life was wont to un-
duly prolong his remarks on nearly all

subjects, and he did not strengthen him-

self in the esteem of his followers there-
by. He has turned over a new leaf since
taking his seat as representative  of
South Lengford .at Webtminster, amd
has added to his reputation thereby, for
he could scarcely gain a patient hearing
at the beginning of his career in Britain.
Laurier and Cartwright deal briefly and
pointedly with all subjects, and yet they,
above all members of the present House,
are sure to be listened to with eagerness
and their printed speeches to be read to
the last line. We were desirous of deal-
ing with this subject entirely from a
non-partisan point of view, yet it must
be said, at the risk of seeming bias even
on this question on which all should be
of one mind, that the leading Conserva-
tives are the great offenders in this im-
portant matter. Sir Charles Tupper is
a Boanerges in debate, yet he is so car-
ried away by the wealth of words at his
command and the torrent of superlatives
in his voecabulary that his arguments are
lost in the surging flood of vituperation.
His son is afflicted with the same weak-
ness, but - probably in a lesser
degree, as witness his nauseating: the
members so thoroughly with his alleged
Yukon scandals that they shudder at the
very mentlon of Klondike. Mr, Fqster

is a clever debater, and one follows for .|
4. time with Wwonder his:artistic. mani-

pulation “of statistics to demonstrate al-
most: any point he desires to make, yet
he seldom holds ‘even his own followers

‘to the.end of his performance, and he

would pé still more popular and might
yet beat all his rivals in the rﬂce for

the Conservative leadership if he studred
still more the art of ‘“boiling down.”

" This is an election year; and the: de-

luge' of talk is a trifle deeper than usual,
to be sure, but the tendency to prosiness
and dreamy drowsiness in public speak-
ing in all kinds of assemblies‘see'msl to
be increasing and: the public would be
deeply grateful to any ingenious indi-
vidual who could devise some method of
checking it. It is sincerely to be hoped
the attention of all candidates at .the
coming election may be called to this
and that the lucky ones selected to guide
the destinies of the provinece will not for-
get it when they take their seats in the
Legislature ‘Assembly.

‘A TIMELY WARNING.

The Montreal Star affects to see an
abundance of signs that Canada is to be
afflicted with a great Conservative vic-
tory at the forthcoming elections. So
confident is this great organ with alleg-
ed independent leanings that Sir Charles
Tupper ‘will shortly be Premier that it
has warned him against taking any of
the old guard into his visionary cabinet;
that it is absolutely necessary that an
improvement should be made in the. per-
sonnel of the new adminjstration as com-
pared with anything the Conservatives
have organized hitherto. The candor of
our Mon:ireal con’emiporary is qui® 1s-
freshing when it says, for instance, that
Sir John Macdonald, being a strong man
himself, could afford to take weak men
into his’ councils; which amounts to a de-
clarations' that as Sir Charles is not a
political Hercules he must offset his own
weakness by selecting strong men to help
him out.

Captain Spencer, of the  “steamsr
Qeotia, which will ply on Atlin lake this
summer, is authority for the statement,
which he says was made to him by the
two officers from Portland, Or., on their
way from Seattle to Vancouver. There
is besides this other local confirmation
of the revnue officers’ story.,

The United States authorities regard
it as altogether probable that'the Alpha
will try to land at Cape Nome, which
they declare is against the customs
Jaws, no foreign vessel being permitted
to land at other than a regularly-ap-
pointed sub-port of entry. It is true
that the Alpha cleared for St. Michael
frem Vancouver,. and that her officers
gave out that they would make no at-
tempt to land at Nome contrary to.law;
but there is one thing certain, and that
is that they cannot land at St. Michas!
for a month and a half yet.

[t is stated in this city that the:-own-
ers of the .vessel have received word
from Washington that the Treasury
Department will allow the vessel to go
to Cape Nome again as ‘often as she
pleases, if she makes Seattle her home
port, and while doing-this she need not
change her registry, an explanation
which is rather peculiar on the face of
it.

DISTANCE OF THE STARS.

A problem in which astronomers. ' are
low much interested is that of the dis-
lances of the stars, especially how far
out they extend. It was formerly thought
that the brightest stars were the nearest,
and the faintest the most distant.  But it
8 now found that.this is not the whole
fruth, and that some of the brightest stars
are as far away as those which we can-
0t see without a telescope.

_Thwu are two remarkable cases of this
kind. Canopus, in the constellation Argo,
18, next to Sirius, the brightest star in the
sky. But its distance . is immeasurably -
f!I'F':lt. S0 that astronomers have not been

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% Boer Secret

Service

Boer 'Government Spends More
Money Than Any Other in
the World.

An Elaborately Conducted De-
partment--The Training of
Boer Agents..

No country im the world has its secret
service department more elaborately con-
ducted, or employs a more able and tal-
ented set of men, than does the Trans
vaal, says Tit-Bits. Recent figures prove
that it probably expends a langer sum of
money in subsidizing these underhand de-
pendents than any other government in
the world. Yet, for obvious reasons, the
secret service department of Oom Paul's
land is a matter of only a few years’
growth.

Barely ten years ago the comparatively
smgil sum of £10,000 a year was suffi-
cient to cover the expenditure of what
even the most honorable nations regard
as a mecessary department to be provided
for out of the civil list. At this figure,
however, it did not remain long, for the
needs of the government, and the game
it was playing—a game which it would
no doubt magnify by the high-sounding
title” of policy—compelled the appropria-
tion of larger sums, and in 1893 £15,000
was being spent in secret service trans-
actions. Within two years this £15,000
thad doubled iiself, for in 1895 it amount-
ed to £30,000.

;Even this large sum was found ridicu-
lously inadequate, for, as anyone may
i see, who takes the trouble to turn up the
Blue-book from the select committee on
British South Africa, the amount placed
on the estimate for 1896 ‘was £60,000.
| Sixty thousand pounds, however. was as
inadequate as the previous £30.000 or the
£10,000 of five years before, for

The Actual Expenditure

was within 'a few hundred pounds of
£192/000. Even this amount does not in-
clude the police secret service expenses,
for which a special sum of £5,000 is al-
lowed. ,

In, 1898 the estimate for this purpose
was £42,500, but it is stated unreservedly
that the sum spent since that time is
more likely to be £80,000 a year if, in
addition to the fees for espionage, finan-
cial considerations to the press—for cer-
tain newspapers are currently reported
to be in the pay of the government—are
taken .into account, )

The Boer secret service thus costs con-

-siderably more than that which appears
in the Imperial .estimates of our own
couniry, with its vast interests all over
the world; and although from the figures
which have been given,above it is com-
paratively easy to make an approximate
calculation of the total amoumt spent
during .the last nine years in obtaining
underhand information. of what.other
countries are doing, he would be.a bold
man who would declare that that sum
covered the whole bill. .
. The sécret service was started soon af-
ter the ‘War of Independence, but it was
ip, a vety:small way, and comsisted for
the most part of 4 number of agents who
furnished reports on electioneering and
other matters of interest and founded
pro-Boer newspapers.

A 'gentleman who professes to know de-
clares that the powerful secret service
which has been

of money related above was put into
operation ‘‘to undéermine the paramountey
of Great Britain in South Africs,” that
being “the eommon object im view’ of the
German and Transvaal authorities.

And who, it will be asked, are these
masked emissaries of the government who
walk in the paths of darkness playing
the traitor to those whom they seem to
serve? , No one knows absolutely, yet
many men are suspected. Not only those
who from sheer .necessity coin their con-
sciences into money and sell their honor
for so much gold. for how should such
poor wretches gain entrance where the
great secrets of a nation <are locked
away? Suspicion has pointed its be-
smirching finger at those who sit in high
places, and one who professes to know
has even dared to implicate among those
whom he declares are the secret agents
of the Boers some members of the House
of 'Commons itself.

These men infest the ranks of society,
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and it is by no means improbable—nay,
it is certain—that they are to be found
in the service of Her Majesty. "
Every reader of ‘the daily papers is
aware that suspicion of being ;
Boer Agents
has fallen ®n several men in the Yeo-
manry or who have sought to enter the
various regiments which have beem en-
rolled for service in the present crisis.
Such men have been refused, though the
real reason has not always been - that
which has been given out; amd, careful
as the authorities are, it is impossible
for the most astute to prevent a spy get-
ting a place in a regiment; for Judas
wears mo mark upon his brow by which

for a traitor, and the most simple and
honest face may be the mask of a most
subtle and dastardly heart.” :

That such men, if detected at the front,
are shot goes without saying, for all na-
tions make short work spies; but the
matter is invariably hushed up, and no
government official will teil what are con-
sidered more or less government secrets.

London, Paris,' Berlin, Hamburg, Can-
ada, are among the centres where these
agents are declared to flourish; and many
papers in these cities and countries ‘are
openly proclaimed as being suborned by
the men who owe allegiance to the
Trangvaal.

Spy.is an ugly word in English ears.
vet what but spies are the men employed
in this ferret work? They carry their lives
literally in their hands, for death, as
everyone kmows, is

The Price the Spy Must Pay

if . he bungles in his work and is caught
in the mets which are always spread to
entrap him. The ordinary mortal would
think that, taking the risks into consid-
eration, such services would be well paid.
If any proof were meeded tbat honesty
is the best policy it would assuredly be
furnished by the 'salaries that the secret
ser'vice agents of the Boers receive.

From £5 to £10 a week, the sum being
determined ,by the position the man fills
and the work he is doing, as weil as
where it is, is deemed sufficient by those
who are in charge of the department, dur-
ing the first nine months of his career in
the service. 1If, however, he happens to
be a member of the espionage corps and
is connected with military matters, he
receives in addition a bonus at the end
of his term, but it is obvious that not
until his work is over does he receive
this bonus, and if he is caught the oppo-
site side takes good care that he has no
opportunity of receiving it.

Anyone desiring to join the service
must not only furnish the best references,
but procure personal introductions - of
such a character as to leave no doubts
as’' to his bona fides. Having been en-
rolled, he enters on a course of what is
called i f

“Instruction and Probation.”
During his time, in obedience to the old
adageé to “set a thief to catch a thief,” he
is, although he never knows it at the
time, carefully watched by other agents,
and to them he may even have to make
his reports and from them he draws his
salary.: :Indeed, from whatever hand his
wages .come the agent never receives
them direct from the government, so that
even if he turned traitor to his trehcher-
‘ous employment he would have no elear
case against the State he had been sery-
ing. :

If at the end of mine months of pro-
bation the new servant has proved  him-
self toustworthy amd clever, he is ad-
vanced 1o ‘the more important branches
of the service for another -term of two
vears, after being sworn to secrecy, and
his salaty is raised-to from -£35 to £50
a month and travelling expenses. This
salary is, however; increased if he has
to travek by sea or go on 2 long journey

More Than Ordinary Risk.

At any time, however;, he may be recalled
and trangformed into an ordinary goyern-
ment employee.

Dangerous as this work is for men, it
is nof limited only to them, for women
are alsa.employed, as the arrest in Natal
mot long ago of a woman with dispatches
for the Boers undoubtedly goes to prove.

‘Sir Charles Tupper regretted that it
was their painful duty to rgfer to the
loss of another member of the present
parliament. Dr. Haley was awell known
in Nova Scotia, and neither:in the House
wr in that province swasiithere any
person who, knowing him; failed to re-
spect him., He had the happy faculty,
while discharging his duty to his party
and his country firmly, to do so in so
kindly 'and coneciliatory a manner as to
preserve the regard of all. The loss to
his family was irreparable, and every
member ‘would join in tenderifig - most
heartfelt” Sympathy. ~ He!'way glad "to
learn that the Prime Minister proposed,
ss a mark of esteem, that the House
should - adjourn for the purpose of al-
lowing the members to accompany the
body on the ‘first stage of its last jour-
ney.

West India Trade.

Mr. Kaulbach (Lunenburg) asked- if,
in view of Trinidad’s rejection of €an-
ada’s offer of trade relations, an_d'the
report of an offer made by the Trinidad

The  Minister of Marine and Fisheries
replied that the matter was fully -con-
sidered some time- ago,- and satisfactory
assurances were given that in any ar-
rangements; which .might. be ‘made: be-
tween the British ‘West Indies and :the
United States, the rights of Canada in
the West Indian markets must be .pre-
served, . <

The Prohibition Resolution.

Mr. Flint (Yarmouth) moved-that this
House has affirmed the 'principle that
the prohibition of the ligquor traffic is: the
right and most effectual legislative rem-
edy for the evils of intemperance, and
also declared that as soon as public opin-
ion would sufficiently sustain stringent
measures, it was prepared to promote
such legislation; that the plebiscite of
1898, wherein a majority of ‘the votes
polled throughout the Dominion, includ-
ing substantial majorities in all the pro-
vinces but one, were ascertained to be
in favor of such legislation, as well as
satisfactory evidence from other sources,
shows that such measure will be thor-
oughly supported by the people -of Can-
ada; that this House is now of the
opinion, in view of the foregoing facts,
that it is desirable and expedient that
parliament should, without delay, enact
such measures as will secure the pro-
hition of the liquor traffic for beverage
purposes in at least those provinces and
territories ‘which have voted in favor of
such prohibition.

In doing so he said it would not re-
quire lengthy explanation. The general
question which it covered and attempt-
ed to deal with had been so much dis-
cussed for years that a debate on many
of its points might well be left out that
evening. For those who were unfamiliar
with the usages of the House, it was
only fair to them and to himself to ex-
plain the history of the resolution. He
had been asked why he did not bring in
a bill containing the principle of prohi-
bition in plain terms, but 'as those fami-
liar with such ‘matters knew mno pri-
vate member could bring in a bill affect-
ing the revenues unless parliament had
first adopted a resolution embodying the
legislation proposed. Mr. Flint also ex-
plained, what all familiar with the prac-
tice of the House knew to be so, that
the resolution was being moved at the
earliest, possible, .moment. in--the sesgion:
Coming to the first clause of the resolu-
tion, he quoted the resqlution adopted
on March 5th, 1884, on motion of Mr.
Foster, declaring it to be -expedient to
enact a prohibitory law. The present
resolution emanated from the Dominion
Alliance as a step towards total prohi-
bition in every province. There might
be objections to this course as against
prohibition all over the Dominion, but
there were facilitjes for enforcing probi-
bition in some of the federated provinces
which would be lacking if it were at-
tempted to be enforced all over the coun-
try. In the Maritime provinces there
was a feeling in favor' of having pro-
vincial prohibition umtil the full meas-
ure could be obtained, and in view of the
feeling in Quebec it was théught, better
to have prohibition where the support
for the principle was strong.  There
were ‘wide differences of opinion as to
the best remedy for a generally admit-
ted evil. In the Maritime provinces pub-
lic sentiment had been shown to be so
strong that a prohibitory 'law, if con-
stitutionally put into foree there, would
be as well ohserved as any other law.
The idea of the Dominion Alliance was
that the law might be brought into force
by a popular vote, and so be introduced
in each province as'the public sentiment
there was formed against theé importa-
ticn, manufacture and. sale of “intoxi:
cants. It was a reproach to parliament
that it did nothing to assist a drastic
local measure, such as was about to he
tried in Manitoba, for without federal
aid there were many ways to evade a
local law, . :

Mr. Flint explained the constitutional
aspect of the matter, which, he said,
chiefly rested on section 121 of ¢the Brit-
ish North America Act: “All articles, the
produce, growth or manufacture of one
province, shall, after the union, be ad-
mitted free into every other proyince.”

This he interpreted .to mean free from |.
any customs dufies, By section 91 par- |

liament was authorized to legislate “for
the peace, order. and .good government
of Canada,” and if in deing so it thonght
well to. prohibit the liquor traffic, it
would be' a perfectly constitutional step.

. Mr. Flint deprecated-the making a party

political question out of .this, pointing
out that for the effective:earrying out of
a prohibitory - law,  the government - -of:
the country must have the support of
the party oppésed to'it. Therefore he
appealed to all friends of ‘temiperance
on both sides to.vote for the resolution,
which he believed would be supported by
the bulk of the ‘people in all provinces
but one. ¥

Mr. Bell (East Prince, P. BE. L), sec-
onded the motion. ' A quarters of a cen-
tury ago, he said, the ‘Mackenzie gov-
ernment. had given the people the Scott
Act, which was adapted to the different
st_ﬂges of development in different pro-
vinces, and was calculated to operate

over wider areas than the Dunkin Act:

It had contributed since then to produce
sobriety, morality, peace and material
prosperity. The proposition contained in
the present resolution was one which
should prove satisfactory to the temper-
gnce people, who were as reasonable now
as they were twenty-five years ago. It
would remove the sting of defeat from
the plebiscite vote and make the temm-
perance people. feel they were not alto-
gether robbed of the legitimate fruits of
their victory, it would give them en-

couragement to proceed with their work
of mortal reform, and it would give them

a A -
to understand that the government was
their friend and patron. While the gov-
ernment had not given a definite promise
to abide by the result of the vote, Mr.
Bell considered that it had given an
implied warning, and as a Liberal he
warned the government that it would
lose the support of many clectors at the
next election if it did not take some
action now, even though the great ma-
jority of the prohibition workers were
in the Liberal ranks. Mr. Bell suggested
the extension of the Seott Act to pro-
vindes with an honest effort to make it
efficient, and government centrol of the
sale for legitimate purposes.

3 ‘Wants Total Prohibition.

Mr. Firmin McClure (Liberal, Colches-
ter), moved in amendment: “That the
object of good government is to promote
the general welfare of the people by the
careful encouragement and protection of
whatever , makes for the public good and
by the . equally careful discouragement
and suppression of whatever tends to the
public disadvantage; that the traffic in in-
toxicating liquors as beverages has heen
production of injury to the moral, social
and industrial welfare of the people of
Canada; that, despite all preceding legis-
Iation, the evils of intemperance remain
50 .vast in magnitude, so wide in extent,
and so destructive in effect' as to con-
stitute a social peril and a national
‘menace; that this House is of opinion,
for the reasons hereinbefore set forth,
that the right and most effective legisla-
tive remedy for these -evils is
to be found in the enactment and en-
forcement of a law prohibiting the im-
portation, manufacture and sale of in-
toxicants for beverage purposes, and this
House is prepared to promote such leg-
islation in so far as the same is within
the competency of the parliament of
Canada.” 5
i Mr, McClure said that no resolution
could be based on the result of the
plebiscite vote, and, therefore, he based
his on something more substantial. = He
¢ould not conceive how the partial pro-
hibition asked for in the resolution would
;.be anything but a farce. That resolu-
tion was the work of the Dominion Alli-
ance, and who were they? “I am as good
a prohibitionist as any,” said the honor-
able gentleman, “but I say that the Do-
minion Alliance represents nobody but
the half dozen ' men on the executive
centred in Toronto and Montreal, and
that they do not represent the prohibi-
tionists of Canada. They do not repre-
sent the Maritime provinces, nor does
this resolution. It was submitted to the
prohibitionists of the Maritime provinces
and repudiated by them. 'There are pro-
hibitionists in' this country who want
prohibition, more perhaps than the gov-
ernment or the opposition realize; ‘but
those who want partial prohibition ¢an
be counted on the fingers of one hand.”

The hon. gentleman declined to:<be
made the catspaw of the opposition to
punish the government in this connection,
although he was not a supporter of -the
government in the stand it took. The
Conservative party had shown itself un-
worthy of the confidence of prohibition-
ists,  toying with the question for party
i ends-and appointing a commission: of
biased” men,” who excluded all evidence
in' favortof prohibition. The cause would
be greatly ‘advanced by ‘this discussion
insparliament, '‘and if the principle ‘was
right:some such' proposition as was made
in ‘his amendment would be adopted in

P. Maynard, a New
York capitalist, who has been looking
over the Monitor mine and the proper-
ties above the Hayes mines on the
eanal, is so pleased with the prospects
that he says he has decided to build a
good-sized wharf and - established an
aerial tramway to carry the ore from the
Monitor mine to the wharf, where it
will be logded on the Willapa for ship-
ment to the smelters. The ‘work will
Be eommenced shortly, and it is not ex-
pected that it will be leng before the
Buckets of ore are being hauled over the
aerial tramway.

At San Juan, too, things are bustling.

Revolution
Threatened

Arms and Amunition Being Land-
ed at Macoa for the Rebels
of China.

Kang Yu Wei Wants Ten Thous-
Uniforms--Imperial Troops
Face Rebels.

According to news received here by
the Empxess of China great preparations
are being made by the rebels of China
for a big revolution. A’ Macao corres-
pondent says there is'not the slightest
doubt but that the near future will see
a vast army of rebels rising in the in-
terior.  During the four months of the
-present year no less than twenty thou-
sand Mauser rifles and a great quantity
of ammunition and other war material
was taken inland from that port and
colony..  On March 19th a German
‘steamer arrived ~ there with cases of
what purported to be merchandise, but
which it was afterwards learned was
six thousand rifles and a large stock of
powder and ammunition. The ecaptain
of the steamer said these arms had all
been sold to the people of inland China.
‘A correspendent of the Hongkong
Press. in telling of the importation of
arms and munition of wars, says there
is no doubt that the arms are going to
Chinese revolutionists, and he calls upon
the British government officials at
Hongkong to have the importation of
arms from German steamers stopped, as
“if disturbances break out the British
will be the sufferers at Hongkong, as
. outside of it, the settlement proper, they
have no foree sufficient to face any sud-
den revolution.”

A correspondent of the North China
Daily News in Shantung says the move-
aent of the “Boxer” rebels continues to
grow. In many places there are camps
of Chinese drilling with more or less
publicity, with the firm expectation that
in the not long distant furture there is
to be a general rising.

The’ rebellion in Shantung is growing
to an alarming extent, the revolutionists
having even made an irruption into
Chili, ‘and it is even said by some cor-
respondents that they have reached  the
neighborhood of Tientsen, so that should
they attempt to enter that settiement
the foreign troops will have to land to
protect life and property. The Pekin
government, however, desiring to avert
the necessity, it is persumed, of alien in-
terference, has sent seven thousand
troops to attack the rebels.

The Yokohama Advertiser, in referring
to the rebellion in Shantung, says:
‘““There is one aspect of the situation
which must cause great uneasiness at
all European courts with interests in the
Far East. The present. disturbances
have a mueh -different
significanee from those which have taken
place in other parts. of the empire dur-
ing the past few years. While the
Kwang “provinces have long been the
seat of every form of agitation, from
mere highway robbery to organized. re-
bellion, the questions raised have been
such as could be settled between the
central  government and one ecertain
western country, usually England. So,
too, in the less frequent cases of out-
breaks in other of the provinces. They
may have caused great anguish of mind
to the Tsung-li Yamen, but they never
led the outsiders to quarrel among them-
selves. Now, however, the troubles are
dangerously near to a region where they
will affect the interests no alone of the
English, the French, or the Germans,
but all foreigners. Within its own’
sphere of influence each nation has been
to a certain extent in partnership with
China in the work of government, and
where its partner fails it can undertake
to carry out that work unaided without
dread of interference. But when, as
now, the scene of any emeute is near the
capital many factors enter into the case
productive of gravest anxiety. and -this
apart from any danger threatening the
stability- of the reigning dynasty. For
Chihli, in the eyes of all excépt Russians,
is a province which must not only be
protectad but neutralized. .

“The landing of a force of bluejackets
from one of the warships at Tientsin-is
now indicative of something more than
a desire to protect legations and trade
interests. It is also an assertion of dip-
lomatic rights against other powers and
a warning to them that whatever may
occur - they ean only press their < own
claims with the consent of all interested.
The case of Russia‘is markedly differ-
ent from those of the mentioned powers.
Down to the great wall her position is
well secured, and she has no rival to
fear commercially and none politically
except Japan, Her influence at Pekin
may vary in.weight, but she can feek
secure in the belief that her southward

| march of empire will finally be checked,
{not by any diplomatic skill, but by her

coming face to face with a- military
strength greater than her own.”

Kang Yu Wei is reported by one of
the China papers to have been endeavor-
ing to purchase ten thousand uniforms
at Hongkong, and representations have
been made by China not to permit the
sale. In Canton, too, despite tha at-
tempts of Li Hung Chang 'to put it
down, the insurreetion grows, and from
Wei-hai-wei comes news that disturb-
ances are threatened between the Brit-
ish and the 'Chinese.

Thousands
Homeless

Later Details of the Disastrous

Conflagration at Hull and
Ottawa.

Damage Is Estimated at Twenty
Million Dollars---Flames Not
Yet Extinguished.

Ottawa, April 27.—The fire which broke
out in Hull yesterday morning and. spread
te Ottawa was not under control at mid-
night.

Five square miles of city burned over,
more than 2,600 dwellings, factories, mills,
stores and otker buildings destroyed, en-
tailing a loss estimated to reach $20,000,-
000, and between 12,000 and 15,000 women
and children homeless, i8 the rough esti-.
mate early this morning of the damage
done by the fire,

Most of the lumber piles of Ottawa and
Hull are now mere heaps of charred wood
and ‘ashes.  Half a dozen churches and
schools havé been burned. The Eddy Com-
rany’s paper pulp mills, match factory
and their entire establishments, with the
exception only of the sulphide works,
which were out of the line of fire,

Have Been Destroyed.

Jronsons & Weston’s mill, the Hull . Lum-
ber Company’s mill, one of Looth’s mills,
the McKay Flour Miliing Company’s pre-
mises, one of the power houses of the Ot-
tawa Electric Company, the Hull _water-
works, the Hull court house and gaol,
the post office,” the conyent, and almost
every business place, as well as ahout 1,000
dwellings and shops in Hull have been
destroyed. Indeed, practically nothivg of
Hull is left but the big Romsan Catholie
church-and a few houses beyond it.

The fire broke out in the house of Mr.

A Heavy Gale Blowing

The spot where the fire originated is
about a quarter of a mile from Main
sireet, Hull.

As a gale was blowing from the north-
west right in the direction of the lumber
piles and 1nills on both the Hull and Ot-
tawa shores of the Ottawa river ‘and
Chaudiere Falls, it was soon seen that the
fire was almost certain to be a large one.

By 11:30 the fire had got a good hold
of Main street, and the entire street.and
Gozens of cross streets were burned. Prac-
tically there is not -a house left on the
street.

About- this time the fire had made a
jump of nearly -half a mile and ignited
Eddy’s wood: yard near tHe match fae-
tory, That-was soon in flames, and the
50-mife-an-hour gale which was blowing
drove the high column of flame across
Bridge street and set fire' to the Hddy

and caught the sheds in the rear of the

The Ottawa fire brigade was ecalled upon
for ‘assistance, but it "'was soon .seen that
the combined forces of Ottawa and Hull
were wholly inadequate to fight the terri-
fic conflagration which was now . raging.

When it became known that Lord
Methuen’s advance had been checked,
there was a run on tinned goods of every
description, -and these ‘were soon prac-
tically unobtainable. ~On December
98th the bread allowance was cut down
from 1 pound to 14 ounces, and three
weeks later to 10%%5 ounces per adult.
Dmmg the last few weeks of the siege
he allowance per head was as follows:
i, pound meat, 10% ounces of bread, 2
ounces of mealie meal, 1. ounce of samp
(crushed mealies), and 2 bunées of Sugar
per diem: This was just about - suffi-
cient to keep body and soul together, The
little bacon, eheese, tinned meats, but-
ter, condensed milk, etc., remaining in
the town had long since been comman-
deered by the military authorities, and
were only doled out to sick persons pro-
vided with a ‘medical certificate. It was
only when the New Year arrived that
th» shoe really began to pinch. At
Christmas a sovereign apiece was paid
for fowls, 40s, to BOs. for turkeys, 15s.

On November 25th the most success-
ful sortie made during the siege took:
place. Our men went out during ‘the
night, the artillery keeping a look-out
to prevent reinforcements reaching the
Boers, and at daybreak surprised the
pickets. The Boers were completely
surprised, and our men soon-got to close
quarters, the Kimberley Light Horse,
who had only been served out with the
arm the day before, charging the Boer ;
position with the bayonet.  The occu—?
pants of the redoubts speedily evacuat-
ed them, not relishing the look of the
cold steel; thirty-three, unable to retire
rapidly enough, surrendered, - after
treacherously shooting three or four of
our men when the white flag had been
hoisted.

The Boer loss must have been heavy.
I believe they admitted losing eleven
killed, but as they put down their “miss-
ing” at fifteen, when we had thirty-one
safe under lock and key and two corpses,
it is evident that little reliance can be
placed upon their returns.

Three days later (November 28th) an-
other sortie was made at the same place,
but this time.the affair. was anything
but a success, resulting most disastrously
for-our men. - Nothing was ‘known as to
the result of the operations until after
8 p.m., when: the ;news- wes passed -
around at the Kimberley Olub that the
attack had failed, and that Major Scott-.

£192,000. Even this.amount does not in-
clude the police secret service expenses,
for which a special sum of £5,000 is.al-
lowed,

In 1898 the .estimate for this. purpose
was £42,500, but it is stated unreservedly
that the sum spent since that time is
more likely to be £80,000 a. year if, in
addition to the fees for espionage, finan-
cial considerations to the' press—for cer-
tain. newspapers are currently reported
to be in the pay of the gevernment—are
taken into account,

siderably more than that which appears
in the Imperial estimates of our own

For the one hundred
and forty years succeeding, it has, from
time to time, recsived other great special
collections, which kings and noblemen
and other wealthy private collectors have
freely turned over to it as gifts to the
nation: the royal library of George III.,
the gift (in 1823) of George 1V. T70.060
volumes, whose cost had been $650,000; °
the Grenville collection, 20,000
volumes, upon which the donor had ex-
pended nearly $300,000; and innumerable
smaller or less -costly accumiulation—the
Edwards, Birch, Onslow, Banks, Crache-
rode, Egerton, Arundel. The total walue’
of gifts to the museum in all depart-
ments, -during the twelve years from
1823 to 1835: alone, was estimated at
$2,000,000. To expend great sums on
baoks, . maunuscripts, gems, -marbles,
eeramics; to -b& known as a collector

CHESS,
STEINITZ FREE AGAIN.

Steinitz has -been recently discharged
from Dr. J. J. Kindred’s River Crest Sani-
tarium, near Astoria, L. I, where he had
been underxolng treatment for several
weeks, .-From the standpoint of a special-
ist, the former champlon is still insane,
but Dr. Kindred said there was nothing
alarming in his symptoms. The question of
an @bsolute cure could only be solved by
time and proper treatment. 'His case had
been diagnesed as ome of paranocia. Barly
in: February st Mr. Steinitz. was com-
“mitted  to  tlie State: Insine -Asylum on
Ward's Island, and- later, ‘through the iu-
tervention -of friends, he was transferred
to the River Crést, Sanitarium, where he
was. comfortably quartered in a cottage
annex. After his transfer to that institu-
tion he practieally had the. freedom - of
the grounds. He maintained ihat he wwas
perfectly, rational.

The physicians admit that to the ordin-
ary. obsérver Steinitz will appear _ sane.
Under expert scrutiny, however, he :de-
velops certain peculiarities that indicate
the particular form. of malady from which
he is suffering. He 1s given to morbid
suspielons, ‘at *other times fo a fear of
persecution, which g succeeded by a feel-
ing of elation.’ Mr, Stelnitz wrote a pamph-
let on' “Capital, Labor and Charity,” while
he was.in the sanitarium, and feared that
his sequestration ‘would | deprive ' him of
the copyright to his work. Although al-

| ways admitting that he recelved the best

of treatment -in the sanitariuin, yet upon
eertain occasions Stelnitz decllned to eaf,
claiming ‘that the food was polsoned by
persons known to him only. Dr. Kindred
will not say that Steinitz 1s cured, ‘or that
he has improved to any appreciable ex-
tent, during the last few weeks he hag
been at the ‘sanitarium, but as Steinitz was
clamoring for his  release, and his - wife
and friends were anxious for his returm
to :his family, Dr. Kindred: consented to
his discharge in his wlte’s custody.

The Army
of Britain
Is Conscription Coming?--Our

Vast Resources That Re-
main Untapped.

Major Arthur Griffiths Deals
With the Question in London
Daily Mail.

Is conscription coming? ]

“Why should it?” one is tempted to
ask in reply; throwing the onus of proof
upon those who assert its manifest ne-
cessity. - No doubt there are times'when
that necessity speaks, or seems to speak,
out trumpet-tongued.

It was so in 1870, when the humilia-
tion of France roused us to the terrified
appreciation of what it costs to be un-
prepared for war; & warning that
brought universal service within meas-
urable distance, but which had no tang-
ible consequence beyond the abolition of
purchase in the army. B

Now, once more we are passing
through a much keener, a more agoniz-
ing spasm of alarm, now when the al-
most insatiable demand of a distant war
have put so severe a strain upon our
land forces that the alarmist may be
excused if he cries aloud, a little hys-
terically perhaps, that the Empire is in
danger,

But the emergency is surely not of the
crucial character that calls for extreme
measires, We are passing through an
nnpleasant, a painful, and distressing ex-
perience, but we shall surely win our
way to peace and honor

Without Panic Legislation,

We do not want conscription, as a mat-
ter of fact. The blood tax, the obliga-
tion of personal service imposed on every
adult male in neighboring countries may
be and should be avoided in this, and
for the simple reason that with us com-
pulsion is obviated by good-will,

Given .the need, the response will
come voluntarily, spontaneously, and, as
we are seeing at this moment, certain-
ly to the most satisfactory extent. Peo- |.
ple talk a little too glibly about conserip-
tion, forgetting exactly what it means,
Yet the very word is abhorrent to the
genius of a free-born race. It implies
servitude, the surrender of independence
to the will of some despotic superior,
whether king or demos. Its action may
be disguised. It may be called by va-
rious high-flown expressions; it is pa-
triotism, judicious co-operation for seif-
defense, the general uprising of national
spirit seeking union for the better resis-
tance of attack from without.

Not the less does it constitute a tax
of the most grievous- kind, an intoler-
able because an munavoidable burthen

to voluntarily and one imposed by force
majeur. So long as the British people,
taking them in the largest sense as mem-
bers of the great Empire, are prepared
to defend it heart and soul and of their
owr accord, we need no conscription

To Safeguard the Realm.

This is the key to the whole situation.
‘While the national spirit stands at its
present high level the quota forthcoming
will generally suffice for, Imperial needs.
When that spirit droops and flags con-
seription itself, the gathering together
of the whole male population, the ban
and arriere ban, from aged men to cal-
low striplings would not stave off disas-
ter,

If, however, it can be proved to dem-
onstration that’ we need not have re-
course to compulsor7 service because
all its advantages can be otherwise at-
tained we yet cannot afford to let the
plentiful supply of good material run
to waste as has been too generally the
case hitherto. Our resources are almost
unlimited; there is a latent strength up-
on which we can draw without end, and
which would put our national arma-
ments ‘on an unquestionably adequate
footing if only our rulers have the wis-
dom to utilize the available material
aright. It is necessary only to system-
atize it and organize it, and abandon
the old niggardly short-sighted _policy
which has left so much good stuff with-
out consistency or efficiency.

It would be far cheaper to increase the
army estimates by a few millions than
to establish conscription, which is quite

In Capetown, 600 miles away, and ages
ago, I had seen the heads of the firm of
Roberts, Kitchener & Co. (unlimited) or-
ganizing a coup.

I did not know—no one knew—and could
only vaguely guess what kind of a coup
was being engineered; but we saw the
senfor partner sitting alone in his inner
parlor witll an easy look of confident pur-
pose, and the junior partner sitting ‘in-
tent on papers in the big office where a
rew of heads of departments were grind-
ing awaey at documents that looked lke
estimates.

So we thought we knew that one of the
two Eknew exactly what he wanted done,
and that the other knew exactly how he
was going to do it.

For the rest we knew only this: that
Lord Kitchener was_engaged in the en-
tire reorganization of the army transport.

We thought that was a strange sort of
thing to be doing in the middle of a cam-
paign, and some of us talked darkly about
swapping -horses while crossing a stream.
