Dalhousic Railway.

A second Railway meeting was held at
Dalhousie on Saturda):, last, R.J. Bennet,
| Esq., was chairman and H. A. Johnson,
| Esq., secretary. The committee appoint-
; ed at the last meeting submitted reports,
| and the engineer in charge of. the survey
submitted estimates of the cost. A stock
list was opened and over one halt of the
stock subscribed. The secretary was ap-
pointed to have the list filled up. The
survey showed the length of the intended
branch line from Dalhousie station, I. C.
R., following the southern bank of the
Restigouche river, to the public wharfpin
the town of Dalhousie, to be 63 miles.
The engineer estimated the cost of con-
struction and cquipment at $6,400 per
miles, or a total of 43,200 not including
rails. The Government subsidy of $5,000
per mile would amount to $33,500, leaving
a balance of 89,450 to be raised in some
other way. He also submitted an esti-
mate of the receipts of the road, based on
the amount of passenger and freight
traffic to and from Dalhousie during the
past year. This he contended, amounted
up to $4,034, including, of course, the
sum to be paid for the transmission of the
mails. The probable cost of running the
road he estimated at $4,700 per year. It
is fully expectod that the required sum of
$10,000 will be made up in a few days.
When this is done a Board of directors will
probably be chosen, and committees ap-
pointed to confer with the Local and Do-
minion Governments in the matter. It is
intended that application shall be made to
the latter for old rails.

Teacher’s Institute.

Newspaper Law.

To save our delinquent subscribers tlfe
expense of taking legal advice as to their
papers we publish the following on the
newspaper law:— .

1. Any person who takes a paper regu-
larly t'romy the Post Office—whether direct-
ed to his name or another’s or whether he
has subscribed or not—is responsible for
the payment. : .

2. If a person orders his paper discon-
tinued he must first pay all arrearages,
or the publisher may continue to send un-
til payment is made and collect the whole
amount, whether the paper is taken from
the office or not.

3. The Courts have decided that refus-
ing to take newspapers and periodicals
from a Post Office, or removing, and leqv:
ing them uncalled for, is *‘prima facie’
evidence of intentional frand.

This might also serve as a little remind-

er to those who are in arrears.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Mg. Eprror.—Woe are two little girls,
and, of course, don’t understand all about
everything. Now, there is something go-
ing on that puzzles us. It’s something
very bad, and we write to ask you if there
is no way in which this bad thing can be
stopped. -Just round the corner, cluse by
where we live, there is a drinking saloon.
Now, we’ve talked it over and over again,
but we can’t see any good in a drinking
saloon. If you know of any, we wish you
would tell us in your paper. The baker
and butcher, the shoemaker and tailor, the
storekeeper and lawyer, the doctor and the
minister, are all useful to us, bdt we can’t
think of any use the saloonfkeeper is to
auybody. But, oh dear! e harm he
does—that is dreadful. We don’t like to
think of it. Now, Mr. Editor, as near as
we can come to it, there are about fifteen
saloons and grog-shops in our little town;
and fifteen men at work, day and night,
doing all they can to hurt and destroy.
Oh! sir, if our minister would only go to
work and stir up the people, all the saloons.
and grog-shops might be stopped in less
than a week. Won’t you publish our let-
ter, Mr. Editor? We are only two little
girls, and can’t do anything ourselves; but
maybe what we say will stir up others.
It doesn’t look modest in us to seem to
know more than men and women about

Dr. Rand said that of the per ge of
pupils daily present on an average 20 or
257, was perhaps uncontrollable, which
left 757 possible.

Thereorganization of the Domin-
ion Rifle Association, and the holding
of the Anuual Matches at Quebec, in-
stead of at Ottawa, as at present.

2nd. The selection of the Wimbledon
Team at Quebec based on a series of
Pt , the to be brought
up at the next meeting of the Domin-
ion Rifle Association.

The matter is one that shculd be
practically considered, with as great a
freedom as possible from local influences
and official bias. Some persons may be
inclined to think it of little importance
from a public point of view, but when
it is remembered that some $10,000
of public money are annually spent
by the Association it is surely rea-
sonable that those fcr whose benefit
the grants are made by Parlia-
ment should have the best possible re-
sults secured tothem by the expenditure.

Many of our best marksmen have
been long debarred from competing at
the Annual Matohéds of the Aseociation,
simply because they have been held at
Ottawa,which is not a convenient point
in any general sense. At all cvents the
holding of the matches at Ottawa has
practically shut out Canadian marksmen
at Jargefrom participation in them, those
of Ontario and Quebec doing nearly all
the shooting and, of course, getting the
money, which is intended for general
distributionamong Dominion marksmen,
aceording to their merit at the ranges.

We earpestly hope that at the next

ting of the A the proposi-
tions we htve stated will be taken vp
and acted upon. Quebec is mid-way
between Sarnia and Halilax, is acces-
sible by rail from all parts of the Domin-
ion, besides being on the 8t. Lawrence,
which offers snperior facilities for the
conveyance of men very cheaply from
many points. Were the Matches held
at Quebec we are quite sure that every
Province having a Provincial Associa-
| tion would send a large team composed
of its best aggregate marksmen compet-
ing at the Provincial maiches,and there
would be an interest awakened in the
affairs of the Dominion Association
which does not now exist simply be
cauge the great majority of our best
shots feel ike resenting the manner in
which they are treated through the sys-
tem by which so much is lost to them
by Ottawa centralization.

Acadia—XHistopical Outlines.

The writer of the *North Shore
Sketches” which have appeared in the
MiramrcHI ApVANCE has changed his
plan and before continuing them will
give an ontline of the history of Acadia
which he has cowpiled from various
sources.

Continued from issue of 25th Dec.

Biencourt still held possession of the
country and claimed to be its comman-
dant under the French King. With
his lientenant, young Charles de la Tour,
he lived among the MicMacs, dressed
after their fashion, and with them fished
and hunted. The expedition of Argall
in 1613 paved the way for the occupa-
tion of Acadie by the English. Sir
William Alexander, a Scottish Knight
who had an enthusiastic imagination
and a patriotic mind, conceived the pro-
ject of founding a new Scotland on the
American Continent. He obtained
from King James a concession of a large
tract of country, which was named in
the patent, Nova Scotia. In this man-
ner was introduced the confusion which,
at a subsequent period, caused so much
diffienlty, and gave rise to a tedious and
intricate discussion whether Nova Scotia
and Acadie were words indifferently the
name of one and the same country, or
whether they were two distinct and
neighboring Provinces. In August 1622
Sir William despatched a number of
Scottish emigrants to take possession of
the country. About the middle of Sep-
tember the vessel had approached the
Island of Cape Breton, when a violent
gale drove her far to the east. Having
at length arrived at Newfoundland the
emigrants determined to winter there.
In the spring of 1623 the party set sail
for Acadic and coasting along the shore
they visited two or three harbors near
Cape Sable. Here was Biencourt and
his lientenant, Charles de la Tour with
some tow survivors of the Colonists of
Port Royal, also a number of fishermen
and adventurers, and the Indians of the
Cape. Biencourt liad built a fort which
he named St. Louis on the harbor of
L’Omeron, now known as Port Latour.
When the Scottish emigrants noticed
such a French stronghold, they aban-
doned the idea of settling in Acadie and
returned to England where they pub-
lished an extravagsnt and exaggerated
account of their voyage,

After the death of Bicncourt in 1623
Charles de la Tour succeeded to the
nominal dignity of Commandaunt of
Acadie. His father Clande Turgis de
St. Etienne, Sieur de la Tour, of the
Province of Champagne, quitted Paris
in 1610 taking with him his son Charles,
then 18 years old, to settle in Acadie
near Poutrincourt at Port Royal.—
Charles was a Catholic and his father a
Huguenot. In 1627 Claude de la Tour
obtained ap extensive grant, on the
river St. Jphn, and his son Charles held
Fort St. Lonis, to which he gave his
name in 1631.

In 1627 a number of genilemen of the
priucipal towns of France submitted to
Cardipal Richelieu, who was at the head
of affairs in France, a project of form-
ing a company called ‘“ New Company
of the Hundred Associates,” The pro-
ject was approved by the Cardinal and
accordingly a royal charter was granted,
ceding to them all New France, includ-
ing Florida, Canada, Acadie, Newfound-
land, and all the 1slands in the Gulf of
St. Lawrence, The Act confirming the
establishment of the New Company re-
ceived the assent of Louis XIII, and
was proclaimed by an edict dated 6th of
May 1628.

QOn the death of King James in 1625
the grant to Hir William Alexander was
confirmed by Charles I. At this time
the order of the Knights-Baronets of
Nova Scotia was founded and consisted
of 150 members. Under the patronage
of Sir William, David Kirkt, son of a
Scotchman naturalized in France, re-
ceived a commission in 1628 from
Charles I. to seize Quebec and all the
French forts of Acadie. He according-
ly seized Port Royal and took formal

ossession of the co\mtr'y forSir William.
fu the Gulf of 8t. Lawrence he captured
a vessel fitted out by the new Company
to aid Quebec, on board of which was
Claude Turgis de la Tour. In1629 the
Bcotch made a settlement and built a
fort on the wes} side pof the basin of
Port Royal at Grenyille, opposite Goat
Island.

When Claude de la Tour was brought
to England by Kirkt (1628) he was
caressed and flattered by Sir William
apd persuaded, not only to change his
own allegancegbut to engage that his sop
would do the same. In1629Claude was
created a Baronet of Nova Scotia, with

the title of Sir Claude Saint Etienne,

offering him high henors at London and |

the supreme command of Acadie, on
behalf of the English power.  *‘ Charles
at once told his father that he was mis-
taken in supposing him capable of giving
up the place to the enemies of the state.
That he would preserve it for the King,
his master while he had a breath of life.
That he esteemed highly the dignities
offered him by the English King, but
should not buy them at the price of
treason. That the prince he served was
able to requite him, and if not, that
fidelity was its own best recompense.”
The father employed affectionate inter-
cession and bold menace, alike in vain,
and the English naval commander then
landed his forces, but was severely re-
pulsed from the fort, and finally gave up
the siege. A traitor to France and a
cause of disaster to England, the unfor-
tunate La Tour dared not return to
Europe, but advised his patrician wife
to go back with the fleet, since naught
now remained for him but penury and
misery. The noble lady replied ‘¢ that
she had not married to abandon him.
That wherever he should take her, and
in whatever condition he might be
placed, she would always be his faithful
companion, and that all her happiness
would consist in softening his grief.”
He then threw himself on the clemency
of his son,who tempered filial affection
with military vigilance, and welcomed
Sir Claude with his fanily, servants
and equipage, giving him a house and
liberal subsistance, but making and én-
forcing the condition that neitner him-«
self nor his wife should ever enter Fort
St Louis. There they lived in happi-
ness and comfort for many years.

It is now the year 1632, and, after
prolonged negotiations, pcace was pro-
claimed between Great Britain and
France by the treaty of St. Germain,
which was the first public treaty be-
tween the two Crowus, which settled
the possession of Acadie. By this treaty
King Charles I. restored to the French
Crown Cauada and -Acadie. Isaac de
Ragilly, Knight Commander of the
Order of St. John of Jerusalem,was ap-
pointed Lieutenant General of Acadie.
He received an extensive grant at St.
Croix, comprising the river and the bay.
Charles de* Menon, Seigneur d’Aulnay
Charnisay acted under Ragilly as lieu-
tenant of the western district,which in-
cluded all the country north of the Bay
of Fundy to the Kennebec in the west
(in Augusta, Maine.) Charles de la
Tour had received in 1631 from Riche-
lieu a commission on la Heve, but when
Isaac Ragilly arrived there he was so
much charmed with the beauty of its
situation that he made an arrange-
ment with Charles de la Tour, by which
he obtained possession of it, and having
fortified it he established his residence
there. Charles de la Tour was appoint-
ed lientenant of the eastern district,
which comprised the peninsula (Nova
Scotia.) Nicholas Denys, Sieur de
Fronsac, held all that ‘portion of the
Province which lies between Canso
along the gulf shore to Cape Rosicres
(Cape Gaspe.) Isaac de Ragilly died at
la Heve in 1636. He was a relative of
Cardinal Richelieu, and had fought in
the Campaigns of la Rochelle and the
coast of Moarozen.  His brother,Claude,
Seigneur do Ragilly, des Baux Mesles
et Cuon, ¢n Anjou, who afterwards be-
came commandant of Oleron and vice-
admiral of France, had in 1634 received
a grant of Port Royal,and on the death
of his brother,Isaac,he inherited all his
estates in Acadie, Claude de Ragilly
transferred all his Acadian estates to
D’Aulnay deCharnisay. There was now
bitter strife between D’Aulnay and La
Tour. D’Aulnay, of an imperious,
harsh, and ambitious character, strove
to assume authority over the whole
country. He removed the French set-
tlers of La Heve to Port Royal, which
he made his residence. About 1634 a
shore-fishery was established at Port
Rossignol (Liverpool) by M. Denys and
Governor Ragilly. This enterprise was
for a time successful, but was finally
crippled by the capture of its heavily
laden freighting-ship by the Porteguese.
Soon afterwards Denys was forced to
leave Port Royal on account of the
machinations of D’Aulnay, and the set-
tlement was broken up. In 1635 M.
Denys founded St. Peter’s on Cape
Breton to command the lower of the
Bras d’Or, as his post at St. Armme’s com-
manded the upper end. He built a
portage-road here, opened farm-lands,
and erepted 3 fort which mounted sev-
eralcannon. 8t. Anne’sis on the North
of Cape Breton and in 1629 this harbar
was occupied by the Gregt St. Andrew
and the Marguerite, armed vessels of
France, whose crews, together with
their Eunglish prisoners, constructed a
fort to command the entrance. It was
armed with 8 cannon, 1,800 ponnds of
powder, pikes and muskets, and was
garrisoned by 40 men. The comman-
der of the fleet raised the arms of the
King and of Cardinal Richelieu over its
walls, and erected a Chapel, for whose
care he left two Jesuit Fathers. He
then named the harbor Bt. Anne’s, Be-
fore the close of that winter more than
one third of the troops died of the
scurvy and the commandant assassinat-
ed his lientenant on the parade ground.
In 1634 the Jesunit Fathers founded an
Indian mission here, but bath this and
the garrison were afterwards withdrawn.
Some years later a new battery and set-
tlement were erected here by M. Denys
who traded hence with the Indians of
the North of Gape Bretay.

Charles de la Tour had erected a fort
at St. John, N. B, in 1684, whenee he
carried on a lucrative fur trade with the
Indians. This fort was in Carleton,
near Navy Island. Intelligence of the
contests between La Tpur and D’Aulnay
reached France, the King interfered,
and by a letter dated the 10th Feb, !
1638, appointed D’Aulnay Lis Lieuten-
ant-Goneral ““on the coast of Etchemins
(New Brunswick, south part) from the
middle of the mainland of the Bay of
Fundy stretching towards the Virginias
and government of Pentagoit (Penoh-
scot, Maine;) and La Tour his Lieuten-

the country where he had no more
anthority nor possession and D’Auluay
was in the same way. War soon burst
out again between the two rivals. On
the second trial La Tour lost all, and on
the 13 Feb. 1641 the King in Council
revoked his commission and ordered La
Tour to embark for France. La Tour,
disobeying the mandate, on the ground
that it was given on false accusations,
fortified himself within his fort on the
St. John. In 1643 this stronghold was
attacked by D’Aulnay with six vessels,
but La Tour escaped on the ship Clement,
leaving his garrison to hold the works.
He entered Boston harbor with 140
Huguenots of La Rochelle and sought
aid from Massachussetts against his
rival. La Tour obtained such a fleet
that D’Aulnay’s forces were juickly
scattered, and the siege was raised. In
1645 while La Tour was absent, D’Aul-
nay again attacked the fort but was
handsomely repulsed.

The Albert case
has now reached a stage at which the
Respondent may appeal to the Supreme
court against the Judge’s decision, or
drop the objections and let the case pro-
ceed on its own werits.

The Northumberland case is still un-
der consideration by the Chief Justice
on the preliminary objections.

Publishing Statistics of Trade.

The Advocate of yesterday said:—

‘“ Some time ago a paper printed in this
Connty took occasion to sneer at the Advo-
cafe because its publishers had the enter-
prise to give detailed statements of lumber
shipments, &c., from our Northern ports
at the close ot each season.”

We are quite sure that our amiable
friend of the Shiretown is mistaken. We
were glad to find the Advocate publish-
ing trade statistios and remember its lack
of enterprise in that way before the Ap-
VANCE was established. To show how far
the Advocate has gone out of its way in the
above attack on us, we may remark that
it never, for years, published statistics of
our lomber shipments until after they
appeared in the ADvANCE at the closc of
the season 1874, For some seven years
its readers were never informed through
its columns in reference to the business
done by the several lumber merchants,
but wheu we published the statistics of
1874, (which was our first year of exist-
ence) wz were imitated by the Adeoca’e.
It has, every vear since, published the
lumber statistics after they appearcd in
the Apvaxce, with the addition of details
giving the destination of each vess:l, her
name, etc., which we have always elimin-
ated on account of such items not being
of moment to our readers, those iuter-
ested in the lumber trade being chief-
ly concerned in reference to gross gnanti-
ties shipped to each port abroad, rather
thanin the details of each vessel and cargo.
These things, however, are only matters of
taste and jndgement, We will pay 810 to
any person who will show us a copy of the
Advocate, published prior to the wiater of
1874 (when we began our yearly publica-
tion of lumber statistics) containing the
‘‘Statements of Lumber Shipments ™
which it has given since we led the way
and showed it what ought to be done in
that line. A learner, like the Advocate,
ought not, teo soon, to put on the airs of
a master. It ought to be grateful to us
for the example we have set it in the mat-
ter of lumber statistics, as well as in other
things by which it has; at times, profited.

the Surveyor General in order to secure
proper attention. Let the money that is
being given towards subsidising steam-
boat and other private investments be
used for this purpose, and more good will
be done, than will result from any effort
in the way of reclaiming the lands granted
to the N. B. R. R. Co., to which the News
is calling attention and to which its editor
while a member of the Executive assented
to being given away.

Mr. Kerr, of Napan, moved—That in
the opinion of this Convention it wasa
proper time for the Permissive Bill to be
put in force in the County of Northumber-
land.

On motion of Rev. Mr. McKeown, Rev.
Mr. McBain and Mr. Mathew Russell
were appointed to frame a resolution on
the subject.

After some discussion it was resolved to
hear the opinions of the delegates present.

The following resolution was then put
to the Convention:—

Moved by Mr. Mathew Russell and
seconded by Mr. James Troy—

That it is the opinion of this Convention that the
time has come when it is expedient to take the
necessary steps to establish the Temperance Act of
1878 in the County of Northumberland.

Mr. A. J. W. McKenzie of Alnwick
spoke of the feeling in favor of the Bill in
his part of the parish of Alnwick.

Some further discussion ensued as to the
mode of proceeding, after which it was re-
solved to call on the different delegates to
speak in turn.

Mr. James Anslow, of Newcastle, said
there were a variety of oppinions in
Newcastle among outsiders, and an argu-
ment; had been used that if the Permissive
Bill was put in force taxation would be
increased. They could meet this by
pointing out the saving there would be in
the expenses of the jail, police-force, and
and work-house. They would find New-
castle working earnestly in the cause.

Mr. Mathew Russell, (Newecastle) en-
dorsed the sentiments of Mr. Anslow, but
he thought the great work would be in
carrying out the law after it had been
adopted. He was a worker and would
take his share among the rest.

Mr. Jobn Burr, (Douglastown) was in
favor of going into the work man-fashion at
once and not letting theenemy getstronger.

Mr. Geo. Stephens, (Douglastown)
thought they would carry the law in his
locality.

Mr. R. Stothart, (Moorfield) said the
Temperance Lodge in that locality, was in
favor of the adoption of the new law.

Mr. James Troy, (Newcastle,) said the
majority of the Dutcher Temperance Re-
formers, were in favor of the movement
and represented the feelings of the people.

Mr: Murray, the Secretary, (Chatham
Dutcher Reformers,) t’hcnght the election
in this matter would be easily won, but
they must not fall asleep over it. In Chat-
ham, while they were opposed by the
traffic, they had the wealth and influence
of the town in their favor.

Mr. B. Stapledon, (Chatham,) was
in favor of putting the law in force, but
thought the Temperance people must have
aid from outsidle. When the law was
passed, they must resolve to act asa
body, as single informers were odious.
He thought that there would be no diffi-
culty in carrying the matter through.

Mr. William, Kerr, (Chatham,) thought

that a clever lecturer would do a great
deal of good.

Mr. John Baldwin, (Chatham,) said that
the Dutcher Temperance Reformers in his
locality had more members than electors,
but they were all in favour of the law.

Mr. John Thompscn, (Chatham), thought
there was not one third of the people

Mr. Jonathan Harper, (Chatham) said
the people of Chatham Head would use
all their efforts in the movement. There
might be some difficulty in carrying the
law, but there would be no trouble after-
wards.

Mr. William Frecker, (Chatham), said
they had never discussed the matter in
Northumberland Division, but he knew
all the members of the Division were in
favour of the new law, and would be
ready to come forward in support of it.
He even knew men who were in the habit
of indulging, who would support the
adoption of the law. He trusted that
every delegate present would speak to the
Societies and that they would send them
forth with renewed vigor.

Mr, James Edgar (Chatham) spoke of
the trouble that would devolve ou the
temperance people in carrying out ttelaw,
and thought it should devolve on those
whose duty it was to carry out all laws.
Times had certainly changed and the in-
fluence was on their side, but those who
hoped to carry it relied on the working
people, nevertheless the law would have
to be put in force.

Mr. William McKay, (Nelson), said the
D. T. R, Society there was unanimously
in favour of the law, but there were not
many qualified voters among them, and
others would oppose the adoption of the

Mr. William Cushman, (Nelson,) said

that they were in favor of the Permissive
Bill. He referred to the adoption of the
Bill at Fredericton as an example, and
although it had been said it would be hard

Fowlie, (Glenelg,) said they
had done very well so far, and though
there were not many electors in the Tem-
perance body Le thought that, with out-
side help, there would be no trouble in
securing the adoption of the law.

Mr. T. G. McKay, (Glenelg,) thought
they would have a large majority in his
locality, and they should work diligently
in enforcing the law.

Rev. Mr. Robertson, (Glenelg,) thought
the parishes of Glenelg and Hardwicke
would do their duty.

Mr. Joseph Williston (Hardwicke) said
the D. T. Reformers of Hardwicke had
held a special meeting, and he was sure
the Temperance people would do all in
their power to aid in securing the adoption
of the Bill.

Mr. A. J. W. McKenzie (Alnwick) said
he was the only delegate from Tabusintac.
The Dutcher Reformers had held a meeting
and resolved to do all they could, but
there was a large French population who
had been told there would be additional
taxation if the law passed. If they lost

“the present opportunity they would run

the risk of getting weaker.

Mr. Wm. Anderson, (Alnwick,) said his
was a large parish and he thought many
would oppose the bill or stop at home and
not vote. %

Mr. Joseph McKnight, (Alnwick) said
all in his locality would do what they
could to secure the success of the move-
ment.

Mr. John Betts, (Derby), said that
Nelson Division were unanimously in
favour of the Act.

. The Rev. Mr. Shrewsbury, (Derby,)

endorsed the sentiments of Mr. Betts.
The working man was in some cases op-
posed to the law. He took it for granted
that as the Temperance Associations had
sent delegates, they intended to support
the law.

The Rev. Mr. McKeown said that the
clergy had been moving the peopls all
they could, and he thonght no man would
go to the polls more joyfully and vote for
the law than the inebriate himself.

The Convention was also addressed by
Messrs. E. A. Strang, James Firth and
William Anderson members of the Chat-
ham Committee of five.

Mr. James Anslow gave a short synopsis
of the new Permissive Bill, shewing that
the time required from the commence-
ment of proceedings to put it in force
would be 199 days.

Mr. Mathew Russell said he had been
connected with the temperance cause 25
years, and from his experience he thought
they would have a good deal of trouble in
putting the law in force.

The Chairman read a letter from W. H.
Grindley, Blackville, saying that the D.
T. R. Club bhad not had a meeting since
October, when the men left for the woods
and, consequently, there were no dele-
gates. Coun. John L. Schofield had how-
ever, undertaken to canvass the parish.
The letter expressed wishes for the success
of the present movement.

Another letter from the St. Michael’s
C. T. A. Society stated that the communi-
cation of the Committee of the Chatham
D. T. R. Club asking co-operation had
been submitted to a regular meeting, of
that body who declined to join in the
movement as not being in accordance with
the preamble of their constitution, which
regarded total abstinence as a counsel,
rather than a command of God.

The Chairman then put the resolution
in favor of the introduction of the mew
Canada Temperance Act into this County
to the Convention and it was carried un-
animously.

Mr. Murray then proposed that Chat-
ham being the most populous parish, it
should be divided into Electoral Districts,
and that the delegates present should take
the electoral lists and petitions and return
them within a certain time.

A Resolution was passed that the Dele-
gates and Committee of the Parish of Chat-
ham nominate persons to get the petition
signed.

The outlying Parishes were at liberty
to adopt any course they might think
proper in the matter.

Mr. Anslow read the following petition,
which was adopted and signed.

To the Municipal Council of the County of North-
umberland.

Gentlemen -—At a meeting held at Chatham, on
Friday, the27th Dec., 1878, attended by delegates

A Resolution was passed directing that
petitions and electoral lists be handed to
the different delegates ; also—

A Resolution that petitions be signed
and handed to the Secretary at Chatham
on or before the 1st of February.

The Chairman said that persons obtain-
ing “signatures should be in a position to
take an affidarit relative to their genuine-
ness if required.

The Secretary, Mr. Murray, said the same
course would be pursued as in the Do-
minion election.

Votes of thanks were then passed to the
Chatham Committee for their entertain.
ment of the Delegates, and also to the
Chairman, for presiding at the Conven-
tion.

Mr. Galloway replied briefly adverting
to the harmony of the Convention, ob-
serving that although moral suasion was
very well, the time had come when the
intervention of the law was necessary, but
he did not believe the movement would
be successful without men worked for it.

The Rev. Mr. Robertson then dismissed
the Convention with prayer.
