THE YACHTS FAIL TO FINISH WITHIN
THE TIME LIMITED.

New York. Oct. 11.—It was no
man’s race to-day. The ‘Vigilant’
and ‘Valkyrie' tried hard to settle
the international question as to
which is the queen of the world,
but after alternate spells of racing,
drifting and waiting for wind the
yachts gave up the contest at the
expiration of the time limit. 1t
was long after dark when the
crack yachts abandoned the drift-
ing match off Highland beach and
hailed their tugs. They had been
sailing‘for six hours. The cup de-
fender ‘Vigilant’ had turned the
outer mark seven minutes ahead
of the English eutter and was lead-
ing by about half a mile when the
time expired. The fortunes of
each had varied during the day,
and the British boat had the best
of it during the first part of the
race. The day promised well in
the early morning. There was a
good breeze from the north-west
and the weather sharps said that
there would be a 1attling wind
outside Sandy Hook. The race
was to be fifteen miles to windward
or leeward and return. It was
the third in the series and, if won
by the Vigilant’ the America’s cup
would be an American trophy of
prowess on the water another year.
The usnal crowd of yachtswen were
on hand, asalso were the patriotic
landsmen who neglected ‘biz’ in
order to see the British crack
yacht defeated. The steamboats
big and small and the yachts and
tugs with private parties steamed
down the bay as they had done on
each of the preceding racing days.
The day was a delightful one for
a day’s outing on the water. The
sea had only a ripple on its surfaca,
and some little naphtha launches
accompanied the fleets. The two
yachts left their anchorage at Bay
Ridge a few minutes after eight
o'clock. They were towed down
through the Narrows. The ‘Val-
kyrie’ put up her mainsail and jib
as she was towed past Sandy Hook.
The ‘Vigilant’ dropped her tug at
the bar and under mainsail jib and
forestay sail made her way out to
the lightship. Lord Dunraven’s
daughter was on the “Valkyrie’
again to-day.

The wind of the early morning
did not hold, and when all the fleet
had asscmbled ready for the start
the two racers with their pyramids
of white canvas gleaming in the sun
lay becalmed. But by mutual con-
sent their owners agreed to a post-
ponement until later in the day.
For two hours the yachts lay idly
flapping their sails or slowly gliding
about among the excursion steamers.
Then when the regatta committee
asked if they would consent toa
postponement the people on the
American boat answered promptly
in the affirmative, but Lord Dunra-
ven hesitated and the wind freshen-
ing a bit, he asked fora race. The
boats were started on a beat to
windward and retnrned at 1.45 p. m.
in a light south by west wind. The
‘Valkyrie’ got an advantage of one
minute. Crossing the line she had
the windward position as well as
the lead. Both boats were under
the same canvas, except that the
“Vigilant’ liad up a baby jib topsail,
which was much smaller than tne
one the Englishman carried. The
British boat pointed higher and
For
!an hour she held the lead and
worked to windward of the white
slocp. The two racers made a
pretty pictare as they worked in to-
ward that part of the Jersey coast
midway between Sandy Hook and
Long Branch. Lord Dunraven led
his opponent in close to the shore
and then made anumber of short
tacks, for which the black cutter
is famous. The people on the ‘Vigi-
lant’ kept up a stern chase with-
out lessening the gap, until, after
racing nearly three hours with the
small jib top sail up, she took it in
and ran up a larger one. Then she
began to pick up. Half an hour
after she made the change in sails
she had cut down the lead of the
black cutter and crossed the bow of
the latter to the music of 100
whistles from the fleet of escort.
From that time on the gallant cup
defender led, When the sun went
down behind the Sea Bright sand
dunes and left the yachts working
slowly toward the turning mark
the accompanying steamers began
dropping out of the line and start-
ying for home, but most of the
{ steamers remained until the ‘Vigi-
lant’ turned the flag buoy at 6.05
p- m., with the ‘Valkyrie’ seven
minutes behind her. Then all the
fleet, except the two tugs which
acted as tenders to the yachts and
the half dozen press boats, deserted
the racers. On the curi home the

‘Valkyrie’ gained considerably and
not until the six-hour limit had al-
most expired did either -boat give
up the race. They took their tugs
about a mile south of the High-
land lights.

It was officially announced to-
night by the Racing Committee
that the race will be sailed over
again on Friday.

THE SENTENCE.

Ahmanzade Mehemed, the sirdar
of the auxiliary troops of Tunisi,
was known on account of the
rigorous discipline that he exercised
over his soldiers, “It is not the
enemy you must fear, but me,” he
would often remark to the young
soldiers who came to increase the
rank. Thus his army was an army
of heroes, who had no fear on the

i

battle-field, but who trembled in
the presence of their leader.

The first campaign in which
they fought wasat Albania, in the
battle against the rebel Greeks and
on that occasion Mehemed’s men
proved themselves efficient. ~ Me-
hemed one day ordered eight
soldiers to remain in ambush at the
“five fountains” of Arta, at which
point the Greeks were to stop
anyone who should try to pass by,
and they were strictly cautioned
not to dismount or fall asleep.

A vehicle which attempted,
towards midnight, to cross the line
unobserved was discovered and
stopped. The man who had charge
of the oxen which drew it ran
away, abandoning his wagon.

"It was
easy to ascertain what the barrel
contained, even without dismount-
ing and without falling asleep.
You only had to open the bunghole
to smell the pleasant odor of liquors
escaping from it.

drinking the liquor, how the last
two watchmen had played chess,
and finally how they had lost their
horses. Ahmanzade was not in
the habit of making a display of
passion when he had to passsen-
tence. In his unmovable face no
one could read whether he decreed
life or death.

“As for eight men there remains
only one horse,” he remarked, “you
will agree with me that there are
seven of you too many. I have

They began the game
with a good deal of caution, resting
their foreheads on the palms of
their hands, thoughtfully calcula-
ting every move, without hesitat-
ing, but without hurrying.

For a long while neither of the
two succeeded in obtaining an ad-
vantage.

The Rustler Fatality.

The end of the law proceedings in con-
nection with the sad steamboat fatality on
the Miramichi on 5th ult. was reached on
Tuaesday, when the grand jury found no
bill against Captain John Russell, against
whom an indictment for manslaughter
had been prepared. Judge Wilkinson,
in charging the grand jury, made it clear
that the element of negligence, or inis-
conduct, was necessary to sustain a charge
of manslaughter, and as no evidence of
that character existed, but, on
trary, Capt. Russell was shown to have
been acting all day and at the time of
the fatality in the line of duty to the
best of his ability, it was manifest that
he allowed his vessel to get off her course
simply through an error of judgment as
to the position she was in.

Azother Editor Goes to Jail.

That ““the mills of the gods grind slow-
ly but they grind exceedingly small” was
again proved last Thursday when the end
of Ellis’ con‘empt of court case was reach-
ed, by the accused editor receiving his
gentence., It was in the St. John Globe
that the hibel from the pen of Mr. Ellis
appeared a little more than six and a half
years ago, and that papeir’s repott of last
Thursday’s proceedings®in the case is as
follows :—

FrepericTeN, Oct. 14:- -The Supreme
Court at 10 30 this forenoon passed sen-
tence upon Mr. John V. Ellis, editor of
the S*. John Globe, whom the court ad-
judged guilty in August, 1889, of con-
temnpt in publishing in March, 1887, a
certain article reflecting upon the con-
duet of Judge Tuck in connection with
the Queens County election of that year.
There was an unusually large number
present at the opening of the court to
watch the proceedings.

Iinmediately upon opening the Chief
Justice asked the clerk if Mr. Weldon,
Mr. Ellis’s counsel, was in court, and
) | having received for answer that he was
not, he directed the clerk 5 notify him
that the court were awaiting his presence
before passing sentence upon Mr. Ellis.

Mr. Weldon soon afterward entered
the comt room, and, upon taking his
seat, the Chief Justice addressed him,
srating that the court was now ready t»
pass sentence upon Mr. Ellis, and asking
him if he had anything to say.

Mr. Wellon replied he had nothing
further to say except that after sentence
was pronounced he would ask that execu-
tion thereof be stayed to give defendaut
time to appeal to Her Majesty’s Piivy
Council.

The Chief Justice then called upon Mr.
Eilis and asked him if he had anythiog to
say why sentence should not be passed
upon him.

Mc. Elis repliel that he did not de-
sire to say anything here.

The Chief Justice said there was noth-
ing more the court could do than to pass
sentence, and then proceeded to relate the
history of the case from 1ts origin in 1887,
The defendant’s article, charging Judge
Tuck with acting illegally, improperly and
corrnptly in the stopping of Judge S:cead-
man’s proposed recount, this court held
to be a gcontempt of court, and during the
six years that the matter had been befpre
the comt they had heard nothing from
the defendant to satisfy them that the
article was not written and published in
contempt of eourt. This court had held
that Judge Tuck was right in making the
order prohibiting a recount, and that
Judge Steadman had made a mistake in
dec.ding to hold a recount, as the case
was not one in which a recount could
probably have been held. The Chief
Justice then detailed the various steps
taken in the app:als to the Supreme Uourt
of Canada and judgwnents thereon and
then continued that the coart bad hopad
that after the excitement of the time had
passed over the defendant, realizing that
his comments were hasty and injudicious,
would have cowe to a sonclusiin that he
should express regret or ap logize in
some way. ‘‘But here _it is,”” he con-
{ tinued, ‘“‘over six years since you wrote

the articl2, and although the cnurt has
decided that Jud ze Tuck hasactel proper-
ly, you have not seen _:il tnv express o
word of regret for charging him with act-
ing in a manner which wou'd d‘isqualify
him from sitting as one of the judges of
the court. Itnow only remains for me
to pass sentence upon you. Thisisa

————

very unpleasaut duty to me, but one
which must be discharged. You hold a
respectable position in socicty, and yon
are a public man #ell known throughout
the country, and have mny admirers
here and elsewhere. You a-e well known
to myself, and 1 regret this proceeding
very deeply, but I feel it my duty to pass
upon you the sentence, which has been
decided upon by myself and the other two
judges acting with me in the case (Palmer
and Fraser), and authorzed bylaw in
such cases.” The sentence of the zourt is
that Mr. Ellis pay a fine of $200 and be
imprisoned in the county of York for
thirty daysand puy the costs of the pro-
ceedings to be taxed as between attorney
and client.

Mr. Ellis asked the conr: to allow him
to attend divine service on Sundays,

The Chief Justice said the court had no
objection to allowing this privilege if it
was in their power to do so. Upon that
point they had some doubt, for defendaat
would be in the custody of the Sheriff.
If the Sheriff chose to take Mr. E.lis to
service he might do so.

Mr. Weldon then app ied that the sen-
tence be stayed to give defendant time to
appesl to the Privy Council.

The court expressed the opinion that he
was too late, that he should have applied
before santence was pronounced.

Mr. Weldon said he had a very strong
opinion with reference to this matter.
While the Supreme Court of Canada had
qnashed defendanut’s appeal in the case it
was not upon consideration of the merits
of the case. . On the contrary the only
Judge who expressed an opinion as to its
merits, Judge Fournier, decided that
Judge Tuck had no jurisdiction in the
election matter and acted wrongly.

Judge Palmer interrupted Mr. Weldon
to say that he had no hesitation in stating
that Judge Fournier if he had no jurisdic-
tion to ertertain the defendant’s appeal as
had been decide 1 he had no right to judge
of the merits of the case aud pass censure
upon a judgm=nt of this court. He
(Palicer) was quite willing to give de-
fendant an opportunity of appealing to
the Pcivy Council, but he had first to
show that this court had power to stay the
seutence and that he (defendant) had the
right to appeal.

Mr. Weldon said he believed if he
went to the Privy Council before sentence
was passed he wounld be told to come back
and wait for sentence. He would be go-
ing to prerogative of Queen’s Privy
Council and in that view would have to
show that sentence had been pronounced.
The court still dissented and Mr, Weldon
statzd he had nothing more tosay, that
he would take his own steps in regard to
appeal irrespective of the course that
might be adopted by the court.

The Chief Justice said he wonld give
Mr. Weldon one hour—untl twelve
o’clock—-to luok up aunthorlties as to the
rizhts of appeal and that the court at that
hour would hear him further. In the
meautime Mr. Ellis would remain in the
custody of the Sheriff.

The court went on with other business
and it was nearly one v’clock before they
were abls t» hear Mr. Weldon further.

Mr. Weldon cited two or three cases,
but the court did not consider they met
the case. Tn urging his application
fu-ther Mr. Weldon s*ated that there

#as a general fecling on the part of the
public that justica was not being done in
this matter and that the courts were act-
ing as prosecutors, judges and execution-
ers,

Judge Palmer said he was not aware
that there was any such feeling, and_ if
there was he did not care. Public opin-
ion vatil crystalized into law would never
iuflience him in the discharge of his
duties.

The flagship and the Vigilant exchanged
“‘wigwags,” which told the story that the
yacht's centreboard was all right, and at
12h. 7m. the flagship fired another gun,
sent down the signals denoting the post-
ponement, and set the ‘‘blue peter,” mean-
ing ‘‘prepare to get under way.” Ten
wioutes later, 12h. 17m., the preparatory
gun was fired, and now there was no doubt
about the rivals soon beginning the fight.
The wind whistled more wickedly than
ever, and it was a sure thing that the racers
would have all the breeze and all the sea,
too, that they would want on the wind-
ward journey of tifteen miles.

Both boats were then boxing about south-
west of the lightship and sparring for po-
sitions. The starting gun was heard at 12h.
27m.  Everybody looked, and those who
knew the advantage it meant wished that
the bronzz boat would get the weather gage
of the other in crossing.

The Valkyrie, at the windward end of the
line, at 12h. 27m. 10s., luffed sharp around
the lightship on the starboard tack, and be-
fore many could follow the manwmuvre was
off like a torpedo boat.

The hole in the Valkyrie’s spinnaker ex-
tended to the leech at3h. 28m. and split it,
and two minutes later the sail was taken in.
The Americans believed this would save
their boat, as she was going through the
water like mad, and every second counted,
The Vigilant set her small club topsail over
the working one, and it was excellent judg-
wment. At 3h. 33m, the Valkyrie sent up
another spinnaker, but as it was set flying
it spilt in half from top to bottom, the
largest half falling in the water to leeward.
Ske was then under the mainsail and large
jibtopsail, and, of course, was in lots of
trouble with her torn eail. It was the
hardest kind of luck, and the last accident
lost them the race,

All this while the Vigilant was speeding
to the lightship like a quarter horse. At
3b. 38m, she was fully one-eighth of a mile
ahead. At3h. 39m. the stranger, bravely
fighting for the race and for honors, set her

balloon jibtopsail as a spinnaker, and it was
at vnce pulling like a hundred horses. She
was still within her time, some thought,
and might save the race. For this they
fought, and her crew, in their work with the
canvas, did most superbly, probably better
than ever seen on this side of the Atlantic.

The lightship was only a mile distant.
The Vigilant was slightly “increasing her
lead. The race, it was sure, would be won
or lost by seconds,

Excursion steamers turned to theend. It
was well for them as it was for the yachts
that the finish time was at haund, for the
wind was now blowing with almost terrible
strength and the ocean was lovking very
wild.

The Vigilant had no accideat.
ried her canvas splendidly. The crew were
standing astern. The Valkyrie cut the
water like a kuife and went very fast, bat it
was not to be.

The bronze boat dashed across the finish
line av 3h. 51m. 39 and the whistles and
the guns, even the howling wind sud foam-
ing sea, told the story that she was likely
the winner.

Ths Valkyrie never stopped. They fought
tothe end in her. Bravely she dashed over
the line at 3h. 53m. 52+, She had whistles
many, and deserved them.

The Vigilant’s signal fluttered up the stay
on the flagship May. The cup defender had
won and the old prize was safe.

Though the Valkyrie had lost she was not
disgraced.

The Marine and hsherles authorities are
partuers in a rather awk ward situation with
an Austrian captain. Some of the people of
Bartihogue settlement whe are interested in
the tidal fisheries, had occasion to petition
through Hon. M. Adams, the representa-
tive of the County, agiinst the dumping of
ballast by the Austrian barque Fiume E.,
Capt. Antonis Vidassich, in the Miramichi
river in the'r vicinity. Mr. Adams forward-
ed the petition to the Minister of Marine
and F.sherics, and that gentleman directed
the rigors of the law to be invoked in the
matter. Mr. J. H. Harding of the Marine
department, St. John, came to Chatham,
and Fisheries Overseer Abbott made io-
formation before Police Magistrate McCal-
ley against Captain Vidassich, chargiug him
with violation of the Fisheries law.

It is thought that the ship ought not to
have been permitted to discharge ballast
where she did, and that the sooner the
practice is abandoned the better it will be
for both the fisheries and the navigation of
the 1iver, but Capt. Vidassich did not
know anything about that part of the busi-
ness and was, therefore, surprised when
deputy Haibor Master Jas. Johnston visited
his vessel at her boarding berth—the Snow-
ball mill wharf—on Tuesday and requested
him to accompany him to the police magis-
trate’s office where overzeer Abbott’s com.
plaint was laid against him. The captain
drove to Mr. Snowball's coffice with Mr.
Johnston, and after consulting with that
gentleman _as _his consignee afterwards
saw his honor, the police magistrate.

The gentlemen of the Fisheries end of
the case, however, were much interested
when the captain showed that his vessel
came in port from Marseilles on 28th ult.,
in charge of Pilot Foster and on being
visited by Dr. McDoaald, Quarantine officer,
was ordered below quarantine to discharge
ballast. Capt. Wa'ls of the tug, Mascot,
which towed the ship up, did not go back
with her until he received the following
order:—

To O. FosTER: -

Take the Fiume E. to Bartibog,
than the last barque to stream.
W, Jouxsrox,

per J. J. dep'y.

When the gentlemen of the Marine and
Fisheries Department took ia the situation,
they advised the captain, in a friendly way,
that he had better plead guilty and pay a
nominal fine, but Mr. Saowball, as his con-
signee, advised him not to compromise him-
s2lf in any such way, but,if the prosecution
insisted, to go to jiil, which would make the
matter one between the British and Austrian
governments. The offl:ials have seen the
point and proclaimed a truce.

Capt. Vidassich, who can speak very
little English says he placed himself and
veseel entirely in the hands of the port
authorities on his arrival and went where
the harbor-master, who is an agent of the
Marine and Fisheries Department, ordered
him to discharge ballast, and he thinks it
very queer British law if another agent of
the same department of the Dominion gov-
ernment can succeed in having him held for
damages for 8o obeying the tirat agent. This
seems to be a case in which the captain has
the ““dead drup” on the Department. If it
were one from which there was no appeal, as
happens sometimes to our fishermen, the
accused would be terrorised into paying up,
but even the Department at Ottawa will,
doubtless, realise that it will be prudent to
recede from the fa!se position into which it
has been led by an imperfect understanding
of the situation.

Curran-Morgan Case.

FrepericroN, Oct. 12.—The trial of
Joseph Morgan, charged with assaulting
Fratk Curran, causing actual, bodily harm,
wag commenced Tuesday in the County
Court shortly berore 3 o’clock. J. H. Barry,
clerk of the court, appeared for the prose-
cution, and Wm, Wilson for the defence,
Frank Curran was the first witaess called.
He deposed in substance that he was drink-
ing on Saturday morning, the 16th Septem-
ber, and that morning met Morgan in a
Regent street saloon, when the latter struck
him. Witness did not return the blow and
left immediately, going to his hotel, the
Barker Hcouse. He went to his room and
remained in bed all afternoon and up to
between 6 and 7 o'clock. He went down
stairs to the waiting room between the
hours named and there saw Morgan, who
came up to him and asked him to go out
with him toa drug store to have a drink
of beer. Witness at first refused, but on
being pressed walked out with him. He
walked with Morgan away to the eud of
the street and got as far as Parliament
gquare when be told Morgan there was no
drug shop down there., 'The two had very
little conversation besides this upon the
way. When witness made this remark and
started back Morgan attacked him, struck
liim, knocked him to the ground and then
began to kick him about the head and side
until witness was helpless. Witness said
he had not got over the effect of the assault
yet, and that he had been scarcely able to
sleep since because of the soreness of his
side. Dr. Vanwart testified to attending
witness the night of assault and treating him
for some days afterwards. His head was
cut and swootlen and his side and breast
were badly bruised.

A later despatch says the trial of Joseph
Morgan at the County court, on the charge
of greviously assaulting Frank Curran, re
sulted in a verdict of gmlty being returned
by the jury after a few minutes deliberation.
In sentencing Morgan, judge Steadman
dwelt at considerable length upon the
unfortunate position in which the drink
habit had placed him, commenting upon it
as a lesson to other young men who were
spending their time knocking about liquor
saloons and squandering their hard earned
money for the gratification of the drink
appetite. He referred feelingly to the great
sorrow brought by the prisoner upon his
mother and family, and intimated that out
of consideration for these he would be more
lenient than he otherwise would. His
Honor said the full pepalty of the law for
his offence was three years imprisonment.
He sentenced him to two years in peni-
tentiary. Morgan seemed affected by his
Honor’s reference to the sorcow brought
upon his mother.
