Two of them convicted
against the law and evidence, and giv-
en twenty-five years and six years, in
the penitenitiary, and the other one
was convicted at Cotulla by a preju-
diced jury and given the barbarous
penalty of ninety-nine years in the
penitenitary.

We have noticed that the other men
are going to be convicted and sentenc-

‘Montreal, Nov. 17.—The election of
James Morris as M, P, for the County
of Chateauguay was pratested this
afternoon, when petitions to unseat
and disqualify him were deposited in
the Superior Court office at Valley-
field.

Bribery by himself and by agent, by
payment of money, promises of public
offices, undue influence, defraying
transportation, treating intimidation,
and. furnishing vehicles illegally are
amongst the charges against the Con-
servative member of parliament and
his agents,

Four petitions covering the above
were dapollted sworn to by the toL
Lwing el
PRlexander an brlckmaker of Orms-
town; James Robortmn farmer, of
North Georgetown; Robert McFarlane,
farmer, of Howick Station; and Mr.
Mallette, artist, of Chateauguay Vil
lage.

The pétitions prays not only “that
Mr. Morris be unseated, but that he
also be disqualified as an elector of
Chateauguay county for seven years.
Mr. Morris’ Liberal opponent was
Hon. Sydney Fisher, ex-minister of
agriculture.

The four petitions in connection with
the election protest, together with
other documents, also the statuory
$1,000 to guarantee the costs in the
trial, were deposited in the Superior
Court office in the presence of the pe-
titioners, Messgrs. Mills, Robertson,
McFarlane and Mallette. They were
accompanied by W. K. McKeown, one
of the Montreal counsel for the pe-
titioners, who will have active charge
of the case, and Mr. Ludger Codebecq,
the crown prosecutor for the district of
Beauharnois. The crown prosecutor
appeared as attorney of record in the
case,

Besides Mr. McKeown three other
eminent counsel have been retained in
the case: R. C, Smith, K.C., J. L. Per-
ron, K.C.; and Amie Geoffrion, K.C.,
of Montreal.

The documents in connection with
the election protest will be gent on to
respondent at once. In this case the
ordinary course has been departed
from and instead of walting until the
last minute to file the protest the pe-
titioners have anticipated the date of
expiry, which is November 20. The
papers in the proceedings have been
in the course of preparation for sev-
eral days past.

Free Entry of Munitions of War

Nogales, Senora, Nov, 17.-—Obstac-
les developed since the fall of Juarez
created a feeling of uncertainty to-
night as to the outcome of the diplo-
matic exchange between the United
States and the Mexican constitutiona-
list rebels.

On the other hand, it appeared that
the original expectation of the insur-
gents that the plan on the transfer of
war munitions across the line would
be lifted had been met with more def-
inite requirements from the Washing-
ton government. After a conference
with- Mr. Hale late tonight Foreign
Minister Escudero said he expected
the negotiations to end within twen-
ty-four hours, but he would venture
no prediction as to the outcome. He
added, however, there would be anoh-
er meeting, perhaps the final one, to-
morrow.

Since last night communications to
Mr. Hale from Washington have been
unusually long. It required the entire
stafl of the consulate, asisted by Mr.
Hale, to translate them today from
the code.

In contrast to former conferences,
when Mr. Hale met Géneral Carranza
and his staff in the customs house in
full view of the populace, peering
through windows, today's meeting
was attended by the strictest privacy.
Hale and Escudero met yesterday at
the home of Ygnacio Bonilles, another
member of the revolutionary cabinet,
who acted as translator.

Escudero said tonight that he based
his bellef of a result within 24 hours
on the outcome of the conference yes-
terday, in which he sald Mr. Hale had
“received impressions” regarding what
the constitutionalists believed neces-
sary for the salvation of their coun-
try. Another reason for hurrying the
finale, he paid, was the eagerness of
the constitutionalists to continue their
imposed task of crushing out Huerta-
ism.

“We wish to complete these negotia-
fons soon, as we are eager to enter
the work of the reconstruction of
Mexico,” he said, “To lift the embargo
on arms wouid be a very desirable
thing, but it is not absolutely neces-
sary to the success of the revolution.

R. Ex-president Makes
Vigorous Defense of Rail-
road Corporations.

CANADIAN LINES
THE BEST IN WORLD

Striking and Interesting Ade«
dress Before Toronto Can«
adian Club—U. S. Laws
Shoving Roads to Wall.

Toronto, Nov. 17.—8ir William Vaun
Horne, ex-president of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, made a vigorous dee
fense of the railway corporations, both,
in Canada and thg United States in
an address to the Canadian Club here
this aftéfnoon.

“You all know that the railways of
the Unitéd Staves have for a long time
been under attack,” he saild. “At every
sesslon of the legislature, new laws
are levelled against them, laws often
arising out of political stock jobbing
propositions, At all events the publio
has supported these laws without give
ing them much thought, and as g re
sult, today the railways of the Units
ed States are struggling almost for
their very existence, many of them
standing on the very edge of banks
ruptey,

“I am quite unable to account for
the spirit of hostility against the rafle
ways there, for the service of the rail-
ways of the United States is—saving
only Canada—the best in the world;
their rates are much lower than any
other country in the world—save Cana-
da; they are operated with intellf
gence and public spirit that you don’t
find anywhere else in the world; and
there is greater regard for public in-
terest and the safety of the individual
than in any other country in the world
~—always save'Canada.

“I don't know 'the reason for the pro-
longed attacks but they have created
a dangerous situation. It is this pre-
carious situation of the American rail-
ways that is the great cloud over-
shadowing business conditions in
North America today.”

There was a danger, he said, of
Canada following these legislative ten-
dencies. “I want,” he continued, “to
plead for a more liberal, intelligent
and friendly consideration of the rail-
way “non‘st of Canada, and against
any attempt on the part of blather-
skites to put through ignorant legisla-
tion such as has been passed in the
United States.”

“I have passed my fifty-sixth railway
year, and in that time ] have not
known one railway executive officer
who did not take the deepest interest
not only in the welfare of the property
entrusted to him, but also in the wels
fare of the community served by his
road, and who was not eager to hold
the good will of every patron and
everyone along the line of the road.
Perhaps most people think that the
efforts of the managements are direct-
ed only to squeezing out dividends.
This is false. I know of no exception
to this, at all events not in Canada,
and not in any railway I have ever
been connected with in the United
States. ’

“Railway men are extremely busy
men, and perhaps fail to make the ex-
planations they sometimes should
make to the public, but even if they
make them the statements are nulli-
fied by the ignorant attacks of blather-
skites who have the gift of the gab.

“The heart of the railway man s
in the right place, and I say when
there are differences of opinion they
should be talked over in a friendly
way. There is a saying that corpor-
ations have no souls. I say, as a re-
sult of sitting on many boards, that a
corporation has a soul. It has a big-
ger, cleaner, and finer soul than any
individual concern ever on the face of
the earth. I don’t say there are no
mean men on these boards, but I nev-
er knew a man that would dare show
his meanness openly on a board.”

Manufacturers and Em-
ployees of Labor Putting
Up Bitter Fight in On-
tario.

Toronto, Nov. 17—A bitter fight will
be waged agalnst the proposed Work-
men’s Compensation Act, when the
matter comes before the legislature.
The Boards of Trade and manufactur-
ers and employers of labor are taking
the matter up with a view to analyz-
ing the bill and the report of Sir Wil
liam Meredith,

F. W. Wegenast of the Canadian
Manufacturers Association, when seen
today said: “I have not yet seen a
copy of the report of the commission
and cannot say anything other than
the passing observation that there is
a very general misapprehension as to
what the act really provided, For in-
stance, it is stated that it does not
apply to farmers. It covers employ-
ers of every sort, farmers, as well as
other, and applies a remedy in their
cases more drastic than any compen-
setion law enforced in any country in
the world. I have not yet been able to
determine whether the law proposed to
be applied to manufacturers is better
or worse than that proposed to be ap-
plied to the farmers. This is only one
item of the many misapprehensions
which are apparent as to what the act
really provides.”

In the dominions the imperial gov-
ernment, which would have Indians
treated as are other British subjects,
is faced with exactly the same diffi-
culty as the federal government at
‘Washington has to deal with in con-
nection with California’s anti-Japan-
ese legislation. The people of the do-
minions insist upon having “white
men's countries.”

In South Africa, to the many other
disabilities imposed on East Indians,
another has been added by a decision
of the high court. This declares that
the wives, even if sole wives, are
not wives before the law of the union
if they have been made so under the
rites which allow polygamous marri-
ages. '

In Canada, East Indians are still re-
fused admission, in spite of an ar
rangement which Lord Harding, vice-
roy of India, has stated has been come
to with the Canadian government, by
which special permits are to be issued
to East Indians desirous of visiting
Canada. As in South Africa, East In.
dians who have acquired domicilary
rights in Canada are not. allowed to
bring their wives and children into
the country owing to a provision in
the immigration law which requires
that they shall reach Canada by an
unbroken voyage from British India.

As there is no direct steamship com-
munication between the two countries
this provision vcannot be complied
with, and British Columbia is durther

City CouneilApproves Proposition of Playgrounds As-
sociation—Turn Down Laundry Resolution—fas-
sam Paving Company Must Make Proper Repairs
to Dock and Mill Streets. : '

At its meeting yesterdaythe city
council turned down a resplution to
declare laundries dangerous and offen-
sive industries; endorsed the proposi:
tion of Playgrounds Association; lo
have Fort Howe converted into a na-
tional park; and decided to take
steps to have the Hassam Paving
Compdny  make proper repairs to
Dock and Mill streets. Other busi-
ness was transacted. ¢

Com. Agar recommetded that the
Hassam Paving Company be called
upon to make repairs to the paving
on Dock and Mill streets, and that
8 copy of the engineer's report show-
ing the nepairs necessary be forward-
ed to the United States Fidelity and
Gl\imrantee Company. This was adopt:
€

The engineer’s report stated that
on May 6th he had reported that the
paving was in an unsatisfactory comn-
dition, and that the company's repre-
sentatives had undertaken repairs. A
large part of the repair work was a
failure, the vibration of the car
tracks loosening the concrete between
the paving blocks and a rain storm
washing it away. This was, ne
thought, due to the company’s failure
to properly pack the concrete under
the street railway sleepers,

On behalf of the Playgrounds As-
sociation, A. M. Belding wrote re-
questing the city to urge the govern-
ment to take steps to convert Fort
Howe into a public park. The letter
intimated that although Fort Howe
was not a battlefield, it was a placa
of historic interest, and the money
for preserving it- as a public park
mizht be forthcoming from the Na-
tional Battlefields Memorial Fund.

The Mayor stated that three years
ago the city council petitioned the
Minister of Public Works to utilize
Fort Howe as a public park. Mr.
Pugsley had a military engineer come
here and look over the park. It was
proposed to use some of the money
of the National Battlefields Memorial
Fund, However, the project became
a political jest.

Com, Agar was strongly in favor of
converting Fort Howe into a public
park. He thought Fort Howe was
capable of being converted into a
beauty spot, rivaling Mount Royal at
Montreal, He added that he had
talked over the question with Hon. Mr,
Hazen, and felt assured of his support.

Com. Agar then moved that the city
comply with the requesi of the Play-
grounds Association, and ask the com.
mission in charge of the Battlefields
Memorial Fund to preserve Fort
Howe as a public park. This was
adopted.

His Worship said he had thought
that Fort Howe would be a good piace
for an incinerator, but probably a park
was move desirable.

Protection Street.

R. R. Lee wrote, complaining about
the lack of proper sewerage facilities
on Protection street.

Com. Wigmore said the city would
eventually have to put down a sewer,
but he did not see what immediate
remedy they could give.

Com. McLellan said he had recetved
complaints that the C. P. R. was using
Protection street as a common sid-
dings.

The Mayor stated that the C. P. R,
had agreed to construct a trunk sewer
through the property given it by the
city and if public improvements on
the west side were blocking the pri-
vate sewers of residents of Protection
street the city should find out what
its duty in the matter was.

The matter was referred to Com.
Wigmore and the recorder to report.

L. R. Wilson, treasyrer of the Atlan-
tic Sugar Refinery Company, wrote
asking for a return of $20,000 of the
company's deposit, and enclosing a
statement from Henry Holgate, thelr
englneer, certifying that up to Novem-
her 1st the company had spent $453-
557.95.

The matter was referred to the
Mayor with instructions to have the
city comptroller audit the accounts of
the company, if he thought it neces-
sary.

A FORGEFUL LEGTURE
ON SUNDAY SCHODLS

'A large attendance representing the
young people's soclety of the Pres-
byterian churches of the city assem-
bled in the lecture hall of St. Andrew’s
church last evening to hear Rev. Alex-
ander Macgillivray, D. D., of Toron-
to, convenor of the General Assem-
bly’s Board of Sunday Schools and
Young People's Societies. Rev. W, M,
Townsend occupied the chair and with
him on the platform besides the
speaker of the evening were Messrs.
(. McN, Steeves, W. D, McKay, and
J. H. Murphy, presidents of the young
people’s societies in 8t. Andrew's, St.
John’s apd Calvin churches, respec-
tively.

Dr. Macgillivray delivered an inspir-
ing address dealing in a forceful man-
ner with the essentials in all church
activities. He concerned himself not
g0 much with methods as with the deep
and abiding principles and motives
which underlie all method. Dr. Macgil-
livray will leave this mornig for Fred-
ericton where he will ad a simi-
tar gathering this even On Wed-
nesday he will speak in St. Stephen

on Thursday in Moncton. Dr.
Macgiilivray has been  touring the
Provinces fn the 1
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ing.

At a luncheon held by the Canadian
Club in Bond’s last evening, Hon. J.
D. Hazen, minister of marine and fish-
erles, was the guest of honor and ad-
dressed the club onthe part which
his department plays in the develop-
ment of Canada. Rev. Gustave Kuh-
ring presided and introduced the
speaker.

Hon. Mr. Hazen's lucid explanation
of the workings of this branch of the
public service and the statistics which
hé gave made the lecture one of par-
ticular interests. His address was fol-
lowed with close attention and pro-
vided a wealth of valuable informa-
tion, showing as it did what the de-
partment of marine and fisheries
stands for in the development of Can-
ada, by the conservation, upbullding
and protection of the dominion's great’
industry, the fisheries, and the invalu-
able service which is being rendered
by the department in {introducing
methods which will make for the
greater safeguard aof navigation, by
hydrographic surveys, tidal surveys,
by the extension of wireless stations,
and establishing of and maintaining
of life saving stations.

While the department over which he
has jurisdiction, Hon. Mr. Hazen ex:
plained, is known as the department
of marine and fisheries, the work of
the department is divided into three
sections, that of the marine, fisheries
and naval service. He then explained
briefly but in a lucid and interesting
manner some of the main features of
the work which the department fis
carsying out in these three branches
of the services.

One of the important projects which
is being carried on under the depart-
ment is the hydrographic survey of
the waterways of the Dominfon. It is
the impression of some that the ad-
miralty charts are sufficiently com-
plete and adequate, but the fallacy of
this has been demonstrated and for
the greater safeguard of the naviga-
tor, hydrographic charts are being
prepared and the department is giving
special attention to this work. With
the building of vessels of a larger type
with changed conditions caused by
tidal conditions this work has assum-
ed a great importance and the need
for the hyvdrographic surveys, especial-
ly around the Hudson Bay territory,
wher extensive development is now
in progress, has arisen.

The Wireless Service

Another work which comes within
the department is the wireless service.
As an aid to navigation the wireless
is becoming a most potent factor and
Canada is to the forefront; she prac-
tically surpasses all the nations of the
world in applying the wireless as an
ald to navigation. The erection of
and upkeep of life stations, is another
phase of the work with which the de-
partment has to do in aiding naviga-
tion.

Since the organization of the de-
partment of marine and fisheries there
has been the same remarkable expan-
sion in this department as in the oth-
er branches of Canada's public ser-
vice.

The Department's Growth

In 1868, the year of the organiza-
tion of the department, there were
sixty-seven lights in Ontario and Que-
bec above Montreal, with fifty-four
keepers and six assistants. The ex-
pense of these lights was $40,500. Be-
tween Quebec and Montreal, forty-one
lizhts, twenty,nine keepers, three as-
sistants, the upkeep costing $23,000.

New Brunswick had fifteen lights
with fourteen keepers and two assist-
ants.

That the growth which has taken
place in this particular branch of the
department’s work in affording great
er protection to the navigator may be
seen when it is considered that to-
day instead of fifteen lights, New
Brunswick has 147 - lights with 121
keepers, and there are altogether in
the Dominfon 1,291 lights with 976
keepers.

Canada’s shigning likewise shows a
development which is gratifying. To-
day the Dominion occupies ninth po-
sition among the ship owning count-
ries of the world. The merchant ma-
rine service statistics for the year end-
ing Dec. 31st, 1912, show Canada’s reg-
ister 8,380 vessels, the net tonnage of
which was 836,278 tons, an increase of
292 vessels and 65,832 tons over 1911
On these ships it is estimated there
are over 40,000 men employed.

The middle decades of the past cen-
tury were the palmy days of the great
shipbuilding industry in New Bruns-
wick, when full rigged ships, barks,
brigs, and other craft build of native
wood found their way to all corners
of the world, and today some of them
are still to be found actively engaged
in commerce under foreign and Bri-
tish flags, an evidence of the excel
lence of the material and workmanship
of our province. But as the day of the
large wooden sailing ship has passed
the industry has suffered a decline
and whereas in 1874 this province buiit
42,000 tons of new shipping, in 1913
the output was only 1,092 tons.

The Fisheries Branch.

Tnder what may be termed the fish-
eries branch of the department the
principal duty is the ration of

* The Hatcheries.

As a means to- building up and
making this industry more valuable
a w“cf)o“ replenishing the waters
of the Dominion has been carried on
and considerable attention has been
given to the hatchery service. From
34 hatcheries in 1907 the number has
inceased until at the end of the pres-
ent fiscal year it will be brought up to
48, and arrangements have been made
for eight more durfog the coming
year. This artifical propogation has
been followed by very satisfactory
results. The shad hatchery which
wag established about a year or 8o
ago on the Kennebeccasis was the
first of the kind ever started in Can-
ada, and although in the experimental
stage, the results were quite success-
ful. If the shad hatchery proves a
success it will mean that our waters
can be replenished, and it will mot be
necessary to continue the supply by
stopping the catch of this fish.

The speaker then spoke of the ad-
vantages which New Brunswick en-
joys for the development of this great
resource. Whether the fisherles of
the province are regarded as a distinct
industry or combiped with agriculture
they present a splendid heritage.
The total value of the fisheries of
Canada for the last ten years in-
creased from $23,101,878 to $82,973,189;
while the industry in New Brunswick
shows an increae in value from
$4,186,800 in 1903 to $4,264,064 in
1912.

While we have scarcely begun to rea-
lize the possibilities which the fishing
industry holds out for Canada, New
Brunswick too has a resource of great
wealth, the development of which
has been scarcely begun. By a system
of conservation and protection which
the department is endeavoring to bring
about the fisheries will mean for this
province a most valuable asset.

On concluding Hon. Mr. Hazen re-
ferred to the treaty entered into in
1908 between the Domipion govern-
ment and the United States relative
to fishtng in international waters.
Thus far the United States has failed
to take action as to making this
efféctive. President Wilson, howevar,
hopes at the next session of con-
gress to see the matter definitely ar-
ranged, the satisfactory arrangement
of which will mean that Canadian
fishermen will no longer be at the
disadvantage under which they have
suffered, and will be given an equal
chance with the fishermen across ihe
boundary line,

At the conclusion of his address
Hon. Mr. Hazen was tendered a vote
of thanks by the president. Dr.
Bridges in moving the vote expressed
on behalf of the members of the club
appreciation for the very valuable
information which the speaker had
given them concerning the work of the
department, and explaining the part
which the department of marine and
fisheries is playing 'in the public
service.
