Paris, Nov. 24.—The following offi­

cial communication was issued by the 
French war office tonight:

“The morning was calm on the 
whole front, save in the Woevre, at 
the Bois Brule, where the enemy em­
ployed asphyxiating shells without at- 
taining results.

"Tho afternoon was marked by ar­
tillery activity, quite violent in Ar­
tois, where the Arras railway station 
was hit by about fifty shells, and in 
the region of Loos, and Souchez; to a 
lesser degree on the side toward ‘Sole- 
sons, and in Champagne, and rather 
spirited in the sectors of Fllrey and 
Reiljon, and In the Vosges, at La Tete 
De Faux, and Hartmanns-Wellerkopf.

Peking, Nov. 24—The Chinese news­
papers, commenting on the sugges­
tion of the Entente Powers that China 
join them, and thus solidify the far 
east, urge President Yuan Shi Kai to 
proceed slowly, declaring that China's 
fate hangs In the balance.

The newspapers say that China 
probably could not assist the Entente 
Powers in a military way and that her 
obligations under am alliance with the 
sea powers would forever end German 
and Austrian commerce in the Far 
East.

The first of these two occasions re-, 
lated to a telegram sent December 
16, 1914, by H. Suhren. Captain of the 
Costa Rican steamer Marina Quesada, 
to Hochmelster, advising him that the 
steamer was sailing that afternoon, 
and that Suhren needing money, had 
drawn on him for $1,000.

"This order," the memorandum says,
"extended confiscation to the coming 
harvest, without any pretense of phil­
anthropy or humanltarlanlsm.”

Asserting that from the first the Ger­
mans "condemned the industries of 
Ruslan Poland to perdition," the mem­
orandum gives lengthy details of al­
leged destruction or confiscation of 
property. It says that virtually all the 
coal mining machinery in the district 
of Dombrova was destroyed In the au­
tumn of 1914, “for strategical reasons" 
and that the population, dependent up­
on the mines, were made desperate 
thereby.

Payment for requisitioned property, 
the memorandum asserts, was made a 
matter of grace on a very inadequate 
basis» and to be settled after the war.
The worst blow Is described as having 
been the inducing of skilled labor to 
go to Germany under pressure, 40,000 
persons doing so.

As a result of the foregoing 
ures, the memorandum says, hundreds 
of thousands of working class families 
are faced with starvation. Manufac­
turers are keeping many persons vir­
tually on charity. Two hundred and 
fifty thousand persons in Lodz are liv­
ing on 330,000 to $45,000 a week.

The article says the Germans have 
established a monopoly on côal, for 
which they charge exborbttant prices; 
inflated the currency, compelled local 
authorities to pay for repairs to roads 
and railways,-which are used only for 
military purposes; confiscated the gov­
ernment estates, denuded forests, 
placed incredibly high customs tariffs 
on the necessaries of life, compelled 
all persons to carry expensive pass­
ports. from which alone they have 
gained $5,000,000 and vested high fines 
on towns and persons for violations of 
laws.

"The population," the memorandum 
concludes, “tired out by the war, and 
ruined by so many disaters, accepts 
them in an apathetic mood. There Is 
the reflection, however, that one does 
not ruin economically a country In 
"Which one expects to stay."

Ottawa, Nov. 23.—The Labor Dé­

pannent la having considerable trouble 
with some contractors upon govern­
ment works who taking advantage of 
the stress of war have not been living 
up to their agreements regarding 
wages and have cut down their em­
ployees. A notable Instance of this Is 
at the new Welland canal construction 
works.

Government contracts are tendered 
upon fair wage schedules approved by 
the Labor Department and the depart­
ment has found that some contractors 
or subcontractors have paid their men 
less than these schedules demanded.

Washington, Nov. 24—Telegrams 
began pouring into the White 
today from all sections of tote country 
Urging President Wilson to assist'the 
movement for a conference of neutral a 
to attempt to end the European war. 
Mrs. Henry Ford recently gave 610,000 
to the women’s peace society toward 
the telegraph campaign. The messages 
which were suggested by Miss Jane 
Adams and other leading women 
peace advocates, were Identical. The 
telegraph companies notified the 
White House they had thousands of 
the messages and asked that special 
arrangements be made at the White 
House for receiving them.

Ottawa, Nov. 24.—The Estevan wire­

less station on the west coast of Van­
couver Island has scored a triumph. 
Communication has been kept up with 
a vessel 2,600 miles away, or more 
than half way across the Pacific Ocean 
to Yokohama.

Hitherto there has been fairly good 
communication between Estevan and 
Honolulu but the exceptional results 
recently obtained are due to favorable 
atmospheric conditions. These con­
ditions improve in the fall *nd are ex­
ceptionally good during winter, es­
pecially at night when ' there is free­
dom from atmospheric electrical inter­
ference. The Estevan station com 
munlcates regularly at night with lin­
ers on the Japan route from onê thous­
and to fifteen hundred mile» away. 
Recent experiments have shown that 
steady communication can be kept up 
with ships 2,609 miles Away.

The men who come after the war 
will be attracted to Canada mot 
through knowledge of special opportu­
nities offered by any particular local­
ity but because they desire to get 
away from Europe and the thought of 
war. It is likely that they will come 
in larger numbers than ever before 
and will require special treatment 
both as to their settlement and means 
of employment. English workingmen, 
artisans, and clerks who, having been 
in military service, have lost their de­
sire for indoor life, and whose wish 
It is to engage in pursuits where there 
will be a lesser measure of confine­
ment and more of the healthy outdoor 
life to which army service has accus­
tomed them, will form a large portion 
of the newcomers. In many cases 
these men will be novices in agricul­
tural effort and special measures will 
be necessary to acquaint them with 
Canadian conditions.

As far as possible it will be advis­
able to fit the men to the country and 
this applies not only to those who 
have had no previous experience in 
farming, but those whose conception 
of working conditions is based on 
English establishments largely differ­
ent from Canadian. It will not be 
sufficient for Canada to extend a 
hearty welcome to all who come to 
this country after the war but. If the 
best results are to be obtained, it will 
also be necessary to place the new­
comers where they can secure the 
largest return for their effort. Ini that 
way will they most quickly become 
satisfied and it is an old axiom of 
trade that a satisfied customer is the 
best advertisement.

If the settlers who come to Canada 
the first year after the war can be so 
placed that they are satisfied with 
their situation and prospects they 
will prove the best immigration 
agents this country could have. A 
careful study of conditions should be 
made before the rush commences. 
Them it will be easier to place new 
settlers where their work can bring 
to them the best returns and Canada 
can reap the greatest benefit.

An oft quoted 
statement made by Von Tirpitz, as 
chief of the German navy, is repub­
lished in an English exchange as 
evidence of just what this loss of trade 
means and the effect it will have on 
the German nation.

“For the German Empire of to­
day the security of its economic 
development, and especially of its 
world-trade, is a life question. A 
naval war, for economic interests,

“An unsuccessful war of the 
duration of even only a year would 
destroy Germany's sea trade and 
would thereby bring about most 
disastrous conditions, first.in her 
economic, and then, as an immed­
iate consequence of that, in her 
social life.

tain days as “Fleshless" and others as 
"Fatless” ha vie apparently added to 
the prevailing confusion, and are no­
where received as a solution of the 
difficult problems which the German 
nation has to face. The increase in 
tbe number of these restrictive regu­
lations and their extension to all 
classes of food does not tend to lend 
any strength to the contention that 
there Is food enough In the country, 
and that the only difficulties are prob­
lems of distribution.

The "Tagliche Rundschau,” one of 
the most extreme of Nationalist journ­
als, openly states that the latest meat 
regulations have absolutely neither 
rhyme nor reason about them, that 
they are equivalent to beating the air. 
It wants to know how much meat has 
been saved on the first day of the 
regulations. Not an ounce. It is an 
absurdity, says this journal, to think 
that you can cut the Gordian knot 
with a blunt knife without a handle.

Strong condemnation is meted out 
to those endless crowds |»f well-to-do 
Berlin women who stormed the butch­
ers’ shops on the evening before the 
"Fleshless” day, and simply bought 
double quantities. The wh<ge tendency 
of such conduct Is to increase rather 
than lower prices. It certainly had 
the effect of running up the price of 
coarse fish, which rose at once from 
lid. a lb. to Is. 6d.

The "Fleshless" day gives rise to 
curious scenes ln restaurants and re­
freshment places.

was held in the recruiting hall, Mill 
street, last evening. F. J. G. Knowl- 
ton presided, and Magistrate Ritchie 
addressed the men. An excellent mit 
sical programme was carried out. The 
programme was as follows:

Charles Cromwell, bagpipes; P. C. 
Johnson, solo; Robert Carson, solo; 
Robert Carr, accordéon, with piano ac­
companiment by Michael F. Kelley ; 
Charles Cromwell, Highland Ding and 
club Juggling; Michael F. Kelley, two 
of his own songs, “By Order of the 
King," and “We’ll Never Let the Old 
Dag Fall," all hands Joining in the 
chorus of the latter song.

Magistrate Ritchie was then called 
upon to speak. He began by comment­
ing on the fine programme that had 
been prepared.

"It is pretty cold out tonight,” he 
said, “but things will be pretty hot 
for us, if the Germans ever get through 
the war successfully.

“The other night Sir George Foster 
called special attention to the things 
that had happened in Europe during 
the course of the war. He told that 
today nine-tenths of Belgium was un­
der the control of the German Kaiser, 
and also that one-fifth of France is 
under German rule.

“We are getting the munition» all 
right now, and what we want is men. I 
heard a lot of talk last winter about 
the 26th, that was not very complimen­
tary. But where, In such a large num­
ber of men won’t you find some black 
sheep? And then, too, I dare say that 
many of the men who criticized the 
soldiers, and wouldn’t even speak to 
them, were not half as good men as 
the soldiers themselves.

“It Is for our mothers, daughters, 
sisters, and all women and girls that 
we must fight today. Many men have 
gone, but there are many who could go 
who are staying at home. I don’t say 
that the men of St. John are cowards 
at all, but what I do say Is that they 
have not considered the need serious­
ly enough.

“We saw how Germany was pre­
tending to be the best friend of Bri­
tain, and then when she thought she 
saw avgood opportunity she struck at 
her. In a way, it Is good for us that 
she struck when she did, for If she 
had got around all the European na­
tions, and had won them all over to 
her side, It would have been a hard 
job for us today.

“Think what It would mean to us if 
Germany won out. We have seen how 
she used the people of Belgium. Sup­
pose that our churches were destroy­
ed, and our women and girls outraged, 
and our children mutilated, how would 
we feel, knowing that we did not do 
anything to stop It?

"That is what we must fight against 
now. No man can hold back, knowing 
what the result will be If the war 
should be lost through lack of men.

“We have seen how all party dis­
putes were laid aside, as soon as the 
war broke out, all over the British Em­
pire. That Is where our strength lies 
—In our unity.

“We have all the freedom In both 
civil and religious matters. Look how 
It is in other countries. They have 
none of these things. That is the state 
we would be in if we were under Ger­
man rule. We don’t want that, do we?

It is Canada that Germany wants to 
get, not England, or Australia or India. 
But Canada—the part of the world 
that is richest in everything, in soil, 
and mineral wealth, and the spoils of 
the seas.

“Young men, will you do nothing, 
when to stay idle means to have the 
Iron heel of Germany ground down up.

The meeting then broke up with the 
singihg of the National Anthem.

Three men signed on through the 
day. They are John Coholan and 
Charles A. Earle, of St. John, and 
Isaac Zacharjash, of Russia. Charles 
Earle is a boy of fifteen, who is being 
taken on as a bugler. When he came 
to the recruiting office, he brought 
with him a letter from his mother, 
saying that though the boy Is only fif­
teen, she was willing and proud to 
have him go to the front. Two broth­
ers of the young boy are in the Cana­
dian overseas forces, one in France 
and the other in England.

Tan Roy V. Powell of this city, who Is 
now in Danders as a member of the 
26th Battalion^ writes an interesting 
letter to W. F. Lewis, in which he 
shows that although the work he is at 
K® hard and dangerous he is happy to 
have It to do.

Roy Powell was about one of the 
first young men In the city to enlist 
with the 26th and during their first 
action was wounded. He was remov­
ed to a hospital where his wounds 
were attended, 
and Is back again In the trenches do­
ing his little bit. The letter was dat­
ed November 10th, being mailed from 
Danders. He says in part:

Dear Mr. Lewis,—I am very well at 
the present time and thank my friends 
for sending me the parcel and I can 
assure you it makes a fellow’s spirits 
run high to receive a gift from dear 
old St Johni. I am now in the bat­
talion grenade section at the present 
time. We have an old barn all to our­
selves, it is about half full of straw, 
so you see we are pretty comfortable. 
We had quite a tough time of It in the 
trenches the last time. It was pretty 
wet for a time but I think the tren­
ches will be all right when we take 
to it again as the weather is now dry. 
Out there in the trenches we don’t 
have much chance to smoke at night, 
so we all learned to chew tobacco and 
chewing tobacco 1» very hard to get 
out here, so we chew all kinds of it, 
even to the strong old leaves the Bel­
gians grow here.

I would like to drop into dear old 
St. John again just for about half a 
day, Just to get acquainted again, but 
I guess it will be quite a while before 
we get a chance to get there.

4H Petrograd, via London.—In a white 

two etory building in a town of per­
haps 40,000 Inhabitants, but resemb­
ling more nearly an overgrown village 
than a city, la stationed the staff which 
directs the defence of Russia against 
her enemies. The director in chief 
is Emperor Nicholas, and to this for­
lorn town, from the Imperial palace 
of Tsarskoe Belo, he for the time be­
ing has banished himself in order that 
he may live In dally touch with the 
affairs of his armiee in the field, ad­
vise the officers and supervise the con­
duct of the war.

Although many hours journey by 
train from the nearest battle line, the 
Emperor and his staff are in almost 
instant communication by telegraph 
with all points along the thousand 
mile front, and nothing of importance 
occurs that is not flashed Immediately 
to this controlling centre. It is In 
this building, which formerly was for 
local government purposes, that the 
dally official communications to the 
world are written.

The ch^et of Staff, General .«iichael 
Alexieff, is a modest man, about sixty 
years old, who shuns self-glorification. 
To a correspondent who asked him to 
relate the routine of his day’s work 
he replied In substance that since the 
Emperor was commander in chief, and * 
he merely a subordinate, nothing that 
he did from day . to day could In his 
opinion be of the slightest Interest 
to anyone outside the army.

A stranger in the town in question 
finds little to Induce him to prolong 
his stay. The hotels of which there 
are several—the beet leaving much to 
be desired—are pre-empted by the 
military, and one may canvass all 
without finding lodging unless he 
comes recommended by some one In 
military authority. The town is crowd­
ed with strangers, who have cbme 
from the territory overrun by the Ger­
mans. The streets until late at night 
are filled with streams of promenad 
era, civil and military.

Automobiles Seem Out of Place.

It is only at night that the place 
wakes up. Until nearly midday the 
many little shops that crowd eadh oth­
er along the two main thoroughfares 
keep their doors locked and their 
windows shuttered. Antiquated "In- 
vosschiks," as the public hacks are 
called, shamble out of the way of 
screeching high power automobiles 
carrying officers. The motordrlven 
vehicles appearing incongruous In the 
century old setting of cobbled streets 
and high windowed and dingy stores.

Around the White Staff Building 
there is a solemn stillness. Sentries 
guard the entrance and open space in 
front, and none without official busi­
ness may pass.

A civilian approaches, explains his 
business to one of the sentries and 
then waits at a distance until permis 
sion Is given to enter. His reception 
is courteous. Everything moves with 
military precision within the walls. 
No dilatory tactics are permitted, and 
one Is made to feel that the time of 
the officers is valuable.

Staff’s Business Hours Long.

The correspondent had occasion to 
consult the same officer at headquart­
ers at ten o'clock in the evening and 
ten o’clock in the morning without 
previous appointment, which may be 
taken as an Indication that the staff 
officers’ business hours are long.

The distress of the people growing 
out of the war Is apparent on every 
hand. The floors of the railway wait­
ing room at night serve as a sleeping 
place for scones of weary wayfarers. 
Aged men, women and children lie 
closely huddled leaving a narrow aisle 
for the stream of traffic to and from 
the trains.

Further up the lino the lights from 
camp fires at night disclose hundreds 
of persons living in wretchedness in 
crude board shelters, which only part, 
ly protect them from the freezing

body, he was an amateur in every 
sense of the term, it would greatly 
simply matters.

“If we can bring about such a gen­
eral agreement, working toward har­
mony and co-operation among the 
various sport-controlling authorities, 
a marked advance will have been 
made toward Increasing the effective­
ness of amateur rulings and control. 
Should the delegates to the conven­
tion desire to gS further and attempt 
the formulation of a general rule fix­
ing the amateur status of competitors 
In all the bodies represented, so much 
the better. Personally, I doubt if it 
can he done. I have on my desk the 
definition of an 'amateur as defined by 
seven of the leading sport associa­
tions of the United States. The defl 
nttion together with examples, excep­
tions, etc., fill nine closely typewrit­
ten pages of legal cap and there are 
almost as many variation» as there 
are paragraphs.”

New York, Nov. 23—Plans for the 
proposed meeting of all the amateur 
sports-governing bodies of the United 
States to be held for the purpose of 
reaching a mutual understanding rela­
tive to the‘hhlàtêur status of competi­
tors, are progressing to the complete 
satisfaction of the originators of the 
idea. T\he conference will be held in 
this city on Monday, December 27, 
and will be attended by delegates 
from almost all the recognized sports 
organizations of the collegiate and 
amateur world.

Invitations have beem extended by 
the Intercollegiate Association of Am­
ateur Athletes of America the fol­
lowing organizations: Amateur Ath­
letic "Union, National Collegiate Asso­
ciation, National Association of Ama­
teur Oarsmen-, United SU.
Lawn Tennis Assoclimon,
States Intercollegiate Lacrosse Lea 
gue, American Amateur Hockey Lea­
gue, United States Polo Association 
and several other kindred bodies.

The conference will precede the an­
nual meeting of the National Collegi­
ate Athletic Association to be held on 
December 28 with the purpose of 
securing the attendance of a number 
of prominent collegiate athletic au 
thorlttoe who will be present at the 
N. C. A. A. gathering. It is proposed 
to have an open discussion of ama­
teurism In all Its phases and the con­
ference may be the opening wedge of 
a national sport-governing clearing 
house. In discussing the coming 
meeting a well known authority said:

“The Idea of the proposed , confer 
ence has. It appears to me, been mis­
understood. It is not our plan to pro­
pose the adoption of a blanket ama­
teur rule which will fit the needs of 
all the sport-governing bodies of the 
country. Such a regulation Is well 
neigh iinpossible. What we do hope 
to accomplish Is to arrange a working 
agreement between the different or­
ganizations whereby each will stand 
sponsor for the amateurism of a com­
petitor In its own division when the 
latter competes in another sport.

“Suppose, for instance, that a prom­
inent golfer desired to compete in a 
track meet. Some question might 
arise regarding his amateur status as 
a sprinter, according to athletic rules, 
due to something he had done as a 
golfer. If there was a complete un­
derstanding between the two bodies 
controlling these sports whereby the

A letter received In the city from 
oite of the boys of the 6th Mounted 
Rifles, tells of their first experience In 
the trenches. He le with B Squadron 
and says they were distinctly honored 
by being among the first chosen to 
enter tlfe trenches on the firing line. 
Some boys of this squadron were 
found to be crack shots, one of the 
members of which scored a possible 
fifteen bull's eyes In target practice.

They arrived at the base November 
3rd, and have been continually taking 
turns on the Bring line. Each squad­
ron goes Into the trenches for a turn 
of twenty-four hours and Is then re­
placed by another. As soon as they 
have had enough experience their post 
tlon on -the line will be permanent.

The boys had a stiff training in Eng­
land. They have full camp equipment 
and also trench implements. Théy 
have been Issued their long heavy 
boots and gas masks and are prepared 
to withstand any kind of warfare.

They speak of the weather as having 
been quite disagreeable since they 
landed In France, almost each day 
raining.

While in England some of the boys 
took courses in bomb throwlng-and 
many have perfected themselves 
along many lines of this variety.
