IRUSSIANS ALSO DRIVE TURKS

THE SUMMARY Of 
YESTERDAY’S

Turning against the Roumani­

ans, who had boon advancing 
steadily In Eastern Transylvania, 
Austro-Hungarian and German 
troops have defeated the Invaders 
decisively along a fifty mile front. 
North of Fogarae at the JunctuiW 
of the H entered and Alt rivers, 
near Reps, the Roumanians are In 
retreat, pursued by the Teutonic 
troops.

The successful repulse of the 
Invaders en the southern end of 
the line was In the hands of Gen­
eral Von Falkewhayn, former 
chief of the German general staff, 
and who only last week routed 
the Roumanians around Hermann- 
stadt and drove them back to 
their own frontier. North of Reps 
the Austro-Hungarians recaptured 
positions and took mere than 200 
prisoners. Bucharest admits the 
Roumanian troops in Eastern 
Transylyanla have been with­
drawn before attacks by superior 
forces in the region of Fogarae.
** In Dobrudja heavy fighting con­
tinues, along the line south of N 
the Constanza-Budharest railway, 
with Bucharest recording progress 
for the Russians and Roumanians 
in the center and on their left 
wing.

While Gen. Brueelloff apparent­
ly has eased, at least for the mo­
ment, hie attecks against the Au*- 
tro-German lines In Vdhynia, west 
of Lutsk, he continues southward 
his assaults with great Intensity 
against the positions of the Teu­
tonic allies guarding the approa­

tacks were held up northeast of 
Lemberg, those to the southeast 
of the capital, according to Petrp- 
grad, resulted In the taklhg of 
positions south of Brzezany and 
the capture of 600 prisoners. Ber­
lin, however, declares that all 
Russian attacks In Galicia have 
been repulsed, and that the Au* 
tro-Germans have taken 1,200 
prisoners from the Russians.

BIG PROBLEM AS KAISER’S “PEACE DOVE”

“TM, demand for conscription Is 
not a geclune military demand. It Is 
a base political device put forward by 
men who want to Injure and discredit 
Ireland’s political future and revive, 
by any and every means, bad blood 
between the two countries, In the 
wicked hope that when the war is 
over the British people may tolerate 
some attempt to repeal the Home 
Rule Act. But whatever the motive 
back of the proposal may be, It will 
never be carried through the House 
of Commons as long as the Irish 
party remains as it is today, united 
and entitled to speak for Ireland.

, “The way to continue to gbi re­
cruits Is far different. Appease the 
Inflamed feeling In Ireland. With­
draw martial law. Make It plain that 
the Defence of the Realm Act will be 
administered, not as it Is being ad­
ministered now in different parts of 
Ireland, but in the same spirit as It 
is administered in England, Scotland 
and Wales. Treat prisoners arrested 
during the rieimg as political prison­
ers. Put an end to insults and at­
tacks upon Ireland and recognize gen­
erally what she has done.

“On these lines the government 
may succeed ini recruiting, even after 
all that has happened. But as for 
conscription, in that way lies mad­
ness, ruin and disaster.”

Waterford, Ireland, Oct 6—In a 
notable address to his constituents 
•here this afternoon, John Redmond, 
the Irish Nationalist leader in parlia 
ment, declared that despite the recent 
rebellion, "with all its inevitable after- 
math of brutalities, stupidities and in­
flamed passions," Home Rule for Ire­
land is safe if Ireland remains sane.

When the Canadian ^jiubllshers 
came together today they îüflscovered 
that the situation was eventiffiore seri­
ous than they had been led to believe.
It was brought out that in recent 
months few, It any, Cansdian.1 publish­
ers have been able to mU co 
fréta any paper mill ttrAttend 
the 31st of December, 1916. I 
mer days the paper mills were gen­
erally glad to sell their output a long 
way in advance, and contracts for 
two, or three, or five years, or even a 
longer period were pressed upon pub­
lishers.

The opinion was expressed that it 
was the deliberate intention of the 
paper makers to create an artificial 
situation, under which prices could be 
forced beyond a figure for which there 
would be any valid justification.

Publishers reported prices they 
were askbd to pay for current sup­
plies. In many cases these ranged 
from forty to sixty per cent, in ad­
vance of prices prevailing a year or 
two ago. ;

That such a development brings the 
newspapers of the country face to face war 
with an unprecedented crisis will be 
apparent to anyone who knows what 
a large proportion of the cost of pro­
duction of a newspaper is represent­
ed by the news print.

The situation to Canadians is all 
the more exasperating because of the 
fact that the Canadian consumption 
of news print is only a small fraction, 
prcASbly about one-sixth of the total 
Canadian production.

In the United States, it is under­
stood, the paper manufacturers are 
able to urge that they have actually 
not sufficient paper to meet the de­
mand. It was pointed out that such 
an argument could scarcely be ad­
vanced in Canada where the produc­
tion is something lik^ 1,800 tons a 
day, while only 350 tons are used in 
this country, the rest being exported 
to the United States.

New York, Oct. 6.—A news agency

It is said the torpedo 
boat put the submarine to flight and 
rescued the crew.

The Overseas News Agency of Ber­
lin said on September 30 it was able 
to announce on competent authority 
that the Strathay had not been at­
tacked by a German submarine.

ing to defend Calais and the north- 
western corner of France, as well as 
the strip of tree Belgium which re­
mains under Belgian rule and has 
been made sacred for all time by the 
heroic deed's of the men who fought 
the battle of Yeer.

Nowhere are the conditions of the 
flghtlng-llne more trying. The floods 
of the Yser remain as a great means 
of defense, and nearly the whole of 
Flanders a swamp in winter. Snip­
ing continues, and frequent artillery 
duels take place, but no general at­
tack on either side Is made, 
enemy canhot advance a yard; the 
line remains practically what It was 
after the Battle of the Yser, and It Is 
Impenetrable. The retreat of the Bel­
gian army, which the enemy planned 
to capture. Its stand at the Yeer, 
where the enemy hoped to crush tt, 
are outstanding achievements In the 
war. Now the enemy has to meet 
quite a different army. When the 
battle of the Yser was fought the Bel­
gian army was Ill-equipped; It was 
short of rifles and munitions were ex­
hausted. Now. It has doubled In num­
ber and more than trebled In effic­
iency. The soldiers wear English 
khaki, with French steel helmets. The 
men are well fed and admirably equip­
ped. No like number of men In any 
army are so well officered- Now, uni. 
der compulsion, all Belgians of mili­
tary age who can be spared from muni­
tion works In England and France are 
Joining the army, so never since the 
declaration of war has the Belgian 
army been a better fighting unit than 
it is today.

Britain Asks No Favors of Neutrals but Will Not Permit 
Them to Hinder Belligerent Rights in Life or Death 
Struggle Being Waged by Entente Allies.

■Gordon Johnson Reached 
City Last Night from Bat­
tle Front—Won Promotion 
on the V ield.

The Belgian engineers have always 
had a great reputation, and all the men 
who got away before the German oc­
cupation are helping the army. They 
have introduced more Inventions for 
the use of the armies than it Is neces-

London, Oct. 6.—“We are anxious to restore to Ite old footing the 
ancient friendship and commercial Intercourse between the two coun­
tries,” declared Lord Robert Cecil, minister of war trades, today In an 
Interview with the Associated Press, In which he replied to the recent 
statement of Premier Hammarskjold, of Sweden.

To the assertion of the Swedish premier that Great Britain Is arbi­
trarily limiting the Imports Into Sweden,
Great Britain always has been and Is now ready to enter Into fresh 
engagements for a trade agreement with Sweden, In which case allow­
ances will be made for all Sweden's requirements, which he admitted 
are greater now than before the war, owing to the development of her 
industries.

The minister of war trades declared Incidentally that the British 
black list violate» no rule of law or equity.

After saying that he was glad to read the premier's statement, 
that Sweden’s action had been dictated solely by the Kingdom's own 
necessities and future welfare, and not for any partisan reasons, Lord 
Cecil said:

“We are fighting this war to vindicate the rights of all nations to 
develop themselves freely and unhindered by the menace of military 
aggression. We ask no favors from neutrals. But we do ask that they 
should not hinder our belligerent rights In the life or death struggle 
which we and our alllee are waging.

“The prime minister states that he la opposed to any mediation by 
Sweden at present as It might compromise Germany and arouse the 
suspicions of the allies. For 3ermany I am not In a position to speak, 
but for ourselves and our allies I fan aay that we, who did not wish this 
war, and who entered It reluctantly, are determined, now that we are 
In It, to obtain a victory which will Insure lasting peace by showing 
the enemy that wars of aggression will not be allowed to succeed.

“The prime minister said that he la In harmony with the American 
protest against the blacklist, but 1 observe, with «orne surprise, that he 
makes no allusion to his attitude concerning the American protest 
against German submarine atrocities, surely a far graver matter for 
neutrals. The German submarine policy Is, In one aspect, an outrage 
upon the commercial interest» of neutral nations. Hundreds of neutral 
mercant vessels are now on the bottom of the eeae. thousands of tons 
of cargo have been destroyed, and all this without any pretence of Ju­
dicial Inquiry, and often for the most flimsy reasons.

“Peaceful citizens of all countries and of both sexea have been 
foully murdered at the bidding of German militarism. Others have been 
mutilated. Others have been exposed In open boats to the fury of the 
seas. It is strange that these matters should have been forgotten.

“As to the merits of the blacklist controversy, it has been explained 
that the blacklist Is an attempt to prevent British subjects from trad­
ing with enemy firms, or with firms that trade in the interests of the 
enemy. For the Swedish prime minister, or any neutral, to claim that 
we should compel' British firme to help enemy trade when their coun­
try Is engaged In a life and death struggle le a claim for which there la 
no precedent a^id which cannot be admitted. For the British govern­
ment to prevent ite own subject» from helping the enemy is to violate 
no rule of law or equity or morale, and Is an elementary precaution 
taken in the interests of national safety.

“With regard to commercial measures taken against trade with 
Germany through Sweden, Great Britain and her allies are at one In 
their determination to uae naval forces In preventing the imoprt of 
goods to enemy countries. No one surely can complain of that. It Is 
impossible for us to permit unrestricted Import» into neutral coun­
tries, by which such neutral countries become the channels of supply 
for the enemy. At the same time we are and always have been anx- 
iou* to facilitate the Import Into neutral countries, including Sweden, 
of all goods needed for home requoremente, allowing for the normal 
development of industries, provided that satisfactory guarantees are 
obtained, either from the Importers or a government body, that no 
goods in any form will be re-exported to the enemy. It follows that the 
unrestricted import of goods whloh would release home products of 
similar nature for exportation cannot be agreed to by us."

■ Minister of Public Works Clearly Defines His Position 
With Regard to the Conduct of Mr. Justice Galt 
in Accepting Fees for Services as a Commissioner 

A Lucid Statement Worthy of Careful Perusal

Beach of Nov» Beotia was also quoted 
by Mr. Lennox, as follows:

Paying Judges by Fees a Vicious 
System.

“The principle of paying judges by 
fees was long ago found to be a vie- 
ions system, calculated to Interfere 
with the independence of the Bench.'

“Mr. Lennox made a very earnest 
and powerful appeal In support of his 
bill The principle which he laid 
down was not attacked.

"1 have faith,' he said, ‘that the 
government will apply themselves to 
this question. I have faith upon their 
utterances of a year ago, but whether 
they deal with this question properly 
or not the people of the country gen­
erally are well aware of the condition 
of things. They have had their atten­
tion more or less directed to it, and i 
think that sooner or later the 
ment—any government that may be Ip 
power at Ottawa—will find that, if not 
by statute, then by a change of policy 
a new course wiU have to be adopted. 
Judges must not be taken from their 
proper sphere and away from the 
proper discharge of their judicial du­
ties and placed on these commissions, 
particularly commissions that are of a 
political nature. I can very well speak 
under this head of those commissions 
that are of a political character, be­
cause the effect of putting the judges 
upon these commissions is to deprive 
the country of the services for which 
these men are permanently engaged.’

The case, presented by Mr. Lennox 
wag strengthened by his quotation 
from part of Lord Randolph Church­
ill's protest against the appointment 
of judges on the Parnell Commission.

“It is submitted," said Lord Church­
ill, “that it Is in the highest degree 
unwise, and indeed, unlawful, to take 
the judges of the land out of their 
proper sphere of duty, and to mix 
them with political conflict. Ini this 
case whichever way they decide, they 
will be the object of political criticism 
and animadversion. Whatever their 
decision, speaking roughly, half the 
country will applaud, the other half 
condemn their action ; their conduct 
during the trial in its minutest par­
ticulars, every ruling as to evidence, 
every chance expression, every ques­
tion put by them will be keenly 
watched, canvassed, criticized, censur­
ed or praised. Were judges in Eng­
land ever placed in such a position 
before? Will any judge emerge from 
this inquiry the same for all judicial 
purposes, moral weight and influence, 
as he went into It? Have you a right 
to expose your judges to such 
deal?”

On the suggestion! of the minister

of justice, Hon. Chas. Fitzpatrick, Mr. 
fiennox agreed subsequently to allow 
his bill to stand over, on the accept­
ance of the principle which it embod­
ied. “My opinion is,’’ said the min­
ister, "that the amendment which is 
proposed would have the effect not­
withstanding its, form, of enabling 
judges to do these things which 1 
mentioned in that section and which, 
in my judgment, they are precluded 
from doing under the act as we now 
have it. I have up to the present con­
strued the act that we passed last 
session very strictly and once or 
twice judges have applied to me to 
know whether or. not on a true con­
struction of the statute it would be 
permissible for them to act as arbi­
trators in disputes between private 
parties. The answer that I invariably 
have given to them is that it is not 
competent for them to do so, and to­
night I regret that I am obliged to de­
liberately say that the judges of this 
country have not observed the law 
passed by parliament and that they 
certainly have not given that example 
of obedience to the law which you 
are entitled to expect of them. Some 
time ago a question was put to me by 
the honorable member for East Grey 
(Mr. Sproule) in respect to violations 
of the act passed last session. I gave 
an answer at that time which substan­
tially was to the same effect as what 
I have just said and I took occasion 
of that question and of that 
to prepare a circular letter to the 
judges in which circular letter I en­
closed the question and answer as It 
has been put in the house, so that 
they must have their attention direct­
ed to the opinion! of parliament In re­
spect to those who are violating the 
law."

The letter referred to was sent from 
the department of justice under date 
of March, 1906.

“I have not,” the Minister of Justice 
proceeded, "received answers to all 
of the circular letters that were sont 
out. I wish now to say to my honor­
able friend, the promoter of this uill, 
that when these answers aïe received 
it is my intention to introduce my­
self, in parliament, a bill for the pur­
pose of giving effective sanction to 
the legislation of last session, and if 
my honorable friend will allow 
suggestion. I would ask him to allow 
this bill to remain in abeyance until 
the bill that I have referred to has 
been introduced, so that we may to­
gether prepare such legislation as 
will give effective sanction to the 
will of this parliament." On Mr. 
Lennox agreeing to this, the min.ster 
said. “We accept the principle. ' The

It shows that, In his so-called 
attack upon Judge Galt, Hon. Mr. 

TJtofers went no further than to give 
Expression to what was the unani­

mous view of a parliament controlled 
by a government which enjoyed the 
unquestioning support of those news­
papers which are today condemning 
the minister of public works. What 
Mr. Rogers did was to call the atten­
tion of Judge Galt to what Is and has 
been for a decade, the law of the land, 
a law with which Judge Galt, In ac­
cepting fees as a commissioner, was 
supposedly unacquainted. Information, 
since made available, to the effect 
that the provisions of the law In ques­
tion has been brought directly to the 
attention of the Manitoba judiciary by 
the late government, weakens the as­
sumption that subsequent violations 

' were not committed knowingly.
When the evidence of Mr. Rogers 

was wanted in connection yith the 
Winnipeg inquiry, the minister gave 
It readily and unequivocally. He con­
duite# hie testimony and was so in­
formed by the commissioner and by 
crown, counsel so far as that goes, he 
had ceased to be a witness. He then 
asked to be allowed to make a state­
ment in gpneral terms regarding the 
position which he had takeç as minis­
ter of public works in the provincial 
government. He made this statement. 
He then took the course to which Lib­
eral newspapers have since taken such

violent exception, namely, that of call­
ing Judge Galt's attention to the posi­
tion which he, as a paid commissioner, 
occupied under the law. In doing this 
Mr. Rogers, as already pointed out, 
stated only what was, without dissent, 
the view of parliament in 1906, when 
the then minister of Justice, Honorable 
Charles Fitzpatrick, now chief justice 
of Canada, went to the length of issu­
ing a circular letter to thei members 
of the Canadian Judiciary, bringing to 
their notice the provisions of the exist­
ing law.
Judge Galt Admitted Taking Fees.
"Other Judges having had the oppor­

tunity of seeing this notice,” Mr. 
Rogers said today, "I felt that it was 
only fair to Judge Galt that he should 
be treated similarly. To my amaze­
ment. Commissioner Galt confessed on 
the day following that he had been in 
receipt of fees for siting on these com* 
missions."

"Parliament took very strong ground 
and very high ground in regard to this 
very question in 1906. Mr. Haughton 
Lennox of South Simcoe, now a re­
spected member of the Ontario Judici­
ary, introduced In that year a hill In­
tended to make still more rigid the 
law against participation toy judges In 
outside work. In support of his bill 
he quoted from a speech by the Minis­
ter of Justice when the same question 
had been before parliament during the 
previous session and the act amended. 
The Minister of Justice had replied to 
a question asked by Sir George Foster 
as to the exact meaning of the clause 
reading:

“ 'That no Judge herein above men­
tioned shall, - either directly, or indi­
rectly, as director or manager of any 
public corporation or firm, or in any 
other manner whatever, engage in any 
occupation or business other than his 
judicial duties, but every euch judge 
shall devote himself exclusively to 
such Judicial duties.’

“Sir George Foster had asked: ‘Will 
that prevent judges from going on 
commissions? We know that a good 
deal of discussion has arisen of late 
about Judges being appointed to com­
missions at various times. Some­

times these are high matters of in­
terest in which it might toe desirable 
to appoint judges; but In other cases 
they are minor matters, and the judges 
are left open to a great deal of criti­
cism and crass currents of opinion, 
which do not seem to add very much 
to the dignity of the Bench or to the 
respect in -which judges Should be held 
throughout the country. In fact, when 
you take a judge from the Bench and 
make him commissioner in a matter 
Involving other legal points you rather 
take his robe of dignity from him. He 
becomes then more like an ordinary 
individual and becomes -subject to 
criticism to which a Judge ought not 
to be subject. He comes down, so to 
speak, in the general arena and stands 
to get a good deal of dust upon his 
clothes. I would like to know how far 
this goes towards preventing judges 
taking up commissions of a smaller 
kind and which are outside their judic­
ial functions or International affairs. 
I quite agree that on international 
commissions it may be quite neces­
sary to have judges; but the Minister 
of Justice will understand to what I 
allude when 1 say that there are com­
missions and employments that when 
participated in by Judges detract from 
the general respect in which the 
Bench ought to be held.’

"Replying to Sir George Foster, the 
Minister of Justice made a statement 
defining exactly the classes of work to 
be performed by judges. He said: 
'This amendment to the act respecting 
judges will operate a clear notice that 
Judges are not to he employed in con­
nection with commissions, 
where it is important in the public in­
terests they should be so employed. 1 
think the less a judge has to do with 
matters -which are not clearly within 
the scope of Ms judicial duties, the bet­
ter for himself and the dignity of the 
Bench. Of that I am absolutely con­
vinced. 1 would even go so far as to 
sajr that I entertain grave doubts as to 
the constitutionality of such appoint­
ments.’

Copies of Letter Sent to Manitoba

The determination of parliament in 
this respect was well known to the 
bench of the province of Manitoba. 
Copies of the circular letter «sailed 
under the direction of the Minister 
of Justice in 1906, were sent to the 
Manitoba judges, and there existed 
among those judges a clear under­
standing as to the attitude of the min­
ister, as evidenced in the following 
reply sent by Mr. Justice T. G. Math­
ers from Winnipeg, under date of 
April 6. 1906, and addressed to the 
minister of Justice: *

‘1 am Just in receipt of your circular 
letter of March 19th relating to Judges 
engaging In business outside r.heir 
judicial duties, to which are sub-joined 
certain questions asked by Mr. Sproule 
and the pitnister of justice's reply 
thereto. .

“ T entirely agree with the minister 
that judges should^wbey the law and 
that there may be no doubt about my 
position I beg to say that before as­
suming my duties in August last I 
resigned from every company (of 
which there were several) in which 
I was a director, and have not ôince, 
and am not now engaged in any occu­
pation or tyjsiness other than my 
Judicial duties. I believe the same is 
true of all my brethren on the beacn 
of Manitoba.’

“It will be seen," concluded Mr. 
Rogers, “that on addressing Judge 
Galt as I did I enunciated no new doc­
trine.
known provision of the statutes .ov- 
erning his duty as a judge, and of 
which he ought to have been as fully 
cognizant as were his brother judges 
on the bench of Manitoba. My pur­
pose in referring again to this incident 
is not to recede from or modify, in at-y 
degree the position which I have taken 
but singly to state the facts as they 
are, so that the misrepresentation of 
the Liberal press will be less likely 
to create a misunderstanding in ilie 
minds of the non-partisan public."

Derby Recruits’ Grit.

What touched me most, perhaps, 
though Heaven knows the experiences 
of all our soldiers made one awe­
struck. was the way in which our new­
est and youngest men went through 
with their business. There were some 
of them Derby recruits, who had 
never yet seen what shell-fire means 
in the Somme battle. Older nen 
among them. wondered how tboy 
would ‘stick it," and said, with a 
view to encouragement. "Cheer up, 
you’ll soon be dead." They did not 
hang back, these new fellows. The 
rawest recruits among them strained 
forward with the rest, floundered over 
the shell holes like the others, ;eapt 
into the German trenches, like mea of 
old fighting spirit.

The London men did gloriously srd 
had one of the hardest points of the 
attack, and came under seme of the 
heaviest storms of fire. These young 
Civil servants and men of the London 
suburbs, who used to go to City 
offices by early morning trains—do you 
remember how they spoke once of 
"London pride?"—fought sternly and 
endured with stoicism, and had a 
laugh left in them after the battle 
when they forgot the frightfulness of 
it all and remembered the fantastic 
adventures of the Tanks which wad­
dled into the German lines, knocking 
down tree-stumps, climbing over heaps 
of ruin, and "putting the wind up" in 
the enemy's ranks. '“It was a fair 
treat!" said one of them. "Every 
time I think of it I can’t help laugh­
ing!'" And yet it was no joke, after 
all, but very grim and deadly work.

There was hardly a county of .*'ng- 
land which did not have its sons In 
this battle, and all those English regi­
ments of the North and the South 
were so good, so fine, so full of spirit, 
that it made one wonder at the stock 
that has bred these men. giving to 
them out of the strain of England 
some quality of blood that lias with­
stood all the weakening influences 
of factory life and city life. And yet, 
having written that, I see it is foolish­
ness. For men of all the Empire 
were here, and it was the spirit of the 
whole race that rose at dawn out of 
the trenches and shell-craters and 
went forward Into the furnace fires, did. 
About the Scottish troops I can say 
no more than 1 have said a hundred 
times, loving all those Lowlanders and 
Highlanders “ this side idolatry."

1 was with some of their officers to­
day again, and heard stories of their 
men who took one of the German 
strongholds after a serpentine plan of 
attack difficult to perform because in 
attacking men will go straight, and 
coming under shell Are which would 
have broken the spirit of weaker men.
But they went on in waves over the 
German trenches and into the village, 
where some hundreds of men surren­
dered to them, coming up out of the 
dug-outs as soon as the Scots were 
about their hiding places.

And there must be, lu the cofihtdera 
tton of peace terms, an entire accord 
of all Allied interests. Britain should 
not seek to dictate conditions for ac­
ceptance by Prance: Russia should tiot 
impose her views ott Serbia, and the 
overseas dominions which have given 
of their best to The homelands, should 
tie heard Whett the time for discussion 
arrives.

in this connection a recent address 
by Lord Oo&er Is being widely ddot­
ed and very generally approved, it 
the Allies do hot exact solid gudfâh 
tees for Germany's future behavior we 
may be sure she will behave in the 
future as in the past. Lord ( homer 
observes:

"It is well that there .should be no 
delusion as to the only means through 
Which the execution of this far-reach­
ing programme can be assured. It 
may tie doubted whether the mass oi 
the people of this country, or whether 
even well-informed politicians, as yet 
fully realize the very strenuous effort# 
which will be required before the de 
sired goal can be reached. It Is idle 
to suppose that the most generous 
treatment w ill assuage or mitigate the 
rancorous hatred which for certainty 
more than one generation the Ger­
mans will entertain against us. Prince 
Bismarck recorded his opinion* that 
one of inetr leading characteristics is 
extreme vindictiveness. On the other 
hand* it Would be criminal to continue 
the war for mere punitive purposes a 
day longer than is necessary. Uur 
principal object must be, hot to Wreak 
vertegahee, but to \ secure adequate 
guarantees for the preservation ot 
peace.

to realize the difficulties before us 
we must remember the character of 
the people with whom we have to 
deal, the Hohenzollem spirit has im­
bued the whole German nation, and 
whatever criticisms may be levelled 
against it, there twn be no doubt that 
It has instilled a m-j«t ardent patriot­
ism into the minds of a very brave 
nation, this spirit still animate! both 
the German nation and its rulers. Wa 
have to deal, not merely with a proud 
people, but with a people in whom pa-et 
success has engendered a degree of 
arrogance probably without para net in 
the history of the world, it ia car- 
tain that the minimum terms of peace 
which the Allies could accept* would 
involve profound humiliation for Ger­
many. From having been, as they 
thought, the arbiters at the destinies 
of the world, the Germans will sink 
to a national portion of relatively 
slight Importance. That the Germans 
will accept such terma until they are 
beaten to their knees is not merely 
improbable; It is cerfiln that they 
will neverr accept them so tong is 
they posseal any sortants powers of 
resistance. The only eonciuirtoff, In­
deed, to be drawn from the facts aa 
they at present exist Is that the Ames 
mu;t continue the war until Germany 
is vanquished to auch an extent, as to 
be obliged to accept whatever terms 
may be dictated to her. the prospect 
Is, therefore, in some respects giootnv,

he also knew that they had been liv­
ing in luxury for so long that they 
would be unable to stand the strain 
of war, and the Germans who had 
been a simpler living nation would 
win but he had made a big mistake. 
At the beginning of this, the third 
year of this struggle, the British na­
tion was more than ever determined 
to see the thing through to a victori­
ous finish.

He paid a high tribute to the person­
al worth of Ool. Guthrie, the man who 
was asking them to go with him to 
battle for the old flag, and picking up 
the colonel’s cap, pointed out that the 
feather wae dipped In blood, showing 
ithat he had already been wounded in 
the cause and was no novice in the 
game of war, and that the men who 
went with him would be under the 
leadership of one who knew Just what 
he was doing.

Prof. Thornton said he was In Eng­
land when war broke out, having just 
come from Ireland where he had seen 
the preparations which the Home Rul­
ers and Antis were making for war 
on each other, and he wanted to say 
that history recorded no finer deed 
than that of Sir Edward Carson and 
John Redmond forgetting their person­
al differences In the face of the Em­
pire danger and uniting to fight the 
common foe, and the blood of the be­
liever In home rule and the Ulsterite 
was mingled together on the battle 
fields of France.

He believed that this war had taught 
men that there was something better 
than fighting over race and religion, 
and the world would be the better 
for thle awful conflict. A better race 
would spring from the travail which 
the world was undergoing at the pres­
ent time. It had been said at the 
beginning Of the war that it marked 
the downfall of Christianity, but he 
wanted to say that if any person :ost 
their faith it would be those at home, 
not the boys on the firing line. He 
had been there and seen them, and

This leads to 
mental deficiency and tuberculosis Is 
becoming prevalent.

Some of the cases on record' are 
pitiful—in fact, all are pitiful for here 
Is a nation torn from health and hap­
piness and through no fault of its own 
made a nation of deficients.

One million dollars a month is 
essary to combat this alone. Mr. Hon- 
nold and all his associates are plead­
ing with the world—pleading with 
Canadian fathers and mothers of 
healthy children—to help supply this 
million a month.

Mrs. iMcAvity, in her very educative 
address dealt with Red Cross work as 
a whole, and, the opportunity it offered 
to the patriotic worker who could find 

under its 'banner a wide field for re­
lief measures. The need for continu­
ed activity was pointed out, and the 
benefit of the small gift as well as 
of the large donation was emphasized. 
The splendid work, thè untiring en­
ergy of the men and women, who 
through the agency of the Red Cross 
have upheld the efforts of the army 
medical corps on all battle fronts and 
have constituted a great army behind 
the army, ready to supply any need, or 
perform any service, was made the 
subject of a notable address which 
was listened to with deep apprecia­
tion. The -secretary, Miss Alice K 
Walker, reviewed in detail the work of 
the year, paying in her report a high 
tribute to the hundreds of workers 
who have by gifts of money and by 
ceaseless activity in the sewing and 
knitting departments made the suffer­
ings of the wounded, the sick and the 
homeless and the prisoners of war less 
tecrlble, and whose tender care has 
touched the blackness of the war cloud 
with a rim of silver.

In the Needlework.
Mrs. F. S. White showed that about 

200 circles were enrolled with at least 
150 whose members "were constantly 
engaged In Red Gross work. Two 
years ago the Society had begun 
its meetings in Stone church -school 
room with five or six “cutters" at work 
on one web of flannelette donated by 
the secretary, today she stated 65,000 
yards of material would not supply the 
demands made upon the needlework 
department. Where then one article 
was asked for, now over sixty were 
confstantiy being sent forward, and 
these with the certainty that they 
were urgently needed. According to 
the treasurer over 16,000.00 had been 
spent in the needlework department 
during the year and in detail Mrs.

Reference was made to several 
new appeals and a praAical demon­
stration of what comfort bags meant 
to the men was given. A number ot 
Christmas stockings intended tor the 
wounded men In the Canadian hospi­
tals overseas were also on exhibition 
and formed au Interesting part of the 
report, which, both in its statistics 
and in lto appeal to the sentiment of 
the public, presented a strong argu­
ment, If argument is needed, In favor 
of Red Cross work. *

Mrs. Heber Vroom, for the knitting 
department, told how the money used 
in the purchase of yarn had returned 
from the hands of the Red Cross 
knitters in over 13,000 eooks. To 
justify the expenditures in this depart­
ment the returns per month must 
average 1,000 pairs of socks, and this 
has been more than maintained dur­
ing the past year.

The Financial Report.
Mr. A. C. Skelton, the hon. treas­

urer, presented the following report:
Tbe financial position of the Local 

Branch of the Red Cross Society, a 
synopsis of which is presented here­
with. can be regarded as satisfactory. 
The balance of the credit of the 
society is now 16,133.65, whereas at 
30th -Sept., 1915. It was 14,447.21—an 
increase of 11.686 for the year.

The total receipts for the year have 
amounted to 121,222.36.

Of this amount, the sum of $9,152 is 
the result of the special "Campaign 
Fund” which was undertaken a year 
ago. This fund represents the fixed 
income of the Red Cross Society in 
St. John, and it is a source ot satis­
faction that the campaign produced 
such substantial results. The balance 
of the receipts is made up of special 
donations, life memberships, and tl.e 
proceeds of various entertainments, 
etc., which were held on behalf of the 
Red Cross Society and which have re­
ceived special reference from the 
recording secretary.

During the past year a special dona­
tion of 11,000 was made by the society 
to the British Red Cross Association 
In response to an appeal for assist­
ance made by them, which sum was 
handed to |he Mayor of the city.

Special subscriptions have been sent 
by the Local Branch to the Head 
Office of the Society la Toronto, 
amounting to $2,000, la addition to 
which monthly payments have )sen 
.made during the year amounting to

We got out to 
our Arst stopping place about six a.ny 
where tea and rum (this should be 
eliminated by the censor) was given 
the men. We went by bus to our 
night's stopping place and then here, 
where we have been for four days. Our 
muster parade on the Arst afternoon 
would make you feel sick. As the 
name was called out someone would 
answer "killed” or ‘.wounded" or 
"missing” and some New Brunswick 
or Canadian home would mourn or 
worry about some loved one who had 
done his best for our great cause.

I started out to give you some news 
of the battalion, but I have rattled 
along and have almost reached, the 
dimensions of one of Eddie March's 
articles on the perAdy of the Liberal 
party. If you could raise us some 
more money it would be appreciated. 
The demands are greater than ever 
now and money is always useful. I 
wish we could, raise enough for a set 
of pipes and the uniforms. The 26th 
are receiving money constantly from 
Nova Scotia, but New Brunswick has 
forgotten us in that respect.

Well, I must close. I have been 
used up with a cold and do not feel 
much like writing.

Mackenzie, this gallant officer, who is 
now in command of the "Fighting 
26th," gives some very interesting in­
formation regarding the great work 
that the New Brunswick battalion 
had done in recent battles.

The letter in full is as follows:
France, Sept. 23, .1916.

We had to clean out the 
Hun from his dugouts, put his ma­
chine guns out of business and mop 
up his snipers who were making 
trouble for us. We did it in good 
shape and bagged between 500 and 
600 prisoners. (We are officially cred­
ited with 600 prisoner^; more than 
our whole strength). This was all in 
daylight. That night we had strong 
patrols through the village and our 

dug themselves in behind and in 
the village. The next night we dug 
ourselves in on the east of the village 
with one company in reserve. We re­
pelled numerous counter

talion attacked through us and suffer­
ed heavy casualties, and we had that 
night to repel counter attacks. We 
deemed the situation critical and we 
sent up our reserve company.

have been exported from Carleton 
county and a like number from Vic­
toria county to daite," «aid Hon. B, 
Frank Smith, Minister of Public 
Works, end one of the largest produce 
dealers In New Brunswick, yesterday 
"The exportation this year, up to the 
present ' time, is fully 25 per cent, 
greater than during 'the same period in 
1916, especially from the counties of 
Carleton and Victoria, which are the 
largest potato growing counties in New 
Brunswick. This is accounted for by 
the fact that the price started high 
this year and the farmer was there­
fore given Inducements to bring his 
potatoes into the market earlier than 
last «year, when the market started low 
and the price came up gradually."
