o Canada. Mr. King secured 476
otes, against: Mr. Fielding's 438. The
©ontest  stanted  this afternoon with
four nominees: Mr. King, Mr. Field
fng, Hon. G. P. Graham and D. D. Mac-
Kenzie, the Jast named being the
f#eader of the. Liberai opposition in the
Elouse of Commons setected after the
Geath of Sir Wilfrid Laurier.  Mr.
Graham and Mr. MacKenzie retired af-
ter the result of the second ballot
sbowed the favorites in the- baloting
to be Mr. King and Mr. Fielding. Mr.
¥ing led from the first ballot. When
the announcement of Mr. King’s vic-
tory was mmade, Mr. Fielding in a
brief speech offered his congretule-
tions to his successtul rival.

King Always Ahead.

Mr. King led in the race from the
first ballot when with the four candi-
dates in  the field, the vote sto
King, 344; Fielding, 297; Graham, 1
MicKenzie, 153, The Pielding adher-
ents were quite confident the former
finance minister would overhaul his
rival on the second ballot, but Mr.
King instead of falling behind slight.
Ay increased his lead, the vote stand-
ing: King, 411; Fielding, 344; Graham,

. McKenzie, 60,

Al’ho'ugh the vote given to the two
leaders had considerably increased on
the second ballot, both fell short of
obtaining a majority of the vote cast
thereby neces: a coptinnation
of the voting., Mr. Graham and Mr
McKenzie did not retire immediately
on thé; announcement of the resull
of the second bailot but did so just as
the Bcrutineers weére about to resume
the dollection of ballots, This resulted
in the slight confusion and delay.

While the ballots were being count.
ed, consideration of resolutions occu-
pied the attention of the delegates. ln
connection with the moving of a reso-
tion dealing with the matter of elec-
toral reforms, Mr. John Adamson, of
Winnipeg, read a telegram which he
said had been sent wy Hon. Arthur
Meighen to Sir Robert Borden during
the last general election and which
constituted what he described as a
conspiracy to switch soldiers’ ballots.

The resolution setting forth the
1iberal platform in reference to re-
turned soldiers was agreed to as
was also a resolution dealing with
prohibition. This resolution declared
that the federal platform should, if
requested by a provincial government,
enact legislation for the effective en-
forcement of restrictive or prohibitive
legislation passed by the province.

It was almost eight o'clock when
the final vote was announced.

Balloting had beeq in progress over
four hours. When "the returns an-
nouncing Mr, King's success were
read by the chairman, great applause
greeted the announcement and the
enthusiasm was renewed as Mr. King
arose to express his thanks to the con-
vention.

Greatest Honor He Felt.

The delegates rose in a body cheer-
ing wildly for several minutes. Fi-
mnally, advancing to the front of the
platform, Mr. King said he was sure
fall would appreciate his feelings when
he said that words could not express
the gratitude he felt for the greatest
honor which could be given w any
man.

He was conscious of vgst responsi-
biities and obligations which had
been placed so quickly upon should-
ers that were young and inexperienced
But if there were words necessary
or sufficient to express his thanks,
they would be inadequate fo convey
what he felt in the additiona] confi-
demce expressed by his friends and
late coldeagues in the cabinet of Sir
Wilfrid. Laurfer. He “could not ex-
press too deeply to Mr. Fielding his
thanks for the noble-spirited way in
which Mr. Fielding had been the first
to come and say he was ready to give
hig great experience in helping to
presg forward those common things
in which Liberals were so splendidly
onited. He found it difficult, also, to
express his thanks to Mr. Graham
for his offer to help in the fight for
larger freedom and progress, and in
causing to prevall the many splendid
principles and policies which had been
faid down in the platform of the party.
To Mr. MacKenzie, Mr. King also ex-
pressed his deep gratitude and the
hope that he would be able to sit in
the House of Commons with him in
the near future.

Following a few words of thanks al-
s0 to the mover and seconder of his
nomination, Mr. King, went on: “I
cannot forget one thing I should like
teo mention, and that is the association

through Sir Allan’ Aylesworth, which
my name has had with the riding to
which I have had the privilege to be
attached. Sir Alan Aylesworth was
a4 member of Sir Wilfrid Laurier's
cabinet for North York. Before him
was Sir William Mullock, a great
Liberal, ard as true a friend as ever
Hved.

Mr. King added that he recognized
in his election a tribute to .ir Wilfrid
Laurier.

“So, putting behind us all those
things which are of the past, and look-
ing forward only to those things
which are before us we must start
this moment, a great . and mighty

At the close of Mr. King’s address,
the delegates, as one man, rose cheer-
ing and dispersed after the singing of
the National Anthem and O Canada.

CENTURY OLD GUNS
PILED AT MONTREAL
AWAITING FATE

None of the Guns Have Been
Fired Since 1860 When the
Lighter Ones Were Used to
Fire Salute in Honor of
King Edward, Then Prince
of Wales.

Montreal, Que., Aug. 7 —Whether
tc be ignominiously broken up imnto
junk, or be given places of honor in
parks or armories as befitting the pant
they played in the history of Canada a
hundred or more years ago, is' the unde-
cided fate of eleven old cannon which
have been brought to Montreal and
are now lying in an unmilitary fash-
fon on a flat car. - Of so ancient a
vintage are the guns that, in many
cases, the date of their manufacture
¢ either entirely wiped out by cor-
resion, or hidden under a thick coating
of rust. The guns are known to be
at least a century old, and, while they
would not have much show if pitted
against modern armament, neverthe-
less their bark caused the ememy of
other days to view them with respeot,

None of the guns have been fired
since 1860 when the lighter ones were
uced to fire the salute in honmor of
King Bdward VII, then visiting Can-
@da as Prince of Wales. Others of
the coliection, of much heavier make,
were used at Levis and Quebec during
the war with the United States in
1812. For many years these pleces of
artillery have been Jocated on the
forts on the Levis side of the St. Law-
rence at Quebec. One of the monsters
of the group is a 38-pounder brought
from no one knows where, and placed
or the Citadel at Quebec, where it
was regarded as a very modern ord-
nance in that day. It was mounted on
the Glacis of the big rock and, dur-
ing the invasion by the American
forces in 1812, was used to send solid
rounds shot across the river, being
piaced close to the spot where Mont-
gomery was killed. Another unwieldy
piece is an 84-pounder which aelso saw
service in the war of 1812, and it
weighs five tons. The guns prove th:
thoroughness with which the gun-mal
ere in old days builded, for, when be-
fore the purchase of the canmon by
the North American Iron and Metal

HOOVER STOPS
SUPPLIES GOING
TO BUDAPEST

HOGVER SEES COAL

FAMIIE[N_EUROPE

Countries Warned That U. S.
Can Give Slight Help in
Solving Problem.

Paris, Monday, Aug. 4.—(By The
Associated Press.)—Shipping and fuel
representatives of France, Belgium
and Italy conferred wrth Herbert Hoo-
ver, nead of the International RelMet
Commission Monday and decided to
urge the supreme council to appoint a
coal commission to co-ordinate the
disiripotion of Buropean coal in an ef-
for: to avert what threatens to be a
disaster. The meeting was held as a
result of a warning by Mr. Hoover in
an address at a recent -m ng in
London of the supreme economic
council. He id that Burope's coal
production was 35 per cent. below nor-
mal and the United States could not
offer relief because of the shortage of
shipping. The fate of Buropean civili-
zation he said now mests in the hands
of vhe coal miner and coal mine
owner of Europe to am equal if not
%o a greater degree tham in the hands
of the providers of foods and supplies
during the next year.

At Monday's meeting Mr. Hoover de-
clined to accept the appointment as
didector of the proposed European
coal commission stating that he be-
lieved the problem to be strictly Euro-
pean and that the situation cannot be
relieved ma ally by the slight help
which the United States can give. He
said to the fuel representatives of the
various governments:

“The coal problem, with that of the
approaching harvest and the solution
of the immediate food pressure, comes
to the front as the greatest menace to
the stability of life in Europe.

Only a greatly increased coal pro-
duction. and an improved organization
for its distribution could save Europe
from disaster next year Mr. Hoover
said, and he unged that some sont of
fuel control be established which
would stimulate proluotion and eecure
such distribution as would maintain
essential services upon which econom
ic and political stability must rest.

According to figures gathered for
Mr. Hoover by expents, England's an-
mual production of coal has fallen from
292,000,000 tons in 1913 to 183,000,000
tons, the present production. Ger-
many's decline is slightly greater. Eu
rope at the present rate, will pro-
duce 443,000,000 tons mext year, while
the amount needed is estimated at
614,000,000 tons.

PROFITEERING BILL
GETS FIRST READING

Attorney General Declares'
That the Evidence in Hand
Indicates Clear Violation
of the Anti-Trust Laws
of Country.

OTHERS MUST
ANSWER IN COURT

Palmer Unleashes His Special
Agents on a Country-Wide
Trail of Profiteering and
Food Hoarding.

Washington, Aug. T—Anti-trust
suits against the great meat packing
finms were ‘started today by Attormey
General Palmer as the first concrete
development of ‘the government’s
campaign to reduce the high cost of
living.

Armour, Swift, Morris, Wilson and
Cudahy, who have been pictured in
the imvestigations of the Federal
Trade Commission and before con-
gressional committees as a great com
bination in control of food products,.
are to be haled again before the fed-
eral counts by special prosecutors.

The evidence in hand, Attorney
General Palmer declared, indicated a
“clear ~ violatlon of the aati-trust
laws,"”

Whether the prosecution will be
civil or criminal the attorney gemeral
declined to state, merely recalling
that the law provided for both.

The history of all the government's
anti-trust prosecutions™in twenty-five
years does not show a single individ-
ual ever serving a jail sentence for a
violation. There are evidences that
the govermment hopes for some in
the preesnt campaign.

While he was announcing prosecu-
tions of the- packers, Attorney Gen-
eral Pamer was unleashing his spec-
ial agents on a country-wide trail of
profiteering of food hoarding. These
prosecutions come under the food
control law.

All United States attorneys were
instructed o ferret out food hoards

and libel them under federal law, “w®

He
denied also that his company partici-
pated in exorbitant profits in eges, de-
claring that the egg storage business
was carried on more as an acocommo-
dation tham anything else and that
‘the company's average profit was not
more than 2 to 3 cents a dozen. He
said that his company sold meat at a
loss of from 1 to 1'% cents a pound in
eastern cities,

Members of the committee agked
why meat prices were higher in Wash-
ington than elsewhere. Mr. White re.
plied that his company shipped a bet-

WILL PROBATED.

The will and three codicils of the
late Charles M. Bostwick were admit-
ted to probate Wednesday. The per-
sonal proparty was probated at $108,-
000 and real estate at 773,200, Prac-
tically the whole of this is to be divid-
ed equally among Guy Bostwick and
the children of the late Charles M.

Rebort of Commission Ap-
pointed to Consider By-
_ Laws and "Constitution of
Police Union Was Adopted

Except Eight Hour Shift
Clause — Other Business
Transacted.

At the committee meeting of the
common councll held yesterday the
report of the commission appointed to
comsider the bylaws and constitution
of the Police Union, was received and
adopted with the exception of the
clause relating to an eight hour ehift
which was laid over until the esti-
mates for next year are being consid-
ered.

Important provislons among the
working conditions adopted are:

That the police manual be revised
to give the Chief of Police sole power
of discharging and hiring men.

That all promotion be made from
the ranks, semfority to rule, all things
being equal. All vacancies to be post-
ed in the guard room one week before
being filled.

That minor grievances be settled
by theé Chief of Police. If his decision
is unsatisfactory, it may be reviewed
by himself and a commitiee appoint-
ed from the association.

QGrievances which eannot be adjust-

ed in this way are to be referred to
Common Couneil, and if not settled
are to be lald before a conciliation
board appointed under Industrial
Digputes Act, 1907. No-strike, sympa~
thetic or otherwise, shall be resorted
to under any circumstances, provided
both parnties comply with the provi-
sions of these sections.
In case of an officer being sick, he
must notify the ofiver in chdrge, at
least 15 minutes before time of report
ing for duty; failing, he may be sus-
pended or reprimanded by the chief.

Full pay, to operate not less than
12 months, is to be given for total in-
capacity suffered while in the dis-
charge of police duty.

For sickness, half pay is to be giv-
en, subject to a certificate from a
doctor provided by the city,

terly a amumber of international or-
ganizers have visited the city to look
over the situation ,and their visits
often presage a movement for higher
wages or better conditions, as no
union can start a strike and draw
strike pay from the international with-
out the sanction of the intermational
officers, who usually send an experi-
enced representative to report whether
the conditions look favorable to a
strike before giving such sanction, St.
John has been free from labor troubles
of a serious character for a long time,
but the trade union activity is taken
a8 a symptom of restlessmness.

Employment conditions here have
have been very good, but. wages have
not advanced as*hign as tn some oth-
er cities, and the cost of living here,
including cents, hes increased ab.
normally, Unless something is dome
to reduce the cost of living trade
union officials believe that St. Sohn
will find itself on the strike map be-
fore very long. The officials are try-
ing to keep the men from striking in
the hope that the cost of living may
show & decline. Further increases
in prices or rents ,however, would ac-
centuate 'the prevailing discontent,
and the value of organizing work go-
ing on would probably be tested, and
one strike might lead to an epidemic
as has been the case in other cities.
