FINAL ATTACK

THE IRISH BILL

Passed Its Third Reading in
House of Commons by
Vote of 295 to 52.

GOV’T’S ATTITUDE

London, March 8—The Irish Free
State bill passed itg third readng n
the House of Commons by a vote of
295 to 52. The report stage was com-
pleted without any amendment, the
only interesting point being the :ize
of the Irish army. Winston Churchill,
Secretary for tle Colonies, expliined
that the treaty allowed of considerahle
latitude in~this matter, but the army
would probably beshetween 20,000 and
30,000 men, and it Ulster continued
out, the quota of the Free State would
be reduced proportionately,

On the motion for the third read'ng
the “die-hards,” in the person of Ron-
ald McNeill, made a final attack by
moving rejection, of the bill, Mr,
McNeill's speech followed the usual
dines of the Ulsterite attack. He
argued that.the harvier separating the
Free Statp system from the Republi-
can system -was extremely frail and
fiimsy. He declared that the att‘tude
of the Government was absurd, be-
cause with the British troops with-
drawn and under the conditivas pre-
vailing, en Irish Republic would mo
sooner be proclaimed than it would
be saccepted by the British Govern-
ment.

Mr. Churchill warmly iepudiated
this, but Mr. McNeill repeated thai if
Mr. Churchill, whom he doscribed as
“the Right Honorable Die Hard,” did
oppose such a proceeding he would
stand alone.

William Redmond declared ihat the
only proper courpg for Ulster was to
come into the Fres BState. Mr.
Churchill then briefly wound up the
debate. They must not look at the
settloment, he said, as ideal, but in re.
lation to the possible alternative. He
appealed to the House not to despair
too soon or lose heart and faith in the
long and vexing journey #n which
they must persevere.

As for the Chippawa developmeat
scheme it has simply run away with
itself. A vast sum has already bean
expended and the end of it not yet.
Ia the year 1916 when the project was
launched, the Ch a devel t
was a modest thing, to cost $10,600,000
for one hundred thousand horse-power.
By 1918 the project had grown to a
development of 275,000 horee power,
at a cost of $25,000,000. The following
year it began running wild, the cost
hag risen to $40,000,000. In 1920 the
Ontario Government felt some anxiety
ané called upon an indepemdent en-
gineer to make a report, which wae
decidedly unfavorable as regards
ocosts.

A year ago the Hydro Commission
gave the Ontario Government an esti-
mate of costs to the efflect that it
would take $535,000,000 to complete the
Job up to five units, which was $5,
000,000 in excess of tie serious esti-
mates made by e Hydro engineers.
At the present moment these esti-
mates have grown to about $65,000,000,
and there is every reason to belfeve
that a good many more millions will
be necessary.

Nor is the Chippawa the only Hydro
development where Sir Adam Beck
has been badly led astray by his ex-
perts. The Nipigon development is a
glaring instance. This was to have
cost $4,419,000 for thirty thousand
horse power. Up to the present the
cost is $6,300,000 and the horse power
avallable is 27,000,

The latter projects of the Omtario
Hydro Commission were ill timed. The
Chippawa canal was construdted dur
ing a period when labor and materials
were at peak prices. Private individ-
uals could not have been found who
would have undertaken the work at
that time, nor could private caplital
have been found to finance it.

There is good reason to believe
that later on Ontario will be paying
more for electrical power and light
than has been the case for some years
back. If the prices are not boosted
the latest venture of the Ontario Hy-
drc Commission can scarcely expect
to pay interest on the bonded debt,
pay operating expenses and provide
adequate funds for depreciation.

Sir Adam Beck's explanation to Pre-
mier Drury of the reasons why the
Chippawa development went over the
estimates to such an alarming extent
are illuminating in as much as they
show only too clearly how badly the
chatrman of the Ontario Hydro Com-
mission was misled by his so-called
experts. For instance, the character
of the rock excavations changed.
Whose business was it to ascertain
the character of the rock? Apparent
ly somebody “fell down” on the job.
There were abnormal accidental cou-
tingencies. Why abnormal? Who
slipped? Late delivery of steam shov-
els and defective operation of the
same, is set down as other reasons
for the high costs. All of which in-
dicate that there was something lack-
ing in both driving power and super-
vision. In other words S8ir Adam
Beck's technical staff was not up ‘o
its work.

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THE OBVIOUS THING FOR
MUSQUASH POWER

To the Citizens of Saint John:—

I really hate to say anything in this
matter, for I am considered a “pre-
judiced character,” with a predilection
for Salt Water.—but the views are 8o
various, and the situation so complex,
that we will soon speak of the Hyd™
power instead of the Hydro power.

It seems to me this complexity is
very unnecessary, and in this letter 1
just want to point out what seems to
me the very obvjous and only proper
solution to the matter.

I must make some assumptions, I
believe them to be falr— and I must
rely on general data, for even the en-
gineers who have examined the Mus-
guash proposition have not the spe-
clal data they should have, and they
will not be able to get It for many
years to comel

FIRST—THE MARKET—(which is
undoubtedly the City of Saint John)—
For the sake of clearness, I reduce all
power figures to the basis of Horee
Power.

Saint John uses st present (for
Power, Lighting, and the Street Radl-
way, which we will call for brevity
“POWIER”) an average of 1856 Horse
Power.

By the Ross report minimum, she
could get from Musquash 1376 Horee
Power. -

By the Power Commission claim,
she could get 3220 Horse Power from
Musquash,

It Saint John were situated in the
Zone of cheap power, Ontario and Que-
bec, her population indicates that she
would use 21,600 Horse power,

However the Musquash power Is not
going to be very cheap—no matter
through whom it is to be distributed
—but it is fair to assume that Saint
John, in a few years, will use double

per year (the average equivalemt is
3200 horse power). But the “per year"”
is the point that wants watching, no
doubt they can deliver the amount
stated per year, but Saint John wants
her power per day—she doesn’t want
a lot of extra power in May and a
shontage in October—

I have shown above that Saint John,
at present, requires 1866 h.p. (average
per day) and should soon require 3700
h. p.—will then the Power Commission
guarantee to supply, every day of the
year, year In and year out, 3700 a. p.?
And wil] they even guarantee to-sup-
ply 1866 h. p, every day of every
year? And will they back the guaran-
tees by money to indemnify the City
against loss from power deficiency?

Gold Discovered
On Tributary
Of Taxis River

St. John Map Before Mines
and Land Depts. to Secure
Lease Rights.

Fredericton, N, B, March §—Gold

Block Airplane

Programme of
The Germans

Allied Council Fears Huge
Dirigibles Might Become
Military Machines.

Berlin, March u-—Americans who
have formed a company to operate &
New York/Chicago airship line with
Schuttalans dirigibles, manufactured
in Germany, and shipped, knockea
down to the United States, as reported
in American despatches, will find their
plans blocked by the Council of Am-
bassadors and the Aeronautical Com-
mission of Coatrol.

These two bodies are determined to
prevent construction {n Germany, now
or in the future, of airships capable of
being  used for military punposes
whether for Genoa nor foreign use,
and to enforce the complete destruc-
tion of all German plants where lange-
size dirigibles can be bullt, They re-
gard any airship big enough to carry
& cargo of bombs from the German
frontler as far as London or Paris as
potentially s military airship and
have fixed the maximum size of air-
craft which may be built at barely
one-third of the four million cubic feet
capacity proposed for the New York-
Chicago flyers,

The prohibition applies to the con-

struction of parts as well as complete
dirigibles. Even the American Gov-
ernment, with all its pull, was unable
to obtain the consent of the Coumcil
ot Ambassadors 40 order a dirigible of
this size as the replacement airship
to which it was entitled under the
armistice agri and bad to con-
tent ftself with a Zeppelin of seventy
thousand metres, or about two million
ccublc feet capacity, although the Zep-
pelin Company had plans and parts
for & four milllon cubic-foot dirigible
which the American representatives
and the company were apxious to have
completed for the United States,

thumb and finger as he held it.

To many, haddock, is better xnown
as “finnan haddie,” one of the most
delectabls fish prepared in- Canada.
The name finnan haddie originates,
according to legend, from the quaint
little fishing village of Findon, Socot-
land. This village was swept by fire
at one time and a single fisa nouse
containing fhe season’s catch of had-
dock escaped-damage, although 1t was
enveloped in dense smoke, . The v«
lagers were greatly surprised to find
that the smoke had given an addeq
flavor to the haddock. This resulted
in the mew process which took its
name from the village,

The payments
were exclusively made with bills in
high exchange currencies at the pre-
gent gold value. The greater part of
these high currency bills were bought
by the Reichsbank under the law com-

foreign currency payments to the
banks, but a small part was obtained
by selling German held foreign bonds

ocks.. The Relchsbank itself
never sells paper marks in order to
purchase reparations curreficy. Ths
fall in mark exchange at the time of
the reparations payments in 1821 was
the outcome of the sales of paper
marks by exporters who having sur-
rendered their foreign bills to the Gov-
ernment, were obliged to replace
them.

When asked whether the Reichs-
bank could not purchase gold in the
open market for reparation payment,
the reply was: ®

“The Relchsbank is now offerine
110.000 paner marks per kilogram of
fina gold, and 780 marks per 20 mark
eold plece. But no foraign gold is being
bought, and very little native zold, be-
cause nearly all gold coins in Germany
were long ago returned to the Reichs-
bank. No materfal change has taken
nlace in the bank's gnld reserve since
1919, and none is likely. The small
increase in the Reichsbank’s goM two
months ago was due to remayment of
Swiss credits amainst which Reichs-
bank zold had beea pawred.

“The law authrrizing- the bank of
continme booking among its assets
zo'd depowtted In foreign state banks
will be published in a couple of davs,
wherenpon the sum of probably 60,
004000 marks will be desnatohed to
the Bank of Fneland. The Reichsbank
doers not intend at present to demosit
w014 in anv other state bank, although
the law allows this.. The Bank of
Prnoland’d credits will be for very
ghort terms.
