It is the conviction of lho»e who 
have moat captuliy and ililelligemly 
smdied onr Cilucaiional system, lhai it 
is not in the best sqnsc adjipteil lo the 
wants oftheçommnnity. An average 
common sclipol education gives a man 
nothing w 11 ieli lie cun use; to support 
himself. It lends lo raise a class ot 
young men, without adapiaiion or 
taste for the mechanical trades, and 
who throng the already crowded 
towns competing for scanty mainten­
ance in the distributive industries. 
The technical schools and colleges, 
while well enough iu their way, are 
by no meaiisisufficient. All our boys 
cannot go to these schools or colleges. 
The tiratyn most cases is lacking as 
well as the necessary money. What 
is needed is à common school course, 
which, whilp it teaches arithmetic, 
reading and; writing, gives a child a 
knowledge ot industrial drawing, and 
teaches him how to use his hands, 
and, if he sloiys in school the average 
length of time, lays the foundation for 
the study oif the physical sciences. 
We put industrial drawing first on the 
list, because of its importance. It is 
to the workman what writing is to 
the bookkeeper. It is more than this 
iu fact, becatise a drawing speaks a

The new Catholic Church at Dorchester 
is up and boarded in. Its size is 50x30 
feet. Its style is pure Gothic. The rbof 
i* heavy, its apex being 38 feet from the 
sills aud 22 from the pïate. The tower, 
38 feet high, is surmounted by a spire and 
cross 48 feet high. The tower is placed 
at t lie south coruer of the Church. From 
each corner of the tower pinnacles rise 
to a height of 15 feet. Tile three corners 
of the. Church are furnished with heavy 
buttresses, from which spring pinnacles. 
Crosses 8 feet high are placed at either 
gable. T-lie Church is lit! by four win­
dows on eacli side, arclied and fitted 
with stained glass : also by a large and 
handsome Gothic window iu the tower 
end. The entrance is through an arched 
door way in the tower, leading into a 
vestibule which opens into the main 
building. There will be one central aisle 
leading into the sachristy.

It does not venture an opinion whether 
Mr. DeVeber w ill be able ta defeat Mr. Tilley, 
or whether Isaac will be able to bold his 
seat. but it has “ no hesitation in saying that 
Mr. Mackenzie and Mr. Blake are distinguish­
ed ornaments ” of the Organized Hypo­
crisy ! ! And thus it maunders on to the 
extent of a column of rigmarole which can­
not but excite the admiration of the 
Freeman. In all seriousness we ask the 
editor of the Telegraph if he is not asham­
ed to dole out suuh unmitigated rot to his 
intelligent readers, not one of whom, we 
venture to say, cannot form a much more 
correct opinion ol the general result than he 
has offered for their acceptance.

Montreal papers contain extended 
reports of the scenes in that city on 
Friday last. Not withstanding the fact 
that the Orange procession was to be 
a peaceable one, the men carrying no 
arms, it was feared that trouble would 
ensue, and property owners took the 
precaution to protect their property, 
which is alluded to in the Witness as 
follows:—

At an early hour this morning up to 
nine o’clock the merchants on St. 
James street had men employed put­
ting up shutters long out of use, and 
nailing up their windows. The ap­
pearance of St. ,Luttes street at nine 
o’clock was a most forbidding one.— 
Rough boards were nailed against 
magnifiaient fronts to protect plate 
glass windows ; there were scarcely 
anv who tailed to take the necessary 
precautions.

Through day8 of torturing anxiety, 
the citizens awaited the action of (he 
civic, authorities, and when the .500 
special constables were sworn in lor 
the maintenance of peace, the univer­
sal inquiry was, ‘‘will they do their 
duty?” Quite early this morning the 
Central Police Station was besieged 
by a crowd of about a thousand, many 
of whom had assembled to strengthen 
the hands of the constabulary. The 
work of arming the men was the first 
to be done, and accordingly a heavy 
baton was dealt out to each special 
guardian of the peace, who l hen rejoin­
ed the crowd in the square. While 
here conversing over the probable 
events of the day, one of the special 
constables committed 
a rascally assault on a volunteer 
As the. Prince of Wales Rifles were 
passing through the square, the man 
struck Bandsman Sharpe a heavy blow 
on the hack of the head. The consta­
ble was canght by the other Volun­
teers, but was immediately handed 
over to fhe pivlc authorities by order 
of the Colonel and liberated by the 
crowd. Sharp was removed to the 
Guard Hnu-e in the Prill Shed, when 
his wounds was attended to. Sub- 
Chief Paradis says one man was dis- 
chariT^- and deprived of his weapon 
of offence, bei:!£ found drunk. At 
eight o clock all was unc?rtainty and 
indecision; Deputy-ChiefNaegele had 
not received anv instructions, and the 
Mayor had not appeared. One or two 
posses of twenty men and a sergeant 
were sent to patrol the street; one .of 
them walked on St. Jame* street, 
which presented the appearance of an 
incessant procession. Subsequently 
His Worship appeared and held aeon 
sHitation wiib the Deputy-Chief, Sub 
Chief and Detectives, but their delib­
erations and conclusions were of a 
strictly private character, and the 
plana could not be ascertained until ma­
tured and executed. Several reporters 
were in the station, and one of them 
strongly exp: cased surprise that the 
special constable who assaulted the 
volunteer had not been arrested. 
Another of the 500 immediately volun­
teered a part in the discussion and 
said to the reporter: ‘-If your temper 
is up, so is mine and, by—, I am a 
match for yon. and you had better 
mind yourself.” The Depntv-Chief 
at once quieted the noisy member 
down, bat those present observed that 
the few incidents of the morning did 
not bode well lor the future events of 
the day.

A large number of the Volunteers 
were stationed on Victoria Square and 
vicinity, D’Armes Square. In front 
of the Orange Hall guards marched 
with fixed bayonets, and kept the 
crowd back. A force of nearly 1700 
men was kept in reserve.

The iast interview between the 
Mayor and the Orangemen is describ­
ed as follows :

A lew minutes after the arrival of 
the police, Mayor Beaudry and Aid. 
iMereer. Walked up to tile hall and met 
Mr. D. Grant. County Master, and 
Mr. A. Mackey, District Master, who 
were standing at l lie door. The 
Mayor expressed his desire to have 

‘some conversation with iliese gentle­
men and theÿ all together, witlt our 
reporter entered Hie National office, 
-where an interview took place.
; The Mayor proposed that the 
jOrangemen should form their proces­
sion, when some halt-dozen of their 
■numbers should be quietly arrestecj, 
and then the procession should be 
■given up. lit: urged that his only déî, 
sire was to preserve the peace, ami 
that such a course as he propose# 
[would lie in the interests of the city at 
large, and by following it they would 
have the respect and support of the 
whole respectable community.

Mr. Gram said he only looked upon 
their proposed demonstration as an 
Assertion of principle.

After limiter entreaty on the part 
iif the Mayor and Aid Mercer, Messrs. 
Grant and Mackey declared that lhe\ 
would go in procession to church, and 
the interview, which was very arnica 
hie throughout, ended. Immediate­
ly alter, the Orange officers went up to 
their hall to open lhe lodge meeting 

The arrtist is thus described: —
The army of special constables-were 

by the order of the Mayor arranged in 
an irregular line before the Orange 
flail, extending from Place d'Armes 
io St. Lambert Hall. The motley 
crowd, swinging their batons, await­
ed the appearance of the Orangemen, 

bile at the extremes of the line im­
mense crowds were kept back by the 
police. Suddenly some of the Orange­
men appealed at the door, and the 
procession was about to start, when 
an order was given to arrest the mar- 
ritals. Constable Beauregard took 
hold oil one, wltile several others laid 
hands on three others,_ while the 
special constables, who were shaking 
their batons in the air, were restrain­
ed. The High Constable with several 
detectives were at the door and gave 
the order for the arrest. Immediately 
it became known that several arrests 
liad been made a loud, long cheer was 
liaised, which echoed down the street 
and was reiterated from the crowd 
which oqpupied the steps and platform 
df the-BMilt of Montreal.

SoonNtjfter, the arrest, Mayor Beau­
dry and. Aid.. Mercer held a second 
interview with the officers of the 
Orange Association, in their hall, 
when, il is understood, the latter con­
sented, so far as they were concerned, 
to give up the procession to-dav^the 
Mayor'on his part guarautceingxthe 
Orangemen protection to get safely 
away from the hall. The question 
was I hen submitted to the Lodge 
meeting.

: Tlte procession was finally abandoned 
by the Orangemen, under protest, and 
after the promise had been given, that 
lieittg unarmed, they would not be at- 
tâekcd when they left the ball.

At Kingston the news was received 
that the Orangemen were blocked iu in­
side their hall, and an offer of 5000 
Orangemen to assist thrill if necessary 
was iininediatolv/seut over the wires.

Tlte proposal AmeTnttde to send the 
tbrangemeuA^>gi*^in carriages, to save 
trouble. AÆumber protested against 
shell an apriufgcmeut, declaring that they 
would 1^/i- as they came, on foot.— 
After a good deal of ttiss the < trauge- 
nieu consented to accept the Mayor’s 
offer to send them to their homes in ear- 
rbtges, escorted by the police. A guard 
of the regular police formed two lines 
f|om the door to the entrance of the 
carriages. Between the lines, assisting 
and giving advice, were the Mayor, Aid. 
Mercer.aud prominent men ofthe Orange 
order. They came out of the hall iu 
l'durs, and were safely placed in the 
carriages, and one, and sometimes two 
policemen, were ordered to load their 
rifles there ana then, which they did in 
the midst of the crowd, and then enter­
ed the carriage. The appearance of the 
Britons-as they passed between the lines 
to the carriage was the signal for hoots 
and groans and derisive cheers front the 
mob of “ special constables" who occu­
pied the street to the east. As the car­
riages drove down St. James -street, in 
going cast, these precious pets of the 
Mayor kept tip their demonstrations, 
but slightly curbed by members of the 
égalai- force who were also present, but 

after the line guarding tlte entrance to 
tile street at St. Gabriel street had been 
passed, the mol) flocked there pursued 
the carriages with loud shouts anil curses.
.At the corner of Place d’Armeti Square 
the mob was kept back by tlte regular 
police, but when a carriage was expected 
to drive past tlte crowd would get excit­
ed, and one, who was said to be a pro­
minent member of the Irish Catholic 
Union,, a self-constituted authority no 
doubt, would advance and order the 
constables to make it passage, which they 
very humbly obeyed, and also say to the 
cijowd, “Now, not a word out ofye’s, 
licit a blissed word out of ye’s, not a 
wprd.” The crowd would reply “ Never 
a : word,” etc. ; upon which this “pro 
minent citizen" would move oft’, almost 
visibly swelling with the sense of his 
own importance.

..About a quarter to six the last car­
riage drove up to the door, and after a 
few moments the announcement was 
nmde that the last Briton had departed, 
so there was no one to take the carriage, 
whereon a deafening cheer arose, mingled 
with hisses and groan!ngs and derisive 
laughter.

1 BAILING OUT THE ARRESTED. 
iAfter the other Orangemen and tlte 

Mityor had all left tlte Orange Hall. 
County Master Grant and a number of 
otiher officers of the Lodge got into two 
carriages and drove away to the Police 
Court to bill out those of the prisoners 
who still remained in custody, Messrs. 
Hamilton and Ingram 1 laying already 
been released on bail. Two of the parties 
arrested for the purpose of “ testing the 
léfcality of tlte Orange < Irder” were found 
to have no connection with that body, 
one of them, Garven, being a-simpleton 
add belonging to no society.

Several persons were badly beaten, 
one, a respectably dressed man being 
brutally handled. Tlte mol) afterwards 
discovered that be was one of their own 
inimber, but the discovery came too late.

Several women paraded 'some of tlte 
streets displaying party colors. One 
paraded St. Janies street, with an Grange 
ribbon in the form of a sash, and ribbons 
in her hair. She was followed by a 
curious crowd, but was not molested. 
Another woman passed alongCralgstreet 
wearing an Orange rosette. When op­
posite the low saloon at the corner of 
Sophia lane, a fellow rushed out and 
undertook to tear it from iter. He had 
made a slight- miscalculation, however, 
for she drew back her list and dealt him 
a blow which knocked him clean off the 
sidewalk. Occasionally two women of 
opposite parties would meet, and then a 
sclitlle would ensue, ending in wounded 
faites, dishevelled heads, torn dresses 
Ac.

The Orangemen and Orange Young 
Britons of Point St. Charles, numbering 
about 250,'marched iu hill regalia along 
s ointe of the streets, I tended by a band, 
and were frequently cheered. They 
were closely watched by opponents, but 
passed along unmolested.

When this relief depot wag 
established, the whole premises were 
surrounded with a strong fence of 
récits and millet stalks, plastered with, 
mud. As the place was to be occupied 
only by women and children, the 
greatest care was taken .that all com­
munication between the inside and 
outside be prevented. The alley on 
the w;est side was fenced up at its 
north end, aiid the only gate of the 
soup yard was at the south end of the 
ante alley—a gate about six feet wide. 

About 10o’clock, on à bitter cold morn­
ing, an alarm was given that a fire 
had broken out in tins relief yard, 
roofed with inflammable mats, and 
crowded with human beings. Crowds 
df people began to gather on all sides 
of the yard, and tear down the strong 
fence. The moment that communi­
cation was established between the 
inside a id outside a considerable num­
ber of outsiders leaped into that part 
of the inclosure forming the alley to 
attempt to rescue those who were still 
struggling lo escape. The scene with­
in was awful. The long sheds had 
already melted into smoke and ashes, 
and only the poles were still burning

not the poles alone, for beneath 
slretcliecUong lines of something only 
indistinctly seen, and which, between 
the gusts of flame and smoke, could 
be recognized as heads, arms and 
bodies of human beings, all huddled 
within the limits of their former com- 
artmeuls, and just as they were 

caught by the fiery sirocco. Not one 
it^ twenty had time to move a yard 
before they were met by flames and 
suffocated where they chanced to be. 
In front of the locked gate a large 
number of poor wretches were caught 
and imprisoned by the flames. Their 
wadded or skin garments caught fire, 
and could neither be taken off nor ex­
tinguished—scores of poor women 
were reduced to a condition too hor­
rible to be described—absolutely roast­
ed on one side, and utterly helpless to 
escape.

The greater part of those who were 
burned must have perished instantly. 
Within fire minutes of the time the 
tire broke out it is probable that those 
who iailed to escape were suffocated 
in the flames. Long after every scrap 
ol mat and wood had been consumed 
the bodies of the victims continued to 
burn and smoulder. The corpes were 
most of them reduced literally to 
cinders, utterly beyond recognition. 
Many of the survivors ou the day o£ 
the fir , and the three following days, 
while the bodies were being taken out, 
wandered about uttering the most 
piteous lamentations, striving to dis­
cover their children ; husbands came to 
institute a hopeless search for their 
wives. Nothing .was left upon the 
ground but hundreds of horribly muti­
lated corpses, fragmented half-burned 
clothes and broken pottery. It is 
definitely ascertained that the number 
who perished is somewhat more than 
1400.

Crops in Ontario.

The Toronto Globe lias cightcolumns 
of Ontario crop reports, and says that 
in regard t» inure important crops 
they bear out the highest anticip .tion. 
Both tail and spring wheat Ins been 
very largely sown. The former is 
everywhere spoken of a« good or 
abov^the average. It is an extraor­
dinarily large crop but it is not yet 
beyo'nd danger of rust and heavy 
storms. Spring wheat is not so pro­
mising as fall, but is likely to be a 
generous crop. The area of oats, and 
especially barley is less because of the 
greater breadth of wheat and the low 
price of barley. Oats generally are 
spoken of as good and barley more 
tinilormly so. Peas, with smaller areas, 
promise an uunsuayy abundant crop. 
Hay is about average in East and 
North, and a good quantity has been 
secured in ihe West iu fair order. 
Potatoes will be a great crop. Apples 
will be plentiful, but all other fruit is 
rather short. From Quebec returns 
are now uneven and not so favorable 
as in Ontario.

Ray Making.

Experienced farmers are well aware 
of the superior value of bay that has 
been cut when the grass is in its 
prime, and well saved ; the bright 
green color, but little paler than be­
fore it was laid down in the swath, 
and the sweet fragrance it retains iu 
the mow and the manger bear testi­
mony to its excellence. But many- 
far mers are sadly in need ot that beat 
—experience, and the consequence 
is we often see bay fed to stock 
that, is only fit tor litter. Hay 
that bas ripened its seed is less nutn 
tious than straw' that has been cut 
when the grain is still not too ripe. 
Canadian farmers can have hay for 
their stock fullv as good as any saved 
In England. There the moisture of 
the climate that is so favourable to 
the growth of grass, renders it often 
véry difficult to save and have bay in 
prime condition. Here the bay mak­
ing season is all that we can desire, 
and-yet with iegard to the quality of 
the hay, the English is unquestion­
ably the best, having been mown and 
saved in the proper season, and hence 
more nutritious.

The only reason given by those 
who defer mowing till the grass is 
fully ripe is that by so doing they 
can have a greater quantity—more 
tons to the act e ; but the greater 
quantity is dearly purchased by the 
inferior quality. Were the bulk of 
hay increased even one-Kfnth, we 
must bear in mind that bulk does 
not imply uitntion, and Ibat there 
would be lee® flesh-forming and fat­
tening qualities in the increased 
quantity of dry over ripe bay than 
in the less quantity mown and sav­
ed in the proper season and manner.

We need hardly give one word of 
can lion against cutting too early. 
This is an extreme people are not 
apt to fall into, but sucb a mistake 
might possibly be made, and woul I 
entail no liltlé loss. Not only 
would the quantity, when being 
mown, be less, but the shrinkage 
would be greater. As with grain, 
there is a proper state of maturity 
in which it should be reaped, and 
there would be a loss in cutting ear­
lier or later, so it is with grass.— 
When grass has attained its full 
growth and not yet hardened, then it 
is in it« prime and ready for the mow­
ing machine. It is very important 
that when this state of growth has 
been arrived at the grass be cut and 
saved with as little delay as possible. 
This state is indicated by the wilt­
ing of the blossom, just having pass­
ed its greatest perfection, and the 
almost fully formed, and the ripen­
ing of the must forward grains hav­
ing only just commenced. There is 
no other time in the whole life of the 
plant in which it so abounds in sac 
charme juice as now. 1'be object is 
to preserve those juices. They, and 
not the woody fibre into which the 
matured grass would soon be con j 
verted, are the true fiesb and fat form­
ers in feeding, and their presence is 
indicated by the bright color and 
sweei flavor of the hay.

The Canadian farmer can with less 
labor make bay of prime quality than 
the farmers of other countries. The 
soil and climate arc well adapted to 
the growth of some of the most valu 
able grasses, though not giving so 
heavy a yield as counlri-'s having a 
more humid climate ; and here the 
great labor often required in bay mak­
ing is unknown. A few hours or days
