For years the people of the Bay
Chaleur country have bzen labor-
ing under the disadvantage of
not having adequate steamer con-
nection with the outside world. "It
is true that a boat had been on
the route for a number of years
but she had long ago outlived her
allotted period ‘of usefullness for
such a trip and of late years was
not giving satisfaction. Although
strenuous efforts were made to
induce or oblige the former com-
pany to put on an up-to-date boat
this was not done until as a last
resort the government was peti-
tioned to withdraw the mail sub-
sidy unless a suitable boat was
put on.  Then the Restigouche
appeared on the horizon with long
press notices, o1l of which she 1ail-
ed to fulfil and a few trips were
were sufficient to demoustrate that
she was not a fit boat. Now the
battle had to be fought over, and

Aagain pressure was brought to bear

so that the Government, in  order
to induce a new company to take
up the matter asked for temders
for the handling of mail on the
route from Campbellton to Gaspe.

Previous fo this a number of our
enterprising business men had been
discussing the matter and at last
the Interprovincial Navigation
Company was launched.” This
Company Was granted letters
patent with a capital of $90,000.
and tendered for the mail contract
which was awarded to them. Then
ensued a leng and unsuccesssul
search for a boat which would
answer the requirements.  Dele-
gates visited several Canadian and
American cities and looked over
numerous boats, but they seemed
hard to please as each time they
returned without making a selec-
tion. Atlast it was decided to
have a boat built to order. This
all looks simple enough on paper
but to carry out the project took
months of hard work on the part
of the managing committee. Var-
ious models and estimates wele
investigated before just the right
thing was found. Then tenders
were asked and the contract
awarded to Messrs. Russell & Co.
of Port Glasgow at the good round
sum of $90,000. The boat was
immediately put under’ construc-
tion and was launched early this
past spring.

THE lNTERCOLONlAL.

Complete Text of Hon. Mr. Emmer-
son’s Speech---The Cost of Run-
ning the Government Road----

Last Winter’s
ture.

Heavy Expendi-

HaNSARD, June 14—House in
Committee of Supply.

Intercolonial Railway—general
vote, $7,000,000:

Mr. Emmerson—1 have from
time to time, during the past three
or four months, forewarned the
House regarding the probable out-
come of the year’s operation of the
Intercolonial Railway. In my
detailed statement of som e months
ago I rather predicted a large
deficit, The information available
up to this moment has confirmed
my worst fears with respect to that
deficit. This has been an extra-
ordinary year for us in severai
respects. The snowfall in the
Maritime Provinces last winter
was beyond all precedent in his-
tory of those provinces. For
nearly two months traffic was prac-

| tically suspended, except at cer-

tain intervals,  Those conditions
not only immensely reduced the
revenues of the road, but entailed
an unparalleled outlay. Weshave
been obliged to burn the candle at
bath ends. While traffic was par-
alyzed, suspended, the expenditure
has beeu going on. Detention
wages alone is an item of serious
moment, Trains were sent out
and wen were under pay, but
owing to the condition these trains
were prevented from earning,
though the expenditure went on.
I cannot at this moment more
than estimate the probable shortage
of revenue as compared with work-
ing expenses for the current year,
but the amount will no doubt be
between a million and a half and
two millions of dollars. Until full
and detailed informatien is had.
I think it would be improper to do
more than give a general outline of
the facts which have led to this
result. While I am pre—

pared to say that this is an alarm-
ing condition, Iam also in a
pos tion to say that during the
fiscal year there have heen no uu-

due appointments, no creations of |

office; but that normal conditions
have prevailed in that respect.
But with respect to wages—we
have made one very important
change—we have been obliged to
pay very much higher wages than
have prevailed heretofore on the
Intercolonial. '

Coming to such details as I ecan
give, I may say that in the first
place the operation of the Prince
Edward Island Railway fgr nine
months ending 31st March last
was unusually expensive.  The
reveoue fell off to the extent of
$11,957 and the working expenses
increased by $65,289 as compared
with the preceding year. This
result was largely dae to the snow
blockads. For example the cost
of handling snow 1n the year 1903-
4 was $11,715; but the cost under
the same head for the current year
was $32,175. A further increase
is explained by the addition to the
wages. The men are paid, in
many instances, 50 per ceut. more
than they have been paid hitherto,
Still, we have mnot exceeded the
wages that are paid by the other
rallways of Canada. The Inter-
colonial, within the last year, has
simply been levelled up to the
standard of wages paid by other
railways in this country. I do
not think we are paying exorbitant
wagés—1I am satisfied that we are
not; we are simply paying a fair
wage to the men of the Intercolon-
ial as compared with the wage
paid elsewhere. I do not feel that
L should apologize forthe ~ ct that
we have increased these wages.

They: are a splenaid
force of railway men and are eu-
titled to what was granted to them
I¥Th :ps it was delayed -too long
but it is certainly unfortunate thac
this increase in  wages serves to
make the deficit of the past year
one that is not pleasing for the
people as for me, as -Idinister of
Railways, to contemplate.  The
increase in wages, in addition to
that which we paid <uring the
preceding year, is somewhere about
$750,000—that is to say, that the
Intercolonial today 1s paying prac-
tically the same number of men
about $750,790 more than formerly
to say nothing of any additional
men. Now, I knowas a matter
of fact that the work that is being
carried ov, particularly in the

echanical department, gives very
much better results than before.
Take. for instance, in the repair of
cars, We have increasrd the
number of men about 20 per ceat.
bat we are realizing in. work an
increase of nearly 100 per cent.
This is due to the fact that our
system has been so much im-
proved, Lastyear we were turning
out in the repairs of passenger cars
about 16 to 18 a month; this year
we are turning out 29 or 30 a
wmonth. In the repair of locomo-
tives, with an increase ot say .20
per cent. in the number of men,
we are turning out 66 per cent.
more engines.

The amount of work has been
greatly incrsased. By the re-or-
ganization of the shops and the
system of charging and so on, they
are accomplisiug much greater

re-ults than thdy hitherto accom-

plished. Tnere was an increase
in the wages account of $3,588,
and $8,985 for additional ties on
that road. @ The added cost of
repairs, fuel and station” expenses
made up the remainder. It is,
however, on the main line of the
Intercolonial that the chief loss
has occurred, This loss does not
directly arise from a falling off in
the revenue, As compared with
last year, the income has actually
been greater to the extent of a few
thousand dollars than last year.
Had it not been for the cxtraordin-
ary conditions bearing upon' the
operation of the road, the revenue
would probably bave shown a
sufficient increase to largely reduce
the deficit,

It is desirable that members on
both sides of the House should
view this matter from a practical
standpoint. - It is simply a ques-
tion of dealing with a railway that
I think is run fairly free from pol-
itical influences, a railway that is
managed practically under the
same persons that have been there
for years. The same general
manager, the same chief superin-
tendent, in fact all the officials are
today identically the same as” were

there twenty years ago. We have
the Intercolonial on our hands as
an essential part of the pact of
confederation, and we have reached
the stage where we must calmly
realize the full extent of our oblig-
ations in that regard. I do not
like apologizing for even a deficit
on the Intercolonialr i realize
that the Intercolonial was part of
the pact of confederatxon, 1 realize that
it was construoted over a route that
was not commercxal I realize that it

was practically mllltary and political
influences that located that road.

Mr. Sam Hughes—Would the minis-
ter be good enough to say why it was
not constructed over a commercial
route?

Mr. Emmerson—For this reason,
that it was constructed away round on
the northern shore of the province of
New Brunswick. It was not constructed
through the centre of the province, it
follows the route of the St. Lawrence
making a long detour. To make any
earnings at all on our freight and pass-
engers, we have to carry them hundreds
of miles further than does the Canadian
Pacific Railway, which runs through
practically the same field.  The Cana-
dian Pacific Railway goes direct, we
have to send our freight hundreds of
miles further round, and our milege is
greater, the cost of operation is necess-
arily greater, but our returns are no
more; We are not in a position fairly
to compete with other railways. The
government of Canada constructed the
Intercolonial, it built an excellent road;
but the Government of Canada after-
wards subsidized a railway to run in
competition to the Intercolonial.
Therefore the Intercolonial is not only
in competition with that addmona]lv
subsidized railway, but it is in competi-
tion with the route all along down the
shores of the St. Lawrence, down into
New Brunswick down to the Sydneys.
The Intercolonial must also compete
with the water system. “It is true that
competition does not exist, during the
winter months, but our freight rates
are necessarily affected, even though
we do not have that competition in the
winter, for the reason that we have to

BORORO INDIANS.

How the Boys of This Brazilfan
Tribe Get Their Names.

In an interesting article on the abo-
rigines of Brazil in the current South-
ern Workman the method of naming
boys is thus described:

The ceremony of initiation into the
rights and privileges of citizenship in
the Bororo tribe is interesting. The lit-
tle bronze body of the baby boy is
more or less daubed with gum or pitch
and plated with white feathers; then
early in the morning before the rising
of the sun the family and friends and
the priest or conjurer betake them-
selves to an eminence near the village.
And as the sun, the supreme power,
sweeps majestically upward from be-
hind the eastern wilderness the con-
jurer bores the lower lip of the em-
bryo warrior with an instrument made
especially for the occasion and beauti-
fully decorated with brilliant feathers
and at the same time whispers “Piadu-
du” (humming bird) or the name of
some other animal or object that the
child is to bear. “Piadudu,” softly re-
peat the family and friends in turn,
and thus Piadudu, a favorite name, be-
comes the name of the little one. They
are very jealous of their names and
will not make them known to aliens.
In order to become a citizen of the tribe
a person of alien birth would have to
reside with it for some time and be
initiated much as the child is.

TEA A WEEK OLD.

The ¢ al Good Old Post and Rails”
; of Australia.

The tea drinkers of Australia .rival
those of China and Japan, not, how-
ever, in the quality, but in the quan-
tity, consumed. The men especially
drink the beverage in large quantities
and all day long and at a strength
which would make the cue of a tea
drinking Chinaman curl. On Sunday
morning the tea drinker starts with a
clean pot and a clean record. The pot
is hung over the fire, with a sufficiency
of water in it for the day’s brew, and
when this i8 boiled he pours into, it
enough of the fragrant herb to produce
a deep coffée colored liquid.

On Monday, without removing yester-
day’s tea leaves, he repeats the process,
on Tuesday the same, likewise on
Wednesday, and so on through the
week. Toward the close of the seven
days the pot is filled with an acrid
mash of tea leaves, out of which the
tea is squeezed by the pressure of a
tin cup. By this time the tea is the
color of rusty iron, incredibly bitter
and disagreeable to the uneducated
palate. The natives call it “real good
old post and rails,” the simile being ob-
viously drawn from a stiff and danger-
ous jump, and regard it as having been
brought to perfection.

THE ROMAN ARENAS. '

They Were Not Mere Rings, as Those
of the Modern Circus.

The arenas of ancient Rome were

not, as some people suppose, mere

rings or ovals, such as may be seen
in the modern circus. They were
broken up and varied in character ac-
cording to the nature of the fighting
to be done or to the caprices of those
in authority. On one occasion an arena
might resemble the Numidian desert,
on another the garden of Hesperides,
thick set with groves of trees and ris-
ing mounds, while again it pictured the
great rocks and caves of Thrace. .
With these surroundings the com-
batants advanced, retreated, encircled
their adversaries or kept wild beasts
at bay as oceasion offered or as their
courage or fear suggested,
bated not only with the more common
brutes, but with such monsters as ele-
phants, rhinoceroses, hippopotamuses
and crocodiles. On other occasions
flocks of game, such as deer and war
ostriches, were abandoned to the multi-
tude, and in some cases the arenas
could be turned into lakes, filled with

. monsters of the deep, and upon the sur-

face of which naval engagements took
place. %
* The Word “Jinrikisha.”

The word jinrikisha comes from three
Japanese roots, jin-riki-sha, meaning
respectively man, power, carriage, but
it is not of Japanese origin. So recent-

enter into contracts upon this basis. If
you will give to us certain freight rates
throughout the year, we will patronize
your road, not only in winter but in
summer as well. Under these condi-
tions we are seriously handicapped in
freight rates, not merely with one com-
pany, but with many companies. And
naturally precedent governs, particular-
ly in the matter of the government
railway. Precedent is very strong; and
if you fix a certain rate in connection
with the Sydneys, for instance, you are
called upon to have proportionate rates
fixed over the \. hole of the Intercolon-
ial. There can be no discrimination,
there must of necessity be uniformity,
The ordinary company can do as it will
—that is to say—they can withold here
or they can extend there. :

There can be no favorites, there
must be uniformity. The very moment
you establish a precedent with respect
to one thing, that precedent must pre-
vail all over the line. ~Under these
conditions | must say that the Inter-
colonial is to be congratulated, even
ander the results that are showa. Of
course we' do not takeinto consideration
the cost of the canal system of Caneda.
The canals were constructed as part of
the highways of the country. For long
years tolls were charged, but in the
interests of trade and commerce these
tolls were abolished. There is an
annual current expenditure of upwards
of $1,000,000 on the canals. In whose
interest is that expenditure made? It
is true that last year we haa $1,000,000
deficit on the Intercolonial Railway,
but there was also $1,000,000 deficit on
the canals of Canada. The canals
were a part of the compact of confeder-
ation, They were made free in the
interest of the trade and commerce of
the conntry. Now the Intercolonial
was established as a bond between the
old provinces of Ontario and Quebec
and the provinces known as the Mari-
time Provinces. It was established to
promote trade. It did promote trade.
It is true that the frieght rat2s are not
high, but /I repudiate the idea that they
are not high simply in the interest of
the Maritime Provinces, because, if
they had been higher, there would not
have becn that trade created between
these upper provinces and the lower
provinces which has resulted.

Take the tariff of the Canadian
Pacific Railway or the tariff. of the
Grand Trunk Railway and compare it
with the freight tariff of the Intercolon-
ial Railway, and I say that you will
find that the Intercolonial Railway
tarift is all the way from 25to 8o per
cent. less than the freight tariff of these
different railways. Perhaps thatis a
condition of things that should not have
prevailed. (3

Necessarily the through tariffs must
be governed by that of the other . rail-
ways. Necessarily, if we accépt freight
at Montreal for St John, we are gov-
erned by the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way tariff, because they have the direct
route. they have the shorter mileage.
and we are comp:lled to carry that
freight away around a much longer
distance at the same rate. Toe local
tariff rates are much less than are
those of other railways, and therin is a
very great loss.

We expend a greater amount of
money in order to carry that freightage
to its point of destination. 1Itis also
true---1 admit it frankly- that our local
rates are lower. I think they should
bejincreased. I think they necessarily
must be increased in the interest, not
merely of the road, but in all interests
I think I may safely say that we have
now passed' the stage when it is im-
possible to make ends meet. On the
hand the freight tariff is practically
fixed. Thejrates.are exceedingly low
as compared with those charged by the

different railway corporationsin Canada

On the other hand we have an ascend-
ing scale of vperating charges. Chief
among these is the wages. The very
momeat you increase, by even a farth-
ing, the wages-of any ofthe employes
you have what is practicallv not a con-
trollable element: thatis to say, it be-
comes a fixed charge. You can never
reduce, it is easy to increase, but\you
can never reduce.

But a government railway never
could, I make the statement unequivoc-
ally and unhesitatingly that the gov-
ernment cannot, in justice ' pay a lower
scale of wages to its employees than
thaf paid by ordinary commercial Rail-
ways.

The men in the car shops and the
men in all. departments of the Inter-
¢olonial Railway are not paid in excess
of What other railway companies are.
paying; in fact instead of the gouvern-.
ment establishing the standard of
wages, the government has simply fol-
lowed in the line of the other railways
and atappeals that have ever been
made Yo other ministers of Railways in
times past, as I know from personal
experience, were made on the basis of
the established rate of wages paid by,
other railway companies. Under these
circumstauces, we have simply followed
on tardily, I admit, but we have fol-
lowed on and we are vyet urder the

istandard as established by the Canad-

ian " Pacific Railway and the Grand

Trunk Railway. In keeping to the
rule of paying our men in ilCCﬂrdan'Ce
with the rate of wages which
is 'p.'ud hy the commercial
lines, we have been compelled dur.
ing the past two or three years to
grant very large increases to our
emploves in all branches of the ser-
vice, and to this item of wages may
be charged the principal cause of
the financial results which we are
now compelled to face. Fuel, ties,
lumber, sieel and all classes of ma-
terials are much dearer than they
were three years ago. All these
charges swell the operating expen-
ses. We have not been able thus
far to adopt the remedy of increas—
ing the rates, which a railway cor-
poration might apply. Thatis a
very difficult thing to do. I think
I can say frankly that thereis no
subject upon which the people are
more sensitive than that of increas-
ing freight rates on a government
railway. From one end of the rail-
way to the other, from the S:yd-
neys to St John, and from Halifax
to Montreal, the very moment the
suggestion of an increase is made,
that moment you meet with oppos-
ition. That is necessarly the out-
come of a government operation of
railways.

The people say this is our line,
this is our railway, we own it and
we are going to run it in our inter-
ests. I know that it is difficult for
people in other parts of Canada to
properly take into consideration the
feeling that exists with respect to
that very feature of the Intercolon-
ial Railway. [ have known it,I
have felt it, I have been made to
feel it. The very fact that you run
your canals free, the very fact that
these canals are operated without
charge to those who take advant-
age of them, is used as an argu-
ment by those who would seck ‘low
freightgrates on a government rail-
road. It is stated very freely -all
over the Maritime Provinces that if
it were in the interests of confeder-
ation to construct canals and make
these canals free, it is also in the
interests of the confederation that
the Intercolonial Railway should be
operatedgat the least possible cost
to the people who are interest in
using it. I know thatitis not a
pleasing thing for me as Minister of
Railways to stand up here  to-day
and acknowledge these things;
it certainly is not a gratifying fact.
We are all judged by results---cir-
cumstgnces are not taken into con-
sideration, peculiar conditions are
not thought of--it is the results that
are looked to, and upon these re-
sults I stand measurably condemn-
ea before the people of Canada as
the administrator of this railway dur-
ing the present fiscal year. But I want'
the people of Canada to bear in mind
the conditions; I want them to realize
the circumstances; I want them to
travel over that railway from the first
of July last down to the present mo-
ment and take into counsideration the
history of the road. If there has bcen
any mismanage nent I ce: tinly have yet
w learn of it. We have the same gen-
eral manager, we have the same
officials; there have been no offices
created,gthere has been no extrava-’
gance; we have -been buying as we
bought heretofore by tender, there has
been no favoritism to characterize this
road during the past year as compared
with previous years; the conditions
have been norfhal as to purchase, as to
operation, as ‘to the employment of
men; and yet we have a deficit which
may reach nearly $2,000,000.

The question of rates on the Inter-
colonial must sooner or later receive
serions consideration.

free even\though the people of the
west have advantage of free freight-
age over the canals without tolls, and
even though there is an expenditure of
$1,000,000 or mote annually on the
canals for the benefit of the frade ot
the country, yet, I feel that so far as
the Intercolonial Railway is concerned
there must be some attention given
to the freight charges it certainly can-
not go on from year to year tdat we
should have a very large and increas-
ing deficit, and under these circum-
stances I would feel that this is a mat-
ter which should receive very -serious
consideration. I desire as briefly as
possible and purely ina general way to
go over some of the acconnts conaect-
ed with the . operating expenses. In
the maintenance of way department
thers has been an increase for the
nine months ending 41st March last
as co upared with the corresponding
period last year of $252,808. The
principal items of this increase were
Snow and ice, $126.641¢ ballasting
$56,608: ties, $42,426; buildings and
platforms, $15,480, and snow gances.
$5,482. Against this increase there
was a decrease aggregating 70,762, so
that the net increase was 182,625 for
the two m onths.

he maintenance of way has todo
with the keeping up of the high char-
acter of the Intercolonial, that is its
roadbed and condition, and the ad-
ditional charges for ballasting and ties
show that this work has not been ne-

the standard ot the Iatercolonial is
being maintained.

trackmen. In the mechanical depart-

ment the expznses of the nine months
reached 3,098,482, showing an increas-
over the same period of last year of
8621,563. The chief items making up
this increase were: Wages of drivers
firemen and cleaners, "$81,660; fuer
174.938, repairs to engine 114 9o8: re-
pairs to cars 232 462; oil, tallbw and
waste 8,398; snow ploughs and flang-
ers, 6,048, and superintendence g,e12

During the past year we have reprired
a great many more cars and engines
The rolling stock of the Intercolongal
to-day is in a condition with certainly
bears splendid comparison with that
of previous years. In fact, I think I
can safely siy that at no time in the
history of the Intercolonial has the
rolling stock been in a better condition
than it is in t0-day. All the old zars
—that is, the first class, the second
clss th2 baggage cars and all that
description—have been in the shop
and they are certainly in a much better
condition t>-day than they were at this
period last year; and 1 congratulate
the superintendent of motive power on
the splendid way in which he is attend
ing to his diaties in that direction,
They are turning out msre engines
ar.d cars daily and monthly; they have
a better system; they have the work
systematized in such a way that the
best results are being - accomplished.
The men gwho are receiving higher
wages are making greater and better
returns for those wages than they
have heretofore done. A greater num

ber of men are employed, itis true;
hut the principil reason for the in-
crease is the higher scale of wages
paid to every cliss of menin the
shops.

The average increases to all clgsses
of employces in the shop was twocents
per hour, and you canvery readily
realize what a burden that means.
Take the men not merely at Moncton
but at Halifax, Sydney St John, Levis
Riviere du Loup. Montresl, every-
where along the line of the railway. In
the traffic departnent the increased cost
of operaiion was very large. The
chief items were: Station expenses
38,842, which is almost wholly an in-
crease in wages, During the last ses
sion of parilament, as probably many
hon membars know. there was a del-
egation here representing the teleg-
raphers union. Their schedule was
gone over and thewr wages were in-
creased with the result that during the
past year ihey have been paid 58,742
more than the same number were
getting in the previous year. The
wages of trainmen during that period
ware increased by 116,608. I am re-
varcl to give full details with respect
to tha comparative rates of pay of all
classes of employes affected by the in-
creases to which 1 have referred. Sum-
ming up the items of increased oper-
ating expenses to which I have afluded
the account would stind as follows;
Maintenance cf way $182,025; mechan-
ical department, $621.563; traffic de-
partment, $145,447, making a total of
$959.028. Adding this sum to the de
ficit of last year of $900,751, the snort-
age indicated for the current year
hhuld be $1,800,000. Uatil the year
is completed, however, it perhaps
would be imprudent to speculate as to
what the actual amount of - the deficit
will be. T'natit will be large there
can be no doubt, Itis also certaiu
that this result will be made the sul-
ject of general criticism. I think I
may fairiy ask, however, that jude-
ment be suspended -until full and ac-
curate data are available for consider-

(etion 1n the light of the special con-

ditions which have - developed during
the past two years in particular.
These conditions we have added t>
our wage account. Itis only withia
the last two years that this has Leea
felt, and it is unfortunate perhaps fr
me pe sonally that it shou!d-hive taken
effect during that period, but these are
the facts.

the method of obtaining proper
equipment and thus lighting the
cost of transportation merits a fair
trial.

For the past year the Intercol-
onial Railway has been short of
motive power to the extent of
seventy-five engines, and that has
materially added to the expenses of
running the railway during the last
winter. And, more than that, we
should have on the Intercolonial to-
day at least fifty additional engines,
If we are ever measurably to keep
up with the increased traffic ot the
road. That point must not be
overlooked—that there hLas been a
great increase in the traffic and
there has not been a corresponding
increase in the motive power nor
in the cars. Why last winter, I
could not get into my office without
being assailed with telegrams from
all over the system complaining of
lack of cars. When I telegraphed
to Moncton, the only result was to
ascertain dehuitely that we had not
enough cars. And we are absolu-
tely short of engines. Only last
week the engine of the morning
train going out.
of St John broke down, and absol-
utely, there was not a spare engine
anywhere in sight. We haven’t
them. Now, the people of Canada
have a splendid railway, and that
railway-needs to be properly equip-
pep ---It certainly should be equipp-
ed so that it can take care of the
traffic that offers. ~ And, though I
am not able to present a very pleas-
ant picture of the current year’s
operations yet, in my judgment, the
Intercolonial is the greatest asset
that Canada has. It has served its
purpose, and is serving its purpose
that of cementing the provinces to-
gether.

I would be willing to extend it}
Every move I have made has been
in the direction of extending it.

| admit that the deficit has been ex-

tended, and I am not going to
apologize for it.
