NAPOLEON'S DETERMINATION TO
RECOGNIZE THE SOUTH.

In proportion as faith is lost in the main-
tenance of peace, it said yesterday :—The
attitude of the Knglish people and the Lon-
don press appears wore firm and resolute
than ever. They accept without hesitation
a state of things which they have not been
able to prevent, and they are n“solved to
gain by force of arms the satisfaction wln.ch
they no longer hope to obtain by negogia-
tion. All discussion is now laid aside. "To
the argument of General Scott they reply
with these simple words:— Surrender the
guests of Great Britain whom you have
made prisoners, and then we will discuss as
much as you please.” The government
acts up energetically to public opinion.
Nothing is spoken of but armaments and
ships, embarkation of troops and of warlike
stores for Canada, where the strength of
the English ary, very insicnificant in time
of peace is to be increased to 10,000 men.

With respect to the official opinion of the
Minister for Foreizn Affuirs on the quarrel
between the Washinston government and
England nothiag can be more precise and
positive. The Minister thinks that the
violence committed by the captain of the
San Jacinto is indefensible ; that by regard-
ing the Confederate Commissioners as “ con-
traband of war’ President Lincoln and his
ministers give a flat contradiction to them-
selves, for they always refused to admit that
they were at war. To scize them on board
a neutral vessel as contraband of war im-
plies that after all, the Southern Statgs are en-
titled to belligerent rizhts, while evenisuppos-
ing the Northern States not to be at war,
but merely recornising a rebellion, they
had no right to scize men who were at that
moment in the chiuracter of refuges under
the Shelter of the British flag.  France he
argues, cannot cu y view the matter
in any other lizht this. becuuse it is precisely
the points she had coutended for during
more than sixty years. France never would
admit the right of searching neutral vessels
and she cannot now belie her own policy by
approving, the outrage committed on the
Trent.

let the property go. She was on her way
here when arrested by the government agent
to Rouse's Point on a charge of being en-
gaged in treasonable correspondence with the
enemy. Mrs. Mayer complaigs of the treat-
ment she received prior to her arrivalin the
city. There was no correspondence found on
her when arrested, except three letters writ-
ten to her by her husband from this city.
She is now on her parole not to leave the
city.
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SUSPENSION OF SPECIE PAYMENT
IN NEW YORK, BOSTON AND PHI-
LADELPHIA.

The Commercial Advertiser prepared its
readers some weeks ago for the suspension
of specie payments, which took place yes-
terday in New York, Boston and Philadel-
phia, and which will be followed by the
other Banks throughout the Union. Those
of our bankers and others who took our
advice to make their deposits special will
have escaped the inconvenience and loss
which those will sustain who disregarded it.
It is difficult yet to say what the effect
of this action will be on Canadian commerce
The position of our own Banks jis very
stronge, their specie and foreign balance
lines being ample for all demands ; and on
the other hand the indebtedness of Canada
to the United States if very small, the pur-
chases of the last six months having been
chiefly made®with cash. Our indebtedness
to Europe is also very small, and the ex-
penditure of the Imperial Government will
furnish a large amount of exchange; while
the consumption by the troops of articles
of produce formerly exported will make up
in a considerable degree for the loss of the
American market for them:

A large portion of the [circulation of the
Canadian Banks in the Western States will
be returned upon them for gold,” but the
whole amount of this is not sufficient to in-
convenience them ; and as it has been anti-
cipated, it has also been provided for.

Of the morality of the suspension there
cannot be two opinions; it was not immed-
iately necessitated by the position of the
Banks, and although it would soon have
been, the contingency would have been
brought about by the wilful departure by
the institutions from their legitimate busi-
ness, in loaning the money of their deposi-
tors payable on call, to the covernment,
which was notoriously unable to repay it.
The whole transaction covers the Banks
with diszrace ; they have been guilty of
fraudulent breach of trust, and now attempt
to escape its consequences by an act of bank-
ruptey. -~

The next items of the programme will be
the issue of an enormous amount of incon-
vertible bills by the Banks and the Govern-
ment, the rapid depreciation of this paper,
the entire disturbance of values, the abstrac-
tion of specie from the circulation, the in-
crease of national indebtedness, and general
bankruptey.— Montreal Advertiser.

« His Excellency the Governor General
has been pleased to appoint Lieutenant-Col-
onel John Richard Nash, late of Her Ma-
jesty's 15th Regiment, to be Deputy Adju-
tant General of Militia for Upper Canada.”

The appointment of Mr. John A. Mac-
donald to be “Minister of Militia Affairs,”
—a very absurd title by the way—is an in
dication that the Government intendjto
make the Militia Department a political one
and use the patronage connected with it
for political objects. Mr. John A. Mac-
donald has enough to do in his own law de-
partment, if he attends to his duties, and
he knows nothing whatever of military af-
fairs. He is placed in his new position not
to serve the country, but to control the
patronage in the interest of his party. If
the Ministry had earnesty desired an effi-
cient organization of the militia that would
have put at its head some officer accustomed
to the working of military staff, like Major
Campbell, and would have separated it as
far as possible from politics. We cannot
help hoping that this may yet be done.

The despatches, published in our last
weeks issue in relation to the Mason and
Slidell affair, places matters, between the
two countries, on a peaceful footing for the
present moment ; but it would he folly and
delusion to hope, that under existing cir-
cumstances, peaceful relations will be main-
tained for any length of time between Great
Britain and the United States. Indeed, it
i the firm conviction of our well informed
cotemporaries, on both sides of the Atlantic,
that we are on the eve of eventful times.—
The gigantic preparations making in Eng-
land are not altogether for pastime they
are more likely the result of a keen fore-
sight and wise statemanship. :

Lt is generally supposed that the military
preparations going on in England have no'!
reference to the Trent affair and will be con-
tinued as vigorously as ever after the news
of the surrender of the prisoners shall have
reached England. It is quite evident that
the day is not far distant, when the Southern
Confederacy must be recognised and that
recognition must be expected to bring about
fresh difficulty.

It is quite true that the prisoners have
been given up and are now on their way to
England, but the concession was not made
with a good grace. In demanding the sur-
render of the persons taken from the Trent,
and an apology for the wrong, Great Britain
set no value on these persons, but maintain-
ed a great principal infringed by their ar-
rest. That principal is, that the neatral
vessel is neutral territory, and her flag
covers all under it with inviolability. Their
surrender by the United States Government
on the ground that they were contraband of
war, and therefore liable to capture with the
neutral vessel carrying them, but entitled
to discharge for a defect in the form of arrest,
by abstraction from the vessel, which pre-
vented the libelling of the vehicle in a prize
court,—does not, thercfore, meet the issne
raised by England, is no reparation for the
wrong done, and is not an apology, but a
new and additional insult.

The next demand England will make, in
conjunction with a suitable apology, will
probably be the removal by the federal gov-
ernment of the stone vessels sunk at the en-

Among the despatches of Mr. Seward to

the American Minister at London, which
have been recently published in the New
York papers, we find some refercnce to af-

fairs in this country. It is stated by the
American Secretary, as a proof of his de-
sire to prevent any differcnces between his
Government and that of St. James, that
upon hearing that the “Pecerless” steamer
was likely to be sold to the South, and used
as a privateer—first sailing to sea under
British papers, and then being handed over
to a Southern captain—he, Mr. Seward,
immediately put himself into communica-
tion with Lord Lyons. He expressed his
opinion that to allow the “Peerless” to go
to sea under the supposed circumstances
would be a breach of neutrality, and he re-
quested Lord Lyons to ask the Governor
General of Canada to have her stopped.—
Lord Lyons said he had no authority;
whereupon Mr. Seward informed him that
he could not suppose that the British Goy-
ernment could desire to make the St. Law-.
rence a place from which privateers should
issue to prey upon American commerce, and
that, therefore, he should direct the Federal
cruisers to arrest the “Peerless” if they fell
in with her, 1n which case he should at once
offer the British Government ever apology
or reparation it might require. fYIe states
further, that in order to ascertain what
measures were in progress to obtain vessels
for the South in Canada, he had sent Mr.

To the Editor of the C. P. Herald.

Sir.—A Temperance Soiree was held in
Melville Church, Ashton, ou Friday the
27th inst.. under the auspices of the Sons of
Temperance in that vicinity. Notwithstand-
ing the inclemency of the weather aud un
favorable roads, a very large assembly was
present, whose smiling and cheerful afpear-
ance together with the splendid decorations
of the room, gave tothe proceedings a tinc
ture of sociality, life and gaiety. Mr. Shan-
non being called to the chair rose, and after
briefly apologizing for his inability as chairs
man, with a few other preliminary remarks,
called on the Choir for music, atter which
Mr. Oliver was introduced as first speaker.
He strenuously advocated the total abstin-
ence system, The ‘first glass’ he viewed as
the first step not only towards the ruioation
o! the man who drank it, but also of those
dependant on hiw, ‘‘equal”, he continued.
“t0 1aising his hand the firsi time to strike
his wife.”  Calling then upon his hearers,
in the nawe of common sense, to espouse
the temperance cause, with some other re
marks, the purport of which seemed to be
to rally forward the friend« of temperance
to a firm and determined etand against the
inordinate use of alcohol, he resumed his
seat. More Music, and then Mr. Kennedy
the well known patriot of the temperance
cause, was introducer as next speaker. His
speech being unpremeditated, was somewhat
brief. In fact, he expressed himself at first
desirous to resiup, but on the solicitations
of the Chairman, he proceeded with some
jovial remarks, which although not much to
the pcint, seemed well calculated to excite
applause, and upon the whole not improper
for the occasion. The Choir was again called
upon for music after which, the Rev. Mr.
McKinnon addressed the meeting ; he made
a few brief remarks, illustrating as he went
along, with appropriate anecdotes, and leav-
ing the moderate drinker very little, if any,
superior to the most degraded. The Choir
again supplied us with more excellent music,
after which the meeting drew to a close, and
each retired in his respectable course, ap-
parently well satisfied with all he had seen,
heard and tasted,

Now, Mr. Editor, the Temperance cause
is one well worthy the attention of the most
eminent and leadying members of the com-
munity, and even in Ashton, there is ample
scope for the strongest influence which can
be brought to bear on the subject, and I will
venture to assert, that a well conducted so-
ciety, is one of the strongest bulworks which
can be raised against the spread on intem-
perance ; but in this section of the Canada,
sach societies are few and far between. Now,
it intemperance, as some maintain, is final-
ly to be vanquished, the spirit of the times
must be influenced, the tone of society must
be raised against it; and this feeling as may
be observed, is gradually advancing—at-
tributable no doubt, in part, to theinfluence
of societies, but much more to the advance-
ment of literature.
