TWO CITIES STILL OUT.
Canadian Press Despatch.-

Toronto. June 24.—What was in- 
tended to he a Dominion - wide strike 
of Canadian postal employees has 
become a fight between striking 
workers in Montreal. Toronto and 
W indsor and the federal government. 
At all other points in the country 
the service is functioning normally, 
while in Montreal it is expected th-- 
the mail will be handled efficiently 
in a few days.

In the two Ontario cities the ser- 
vice is seriously disrupted and the 
situation, as far as business houses 
are concerned, is assuming grave 
proportions. Every effort is being 
made to provide service, hundreds of 
substitute workers have been em- 
ployed. and a system of mail de- 
livery at the general and branch, 
postoffices has been put Into opera- 
tion, but it will be some time before 
the problem of dealing with the tre­
mendous accumulation of mail is 
solved.

It was reported yesterday that two 
firms had -been forced to close down 
and they will he followed by others 
unless movement of the mails is 
speedily accomplished.

Government officials are firm in 
their stand that as far as they are 
concerned, no further negotiations 
will be conducted with the striking 
employees, and postmasters have re­
ceived instructions to bring their 
staffs to full strength by the em­
ployment of new men.

Efforts of the strikers to bring 
Hamilton postal workers out again 
have been futile. A meeting held 
there last night was poorly attended 
and a full staff is working today.

A crisis has been reached at Wind- 
sor, and last night Hon. Charles 
Stewart, acting postmaster-genera' 
wired the mayor of the Western On­
tario city asking for a definite reply 
as to the intent and power of the 
authorities to afford protection to 
those engaged in the distribution of 
the mail. If necessary, the govern 
ment will send police to Windsor to 
guarantee delivery of mail. F

House instead of to a special com­
mittee which the government sought 
to impose. The defeat, however, was 
one of procedure and not of principle. 
No political significance therefore 
was attached to it and the other 
business of the House proceeded.

Prior to this incident the bill which 
embodies the financial resolutions 
had already passed its second read­
ing after a motion presented by the 
opposition for its rejection had met 
with defeat by a vote of 269 to 206. 
The opposition argued that the bill 
was unsound in theory and practice 
and that its financing was thoroughly 
bad. The Liberals also expressed 
their discontent, and it was a motion 
of C. F. Masterman (Liberal, Rus- 
holme) which resulted in the gov­
ernment's discomfiture.

NOT CONTAGIOUS The efficiency of London's system 
of financing its local improvements is 
evident when one knows that the 
terms for which all bonds are issued 
for local improvements are always 
less than the guaranteed length of 
life of the improvement in question.

Lately in San Diego County in 
California the authorities thought 
they had discovered a unique way of 
saving the ratepayers money by in- 
stituting what they called the "Pay 
as You Go” plan. Here is what Gay- 
lord Cummin says in a report on this 
plan, which is printed for the city 
council as a municipal report. Mr 
Cummin is a recognized expert in 
municipal financing and he thor- 
oughly indorses the plan which Lon4 
don follows in his report. He says:

San Diego Plan.
"The San Diego example uses a 

bond issue of $1,250,000, or 31.25 
times $40.000, and by charging $20.000 
for a bond election shows apparent 
savings of $1,313,000 by the pay-as. 
vou-go method. The actual loss to 
the taxpayer is $236,720—$20.000, of 
$216,720, as compared to the bond is- 

1 sue method.
"Assume that a city has followed 

the. practice of issuing $100.000 in 4% 
per cent 20-year serial bonds each 
year for street improvements. It is 
evident that after 20 years of such 
a policy the annual payment will be 

$100.000, plus $4,500 interest. It looks, 
on the surface, like real economy to 
appropriate from current taxes $100.4

Chairman Ashton, having read the 
tenders for this fencing, which had 

|been called for by the commissioners 
and which resulted in three offers, one 
i for 58 cents a running foot and the 
other two for 60 cents a running foot, 
made the suggestion that the com- 
mission buy the lumber and material 
land get the work done by men who 
are out of work. This was readily 
agreed to by Commissioners Ernie 
Dennis and Rud Hessel.

The amount of fencing to be done 
is about 1,000 feet. Building Inspector 
Piper will be in charge of the work, 
and was instructed to pay the same 
wages as the city is paying for 
other laboring work at the present 
time.

Due to likely congestion of sec­
ondary school classes two rooms of 
the Victoria public school may be 
pressed into service for collegiate 
accommodation, commencing in Sep­
tember. The matter was recom­
mended by Principal E. A. Miller of 
the Central Collegiate at the post­
poned session of the collegiate com­
mittee last night. With only one dis­
senting voice, the scheme was in­
dorsed and passed on to the Board 
of Education for approval.

Collegiate accommodation was the 
headliner on the agenda of the com­
mittee. The committee was notified 
of the rejection of their building pro­
posals to the city council. They were 
also informed that there would be 
increases in enrolment at the south 
and east collegiates. In South Lon­
don the increase would amount to 
at least 60 students. Trustee Mrs J. 
I. A. Hunt opposed the scheme of 
annexing the library room at Victoria 
school and another room for collegiate 
purposes. It wasn’t fair to the public 
school students to crowd them out. 
At the same time Mrs. Hunt opposed 
the scheme of permitting collegiate 
students to remain in such buildings 
as they were now accommodated.

Broaches Platoon System.
Here Mrs. Hunt broached the pla­

toon system for high school pupils. 
"Send some to school at 8 o'clock in 
the morning and have them study 
until a quarter to one," she offered. 
"Send the other halt of the students 
to school in the afternoon."

On the grounds that the efficiency 
and health of the individual pupils

in abeyance The matter of securing 
a public hall license for the Central 
Collegiate was left over for Principal 
Miller to report on

Principal Miller brought in a report 
on the evening matriculation classes 
conducted last winter. In these 
.classes 117 students had enrolled,

Nine hundred consumers of hydro­
electric power are affected by a new 
rate which has just been announced 
from the Toronto office. Superin­
tendent R. E. Hughes of the suburban 
district hydro zone was informed 
yesterday by letter that a new rate 
was to go into effect immediately, 
this rate to be a reduction of fifteen 
per cent from the tariff recently an­
nounced. and against which there was 
so much protest.

Last week a delegation from the 
Rase Line road and Brick street dis­
trict went to Toronto to wait on 
department heads. They went to pro­
test the objection of over 100 hydro 
consumers of their district to the 
recently announced rates, which were 
a jump of 100 per cent.

Sign Rate Cards.
At first the delegation believed no 

headway had been made with acting 
department heads at Toronto. They 
returned with reports that little 
satisfaction had been given, and 
under the impression that they must 
sign their new rate cards or power 
would be cut off. Following a meet­
ing of the ratepayers, announcement 
was made yesterday that the 
suburbanites would sign under pro­
test.

However, Superintendent Hughes 
of the suburban hydro system came 
through with the statement shortly 
afterwards that the commission had 
granted a special rate for the London 
suburban district. He announced a 
cut from the new rates of fifteen 
per cent and an additional cut of ten 
per cent on a prompt payment basis. 
This prompt payment rider, however, 
had previously existed.

“This is only the beginning of the 
movement to adjust rates in On- 

|tario." Mr. Hughes declared last 
night. "London has been especially 
considered for this new rate, and 900 
ratepayers will be affected by it."

Remain Organized.
"That’s all right for the present," 

said P. C.’Powell of the Base Line 
road and Brick street ratepayers’ 
executive last night. "It isn’t what 
we wanted but it will help some.”

To complete the wonder of the Empire 
Stadium, at Wembley, the biggest portable organ| 
in the world has been erected in the center of the 
stand opposite the royal box.

Galt, June 23.—Karl K. Homuth, 
the young Labor representative of 
South Waterloo in the Provincial 
Legislature during the regime of the 
Drury administration, today scored 
the greatest triumph of his political 
career, when he defeated the govern­
ment candidate, W. S. Shaw, a 
'prominent farmer of Waterloo Town- 
!ship, by the decisive majority of 
12,665.

On June 25, last year. Homuth was 
elected by a majority of 13, which 
was increased by a recount secured 
by the Conservatives, to 15. But 
later Mr. Homuth was unseated when 
the Conservatives won a protest on 
the grounds of irregularities, with 
the result that this constituency was 
without representation at the recent 
session.

In 1919, Mr. Homuth first entered 
the political arena, and was sent to 
Toronto with a majority of over 
4,000. In 1923, the vote was much 

smaller, and while the public had 
been a pathie in the present campaign, 
nevertheless, the voter made use of 
their franchise, 1,998 more votes being 
cast today than a year ago, and the
