A TRAVELLING REVIVAL.

At the Presiding Elders'Convention, 
held two or three weeks ago in New 
York, the Rev. B. M. Adams, who 
never talks without saying something 
certain to be remembered, avowed his 
conviction that a presiding elder can 
best assist in the promotion of revivals 
by being “a travelling revival” him­
self. An illustration of his meaning 
was drawn from the records of his 
experience. Since he entered upon 
hia work, he set out on one occasion 
from Lake Grove—a place in the 
centre of Long Island—to preach in a 
church about seven miles from there, 
and some miles from another village 
bearing the classic name of Coram. 
His conveyance was a stage, crowded 
with passengers. On reaching the 
church it was found to be closed. No 
sermon had been expected. The ^dis­
appointed stage load started on their 
return. I hie of the passengers re­
marked. “ 1 am disappointed. I ex­
pected to hear the elder preach.” 
“ Yes,” said a bother ; “ I wanted to 
iiear the elder preach. The drinr 
also chimed in with, “ I should like 
to have heard him preach. ’ These 
remarks fell on very heedful ears. 
The owner of those ears had been 
wont to preach in special circutu 
stances. The tail of a cart, the top 
of a stone wall, the body of a carriage, 
had served as his pulpit on s-vera! 
occasions. Could he not preach in a 
moving stage ' A hy, yes ! “The 
stage dries not make much nois- in 
running, and if you like I il j u-hc'i

now. ’ The proposition instantly 
received a unanimous vote. The ser­
mon began. Stage and sermon went 
on together. It was a memorable time. 
The voice of the orator has a sonorous 
roll, broken by an occasional explus- 
sion, and reminds the hearer of the 
rapid passage of a laden truck over an 
indifferently paved street. The 
scattered dwellers on and near the 
highway heard its thunderous caden­
ces, and wondered what it could be.
It had somewhat of an awesome sound 
in the stilly night, and predisposed its 
hearers to surrender at following pro­
tracted meetings. Bat that was not*11 
it did. The Spirit of God spoke through 
it to the heart of a woman who was 
settled on the back seat of the stage.
“ Hallelujah I I have found Him,’’ 
she shouted, as the light broke upon 
her mind, and the peace of God 
flowed into her heart. “ Amen ! 
said the “ travelling revival” to this 
grateful interruption. All hearts 
were stirred and could not separate 
when home was reached without a 
meeting for prayer and praise. That 
converted woman has since been a 
singular p iwer for good in all that 
region.

Bishop Fowler, whose repertory of 
anecdote is remarkably full, adduced 
another illustration of the “travelling 
revival" in the person of Rev. James 
F. Wilbur, of the Oregon Conference. 
When that devoted servant of Christ 
sailed for his distant field of labor, he 
had to double Cape Horn. Seven 
long months were consumed in the 
voyage. In three months he had 
preached to the sailors, rejoiced over 
the conversion of some, received them 
on probation, watched over them with 
pastoral solicitude, and received them 
into full membership. These are good 
examples of “travelling revival” that 
every bishop, presiding elder, preach­
er, and member of the church ought 
to be.

I hesitated 
tor a moment as to which of the 
two paths I would take, and was 
about to take the precipitous one, 
when I was startled by hearing a 
little voice UTouting, “ Father, 
take the safest path, for I am fol­
lowing you.” On looking down, 
I saw that my little boy had dis­
covered my absence, and followed 
me. He was already a consider­
able distance up the hill, and had 
found the ascent difficult, and 
when he saw me hesitating as to 
which of the paths I should take, 
he revealed himself by the warn­
ing cry. 1 saw at a glance that 
he was in peril at the point he 
had reached, and trembled lest 
his little feet should slip before I 
could get to him. I therefore 
cheered him by calling to him 
that,, j. would como and help him 
directly. I was soon down to 
him, and grasped his little warm 
hand with a joy that every lather 
will understand. I saw that in 
attempting to follow my example 
he had incurred fearful danger, 
and 1 descended,thanking God that 
I had stopped in time to save my 
child from injury or death.

Years have passed since that, 
to mo, memorable morning ; but 
though the danger has passed, 
the little fellow’s cry has never 
left me. It taught me a lesson, 
the full force of which I had never 
known before. It showed mo the 
power of our unconscious in­
fluence, and 1 saw the terrible 
possibility of our leading those 
around ns to ruin, without intend­
ing, or knowing it, and the lesson 
I learned that morning I am anxi­
ous to impress upon those to 
whom my words may come.

Charles Lamb has said that the 
man must be a very bad man, or 
a very ignorant one, who docs 
not make a good resolution on 
NewYear’s Day; and believing that 
my leaders are neither one nor 
the other, I want to show them 
the importance of their re­
solving to he abstainers not only 
for their oun sakes, but especially

for the sake of those around them. 
I want them to listen to the voice 
of the children who are crying to 
them in tones that it would be 
criminal to disregard : “Take 
the safest path, for we are follow­
ing you.”

The Apostle Paul tells us that 
“ no man liveth to himself,’ and 
this solemn truth we should ever 
bear in mind. Those around us 
arc, without an effort on their 
part or ours, constantly being 
moulded and shaped by our ex­
ample. Hence, in spite of our­
selves, we are our brother’s 
keeper ; wo lift him up into 
purity and light, or we can drag 
him down into darkness and de­
spair. This is especially true of 
the children around us. With 
theso our influence is a moral at­
mosphere, affecting them far more 
than wo imagine. Children are 
like the sensitive plates of the 
photographer, and our every look 
and action produces its effect. 
They are also natural imitators, 
and our lives are reproduced in 
theirs. The child of the minister 
will form hie little pulpit, summon 
his congregation, and deliver his 
discourse. The child of the 
smoker will be seen with its mimic 
pipe going through the same per­
formances as the father, while 
the child of the drinker will 
eagerly watch for an opportunity 
to drain the glass from which his 
father has been drinking. Their 
bright sharp eyes watch our 
every motion, in the family, at 
the hearth, and round the table ; 
and though wo are conscious of 
exerting no influence upon thorn, 
our every act and tone sinks into 
their plastic nature, and moulds 
their character for ever. 1/ the 
influence is for evil, no heavenly 
discipline can entirely remove it ; 
and if it is for good, no bad asso­
ciations can entirely effect its de­
struction.

I want my readers to look at 
these solemn facts in their bear­
ing on total abstinence. Our 
children come into the world un­
able to distinguish between good 
and evil, especially as to their 
daily life. We have to teach 
them what “to eat, drink, and 
avoid.” In some cases there is 
perplexity in this ; there are 
physical peculiarities that make 
•‘one man’s food another man’s 
poison.” It is not so, however, 
in the use of intoxicating drink. 
Here all is plain.

There are but two paths before 
us. They must either drink or 
abstain. The children have no 
means apart from us, of knowing 
which path to take ; they both 
appear to be equally safe and 
proper ; the more so as they see 
wise and good men wallch^in 
both paths. They must make a 
choice, and having faith in our 
wisdom and our love, they prac­
tically turn to us and ask, Which 
path shall I take ? We must an­
swer, and answer in a way that 
the children cannot misunder­
stand. With our lips we may re­
commend the path of abstinence, 
but our true answer will be our 
own conduct. Actions speak 
louder than words. Drinking a 
single glass of wine in the pre­
sence of the children will influence 
them far more than your teaching, 
however forcible or eloquent it 
it may be. And the wiser ana 
holier you are, the more important 
it is that the voice of your lives 
should point in the right direction. 
Everybody now knows that ab­
stinence is the path of safety, and 
that drinking is the path of dan­
ger. That the one is the broad, 
winding, slippery path by which 
every drunkard has reached the 
region of despair. That multi­
tudes have cursed the day they 
entered it, and with earnest en­
treaty have besought their child­
ren to avoid it. That the other 
is plain and safe, leading to health, 
intelligence, virtue, and religion. 
That multitudes of those that are 
treading it, thank God they ever 
entered it, and earnestly urge 
those they love to tread it also.

These paths are open before us 
on this blessed New Year’s Day. 
We have the terrible power of 
choice. Wo cannot move without 
affecting others. The children, 
in their innocence and weakness, 
are following us, “ though with 
unequal step,” and are crying to 
us, “ Take the safest path, for we 
are following you.” Parents, 
teachers, citizens, Christians, 
ministers of the Gospel,hear their 
cry. It is possible that, as in my 
case when climbing the mountain, 
your head may be so steady, and 
your foot so firm, that you, like 
many others, may tread the dan­
gerous path without falling. But 
what of the children that are fol­
lowing you ? Can you guarantee

that their heads will be as steady 
and their feet as firm as yours ? 
And if not, then it may como to 
pass that though loving the child­
ren tenderly, and striving most 
earnestly in other ways to pro­
mote their welfare, your example 
may be the stumbling block over 
which they shall fall into present 
and eternal ruin. Wo are respon­
sible to God for our example, and 
in the great day we must meet 
the results of even our unconsci­
ous influence. I am personally 
prepared to meet the results of my 
total abstinence, but I dare not 
meet the results of my drinking, 
however moderately. D ire you ? 
In the decision to which you come 
to-day take in the whole case. If 
you drink you may gratify habit, 
appetite, ani custom ; you may 
produce a momentary flnv of ani- 

I mal spirits, and even fancy that 
you derive a little physical advan­
tage. Having said this, I think I 

! have said all that can possibly be 
said in favor of drinking ; and I 
think you willl see that you have 

, only selfish reasons for continuing 
to practice it : your own comfort, 
your own pleasure, and health. 
If, on the contrary, you resolve to 
abstain, you will see that your 
reasons will be noble, generous, 
and Christian. You avoid the 
“appearance of evil ; you will 
pursue a course of self-denial ; 
your example will be one that all 
can safely imitate. When you 
leave a home, or company, you 
will have r.o misgivings as to the 
influence you have exerted. No 
man to whom drink is a tempta­
tion will be able to make your 
one glass an excuse for his two 
glasses. No victim who is endea­
voring to escape from his beset- 
ment will be thrown back by 
your example ; and whatever may 
be the future of the young people 
around you, they will never be 
aide to charge you with having 
led them astray.

Dr. Lyman Beecher has well 
said, “ It is not enough to erect 
the flag ahead to mark the spot 
where the drunkard dies. It must 
bo planted at the entrance of the 
course, proclaiming in waving, 
This is the tray to death! If we 
cannot stop men at the beginning, 
wo cannot separate between that 
and the end. He that lets strong 
drink alone is safe, and only he.” 
—Methodist Temperance Magazine.

BABES OF HE A VKff.
There are some infants who 

seem destined for heaven from 
their birth. Over these the 
mother may smile, and weep, and 
watch the fragile beauty of cheek 
and brow in vain.

Old and learned doctors may 
stand beside their little couches 
and count the quick beating pulse; 
they cannot stop the steady foot­
steps of death—they cannot wave 
him back, that angel-warden of 
heaven. Something is written in 
the blue eyes, the gentle smile, 
that mortals may never interpret; 
for them the tiny head-stones 
stand in niches, fresh from the 
graver’s hands. For them the 
little marble urns are already 
sculptured, and sweet spots in 
burial grounds lie waiting. Hug 
it ever so closely to the fond 
bosom, the favored immortal is 
ever in the hands of the angels, 
and they will claim it.

I have known a few such 
children. I remember, as I write, 
a sweet sister, who came when 
the bird pipes his first May song. 
For fifteen bright months she was 
spared to earth, but all who saw 
her gave ominous shakes of the 
head, and some said, even with 
tears, “ She will die.”

Of all infant singers, none 
heard I ever sing like her. From 
morning till night,, from her 
twelfth month, her sweet, clear 
voice rang through the house.

acts 20: 2-16.

fhoee parts—Those cities of Mace­
donia where he had founded churches, 
namely, Philippi, and Thessalonica, 
and Berea. It was at this time that 
Paul preached the Gospel in the j 
neighborhood ot Illyrieum. Exhor- 
iation—The word in the original has 
the mingled senses of consolation and 
exhortation, which were alike remem- 1 
bered in the apostle’s preaching, as 
they should be in all Christian dis­
courses. And there.—He went to 
Corinth, where disorders in the 
Church required his careful manage­
ment. At Corinth he met Gaius, 
Erastus and Timothy, if he had not 
already met the latter on the way. 
His work jnst now was not to evan­
gelize, but to direct the energies ot 
the growing Church. Jews laid wait. 
Some think they laid wait for him to 
rob him of the money he he was car­
rying to Jerusalem tor the relief of 
the poor saints there ; but considering 
how very spiteful the Jews were 
against him, I suppose they thirsted 
more for his blood than for his mon­
ey. ilia work in Greece was done,

Thn-c acromg/anied him,—He was 
carrying up a large sum in trust lor 
the chin dies of Judea, and he sought 
to avoid even tlie suspicion of the 
malversations which the tongue of 
slanderers was ready to impute to 
him 3 Cor. 8 ; 20. 21. Represen­
tatives were accordingly chosen from 
the leading churches, who, acting as 
it were, as auditors of his accounts, 
would bo witnesses that all was right. 
Into Asia—It is to be remembered 
that Asia in the New Testament de­
notes, not the whole continent, but 
the province of Asia Minor bordering 
on the Ægean Sea. Sojiater—the son 
of Pyrrhus ; but no such person is 
mentioned elsewhere in the New 
Testament. Aristarchus—A Thessa- 
lonian, who had been in peril at 
Ephesus. Acts 19: 29. Probably 
one of the wealthier converts, tor he 
was aide to be absent from home in 
attendanco on the apostle for three 
years. Aristarchus was by his side 
during the shipwreck, and was in 
such close fellowship during his im­
prisonment that Paul calls him “ my 
lellow prisoner.” Col. 4:10. And 
Secundus—of whom nothing else is 
known, Gains is described as of 
Derbe, in Lvcaonia, to distinguish 
him trom Gaius ot Macedonia, men­
tioned in Acts 19: 29. Tychicus stood 
very high in Paul’s estimation : “a 
beloved brother and faithful minis­
ter.” Eph. 6: 21; Col. 4 : 7. Trophi­
mus—A Gentile and an Ephesian, 
whose going on to Jerusalem gave 
occasion to the apprehension ot the 
apostle. Acts 21: 22 ; 2 Tim. 4: 20. 
The sudden change to the first person 
plural in the next verse reminds us 
that the name of Luke has to be added 
to the list ot Paul’s companions. For 
us—Almost imperceptibly does the 
blessed evangelist glide into Paul’s 
company, and how unobtrusively 
does he intimate his own fellowship 
in labor and suffering with him I

Where we abode seven days—It lies 
on the surlace that the motive for this 
stay was to keep the Lord’s day, (the 
name was probably already current : 
see Rev. 1: 10), and to partake with 
the Church of what, even before the 
date ot this journey, Paul bad al­
ready spoken of as the word’s Sup­
per. 1 Cor. 11: 20. Upon the first 
day of tlfe week—We here observe the 
first trace of the observance of Sun­
day which the history ot the Church 
exhibits. It appears that this was a 
stated day and hour for Christian as­
semblies, not perhaps without some 
reference to the fact mentioned by 
John (20: 19) concerning the first 
Lord’s day ot the Christian Chnrch. 
When the disciples came together—Tney 
were, therefore, not convoked by 
Paul, but had assembled in ordinary 
course, and that for the celebration 
either of the eucharist, or the meal 
then commonly known as the love- 
feast. To break bread—In the East 
bread is never cut with a knife, but 
always broken with the hand ; hence 
k> “ break bread” is in Oriental lan­
guage, the same as to eat. In the 
New Testament usage it generally 
indicates the observance ot the Lord's 
Supper, unsually in connection with 
the agajxe, or love leasts, which were 
a prominent feature in the social ser­
vices of the apostolic churches. See 
1 Cor. 11: 20, etc.

In the upiter chamber—We learn 
lrorn verse*9!that it was on the third 
floor ot the house. In the high, nar­
row streets ot Eastern towns the up­
per story is oiten chosen for social or 
devotional purposes, partly as more 
removed from the noise ot tho street, 
partly’ as giving access to the root ot 
the house. Such a room in a good 
sized house might will hold two or 
three hundred people. Sat in a win­
dow—blot a window in our sense, but 
a large unglazed opening, having 
latticed doors, which atthe time were 
wide open because ot the numbers 
present. Young man named Futychus 
—He was a youthful convert, unac­
customed to so late an hour, and not 
perhaps ol a sufficiently matured un­
derstanding to follow the masterly 
but sometimes difficult reasoning ot 
ot the apostle. Sunk doom with 
shj,- His head gradually sank down 
on his breast, and at last he fell with 
a rush aud a cry trom the third story 
into the court-yard beneath. His life 
is in him— It was not until Paul’s mira­
culous embrace that it became true 
that his life was in him. The words 
“ his life is in him” no more inti

mate that Entychus had not been 
dead than do the words of our Sav­
our, “ The damsel "is not dead but 
sleepeth,” that the daughter of Jairus 
was not actually dead.

CARE OF CLOTHING.

The New York Tribuns has some 
sensible remarks on the care ot cloth­
ing. “ Spots of grease may be re­
moved from coloied silks by putting 
on them raw starch made into a paste 
with water. Dust is best removed 
from silk by a soit flannel, trom vel­
vet with a brush made especially for 
the purpose. If hats and bonnets 
when taken from the head are brush­
ed and put away in boxes and covered 
up, instead ot being laid down any­
where, they will last tresh for a long 
time. Shawls and all the articles 
that may be folded should be folded 
when taken from the person, in their 
original creases, and laid away, 
Cloaks should be hung up in place, 
gloves pulled out lengthwise, wrap­
ped in tissue paper, and laid away ; 
laces smoothed out nicely and folded 
if requisite, so that they will come 
out of the box^new and tresh when 
needed again. A strip ot old black 
broadcloth four or five inches wide, 
rolled up tightly and sewed to keep 
the roll in place, is better than a 
sponge or cloth for cleaning black or 
dark colored clothes. Whatever lint 
comes from it in rubbing is black, 
and does not show.

Unbridled license, or con­
stant checking will ruin the temper and 
disposition of any child ; but sympathy 
for, and patience with their desire 
to find themselves amusement, will 
lead any housekeeper to put up with 
a good deal of annoyance from them.

The only way to keep the gingor 
snaps made by the following recipe 
is to put them under lock and key : 
Heat to boiling one cup ol shortening 
(which may be halt butter and half 
clarified beet drippings, or all butter 
if preferred), one cup of molasses, 
two cups ot brown sugar, one table 
gpoonlul of cinnamon, and one scant 
table-spoonful ot soda ; take from the 
stove, beat well, then add two eggs 
and flour enough to make stiff 
dough. It will take about six enps 
ot flour to make the mixture roll 
out well. Roll them very thin, and 
cut with a cake cutter, baking on but­
tered tins in a quick oven.

The General Conference Committee 
met in Toronto last Friday. Dr. Inch 
was present from the Maritime Prov­
inces, but Book-room business pre­
vented the Rev. S. F. Huestia from 
going. The Committee had the 
advantage of the presence of several 
Presidents of Annual Conferences and 
other prominent ministers. An im­
portant subject for discussion was the 
necessity of meeting a heavy and 
pressing debt on several churches in 
tne West. The Committee, after 
careful consideration, deemed it beat 
to appoint the Rev. J. A. Williams, 
D. d., to take the position of General 
Superintendent, vacant through the 
death of Dr. Rioe, two members only 
dissenting from this conclusion.

PROHIBITION AMONG OUR 
NEIGHBORS.

A long lease of power has some­
times rendered a political party sadly 
intolerant An illnstration of this fact 
is afforded among our neighbors^by the 
treatment of the Prohibition party at 
the hands of the Republicans. The 
most damaging slanders have been 
circulated and quietly nailed, and 
yet, as the Independent remarks, 
“ one would think St. John a thief 
or a murderer.” He is persecut­
ed and treated almost as badly as Gar­
rison,Phillips and theTappans were for 
denouncing slavery forty years ago.” 
To the hanging in effigy of St. John 
and the circulation of the basest slan­
ders, are being added certain acts 
altogether unworthy the citizens of a 
free country, if it be true, as is pub­
licly asserted, that several Chicago 
firms have vented their spleen by dis­
charging all prohibitionists from their 
employ.

In consequence of the reiteration of 
the charges that the Prohibition cam­
paign was carried on by funds furnish­
ed by Democrats, the general finan­
cial agent of the former party has 
published a statement testifying that 
the expenses of the campaign were 
furnished wholly by Prohibitionists 
who have not been “ carpet knights” 
in the war against alcohol, but who 
have given time and treasure to every 
temperance plan that has come in 
their way. It is too true that “ a 
lie will travel half way round the 
world while truth ia getting ita boots 
on," but a day of justification is sure 
to come to every cause which is that 
of God and humanity. In a published 
reply to malicious statements 8k John 
quaintly says : “ The campaign for 
1888 haa already begun and the warfare 
against the liquor traffic will be vigor­
ously prosecuted. The political party 
that stands in the way of this" move­
ment will get hurt.’’

While some conscientious temper­
ance men thought it unwise to 
vote for prohibition, and some sadly 
disappointed Republicans are as­
serting that the prohibition vote has 
set back the cause of temperance 
twenty years, the liq uor dealers take 
no sudh view ot the situation. In 
■peaking of the vote for prohibition, 
the Champion, the organ of the Li­
quor Dealers’ Association, said of it 
after the election :

What of it ? What is that to the 
liquor trade f It is exactly what the 
tiring of the first cannon of Fort Sum­
ter, on the 12th of April, 1801, was 
to the United States Government—a 
solemn, forcible, defiant declaration 
of war, by the simultaneous opening 
of hostilities. There is no backing 
out now for either side. The Prohi­
bitionists have shown at this election 
that they are now enlisted for the 
war to its bitter end. They propose to 
crush the liquor traffic out of existence, 
by fair méans or foul, and they have 
good reason for being sanguine of suc­
cess. . . . Saloon keepers, liquor 
dealers, brewers, distillers, beware !

Consolidation is again in the air,but 
in no serious aspect. It is easy on 
paper to trot certain professors off to 
some central spot, and to assign this 
college to agriculture, that to the 
education of ladies and another to 
some philanthropic object, but in such 
schemes no note is taken of vested 
interests or of the intentions of the 
testators and living donors to whom 
the existence of these colleges is due.

Whatever some Methodists may be 
driven by stress of circumstances to 
do in relation to the education of 
their children,we believethat as a body 
Provincial Methodists are yet true 
to the principle of higher education 
under religious auspices. In the Cen­
tennial Conference just held at Balti­
more no discordent no.e was heard 
from our American brethren. They 
stand where they have always stood 
on this qui tion. They sound no note 
of retreat, bat urge only a more rapid 
advance. In speaking upon college 
consolidation the other day in St. 
John, N. B., a leading Presbyterian 
minister, Dr. Macrae, claimed that 
college consolidation was not at pres­
ent feasible, since scattered colleges 
were certain to draw students from 
their immediate locality and by this 
means young men were obtained for 
the ministry who would not have en­
tered college and studied. This rea­
son is not without weight, but there 
are others, having refereneo to the 
laity as well as to the ministry, which 
have ever influenced Methodists, and 
whichietrongly influence them to day.

In the brief review of some new 
book, <>ur neighbor, the Presbyterian 
H’ïfui'.s#,remarks :

The story is intended to illustrate 
the disastrous consequences of an in­
sinuating, half-concealed, half-revealed 
agnosticism in religion. Infidelity 
may be propagated without any direct 
attack upon the faith. Hint your 
djubts and uncertainties, sneer at 
miracles, warmly recommend some 
infidel book, encourage fault-finding 
with all Christian institutions, and 
the result will perhaps astonish you. 
The physician, the teacher, the Col­
lege Professor, the newspaper Editor 
may do much to sap the faith of the 
young without ever wearing the 
badge of open unbelief.

These are forcible words. Our 
neighbor evidently sees danger not 
far off There are men to-day who 
tarry on the outskirts of our churches 
because of influences which beeet 
them in youth and now so hamper 
them that they cannot break looae 
from them. It is a thousand pities 
that any Christian parent should 
place bis son where in the search for 
preparation for this world's service he 
would be rendered unlikely ever to 
give to a Redeemer that trust which 
divine revelation again and again as­
serts to be the one indispensable 
condition of eternal life. The agnos­
ticism of our day is worse than 
downright infidelity. It sets common- 
sense at nought as well as revelation. 
In too many cases state colleges have 
offered an easy opportunity for the 
spread of doubt and unbelief. In 
view of this fact Methodism will be 
stow to give up any place of higher 
education, the standing of whose 
governors shall afford a reasonable 
guarantee for care in the selection of 
professors and teachers. Such a 
guarantee cannot be reasonably ex­
pected from the governor of any 
state or secular university. A minis­
ter placed at its head gives no assur­
ance of the orthodoxy of all its 
professors. It is to be feared that 
this point receives little attention 
from certain enthusiastic friends of 
higher education.

Spiritual safety involves cost, and 
the expenditure of money on institu­
tions which shall protect the religious 
life of oar youth while they aid their 
mental development is one of its most 
noble uses. Last week we spoke of the 
money expended by the Methodists of 
the United States in support of 
religious colleges. We are happy to 
be able to add a statement of the 
work in this direction from the lips of 
so good an authority as Bishop War­
ren, of the Methodist Episcopal 
Church of that country. Hi» words 
will show that our neighbors are 
willing to pay for safer education.

the Independent with 5,000. Other 
Methodist bodies did not participate. 
The delegates, part of whom were 
laymen, were appointed on the basis 
of two for every 15,000 communi­
cants. Of the opening the Iintependent 
remarks :*

There was little enough of pagean­
try» of ceremonial, >>f impressive 
forms in the opening of the Methodist 
Conference. Its preliminary meeting 
was in a plain, square structure,stand­
ing on the site on whiclVj in an humble 
chapel, the Conference assembled a 
hundred years ago and gave organic 
life to American Methodism. There 
was no procession ; there were Inshops 
but no miters, ministers but no vest­
ments, a communion of bread and 
wine but no Mass. And yet so Idotn 
has there been a more impressive 

j meeting. The large edifice was filled.
! Bishops, ministers and laymen sat 
! together as delegates, knelt side by 
side at the simple communion service, 
and black and white, male and female 
rtcuved the emblems without distinc­
tion or discrimination. Probably 
Baltimore never witnessed a more 
impressive scene. On the platform as 
speakers of the evening were repre­
sentatives of Northern, Southern, 
Canadian and Colored branches. A 
bishop of the Church North delivered 
the address of welcome, an honored 
minister of the Church South and a 
black man made the speeches in re­
sponse, and the audience, with the 
old time freedom and in the old time 
Methodiat spirit, interjected the fre­
quent and fervent Amen.

The same paper says :

One of the most pleasing and sig­
nificant features of the Conference is 
its unbroken harmonv. For the first 
time on American soil since the great 
disruption of 1884 the two chief 
Methodist bodies of the United States 
meet together in Conference. Ten 
years ago this might not have been 
possible. The bitternesses of the past 
are buried. In perfect fellowship they 
come together to commemorate their 
common origin, and the black man is 
welcomed to the circle. On Thursday 
a colored bishop presided, flanked on 
one side by » white secretary of the 
Church South, and on the other by 
another of the Northern Church, 
while a third secretary represented one 
of the African Churches.

Of the assembled ministers and 
laymen the Christian Advocate re­
marks :

All professions are here—the mer­
chant, the farmer, the manufacturer, 
•it near the educator, the lawyer, the 
minister, the physician, the editor, 
and the banker. Few very young 
men are among the delegates. Yet 
many who are not past middle life are 
here. There is no lack of tire or 
fancy.

But the one grand impressive fact 
is that American Methodism is here I 
They have come from the East and 
the West, and the North and the 
South, to the spot where the Metho­
dist Church was born, and are sitting 
together in heavenly peace in Christ 
Jesus.

Is there in all Methodism a soul 
that does not gaze with emotion and 
reverence upon the scene ! If there 
be, let him take himself to fasting and 
prayer. “ Ezekiel and I,” said 
Daniel Webster, “ have not always 
agreed ; but when he and 1 meet, 
brother meets brother. ”

The celebration will not be a mere 
jubilee of self-gratulation. Gravity, 
depth, and candor mark many of the 
speeches, and the esprit de corps of the 
Methodist Communion will be stren­
gthened. Fraternity with individual 
liberty will be promoted. The causes 
of permanent success will be empha­
sized. The perils which lie in the 
path of Methodism will be made 
obvious to all. The new century will 
begin in hope and faith, but not with­
out solicitude.

6 : 18, 
Being then made free from sin. Now 
perfection means fullness of the per­
son or thing according to its nature 
and capacity. It says nothing of what 
the being may be under other circum­
stances. Christian perfection there­
fore is experienced by the saints on 
earth whenever they are dead to sin. 
They at that time have no love to it, 
and it has no power over them to in­
fluence their conduct. Now the 
Apostle says, “ And they that are 
Christ's have crucified the flesh with 
the affections and lusts.’’ This ought 
to have weight with those who think 
it impossible for any one to obey all 
God’s commands. He says it has ac­
tually been done, and therefore 1 do 
not think 1 am “ swayed by fancy 
rather than failli"’ when I believe that 
a Christian can be perfectly freed 
from sm, and this certainly makes 
me “possess some” very “ happy 
feelings. "

They 
are swayed by fancy rather than 
faith, and like Paul modern Christians 
must not follow cunningly devised 
fables, but exhort all to go on unto 
perfection, and notmiagir.e themselves 

, perfect simply because they possess 
some happy feelings.’’

On this I make the statement that 
the admission that “ we ought to be 
perfect as our Father in heaven is 

I perfect” is equal to saying that per- 
I faction is attainable in this life, because 
| I believe that every command which 
| God has given to men can be fulfilled 
I by them in this life. I am of the 
opinion that He gives us no command 
which ' he expects us only to fulfill 
after we get to heaven. 1 quote a few 
passages in this connexion: “ Let 
this mind be in you. which was also 
in Christ Jesus,” Phil. 2 • 5. “ Let
us therefore as many as be perfect 
be thus minded,” Phil. 3 : 15. As 
obedient children not fashioning your­
selves according to the former lusts in 
vour ignorance. But as he which 
hath called you is holy, so be ye 
holy in all manner of conversation ; 
because it is written ‘ be ye holy, for 
I am holy,’ ” 1 Pet. 1 : 14-16. “ Be
ye therefore perfect, even as your 
Father which la in heaven is perfect,” 
Mat. 5 : 48. Alao Rom. 12 : 1.

How would this be received as the 
interpretation of Rom. 6 : 11, “Like­
wise reckon ye also yourselves to be 
dead indeed unto ain but alive unto 
God through Jesus Christ our Lord,” 
after we get to heaven ? “ Let not
sin therefore reign in your mortal 
body that ye should obey it in the 
lusts thereof,” after this mortal pots 
on immortality f O, says one, what 
nonsense !

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THE RELATION OF CHILDREN 
TO CHRIST.

A* ESSAY R1AD BY THE RET. W. DOB­
SON, AT THE 8T. JOHN* DISTRICT

BUNDAY-8CHOOL CONVENTION,
AND PUBLISHED IN AC­

CORDANCE WITH THE 
VOTE OF THAT 

CONVENTION.

These are the days of Sabbath- 
echools. No age has witnessed such 
aetivity in this department of Chris­
tian work as the present. Thediffer- 
ent denominations appear to have 
unanimously adopted the motto—
“ All the children for Christ.” In 
Tiew of these facts the question 
forces itself upon us, What relation 
do the children bear to Christ ? Are 
they born into the world in a saved 
Condition, and consequently mem­
bers of His Church, or are they 
unsaved, and as such exposed to 
eternal wrath 7 Which ever way we 
decide this question, our teachings, 
both in tlie family and the Sabbath- 
schools, will be greatly influenced 
thereby.

We take the position in this paper, 
that through the atonement of 
Christ and the Spirit of God, all 
Children are born into this wyrld in a 
saved condition, and are, therefore, 
members of Christ’s Church. This 
position we shall endeavour to es­
tablish, in the following manner :

In our Lord’s discussion with 
Nicodemus, he told that ruler of the 
Jews, “ Except a man be born 
again, he cannot see the Kingdom of 
God.” I take the phrase, ‘‘Kingdom 
of God,” to mean Christ's spiritual 
kingdom on earth. It is worthy ol 
notice that in this and the parallel 
passage of the same chapter, our 
Lord does not use the Greek word 
for mab, either in its generic or 
specific form, but the indefinite pro 
■Qun — anyone — which refers to 
ever) individual of the species, 
about which the affirmation is made, 
man and woman, infant and idiot.

By these texts the entire race ap­
pears to be divided into two distinct 
classes, vis., those who are within 
4he kingdom of God and consequent­
ly regenerated, and those who are 
without the kingdom and necessarily 
unsaved. This division seems to be 
in harmony with our own ideas of 
the fitness of things ; for as we 
|nd it impossible to think of a 
human soul as being in a 
regenerated and unregenerated 
state at one and the same time, so 
we cannot conceive of an intermed­
iate, or third class, in which to place 
any member of the human family, 
whether infant or idiot. We must 
therefore think of children as be­
longing to one of the above named 
classes, either the regenerated or 
the unregenerated.

If they are to be classed with the 
unifcenerated, they ars manifestly 
ou^me of the kingdom of God, 
for Christ has said, “Except a man,” 
that is anyone, “ be born of water 
and of the Spirit be cannot enter 
the kingdom of God. While occu­
pying this position we cannot look 
upon them as being in a state of 
justification, for a justification with­
out regeneration would be no justifi­
cation at all. To be justified, 
»ay the Minutes of the English 
Methodist Cbnterence for 1744, is to 
be pardoned and received into God’s 
favor, into such a relation that if we 
continue therein, we shall be finally 
saved. Or, as stated by Dr. Bunting 
ia his sermon on justification, it is 
to be clear, absolved and released 
from various penal evils, and es­
pecially from the wrath of God and 
the liability to eternal death. It is 
to he adopted into the family of God. 
This last definition of justification , 
it will be observed, brings the indi­
vidual right into the family of God ; 
or in other words it puts him within 
the kingdom of Christ. According 
to the above definition, il children 
be not in the fajnily of God, in vir­
tue of justification, they are ex­
posed to the wrath of God, and 
liable to, and miilty of eternal 
death. Ami as ire have no warrant 
from Scripture to lead ns to believe 
that GW bestows any grace upon the 
dying child which He withholds from 
the living, we must therefore con# 
elude that all children dying in un 
conscious infancy are eternally lost.

If the above reasoning be correct, 
its converse must also be true, viz., 
that if children be within the king­
dom of God, their justification and 
regeneration are assured, for our 
Lord has said that except a man be 
born again he cannot see the king­
dom of God. It is a moral imposai 
bility that such a thing should occur 
N< umegenerated and unjustified 
soul, no matter what its intellect­
ual peculiarities, ever did or ever 
can cross that line. But children 
have Crossed it, they are within the 
kingdom already, on Christian 
authority—“ Seller the little child­
ren to come unto me and forbid 
them not, for of such is the kingdom 
of God.” Mark 10 : 14. Not only 
so, but he makes them the standard 
by which adults are measured 
before they are admitted to such 
holy relations—“Except ye he con­
verted and become as little children, 
ye shall not enter into the kingdom 
of heaven.” Doing within the 
kingdom they are, therefore, neces­
sarily justified and regenerated and 
in virtue of these blessings bear the 
same relation to Christ and Ilia 
spiritual Church as do adult be­
lievers while in the exercise of sav­
ing faith.

Let us next inquire at what time 
children become the recipients of 
saving grace.

That all children are bv nature in

the same state as respects moral 
condition, and that all have inherited 
a corrupt and depraved nature from 
Adam, which nature is under the 
curse of the law, we by no means 
intend to deny, but at the moment 
when the period of personal exis­
tence begins, at the moment when 
the identity of human being ia es 
tablished, so that it is capable of 
moral happiness or misery, at that j 
moment the soul comes within the 
gracious provisions of the atone­
ment, which secures the uncondi­
tional salvation of all children dying 
in irresponsible infancy. This rela­
tion, as regards the living, remains 
unchanged until the age ol responsi­
bility is reached, when they are able 
to exercise saving faith for them­
selves ; then the state of irresponsi­
ble salvation passes into a state of 
conscious and responsible salvation. 
The atonement, adapted to every 
condition of human being, stands 
ready to meet individual being at its 
very first inception. Human being 
first exists within its provisions. It 
could not exist tor a moment outside 
of them. It is at this point of 
existence where the atonement first 
takes effect. It is here where the 
free gift which came upon all men, 
unto justification of life, is first felt; 
and where the effect of the atone 
ment, technically called regeneration, 
becomes a fact in individual being. 
This last mentioned effect of the 
atonement is not, perhaps, a regen­
eration, in the strict sense of that 
word. To regenerate _ is, to some 
extent, to reproduce the same 
substance. But it does not appear 
to us that the soul of man can ever 
be regenerate or born again.

The human soul, in itself, is an 
entity and always remains intact, no 
matter what its moral condition 
may be ; but the soul inherits a cor­
rupt and depraved nature from 
Adam, which nature is under the 
curse of the law and always will be 
until it is finally destroyed. Thus 
we are born in sin and shapen in in­
iquity. At the moment the soul, 
by the consent of the will, embraces 
this nature, and brings itself into 
sympathy and harmony with it, that 
moment the soul brpags itself under 
all its condemnation. If it were not 
for the atonement of Christ we 
would not only be born in sin and 
shapen in iniquity, but we would be 
born in/perfect sympathy and har­
mony with our sinful nature, and 
consequently under all its condem­
nation. But at the same point of 
existence where the soul inherits 
the Adamic nature, and simultane­
ously with it, a divine nature from 
above is infused into the soul, by 
the Holy Spirit, freeing the will and 
bringing the soul into harmony with 
this divine nature, and out from un­
der the condemnation of the old. It 
is at this point-where;the will is freed 
and the soul brought into harmony 
with the divine nature—that the 
child is, what we call, justified and 
regenerated, or born from above. If, 
on reaching the age of responsibility, 
the child, by an act of the will, or 
rather by continuous acts of the 
will, embraces his carnal nature and 
8Ô sympathizes with it, as to draw 
all his inspirations therefrom, he 
embraces in that act all the condem­
nation resting upon that nature. He 
has by deliberate choice claimed it 
as bis own and in so doing he has 
fallen from grace ; and in order to 
be sa red alter such a choice, he 
must be boro again. On the other 
hand, if he embrace the divine na­
ture with all its consequences, he 
will grow up in the fear and admo­
nition of the Lord, not knowing
when he was born from above, and 
if he continue to live under its in­
fluence the nature which has been 
derived from Adam will gradually

frow weaker until às he grows older, 
e will through divine grace be en­

abled to nail it to the cross, and say 
with the Apostle Paul, “I am 
crucified with Christ, nevertheless I 
live, yet not I, but Christ liveth in 
me.

One brother, the 
next morning after receiving the 
baptism, went to his minister, who 
was known to be opposed to the 
doctrine, and told him what God 
bad done for him. The minister 
was deeply affected whilst they wept 
and prayed together,and subsequent­
ly the minister exhorted his people 
to seek like precious faith. A lady 
told a similar experience. A Baptist 
brother told how his minister had 
called on him and endeavored to 
persuade him against the doctrine, 
and how he had replied to him that 
it was no use ; it had been made so 
clear to him that he had sought and 
obtained it and could not be argued 
out of it. An infidel, who immedi­
ately sought the second blessing as 
a distinct work to be obtained in­
stantaneously by faith, ten dave 
after his conversion received in the 
presence of the people a wonderful 
baptism, and has since given such 
dear testimony of having found a 
short way from Egypt to Canaan 
that no one doubts his words. He is 
an educated and intelligent young 
man and bids fair to be useful in 
the Master’s cause. —

Mr. A. Hartt, who after the close 
of the convention took charge of the 
meetings, is a pretty singer and a 
wonderfully powerful man in prayer 
and exhortation, but in sermonising 
he shews a want of preparation, ana 
when he launches his denunciations 
against the sins of the Church of to­
day he is in danger of being misun­
derstood, and of being regarded as 
seeking to pull down rather than to 
build up ; but no one denies that he 
is thoroughly in earnest as he insists 
on the necessity of being made pure 
in heart and right with God as the 
absolute prerequisite to usefulness 
and the only preventive to back­
sliding.

Yesterday a meeting was held at 
the hall, when it was decided to hold 
a weekly holiness meeting, led by 
one of the brethren in the enjoy­
ment of the experience.

“ One of the Holiness Brethren ” 
writes from St. John, under date of 
Dec. 16th :

The Holiness meetings in Berry­
man’s Hall were brought to a close 
last night. They have been in 
every respect a great success : al­
though no accurate account baa been 
kept, it is estimated that over two 
hundred persons have professed 
conversion, and over fifty entire 
sanctification. The manner in 
which many comparatively poor, as 
well as others in better circum­
stances, came forward to aid the 
work financially was exceedin 
gratifying. Some went to 
evangelists and unsolicited placed 
their donations in their hands, while 
others gave to the committee, so 
at the close of the meeting last 
night the treasurer, after paying all 
expenses incurred, over $600, had 
ouite a respectable sum in hand to 
divide among the laborers. Berry­
man’s Hall will hereafter be a place 
sacred in the memory of many who 
passed through this remarkable re­
vival. Said a lady last night as she 
took the writer’s hand, “ThankGod 
we do not we leavethis hall as we en­
tered it, but many of us are made 
new creatures in Christ Jesus.”

H. N. Brown, of 
Connecticut, a physical dwarf but a 
man of much moral and intellectual 
power. Among the several good

days she lingered after that, amid 
severe pain and excessive weakness, 
she still unwaveringly witnessed of 
her faith in Jesus.

KHARTOÜM.

Khartoum is the subject of an in­
teresting and competent article in 
the Neuchâtel Religious Journal. In 
time of peace it has had a population 
of some fifty thousands. This “ city 
of the desert” cannot boast of its 
situation, and, till suitably drained, 
occasional inundations may spread 
the germs of fever. Seen at a dis­
tance, however, it is highly pictur­
esque, with its shining river, its 
minarets, and Government build­
ings ; but those who approach it are 
repelled by bad odours. Its low- 
roofed houses are built of Nile mud 
bricks baked in the sun. There are 
gardens, of different size, growing 
dates, oranges, citron, and the vine, 
together with antiquated means of 
irrigation from the river. The creak­
ing of the water-carts day and night 
makes sleep difficult to all but the 
well accustomed. The denizens are 
of seven races, Egyptians, Arabs, 
Turks, Copts, Syrians, Greeks, and 
Armenians. There are also a few 
Italians, Germans, and French, with 
some missionaries. The winter tem­
perature sinks to 80, the summer 
rises to 100 degrees, making the peo-

Ele indolent, They then lie on their 
acks in the shade, killing flies. 

The school children are much bitten 
about the eyes. Commerce is the 
chief support of the place. All the 
products of Central Africa pass 
through it in exchange for European 
importations or silver. The project 
of a railway waits upon improved 
finances in Egypt. There are mer­
chants enough, so far as that goes ; 
but they prefer money to commerce, 
and it requires all that Baker and 
Gordon can do to keep down the 
slave trade, if ever it be effectually 
stopped. As to missions, the writer 
expresses some hope, that, if peace is 
restored, the already existing sta­
tions will be sufficiently developed 
to prevent the return of a like con­
flict between barbarism and civilisa­
tion.
