pretence, be worn, except when the Men are cngnged in Drill or on
duty. Commanding Otiit -rs will be held personally responsible for

the enforcement of this Order."

His Excellency desires at the same time to acquaint the Officers of
the Volunteer Force, that if any of them desire to wear the Great Coata
issued to the Volunteers, they will be permitted specially to do so

upon paying their value, at the rate of four dollars per Coat, into the
Bank of Upper Canada, to the credit of the Receiver General, for-

warding the" Deposit Receipt " therefor to this Department, through
their Brigade Major,— but it will be necessary in all cases to receive

previous authority for such issues from Head Quarters.
