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'PAUPER IMMIGRATION.

Report of the U, 8. Commimloners to
Seoretary Folger.

‘WasBINGTON, August 6.—The Oothmisslor-
ers of Emigraiion of Now Yotk have made a
report to the actinx Sacretary of the Treasury
1o regard to the remonstranoa of the Britich
Government to the return of several aided
emigrants from lreland on the ground that
they were paupera. The corredpondence on
this subject shows that Minlater Loweall had a
conference with Lord Granville In London
in July last, at whioh the latter produced
letters in regsrd to the cases of Mary Bren
nsn and her daughter, Jobkn and Mary Cli’-
ford and Jobn Sullivan., The following is a
synopsls of these letters :—

To Mary Brenuan her eon Patrick wrifes
from New York, March 16, promlsing & hom?
and to mseet her on arxival.

To John and Mary Clifford Jutter dated 533
Weat Thirty-sixth street, New York, Aprll 26,
from cousin Mary Resrdon, offering employ-
ment in her own houaa,

Lettar to Mary Salllvar, mother of John,
from her daught:r Mary McSweenay, dated
Ceba Fall, Murch 20, ttrongly encouraging
her to come, promisiog her a homse and to
procure employment.

It waa stated that at the conference these
letturs all horo evidences of authentiolty.

Minister Lowell reported the rssalt of his
interview with Lord Granville to the Separt.

the Tsreasury Dopartment for Investigation.
The Sscretary of the Traasury referred all the
pepers in the caseto the Commissioners of
Emigration, and thelr report has jast been
received.

¢ The afidavits state that they have no rela-
tives in the United States willing and able to
ald them, also expressing their wlllingness to
return to'Irelnnd. Thes3 persons were at the
emigrant landing depot, Castle Garden, from
June 24 to June 30, aud their statements wers
published in many newspapers throughoat the
country, yet no one came hers to0 offer them
employment or &« home. They were retnrned to
Ireland at the expense of the steamship com-
pany that brought theng, tn an order from the
collector of the port to the consignees, based on
the report made to him by the Comiaissfoners
of Bmigration to the effect that in thelr opinion
the sald persons were nunable 1o iake care of
themselves without becoming n public charge,
As to the relatives of these persons safid to have
been willlng to take charge of them, wa beg
{o raport that no address 13 given of Yatlriek
Brennan. and we have been nnal'e to find him.
We enclose to you the aflidavit of Detective
Ofcer Groden, 1o the effoot that Mary Reardon
referred 10 does not revide at No. 533 West I'wen-
ty-sixth street, New York, We find no post
office or railroad station named Cuba Falls, but
a desgalch sent to Mary McSweeny, Cuba, Al-
leghany Counly, Ncw York, hag bgen returned
unclialmed.”

“ The afldavit of Mary Brennan says that ehe
arrived at New York on the * Farnessisa,”” June
24, from. Liver) . Her two children were with
her, both of whom were illegiiimate ; that she
has been gn inmate of the workhouse at Cahir.

has no relatives in America.

LEAGUERS AND “LAND
GRABBERS.”

Au agitation Inangarasted against Land
Grabbing i the United Statex—An ex-.
cellont move by the Xrish Natfonal
Leazue of America—The League in
conclave at Coney Island.

New York, August 3,—3everal represer-
tative Itish Natfonalleta and Leaguers went
down to Coney Island, and the Ezecutive
Uommittee of seven of the Irish Nations}
League of America held a secret session at
the Manhattan Beach Hote), all the membara
boing present. Alexander BSalllvar, of
Chicago, preslded, and Mesars, Pairlok Kgan
and Matthew Harrir, of Ireland, and Rov.
Dr. Oharles O'Reilly, of Oetroit, Michigav,
Treacarer of the National Lesgue of Americs,
were 1n attendance. Reports were raceived
from various sections of the couxtry, aud a
large amounnt of routine business transacted.

Among the most important of the subjscts
consldered was that of land-rabbing in the
Houthern and Western Statea and In the Weat-
orn Territorles by English arlstoctats and
English corporations. The Executive of the
Natlonal League of Amerfca is informed that
very lazge tracts of land sre being purohased
all over this country, and espaciaily in the
Western States and Terrltorles, by English
arlstocrata who are not ritlzens of the Unlted
States, and who do not~intend to become
American oitizens. These men do notintend
to contrlbute anything to the welfare of the
States or Territories In which they have pur-
chagod their enormoua tracts of lsnd nor ald
in any way to bulld up American {indastries.
Thelr purpose {a to build up “ colontal poe-
seseions” in tle Unlted Btates from which
they may draw sufliclent means to eupport
thoe aristocratio houses of England.

A committoe was appointed with instruc.
tions to secure a complete report in each
State and Territory of the quantity of lands
purchesed, the names of the purohasers who
have purchasged, and .a statement showlng
whether or not sach purchasers are citizens
of the Unlted Btates. It I belfeved that
when this report 8 presented the enormity
of this land-zrabbing schems by por-
sone who have mno sort of sympathy
with the American Governmcnt or Amer-
foan Institutions, who were tho enemles of
thls country io the hour of ito perll, and who
w.uld be 1ts enemies again were an 0ppoT
tunity presented to injare it, will eo slarm
aud arouse the indignation of the pacple of
these Btates and Territorles, as to caaie the
beginning of a vigorous campalgn In favor of
such legislaiion or Constitntional amendment
o5 shall prohiblt foreigners from owning
lands in these States and Territorlea.

The nawee of’the committee have notbeen
annoanced, but it {8 understood the commit.
tes 15 composed of lawyers and ocaplitalists
who have the facllliles and are pacullarly fit-
ted for performing the dutles assigned to the
committes, Thelr reports will be published
and clroulated and an sgitation inaugurated,
such as, 1t is hoped, will reaultin legisiation
prohibiting forelgnera and allens from hold.
ing lands in the United Btates.

A resolution was adopted declsting that the
League would give no ald to any lecturer, no
motter from whence he came, whoee leotares
were for any other than Lesgue purposder, and
recommendlng to branches that no invitations
be extended to lecturera unless the proceeds
of their lectures were givan to the national
fand,

The Constitution was amended at the sug-
gettion of Rev. Father McKenna, of Masse-
chunsetts, 80 a3 to provide for the electlon by
the Btate Oonventions of a Vice President
jor each ccunty in the geveral Btates.
It was also smended Bo as to provide
that in the Munloipal Council the basis
of representation should be from each
branch—fimt, the President of the branch,
and then one delegate for each branch' hav:
fng over 50 memblera and less than 200 mem-
bers in good finanolal standing, and one addi-
tional delegate for each 100 members in ex.
cess of 200,

A resolution was adopted urging the State
Committee men to call Btate Conventions
and to secure A complete organization in
thelr respective Btates a8 soon es prackd-
oable,

POPE LEO'S LETTER:

Contonts of (he Note on the Positien of
the Church in France.

'T'he contents of Pope Leo's letter to Freal.
dent Grevy are generally bscoming known.-
through the diplomatiats aooredited by the
otber Powors to the Holy Bee, The follow.n
Ing, says the correspandenf of the Londom.
[ Times at Rome, may ba relled:uponas s com-
plete and accurate summary of the dooument:
which covers more than fifleen pages of Of<
ficlal paper :—Ths Pope beging by telling the
Prosident that what haa been happeniog for

gome timo in Frmance In coanection
with  religlons mnttere, and  what
apparently 1lsa In preparation for the fw-

ture, are sources of grief and apprehension <a
bim. The Popssays that he will not rew.
mind ihe Fresldent that whenever the Holy
Bee has been able to defor to tho wishes of.
the French Governmont, whether 28 related
to internal affslre or to Krench influsnce
abroad, it ba: never hesituted to dose. Buch
conduct on the part of the Holy Sac gave him,
the Pope continuer, n right to hope that the
Government of the Rspublic would, on 1ts
sidr, bave followed a {rlendly poiloy toward
the Ohurob by applying Iargaly in her favor
those priuclpled of trus liberty whbish form
the basls and firat objact of all wiss govern-
ments, Bu, alas! he i8 greatly grieved to
say that mapy painful ovents have qontrs
dicted thoie hopes. He reminda the Pres!-
dent of thesevere tzeatment to which the
rellglous ord-re, consldered ae unrecognleed
by the Btate, had been sutjzcted.

EDUCATION AND DIVORCE.

The Pope's grisf ond the Injury to the
Oharoh wsre futther fncreased by the law ex-
cluding religlous teaching from tke schools.
The whole eplacopate of Francs, the fathers
of families, and many impsriial men of note
of the Ropublican party, had In vain reprae-
gented to the Government what evils wounld
result from that law. But nothing avalled,
and it was put Ip force throughout France.
Even those concesslons mads to the enew
mies of religion falled to satisiy thom, and;
renderel more confident by thelr succees, they
sought to put into execntion thelr design of ra-e
movlog all the salutary inflasnces of religion
from the hospitals, the colleges, thearmy the
charitable asylums and all the Inatitutions of
the State. Olosely connected with them were
the oontinued endeavors made for some years
to dimlioieh tkose material resources of the
Chuich which were indispensable to her ex—~
Istence and freedom. But other dsngers
threatened the Church In Frence In the form
of two Sllls—one regardlng the marriage tlo
and the other Intended to make milltiry aar-
vice obligatory upon theclergy. Dwelling at
some length on the gravity of these sabjects,
the Pope expresses his unwillingness to be
lieve in the poasibility of thofr ever basoming
o part of Freoch leglslation.

BIGHT3 CF THE STATE,
‘[hege, continues the latter, were the chlef:
csuses of grief and care to the Pope, when
those feclings wera {ntensified by news of the
rigorous meacures that bad beon adopted
agalnsat the clergy, and ol the opinlon whick'
the Counell ot State had given in contradicesw
tion to the eplrit and letter of the Concordaf,
that the government had the right of dimig—
fshing or refusing ¢he &stipends of
the clergy wand even of the bishopa,
This had coused the most painfal
surprige, It had from anclent times been
the practice of the Church, which was under
the obligation of watching over the intagrity
of falth snd morsls, to examine all writinge
sapposed to contaln erroneons theorlss and to
pronounce her judgment apon thew, without-
glving account to any earthly authority. In
remindiog Cathollcs of the oeneures pra-
nounced sgainst the manuals the bishops had
not exceeded tho dutics of thelr religious.
mlinlstry, and therefora the iJoly Hee was at &
lose to understand how the Government oould
recoguizs political elms In what they had
done and proceed agalinst them with a rigor
which had only been paralleled fn times of
undoubted hoatllity to the Ohurch.

BROKEN PROMISES,

The French Government had promiged that-
nothlpg should ba tanght that was confrary
to religion or calcalated to offend consclences.
But it waa necessary for the Pops to declars-
with that frankness which the naiurs of his
Apocitolic minlatry requived,'that those pro~e
miees had not been carried into efteot. These
things had convinced many who had atten.
tively foliowed the course ot public affairs
in France of the existence of an intention gf
gradually csrrying out, under the pre-
tence of the regnirementa of the times,,
a plan ooncelved by men hostile to
the Oburch, whe, denouncing her as an ene-
wy, sought to remave her beneficent Infig-s
ence from every clvil and social Institation.
The letter sthen procseda to point out that, in
the circnmetancee, the Pope cannot do less
than oall the President’s attention to the seri-
ous congequences which may reault if timely
meagures are not taken for calming the con-
sciences of the falthfal, for securing (o the
Ohurch the pacific possession of ber righte,
and for renderlng 1t possible for the Pope to
continue to meintain that psternally moderats:
attitude toward France which kas been ofeuck.
utllity to her both at home and abroad..
Finally, the bope ia expreesed that the statos-
men at the head of affalra In Framce wiil ber
inepired with sentiments which will lead tar
thelr ylelding again unto God that place:

If wvery little was sald by
the Oavadian Irishmen agalnst the appolat-
ment, It wag becanse they recogpizad the fnu-
tility in moving at all in the matter ; they
elmply anticlpated what the Britteh Premier
heg lately announced--that it did not matter
how the people of Oanada regarded the mat-
ter, they wounld pot be oonsulted Tae
Canadian organs of the lrish sect{on of the
people wers vehement in condemnation, and
bad the hearty sopport of thoss whom they
represented, Thelr efforts were idle, and
{farther protests would be usaless ns woll as
undignified.

If it shounid bs nsked for what reasons the
Canadian Irish ara oppozed to Lord Lans-
downe's filllng the principal cflize in the
Dominfor, an snewer in dstail, snd satl-
factory to any ressonable msn, might easily
be given.

'T'ne people thas
fornd themselves obliged to face tho winter
with no sture of food for their famiiles and
steek, and

NO SEED POTATOES

for the followlng sprlng. Enormous exer-
tlona bave been made by Dr. Logue, the
Blshop of Raphos, and his clergy to find
{unds wherowlith to faed the people and to
buy seed potatoer, and iu these ¢fforts they
have been alded by ths Boolety of Friends
and by Mrs, Power Lalor.

Owing to thelr exsriione, a great ¢xtent of
Doncgal hes been resown with potatoee, and
op to the present time tenant farmors and
thelr familles havas been kept from actual
gtarvation by eelling thelr stock and by re-
octving gifts of Lndlan meal, The fonds in
the hands of the clergy are, however, nearly
oxhausted, snd how to keep off the famino
till the newly-3own potato crop has been

His Succession to the Throne—A
Thorn in the British Side.

A @RFAT AFRIOAN CHIEF,

_About filty years ago Kiog Obake, 8 South
Afrioan ohleftaln, hbrought to perfoction a
grent milltary system.

Ho had a brother
named Dingazn, bold and orafty, who in

Dingaan proclaimed himselt King,

" then bis brother. Dingsn had a younger

rother named Umpanda, who flad from Zulu-
land to Natal to escape death, When he
reacned Natal he entered into an alliance
with the Datok, who ralsed a force of 400
mounted warrlors. Umpanda's supporters
anpmbered about 4,000. Dingaan was routod
and fled to the Ameswszl country, rorth of
Zululand, where ke was put to death. The
amigranta from ihe Cape Oolony, having
taken Umpanda’s part in the rebellion,
proclaimed him © King of the Zuins”
and recelved a3 thelr Indemnity
36,000 head of cattle; 'algo the oolony of
Natal, extending from the Tugela to ths
Gmzimbubu rivers, was ceded to the Boers,
Soon afger the Brltich COrown clalmed Natal,
beoauss the emigrants were Britlsh subjects.
Fhe Dutoh loudly disputed tho right of Eng-
lacd to interfero with thelr Republloan Gov-
ernment, ba¢t Englasd was firm, end seat a
fozoe * to fight and rozquer’ After several
engagements botween tho English troopa and
Duten farmers the Eoglish took possergion of 1
Natsl in 1842. Umpaada was then old
and iat, becoming w0 fat oventually
that he had to be lifted in and outof
his state carrlage. This obesity and the
wholesome lesson which hils brother had ro
celved from the Dutch indisposed Umpanda
to en sggressive policy, ond Cetowsyo, his
oldest son, bold and enterprlslog avd gifted
with much ofthe abliity of the most renown-
ed waxrlors of bis family, became the kopa of
tho young men, who sighsd for the former

ORTEWAY(.'B DIPLOMACY,

The one thing which caused any bilterness
between Cetewayo snd the Natal Government
during the thirty-two years in which he walt-
ed patlently for bis fatber's demlse wa3 au
fnoident whish illostrated the terms on
which powsr 18 held In savags Btates. Ce.
tewsyc, n3 the cldest sop, and the bravest
and most cr pable, natarally looked forward
to bo his inther's succeeeor, But for that
.very vensen e waa the ouject ol Umpanda's
particular  jeolcusy, 6nd  thought e
had reason to  belleve that anothor
brothcr would be nomicated to the
successton. Thls led to quarrels acd threats
and some of Oetewayo's yourger brotbers,
fearing that he might make sure of the suc-
gession by maklng n clennsweop of his rivals,
odbllected 8 body of adherents and mede cft
for Natal, with the Intention of invoking Eng-
ilsk protection. Oetewayc at orce gave chase,
and i2 a bloody battle five of his brothers
wg:e slaip, thns leuving his path to the throne
comparatively cleasr, Bat Umpanda bad
two other eons leit alive, and these he placed
ugder the protection of the anthorities
at Natal. The upshot of the clvil war was
that, in a conucil of Zalu notables, it was de-
clded that, thongh Umpanda the KFat wad a
vary good ¢ head” for the Zaln Bate, it also
needed 4 hands” and ©feet,” and that, whlile
Umpanda remained Kisg, Uctewayo must be
appointed Prime Minister. This was done with
the formal assent of the Governor of Natal
in 1853, and Oetewayo wad alzo proclaimed
his fatber's helr appareat, But he never
could he made qnite ensy abont the prosence
of his two brotherz in Natal. He knew
the favor which Umpanda epjoyed thers,
and, though the Natal Government astured
him tbat they only gave the refugee
that piotection which Eoglishmen never
denled to those who claimed 1t, he continaed
for eome time to repeat requosts for their sur-
render. These requests, however, were al-
waye amloably preterred, and Uelewayo re-
maiced till the day of hie father’s denth on the
most friendly terma with his dreaded nelgk-
kos. For Mr. Bhepstone in partionlar boal-
ways profeesed the ntmost veneration, and on

WAR DECLARED, *

Oetewayo then proceeded to govern his
country acco-ding to hiz own lights, and in 8
manner which gave great satlefaction to his
people. Bir Bartle Frere, the Governor of
‘the Cape Colony, looked with alarm upon the
offorts of Cetewsyo to strengthen his posi-
tion. iTe accused him in 1878 of endenvor-
ing to bulid up a great military power, and
charged him with restoring the system of
-Chska by regulations threatsning to bis
neighbors. it 1s now & matter of history that
‘Bir Bartio Frere determlued to dostroy Cete
wayo's power. A pretext for war was not
-diffioult to find, A party of young Znlus
orcs3ed into Natal and took back a female ye-

OETEWAYU'S CAPTURR,

Captsin Lord Gifford teacked the King day
and night through the most untrodden wilds
of Zalnland.

The
Elpg's bearing on the msrch bstween t:o
lines of the Bixtisth regiment Into his tent
was dignified and calm. Weaing o red
blanket apon his bresst in the manner of &
Boman togs, heetepped elowly, looking ronnd
with head tarown back and haughty gaxe at
tho goldiers around him. When captured he
asked the rank of the officer who had takea
him.

A PRIBOEER OF WAR.

LiKETCH OF TH® INFORMER,

Jamea Oarsy was the son of Francia Oarey,
a brickiaysr of Oslbridge, county Kildare,
James Oarey was born In Dublln, thirty eight
yoars ago. He learned his father's trade, nnd
wag 50 suocess{ul In it that he sst up In pusl
ness for himeelf az a bullder. Ho hed larze
contracts on oouvents aud publlo balid-
Ings &and osmassed oouslderable pro-
porty. At the time of his arrest he wue
‘Town OQouncillor. COarey had two brothers
and thres slaters. Onoe of ths brothers,
Franois, is a masgter bnitder fu Duoblin. At-
other brother, Peter who was armvestad for
complicity in the nesassination, was a fore-
man bricklayor, Oarey leaves a widow and
geven ohlldren. Mrs. Carey has besn 8
hesrtbroken woman since her busband’s cou-
fessfon. BShe said to a police officlal at the
time of the trixl: *I would rather gee my
husband on the sciffold tham on the
witness table.” The former iriends of the
family gave her the ocold stoulder after
her husband had turned Inforsiac sed her
houso was stoned by n mob rotwith-
sanding it was protecked by the polioe.
Carey was almost the last man among te 1u-
vincibles who would have been ruspeoted of
turning egainat his confedemties. Holding nn
officlal posttien, he was regarded by thesecret
gooletles a8 an eminently safe moemver, dud all
the plans and secrofa of the league wore con
fided to him. Hls confeselon crented a pro-
foaand rencation. tHe not only told the story of
the murder of Lord Carsndish and Mr. Burke,
in which be took part, but also told of other ag.
sascination picts which were naot succsssful.
He gave the names of men wha, be eald,
wére In conspiracy to kill Mr. Forster and
Earl Oowper. Hls narrative of the murder of
Cavendish and Barke was minuto in fig de-
tails. An aocounf of the trial says: #A pin
oould have been heard to drop when Uarey
dalailod how he saw sgven man mest Lord
Frederick Oavendish and Mr, Burke, Me said
tha$ Curley, Josaph Hsanlan, and Fagan wers
the first, Brady and Kelly next, and Mc-
Caffrey aud Delaney followed. Lord Frederick
Cavendieh and Mr, Barke were allowed {0 pasa
by the first three, and the last four then faced
right about. When Qarey asgain looked tho
two rear mon hed cloeed in on thelr victima.
+I saw Joe Brady ralsing his left hand and
striking & man dreesed in a gray sult,’ Oarey
repeated the conversation ke bed after the
murder with Brady, who stabbed Burke.
Carey admitéed baving given the sig-
nal %0 the murderers with a white
handkerchief. It was bhe who sug-
gosted that the murder be ocommit-
ted with daggera.” After the execution of
the men agalnst whom he testlfied, Oarey 1e-
mained ander the protectlon or the pollce.
Thero were severnl reports {hat he had baen
sent abroad, ond varlous mystarlous persons
who sppeared In Canado and elsewhere Bas-
pected of balng the informer.

Monsignor Oapel was to preach the panegyric
of the Salnt drew an Imm=nse throngto the
high mays. It wagn very mixed congrege-
Hion. The ismeof the preacher and the in-
terest attached to his personality drew tc-
gethier all kinds of people. Baptiet oclergy-
men foached elbowa with dignified Episco-
pallans, and Methodist speotacles glauced
askanco at the Boman ceremonials,  There
wero dlatingulshed lawyers and Judgee, pro-
minent politicians and men of soclety, we-
men of fashion and women of no fashlon at
all.
A large propoxtion of the congregation wera
not Catholica, Oathelio olergymen dropped
in from their own ohurches, snd many of them
foucd Seats within the sanctuary, while others
went without seats. 1t 18 no exaggeration to
gey that thousands were turned away irom the
doore. The vast and beautiful edifice wae
filled to' its utmost capacity. The services
were {ull of the golemn pomp and varled snd
dignified movement characteriatic of the
Oathollc ritusl
The musical portion was extremely fing,
tho singing by the ohoir of men and boy
ohoristers belng of n character rarely heard
in this olty, and blending with the tones of
the great organ in a_truly religlous barmony
that produced a marked effect on the congre-
gation. But the great {eature of the day was
nnquestionably the preacher and hls ssrmon.
It was to gee and hear him as much as to

There are times In Its history when
it seemed almost to bs lost slght of, to be
threatened with destruction, to be extinguish-
od by persecution or to verge on dissolution.
Its Popos aromon as other men, and even

wag, had not been men of blemeless lives. So
it was, and 80 1t muet be expeoted to be.

The Church always emerges from her irlals,
he exclaimed, but rttlmes the days seem very
dark. There were the early persecutlons st
the beginning of the Chrietian era. The
Ohurch came out of them and trinmphed;
and then camse the long trials and dark days
of the Middle Ages. Agaln she triumphed,
but this trlal was followed by a more terrible

He showed
that in all the world tha hand of God was
working. The law of nature was the law of
anthorlty. We could rely with certainty on
nature belng frue to iteelf; and what was
this but saying that God was master of the
universe he created?

And so God opheld Bis Ohurch, and in her
darkest days raissd up men to strengthen
and sopport the weak, He sent “ laborers
Into His hsrvest.” And 8o, at this time of
direst trial, he raired up blm whose feast thay
ware celebrating thet day—Ignatius of Loyo-
la. He seemed to prepare him ina special
way lor the work in which he was after-
word engaged. He was made acqusinted
with its trials and weaknesses In his
own soul. When the cill came he went
down into his own soul ard searched fit,
and secking a solutlon of the troubles that
vexed men's goule, gaw that the only way for
man to go back to God was to imlitate as
closely as possible the life of the Son of God ;
a life of txial, of suffering, of saciifice, of selt-
denlal. And over sgainst this new doctrice
that was posseasing men, of absoluts Indivi-
dual lberty with no authority at sll, ke set
up the grestest liberty—the llberty to glve
back to God His\greatest gift to man—the
free will with which He has endowed him.
