The French sang through the streets of Paris, “A Bcrlm "
but it is a matter of history how complete and disastrous were
they repulsed, defeated and destroyed at Saarbrucken and Woerth
—never invading their enemy's territory at all.  There is not a
single regiment or company of irregular horse that has as yot gono
away Lo the North-West, that are fitted by cither teaining, experi-
ence or knowledge of the tactics or movements necessary in such
a conbest.  The infantry will be very little use-—only to ganison
stralegetie points, and by which to overawe Lhe rebels.

There iy another phase that canmot be overlooked. The
French-Canadian population in the Eastern' provinces aro very
lukewarm in the whole thing. They would be fighting against a
French clement in the half:breeds, which to some extent they
sympathize with. If Ontario ean only be relied upon to defend
the Dominion from lnwlessness, rapino and plunder, it is time
for a proper understanding to be arrived at on this point.  What
with the bungling ineapacity of Ministers, backed by a following
from Provinces that evidently have but a limited Dominion
onthusiasm, and prompted by Provincial intorests and joalousies,
to be got at the expense and interest of tho remainder of tho
Provinces of tho Dominion.

Selfishness and vile corruplion appears to be at tho very
bottom of everything. Then where are “Our Masters 7" Can
this state of chronic deeay and disruption exist much longer? 1t
ought not to do. Equal rights and privileges, just and honest
Government, faithfulness and truthfulness to the trust imnposed
upon tho Ministers by the suflrages of the people, should be the
guiding beacon lights of Sir John A. Macdonald, K.C.B, and his
servile Ministers at Ottawa. . Instead of which, we are groaning
under burdens of unjust taxation, extravagant expenditure of tho
large surpluses of revenue, bartering the Dominion eredit to carry
out a scheme which is characterized Ly jobbery and rascality in
nearly all its dealings. Al this reacting upon the teade of -tho
Dominion —money searce, workingmen on reduced wages and
reduced hours of Jabor ; merchants erying out carrying heavy
stocks, and no protit. upon transactions; industries closing up, or
shutting down to save expenses, beeause they canrnt sell their
manufactured goods but at miost vuinous prices ; forcign markots,
except for the farmer, hermelically closed as far as making any
profit by exportaton, on account. of the largely increased cost of
production, cansed by a bad fiseal policy.

Nova Scotia threatening to withdeaw from the (nnfnlornhon
Newfoundland still refusing to join the Dominion—to her credlt
and safety be it said ;—rebellion in the North-West ; Manitoba in
a chronic dissatisfied state ; increasing taxation upon necessaries
of life, when reduced incomes by all classes is the cry’; starvation
threatening thousands of our humbler brethren, which private
charity cannot successfully mect—all these evils fullowing close
upon the heels of each other, threatening a national disaster too
serious Lo contemplato with any satisfaction! Who is to blamo
for all this? is the question in the mouth of every inguiring
lover of his country. The Ministers at Ottawn must some day
answer for these deeds done in their political capacity.

The Russian nilitary leadors, with their
charactoristic duplicity and diplomacy have sought to scize upon
certain strategetical points, viz, Pendjeh and Herat, and have
these included in their proposed territorial line.  Afglhanistan is
a natural barrier suflicient to keep back Russia, Tt is a moun-
tainous country, and peopled by the warlike, eruel and bloodthirsty
Pathan, who have hitherto successfully resisted the force of
England to reduce them to subjection. ‘T'he Afghan War of 1878
was undertaken at the instance of Lord Beaconsfield’s Govern-
ment to ereate a scicntific frontier betwixt Russiaand Tndia. The
massacre at Cabul of Sir Louis Carvagnaria and the whole of the
British Embassy, proved a second time the insurmountable diffi-
culty, withont an expensive standing army, of reducing the
Afghan,  The internecine guarrels of the elaimants to the throne
keep the various Lribes in constant bitterness and turmoil, hat
they unite to drive away the invader, whether Persian, Bokharian
or English. The policy advocated by Sir George Laurence forty-
five ycars ago, was revived by Mr. Gladstone's Ministry, who
changed with this olject the Viecroy Lord Lytton for Lovd Ripon

The first was appointed to earry into effeet the Imperial ideas
so prominently portrayed by Lovd Beaconsficld in onc of his
novels, which ended so disastrously by the massacie at Cabul
Lord Ripon superseded Lord Lytton to initiate a policy of fricnd-
ship based upon Dmperial'support and suceor to the recognized
ruler whom the Afghans themselves should choose to occupy the
throne at Cabul. Abdurhaman Khan, who was a refugee under
Russian protection, being the recognized claimant, was invested
by & majority of the military tribal leaders with regal jower.

To-day England, Ly the treaty engagements wade with
Abdurhaman, is bound to help the Afghauns in the protection of their
frontier from the Russian agyression now threatened if not actually
invaded. In face of these facts and of past history, England must
put a stop to Rassian aggression Indinwards.  Herat and Pendjoh,
being the two extremo points and citios, and fortified as strate-
gotical centres bolonging to Afghanistan, at all cost must lo
kept intact, and in the hands of Afghan rulers.  Onee in Russian
possession, the highway o India would be insecuro, and the
passes Bolan, Koorum, Shuturgudun and Khyler, at an enormous
outlay in money, would have to be fortified, mnd a largo army told
ofl to occupy thom.  Thoe prospeetive dangor of such a contingency
as the possession of these two “ points d'appui,” hy Russian troops
cannot be gauged. So the time has arvived when the “ Bear™ and
the “ Lion"” must settle the diflicalty. IF the Afghans keep true
to their English engngoments, and are still possessed of their wild
patriotismn, Russia will have to deal with a race as warlike and
brave—as blootthirsty as the Circassian.

But if war does really break out, Russia will have a rather
oxtended border to defend.  The Baltie and the Black Sea will
again become the scenes of naval combatsy the whole of the
Russian commercial nuvy would be swepl from the sea, besides

having all her seaports blockaded ; then she has only an outlet by

the borders of Prussia and Austria, and these whilom friends will
add little if any to aid Russia in her career of conquest and

aggression. The fight would include ‘European interests, since-

Constantinople, with the rapidly decaying Turkish Empire wcull
be a cause of contention, the extent of which eannot at present be
estimated. )

Any aid Russia may get from France will ouly be of a sym-
pathetic character, which need not be reckoned at much, because
Qerman sympathics are neither French nor Russian, therefore
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conpletely cheek any desire on U2 part of French diplomats in
that direetion,

There is one almost insurmomntable diflienlty with which
Russin b o garapple, viz, the raising the neeessary funds.  In
what wiarkel ean she float her loans 1 She is alveady o heavily
weighted and handieapped by the present social and political
internecine revolt of Nihilism, that the question of loaning moncy
upon Russian securities is on a par with the South American
Republies.  If there is avy drawing back at all it will be Russia,
and mwore on account of this last diffically. England will not
withdraw, in fact, ecannot, and with such a far-sceing diplomatist,

She was wonderfully fond of Seott's novels
at cight yvars of agee, andd exhibited great fonduess for an only
and younger hrother.  As they grew up she became a consistent
member of the Church of England.  After her brother's marviage
she was thrown into society which had the effcet in a short time
of preventing her attendance at veligions serviees, wlieh condition
of mind gradually developed into the view that man’s highest aim
is to aid his fellow-man—that sympathy needs no selfish vewand
of heaven or a coward’s vespite from piishment.  Fellow-feeling
was co-ordinate with her existence, and unfortunately it became
the sole motive of her powerful intellect —lacking, apparently, in
the clement which extends human thought and faith into the
region of an infinite and etornal consanguinity, If the advance-
ment of man’s happiness is to be our chief aim, then man must be
the chief factor in this illimitable universe—a medieval notion
for which the Romwan Chureh was scourged by more than one
philusopher.  The Rowish hierurchy only subjected him to the
power of an Infinite Being-—the Bible and Seience point to some-
thing further—there is to be a “new hoaven and a new earth.”

THE TWOFOLD MISSION OF THE CHURCIL.

Two remarkable gatherings in London, taken together, afford
significant evidenee of the missionary spirit which, thank God, is
now a leading featuro of the religions lifo of England. Exctor
Hall, on the oceasion of the farcwell of the Cambridge contingent
of the China Inland Mission, presented a scene alimost without a
precedent, even in the long list of its historie assemblies. West-
minster Abbey on Saturday afternoon furnished a very different
spectacle, yet one which it would have been equally impossible
to predict thitly years ago.  Fxeter Hall has often turned away
hundreds from its doors, but never before found special places for
forty undergraduates come to bid God-speed to fellow-students
groing forth to preach the Gospel to the heathen. The Abbey has

by clergy and laity ahout to engage in ten days' strenuous war-

fare with the nugrodliness of London, and come together to receive
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the marching orders of ono just chosen to be their bishop. In
each case thore was what was in effect the initiation of a new
work. It is true that China has been a inission-field for forty
years, and that much more has been done there by the older
agencies than is at all realized by the enthusiastic admivers of
Messrs. Studd and Smith. It is true also that West London has
not had to wait for the Gospel until the Mission of February,
1885.  Still, all thoughtful men who were present at Exeter Hall
must have felt that foreign missions were being presented in a
fresh aspeet ; and although London has had a general Churel Mis-
sion before, the fact that the West-end iy this week being atlack-
ed by itsclf, has emphasized with new foree the fact that the rich
and educated classes, and the poor who arc more immediately
dependent upon them, need special efforts for their evangelization
as well as the so-called “ heathen ” of the East-end.

But the two gatherings have a mutual connection quite apart
In the
first place, the modern Hlome Mission movement, at least in many
of its most characteristic phases, dates from 1859-60; and it
began, so far as thoso particular phases are concerned, with the
first Week of United Prayer, held in January, 1860.  That Week
of Prayer wus observed in response to an invitation, not from

from the coincidence of their occurring in the same week.

(hurch authorities or great popular leaders, but from alittle band
of Amecrican missionaries at a station in India (Ludiana) scarcely
heard of before.  No doubt the system of Special Parochial Mis-
sions, as now understood, was introduced some years later by the
younger Iigh Church party ; but it won its way to gencral
aceeptance, becauso the evangelistic zeal and devotional fervor
fostered Ly the movement of 1860 had prepared men's minds and
hearts for some method of the kind. Now, surprise has often
been expressed that this movemnent, which owed so much to the
impetus given by the Ludiana circular, should have given back
so little to the foreign field in the shape of missionaries and mis-
sionary interest. There can be no doubt that the dovelopment
of parochial missions and tho like has actually been in one sense
a hindrance lo forcign missionary societics. Some of our best
preachers and speakers are not availablo for missionary scrinons
and meetings (ns men of similar powers used to be), becanse they
are “ holding missions.”  Young men of fervor and devotion are
working in the dens of London, who at one time might have
bent their steps to the heart of Afvien.  But the tide seems to be
turning now ; and the Abbey and Exetor Hall last week really
represented its twofold course in the ebannels of home and foreign
missions respectively.  Both the West-end February Mission and
the Cambridge missionary movement are, in part, at least, direct
results of the prayer-meetings of 1860. It would be easy to trace
both genealogics more in detail if spaco permitted. Weo will
only add that the name of Moody must not be omitted from
cither,

Again, it is interesting to compare the utterances of the
speakers on the two occasions.  What gave Mr. Studd and Mr.
Smith their power as missionary advocates was not their eloquent
pictures of heathen misery, still Jess their skilful presentation of
missionary results. Very wisely, indeed, thoy attempted ncither.
Others could do it much better. But they dwelt rather on the
need of personal consecration of heart and life to God, both on

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WIUTE BOOKS AND BLUE.

Tug following article is very suggestive, and may bo of use to the
Dominion Government in the time o como :—

Lonp Guasviree and his collengue at the Colonial Office have a
natural desire to play Prince Bismarck a return mateh for his White
Books,  Accordingly they have heen discharging counter volleys of Blue
Books. [ all they desire to prove is their eonfidence in the justice of
their cause, they have succeeded.  After considering these productions,
no fuiv-minded man can doubt that Lord Grunville and Lord Derby are
firmly porsuaded they have managed everything very well, and ave gioss-
ly ill-used men, 1t may be doubted, however, whoether this of itselt will
give general satisfaction ; and, for the rest, the Blue Books only confirm
the German Clancellor's statement of his ease.  They prove most con-
vincingly onco more that our Fureign and Colonial Secretaries have been
complotely ontzeneralled by Prince Bismarck.  Of conrse, looking st
things from a high moral point of view, the Princo comes very hadly out
of nll this correspondence. e does not appear at all like the sort of
good man ono wight expect to find lignring as hero of a story published
for purposes of edification by the Religious Trct Society or the 8.P.C K.
On the contiary, be plays all through the part of a very high-handed,
wrathful, sl peremptory person indecd, whois thoronghly resolved to
have his own way,  To people of a pious turn and weak nerves he may
oven appear nnsernpulons, which means, we suppose, that when he is
winded 1o play somehody an ill tuen he does not find it necessary to go
and tell him how and when,  Lowd Granville seems o have beon (uite
horrified by this bautality on his part, in the affair of the Cameroons. At
the ewd of it all, however

y he attams 1o a resonablo mensuro of snccess,
while the good amd gentle Lord Goanville finds himsell in the awkwanl
position of being oulwitted, nid yet having to imitale his enemy when it
18 Lo late.  On the whole, these Blue Books will not do mueh to win
back the waming popularity of the moral amd sentimental statesmanship
which was in such Favor a few yours ago. 1L will be very little consol
ation 1o a country which is getting very Lired of insnlt and loss to know
that Lovd Coanville thinks Prince Lismarck’s action too peremptory,
and Lord Derby s sure he is violnting all the forms,

Tho nst of our Minister's apologetic publications containg the his
tory of a series of obsenre intrigues in the Cameroons. It is distinguishcd
by all the el notes of Lord Granville's policy—and not his only, but
tho policy of our Colonial Ofico generally,  Tho books show that our
Govornment was far a long time asked to estalblish a I"'rotectorate,
that it refused ; that somebody else sl pped in ; that the Foreign and Col-
oninl Offices then got frightened, and after much onutery did annex some
thing, giving ux a dangerons neighhor where wo might have had completo
and peaceful possession,  Reduced to its mere clements, this.is the story
of the Angra Peyuena muddle and the New Guinea iaseo, amd of more
elsewhore of which we may hear.  The details have, however, a certain
pigmancy.  As far back as 1879 Her Majesty’s Government was asked
by the Cameroons chicls to annex their country, and the request  was
repented ab divers times up to November, 1883, By this date the Cab.
inet had decided to do as they were wsked, and they had got so far that
Lord Granville was asking Lord Derby to do something, which is to say,
they were still at the very beginning.  Meanwhile, l||-~) do not seem to
huvo fonmd it necessary to say nnything, cither good or evil, to the Cam-
eroons chiefs, and, to the ineflable amazement of Dow ning Streot, theso
high and mighty lonls disposed of themselves elsewhere.  Some lime n
July of Tast year King Lell and other kings nceepted the motection of
Germany.  When asked by Caplain Brooke, of 1LALS, Opal, why they
didd this “after writing the letters to Her Majesty’s Consul which they
had,” the chiefs wero prepaved with an exeellent answer They had g(;l
tired of writing to Her Majesty's Consul amd gebing no answor ; they
were ladly o want of rum amd toly ; thero came past & German |u|-‘-
paresdd to offer theso luxuries, sud they at once put themselves under the
protection of n nntion lavish of covature comforts, They malicio Iy ad
ded that they were satisficd ; whether with the Germans or with the
quahty of the mess of rum and tolaceo for which they sohl their birthright
does not appear.  Since they did go to the oppesibion shop, even wnder
provoeation, lel us |m|n- the tolaceo was German and the rum made at
Hamburg.  This piceo of news reached the Cabinet at a singularly inop
portuno moment, for they had just tld everybody that England had de-
cidod at Inst on annexing the Cameroons.  Lond Derby had boen goadded
into taking the necessary steps just in lime to bo oo lato as usugl. Now
in all this there was & wicked plot, and Prineo Bismarck had  bohaved
most busely.  He hnd wked tho fricndly offices of our consuls amd neval
officern on the const for Dy, Nachtigal, a traveller nmd seientifie gen'leman
abont Lo visit those parts. Tt was this very Dr. Nachitigal who corrupt-
ol the Cameroons chiofie with ram sl tolaceo,  In fuct, he wan sont out
for the very parpose, and the wily Prines Bismarck nevor told Lovd Gran-
villo n wond nbout it.  When taxed with his petfily he answored with
binzon impmdence.  Lond Conville, beginning like Me, Chy kn, but not
ending hike that eflicient ollicer, pointesd out Lo him in the gentlest way
in the workd, just ventared ts hint to him, that, if Mer Mujesty's Gov-
ernment had known Dy, Nachtical was going to annex the Cawmneroons,

“they would have oxchanged oxplanations with the Gorman Govern.
ment. which mnst have prevented the present state of things” Our
Cabinet only thought they were helping a speculative German gentleman
who was on a mission * huving for its object the collection of information
on the state of German trade, and the scttlement of certain questions
which hud arisen.”  They wero astounded to learn that tho question of
annoxation was covered by this vague phirase. To this Princo Dismarck
practically answered, Just so. Wo knew you wonld exchange explan-
ntions ; wo credited you with activily enough to annex first ; and, as we
did not want to be bothered with your explanations or to be forestalled,
wao told you nothing of our intentions. This answer Lord Granville and
Lord Derhy may put in their pipes and smoke at their leisure.  Thero is
some salisfaction to bo got from tho ond of the Blne Book. The Cam-
eroons heing annexed by Germany, Tler Majesty's Government “found it
expedient, in pursnance of n policy formed before they hal any idea of
the mterest taken by Germany in the West Coast of Africa, to placo
under the sovereignty or protection of Her Majesty the Queen the teri-
tories extending from Ambas Bay to the limita of the Lagos Colony.”
They have done gomething os a protest, and have not merely contented
thowselves with uttoring feeble platitudes in diplomatic lettors ; and that
is 80 far good news. It would be unfair to pass over the fact that Lord
Cranvillo ewds his Blue Look in a tono not unbecoming an English Min.
ister for Forcign Aflairs.  1lis answer Lo the chargns brought by Prince
Bismarck against Captain Camphell, of the Zapid, and Mr. Consul
Hewett, are porhaps a sign that our Minister is at lnst learning the
wholesomo uses of lirmness in internntional affairs.  Prince Bismarck
had heen weak enough to adopt the swagger of Admiml Pierro to Cap-
trin Johnstono, and was, on the whole, answored as ho deserved to bo
l\llﬂwl"'". )

There will, as usual, bo two opinions on the merits of thia business,
The politicians who think that the use of a Foreign or Colonial Office is
to help some public man to qualify for the kingd /m of heaven will haves
word of praise for Lord Granville. No party has over openly taken this
view that we know of ; but it is impoesible to account for the horror
Prince Dismarck's conduct has aroused in some quarters except in the sup-
position that it is the secret creed of many. Lord Granvillo and Lord
Derby have shown a trusting heart and a bolief in virtuo which aro
touching ; but, on the theory that a certain hardness of head is needed in
diplomacy, they must be judged to have failed. It is a matter of no great
importaneo who has the privilego of supplying the Cameroons chiefs with
rum and tobaeeo ; but the method in which our colonial affairs are con-
tucted is viot a thing of trivial interest,  After tho light thrown o it
during these months from Berlin and Downing Strect, wo ought to know
what it is, even if there had been any mystery about it before. It may
now bo taken for granted that our Cabinet will always refuse to do a con-
venient thing when they can do it thoroughly and quietly. Then they
will get scared when somebody else steps in, and seize at some half-
measure as a resourco ; whereby we shall find ourselves in possession of
the half of what we might bave had, and with a diplomatic quarrel on
hand into the hargain.  The remedy for theso things is not squalling at
Prince Biswark, but a change of measures, which is most itkely to be
promoted by a change of men.— Saturday Review.

Supposing two Chinamen should be eonverted, and one becomes an
Episcopalian and the other a Congregationalist.

southward, so that there has born a continual decrease of heat, from the
north, the eold following after the heat as it retreated southward. Now,
that is not true, for tho'e have been reverses in the geological periods.
The temperature in England was twenty degrees lower in the Palwolithic
ago Uhan in the seeceeding Noolithie nge. 8o that tomperaturo does not
follow by that rule at all.  Dr. Arnold, in his history of the Roman
Empirg (ns do 1y others [ find), spoaks, of tho wevero winters of
Gaal, when grapes could not be grown, near Rome, whercas they have o
very fine climate there now.  In Juling Ciesar’s time, they had intenso
winters, he tells us,

One must grant that thero is a strange traditional instinct about the
North Pole. Wo have been adoul 164 miles from it. Peoplo keep
pressing towand it.  The nations scem anxious to got at it. A Polar
Commission was organized at St. Petersburg, in Russia, August 1st, 1881,
Eleven nations joined, agrecing Lo send out persons and vesscls to abserve
at dilferent points.  These eloven nations are the following: - Great Brit-
ain, the Uniad States, Russia, Germany, Australia, Franco, Ttaly, Den-
mark, Sweden, the Argentine Repubilic amd Holland.  They have four-
teen stations in the North and four in the South, all within thirty degrees
of the Poles Lesides this, they have forty auxiliavy stations seattored
through the earth.  They have a regalar table of observations and rules
to go by, 5o that milljons are being spent whilo you and I are hew, and
these men are stationed all over these lonely parts of the earth, 1o take
observations, and if possible aseertain how they may got to the Pole, and
what there wonld really be if they once got there.

I do not think the Noith Pole and the Garden of Paradiso are
agrecablo. T shall have to give yon the ideas that T gave you unce before,
in a sermon, and which [ have notany reason, at present, to maiify, &
to the position of Paradise.

If you will turn to Isaiah xix., 19, you will find that it is said that
there shall be an altar unto the Lord in the midst of the Land of Egypt,
and a pillar at the border theroof, and it shall bo for & witness and for a
sign unto tho Lond of 1lsts in the Land of Egypt. Now here, you soe,
is an altar ; how comes it to have the name of an altar? It is at the
same time a pillar, that is, a monnment, it is at the same time & wilness,
it is at tho saino time a sjgn, pointing to something. I rofer to the great
pyramid. I am persuaded thit Melchisedoe is only the priestly name of
the patriarch Shem, who was the superintendent of this great construe-
tion. Born, himself, one hundred years before the flood, and living over
five hundved years after it, living a number of yoars after Abraham was
dead and buried, specially presorved by God to porform this work. The
pyramid has in it a world of meaning, and having these four qualities, an
altar and a pillar, n witness and a sign, it onght to reveal something unto
us.  OF comsn | take it for granted —aml it in very probable, 1T know
nothing to the conteary —that the Garden of Fden remained to the time
of the Mload.  Alter our first parents wern driven from Paradise, thero
was placed al the east of the Garden a cherubim and flaming sword,
which turned every way, and kept the way of the Tree of Life—thus this
Gavden of Eden would bo a notable geogrnphie point in the Old World
it was called the “ Presence of God,”  Hore in fact was bailt the first
altar, right under this flaming presence, whore Cain and Abel offered thoir
sacrifice, the livst altar was there constructod, the Girst memorial of the
divine presenco in the world, the first witness when he descended (o con-
simo the saerifice of Abel and rejoct that of Cain, the first sign is hero,
Would it be that the Almighty would allow such a notable point to be
wiped out of existenee? Tt wasalso callod the Fueo of the Earth, and the
Prosence of God, meaning tho contre of the earth.  * Behold,” says Cain,
“‘Thon hast driven mo ont this duy from the face of the earth, and from
Thy face shall | bo hid.  This foming sword was God's presence, and the
phrase, “ Faco of the Farth,” means centro of theearth.  Guided by in-
spiration, and having lived before the Flood, S8hem built the great pym.
mid on the sellfsame rito as before was the gato of Eden's Garden.  That
pyramid stands exactly where U gato was, into Faen, and whero the
first altar was constructed ; and o it comos to pass, tho wonderment of
tho scientists of to-duy, that they find that God has a witnoes in this groat

Indopondent of inspiration, it would be a sorious quoestion to
answor how the builders of the pyramid know at so carly a day such a
eontre, when, according to history, Ameoriea, Aunstralin, and other vast
portions of the earth were unknown,  Aftor loeating the important point
of Eden's gato, Melchisedec was instructod to  loento another  important
point, namely, the contro of Parndise.  In doing this ho had to select the
present sito of Jorusalem.

INTEMPERANCE AND PAUPERISM IN ENGLAND,

AT wrepresentative body of relicvingofficers of the Meteopolis held in
Exetor Hall, by invitation of the Natimal Temperance Leagne, to con
sidor the rolation of intemperunco W pauperism, Mr. Samuel Morley,
M.P., who presided, said ho desived very much o arvive at the trath in
certain aspects of the temporance question. Mo was inereasingly per
suaded that much of the misery from which the people suffered was self-
inflicted, and that the remedy was, 1o a large extent, in their own hands.
As a membor of the Royal Commission to inquire into the housing of the
poor, he did not hesitate to say that drink lay at the bottom of very much
of tho misery which existed at the present moment. Many of these
people could at once improve their dwellings if they kept out of the pub-
lie-house aud abstained from intoxicating liquors, as they might weli do.
S0 impressed was ho with the importance of this drink question that
when he retired from Parliamentary life, as he intended to do at the next
dissolution, he was resolve.l to devote himsell to temperance elfort wmong
the people, snd to try and persuade them to follow his exumple and be-
come abstainers. A large number of relieving oflicers then addressed the
meoting.  There was unanimity on the point that drinking largely in-
creasod pauperism, though the extimates dilforal.  Soverl wont so far as
o state that thweefourths of the poverty now prevailing was cansed by
improvidenco and dvink ; among other causes mentioned were bad homes,
early marriages, and the cupidity of landlords in demanding rents higher
than the people could affurl.  Sovernl of the speakers also said that
drink was the wain cause of lunacy. One speakor deplored the absence
of what he termed “the chivalrous spirit” which workingmen should
have for their wives. There w ral unanimity as to the absence of
tectotalers from the books of relieving oflicers ; ono speaker said that out
of 21,000 applications ho had only known of two proceeding from total

abstainers.  Another mentioned that the Phawnix tectotal orders have |

about 16,000 members ; nearly all of these members are workingmen of
the poorer class, but in his district they had only to the nmuber of two
applied for relief. The National Temperance League will shortly hold
two other conforences for the purpose of considering the hearing of intem
perance upon the religious condition of the poor of London,

BANKING.

To the Editor of Tnk Currruion :

Dran Sng, —Under the above heading the letter of “ Canadian * in
your vsue of 13th March last, shows how men of small income and means
can combine small amounts of ecapital to be panl in sall- ealls or casy
instulmonts, and provide thomselves with hanking accommodation inde-
pewdent of lurge eapitalists.  There is no reason why they shoukl not
have accommodation, and get loans from the banks at present establishod,
save that the bank anthovities think small loans beneath theirattention and
notice.  The chief concern of the direclors is how to make the lugest
possible dividends for their sharcholders, and to do this they must con
tract the circulation of money as much us possiblo, refuse to discount, and
thus make money scarce.  This course tends o raise the rate of interest,
or, at ieast, prevents it from falling.  The accommodation of the public
is not considered by them at all jthey work simply for their own sellish
ends.  If over the people want banking wccommodution ut reasonable
rates, thoy must procecd on tie basis laid down in the letter of “ Cana-
disn.”  Let us hear from nllu-_m on Uis subject ; theletlers you have pub-
lished are in the right direction.
