The Science of Scripture.
A collection of writings, claiming to be 

direct communications from God to the ba­
rn an race, must be subjected to endless scru­
tiny and even closer investigation. The 
direct testimony to their divine character 
must be corroborated by the interminable 
cross-examination of all truth a* it gradually 
accumulates in the several departments of 
knowledge. Science is the appointed des­
troyer of fictitious revelation. The micro­
scope, that shows animal life in everything, 
at once explodes the pretensions of the East­
ern teachers, who declare that God prohibits 
the destruction of animals for human food. 
The first ship that sailed round the world, 
brought home an unanswerable argument 
Against the infallibiiit^of^he Pope, and the 
testimony of revolving planets continue to 
attest that Gallileo knew more of the mind 
of God. than the presumptuous monk who 
dared to call himself vice-gerent of Jehovah.

While the contradictions of science, are 
thus fatal to falsehood, the corroborations of 
science are supports to the truth. If God 
made nature and the Bible, the thing must 
correspond with the book. But nature is 
inexhaustible in details. The Bible is never 
free.fruro examination. Its uniformity must 
be tested by so many facts in nature, that no 
accident, no coincidence, nor art in the con­
struction of the Book, could possibly prepare 
it for ages of comparison with the thing 
It is remarkable that the Bible was not 
written in one age, much leas by one man. 
it is not the product of one mind, nor of one 
condition of surrounding circumstances. The 
several writers do not seem to have antici­
pated the collection and preservation oi their 
writings in the present form. Etch wrote 
for a present occasion and to meet immediate 
necessities, and none wrote in such a way as 
to gain honor or emolument by the writing. 
When these writings are brought together 
and bound as one Book, the test of their 
human or divine character is immediate and 
irresistible. If they harmonize, they are 
supernatural, for no theory, hot that of inspi­
ration, can account for their correspondence. 
But they most harmonize, not only with 
each other, bat with truth, before we can 
receive them as Divine.

It is not necessary that the Bible should 
have anticipated all scientific discoveries by 
at once revealing all the truths of nature. A 
moment's consideration will suffice to show 
the monstrous absurdity of such a require­
ment A thousand volumes would not have 
contained what is now known—perhaps mil­
lions would not have treasured the revelation 
of what is yet unknown.—All that can be 
expected from the Bible is that it should 
prove in all time to be the work of a mind 
to whom all truth is present, and should 
therefore avoid all contradictions of truth 
whenever ascertained. Of scientific errors 

* prevalent in every age, reason would expect 
the Bible to be silent, unless these errors 
should be irreligious. To avoid sanctioning 
mistake during centuries of transmission 
through minds fully imbued with error—to 
flaw like the tabled fountain in a pure stream 
through the very midst of polluted waters— 
to present itself to each successive age, un­
trammeled by the philosophy and physical 
blunders of preceding time»—this is the teat 
of the B ble. and nobly the Bible meets it.

Such a book, however, should bear evident 
marks that its silence is oi choice, not of 
caution. It should deal boldly with nature, 
and use it freely for proper purposes. Its 
reserve should be universal too. It should 
not hurry to display learning when there 
seems to be no uncertainty, and avoid allu­
sions to nature in matters of doubt. In short 
the Bible should be superhuman in its prin­
ciples of construction, Divine in ita utterance, 
Divine in its silence.

The Book of Job is, perhaps, the oldest 
in the world. It was written in an age of 
myth and fable, and waa written, too, by a 
poet of unequalled powers of imagination. 
The writer deals freely with the imagery of 
the heavens and the earth. Sorely we might 
expect to find in some expression of Job, a 
clue to the astronomy and geography fit phy­
sical speculations of the time—as we find 
such things in the writings of other poets of e 
much more recent age. Bat the met is that 
modern astronomy finds delight in the book 
of Job, and adopts the magnificent language 
of the first of the poets as the finest expres­
sion of scientific truth. David and the other

the same sources, and yet all that imagery 
is true now and more forcible than when firat 
employed.

The apparent contradiction in the account 
of the miraculous prolongation of the day, 
is in troth no contradiction at all To have 
stated the fact by a scientific exposition of 
the real manner of the supernatural continu­
ance of the solar light, would have been to 
have mystified the people, and, perhaps to 
this day, made the story unintelligible. The 
historical truth would tove been smothered 
under the incomprehensible explanation. 
Even now each an occurrence would be po­
pularly expressed in the same way. In spite 
of all our knowledge, we yet talk of a rising 
and an advancing and a setting sun, and 
astronomy expreasos truth under the fiction 
of an ecliptic. The sacred writer who telle 
us that “ the sun stood still,’’ no more con­
tradicts the truth than does the astronomer 
who tells us how to find the eon’s place in 
the heavens, and discourses the pathway of 
the great Light when he means the pathway 
of the earth. But the silence of Scripture 
is not more remarkable in regard to physical 
troth than it is with respect to matters Having 
a bearing upon the moral nature of mao and 
the future condition» of Christianity. Il 
God constructed the Bible, He constructed 
it in view of the tendencies of the human 
mind and the circumstances which, in all 
coming time, would affect it He foresaw 
where the eAorta of Satan would be directed, 
and bow Christianity itself would be de­
based and perverted.—Men would have 
seen nothing of all this, and their Bible 
would have furnished aaaterial for the over 
throw of its own system. A single unguarded 
expression—a chapter of unnecessary infor­
mation might have served for the basis of a 
mountain of apoetacy. For a single word of 
God is enough to uphold any superstructure 
thaï men can build upon it. God lores» w 
the great Burnish apoetacy—and Hie Bible 
must bo so prepared is to give no foundation 
tor that stupendous system of idolatry. 
Man’s bible would have furnished a thousand 
irregularities to which the poisonous vine 
could affix its tenacious tendrils

It is wonderful to observe bow carefully 
the sacred writers have avoided the subjects 
which form the foundation of Romish pre 
tens.on and influence. Their silence is 
contrary to all homen experience, and the 
•act that they all pursue a course so unna­
tural, is evidence enough of a controlling 
mind directing the thoughts of all Rome 
has been compelled to make a bible for her­
self, and suppress the Bible of God. She 
has set up unwritten tradition and abiding 
inspiration and authoritative interpretation, 
against the Scriptures, and her system is as 
extra-Biblical as that of Mahomet. In the 
Bible, Rome finds no sanction in words, and 
she withers before indignant silence. The 
Romish system is a modification of the Hero 
worship which formed the religion of civi­
lized heathenism. The Bible is so con­
structed as to allow no room for such a per­
version. Jesus Christ is not to be known 
•• according to the flesh.” Though he came 
as a man, the story of his life is so told as 
to render it impossible to make a human 
hero of him. We cannot invest his person 
with sentimental associations—we cannot 
romance about his life. None of the sacred 
writers tell us anything about his appear­
ance, dress or manner. We cannot form a 
picture of him. We know absolutely no­
thing of his life except as it was official. 
We cannot separate the man from the Mes­
siah. Then of bis relatives, we know the 
least possible. Whether he had brothers 
and sisters, is unknown. Of bis mother, 
we have but a few glimpses after her office 
was completed. We do not know wh?n or 
where she died. So of the apostles, with 
the exceptiomof Judas ; we do not know 
what became of them. Of their personal 
appearance and history, we know nothing 
Some of them might as well have been 
chronicled by arithmetical numbers as by 
names, for aught we could have lost of our 
conceptions of them. The birth day of our 
Lord is not known—the day of his death is 
undetermined—the place of his burial is 
only guessed at. The Bible preserves no 
relics of him—no portrait—no local memo­
ries for ever sacred places—on all these sub­
jects the sacred writers are strangely, super 
naturally silent. Why did not John tell us 
what manner of man the Saviour was ? 
Why did not Peter describe the spot “ where 
the Lord lay t” Why did not Luke tell us 
where it was that the disciples were gathered 
when the Holy Ghost descended ? Why is 
there all this studied omission of the very 
things that men are most forward to record, 
and that the heart most earnestly yearns to 
know ?

The answer is found in the condition of 
Romish Christianity. If stupid lies have 
done so much mischief, what might ooi mis­
applied truth have done t IP a daub, sa.d 
lo have been painted by Luke—if a hand­
kerchief, said to be impressed by the Sari 
our's face—if gross frauds like these induce 
•dulatry, what worship would hare been paid 
to a true picture ? If pilgrimages and pen­
ances and priestly tricks attend the possibi­
lity of holy places, what would the certainty 
effect ? Who could withstand Rome, if she 
possessed the true cross and the true sepul- 
cbe, and true lires of true saints, and all the 
enormous influence that would belong to the 
custody of all the romantic and sentimental 
materials of Christianity ? As a sensual 
Christianity most have come, it is well that 
it can find no foundation in Scripture. It is 
well that the Bible should be in no manner 
involved in the mystery of iniquity, but that 
the Holy Book should be, in all respect», a 
swift witness against it. The Bible posi­
tively contradicts the dqptrinc of Rome, 
and by its silence pours suspicion and con­
tempt upon every device of the apostate 
church, to draw to herself the poetry and 
tenderness of unregenerate humanity. W'è 
adore the wisdom of God for the wonderful 
silence of the Bible.—-Baltimore Chriitian 
Advocate.

The Hoar of Prayer.
In the vestibule of St. Peter’s at Rome, 

is a doorway, which ie walled up and marked 
with a cross. Christmas Eve, once in twenty- 
five years, the Pope approaches it in princely 
state, with the retinue of cardinals in attend­
ance, and begins the demolition of the door, 
by striking it three times with a silver ham­
mer. When the passage is opened, the mul­
titude pass into the nave of the cathedral, 
and up to the altar, by an avenue which the 
majority of them never entered thos before, 
and never will enter thus again.

Imagine that the way to the Throne of 
Grace were like the Poata Santa, ioaccessi 
hie, save once in a quarter of s century, on 
the 25th of December, and then only with 
august solemnities, conducted by great digni 
taries in a holy city. Conceive that it were 
now ten years since you, or I, or any other 
sinner, bad been permitted to pray ; and 
that fifteen long years most drag themselves 
away, before we could venture again to ap­
proach God ; and that, at the most, we could 
not hope to pray more than two or three 
time* in a lifetime ! With what solicitude 
we should wait for the coming of that Holy 
Day! We should lay our plans of life, 
select our homes, build our bouses, choose 
our professions, foru^-our friendships, with 
reference to a pilgrimage in that twenty-fifth 
year. We should reckon time by the open­
ings of that Sacred Door, as epochs. No 
other one thought would engross so much 
of our lires, or kindle our sensibilities to 
intensely, as the thought of prayer. It weald 
be of more significance to us than the thought 
of death is now. It would multiply our 
trepidations at the thought of dying. Fear 
would grow to horror, at the idea of dying 
before that year of Jubilee. No other ques­
tion would give us such tremors of anxiety 
as these would excite : “ How many years 
now to the time of prayer ? How many 
months ? How many weeks ? How many 
days ? Shall we live to see it ? Who cin 
tell?”

Yet, on that great day, amidst an innu­
merable throng, in a courtly presence, within 
sight and bearing of stately riles, what would 
prayer be worth to us Î Would you value 
it in the comparison with those still moments, 
that— -

-----•- Secret silence, of tbs mind,”
in which we now can “ find God,” every 
day and everywhere ? That day would be 
more like the day of judgment to uv, than 
like the sweet minutes of converse with 
" our Father,'* which we may now have 
every hour. We should appreciate this pri­
vilege of hourly prayer, if it were ouce 
taken from us.

Religious intelligence.

The White Stone.
“ To him that overcometh will I give e white atone." 

Rev. ii. 17.,
It is generally thought by commentators 

that this refers to an ancient judicial custom, 
of dropping a black stone into an urn when 
it is intended to condemn, and a white stone 
when the prisoner is to be acquitted ; but 
this is an act so distinct from that described, 
“I will give thee a white stone,” that we are 
disposed to agree with those who think it 
refers, rather, to a custom of a very differ­
ent kind, and not unknown to the classical 
reader—according with beautiful propriety 
to the case before us. In primitive times, 
when travelling was rendered difficult, from 
want of places of public entertainment, 
hospitality was exercised by private indivi­
duals to a very greet extent—of which, in­
deed, we find frequent traces in all history, 
and in none more than the Old Testament. 
Persons who partook of this hospitality, and 
ihose who practiced it, frequently contracted 
habita of friendship and regard for each 
other ; and it became a well established cus­
tom, among the Greeks and Romans, to pro­
vide their guest with some particular mark, 
which was banded down from father to son, 
and insured hospitality and kind treatment 
whenever it was presented. This mark was 
usually a small stone, or pebble, cut in half, 
and upon the halves of which the host and 
the guest mutually inscribed their names, 
and then interchanged them with each other. 
She production of this tessera was quite 
sufficient to insure friendship for themselves 
or descendants, whenever they travelled 
again in the same direction—while it is evi­
dent that these stones required to be private­
ly kept, and the names written upon them 
carefully concealed, lest others should obtain 
the privi egos instead of the persons for 
whom they were intended.

How nstural, then, the allusion to this 
custom in the words of the text, •• I will 
give him to eat of the hidden manna 
and, having done, having made himself par­
taker of my hospitality, having recognized 
him as my guest, my Iriend, “ I will present 
him with the white stone, and in the stone 
a new name written, which no man knowetb, 
saving be who receiveth it.” 1 will give 
him a pledge of my friendship, sacred and 
inviolable, known only to himself —Set. H. 
Blunt.

Popery in the South of Franco.
The remembrance of the cruelties perpe­

trated in the dragooadea of Louis XIV., 
and the hardships inflicted on the Protes­
tant people, especially in remote localities 
and small villages, even dthrn to the very 
outbreak of the Revolution, is still fresh in 
the minds of the numerous Protestant fami­
lies whose ancestors were the sufferers.— 
The dark dungeons of the castle of Aigues 
mortes, in which so many hundreds of Pro­
testants have pined away at different times, 
its thick walls, upon which one may read 
inscribed countless names of these unfortu­
nates, the sad tales which the keeper him­
self will tell you of them, as for instance, 
of a Protestant maiden kept for. years in one 
and the same dungeon ; these things com­
bine to preserve a lively remembrance of 
that era of hatred and barbarity. But the 
Catholic population of the present period 
pursue a course in no way adapted to re­
move these sad impressions from the mem­
ory of Protestants. Not to chronicle expres­
sions of fanhtical priests, or to quote from 
the Univers itself, we msy refer to the gen­
eral outbreak of popular disapproval in 
1856, when an officer, who had gone over to 
the Evangelical Cborch was, by decision of 
the proper authorities in Orleans, allowed 
to return and educate his own children. It 
was not only among the lower classes, but 
among the cultivated, not only among the 
believers, bat among people whose indifftr- 
enlism was notorious, who never attended 
mass the whole year through, and who, as 
the raying is, believed neither in God oor 
devil, that opposition, of the bitterest kind, 
appeared to this act of simple justice.

The strong ultramontane feeling of the 
Romanists in this section of France exhibits 
itself in various ways. Nearly every Ca­
tholic here is a member of some order of 
Penitents ; these orders have a yearly cele­
bration or procession in the last week id 
Msy, which, in fact, is ptetty much the only 
sign of hie they give the whole year round. 
They are divided according to the color of 
their drees into white, blue, gray, Ac., peni­
tents, and since in nearly every place, even 
the smallest, several such societies with 
their own churches and priests, exist, one 
who is in the neighborhood from the 26; b of 
May and onward, may see procession after 
procession every day for • week. The** 
consist of greaj numbers, sometimes amount­
ing to many ttousaods, who march two and 
two with slow and solemn steps through 
streets strewn with flowers and carpets.— 
Children and women, and men of the high­
est and the lowest statue alike, take part in 
them ; nil clothed Mjke; even the men ap­
pear in long white female dresses with white, 
blue, gray, and olher bands, and with long 
white bandages around the head, so that po­
ly the mouth, nose, and eyes, can be seen. 
They wear wreaths and carry flags, books, 
lighted candies ; they sing, pray, read, swing 
censers of incense ; before them marches a 
military band playing lively airs, scarcely 
suited, with their drums and cymbals, to the 
character of a penitential procession. This, 
with the intoxicating effect of the smoke 
arising from hundreds of censors, gives the 
whole a more heathenish appearance, per­
haps, than any other ceremony of the Church. 
O: coarse there would not fail to exist great 
rivalry among the different orders or colors ; 
and the greatest exertions are put lorth by 
each to exceed the other in the magnificence 
of the canopies under which the priests 

alk, in the richness of their chasubles, or 
robes, in the multitude of the silver lamps 
and censors, the banners and garlands, in 
the splendor of the portable alters and in the 
number of the participants. Indeed a gray 
peuitent has spoken to me of the Church, 
the singing, the music, Ac., of the white 
penitents, in the same contemptuous tone 
which he bad previously used of the Pro­
testants themselves.

The principal reasons for the existing un 
popularity of Protestantism in these regions, 
are the misrepresentations and falsification 
of Protestant doctrines and history dissemi 
nated among the people, with even more 
than the usual zeal and industry of the 
priests. A friend was recently travelling 
through the department of the Alps in re­
gion» formerly inhabited by the Waldenses. 
Coming into the neighbourhood of a cave 
well knowr^in the campaigns of the Wal­
denses as a place in which 600 of these un 
happy people were destroyed by French 
soldiers, by means of hunger, fire and sword 
he enquired of the guide for the cave of “ the 
Vaudois.” No one understood him. Hi 
described it, and detailed ita history ; at 
length a farmer understood him and said 
*• Oh 1 you mean the core of the savages !" 
The farmer exp ained 'hat the people whom 
he called Vaudois, were known in that coun­
try only under the name of Savages, for 
•• they were fierce robbers, who by nigh; 
sallied forth from the cave, to plunder and 
io kill." Yet it is well known that the ene­
mies of the Waldenses were astonished to 
find, that from their earliest youth (hey 
were universally taught to read and write ; 
and now they are regarded as barbarians by 
a people the greater part of whom, to this 
day, can neither write nor even read !

It is said there are only two of the high­
er clergy of France who are not Jesuits,aud 
it is known that the Society numbers more 
adherents in this than in any other country. 
Ti.e assurance with which these men falsify 
even the history of recent events in their 
colleges and in every sphere accessible to 
them, is astonishing. I have been credibly 
informed, says the correspondeut, of a Jesuit, 
who, in giving instruction in history, dictated 
the following sentence : The battle of Aus­
terlitz was gained by the Marquis of Bona­
parte. Commander-in chief under his majes­
ty, Louis XV111 ! I was told by a Jesuit 
that be was taught that the battle was won 
under the white standard (the lily of Bour­
bon,) and not under the tri-color. At the 
restoration of-tbe Bourbons, historical works 
were put in circulation, in wbicu Bonaparte 
was described only as Constable of France, 
and for the time of the Directory, the Con­
sulate and the Empire, Louis XVI11. was 
constantly represented as king This re­
gard for the Bourbcn family is set forth, 
also, in inscriptions which are said to exist 
everywhere throughout the country, and 
one of which I myself sew, in Montpellier, 
upon a memorial stone erected in honor of a 
Jesuit mission. It reads, “Erected in 1816.

of King Louis

Bourbon family were most energetic in their 
dealings with the heretics, and that Napo­
leon 1. had humbled the Pope to a de­
gree hitherto unparalleled. And at this day, 
through the influence of the Jesuits, the 
number of adherents of the Count of Bor­
den* io this vicinity, is great.

The Bishop of Montauban. who. in late 
years, suddenly became an UI tramontane», 
undertook, some years ago, to wage a con­
troversy with the Protestant theological fac­
ulty of that place. After reiterating the 
old complaint, that the Revolution was a 
fruit of Protestantism, he makes the boldest 
attack of all by asserting that Protestantism 
does not properly exist any longer, and be 
establishes the point from the fact, as be 
says, “ that in all.Protestants there is an in­
voluntary feeling that the Catholic bishops, 
and not the Protestant preachers, are their 
rightful Pastors—a feeling which they show 
even now by taking off their hats whenever 
they meet the bishop in the streets." When 
this is the style in which the higher clergy 
make their attacks, what can to expected 
from the lower? A friend of mind, once 
travelling in a steamer on the Rhone, fell 
into conversation with a priest who, in de­
fending thé claims of the Romish Church, 
asserted that “ all the leading scientific men 
of the world had been Catholics, as New- 
ten, Kepler, Liebuitz and nothing would 
convince him of his error. A priest of the 
Cathedral of Carcassone, once attempted the 
conversion of a Protestant lady of my ac­
quaintance. She was somewhat conversant 
with the Greek language, and, in the argu­
ment, appealed to the original of the New 
Testament The astonished priest inquired 
whether she understood Hebrew, and was 
surprised, beyond measure, to learn that the 
New Testament was written in Greek, not 
in Hebrew, and bad to confess that be was 
totally unable to read Greek. A* proof of 
ihe pitiable ignorarcs of the French clergy, 
the opinion of ihe “ Observateur Catho- 
liq’u,” in ita issue of June 1, 1856, deserves 
iu be read. The di-closures are made with 
s frankness unusual with the Romanists.— 
We close with a few extracts :

One needs but cast a glance upon the 
Church of France to perceive the deplor­
able condition of its clergy. Ignorance of 
theology and of all the ecclesiastical sciences 
has reached its height. The studies io the 
seminaries are next thing to nothing. A 
greet number of priests idler being thrown 
into the ministry, give up studying entirely, 
and forge*.-even Ihe little they learned in 
their youth. T"> this ignorance we must 
add, the well nigh absolute dependence of 
the interior clergy upon the bishops ; depen­
dence which is not a rational subordination, 
hot a blind obedience. * ♦ • * •
* * * * To day, it must to admitted
thot the pr esta who,distinguish themselves 
by their intelligence and the nobleness of 
their sentiments, ere too often viewed with 
suspicion. One might say that the clergy 
present no other appearance than that of ob­
sequious slaves of the bishops, occupied sole­

The Malakacs.
“ This singular and interesting people," 

observes the Rev. Dr- Schaeffler, “ are a 
band of dissenters from the state religion of 
Russia.” They enjoyed an immunity from 
persecution under the milder sway of the 
Emperor Alexander, but as soon as Nicho­
las took the reigns of the empire, the Mela­
kans were ordered off iu troops, first to the 
northern line of the Caucasus, and after­
ward to the inhospitable wilds beyond those 
mountain barriers. Many of them have 
since crossed into the dominions of the Sul 
tan of Turkey, under whose gentle sceptre 
they manage to lead a quiet and peaceable 
life m all godliness and honesty.

As far as religious principles are known, 
they are simp'e and scriptural, and their 
worship is very near in form to our own ; 
viz., Scripture, singing, prayer, exposition 
and application ot Bible truth. Alter ser­
vice they salute each other, each his neigh­
bor, with a kiss. They decidedly reject the 
worship of any creature object, the absolu­
tion ol priest,and priesthood (in the,Russian 
sense) itself. When any stranger attends 
their worship a few times, so that they coo 
jecture he may intend to to a permanent 
worshipper with them, he is cocver ed with 
by some older brethren, at d the following 
remarks in general are made to him :

“ What do you want among ui ?”
“ 1 want to hear the truth and worship 

God among you.’’
“ Well do you know wha* you are about ? 

Have you counted the cost ? We are a per­
secuted and down-trodden people, and you 
must not look to us for protection. If you 
can look to God alone, and go to prison or 
to death for Christ, then come and join us ; 
but if not, stay away and go to the old 
church.”
“Already,” thirty years ago, they said to a 

pious protestant, known to the writer, “ We 
are many and widely scattered. We cor­
respond with each other and know all about 
one another," And since, it seems, the 
work has been going on. And now that 
they have moved over into Turkey, many of 
them, and others coming, and their language 
is Russian, it is time that the Bible, and 
the whole Bible, to given to them in their 
ow-i language ; and it is time that evangel­
ical Christians in other parts should to 
friend them. There must needs be chaff 
among them, also; but we have heard of 
rare Christian heroism among them, as a 
body, they will, beyond a doubt, prove wor­
thy of the sympathy of the Lord’s people. 
No statistics can be given ; but we under­
stand that in the district of Warns tow 
alone, there are some thirty or forty villages 
of their body Whether the authorities 
ignore puipoeeiy their religious prnciples, or 
why they, or any of their tody, are per­
mitted to live in their homes, is uncertain. 
It may to, experience haa proved that per- 
cution will only drive the nail deeper in the 
wall.

The Mausoleum Marbles.

Roman Paliers nr the Sandwich Is­
lands.—Rev. Titus Coen, the. veteran mis­
sionary ol the Sandwich Islands, writes that 
during the past yesr large reinforcements of 
Catholic pricets have arrived in the islands, 

are busily scattering tracts against 
Protestantism, even visiting the 

foe

England scents destined to become the 
depository of the relics of the grandeur ol 
the departed empires of the world. Alrea­
dy exceedingly rich in the possession ot the 
artistic glories of Egypt, Assyria, Greece, 
Rome, X .ntbus, and Carthage, our national 
museum could boast a finer collection of an 
tiquaries then the rest of Europe combined 
The labors of Elgin, Fellowes, Devis and 
Layard have now been crowned by Mr 
Newton, who has succeeded in bringing 
safe to London, the invaluable remains ol 
that famous wonder of the world which liv­
ed but io name, that celebrated embodiment 
of a wife's love and a queen’s pride, the 
Mausoleum of Halicarnassus, which after an 
existence of centuries, had succumbed to 
some unknown power, and apparently “ left 
not a rack behind.”

Before entering upon a rehearsal of the 
results of the successful excavation at Bu 
drum, by which the e treasures of ancient 
art have been acquired, e brief history ol 
(to circumstances in which the Mausoleum 
originated msy not prove uninteresting.

Caria, a Dorian colony on the south coast 
of Asia Minor, after succumbing to Cr«e<us 
tbs Lydian, became on his defeat by Cyrus 
the Great, a dependency of the Persian em­
pire, although still governed by its own laws 
and ruled by its native princes. When 
Mausolus, the eldest son of Hecatomnu», 
ascended the throne, Sparta, Athens and 
Thebes were contending for predominance 
in Greece, sod preparing the way for Ma­
cedonian supremacy ; Pei jin was struggling 
with revolted Egypt, and youthful Rome 
resisting the assaul-s of Volschians, Etrus­
cans and Gauls. Comparatively free from 
the disturbing influence of war, the king­
doms and republics of Asm Minor grew io 
wealth und importance. The new mo­
narch of Caria'was ambitious of founding a 
powerful maritime state. In person tail 
and handsome, Mausolns was as daring in 
battle aa be was astn'e in his policy, and 
unscrupulous in carrying it out. He forced 
the Lydians to pay him tribute, conquered 
a portion of Ionia, end compelled Rhodes to 
acknowledge his superior power. He took 
part to the conspiracy of the satraps against 
Artaxerxes, aud assisted the enemies of 
Athens in the social war with equal impo- 

"nity.
Mylasa, an inland city was the capital of 

the kingdom t hot, struck with the natural 
advantages possessed by the birhplac* ol 
Herodotus, Mausolus transferred the seat of 
government to Halicarnassus, and concen­
trated alt bis energies upon making it wor­
thy its destiny. He rebuilt the half-ruined 
city, crowned the surrounding heights with 
deiences, end rendered the ha: tor safe and 
commodious. The latter was in the shape 
of a horseshoe ; from the water's edge, the 
town rose in terraces, presenting the appear- 

of a vast amphitheatre flanked-by vol 
1 hills, from which the walls descended 

lo the ses Up* a reeky eminence stood 
palace ot the king, com-

Nearly four hundred years afterwards, 
Pliny saw it in all its glory. According 
to him, the circumference of the building 
was about 411 tee*. ; iu breadth from north 
to south, 63 lent; us Height. 25 cubits it 
was ornamented with six end-ib.rty columns. 
About the ptoroo (coloured?) stood a pyra­
mid equal in height to the lower building. 
Sod formed el twenty-four steps, gradually 
tapering towards the eoromit, whten was 
crowned by a chariot end four horses, ex­
ecuted by Pythius, making the total bright 
ot the work do less than 140 fecL This gi­
gantic monumental tomb wee so solidly con­
structed as to defy for centuries tto destroy­
ing toad of time. Vitruvius speeks of it*s 
one of the marvels ol the world ; Martial 
«Mode* to its prceliar construction ; Lucian 
extols the beauty of the marble, and the life 
wnn which ihe sculptors bad endued it. 
lo the second century Pauseoios dtclnree 
how greatly tb? Rumens admired it; iu the 
fourth, it is mentioned by Gregory, Bishop 
of Nazinusus ; in the tenth, Conainotmoe 
Porphyrogeooetue speaks of il ns excitirg 
wonder and laudation; r.nd in the tweluh 
century, Eusis'htus declares emphatically, 
* It whs sod is a marvel " The precise pe­
riod et which the Mausoleum fell into ruin 
is uncertain. The probability is that toss* 
time in the two hundred years after Eu-in­
tros, it wee overthrown by one of those vio­
lent earthquake* prevalent iu Asia Mtuor, 
although the Herltcartus-ian peninsula bad 
for two hundred years enjoyed an umauin'y 
from the dreadful visitation which made 
such havoc among its neighbors.

After the downfall of the Ru.oau empi-c, 
misfortune after misfortune befell tbe ooce 
proud city of the waters, until ns very name 
was forgotten, aud its site occupied by e 
sortit village Called itlesy, depending on tla 
mercy of the pirates rwwg the neighbotvig 
»?a. W hen tbe knights id {jt, John «I Jelu- 

to Barde» m 1401. they 
were struck with the mili ary odv.misgce of 
the place, aod took pussess'-tc ot, and, under 
the dirrc.’tons of their Great Haiti;, U?nry 
Sckleg- bolt, they constructed- n ct adel or 
castle out of the ruins around them. In 
1472, the Dalmatian Cepio, who accompa­
nied the expédition under Pietro Moceat^o, 
discerned the remains of the tomb of the 
Csrlan king. Eight years afterwards, the 
castle was repaired at their expense ; but 
the threatened attack of Sultan Soliman in 
1522 on the stronghold ot the order, was tho 
signal for tbe utter destruction of the Mauso­
leum. Sensible that it was a struggle for 
life or death, and well awsie of the impor­
tance of the position, a de'achmen: of knights 
repaired to Mesy to place it in a stare o* de­
fence. Finding no better slooes for burn­
ing Hme than some maible steps rising io » 
field near tbe harbor, they broke them up. 
Iu searching for more they discovered that 
the building extended wider aod deeper, and 
drew from it not only stones for the kilo, 
but sufficient for their forifflcstions. Having* 
uncovered the greater portion of the edifice, 
they one afternoon hit upon an opening, 
down which they scrambled until they found 
themselves in a beautiful bill, decoraled 
with marble columns, with capitals, bases, 
architraves, cornices, and friexes in has re­
lief, The interstices between the colums 
were cased with veneers of various 
colored marbles—« Cart an invention dur­
ing the reign of Mausolus—ornamented 
in harmony with the other parts ol the ball, 
the wall being covered with historical sculp­
tures. After these artistic treasures bad 
been duly admired, they shared tbe fate of 
tbe marble steps. Aooti er entrance was 
then discovered leading through an anti- 
charob» r into a noble apartment, in wb ch 
stood a sarcophagus, with its white marble 
vase. For want ol time they did no« stay 
to uncover it, but returned for US' purpose 
next mo-n'Dg, when they found the place 
strewed with pieces of golden clo'h and 
fragment! of ornaments. Some of tbe 
corsairs evee hovering round the plase had 
been there before them and carried off every­
thing of value. Tbue the shrine immortal­
ized by tbe love and pride of Artemisia was 
desecrated by the petty robbers of tbe isles, 
and the regal relics of the Carton dynasty 
scattered to tbe winds, after remaining un­
disturbed for eighteen centuries

Solyman expelled the Knights of St. 
John from Rhodes, aod finally from Asm 
altogether. Tbe Turks built Budrum on 
tbe remains of the Csrtan city ; tbe ses cast 
its sends 0» tbe shore ; and the rein washed 
down the earth from tbe hills, obliterating 
one by one tbe ancient landmark, til' the 
very site of the Mausoleum was a sutijec' of 
mystery and disputa.

Thevenot, who visaed Badrum in the 
middle of the srvsniceotb century, 10 iced 
some lions' heads an A sculptured marble 
slabs insert.d in the wul’i of the citadel of 
which Duller, a hundred years Isror. m-ds 
drawing*. They al-o attracted the attention 
of Gouffi-r, Mou’.t. Beaufort, Yurt O ten and 
Hamilton, but the jeafous fears of the Tuikr^ 
seldom allowed any traveller 10 enter be 
interior of the castle. Tbe Pro-sum profes­
sor, Boss, alter seeing them iu 1844 solicit­
ed bis governmtrt to obtain po.»«*ston of 
tto sis to, as ai.dputyed relics of tto ieml#of 
Mausolus ; bu our own arctœ >.cg«st» had 
anticipated him, and, by th?ir représenta- 
tires, indaced Lord Palmer** to forward
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under dres* being risible over the bosom and 
round her ankle#. More then 160 feet die- 
tent from the cbariot-borae, Mr. Newton die. 
covered hull Ue neve, ■ piece of e «poke, 
end part of the outer-circle of one of the 
cbenoi-wbeeli, from which tbe force with 
which the quadriga was thrown from its 
proud eminence may be judged.

Among the treasures found near tbe «fe­
me of Mauaolue was a colossal leopard, evi­
dently originady joined to some other figure 
a beautiful colo-aal female heed, a 
head, and «orne more lion*. Here also lay 
the squared marble blocks forming tbe «reps 
of the pyramid on which tbe chariot stood. 
Fhey are of a uniform depth of 11 inches, 
2 and 8 feet in breadth, and of various 
lengths, but averaging four feet. One part 
of the upper side is polished, that which 
would be covered by the step above only 
rough cut ; ibe upper side of each block has 
ooe flange about six inches broad at tbe 
back, runniog the whole length of tbe stone, 
and two smaller ones at right angles to it 
along tbe ends ; each of tbe latter has ooe 
side col flush with tbe end of tbe stone, pre­
senting a section similar to a Gothic arch, 
forming a sort of roof lo protect tbe joints 
from rain. The large flsnge fitting into a 
longitudinal groove receiving the lesser' 
flanges, so placed that one joint never (alia 
above another : tbe atones were fastened to­
gether with strong copper clasp*.

We have enumerated all ibe more impor 
tan: results ot ihese interesting researches. 
Oi the thirty-six looic columns mentioned by 
Pliny, the capitals of three only have been 
recovered in a perfect state ; but fragments 
of every member of the Mausoleum have 
eome to light, by which their dimeoeiona 
have been lixed, and the veracity of tbe an­
cient writers, as osusl, vindicated. As bear­
ing upon tbe much debated question respect 
ing colored statues, we may mention that all 
the architectural and sculptural decorations 
of the Mausoleum were painted ; but the 
action of the atmosphere soon removed tbe 
evidence# of the Greek practice of u-atblq 
coloring Bej ood certain initials on some 
of ibe lions, not s solitary inscription was 
found bn sny remains belonging to tbe mon­
ument.

Lieutenant Smith, who accompanied Mr. 
Newton, has made elaborate calculations, 
from which the d men'-ior.s of the various 
parts of tbe building may be pretty accurate 
ly d-duoed. Tbe statue ol Mausolus is 9 
feel 9 locbes in height ; from Ibe tread ol 
tbe chariot—allowing for the marble block 
on which tbe chariot stood—to tbe summit 
of tbe supporiiog pyramid was 4} feel ; the 
total height ol the colossal group being, 
therefore, 14} feet; while the plailorm on 
which ii stood could not have measured lees 
then 24 feet by 18 Tbe length of the py­
ramid would be 108, its width 86 leet, and 
its height 23} leet—making just three inches 
in excess ol ibe elevation given by Pliny for 
the quadriga and pyramid united. He 
stales that ibe pteron or cvlonade was of tbe 
same height ; the remain* of its columns 
corroborate him, so ibst 65 feet of his total 
140 remains unappropriated. There can be 
little question, from the example ol tbe My 
less monument, that tbe pteron stood opon 
a high and solid ba»etneut, that of tbe Mau­
soleum being decorated wnh one, and in all 
likelihood two rows ol baa-reliefs. Tbe 
ipaces between tbe thirty-six columns would 
supply appropriate positions for tbe various 
colossal figures ; but by whet means the 
enormous dead weight ol the novel pyramid 
was safely upheld on tbe pteron most ever 
remain a mystery—an insolvable riddle for 
eculpiors and enisle, who have rejected 
Lieutenant Smith’s idea of a pointed sup­
porting vault as untenable.

The effect of ibis splendid monumental 
mass, with it< sol d basement, its superb 
irirzes, iis graceful columns, its wondrous 
slaiuee, with iis while marble pyramids 
ciuwmd with the majestic charioteer, rising 
iroto the rock-built terrace, and towering 
uor ibe beeunlul city, with tbe blue sky 
uvernead, and ibe voicanic bills tor a back 
giooud, must bare been something approach­
ing ibe sublime : even now we cannot but 
egret that she to whose affections it owed 

its birth was denied the sight of tta comple­
t'd beamy.

1. is much to be desired that these price­
less relics of snnq iity were more fittingly 
bou-ed than in ibe ugly glasa sheds wbtcL 
a present shelter them. Scarcely ten years 
have elapsed since tbe Brilisb museum wa* 
completed, and already ibere is not a single 
department, save Mr. Pmazzi’s, that is no 
cribbed, cabbined and confined. Tbe natu 
rai history collection is too crowded to be 
examined with any prvflt ; ibe prints are, to 
all practical intents and purposes, buried ; 
mineraiogical specimens bidden away in 
drawers, while ibe cellars are overflowing 
wiiti an iquitirs. Unless it is to drgeneraie 
into a gigantic curiosity -shop, it is Ligl. 
tune something was done lo remedy the 
evil, and we r* i rice lo hear that Ibe initie-* 
are about lo bestir themselves energetically 
m ibe mailer, and we trust ibey may be 
enablrd before long to render justice to ih> 
iea-ures of our national museum.— Cham

D ed at M I on, Sept. 19 b, 1859, Mrs 
Elizabeth Brown wile ol George W. 
Brown, fc-q., and daughter of the late Miner 
Huntington, aged lihy-luur, leaving a bu>- 
oand and ,'oor children to mourn tbeir irre 
parable loss.

lo early life Mrs. Brown was tbe subject 
ol serious impression», and was deeply awak 
eoed under the ministry of the Rcv. W 
Smub ; but not uoiil ibe year 1828, did she 
receive a sense ol sins forgiven. It was in 
ibe retiremeni ol her own room, while offer­
ing this peiitioo, “ Lord, whet will tbou have 
me do ?"—■ heavenly light broke into her 
soul, and sbe was enabled to rejoice in God 
her Saviour. Tbe genuineness of her con 
version was evinced by ber steady attach­
ment to the Church of God ; and its minis 
ters were ever welcome in her hospitable

No trifling hindrance detained her from 
the sanctuary o' God, although frequently 
prevented by sic kness ; lor, during ibe last 
iw-nty-fou- years of her file, ebe was a 
constant sufferer.

lo tbe year 1851, a much beloved daughter 
left home wiib her hu-band, on a bridal lonr, 
in youth and health, lundi y expecting re re­
juin ber friends in one short year ; but, 
alas ! when they were expecting ber return, 
the melancholy tidings came, ibat she was 
no more.

While Crept. Spratt, al er a careful examina 
lion of the neighborhood, decided lo (avot 
ef a lower position, dee north from the cas­
tle and east of the harbor Neither ol these 
sites were exactly reconcilable with the ac 
count, of Pliny and Vitruvius; and Mr 
Cbaile# Newton—who bad never visited 
Budrum—clinging to their vernciiy, n jccied 
tbe decision ol both R >«# and Spratt, and in 
a paper in tbe Classical Museum fur 1848 
fixe'*upon a spot the : urroundrogs of which 
had been so filled up by alluvial deposit* 
tbs' no treejs of a terrace or platform were 
discernible. So tbe matter reeled until 
1856, when Mr.. Newton was appointed 
vice-c josul at Mitylenr, and authorised to 
carry out excavation# on a Urge scale at 
Budrum three of Her Majesty's ships be­
ing placed at hi» aerv.ee. and every facility 
affj'ded «o bring his labors to a successful
Issue,

Tbe first result of Mr. Newton's opera­
tions were interesting, although not bearing 
■pjn their grand object t they const-led ot 
Bn immense number of terra-eotta figures 
Sod led unglsxed Roman lamp#, apparently 
assorted as lor sale, a block ol etoue with a 
dedicatory inscription to Dometer and Per­
sephone, a nearly perfect mosaic pavement 
af Roman end Grecian tiles, and tbe torso 
Of a Itle-size stature ol a dancing-girl in ra­
pid motion, more rr-natliable for boldness 
than grace, resembling the figure on the 
Harpagiao monument among tbe X<n him 
marble». Preeeoted by the covetousness ol 
the Toikisb proprietors irom proceeding aiib 
tbe excavation of Rosa’s plailorm, Mr. New 
ton turned bw attention to another quarier, 
and, alter two days’ digging, diseovcied, on 
the'very spot pointed out by him ten years 
before, portion» of a Iritxe, a number of 
architectural ornaments, tbe forepart of a 
horse, and pert ot a colossal lion, exactly 
like those taken from tbe caatle walls.—
There could be little doubt tbat the long-lost 
•lie was fouod ; and proceeding with the 
work, be came upon pieces of looic colossus, 
and .be body of a colossal sitting figure.—
Close to ibis lay tbe remain# ol an eques­
trian statue, a noble specimen ol Greek 
colossal sculpture. Tbe horse is rearing—
Iis treatment exhibits great anatomical know­
ledge ; tbe lower portion only of tbe rider’s 
body is preserved ; he is clad in Persian 
tro veer* ; tbe band with which he polls 
back tbe animal is coarse, distinct nod bony, 
wuh every vein maikrd. Tbe body of a 
dog in high relief, arid, varions fragments ot 
lions, weie tbe Hex- acquisitions; some ol 
the latter have, alter a severance of lour 
hundred years, been reunited to ibe bodies 
which bad done duiy in ibe citadel.

Toe foundation- ol tbe building were soon 
rest-bed, and the area discovered lo be a par­
allelogram measur.ng 100 by 126 leet, cut 
cut ot the natural rock; tbe intersticesecca 
•ionrd by ibe deficirucivs in tbe ruck being 
(Hied with oblong block» ol stone fixed with 
iron clamp*, and tbe whole quadrangle pav­
ed wuh green stone. Under an accumula­
tion ot soil on tbe western sides was found 
a staircase of twelve steps cut out of the 
rock, leading from tbe Tüealer bill to tbe 
Miusokum.

and some three hundred and finy tracts and 
pamphlets. . Another of there useful labourer* 
had a public conveiwiion with a Priest on ibe 
merit» of Diodaii’s translation of the Bible. A* 
ibe metier grew rerioua, ibe crowd numbering 
some aix hundred persons, mailed ibe poor ec­
clesiastic wiib erica of “ Impostor / ' Jesuit !" 
and Rogue !"—until ibe generous colporteur bad 
to interpose for tbe safety of bw opponent. Some 
Bible» and Testament» were purebsaed of bus 
by the people at tbe close of tbia lather signifi­
cant scene. Another Committee exista et Nice, 
which baa sent forth two evangelist» and two col 
perteura Ooe of tbe former ii • convened 
Priest. Alter studying B ble tbeoogy et G ne- 
vs for *x months, and subsequently assisting Dr 
De Sanctis at Turin, be baa gone lorth io preach 
lo his ignorant countrymen ibe unsearchable 
nchva ol Christ.

Tbe* labor» cannot be in vein. The seed 
will be sown end moat spring up and beer its 
fruit. But while we gladly end gratefully record 
each efforts as there wbicb, whatever the final 
issue lo ibe temporal welfare of ibe Lilian peo­
ple of tbe political changes now in course of 
operation, cannot fail to be productive of aome 
spiritual good, we would not be understood aa 
rushing opon conclusion» wbicb may not be war­
ranted by ihe nc'ual eta-e ol affairs. There ia 
light st laat in Italy, end lor ibia we are ibank 
lui.

Nor will tbow nation» in whom 
devotion to ber interests is supreme shove every 
other considérât ion suffer ber to tall without a 
struggle-

Large ma*aee of 
ibe lei'y tbroonboot Europe are doing what they 
can, io tbe way ol iifljvnciog tbeir severs! 
Government», end in sending lo bie afflicted 
“ Holiness " tbe expression of ibeir condolence, 
and the more anbetaoiie, aid ol tbe purse. The 
poor peasantry of Ireland are contributing “ Pe

:be Court of Rome baa its advocates even in tbe 
Britim Hcow of Commons Looia Napoleon, 
moreover, on whom apparently so much depend», 
ia loo moch the creature of circumstances, loo 
vacillating, and mys-tricus, to be coi fidently re­
lied oo by those who desire or expect tbe over­
throw ol tbe Papal throne.’

THE CONFERENCE#

We are now in tbe midst of ibe #e»aioin of our 
•nnoel Conference#, which meet before the Gen 
eral Conférence of May next. Tbe Beitimore 
Conference, which be» juat closed ita seaaion, ia 
in alave bolding territory, aod mostly in Virginia, 
where tbe excitement on lie slavery q leal ion 
ha# been great for e tew montba past. Th* 
Conference edbered lo ibe M. E Church in the 
•eoeaiion of 1814, and professed to be ami-alave- 
ry ; but it ia exceedingly difficult for nay Church 
to maintain an anti slavery position in eiave- 
holding territory, especially when «livery exert»
■ be influence it doea in Virginia We think tbe 
Conference baa receded somewhat from in for­
mer position oo ibe subject, and will doubile* 
unite with tbe M. E Church, Bomb, or become, 
with other potiron» of ibe Church on alave- 
bolding toil, a separate organization. Tbe gen 
eral feeling of ike M. E. Church on ibe subject 
of slavery ia that ibe lime baa come when slavery 
>bould no longer exist in the Cburcb Tbia 
eeling ia becoming strong, both io ibe, ministry 
and lai'y, and nothing can prevent inch action 
being taken as will exclude all slave bolder» 
nom ibe M. E. Church. And moat devoutly do 
we pray tbat aucb a result may be expet .enced !

TBE HABPEE'S FEHRT TRAGEDY -

The two last victims ol this sad tragedy, Ste­
vens sod Hailet, were executed st Charleston, 
Va, on ihe 16 h intt. 'Ibe town waa thronged 
wuh visitors, and several companica ol military 
were in sitendance. Tbe uoforiunate men 
were resigned to ibeir late and exbjbiied great 
ti nmen There were no religion» exercise» on 
ibe occasion, as tbe prisoneu refused ali office» 
of Ibe miniatera of religion who were ready lo 
attend them. To be attended by pro slavery 
ministers was anything but congenial to their 
feelings, and we wonder not that they rej Cted 
ibem altogether. So tar a » we bave learned 
boib sustained a good moral .character, sod in 
trying lo liberate their fellow men Irom bondage 
tell victims lo the slave power. Tbeir object 
waa a good one, hot Ibey adopted means to ac­
complish it, wbicb, to say the least, were unlorio- 
oaie. Tbe slave power knows no mercy.— 
Whosoever dare* to oppose it by whatsoever

The return ol Mr. Richard Deary for the coun­
ty of Cork ie ■ fact leee of political than of social 
significance. It ie not solely, nor even mainly ae 
s supporter and ettb-offierr ol Lord Pelmetaioo'e 
Government tbat be bss been relumed. Inderd, 
throughout the conte-1, his party politieai eharac 
ter exerewed but small influence. Tbe real 
meaning ol bia election is, tbat the Roman Catho­
lic Elector» of Cotk rel'uee lo vole according io 
tbe dictation of the Ultramontane section ol the 
priesthood, and tbat the Cork Conservatives refuse 
to receive the mandates ol the Carlton when issu 
ed in Uvour ot an Ultramontane candidate. Tbe 
value of the election, in asocial point of view, 
lies in ;be evi ence it aflords of tbe courage ot 
tbe Roman Catholic laity, and ol some ol the 
Roman Catholic clergy, to act in defiance ol tbe 
counsels or commands or tbe Irish Antotelli.

It is well known to our readers tbat since tbr 
advent of Dr. Paul Cullen, not only have tbr 
Roman Catholic episcopal appointments been 
made in an U.Ira Papal manner, but tbat tb. 
whole of the prieaihood, as far aa was praclica 
bie, baa been manipulated with tbe object o 
giving greater force and consistency to Papal de- 
s.gna Aa tbe Papacy ia a despotism over mini, 
•nd body, so the Uitramootrne section of lb. 
Irish Roman Catholics baa been lorved lo giv.

tionnel—u You are a man of honour” a 
mplying that the writer# io the Steele, o 
whom he bad juat before been speaking, 
vere not. and bringing tbeir action there 
upon. The imputation upon the " honour" 
of the Steele ought :o have been construed 
m a “ Pickwickian" sense, and -o tbe Coun 
'bought. But M Cbaix d’E.t Ange, th. 
Procureur-General who threw Ibe Siècle 
overboard, pressed for a conviction ol tbt 
bishop in the other action, which, ol tbe two, 
was infinitely more absurd Tbe preeeni 
Bishop ol Orleans, an enthusiastic Ultra- 
monianist, being told, in the course of a 
bitter controversy, that one of hia predeces­
sors in the see, Mgr. Rmseeau, who ha# 
been dead and buried these fifty year#, ex 
pressed opinion# different from his own, re­
plied in writing that Bi-bop Rousseau vis 
reputed in the diocese to be but a “ poor 
creature,’’ and that be bad eacrificed In# al 
Irgiance to the church for the sake of pro­
motion and the patronage of Napoleon 1 
Tbeae charges, «opposing them to be well 
founded, only show that Bishop Rousseau 
was a •• man ot bis epoch.'’ If not true ol 
him, it is quite cerusiu tbat the libel is more 
or le#a applicable to most of tbe bieliope who 
took eervice under Napoleon when Pius VII. 
waa a prisoner at Fontainebleau. However, 
a certain widow Berlin, an obscure old 
woman of fourscore and upwards, living 
somewhere in Ihe provinces, and who i# a 
collateral relation of tbe late BUhop Rous­
seau, was put forward as a champion of the 
honour of her family, and an action wa# 
brought in her name against (he present 
Bishop of Orleans. A notion ie undoubted iy 
prevalent in France ibat a man has a right 
to take up tbe valuable lime of courts of law 
by actions to delend the memory of bis an­
cestors, and this notion received judicial 
confirmation in a complaisant judgment 
given some short lime ago in favour of the 
memory of Prince Eugene against the author 
of the “ Memoirs of Marshal Marmot,u" 
But this extension of the libel law is su­
premely ridiculous If the Bishop of Or­
leans bad been condemned lor a libel upon 
his predecessor dead and gone at a period 
infinitely remote, if we consider tbe various 
dynastie* and form# of Government tbat 
have risen and fallen in the interval, it would 
have been impossible to write history with 
safety, Tbe judgment of the Imperial

Nkw Untrue wick Lfoislatubk.—In tbe 
House of Assembly on Tburadsy/the 28tb oh , 
we l-arn fum ibe New Btunswick Keparitr. on 
the Educational Extra Giants being read, Hon. 
Mr. Kuberteon rose and etqutred when would 
those partial and extraordinary expenditures ol 
the public money come to an end. It bad always 
appeared to bun to be tbe vet y worst policy to 
take ibe funds which we collected from tbe peo­
ple, and ostensibly designed for tbetr education, 
and apply them to tbe support of what were 
called superior schools ; schools which if design 
ed tor tbe purpose ol affording a superior educa­
tion, should be paid tor by those, and those only, 
wbo require lhem. Tbe present appropriations 
for schools were exceedingly liberal, and should 
in bis opinion be superseded by direct taxation 
but under all cncumstancea, the wealthy portion 
ol the community wbe require superior educa­
tion for tbeir children, should themselves pay 
for it.

Hon Mr. Hamilton -aid there should be co y 
one general system adop'ed in tbe disburaemen 
ol ibe public money lot schools He was opposed 
to all denominational grants ; but be could well 
understand tbeir origin. They were sustained 
in ibe other Biancb in order Co conciliate those 
influential parties in tbe country wbo were mam 
ly in umental in-gaining tbeir elections for the 
roemBtrs. He could encourage no grants lor 
education bey end ibose appropriated to the par 
ieh and G auimar Schools.

Hon. Mr. Steeves said it was very well for tbe 
bon. member io allude so frequently to the o her 
Branch, but in doing so be should remember 
that ns members were subject to tbe popular 
coniroul ; and tbai Ibe fact ot these grants being 
made at all showed that ibe public were in tbeir 
favour. Almost every religious denomination 
io tbe province expeced grants to aid them in 
sustaining ike useful lostvuiions which they bad 
established for giving a superior education to the 
youth ol ibe country ; and if ibe Episcopalians, 
Method-si s, baptists, and Raman Ca bohes were 
opposed in this desire, it tbeir gran's were 
swept away—be would like to know wbat Go 
vernment would stand, or what member could 
be returned to conduct Ibe business of tbe coun­
try. Au»r all, these superior Institutions tor 
learning were doing a vast amount of good in 
the P, evince Tuera waa tbe Sack ville Aça 
demy alone, which bad in tbe last year afforded 
the means of a superior education to upwards ol 
three hundred students of both sexes, such as 
could not not be given in 'be parish schools, 
thus fitting them for the discharge of those active 
and uselul dut es ol life wbicb mus' devolve upon 
them In future years.

Now before we proceed fur 
iher, it will be necessary for us to under­
stand what you cooader ■ ‘ pure community 
of Christian* ;’ then we shall be ready to in­
vestigate your claims. You hold I suppose, 
that the Baptist church now is a pore Chris­
tian community f

"Yea’ certainly ; the Baptist church is 
pure in docinoe, forma and discipline.”

" We are then to understand you, that 
ihat there hare been communities or 
churches like yours, io doctrine, forma, and 
discipline,|tn existence—an unbroken chain 
—from the urns of our Saviour down to 
ibe present ?"

"Certainly that ie what we claim.” v
"And, secondly,” continued Halley; 

" you claim that these pure commuoiiiee or 
churches like yours, io docinoe, forms aod 
discipline, bate alone suffered ihe perseco 
lions ot the beast, and consequently eonsid 
ar yourselves ibe kingdom Christ came to 
eet up ?"

" That ia precisely oar belief?"
" May I ask now wbat the names of 

those sect» are ibrougb which yon traceyoor 
lineage ?"*

" Tbeir names ?" replied Elder Meson. 
” They ere well known to history, air. They 
are called (TiixOD'Sia Ernest, fol. i. 339) 
Duoanste, Notauanisia, Catbari or Puri­
tans, Paulictans, Henricana, Petrobruaiaus, 
Meooooites, Albigeuaea, Walden***, &.C.

“ Aod Baptists, I suppose, you would 
add.”

*• Yea, sir, certaioly, that ia understood.'
” Then we will begin with tba Baptiste,' 

Halley, “ aod trace back the ancestry. From 
wbat sect, aod when, do yon date the pres­
ent organization ? How long baa ibe Bap- 
list church existed under its present name V

“ It was of English birth, sir, aome lime 
in the seventeenth century.

“ I bate nq reason to differ from you on 
that statement ; still, for the satisfaction of 
ibose present, I will read the authority— 
we will bate the historical proof*. Io tbe 
Encyclopedia Americana, it ii stated : * 
We may dale tbe first public acknowledge­
ment of tbe Baptists as distinct from the 
Aoabaptis's. from tbeir petition to Partis 
msm, in 1620. In 1623 they are descri­
bed as carrying an external appearance of 
holiness, ae denying the doctrines of pre­
destination, reprobation, etc. It is probable 
berefore, tbai ihe Baptists of that lime were 

General Bipnsta. The year 1633 provides 
us with ihe earliest records remaining, ol 
be formation of a Particular Baptist church 
n Loudon.’

" Or. Murdock, in bis Iraoalilieo of 
Moebtim's Church Hieiory, gives a more 
particular account of tbe matter in • note 
on p 473, toi. iii. I will read this also 
‘ The first regular congregation of English 
Baptists appears to hate originated from 
certain English Puritans, who returned from 
Holland alter the death of their pastor, Rev. 
John Smith, who died in 1610. These 
were tbe General ot Armintan Baptists, 
aod may be supposed to bate derived many 
of tbeir opinion* from tbe Meooooites. 
From ibis time onward, churches of Gene­
ral Baptists were f irmed here aod there in 
different pan* of England. But in general 
i bey made n ■ great figure, and do not ap­
pear to bave bad much connection, or to 
have proli saed one uniform faith. The 
Particular or Calviois'ic Baptist* trace tbeir 
origin io a congregation of Independents, 
established in London in the year 1616 
This congregation bating become very 
erge, aod some of them differing from the 

others on ihe subject of infant baptism 
they agreed io divide. Those who disbe­
lieved in infant baptism were regulsry dis­
missed in 1633, and formed into a new 
church under the Ret. Jobu Spiltbury 
Io 1638 several more members were dismis­
sed io Mr. Spilabury'a church. And in 
1639 » new Baptist church was formed. 
Now cbnfchee of Particular Baptiste multi­
plied rapidly.’ ”

" Ii seems io me," said Anna, * that we 
hate already come to • break in the lin­
eage. Tbe very* first Caltioietie or Cloee 
Common too Baptist church on record was 
regularly eel off, or dismissed from an Inde­
pendent or Congregational church I Whet 
further need ye say ? After all,then, Eider 
Meson, you end Mr. Graven are both off­
shoots Irom our ime-honored Congregation­
al brethren! You ought to be proud of 
tbie discovery, for thereby you establish a 
nobler and purer ancestry than that claim­
ed by Mr. Grate# and others of your de» 
nomination. What can we do now but 
take tbe parent stock, tbe Independent», 
and trace them to tbeir origin?”

“I am sure," anid Edur Mason, “that 
Dr. Murdock states that the first congrega­
tion of English Baptists originated from 
certain Puritans who came from Holland, 
and that they derived there principles from 
ibe Mennoeitea.”

“ And adds, moreover," replied Halley, 
” that they were the Armtaiaa eg GyMl

(t a. Free-Will Baptists. Are there doc- 
trines the ones we are tracing ? Do you 
bold that open communion ia a distinguish­
ing feature of a * pure community of Cbrist ?’ 
Remember we are tracing pot tbe name 
Baptist, but * those pore doeirioea, forms 
end discipline’ now peculiar to oar Close 
Communion Baptist brethren. Wbitber 
then, Elder Mason, shall we go now to get 
a trace of them V

" Armieino Baptists," be replied, " agree 
with « io tbe form of baptism, and also in 
rnjec'iog infant b-ptiam. Those may be 
called tbe distinguishing characteristic* of 
our brethren io all ages of the world."

“ Then give op your Cloee Communion. 
If tbet is not essential to a * pure commu­
nity of Christ,’ why do you retain it ! If 
there bee ever been io existence a ' pure 
community’ which held to, aod practised 
Open Communion, that doctrine is pure 
still ; and Close Communioo is impure, and 
you bate rendered yourselves uoworihy ol 
your lineage. Dr. Murdock adds: ‘Before 
the erection of regular Baptist congrega­
tions, and indeed for some lime af.er, it was 
very common for Bapnsis and others to be­
long to tbe same ebureb, aod to worship 
.and commune together.’ Waa that right? 
If it waa, why do you not throw open your 
leans aud the Lord’s table io your brethren? 
If ibat was wrong, bow happens it that a 
pure stream flows Irom an impure fountain J 
Let me ask in tbe word* of our Saviour 
Can a fountain al ibe tame time send forth 
sweet waters ard bitter ?’ ”

“ How ia it with regard to tbe second 
claim ?” asked Squire Tanner, "Whom 
did tbe ' beast persecute io those days ?

" Dr- Murdock further remarks in tbe 
seme eooorctioo," replied Halley : "Oo 
the restoration of Charles II.. in 1660, tbe 
Baptists, with all other nonconformists, were 
exposed to great troubles and persecutions ; 
aod at tbe close ol tbe revolution in 1668, 
ibey, a* well as oiber dissenters, obtained 
free toleration.”

“ Tb'eo they fared pretty much all alike 
when they communed together,” said Squire 
Tanner. *• But if they had set ibemaelvee 
up as something better aod holier than all 
tbe rest of ibe world, sod thus rendered 
themselves exclusive», I doo’i know bow 
they could consistently complain if they got 
exclusive fare."

•’ Wbat are we to do now ?” urged Hal­
ley- " Do you Elder Mason resign your 
position first taken, ’ That there has been 
in existence for 1800 years a community 
like y core in doctrine, forma, and discip­
line ?”’ *

" No, sir, ! I doo’i think it necessary 
that they should be identical in every re­
spect.

All Bap 
lists are Baptists ; aod we are clearly de­
scended from the Meonooiie*. I see no­
thing io the way of oar progress ”

“ But hold I You say that all Baptists 
are Baptiste—grant it ; but do you .in­
tend ns to understand from that, that all 
Baptist churches ere pure churches, and 
thaï you recognise them aa such ? Where 
iben, is your communioo table ? Why do 
you abut out a large part of your brethren 
—a part ol ibe ’ pure churches of Christ’ 
—from the ordinance of the Lord’s bouse ? 
If merely ihe form of immersion, aod ihs 
rejection of infant baptism, render a sect
* ihe pure community ol Cftrisi,’ wherein art 
you belter than tbe Free-Will, ibe 8.x 
Principled, aod ibe Seventh-Day Baptists, 
or the Tuohers, Emancipators, Rogerenea, 
Meooonitts, doc,? How happens it tbai 
tbe bouse ie divided against itself? Says 
Grave* (Great Iron Wheel, p. 23) « ‘D. 
tided end warring among thematites— 
if ibey are indeed of one household, ibey 
eaooot stand. Tbe friendly alien ie aston­
ished end offended—skeptics laugh, aod 
devil* rejoice !’ I call your attention to this 
point, for it is well worthy your considér­
ai ion ; and again, in the language of Grates 
would exclaim, ‘ This subject is too grave, 
too momentous lor trifling !’ We are to 
understand you then, Elder Mason, that all 
B«pt ais, of whatever name besides, are, if 
ibey rejt-ci infant baptism and practice im­
mersion, pure aod regular Baptists ?

“ No, sir I I do not change my position. 
I have oo doubt that it can be proved from 
history, that Caltioietie Baptists are tbe re 
gular descendants of the Meonoilea, and 
ibey from tbe Waidenaea, etc.”

Well’ sir, we are all attention. Where 
is your proof ?”

“ I think we cao tell by examining tbe 
principles ol tbe Meooonitee. If their faith 
ia like ours, or similar to it, we may justly 
claim them in our lineage."

“Very well, air, we will make ihe exam­
ination ; but firs , if you please, let me pro 
duce another Cbu-ch History, by Dr. C.has 
Hiae, Prof, of Theology in the University 
of Jena, Germany. I will read hia testimo­
ny regarding the origin of the English Bip- 
(lets.
