But (premising that) have we not been 
limiting the cleansing power of the pre­
cious blood when applied by the Holy 
Spirit, and also the keeping power of 
our God ? Have we not been limiting 
1 John L 7, by practically making it re­
fer only to “ the remission of sins that 
are past," instead of taking the grand 
simplicity of “ cleanseth us from all 
■n V “ All" is all, and as we may trnst 
him to cleanse from the stain of past 
sins, so we may trust him to cleanse 
from all present defilement—yes, all ! 
If not, we take away from this most pre- 
ciofli promise, and by refusing to take it 
in its fullness, lose the fullness of its ap­
plication and power. Then we limit 
God’s power to “ keep we lot* at our 1 
frailty more than at his omnipotence. 
Where is the line to be drawn beyond 
which ho is not “ able U The very 
keeping implies total helplessness with­
out it, and the very cleansing most dis­
tinctly implies defilement without it.

It was that one word “ cleanseth ’’ 
which opened the door of a very glory of 
hope and joy to me. I had never seen 
the force of the tense before, a contin­
ual present, always a present tense, net 
a present which the next moment be­
comes a past. It goes on cleansing, and 
I hanro no weeds to tell how my heart 
rejoices in it. Not a coming to be 
cleansed in the finuntain only, But a re­
maining in the fountain, so that it may 
and. can go on cleansing

Why should we pare down the com­
mands and promises of God to the level 
of what we have hitherto experienced of 
what God is “ able to do," or even of 
what we have thought he might be able 
to d».for us ?

Many Archbishops of Canterbury 
wore consecrated by Pojios, among 
whom was Pleginund, in 801 (Arch­
bishop and consecrator for twenty-five 
years) consecrated by Pope Fomioeus, 
who was succeeded by Pope Stephen 
VI., who declared all his predeces­
sors ordinations to be null and 
void. Chichley in 1414 (Archbishop 
and consecrator for twenty-nine years), 
received his episcopal orders from Pope 
Gregory XII., who was one of the three 
anti-popes and who was declared by the 
Council of Constance to be neither a 
Pope nor a bishop. From 1119 to 1342 
twelve of the Archhishtqie of York, and 
from 1133 to 1345 nine of the Bishops of 
Durham were consecrated directly or in­
directly by Bishops of Rome. This is 
all detailed in Bishop Godwin’s ‘ Lives 
of the English Bishops. ’ What priest 
can be sure that his orders are not de­
rived from three of those prelates of 
Canterbury, York and Durham *

“ Tillotson, Archbishop of Canter­
bury, was the son of a Baptist and was 
never baptized ; and Seeker, Archbish­
op of Canterbury, and Butler, Bishop of 
Durhsa» were sons of Nonconformists

In Dahomey, as in other savage countries, 
provisions are placed in the tomb. When 
a king dies, all his women, slaves and 
ministers must follow him.

“ During the pust year the King of 
Porto Novo died of jMiison, administered 
by a rival for the throne. His funeral 
lasted nine days. For the whole of this 
time a considerable number of human 
victims were sacrificed ever)- night in 
the fetish forest, destined for the ‘Grand 
Customs.’ The missionaries, from their 
neighboring dwelling, could hear the 
cries of the sufferers, whose mutilated 
bodies were seen every morning in the 
public square of the town, arranged in 
lines. The heads had been cut off and 
nailed along the walls of the royal pal­
ace. At eight o’clock on the morning of 
the ninth day the new king and his suite, 
preceded by the fetish priests, moved to 
the sacred wood, where the grave of the 
late king had been dug. The sacrifice 
began. Seven slaves were slain, and 
their blood was mixed with earth to 
form a kind of plaster with which the 
grave was lined. The seven heads of 
the victims, with provisions of all kinds, 
were deposited at the bottom. The body 
of the king was then lowered. Next 
were seen approaching nine of hie wo­
men, in their brightest garments, pur­
posely intoxicated beforehand with co­
pious doses of British tafia., or rum. 
illey crossed through the throng, cent 
ing smiles on each side, believing them­
selves the objects of an ovation. When 
they reached the edge of the open grave 
they were made to kneel down, stunned 
with a blow on the head, before they 
had any suspicions, and thrown, still 
alive, down on the body of their royal 
spouse. Earth was then flung in, to 
cover the whole pile of dead and living. 
At a distance of a few step* a stake was 
prepared. There the king's ministers 
were to be burnt. But these astute 
politicians had dressed up some slave* in 
their robes of office, who i>erished in 
their stead, while they themselves made

C1de stich a dispute was altogether out 
of keeping with his mission. His king­
dom was nut ot this world and there­
fore be had no authority to decide 
ciril disputes. There were the proper­
ly constituted courts, and it was a pre­
sumptuous intrusion for him to. bring 
such a dispute to Jesus. We are not 
to infer that Christians are to decline 
to act as arbiters in such disputes. 
They may often constitute themselves 
pcac-makeis by doiug so, and may 
pr^ot much evil in protracted law- 
tuit*. The words <>f Jesus were in­
tended to correct* a mistaken view of 
His office, aud to prevent a misinter­
pretation of his mission. We should 
be equally wrong in inferring that we 
may uot bring our temporal troubles 
to Him as our Saviour,Brother, Friend.

The parable iu the lesson presents 
to us a striking picture of a successful 
man of the world. All his undertak­
ings had so prospered that be had to 
enlarge bis barns and storehouses. He 
bad reached a point at which it was 
not necessary to trouble himself any 
longer about business. After due cun- 
eideiation he determiivs to give him­
self up to a life of epicurean ease and 
lniu.y. With sensual delight he gloats 
over the prospect, and congratulates 
bis soul on the gratifications la d up in 
store for years »•> came. But bow er­
roneous were bis calculations. That 
same night bis life m this world came 
to an end.

He was evidently a very thoughtful, 
calculating man ; but bis thoughtful • 
ness did not take the right direction.
« He thought not thankfully of G->d 
the Giver ; he thought not of himself 
as the accountable steward of a supe­
rior Lord ; he thought not of the in­
terests of bis spiritual and immotal 
nature ; and though be thought of fu­
ture life, he thought of it as certain, 
not uncertain, and as a scene of sen­
sual enjoyment, not of holy, useful 
work aud diligent preparation for 
eternity.” How many like him seem 
to reckon on life, to build on the fu­
ture, to form their schemes and lay 
-down their plans as if they had a long 
period of lime secured by some abe - 
lute decree, which no possible contin­
gency cun abbreviate. There is, per­
haps. a still larger number who do not 
bestow n thought on the subject at all. 
To eiij >v themselves while they can, 
reckless of cons, quencee," and heedless 
of the future, they consider the great 
end of life. Can there be a moie piti­
able sight than that of a man passing 
through life without svviuiug to know 
why or for what he lives r—with no 
pnU i t view—no purpose io life—doing 
nothing—aiming at nothing—at a lose 
•for sufficient ways in which to kill 
time and fritter away life—and yet, 
sad as it is. this is the spectacle pre­
sented to us every day by numbers of 
p<?oyle by whom we are surrounded. 
Oh ! iet it not be so with us ! “ So
teach m to number oar Says, that w 
may apply our hcarta unto wisdom ’ 
(Psa. xc. 12).

This parable of our Saviour is very 
rich in doctrinal teachings. 1. The 
great purpose of the preseut life is to 
prepare for the future one. 2. We 
cannot form a true estimate of the 
v.ilue of things without taking the f a- 
-.ture into account. 3 True riches con­
s' st in the favor of God. and having 
treasure in heaven. 4. Alan is account­
able and death is the requiiement ->f 
his soul to stand before God iu order 
to give account. 5. " The soul is im­
mortal, something distinct from the 
body, aud shall eui vive it ; for by the 
tvul here is uot meant auiinii life, 
a« some vainly interpret, but the 
thinking principle in man, that very 
soul which, in the 19th verse, this rich 
voluptuary addresses, and calls to lay 
aside its cures and anxieties, and to 
surrender itself to ease, aud to those 
enjoy merits of which it is capable 
through t he gratified senses of the 
body. Arid that tms soul was required 
for judgment and puuishmeut appeals 
from this, that it is declared to be the 
folly of this worldly man that he had 
lived so as not to be rich toward God, 
the evil of which could to him be ouly 
felt, iu that future state where that aw­
ful moral poverty would be revealed, 
and the neglect of religion in this life 
fully punished.

Jesus Chi ist enforces his admon’tion 
against inordinate desire tor, or anxi­
ety about, the things of this life, by 
the repetition of a very instructive 
part ot the Serm-.n ou the M-uint. We 
are pointed to the ravens, the lilies and 
tue grass, as lllustiallons of the care 
of uur heavenly Father : and reminded 
that his care for us, intelligent, respon­
sible, moi a), immortal beings must be 
ri-urii greater than for these objects. 
It we are Christ's disciples we shall 
show our superiority to the people of 
the world by seeking fi at the kingdom 
of God—making it pui amount in our 
considerations—and believing that if 
we make sure work of its blessings all 
other things shall be added to ns. At 
the same time we must guard against 
such an interpretation of onr Savii-nr's 
words as would give excuse for im­

providence, sloth or carelessness. It 
is only .inordinate care for this world 
that ii rebuked.—Abridged from Wes­
leyan Methodist 8 8 Magasine.

SCHOOL-WORK.

The New York Tribune says :
“ The director of one of the largest 

state lunatic asylums in Germany 
maintained at a recent meeting of phy­
sicians that much of tb notorious in­
crease of insanity in Germany is at- 
tributible to the excessive amount of 
work imposed upen the pupils in the 
national schools. In order to acquit 
himself in any way creditably, a pupil 
of average ability must, it is calcula­
ted, iu addition to attending punctual­
ly and working diligently during school 
hours, woi k at home at leant two hours 
daily when in the lower classes, three 
Louis when in the middle, and four or 
five hou. s when in the upper classes. 
A boy, therefore, of, sty, sixteen yeiy 
or upward has to work in school thirty- 
six boni s and at h- me tweoty-fuur 
h iurs a week, or, with toe exception of 
Sundays, tor ten hours of every day of 
the we.-k- Several doctors in private 
practice, who to k part in the discus­
sion which followed the reading of the 
paper, also spoke of the increasing fre­
quency of morbid irritability in chil­
dren, the result of uverw .rk, which, 
although it might not aiWtys drive 
pupils into the lunatic asylum, often 
lastingly and pit judicially affected 
their constitutions.

The question “ What flowers will 

grow in the shade ?” is put to me every 
spring by scores of city people, whose 
little patch which they wish to devote 
to flowers is so walled up by neighboi- 
ing houses, that tbe direct rays of the 
suu never touch it. But few plants 
will develop their flowers there, and 
none will do it as well as if it were 
lighted up by sunshine a part of tbe 
day. Fuchsias, pajyeies, torget-ine oots, 
violets, lobelias, lilies of tbe valley, 
phloxes, and other herbaceous plants, 
whose native habitat is shady wood, 
will do best, but even these languish if 
denied all direct sunlight. The he«t 
effect in such situations is produced 
by ornamental leaved plants,the beauty 
of which re not dependent upon their 
flowers. Among these may be ranked 
tbe gold and silver variegated leaved 
geraniums, achryantbus, alternanther- 
ue, begonias, caladium», oentanreas, 
coleuses, etc., which if planted so as to

during vision of a “Godhead reconcil­
ed." None, indeed, save thoec who at 
some time have clung to Jesus as the 
.Infinite Saviour can enter into the fel­
lowship of his sufferings. No endur­
ance of physical agony can prejiare one 
to do this, no aptncee at placing onc’s- 
»elf in quick relation to another’s sor- 
4-ows can enable men to estimate this 
“ love and grief beyond degree." The 
sufferings of Christ, increased by that 
strange sensitiveness which is the ac- 
accompaniment of purity, may best 
be tasted by him who is pure in heart ; 
that agony—the pressure of a world’s 
4$uflt—which scientists tell us caused 
the heart literally to break, can be 
guessed at, and then only veiy, very 
faintly, by him who has mourned for 
personal sin with inward smart. Even 
lie, however who has learned

“ Like the beloved John,
To 1- an upon the Saviour’s breast
And thus te journcr on."

has, in view of the tremendous sacrifice 
of Calvary to say, “Tie mystery all.” 
He stands upon the brink of a fathom- 
leas, shoreless ocean.

To him who can testify of the suffer­
ings of Christ how vain seem those 
sensuous mixtes of celebrating His death 
which are not seldom adopted. The 
crossed yards of the ship, the black dra- 
l>ery of the shurch, the mourning garb 
which some even put on, all seem to 
[mint to a death-detained captive, rather 
than to Him of whom the Psalmist said 
in words tix> grand to refer to any Isra- 
elitish kings, or indeed to any mortal— 
“ He shall live." One thinks of the re­
mark of a great writer, recently deceased, 
who looked at an artist's sketch of the 
Saviour, anil then said—“ I do not like 
pictures of Christ. Men never thought 
of painting them until his spiritual wor­
ship was departing from their hearts. ’’ 
He best honors his Saviour wlio stands 
gazing at the foot of Calvary until his 
heart is filled with the wondrous theme, 
and all his powers are placed at the 
complete disjMisal of the Redeemer, and 
who thence goes forth to Live and rev­
erence men because He died for them ; 
and to save them, since He made their 
salvation a glorious possibility.

Men only serve their Lord and Master 
when they seek to continue the work 
He loved alxive life itself. Activity is the 
normal condition of the religious life ; 
meditation and introspection are only 
Intended as a preparation for spiritual 
toil. When apostles stood upon Olivet, 
following with straining eyes the ascend­
ing Saviour until the last diin trace of 
glory had disappeared within golden 
gates, angel visitors gently chided them ; 
“ Yc men of Galliee why stand ye vaz- 
ing up into heaven I Yet, as we linger 
wi'h the many thousands of the Church 
militant at the vacant tomb of Jesus on 
Easter morning, we may gain rich bless­
ing. There our faith shall discern the 
risen Lord, and in strong confidence we 
shall utter the rapturous cry, the salu­
tation of early Christians : “ The Lord 
is risen indeed and holding the truth 
which forme the key-stone to the arch of 
Gosi>el doctrine, we shall find ourselves 
fn possession of a strength before un­
known. A fact so important in itself 
and so tremendous in its consequences 
may not lie accepted at second-hand ex­
cept with loss. Hu who in spirit visits 
that vacant sepulchre in prayerful mood 
and there studies the Gospel narratives 
■hall “ know of the doctrine ” that “ it

is of God." So strong is the foundation 
upon which it rests that one who ap­
proached it todiscover supposed weakness 
returned to give to the world one of the 
most convincing works ever written up­
on that mighty theme.

A brief glance at the records of early 
Christian work will convince any of the 
importance of the lesson to which, once 
at least in the year, the Church calls 
our undivided attention. The theme of 
the Ajxistles in those days of power 
ujon which we look back as a “ season 
of grace and sweet delight," was “ Jesus 
and the resurrection. "’—Jesus Christ, de­
clared to be the Son of God with power 
by the resurrection from the dead. Is 
it not possible that to-day wc build in 
vain to a great extent, because we fail 
to convince those to whom wo preach or 
whom we teach, that .Jesus is “ over all, 
Gud blessed for evermore." Let preach­
ers and teachers and individual Chris­
tians but feed upon the glorious truth 
to which our attention is once more 
called—so feed upon it that their lives 
shall be colored by it, and such “signs 
following" shall attend the declara­
tion of salvation as our generation knows 
little about. The old Gospel has lost 
none of its power, but its agents “ wall, 
not so much “ about Zion’s towers," 
they consider notsomuch “her palaces," 
and hence a lack of successful utterance.

Strength is gained at “ the place 
where the Lord lay," and comfort as 
well. From it we may go the house of 
mourning, and to the “ God s-acre" 
where bixhes of kindred rest, and whis­
per amid the silence, “Thy brother 
shall rise again." For the resurrection 
of Jesus is the guarantee of uur own. 
The doctrine of the resurrection of the 
bcxly has, in some degree, faded from 
the consciousness of the Christian 
Church. St. Paul spoke of that as the 
consummation of bliss, the grand cen­
tral point of the believer’s hope. “ I 
press forward," he says, “if by any 
means I might attain unto the resurrec­
tion of the dead !" and he announces 
that the final triumph will be when this 
is accomplished.

DENOMINA TIONA L COLLEGES.

Are Denominational Colleges neces­
sarily sectarian ! Do they foster bigo­
try ? Do they use their influence for 
the spread of the peculiar doctrines of 
the Church to which they belong ? And 
do they thus subvert the great design of 
the higher education ? Or are such af­
firmations and suggestions put forth to 
deceive the simple, to excite and nur­
ture prejudices, and to serve the end of 
those who are practically the most as­
suming and illiberal of denominational­
ists 1 Let the truth be told. We de­
sire facts, not conjectures or fancies, 
even though they should lie delivered, 
as much of this character has of late 
been delivered, in a most self-satisfied 
manner. Many have expressed surprise 
that some of those who strongly plead 
for a secular College, liecause of irs ten­
dency to “ broaden" the human intel­
lect, in opposition to a denominational 
one on account of its alleged tendency 
to narrow it, should disclaim in such a 
manner as, in the case of any one else, 
would certainly entail the reproach of 
narrow-mindedness and ill-breeding.

Denominationnlism, when regulated 
by that true Christianity which it repre­
sents, is,as wc believe, of great advantage 
in Collegiate work. We have already 
shown that the existence and super\ is- 
ion of a Hoard of Governors answering 
to the College on behalf <>f the Church, 
and appealing to the Church on behalf 
of the College, is an arrangement fraught 
with good to all concerned- Professors, 
pupils, friends, and the public at large. 
And where else can anything like tht 
same safeguards and sympathy be found ! 
Test this theory by facts. Who 
ever witnessed such enthusiasm, so spon­
taneous, so general, as is displayed at 
the Anniversary exercises of our De 
noininational Colleges in the halls of the 
“public trust" at the corner of the 
city Parade ?

But we have still stronger reasons for 
believing that the higher education can 
best be carried forward in Denomina­
tional Institutions. The student him­
self is a most important factor in the 
settlement of this question. Whatever 
system offers the greatest security for 
his well-being must, to a large extent, 
recommend itself to the approval of 
thoughtful men. Now, even in a phy­
sical point of view, the country possesses 
vast superiority over the city. Fresh 
air, field exercise, and the comparative 
freedom from the low attractions of the 
theatre and the drinking saloon which 
the Denominational Colleges in our land 
enjo), do certainly place their pupils in 
a more highly favored condition for the 
prosecution of their studies than is to 
be found amidst the bustle and fascina­
tions of a populous city. If the former 
be without some of the incidental bene­
fits of a public resort, it is nevertheless

better adapted to promote studious hab­
its ; and young men go to College in or­
der to study. »

But more, in the Denominational Col­
leges, the character and deportment of 
the students respectively are held as a 
sacred trust. The training imparted 
contemplates the conscience and the 
heart no less than the understanding 
and the memory. And who can esti­
mate aright so high, so sacred a trust ( 
Take the case of a young man, often 
for the first time crossing the thresh­
old to mingle with the world. It is the 
occasion of the development of self­
hood. Ambition is high. There is a 
strong tendency to discard the princi­
ples of action which have held sway in 
the home from which lie now with­
draws. Deep is the persuasion of abili- 
ity to govern himself. Appetite and 
passion seductively strive for the mas­
tery within him. New companionships 
open wide the doors to vanity or self- 
gratification. A crisis hits come. It 
must he met. During these few years 
of College life-^often during the first 
few months— a human being will be 
made or marred. Out of this ordeal 
tlie raw untrained plastic youth will 
come forth a man, with tremendous ca­
pabilities for good or for ill. Must this | 
boundary line be passed without the ! 
hand of true friendship, the eye of gen­
erous vigilance, or the voice of sacred 
authority ? Surely not. Christian pa­
rents will repose more sweetly and la­
bor more contentedly,to know that when, 
the study hours of their sou are over he 
is not left as a vagrant to wander whith 
er he will, held in check only by the 
conventional usages of society. They will 
rejoice to think that he is watched over 
with unremitting Christian affection ; 
that he is led to the acknowledgment of 
God in College worship every day ; and 
that there surrounds him, and presses 
upon him, at all times, like the very at­
mosphere itself, the fear of the Lord 
which is the beginning of wisdom.

A mere man of the world may scoff at 
the word “revival of religion;’’ but other 
countries and our own stand higher not 
only in reputation for justice, truth andall 
other virtues which bind society togeth­
er, bat for the attainments of her eons 
in science and literature, because of 
some of those powerful revivals which 
have often swept through her Denomi­
national Colleges. Once more, we do 
not see how, in the present day, satis­
factory College work can be done any­
where without the recognition qg Chris­
tianity. Take natural science/ Every 
step, from first to last mast Mb based 
upon the belief or the denial of the per­
sonal existence of God. This point 
must be settled. Are we and aH things 
around us creatures of God, or is He 
one with us and them Î Do the heavens 
declare the glory of God, or simply 
show the productions of chance ? Can 
we think the thoughts of God after Him, 
or do the various departments of na­
ture contain no thought, no purpose, no 
controlling power l So again ir. meta­
physics. We must start with atheism 
or with Christianity. In fact there can 
be no start at all until we postulate an 
abyss of being, all embracing, infinite, 
a* made up of all finitea, and excluding 
all dependence and responsibility ; or 
the Infinite One, who has made us and 
not we ourselves, and to whom we must 
all give an account.

Now we rejoice that even the so call­
ed iion-Dcnominational College in our 
midst holds the Theistic view. But the 
Denominational Colleges run hohl w> 
other. It is in perfect harmony with all 
their principles and pledges. It is con­
ceivable that it might be otherwise with 
an Institution which professes to hold 
itself aloof from allegiance to any 
church. Indeed so much has boen said 
in praise of freedom from denomination­
al control, so much in coiulen.nation of 
sucli control, that the advocates of this 
system lay themselves open to the sus­
picion that they would willingly leave 
out the settlement of a question upon 
which all for time and eternity depends. 
Christianity as it affects the doctrine of 
God, of man, of morality, and of the 
future life, nut to speak of redemption 
and of its application, is vital only in 
the denominations ; and whoever ac­
cepts this religion identifies himself with 
one of these. They are therefore con­
sistent in blending the higher education 
with Christian principles. Are they 
consistent who disdain all denomina­
tional control and yet borrow that which 
is most precious to the denominations, 
but make no acknowledgment of their 
obligation ?

If the ^ non-Denominational claims 
public supimrt while holding the belief 
in Christianity, though nut professing 
it, should the denominational system be 
deprived of that support because it sim­
ply does profess what it holds in com- 
mon with the other Î Is there a prem­
ium to be put upon suppression of the 
truth ? In our view the various denom­
inations can hardly be said to fulfil their

obligations to Christ and the world, 
without taking their part in the higher 
education of the country. We rejoice 
that they do, yes, even that most vigor­
ous body of Christians which claims to 
be an exception. As the other Chris­
tian Churches are compelled to do their 
share of the work without government 
aid let them shake themselves clear of 
all non-denominationa! control and as­
sistance. Let them become ostensibly 
what they are in reality, and let them 
help forward the Denominational Colle­
giate system.

THE DEPARTING.

In spite of all that may be said by our 
local papers respecting “ the exodus," it 
can scarcely be denied that large num­
bers have already left our shores this 
spring for the neighboring republic. We 
attach little political significance to the 
movement : the premiership of Sir John 
A. McDonald or Alex. McKenzie can 
but slightly, if at all, affect it. Friends 
already there attract others ; glowing 
stories of business prospects prevent our 
youth from listening to the warning 
voices which occasionally reach them ; 
country life, on the farm, becomes mon­
otonous, while distance lends enchant­
ment to the view ; many capitalists in 
our Provinces prefer to keep the^r pro­
perty under lock and key rather than to 
invest it in such enterprises as give em­
ployment at home ; and thus in a steady 
stream,-in the earlier part of each year, 
our most vigorous and promising young 
people make use of our railways and 
steamers only to carry then! abroad. A 
certain per-centage of these will return, 
but the great majority, or perhaps that 
part of the whole we can least afford to 
lose, will never come back, except to 
visit some of the friends they now leave. 
In our losses, however, we are tiot alone, 
for we have good reason to believe that 
the tide which is constantly setting to­
wards the larger American cities, or the 
great prairie lands of the Far-West, 
draws as heavily upon the smaller East­
ern States of the Union as upon the 
Lower Provinces of the Dominion. We 
cannot easily be convinced of any neces­
sity for this annual emigration, and can 
only hope that a state of affairs which 
seems to have become chronic, may, 
through the development of the rare 
wealth of the older Provinces and the 
settlement of the almost boundless dis­
tances of our new territories, be gradu­
ally checked.

As a rule Provincials have no reason 
to blush at the record of those who have 
left us to find a permanent home in the 
United S ta tea It is at least some sat­
isfaction to know that our loss is an­
other's gain. In the Church, in the 
state, in the various business circles, are 
men who lx>k back from honorable posi­
tions to our cities, or, perhaps, more 
frequently to uur country settlements, 
as the homes of their childhood.

No branch of the Church in the 
Maritime Provinces has felt the loss of 
her children more sensibly than our 
own. A few years since we worshipped 
on a Sunday afternoon in a church in 
East Boston. The faces were all strange, 
yet seemed to us to lie of a provincial 
type. A brief convcrsatiiih at the close 
of the service proved ‘ that we were not 
mistaken, fur we learned that the mem­
bership of the church in question was 
almost wholly composed of jiersons 
who had removed from time to time 
from the neighborln>od of Barrington 
and other parts of the county in which 
that township is situated. These des- 
cundents of the Pilgrims had lost their 
Calvinistic ideas and forgotten the form 
of Church government held by their 
fathers, and had gone back to swell the 
volume of that Methodism which Purit­
an New England so long and so firmly 
resisted, though in vain. From the los­
ses which our Church in the Maritime 
Provinces has sustained, American Me­
thodism must have reaped a large nu­
merical gain. And doubtless many a 
minister now preparing to give an ac­
count of his stewardship, thinks with 
sorrow of the absent, and finds that in 
spite of additions to his classes through 
the winter, a decrease in numbers 
through removals must be reported.

If our youth will leave us, let us sur­
round them with all the guards possible. 
The minister may do much by a note of 
introduction to a future pastor, and by 
earnest counsels to immediate union 
with the Church in the new home. Par­
ents may do much— a Christian mother, 
especially. She may secure from her 
boy an intelligent, well considered prom­
ise to avoid those temptations which will 
beset his pathway in the wide world, 
and by her frequent letters, may 
hold him back from many dangers. At 
no cost should he be allowed through 
loneliness to seek the proffered sympa­
thy of those who will lead him astray. 
To any about to leave home we offer an

incident as told in “Zion's Herald."
A friend of ours was [«assing up Fifth 

Avenue. New York city, a short time 
since, when a young gentleman, well- 
dressed, of attractive appearance, jutssed 
him on the sidewalk. The gentleman 
went m advance of him a short distance, 
then turned delil*erately around and ap­
proached our friend, calling him by 
name.

“ You evidently donut know me," he 
said, ” but 1 readily recognized you. 
I was in your Sunday-school class in B. "

The sound of the voice, and a recog- 
! nized expression of his countenance,
| soon brought back to our friend's mind 
j the recollection of a boy, formerly a 
j member of his class, and "he called him 
1 by name, with some surprise-at the great 
j change that had vccured in him and his 
; present manly appearance. As they 
■ walked together up the Avenue the 
j young man related the incidents of his 
1 life since leaving his far-distant home in 
1 a rural city. His good fortune had noi 

been an accident : and this it is well for 
any of our young readers to remember, 
who are anticipating the entrance upon 
a business life this season. “ He never,- 
he said, “ forgot the counsels of Ins 
mother, or the lessons ui the Sunday- 
school. He came into the whirl of the 
great city, nmid its thousand tempta­
tions, but he had promised Ins mother 
neither to use tobacci nor alcoholic 
liquors, and-to avoid vicious company. 
Hu had kept his promise. With \ cry 
little capital lie started in a small busi­
ness with another young man ; and by 
thorough attention to it and economy, 
after a few years he had amassed, quite 
a sum of money. Having an opportuni­
ty to make a good purchase of mining 
lands in Tennessee, he invested his capi­
tal and hud acquired quite a fortune. 
“ 1 board there, he said, pointing to a 
large and valuable house ujxin the 
Avenue. It was the résidence of a bro­
ther of a late mayor of that city. He 
had become acquainted in the family, 
and was soon to be married to one of 
the daughters. His life had been a 
succession of good fortuhes, but they 
were not accidenta If he had not con­
tinued the temperate, diligent, prudent 
young man that he was when in the 
Sunday-school and in his faithful mo­
ther’s home, his career would have been 
widelv different. Thousands of young 
men left their country homes to seek 
their fortunes, at the same time he did, 
in the great citiea Most of these had 
as good opportunities as the young man 
referred to, as graceful an address, 
equal educatiou in the schools and in 
business, as large a capital, but they do 
not now board on tlie Avenue ! Indeed, 
many of them are not alive. They fell 
soon into the ranks of the awful army of 
intemperate men, marching by thou­
sands annually to a drunkard’s grave ; 
they chose vicious and immoral com­
parons ; they lost opportunities while 
squandering their hours in gambling 
halls, or their strength and virtue in 
dens of infamy. Some of them are in 
prison for fraud or crimes of violence, 
aiuTothers are vagabonds upon the face 
of the earth. It is the remembrance of 
the piety of home «ad of the Sabbath- 
school, the following the counsels of a 
devoted mother, and a life of abstinence 
and obedience to God’s law that ensures 
a clear mind, a good faculty, the confi­
dence of others, the blessing of Gixt 
himself, and good success in one form of 
business or another.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The College Bill, introduced by the 
Government, has received the “ three- 
months hoist ’’ in the Legislative Coun­
cil. Tlie Colleges are, therefore, thrown 
upon the several denominations for sup­
port, Dalhouaie gSccepted, which it 
seems, in the absence of any legislation 
to the contrary, is still to continue in 
the enjoyment of a large sum from the 
public funds. This action can only be 
regarded as a direct breach of the con­
tract made in 18ti4. In all justice Dal- 
housie ought to refund at least the 820,- 
000 borrowed from the Province. There 
is reason to believe tliat a large propor­
tion of the Presbyterians of Nova Scotia 
are becoming convinced yf the false posi­
tion in which they have been placed ill 
relation to Dalhousie. The Higher Edu­
cation of the Province will gain by the 
earliest possible abandonment of tliat 
position. We shall rejoice in any step 
which may remove the cause of late un­
pleasant discussions and relieve the sev­
eral religious bodies from the danger of 
similar irritation in future.

The continued existence of the Hali­
fax University is yet uncertain. In 
case of its survival the future relation of 
Mount Allison to it will be a matter for 
consideration. From rumors which 
reach us it may be doubted whether the 
Board of Governors will feel justified in 
asking her students to incur the ex­
pense and discomfort of undergoing the 
University Examinations. It is to be 
feared that they will have no wish 
to connect themselves with a Uni­
versity which exists on a so uncertain 
tenure. We believe it to be a fact that 
not one of them could now be persuaded 
to leave the Institution for that purpose. 
Meanwhile, we await the result of the 
many schemes, personal and public, 
which, day after day are being developed.

A VOICE FROM ABROAD.

From the Rev. A. W, McLeod, D. D. 
of Baltimore, Md. we have just received 
the following letter on an iuqxirtant 
subject. We are pleased to see tliat 
his confidence in bis former friends is 
yet undiminished.

Dear Brother Smith.—I see by the 
Wesleyan that you are lighting battles 
similar to those waged thirty-one years 
ago. Those were hard times for Denom­
inational educational institutions. Every 
inch of ground had to be contended for 
by their friends, in resisting the assaults 
of their enemies. The latter would not 
understand the merits of the case. Pre­
judice was allowed unwonted sway, 
warping the judgment, and producing 
an effect oil the mental vision similar to 
that caused by jaundice on the physical. 
Sackville, Acadia Ac., appeared yellow, 
not a bright but a dark, sombre, repul­
sive yellow. There was only one sjieck 
of white : Dalhousie was white, very 
white, quite as white as if white-washed 
-all the others were yellow ! Color, 

whether genuine or factitious, goes a 
long way with some persons. Say what 
we would—reason as we would—place 
before opponents as many facts as we 
would — deny, refute as we would - still 
the opposition continued. A feeling, 
however, was aroused that eventually 
arrested the onslaughts, and they, on 
whom the final determination respecting 
the continuance of the Grants depended, 
felt it advisable to pause and reconsider 
their course ; the result was the legisla­
tive aid was continued.

One would suppose, that upwards of 
thirty years exiierience would have buri­
ed the opposition to Denominational 
institutions so deep, that it would never 
rise again : but in this case, as in other 
cases, time has repeated itself. The 
same fueling, it appears, still exists. 
Opposition, from similar causes, has 
again stretched out its hand, prepared 
t<> accomplish by legislative power what 
it cannot effect by legitimate argument. 
If the destruction of these seats of learn­
ing be tlie object at which their oppon­
ents aim, the expectation, however fond­
ly cherished, will utterly fail. The 
hearts of their friends are in this work, 
and when this is the case necessary sup­
plies will not lie wanting. The with­
drawing of a thousand or so of dollars 
will not be allowed to arrest these im­
portant and necessary institutions in 
their career of usefulness. A standard 
for defence and support will be erected, 
around which hundreds of bravo and 
good men will rally, who will prove by 
words and deeds, that, among others, 
the Mount Allison Institutions shall not 
be crippled.

Toronto ; W. Briggs. We have looked 
over this little book with much satisfac­
tion. It is written in good style and 
published in a neat form. Its author 
has not given us truth at second hand, 
but rather sought to impress others with 
his own deep clear convictions. Its senti­
ments and style are quite in keeping 
with hi* avowed purpose, “ to help to 
save souls, to arouse the people of God 
to greater holiness and usefulness, and 
to glorify God. ” Few more suitable 
books conld be placed in the hands of 
young converts. Its price, only 50 cts., 
will enable it to be used as a “ guide to 
young beginners,” while the “profit- , 
ing” of readers of more advanced years j 
cannot fail to appear.

On Sunday, March 27th, Dr. Cuyler 
delivered his farewell sermon before 
leaving for Palestine, on “ Love for an 
Unseen Saviour.” The communion ser­
vice waa held, and 46 persons received 
into the Church. Dr. Cuyler expects to 
be absent about five months.

THE SALVATION ARMY.
The London Methodist of the 1st inst. 

says The Salvation Army is still in 
the wars. On Sun.lay afternoon last a 
serious disturliance «cured at Basing­
stoke in connection with this movement. 
Owing to the apprehension entertained 
by the authorities, 120 special constables 
had been sworn in on the previous Fri­
day, and during the afternoon a number 
of these, who had been engaged in pro­
tecting the “Army." came into collision 
with a mob of roughs who were parading 
the town. The Mayor read the Riot 
Act and sent for the military, who speed­
ily cleared the streets. At the police- 
court one of the rioters was fined £1. 
A rather serious disturbance also «cur­
ed at Reading on Sunday, the “ Salva­
tion Army having commenced to hold 
its services in a boathouse. The morn­
ing service waa broken up, and in the 
evening the mob attacked the two lead­
ers of the “Army, and severely ill-treat­
ed them. Now it may be granted that 
the “ Army is not always as discreet 
as very sober people might wish, and 
people of taste may object to their noisy 
demonstrations, but this opposition to 
them is ijuitc unjustifiable, and ought 
to lie put down with a firm and impartial 
hand. < Plier processions may pass down 
the street without exciting ho tile dem­
onstrations. The opposition to the Sal­
vation Army really originates in the same 
tenqior which led the mobs to pelt Wes­
ley and Whitetield. At the bottom it 
is a hatred of earnest religion, whatever 
may lie its pretences. The world is still 
the world, and if Diana is in danger 
there must be a tumult, and the appear­
ing of the town clerk. Some fancy they 
may insult, with impunity any one who 
engages in evangelisation. It is earnest­
ly to be hoped tliat the “ Army ” will 
give as little provocation as possible to 
its enemies, and in the mean time the 
law must secure it fair play.

WAR AND MISSIONS.
An Episcopal missionary writes from 

Basutoland that, the late war has scat­
tered both Eumpi&n and native congre­
gations to the winds :

“ I am thankful to say tliat at this 
trying crisis not one of our native con­
verts has joined the rebels. They have 
all proved loyal, and have had to suffer 
accordingly, having been promptly and 
effectually ‘ eaten up’ by their rebellious 
and, at the present moment, proeperous 
brethren. Six of our mission huts have 
been sacked and four of them burned 
down by the insurgents. Our church 
has been loophole» in every direction 
by the government, and is now used as 
a barrack. The enemy has taken care 
not to spare it either, and the whole 
building has been riddled with shot. 
Our school has shared a like fate. Our 
new native training college, only parti­
ally completed, has been levelled almost 
to its foundation, and all our walls have 
been thrown down by the authorities, 
in order that the rebels might find no 
cover behind them. The garden of the 
native training college, upon which so 
much care has lwen expended by the 
Rev. R. K. Chainpemowne, and upon 
which we mainly depend for our supply 
of vegetables, has been completely des­
troyed, a troop of the Kimberly Light 
Horse being at present quartered in it. 
Thu season being unusually wet, and 
fuel being consequently very scarce the 
timlier and galvanized iron which arrived 
a short time since for the roof of the 
training college—most expensive articles 
in these regions—have been appropri­
ated by the volunteers, and 30,000 of 
our unburnt bricks, which the iron used 
to cover, are gently melting away. Even 
our little cemetery has not been spared, 
the walls having been thrown down and 
the gate carried off and chopped up for 
fuel. Fortunately we were able before 
the outbreak took place to remove some 
of our furniture and books to the Free 
State : but a great many of the things 
that still remained have been stolen by 
the rebels, and three of our four horses 
have shared the same fate. ”

A BRIGHT PROSPECT.
Governor St. John has sent a letter to 

the Woman's Temperance Union of 
Chicago, which sets at rest various ru­
mors relative to the nature and probable 
operation of the prohibitory law in Kan­
sas. The Governor writes : “ That
many of the whiskey dealers in this 
State are moving to Kansas City, Mo., 
is true, but for every saloon-kee]icr that 
goes out of Kansas on account of our 
prohibitory law, a sufficient number of 
sober, industrious energetic families 
come into the State to build a school - 
house, and Kansas can always afford to 
trade her saloons for school-houses, and 
drunkenness for sobriety. Tliat part of 
the letter which alleges that the law in­
terferes with the free and unrestricted 
sale of tinctures or compounds that are 
used solely for medicine, is not true, 
nor does the law directly or indirectly 
interfere with the right to administer or 
jiartake of wine at communion services. 
All such stories sre instigated and circu­
lated by the whiskey ring in order to 
break the force of the prohibitory law in 
this State, for the advocates of free 
whiskey well know tliat when it has been 
thoroughly tested and proved, which it 
will be, that prohibition in Kansas is a 
grand success, other States will follow 
our example, and eventually the policy 
of prohibition will be a fundamental law 
of the United States. Notwithstanding 
the law does not take effect until the 
1st of May next, already the saloons 
have closed in most of the towns of the 
State, and after the 1st of May we will 
not have an open bar in Kansas—nor 
will Kansas ever again bo guilty of giv­
ing the sanction of law to that which 
everybody knows to be wrong. '

The book of the General Presbyterian 
Council, just issued in Philadelpn^i 
gives the number of Presbyterians in 
the world as about 3,000,000 commum- 
cants, and about 12,000,000 adherents 
to the several Presbyterian bodies.

The report is a document of 
one hundred ana thirty-four pages. It 
is said by those who perused it to be 
very able, and clearly shows that Char­
lottetown, with its present insufficient 
and polluted water supply, is physical­
ly in a dangerous position.

Accounts from Fo«how, China, speak 
of two natives who had been steeped up 
to their naeks in quicklime for counter­
feiting “ cash,” the smallest of Chinese 
coins.

Tenders were lately received by the 
Royal Prussian Railway Board for 5000 
tons of iron sleejiers. Such sleepers are 
becoming general in Germany, and the 
Berg-Mark Railway has replaced all its 
defective wooden sleejiers by iron ones.

New York is excited tiecause a bill 
providipg for street cleaning has lieen 
thrown out of the Legislature at Albany. 
The result was due tot pa. ty jealousies, 
and the consequence is New York is 
threatened with various forms of dis­
ease.

The sad rumor that three of the fa­
mous Kennedy family jierished at 
the burning ot a theat re at Nice lias 
lieen continued by the last English 
mail. Mr. Kennedy Sr., with these 
three had arranged to make a tour 
through Canada, and were to have ar­
rived here in August.

The Bey of Tunis has sent a protest 
to the foreign consuls, act using France 
of violating his rights as well as those of 
the Porte and the friendly powers. The 
Italian Government lias declined to ac­
cede to the request forwarded through 
its Consul at Tunis for the despatch of a 
squadron to the Tunisian waters.

Brigands near Salonica have captured 
an Hnglislunan, Mr. Suter, Manager of 
the OjRimeliu Mines, near Mount Athos, 
for whom they demand £15.000 ransom. 
The English consul has informed the 
Turkish Government that it will be held 
responsible for bis safety and release.

At 6.20 a. in., on the 10th inst. the 
Court called to try the murderers of the 
Czar, returned a verdict of “guilty " 
against all. The sentence of death, by 
hanging, was pronounced. Sophie 
Pieotfsxy’s sentence will be referred to 
the Czar for confirmation, because she is 
of noble birth.

It is believed that throughout the 
Island of Chios, which contained 70,000 
inhabitants, six or seven thousand are 
killed and a quarter of the survivors 
wounded by the late earthquake. Only 
ten of the inhabitants of Chestne are 
killed, but many houses are in ruins and 
30,900 people are without shelter. In 
other parts of the Island the destruction 
is terrible.

The Duke of Argyle, Lord Privy Seal, 
has left the Cabinet because of the l^md 
Bill Although not op|Kise«l to the ex­
tension of the ownership of land by pea­
sants, he was opposed to a bill which 
would destroy the ownership of land by 
other classes. Lord Carlingtord accept­
ed the office, and he will take charge of 
the Laud Bill in its passage through the 
House of Lords.

NEWFOUNDLAND CONFERENCE
Dbah Editor.—In my letter eon 

rerning salaries of ministers in New­
foundland, I stated that if circuits 
whose receipts were above SoOO.UO wen- 
made responsible for allowances of 
children of ministers upon them,a con­
siderable sum would be left in the 
hands of the Missionary Committee, 
to help those whose receipts were s - 
very small. My reason for this state­
ment is very easily given. The claim 
of every child belonging to our Con 
ference is met by a grant from the 
Children’s Fund, which was la.st year 
composed of subscriptions of $50 00 
from each member in the active work, 
whether on independent ciicuits oi 
mission* Now ms there were only 
about five or six ministeis on indepen­
dent circuits, all the rest of the sub­
scription* were paid for the circuits, 
by she Missionary Committee, for it 
amounts t > the same thing, whether a 
missionary has to raise $50.00 in addi­
tion to his estimated receipts, or » hi­
ther the $50.00 are included in there 
receipts, so long as the amount is cov 
«red by a grant. If for instance an 
Aoeount in pi rented at the District 
Meeting, with $J50.00 receipts aud $50 
Ch.ldieu’s Fund aud another with re­
ceipts $300 and nothing for Children s 
Fund, where is the d ff -rence ? so long 
as the awtawl greet from the Mission­
ary Fund is in each case $50. Now 
take an independent circuit, where 
there is one minister with, say five 
children ; his circuit subscription to 
♦ he Fund was last year $50; his claim 
up >n it $200. Therefore the balance 
$i50 was paid by the Missionary Com­
mittee out of the Fund lha: would have 
been just so much the larger to pay 
ministers on Hume missions. So that 
after all, it is a fact Iliât a poor minis 
ter whose salary, apart from Chi dren’s 
claims, it. $350 gets no more help from 
the Missionary Committee, because a 
brother who is getting say, SlOuO from 
his congregation receives, say, $150 
from the Committee through the Child 
reo’s Fund. J. Rkay.

Was born at Harbor Grace, Jan. 16th, 
1843.

JAMES BOWIE AND HIS KNIFE

James Bowie lay for months in his 
bed, in the . ity of Nat-thee, before he 
recovered fiorn his wound. He was a 
man of mucu mecuamcal ingenuity, 
aud while thus confined whittled from 
i. piece of white pine the model of a 
hunting knife, which he sent to two 
brothers named B!a;ko.nn, in the city 
of Na chez, and told them to spate no 
expense in making a duplicate of it in 
steel. This was tbe origin of the dread- 
el bowio-knife. It was made from a 
Inge sawmill file, and its temper aftei- 
ward lrnpi uved upon by the Arkansas 
blacksmiths. This is all that can be 
told about the origin of that death­
dealing implement. Since James Bowie 
became somewhat prominent in his 
tff irts to advance tbe'spread of repub­
lican institutions it is proper to speak 
of what he did. He seemed to have a 
natural disposition to protect the weak 
from the strong. At one time he was 
riding through the parish of Concordia, 
La., aud saw a man lashing bis slave 
with Liis whip. He told the man to 
desist, but he was met with curses. 
He dismounted from ins horse, wrested 
the whip from the master, and laid it 
over Ins sh'/uldei s. Tins led tu a shill­
ing match, in waich the slave-owner 
was badly wounded. Bowie, after sub 
uniting him seif to the law, paid the 
doctor’s bill, purchased the slave at 
double his value, and gave turn Lis free­
dom.

In after y airs a Methodist preacher 
told the writer this : He said he was 
oue of the first Methodist ministers 
sent to Texas by the Methodist Con­
ference. He travelled on horseback, 
crossing the Mississippi below Natenvz, 
that the fit st day after crossing the 
Mississippi River he was overtaken by 
a horseman dressed in buckskin, armed 
wnb ritie. pistol and knife. They en­
tered into conversation and he found 
him to be intelligent, pleasant and well 
acquainted with the geography of the 
country. Neither one inquired the 
.name or business of the otner. Both 
weie aiming at the same destination, 
Texas. Finally they reached a new 
town filled with wild, deep -rate char 
aciers from other States. He posted a 
notice that he would preach at the

Court House the first evening of bis 
arrival there. At the hour named he 
found the rude structure thronged to 
ovorfl iwing—with men only. He gave 
out a hymn, and all joined in singing 
and sung it well, but when be announc­
ed his text and attempted to preach 
one brayed in imitation of an as* 
another booted like an owl, etc. H.- 
disliked to be driven from his purp.,gr­
and attempted again to preach, but 
was st'-pped again by the sam-* specie» 
of interruption. He stood silent and 
still, not knowing whether to vacate 
the pulpit or not. Finally bis travel 
ing companion, -.'bom he tlid nit know 
was in the hoese, arose in the midst 
and with stentorian voice said : “ Melt, 
this man bas c-nne here to pieach t > 
y-u. You need preaching to, and I’ll 
(using an oath) if he shau’t preach V • 
y- u ! The next man that disturbs him 
shall figut me. My name is Jim Buw.e,” 
The preacher said that after this an­
nouncement he never had a more a> 
t-utive and respectful audience, t*-> 
much influence had Bowie over that
i «-ckless and dangerous element__San
Francisco Chronicle.

ProbiLition prohm 
its, notwithstanding that there is a de­
mand for American pork. The pork 
must go, notwithstanding the wry 
faces that American merchants may 
make becai ■ > Messrs. Gladstone,Grevy 
and Bisma ok interfere with “ sumpm 
ary” questions. It is not necessary to 
point out how different this is from the 
course of governments or individuals 
with regard to another ** sumptuary” 
question—the trade in alcoholic drinks. 
If the little porcine worm slaw it one» 
aud twos, tl e worm of the still slays its 
millions. It people cun drink what 
they please why not eat what they 
please P The aignments that govern­
ments have no right to interfere in 
sumptuary q> estions is a superannuate d 
and worn-out argument. Government 
has just as good a right to interime 
with liquor selling as it bas to prohibit 
pork selling. In both eases the parties 
intei ested on the other side are those 
people who have pork or alcoholic bev­
erages to sell.—N W Ado.

HORSE SHOEING.
A recent issue of Fraser's Magatine 

i-oiitains an article by Sir George W. 
Cox #n which be estimates that the 
English custom of horse-shoeing costs 
the nation annuallv as much as $45.- 
000,000. which might be saved if the 
horses were allowed to go unshod. He 
quotes aiithoiitl *s from Z mophon, who 
marched his horses unshod from Cun- 
axa over the Armenian Highlands to 
the walls of Trcbizond down to the 
“ free lancers ” of the present day, and 
contends that it is safer, cheaper and 
better to let horses go unshod over the 
hardest roads, and esp-ciaUy in the 
slippe' V streets of London. He esti­
mates that over twelve million dollars 
would be saved in farriers’ bills alone ;" 
and be calculates further that tue 
working life of a horse would be trebled 
by the change, so that a horse which is 
now worn out at twelve years would 
live to twenty-six.

The figures seem somewhat startling 
and have hardly been sufficiently 
p-oved to be trustworthy. Meanwhile, 
it is said that » medical man in Wntei- 
bnry. Conn., has not pnt shoes on his 
horses for two years, driving them 
winter, summer, spring and autninn 
with bare feet without any trouble. 
The doctor’s theory is ihat nature has 
provided for the horse ; that a horse 
can travel over all kinds of roads ; 
that the hoof will be moist, and that 
the frog coming to the ground keeps 
the hoof properly spread, aud free from 
founder and other diseases.
