Dr. Hurt's Official Report o* the Nota 
Scotia Gold Region.—Dr. Hunt’s report to 
the Director of thp Geological Survey has ap­
peared. |t Appear* te be a condensation of 
the reporta of Mr. Mighel ami the Mining (in- 
tetf*. We give some extracts : ,

The gold of Nova Scotia ia remarkable for its 
great purity, different assays showing a fineness 
of from 966 to 982 thousandths, *0 that ita 
value is about twenty dollars th«ounce.

With regard to the distrihutton of gold ia 
the toiler of Nora Si-utia, Mr. Miebel reports 
as follows In «inking a shaft spun a lode 
we must expect to psus through some peirtione 
rich, and. others poor ami even barren. The 
arrangement of the metal in the lisle also offers 
great variation* ; sometimes is dispmeed in • 
ringle layer in the middle, and at other times in 
Several layers parallel to the walls. These 
layers of disseminated gold are limited in their 
extent, ami it ia often only at some distance 
from their limits that we" meet with other simi­
lar lavera. 1 olwerved in very many caaee 
that tiie visible gold wa* generally most abund­
ant in the portions of the lode adhering to tlw 
slate, which ia generally the foot-wall, and 
often itself highly auriferous."

** If the results obtained during the last few 
years iu Nova Scotia show that the veins are 
irregular in lichness, they demonstrate their 
eoutiuued richness in depith. 1 saw specimens 
rieh in visible gold, extracted from depth* of 
106; 156, 196 ami 215'feet reiq>ertively, in the 
district» of Mount Uniacke, Renfrew, Wine 
Harbour, and Sherbrooke, and I aw aware that 
a shaft on the Tndor vein at Waverly yield* at 
the depth of 185 feet quartz affording more 
than an ounce of gold to the ton. Such veina 
aatoeee just mentioned, which, with a great

regularity of form and position have presented 
alternations of poor and rich quarto to the 
depths already cited, will probably be found te 
ofier similar variations to much greater depths.

the hair on. Those skins or cloths arc remov ed 
from time to time, ami the heavy material, 
rich in goM. is removed from them by beating 
ami washing in vats arranged for its collection. 
At the Morro Velho mine, ia ttnxil, according 
to PhUlipps, 67 per cent, of the grid m the 
quart* is at once extracted by this process, 
ôf the remainder a portion is lost ia the slimes 
hut the greater part i» obtained hy grinding 
the concentrated tailing* in arrastea. ami 
washing again as Iwfvre. From the rich ma­
terial which collects on the cloth* or skins the 
gold is extracted by amalgamation.

It is impossible to determine with rescision 
the total amount of gold oiitoined from the 
mine» of Nova Scot in since their discovery. 
The Department of Mine» was not organized 
until 1*62. and it wa* not until the following 
vear that complete return» were obtained. 
From thi« it results that no accurate estimate 
can l»e given of the amount* of gold obtained 
ia I860. 1861 and 1869. though they are sup­
posed to have been hot inconsiderable. The 
official returns for the Inst rix years, based oa 
the gold far which the royalty of three per 
cent, has been pahl, are aa follows :

NOVA SCOTIA
If tlioee Nove Scotian» who worked theni- 

aelvea into a Airy over Confederation, would 
only throw into their commerce, their min­
ing, and general business habite a little of 
the energy, perseverance and enterprise 
they display in belittling them* 1res and 
the Dominion,, their Province would be 
a great gainer. They are rawing the air 
with their arms in ecutaciee of political rage, 
instead of grasping the advantages which 
intimate relations with the other Provinces 
place within their reach. Until Confedera­
tion became the subject of discussion, Nora 
Scotia was a terra incognita to the greater 
[wirtion of the inhabitants of this continent. 
Their splcmlid fisheries were a source of 
profit to foreigners rather than to themselves, 
and Americas fishermen took the best prises 
from under their very noees. For years the 
Nova Scotians allowed their gold mines to 
lie neglected and unprofitable until foreign­
ers went in among them and unearthed 
treasures that have made the sleepy eyas of 
the satires stare with astonishment. Even 
now riiterprtsing men from Montreal and 
Toronto are going down and wresting from 
them the little that American shrewdness 
left unsecurfd. What Nora Çcotia needs 
is a thorough awakening, and if the Anti- 
Confederate : agitation have the effect of 
rousing thei r people to an nf^iro-iatioii of 
the times th y live in, it will not be wholly 
fruitless.

Competiti m is tlie order of the day, and 
the sluggarr though he may have every 
facility, lias to yield the |ndm to a live rival 
however mu eh burdened with difficulties. 
No country or Province can. afford to go 
asleep. Tin secret of America's progress is 
energy and i elf reliance. When a Yankee 

, is knocked lown by ill lock he dors not 
lie proue, I* wailing his melancholy fate to 
bystanders, snd calling piteously on Her­
cules for bel >. His encounter with mother 
earth b an iavigorator, and he springs to 
his feet drte mined to do the thing the next
best to thal in which he was foiled. In

this western Province we have had to fight 
our way1 ip. We braved the hardships of a 

we chopped down trees, we built 
though jostled and elbowed by 

the shrewdest of our republican neighbours, 
a steady advance. Hera we are 

hundreds of miles from the sea hemmed in 
almost on all aides. Yet the abrogation si 
the Reciprocity Treaty, though it staggered 
us, did not provoke from us such piteous

The weevil and midge at­
tacked et us at our most tender spot, yet we 
kept our spirite up snd drew comfort in 
the production of barley, cheese and butter,

What shall we ray of Nora Scotia with 
her gold, her fish, her coal, her ships, her 
rail ora, her harbours, and the great Atlantic 
laving her shores 1 Why have her eee- 
fewedly great resources not pushed her 
ahead ia equal pace with us. We believe 
the true answer to this will be found in her 
narrow prejudices, her fondness for grooves 

smooth-trodden paths, her want sf 
that mercantile enterprise which has 
made England what it ia, her relieh for 
small thing*, and her distaste for exertion. 
The apron strings of mother England have 
been of nervier, but also of great injury to 
Nova Scotia. It is not for us to discuss the 
political questirn» mixed up with Confeder­
ation, but when ws see a people with wham 
our destinies are urfited, devoting them­
selves to rawing the air instead sf attending 
to their hottest burinera, we naturally feel 
indignant Confederation has not made us 
all rich, they cry, and then go off ia s rae- 
reesion of fainting tit*. This is very absurd. 
Unless No vs Scotia makes up its mind te 
“ go in and win" it will have to be content 
with tlie cnimh# that fall from the table instead 
of partaking of the licet dishes. There are 
many good men and true among them sud 
there is no reaeon why their Province shrmld 
not stand in the front rank if they cstly 
leave off howling to the winds and go te 
work. Mr. Haliburtou's.letters prove that 
there are Nora Scotians who can talk and act 
sensibly, and who realize the advantages to 
be gained by putting our shoulders to the 
wheel in a hearty and united manner, and 
if Mr. Haliburtou can only induce his 
neighbors to cultivate more of the spirit he 
possesses, “the good time coming" may 
not prove distant.
