The other cvent to which'T have alluded, is the final with-
drawal of the Detachment of Her Majesty’s Troops which
has hitherto been stationed in this Island.

The determination of Her Majesty’s Governmert in this
respect, has been more than anee communicated to you by
my predecessor, and you have had reason to espect that it
would have becn carried into effect at an earlier period.

Should any differences of opinion exist, with regard to the
mode in which this difficulty is to be met, I trust they will
not be such as to impede the immediate adoption of a measure,
by which the Government of this Island will be placed 1n a
position to maintain the supremacy of the Law, and to pre-
serve internal tranquility under all circumstances.

The war in which our beloved Sovereign is unavoidably
engaged has in some degree influenced the immediate removal

1 of the Troops from this Island, and, in readily adopting such

means,as are within your power to meet the emergency, you

will give 2 substantial proof of the interest that I am sure

you feel in the success of Her Majesty’s arms, and in the

We, Her Majesty’s fuithful subjects, the House of Assembly
of Priace Edward Island, respectfully offer our thanks for
the speech with which your Excellency was pleased to open
the present Session, and while admitting the necessity for
assembling at (his season of the year, we trust that no serious
inconvenicnee will arise to ourselves or others in doing so.

We are quite seusible of the importance to this Island of

the Treaty which has been conciuded hotween Her Majesty's
Government aud that of the United States, and we shall give
our best eor s'derution to whatever measure may be submitted
10 us by your Bxeelleney in reference 1o this subject,
Althourh we have long sinee boen made acquainted with
the intention of [Tx Mujesty's Government in regard to the
final removal “of the sl military foree stationed in this
(olony, we canmt avoid regarding that occurrenee with
sincere regret. [t has been the opinion of foriner Houses of
Assembly, as it is unquestionably the opinion of the present
ene, that this Culony pos<esses peculiar claims to the fostering
care and protection of the mother country; because, at the
Lime of its first settlement, the govermnent of England thought
proper to bestow alt the land in the Colony upon some few
individuals, thercby lessening the means at the disposal of the
lozal government for supporting a military as well as a civil
establishment. The other Colonies have exteusive tracts of
valusble lands, from which a large revenue is derived, but
this Colony is suffering from the disposal of its soil, and yet

Her Majesty’s Government bave not only provided for a con-
siderable military force in each of those Colouies, but have
allowed such force, to a certain extent, to remain stationed
there. From the position of this Island—great numbers,
often amounting to thousands, of the fishermen of the neigh-
bouring Republic having recourse to our shores during the
summer sezson— & military force would seem to be required for
the preservation of tranquility more so thar in any other of Her
Mujesty’s North American provinces. Bat from the well-
known loyalty of the people of this country, we apprehend no
interruption to the' public tranuility from the withdrawal of
the Troops.  Nevertheless, we shall make such provision as
may in some measure supply their place, so fur as the weans
at our disposal will warrant us in doing — trusting that
when the circumstances which required the removal of the
military have eeuseld to exist, this Island will be placed on
an equal footing, as regards this matter, with the other
Colonies, ]

The progress of the war in which our beloved Sovercign i~
now engaged, and which your Excellency has been pleased to
say has in some degree influcnced the immediate removal of
the troops from this Island. is a source of deep solicitude to
Her Majesty’s dutiful suhjects iv Prince Fdward Island, and
there is no section of Mer Majesty’s dominions where the
motives with which Her Mujesty engaged iu this contest arec.
more highly appreciated; nor is there any place where
success to her arms is more earnestly prayed fur.

We arc bappy to learn that the state of the Revenue at
this time indicates the progressive prosperity of the Colony;
and we desire to assure your BExcelleney that we shall most
willingly muke the necessary provision for the public service,

It affords us gratification, not unmingled with pride, thut
during your Excellency’s excursions threugh this Island you
witnessed evidences of the cnterprise, industry and content-
ment of the inhabitants, as well as of the loyalty and
attachment to Her Mujesty’s person aund government by
which all classes are distinguished ; and we are no less grati-
fied to learn that the kindness manifested towards your Excel-
lency personally has made an impression upon your Excellency
highly favorable to the people committed to your charge.

Weare glud to learn that there exists throughout the Island
a growing appreciation of the advantages of education. It
will be our constant aim to strengthen such appreciation by
bringing education within the reach of all; and we shall,
with pleasure, give the fullest consideration to your Excel-
lency’s recommendation with regard to the establishment of
a normal school, or to any measure caleulated to diffuse sound
instruction and extend the blessings of frec edﬁcatipn to-the
rising generation.

We most cordially unite with your Excellency in our
grateful acknowledgments to Divine Providence, who in His
mercy bas spared the inbabitants of ‘this Island from the

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fearful disease which has ravaged the neighboring countries
and whn, in His beneficence, has rewarded the labours of the
busbandman with a bountiful harvest.

TO THE QUEEN’S MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY;

We, your Majesty’s dutiful and loyal subjects, the
Legislative Council and Assembly of Prince Edward Island,

in Colomal Parliament assembled, humbly beg to lay at'the.

foot of the Throne our prayer, that the small portion of your
Majesty's land forees, which has been ordinarily stationed
in this Tsland, but which has been recently withdrawn, may
be again employed for our protection, or if deemed more
expedient, that a company on a similar footing with that in
Newfoundland or those in the Canadas may be enrolled.

‘We humbly conceive that the peculiar circumstances of
this Island, whether considered in a geographical, commercial,
or political point of view, afford ample cause for a reconsidera-
tion of the orders by which your Majesty’s Troops have been
withdrawn.

It can hardly he necessary to state, that the insular
position of this Colony precludes the possibility, during the
winter months, of any eﬁ"ectual military assistance rea.c‘nmg
1t, whilst at other times, and part.xculaﬂy under the new
cxrcumst:mces of the Treaty recently ratified by your Ma-
jesty with the United States of Amenca,-—-whwﬁ will cause
@ great influx of foreign fishermen,—the Colony is, in a

pecaliar manner, exposed to sny sudden ebullition of feel-,
ing, on the part of thé numbers who will be congregated
at different ports.

Weare quite aware that your Majesty's being engaged in
2 foreign war renders it desirable to collect from all parts of
your dominions as many Regimeuts as can be spared to re-
inforce your armies in the East; nor ‘will we yield to any
seciion of your Majesty’s subjects in that loyalty and attach-
ment to your Majesty’s Person and Government which will
prompt us to adopt every measure in our power to assist your
Majesty’s Iraperial Government in carrying out this object.

But we cannot acquit ourselves of the responsibility which
bclongs tous, as well towards your Majesty, as to your loyal
subjects of this Island, without expressing our appreheusion,
that the selection of this Island as the only part of your
Majesty’s North American dominions which your Majesty’s
ministers are prepared to abandon to its own unaided resources,
will cause great dissatisfaction among your Majestys Ioyal
subjeets, its inhabitants; and that it is a measure in our ap!
prehension which might, if absolutely necessary, have fillen
with more justice on other of your Majesty’s Provinces.

That this isa correct view of the case, may be made
apparent by the consideration of the following fucts. In the
first place, not enly have we the smallest revenue, but uniike
other Colonies, we bave no public landsto dispose of to meet
such an emergency ;—those which were in the Crown having
been disposed of by improvident grants, to the great
detriment of the prosperity of the Colony, and to the ex-
clusion of any sufficient resource under the present circum-
stances ; and whilst a greater necessity than heretofore hag
arisen for a force constantly available to preserve the
peace of the inhabitauts during the fishing season, our means
of providing it are totally inadeqate, and far-below those of
' Nova Scotinand New Brunswick, from which your Ma-
jesty’s Troops are not, as in our case, totally withdrawn,

In the second place, our geographical position is such, that:
in the winter season, as we have before stated, there is np
access to this Island for Her Majesty’s Troops stationed
elsewhere: whilst as regards Twperial interests, it is of the
utmost importance as a naval station for the security of the
St. Lawrence. )

In the third place, if the frequency of desertion from Her
Majesty's forces when stationed in this Island, be urged as a
reason for their removal, we believe that it will not be_com-
paratwely greater than that which has taken place in your
Majesty’s other North American Colonies. We conceive
that we have been iisrepresented in-this matter, and we are
satisfied that no recent instance can be adduced to shew that
any of the inhabitants of this Island have interfered to pre-
vent the apprehension of: desertsts. '

But " whilst ‘these things prepare our- mmds, as’ mateml
considetations, there is ancther of "Far’ greater motnent, énd

| Which is ever présent to’ us;‘and' that is; the painfuli: feeling,
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that the decision made by jdur Majesty’s ministers amounts, |

in Gur case, to a severancg from your Imperial regard and
protection, and which we could  never believe: this, it has
being frequently threatened, would be finally consummated.

That it may be just and desirable that your Majesty’s
North American Colonies should be, by degrees, rendered
dependent, under ordinary ¢ircumstances, on their own unaided
resources, is not our province to determine; but that we, the
most exposed, and numerically and fnancially speaking, the
most helpless of your Majesty’s loyal subjects, should be, as
it were, seperated from 'your Imperial protection, has filled us
with the greatest anxiety and alarm. '

‘We therefore inost humbly pray, that your Majesty will be
most graciously pleased to take this our humble Address into
your favourable consideration, and as in duty bound, we shall
ever pray.

arrangements for giving cffect'to the present system of G-

4 vernment in this Tstand.
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A practice now obtuins, belonging to the old system of
Government, by which the detail duties of the principal
departments are performed by Deputies appoiuted by the head
of each department, fot the time being.

The tenure of office, by the heads of such departments, being
now precarious, it follows that the Dupaty thus appointed
goes out with his Prineipal, and their successors, who may be
wholly unacquainted with the details of the department, enter
upon its duties, without the assistance which is absolutely | T
necessary to secure the public interests, and which should be
found in the presence, in cach department, of an Assistant,
whose tenure of office should not be affected by the poliiical
changes of the Government, but should depend upon character,
capacity and fidelity in thedischarge of his daties, irrespective
of political considerutions.

For this purpose, it is oniy necessary that suitable provision
should be mude for As:ixtants in such departments as at pre-
sent employ Deputics, nud that such Assistants should bo
empowered lezally te pertormall the duties ithat are at present
imposed upon or rermitted to be performed by Deputies.

The Assistzuts would thus be the scrvants of the public,
and not the nuninecs of an individuui.

The responz:bility of heads of departments would not be
diminished, as the Assistants would be under their direction,
but for the correciuess and safety of the records of each
departmcii. and accuracy in all matters of detail, there would
be responsil::lity and security which at present do not exist.

This arrzugement having, everywhere, been found essential
to the proper organization of the principal public departments,
and the right working of the system of Government that has
been conferred upon this Island, the Lieutenant Governor
trusts that be will have the co-operation of the other branches
of the Legislature in adopting it.

The Conmittec to whom it was referred to esamiune and
report upon the statc of tic building used as a Lunatic
Asylum and Ifouse of Industry, have to report that, they
have made a careful inspeetion of the same, and now submit
the result of their lubours.

It is their opinion that the building comprises ample room
for the cowfortable accommodation of all the lunatics and
paupers whom it may be requisite to receive within its walls
for years o come, with a due regard to the scparation of the
two classes, and that the fliting up of those portions not yet
finished or cecupied, and 2 {ew subdivisiohs in some parts,
will be all that is required to attain those desivable and
neeessary objccts.

Yeur Commitice have to observe, that there is a large
portien of the building at present unused, which, if floored
heated and subdivided, would afford dormitorics for a large
number of inmates, and cach apartment could be cfectually
ventilated by 2 small window.

Your Counnittee also report that there can be provided
two sufficient work-rooms for the indeor and outdoor paupers,
by appropriating to such purpose the two spacicus roems iv

by

the second flogr, one at cach end of the building; and the

adoption of this suggestion will afford ample roow, and insure |

the separation of the sexes, while employed in coutributing,
according to their several capabilities, to their own support,
a principle which yewr Comuiltee strongly urge should Le
carried into practies as cffectually as possible, and the mode
and deseription of work should be constantly before the minds
of thoss having the management of the affairs of the institution.

The altention ¢f your Committee has also been drawn to the
defective arrangements, at present in force, for the enmfortable
sleeping of the inmates, and they express their strong disap-
proval of the unavoiduble state of those arrangements, which
at present compel seven or cight to sicep in one 1il ventilated
spartment, while a large number of comfortable bed-rooms
could be fitted up in the sccond foor, and thus mitigate the
evil. .

Your Committee deem it absolutely necessary thata portion
of the grounds be sct apart and properly fenced in, for an
cxercising ground for the lunatics which unfortunate classare
at present confined, in summer and winter, to badly ventilated
cells; and anuther space of ground should be set off for eul-
tivation by those of the paupers who may be able for agricul-

tural or horticultural labour, and who may thus contribute to

‘the maintenance of the establishment.

Your Committee also rccommend that tbe Government
should be empowered, by Law, to manage and conirol the
institution, in connection with the Trustces now or hereafter
to be appointed ; and that a sum be granted by this House,
sufficient to give practical effect to their views, which they axe
satisfied will tend greatly to mitigate the hardships and incen-
venience at present cndured by the unfortunate inmates of
both classes.

For further details, reference may be had to the Revort of
the Trustees and of the Keeper, Juid before the House this
Session.

deprived of their natural protectors by the casualties of war,
and are therefore rendered destitute, but because the honor of
your Majesty’s arms and the national character have never
been more worthily sustained in the battle ficld than by those
who have fallen, or found death in a career of devotedness to
your Majesty and our common country, at the hands of
disease, pestilence and privation. '

The extensive losses which, from these last causes, your
Majesty’s forces have sustained, and the exireme privations
they have undergone, without complaint, and with undauated
courage and perseverance—are without precedent in the
history of Military enterprises.

It is, however, gratifying to observe that the national
spirit is fully aroused by the righteousness of the war in
which your Majesty is engaged—a consideration which will
continue to rally round your Majesty’s throue a loyal and
devoted people, who will never forget that you have drawn
the sword to repel and punish unjust aggression, the success
of which would have arrested civilization and national libes¥
in Europe, were it not for your Majesty’s intervention an
that of your noble allies, but more especially the government
and gallant army of France.

The assiduity with which you have proceeded with the
public business enables me to release you from your legislative
labors.

I cannot too cmphatically express my approval of your
proceedings in reference to the attempt that has been wade
to throw doubt upon the validity of the titles to landed
property in this Island, by endeavouring to establisha Court
of Escheat, with the consequent revival of a mischievous
agitation, eminently calculated to injure the honest and
industrious tenantry.

The reiterated deeisions of Her Majesty’s Government are
conclusive against any epactment of that nature, and con-
curring, as I do most fully, in the wisdom and justice of those
decisions, I am bound by every sentiment of duty to discoursge
the slightest expectation of a departure from them.

I would fain hope that the ability and energy which have
been exerted in encouraging fallacious hopes among a portion
of the people, in whose welfare I have ever taken a deep
interest, may in future receive practical application for their
benefit and contentment.

The active measures which the Government have in pro-
gress, under the Land Purchase Bill, require only the
co-operation of the parties for whose benefit they have been
uvndertaken, to secure to the Teu:mtry an amount of advantage
which they never could derive from the agitation to which I
have referred, even if it were possible that such a course
could be successfullw adopted.

Myr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly

I thank you, in Her Majesty’s name, for the supplies which
you have voted for the public service.

The liberal addition you have made to former appropri-
ations for the Lunatic Asylum, will, 1 trust, be found sufficient
to cffect the most necessary improvements in that Tustitution,
and besides affording increased accommodation, to give greater
facilities for the proper treatment of its afflicted inmates.
My. President and Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative

Council :
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly :

The Revenue of the past year has exceeded all previous
precedent, and the prices of agricultural producc of all sorts
have been highly remunerative, which afford gratifying
indications of the progressive prosperity of the Colony.

For some months past, however, extensive embarrassment
in the .Commercial world has been experienced, from the
effect of which this Island has not been whelly exempted,
and the state of the market for shipping has, for the present,
much chegked that branch of our Commercial enterprise.

From these circumstances, it may reasonably be inferreds
that the increase of the Revenue may not be maintained in
the current year, but the surplus on the past year will, I
trost, be found adequate to meet any diminution, if such
should occur, until the effects of this crisis, which arealready
subsiding, shall have been wholly effaced by the restoration
of commercial prosperity.
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Among the important measures of -this Session the ¢ Act
to incorporate Charlottetown  stands conspicuous.

This remedy has long been demanded by the neglecfed
state of the Town, and I trust that the municipal functions
will be discharged in such a spirit as to unite the exertions
of all clagses in the development of the natural advantages
which the situation of this City presents.

I have recently received from the Secretary of State the
Tmperial Act for carrying the Fisheries and Reciprocity
Treaty into effect, and baving issued the proclamation thereby
required, this much desired measure is now in force, and will,
1 trust, prove a source of increasing prosperity to the people
of this Island.

I took the earliest opportunity of announcing to Her
Majesty’s Government your liberal contribution of £2000 to
the Patriotic Fund, and that further subscriptions for the
same patriotic and benevolent purpose were in progress
throughout the Island; and I have now the gratification of
being enabled to inform you, as the reply of the Secretary of
State assures me, “that the generous sympathy evinced by
Her Majesty’s subjects in Prince Edward Island with the
sufferers by the War in which England is engaged, has
afforded Her Majesty the most sincere satisfaction, and will

be warmly appreciated by ali classes of Her Majesty’s
subjects,” .

I feel assured that you cordially unite with me in fervently
hoping that an honorable and lasting peace may be restored,
by the speedy attainment of the righteous objects for which
our beloved Sovereign and Her Allies are contending.

The patriotism and moderation which you have displayed
in the discharge of your Legislative duties, leave me no room to
doubt that, on returning to your homes, you will second my
endeavours to soften and obliterate the traces of past political
conflicts, and thus aid in directing the undivided attention of
an eminently loyal and well disposed people to the full
appreciation of the many advantages which a beneficent
Providence bas bestowed upon Prince Edward Tsland.

Greet Britain and Ircland, was concluded and signed by
their respective plenipotentinries at Washington on the Hth
day of June last, which treaty is, werd for word, as follows:

The Government of the United States being cqually de-
sirous with Ier Mujesty the Queen of Great Britain to
avoid further misunderstanding between thuir respective
citizens and subjects in regard to  the extent of the right of
fishing on the coasts of British North America, secured to
cach by articie 1 of a couvention between the United States
and Greav Britain, signed at London on the 20th day of
Octoher, 1818; and Leing also desirous to regulate the
commerce and navigation between their respective territo-
rics and people, and more especially between Her Majesty’s
possessions in North America and the United States, in
such manner as to render the same reciprocally beneficial
and satisfactory, have, respectively, named plenipotentiarics
to confer and agree thereupon—that is to say, the President
of the United States of America. William L. Marcy, Scere-
tary of State of the United States; and Her Majesty the
Queen of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Irefand,
- James, Farl of Elgin and Kincardine, Lord Bruce and
Elgin, a peer of the United Kingdom, knight of the most
ancient and most nohle Order of the Thistle, and Governor-
General in and over all Her Britunnic Majesty’s provinces on
the continent of North America, and in and over the Islund
of Prince Edward; who, after having communicated to each
other their respective full powers, found in good and due
form, have agreed upon the following articles :

ARTICLE I.

It is agreed by the high contracting paggies that, in addi-
tion to the liherty secured to the United States fishermen
by the above-wentioned convention of October 20th, 1818, of
taking, curing, and drying fish on certain coasts of the British
North American colonies, therein defined, the inhabitants of
the United States shall have, in common with the subjects

It is understood that the above mentioned libe:

Aund it is further agreed, that in order to prevent or set-
tle any disputes as to the places to which the reservation of
exclusive right to British fishermen, contained in this ar-
ticle, and that of fishermen ot the United States, contained
in the next succeeding article, upply, cach of the high con-
tracting parties, on the application of either to the other,
shall, within six months thereafter; appoint a commissioner,
The said commissioners, before proceeding to any business,
shail make and subseribe a solemr declaration that they will
impartially and carefully examine and decide, to the Dest of
their judgment, and according to justice and equity, without
fear, fuvor or affection to their own country, upon all such
places as are intended to be reserved aud excluded from the
common liberty of fishing under this and the next succeeding
article, and .such declaration shall be entered on the record of
their proceedings.

The commissioners shall name some third person to act
as an arbitrator or umpire in any cuse or cases on which they
may themselves differ in opinion. If they shouald not beable
to agree upon the name of such third person, they shall each
name a person, and it shall be determined by lot which of
the two persons so named shall be the arbitrator or umpire in

cases of difference or disagreement between the commissioners.
The person so to he chosen to be arbitrator or umpire shall,
before proceeding to act as such in any case, make and sub-
scribe a solemn declaration in a form simiiar to that which
shall already have becn made and subscribed by the commis-
sioners, which shall be entered on the record of their proceed-
ipgs. In the event of the death, absence or incapacity of
either of the commissioners, or of the arbitrator or umpire,
or of their or his omitting, declining or ceasing to act as such
commissioner, arbitrator or umpire, another and different per-
son shall be appointed or named as- aforesaid to act as such
commissioner, arbitrator or umpire, in the place and stead of
the person so originally appointed or named as aforesaid, and
shall make and subseribe such declaration as aforesaid
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Such commissioners shall procead to examine the coasts of
the North American proviuces and of the United States
cnbraced within the provisions of the first and seecond articles
of this treaty, and shall designate the places reserved by the
said articles from the common right of fishing therein.

The decision of the commissioners, and of the arbitrator or
umpire, shall be given in writing in each case, and shall be
signed by them respectively.

The high contracting parties hereby solemnly engage to
consider the decision of the commissiorers conjointly, or of
the arbitrator or umpire, as the case may be, as absolutely
final and conclusive in cach case decided upon by them er
him respectively.

ART. 1I.

It isagreed by the high contracting partics that Biitish
subjects shall have. in common with the citizens of the
United States, the liberty to take fish ot every kind, except

ART. 1V,

It is agreed that The citizeus and inhabitants of the United
States shall have the right to navigate the river St. Tawrence,
and the canals in Canada, used as the mneans of communicating
between the great lakes and the Atlantic ccean. with their
vessels, boats und erafts, as fully and freely as the suhjects
of her Britannic Muajesty, sulject only to the same tolls and
other assessments as now are, or may hereafter be, exacted of
her Muajesty's said subjects; it being understood, however,
that the Britixh government retains the right of suspending
this privilege on giving due notice theregf to the government
of the United States.

It is further agreed, that if at any time the British gov-
ernment hould excreize the said reserved right, the govern-
ment of the United States shall have the right of suspending,
if it think fit, the operation of article I11. of the presexft
treaty, in so far as the province of’ Canada is affceted thereby,
for so long us the suspension of the frec navigation of the
river St. Lawrence or the canals may continue.

It is further agreed, that British subjects shall have the
right freely to navigate Lake Mickigan with their vessels,
boats and crafts, so long as the privilege of navigating the
river 3t. Luwrence, sceured to Ameriean citizens by the
above clause of the present article, shall continue ; and the
government of the United States further engage to urge
upon the State governments to secure to the subjects of her
Britannie Majesty the use of the several State canals, on
terms of equality with the ivhabitants of the United States.

And it is ['urth'cr agreed, that no export duty, or other
duty, shall be levied on lumber or timber of any kind cut on
that portion of the American territory in the State of Maine
watered by the river St. John and its tributaries, and floated
down that river to the sea, when the sume is shipped to the
Uhited States from the province of New Brunswick. '

ART. V.

The present treaty shall tuke cffcet as soon as the laws
required to carry it into operation shull have been passed by
the Imperial Parliament of Great Brituin, and by the Pro-
vinelal Parliaments of those of the British North American
colonies which are affected by this treuty on the onc hand,
and by the Congress of the United States on the other. Such
assent baving been given, the treaty shall remain in foree
for ten years from the date at which it may come into ope.
ration, and further, until the cxpiration of twelve months
after cither of the high-contracting parties shall give notice
to the other of its wish to terminate the same; cach of the
high contracting partics being at liberty to give such notice
to the other at the end of the said term of ten years, or at
any time afterwards.

It is clearly understood, however, that this stipulation is
not intended to affect the reservation made by article IV.
of the present treaty, with regard to the right of temporarily
suspending the operation of articles IIL. and IV, thereof.

ART. VI

And it is herchy further agreed, that the provisions and
stipulations of the foregoing articles shall extend to the
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islan1 of Newfoundland, so far as they are applicable to that
colony. Dut if the Imperial Parliament, the Provincial
Parliament of Newfoundland, or the Congress of the United
States, shall not embrace in their laws, enacted for carrying
this treaty into effect, the colony of Newfoundland, then this
article shall be of no effect ; but the omission to make pro-
visioa by law to give it effect, by cither of the legislative
hodies aforesaid, shall not in any way impair the remaining
articles of this treaty.
ART. VIL

The present treaty shall be duly ratified, and the mutual
exchange of ratifications shall take plrce in Washington,
within six months from the date hereof, or earlier if possible.

States and Great Britain, signed on the fifth day of June,
eightecn hundred and fifey-four.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives
of the United Stales of America in Congress assembled, That
whenever the President of the United States shall receive
* satisfactory evidence that the Imperial Parliament of Great
Britain and the Provincial Parliaments of Canada, New
Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island have
passed laws on their part to give full effect to the provisions
of the treaty between the United States and Great Britain,
signed on the fifth of June last, he is hereby authorised to
issue his proclamation, declaring that he has such evidence,
and thereupon, from the date of such -proclamation, the follow-
ing articles, being the growth and produce of said provinces
of Canada, New Bruanswick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward
Island, to wit:

Grain, flour and breadstuffs of all kinds; animals of all
kinds; fresh, smoked and salted meats; cotton-wool ; seeds
and vegetables; undried fruits; dried fruits; fish of all
kinds; products of fish and all other creaturcs liviag in the
water ; poultry; ecgs; hides; furs, skins or tails undressed ;
stone or marble in its crude or unwrought state; slate ; butter,
cheese, tallow; lard; horns; manures; ores of metals of all
kinds; coal; piteh, tar, turpentine; ashes; timber and lum-
ber of all kinds, round, hewed and sawed, unmanufactured in
whole or in part; firewood, plants, shrubs and trees ; pelts;
weol ; fish oil ; rice ; broom-corn and bark ; gypsam, ground
or unground ; hewen or wrought or unwrought burr or grind-
stones; dye-stuffs; flax, hemp and tow, unmanufactured;
unmanufactured tobaceo; rags; ’

Shall be introduced into the United States free of duty so
long as the said treaty shall remain in force, subject, however,
to be suspended in relation to the trade with Capada on the
condition mentioned in the fourth article of the said treaty:
And all the other provisions of the said treaty shall go into
effect, aud he observed on the part of the United States.

See. 2. And be it further enacted, That whenever the
island of Newfoundland shall give its consent to the applica-
tion of the stipulations and provisions of the said treaty to
that Province, and the Legislature thercof, and the Imperial
Parliament shall pass the necessary laws for that purpose,
the above cuumerated articles shall be admitted free of duty
from that Province into the Uuited States, from and after
the date of a proclamation. by the President of the United
States, declaring that he has satisfuctory evideace that the
said Provinee has consented in a due and proper manner to
have the provisions of the treaty extended to it, and to allow
the United States thc full beucfits of all the stipulations
therein contained.

1 have the hohour of transmitting to you copy of a com-
munication which Her Majesty’s Government bave just re-
ceived from the Minister of the United States at this Court,
enclosing a Despatch from the Department of State at
Washington, by which it appcars that the President’s rati-
fication of the Reciprocity Treaty will be ready to be ex-
changed against that of Her Mujesty, whea the latter arrives
at Waushington, and that the Congress have already passed a
Law to give effect to that Treaty. Mr. Marcy also express-
ed the hope of the Government of the United States, that
American fishermen may not be molested, if they should at
once attempt to use the priviloges secured to them by the
Treaty.

It is the desire cf Her Majesty's Government, that this
wish of the Government of the United States should be ac-
ceded to; and that American fishermen may be immediately
allowed the use of these privileges.

Her Majesty’s ratification will be sent by this Mail, to be
exchanged against that of the President of the United States,
by Her Majesty’s Minister at Washington.

The Despateh which you will have reccived from Tord
Clovendon, by the lase Mail, will have apprised you of the
fizet that intclligence of the ratification by the American
Gevernment of the Treaty, in the negotintion of which with
the United Statex you have been recently concerned, has
heen received here, aud Ilose no time in congraluluting
your Lordship on this auspicious resslt of the endeavors which
you. and the advisersof gour Cinadizn Government, have so,
long used for achieving this great ohject, and of the negotia-
tiou with which your Lordship was recently charged.

As yet, however, in eonscquence of the short time which
has elapsed sinee the ratfication of the Treaty, I have not
received from yowrself any offivial aceount of these transac-
tions, vor have Iler Majesty’s Governmeut been mude aware
of the contents of the Act passed by Congress for the pur-
pose of rutifying the Treaty. T fucl. therelore, that instruc-
tions which I may address to you must be imperfoet, and
thelr exceution: contingent on circwmstances, of which I am
ot yet fully informed.

But as the Canadian Tegislature is to meet carly nest
month, T do not think it right to postpone, on this account,
any communication Lo you on this important subject. As-
sutuing, therefure, that the Aet of Congress is in conformity
with the terms of the Treaty, and that it embraces all the
Provinees, I proceed to couvey to you the views entertained
by TTer Majesty’s Government as to the Legislative measures
required to carsy into full execution the purposes of the
Treuty.

Article V. runs as followa: «The present Treaty shall
¢“take effect as soon as the Laws required to carry it into
¢ operation shall have heen passed by the Imperial Parlia-
« mont of Great Britain and by the Provineial Parliaments

¢ affected by this Treaty, on the one hand, and by the Con-

This article is, of course, not to be understood as if the "
assent of the Provincial Legislature, or even of the Imperial
Legislature were necessary, in order tq enable the Crown to
exccute a valid and binding Treaty with a Foreign Country.
This iz, in all countries, a prerogative of the Sovereign power,
and in England the Sovereign power guoad hoc is vested in
the Crown. But the concurrence of the Legislature may
nevortheless be required to abrogate existing Laws, which
may be inany respect inconsistent with the intended Treaty,
and it is in this sense that I conceive the provision of

\ Article V. is properly to be understood.
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The Parliament of the United Kingdom will be applied to, |

for instance, to repeal various provisions of the Statute 59,
Geo. ITT, c. 38, passed in consequence of the convention of
1818, between Great Britain and the United States; and
possibly other existing Acts of Parliament may pregent im-
pediments which it will require such authority to remove.
The Imperial Parliament has further legal power to over-
rule any provisions of Celonial Law which may be in oppo-
sition to the Treaty, but it is scarcely necessary to say that
to enforce that power would be contrary to the principles on
which the Government and Legislature of this Country have
long acted towards the Inhabitants of Her Majesty’s Colonial
Dominions.

[Military—Copy No. 1.]
Downixe Streer, August 18th, 1854.
SIR ;

I have duly received your despatch of the 3d
July, marked military, deprecating the removal
of the Troops from Prince Edward Island, as
notified to you in the despatch of the Duke of
Newcastle of the 12th June, Military No. 1.

Apart from the considerations connected with
the War in which we are engaged, which have
determined Her Mujesty’s Government to with-
draw a large portion of the Forces from the
British North American Colonies, I perceive
from the many despatches which bave been ad-
dressed to your predecessor during the last three
years, that there are not wanting special grounds
for this measure in the case of Prince Edward
Island. .

The despatch of the Duke of Newecastle, to
yourself, to which I have referred, will indeed
have led you to anticipate an earlier fulfilment
of the intention therein expressed.

I have now to acquaint you that the Lieu-
tenant General Gore has been instructed by the
present mail that the 72d Regiment and one
Company of Royal Artillery are to be brought
Home ; that the 76th Regiment, which is to be
increased to 850 Rank and File, and the two
remaining Companies of Royal Artillery which,
with these, (exclusive of the Royal Newfound-
land Company) comprise the only force within
the limits of his command, are to be quartered
at Halifax ; but that one or two Companies of
that Regiment and half a Company of Artillery
will have to be detached for service in New
Brunswick.

He has been further instructed, that all the
small outposts maintained in Nova Scotia and

New Brunswick, are to be forthwith abandoned

‘land the detachment of the 76th Regiment in

Prince Edward Island withdrawn. He ismore-
over to take immediate steps for carrying these
arrangements into effect.

I transmit for your information, and as serv-
ing to explain to you the general grounds on
which Her Majesty’s Government have been
induced to make so large a reduction of the
Forces maintained in British North America, a
copy of a despatch, dated 11th August, which I
have addressed to the Governor General of

This’ arrangement, as'you 'will remember is in
accordance with the general intention expressed
by Lord Grey in his Despatch to your Lordship
of the 14th March, 1853, and there appears fo
be nothing in the present condition of affairs to

‘Her Majesty feels that the internal tranthty
| of the Province might be safely corifided to Her
‘Canadian subjects.

Their addresses to the House on the océasion
of this War, ‘have expressed the most gratifying

directions of you Our said Commissioners, or of
any three or more of you, and also to such drafts
of the Executive and Finance Committee as are
hereinafter mentioned, and which may be in
accordance with the rules and regulations of you
Our said Commissioners.

direction and authority, by yoursaid Secretaries
or either of them, or by the said Executive and
Finance Committee, or by any two or more of
such Committee, for the time being.

And in order to facilitate the imprest to Our
said Paymaster-General of any and all subscrip-
tions, donations, and collections of moneys now
or bereafter to be made, or which from time to
time during the continuance of* this Our Royal
Commission may be received, for any of the
several purposes aforesaid, and "also for the pur-
pose ofi earrying into eﬁ'ect what you Our said
Commissioners, or any three or more of you,
shall hereafter direct to be done in Tespect to
the said subscriptions, donations, and collections
so expected to be made as aforefaid, We hereby
authorise you Our said Commsswners, or- any
three or-more of you, to nominate and appoint

Finance Committee, with power to select their

the continuance of this Our Royal Commission,
may be collected, as aforesaid ; and, subject to
such your orders and regulations, the said Ex-
ecative and Finance Committee, or any two or
more of them, shall and may order and direct
the payment and disbursement of any sum or
sums 5o to be received by Our said Paymaster-
General to the account of the said ¢ Patriotic
Fund.”

And it is Our farther will and pleasure that
you, or any three or more of you, do from time
to time, according to your discretion, fill up any
such vacancies as may occur in such Executive
and Finance Committee, as occasion shall re-
quire, and that the said Executive and Finance
Committee, or any three or more of them, do
from time to time appoint their own clerk, who
shall also duly record their proceedings, and
which said proceedings shall be duly preserved
and kept, and the said Executive and Finance
Committee, or any three of them, inclusive of
their Chairman for the time being if he shall be
then present, shall from time to time, and at all
- times, report to you as and when you may de-
sire, all matters and things that they shall or
may have done in the premises, and shall render
accounts of all disbursements and payments
‘which may be made, or ordered to be made, by
them in manner aforesajd under the orders and
regulations so to be received from you, or any
three or more of you, as aforesaid. And further
that you do, as soon as conveniently may be
after the receipt of such accounts, proceed to

And Our farther will and pleasure is, that
you, or three or more of you, when and so
often as‘7i€ed or occasion shall require, so long
as this Our Commsision shall continue in force,
do report to Usin writing, under your hands
and seals respectively, all and every of the se-

SIR;

I have the honor herewith to transmit a joint
address from the Legislative Council and the
House of Assembly to Her Majesty the Queen,
on the subject of the withdrawal of the Troops
from this Island, together with a copy of an
address. to myself, request...g me to transmit
the same, and support it with my recommen-
dation.

2. In complymg with this req,uest of the two
Houses of the Legislature, in this instance, I
beg, most respectfully, to be understood as in
no degree concurring in the opinion that the
removal of the Troops ¢¢ amounts to a severance
from Imperial regard and protection,”” Her
Majesty’s reply to which I feel assured will be
such as to justify the contrary sentiments,
which I have on all occasions endeavoured to
impress on the people of this Island.

3. I have also the honor of transmitting a
copy of an address of the House of Assembly
embodying a resolution in Committee of Supply,
which, places at the disposal of the Executive
Government a sum sufficient to provide for the
maintenance: of such force as the Lieutenant
Governor in Council may think it advisable to
call into- requisition, in the absence of Her
Majesty’s Troops, should the same be required
to maintain the supremacy of the law and pre-
serve internal tranquility.

4. In. the. present state of feehng on this
subject, this address is-quite as favorable as I

had . reason to expect, but is insufficient for the-

adoption of any permanent measure, in the
absence of the final determination of Her
Majesty’s Government, upon the representations
of the Executive Council and of the Houses of
Legislature, in the address I now have the
honor to forward. - ‘

5. In the Despatch (marked ¢¢ Confidential
and Military’”) which I had the honor of ad-
dressing to you on the 11th September, I went
so fully into the subject, that I refrain from
saying more on this occasion than respectfully
to repeat the expression of my opinion that the
enrollment of a Company of Feneibles similar .
to those of Newfoundland, would give more
satisfaction, and more fully sa,tlbfy the require-
ments of the case, than any other course that
could be adopted, and that, if insisted on, their
whole expense would be defrayed by the local
Legislature.

6. For the present, the whole expenditure
incurred under the vote of the Assembly is the
pay of two Constables, who were placed at the
Guard House of the gate of Government House
on the departure of the Troops, and. who will
bé continued until more permanent arrange-
ments shall have been effected.

Despatch of the 10th ultimo, marked ¢ Mili-
tary,” transmitting a Joint Address to the
Qucen, from the Legislative Council and House
of Assembly of Prince Edward Island, in refer-
ence to the late withdrawal of Tler Majesty’s
Troops from that Island.

You will acquaint the Legislative Council
and Assembly that I have had the honor to lay
their Address before the Queen, and that Iler
Mujesty was pleased to receive it very gra-
ciously. :

You will further acquaint them that the
small amount of Her Majesty’s Regular Forces
now left in the British North American Colo-
nies, will render it impracticable to detach any
portion thereof to Prince Edward Island as
requested 5 but that TLer Majesty’s Government
will not fuil to give all due consideration to the
circumstances set forth in the Address, as con-
stituting special and pecaliar grounds for sup-
plying a suhstitute for the Troops withdrawn.

Encuiries have been already instituted by
the Duke of Newcastle for the purpose of
ascertaining how far it would bhe practicable to
give effect to the recommendations on that
head contained in your Despatch of the 11th
September, hy enrolling a Body of Pensioners
for service in the Colony. T have to add that
Her Majesty’s Government deem this, in a
finuncial point of view, to be a description of;
foree better suited to the Colony than a Corps
of Fencibles ; but if, as may be inferred from
the address, the Legislative Bodies prefer the
latter and are prepared, as stated in your Des-
pateh, to provide all charges connected there-
with, Her Majesty’s Government will willingly
consider any suggestions which you may have
to offer en that subject. You will, however,
bear in mind that the Fencibles are on perma-
nent pay, and ab a rate of about one-fourth
more than an equal number of Troops of the
Line, owing to their lenger service.

¢TI have the honor to acknowledge the re-
ceipt of your Despatch of the Tth instant,
marked ¢ Military, No. 2,” and having laid it
before the Executive Council, with a view to
arriving as speedily as possible at some practi-
cal means to supply a Substitute for the De-
tachment of Her Majesty’s Troops withdrawn,
the Minute of Council, copy of which I have
the honor to enclose, was the result.

The preference which had been expressed in
favor of a Corps of Fencibles, and in which I
concurred, was mainly founded (in the absence
of the accurate information which is now sap-
plied by your Despatch), upon the impression,
that Her Majesty’s Government having con-
tinned them in Newfoundland after the with-
drawal of the Troops of the Line, the Fencibles
were a less expensive force, and therefore more
likely to meet the vigws of Her Majesty’s Go-
vernment, if; as was expected, the pretensions
of Prince Edward Island to be placed on the
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same footing as Newfoundland in this respect,
should be admitted.

¢ It was under the same impression, in a
financial point of view, that I ventured to ex-
press the opinion that ¢if insisted on,” their
expense would be defrayed by the local Legis-
lature, but, viewing the measures to which it
would be necessary to resort, in order to supply
the means of support for any sufficient perma-
nent force, I am bound to say, that I think the
consequences would be very injurious, and the
opinion I then expressed ‘was intended more in
corroboration of the preference expressed by the
Legislative Council and Assembly for Fencibles,

than to convey to you an impression that such|-

a course might be properly adopted.

¢¢ With reference to the enclosed minute of
Council, I have the honor respectfully to sug-|
gest, that if Her Majesty’s Government should
see fit to direct the enrollment of a Company
of Pensioners on the terms therein stated, the
number might be limited to fifty, and any aug-
mentation, should such hereafter be found
necessary, might be made at the cost of the
Colony. ;

¢¢In order to ensure such action by the local
Legislature as may be found necessary in this
matter, it is extremely desirable that I should
be honored with the final decision of Iler
Majesty’s Government regarding it, at your
carliest convenience.

At a meeting of Council.
PRESENT :

His EXCELLENCY THE LIEUTENANT GGOVERNOR,
&e. &e. &ec.

His Excellency laid before the Board Mili-
tary Despatch No. 1, dated 18th. ultimo, from
the Right Honorable Sir George Grey, to His
Excellency, with a Copy of a Despatch No. 17,
to my Lord Elgin and-Kincardine, dated 1lth
ultimo, therein referred to, setting forth, that
apart from considerations conmected with the
War with Russia, Her Majesty’s Government:

had determined to withdraw a large proportion
[}

.

of the Forces from the British North American
Colonies; and that the Detachment of the 76th
Regiment, now stationed in this Island, should
be forthwith removed.

The Board feel bound to enter the following
Minute in reference thereto :

First. That -while the Board regret the ne-

cessity of War being declared against Russia,
they trust that the British Arms, combined with
those of .the French and Turkish Allies, shall be
victorious, and that the War shall be brought
to a speedy and successful termination, and the
balance of power in Europe thus happily pre-
served. : ’
Secondly. That the Board are so satisfied
with the loyalty of the People of this Island, as
evinced at all times, and especially so recently,
in the various Addresses presented to His Ex-
cellency, not only upon his assumption: of the
Government of this Colony, but also during his
late tours to the Eastern and Westere parts
thereof, that, if it were necessary the wheole
Revenues would uvanimously be placed at the
disposal of the Government for the protection of
Imperial interests, and that volunteers would
spring up in every portion of the Island to de-
fend it from a foreign foe, opposed to British
sway. . -

Thirdly. That while the Board would most
cheerfully submit to the decision of the Home
Government, under present existing circum-
stantes, with regard to the withdrawal of the
Troops from this Island, they would respectfully
prescnt their peculiar claims to the considera-
tion of the Right Honorable the Secretary of
State for the Colonies, and endeavour to shew
thaf there exist the following special grounds
why this Island should not be altogether and
permanently deprived of a Military Tforce.

1. That while Nova Scotia, New Brunswick
and Newfoundland-—where Troops are to be
stationed—are accessible at all seasons of the
year, thisIsland is cut of from all available com-
municafion with the main land from the month
of December to the month of April in each year,
by being ice-bound, and therefore wholly inac-
cessible in fhe event of -any internal irruption
that might break out among the people.

- 2. That daring the summer season especially
thousands of American Fishermen land upon
our shores inlarge bodies, in various parts on
the coasts of this Island’; and now that the
Fishery Treaty bas been.concluded  with the
Government. of.the United States, greater num-
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bers than heretofore m'ty be e\pected to land |
upon our shores; and should any contention,
strife, or riot take place, the inhabitants of this
Island, from the want of a Military force, would
be powerles: and at the mercy of an infuriated
mob

That the Imperial Government having
originally granted the Lands of this Island to
absentee Proprietors, and thereby unintention-
ally created a Land monopoly, and which has
retarded the settlement of the Island and injured
its prosperity to an incalculable extent, by intro-
ducing the exacting system of Landlord and
Tenant iuto a young and sparsedly settled
Colony,—the more especially when the Land-
lord is resident abroad, and the Tenant is made
subject to the operation of a Land Agency,
which is frequently obunoxious in its character,
the majority of the Inhabitants being Tenants
liable by their leases to the payment of local
ta\es,-——w'ﬂl the Board fear, deem it to be a
serious grievance to be called upon to contribute
cither by direct oindirect taxation towards the
support of an organized local force.

4. That Nova Scotia and New Brunswick
have thousands of acres of Crown Lands, by the
sale of which they could at any time realize a
Iarge sum of money to support an army; where-
as this Island, on account of the lands having
been granted as above stated, has been deprived
of such means of raising money for any specific
purpose.

Fourthly. That the Right Honorable the
Seccretary of State for the Colonies, in the Des-
patch first mentioned, is pleased to state, that
special reasons exist Why the Troops should be
withdrawn from this Island, and the Board *pre-
sume that allusion is here made to the desertions
that occur from time to time. The Board would
beg respectfully to represent that similar cases
of desertion have at all times taken place in the
sister Provinces. That in New Brunswick,
within the last year, forty-five men have de-
serted from one Company, forty-two from an-
other, and about one hundred and fifty men have
deserted in all, whilst no more than twenty men
of the Detachment stationed here have deserted
during the present year, and two of them have
been captured. And that in Canada, for many
years, two expensive troops of Cavalry have
been maintained for the sole purpose of sup-
pressing desertion, besides the Canada Rifles
for frontier service. That the Laws of this
Island impose heavy penalties for the harbouring

—

of Deser ters, and grant rewards for their appre-
hension ; and if, in some instances—which are
of equally common occurrence in the neighbour-
ing Colonies—evil disposed persons are found
willing to commit infractions of the Laws, they
have not been occasioned by the supineness of
the local authorities, whe have invariably used
their best exertions for the apprehension of
Deserters, and the local Government have
always most willingly defrayed any expenses
incurred in their pursuit.

Lastly. That for the reasons above set forth,
the Board are apprehensive that the inhabitants
of this loyal Colony will consider their interests
to have been disregarded by the Imperial Au-
thorities, in the total withdrawal of the Troops,
and that in consequence thereof a very general
feeling of dissatisfaction will pervade the publie
mind.

The Board would therefore fain hope that the
Right Honorable the Secretary of State for the
Colonies will review his decision, and permit a
small Military Force to be stationed in this
Island, either by detachment or by the embodi-
ment of resident Pensioners, at the cxpense of
the Imperial Government, for the protection of
the people and the preservation of order therein,

His Lordship further states that Mr. Marey
expresses the hope of the Government of the
United States, that American Fishermen may
not be molested if they should at once attempt
to use the privileges secured to them by the
Treaty.

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You are already apprised, that in consideration
of the action of the Imperial Parliament of
Great Britain, in regard to the fisheries, and
likewise of the Parliament of Canada and the
Legis’ature of the Province of New Brunswick,
immediately carrying into effect the Reciprocity
contemplated by the Treaty of the S5th June
last, induced the issuing of .the instructions,
by this Department, to the officers of the Cus-
toms before referred to, with-a view to further
the Reciprocity on our part. The principle
adverted to does not seem to be carried out by
the terms of the Act of the Legislature of
Prince Edward Island, but make reciprocity on
their part dependent upon a future contingency,
viz : the reception of satisfactory evidence on
the part of \!.e Lientenant Governor or other
Administrator of the Government of that Island,
that the articles of merchandize enumerated
““ will be admitted jnto the United States of
Amwerica, by law, free of duty,” to take effect
from the date of the Governor’s proclamation.

Impresscd with these views on the subject, I
do not feel at liberty to embrace Prince EKdward
Island in the terms of the instructions to Col-
lectors before referred to.

I refrain from entering iuto the detail of cir-
cumstances which clearly evince the willingness
of this Government to do all in their power to
comply with the requirements of the Treaty, as
it would involve a repetition of so much that is
set forth in the enclosed minute, which I trust
will be found sufficient, with your Excellency’s
advocacy of our cause, to induce the United
States Government to take a more ingenuous
view of the matter.

[Extract f.om Minutes of the Executive Council.]

Couxcit CHAMBER,
16th December, 1854,

At a mecting of Council.
PRESENT:

II1s ExceLLexcy tHE LIEGTENANT GOVERNOR,
&e. &e. &

His Excellency laid before the Board a Des-
patch that he had just reccived from Mr.
Crampton, Her Majesty’s resident Minister at
Washington, dated the 20th ultimo, enclosing
two communications—one from Mr. Guthrie, the
United States Secretary of the Treasury, to Mr.
Marey, the United States Sccretary of State,
dated the 2Sth ultimo, and the other from Mr.
Marcy to Mr. Crampton, dated the 29th ultimo,
setting forth, that in counscquence of the Aect
passed by our Legislature in October last being
founded upon a different basis, and embodying
a different principle from those Acts passed by
the Legislatures of Canada and New Branswick
—our Act requiring ¢ the reception of satis-
factory evidence on the part of the Lieutenant
Governor that the articles of merchandize will
be admitted into the United States of America,
by law, free of duty, to take effect from the
date of the Governor’s Proclamation,”’—this
Island could not therefore be included in the
Circular Instructions that had been issued at
Washington on the 10th ultimo, to the Col-
lectors, authorizing them to admit into the
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Ports of the United States the articles named
in the Treaty, as the produce of Canada and
New Brunswick, by the Importers thereof giving
Bonds for the duties under certain conditions.

Upon the perusal of these documents, the
Board entered the following Minute :—

The Board are of opinion, that when the
action and proceedings of this Government, in
respect to giving effect to the Treaty entered
info between the British and the United States
Governments, on the 5th June last, hereinafter
detailed, are fully considered, the United States
Government will forthwith authorize its produce
to be admitted into its Ports upon the same
terms as those of Canada and of New Bruns-
wick.

That so soon as His Excellency the Lieuten-
ant Governor received my Lord Clarendon’s
Despatch of the 18th August last, stating that
it was the desire of Her Maj>sty’s Government
that American Fishermen shovid not be molested
if they should at opce attempt to use the privi-
leges secured to them by the :aid Treaty, he
notified the Consul of the United States resident
here of the purport of such Despatch, and
ordered the officers of this Government to act
upon its requirements.

" That on the second day of September last
His Excellency received a Telegram from my
Lord Elzin and Kincardine, asking ¢ When
does-yonr session commence ?”’

That His Excellency immediately issued a
Proclama‘ion, summoning the Legislature to
meet on the twenty-sixth day of September last,
and on the fourth day of September last sent a
Telegram to my Lord Elgin notifying him
thereof.

That when the Legislature met, His Excel-
Iency had not received any communication
whatever from my Lord Elgin, nor any copies
of the Treaty, nor of the Act passed by the
Legislature of Canada, nor any instructions by
which he was to be governed ; and althoagh
His E\cellency had written to my Lord Elgin
on the 26th September last, transmitting a draft
of a Bill that had been preoarcd from a similar
Bill (obtained through a newspaper) that had
been adopted by Congress at Washington, giving
effect to the said Treaty, yet His Excellency
did not receive nor hath yet received any reply
thereto.

That the Legislature was in Session several
days before they took any action upon the
Treaty, in the hope that His Excellency would

be able to lay before it certified copies of the
Treaty, and of the Bill that had beén passed
thereon in Canada. But His Excellency not
having received any communication whatever,
nor any suggestions from my Lord Elgin, this
Government then decided upon introducing &
Bill similar in its provisions to the one passed
by Congress on the same subject; and on the
seventh day of October last the same was as~
sented to, and immediately thereafter the Legis»
lature was adjourned until February next.

That on the twenty-sixth day of October last,
nineteen days after the Legislature had ad-
Jjourned, His Excellency received a communi-
cation from my Lord Elgin, viz Downiug Streef,
in London, enclosing copies of the Treaty and
of the Act of Convress

That on the eleventh day of October last,
His Excellency czused on official copy of the
said Act passed by this Legislature to be for-
warded to Mr. Cranpton, at Washington.

That this Board was under the impression:
that Mr. Cramptor kad received the said Bill—
it having been transmitted to him through the
usual postal channel—uutil His Excellency, on
the 17th altimo, received a Despatch from Mr.
Crampton, dated the 6th wultimo, by which it
appeared that he had not received the said Bill,
and the Board thereupon passed a minute,
giving effect to the Treaty, (a copy whereof is
hereunto annexed,) caused the same to be pub-
lished, sent copies thereof # the different Col-
lectors, and decided upon sending the Honor-
able James Warburton as a Specxal "Meszenger
to Washington, with a duplicate of the said Blll
and with a copy of the said Minute or Procla-
mation.

That Mr. Warburton proceeded as far as
Boston, en route to Washington, having pre-
viously telegraphed to Mr. Crampton, as
directed, when on the 24th ultimo he received
from Mr. Crampton the following Telegrai :

¢¢ Treasury order for putting Prince Edward
Island on same footing as Canada will be issued
immediately. Messenger need not come on.”

That accordingly Mr. Warburton returned to
the Island, believing that the object of his mis~
sion had becn fully and satisfactorily accom-
plished.

That, prior to the return of Mr. Warburton,
His Excellencv received the following Telegram
from His Excellency SirJ. Gaspard LeMarchant,
dated at Halifax the 6th mstaut (bt Follomnv
Telegram just received from Mr.:Crampton, by
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nme, dated thirtieth November. On reference
to Secretary of the United States Treasury, it
i3 found that the Act of the Legislature of
Prince Edward Island docs not authorise him
to apply the arrangement (Circular Injunction)
to that Province.” And on this day the com-
munications of the 2Sth and 29th ultimo, first
above mentioned, were received, explaining the
reasons why this Island is not embraced.

That although the Board admit the language
of our Act is somewhat different from that
passed in the Canadian and New Brunswick
Legislatures, yet, it must respectfully contend,
that the principle contained in if is virtually
the same, and that it places the matter precise-
ly upon a similar footing. The Canadian and
New Brunswick Acts state, that the Treaty is
to go into effect whenever the Governor, by
Proclamation, shall declare the same. Qur Act
authorises the Lieutenant Governor to issue a
Proclamation when the said Treaty is to go into
effect, and Ilis Excellency caused the same to
be done on the 17th ultimo, as above stated.
Had this Board been put in possession of the
Trea'y itself, and of a copy of the Canadian
Act, (or a draft thercof,) as it thinks it ought
to have been, by my Lord Elgin, in suflicient
time for the Legislature to frame its proceedings
thereon, it would have caused an Act in fofidem
verbis to that passed in Canada, so far as the
same was applicable to this Island, to have been
introduced and pasged by our Legislature.

That as this Government has done everything
in its power to give effect to the Treaty-—the
inhabitants of this Island being unanimously in
favour of it—and as in the years 1849 and
1852 the Legislature of this Island passed joint
addresses to Her Majesty the Queen, praying
for an abrogation or relaxation of the Treaty of
1818, and asking Iler Majesty to cause to be
removed its restrictions, so that American Fish-
ermen might be permitted to enter and fish
~upon our shores, on the condition that the
United States Government should admit articles,
the growth or produce of this Island, into its
Ports duty {rec, in accordance with an Act of
our General Assemby passed so far back as in
the twelfth year of the Reign of Her present
Majesty (1849), intituled, ““an Act to authorise
Free Trade with the United States of America
in certain enumerated acticles ;’” and as it is the
ficst North Awmerican Colony that has shewn
any disposition to reciprocate with the United
States, and .as this Government have already

e
acted in various instances upon the Treaty, by
admitting articles, the produce of the United
States, into the Ports of this Island, under the
terms of the said Proclamation of the 17th
ultimo, this Board must express its disappoint-
ment that the United States Government should
have excluded the produce of this Island from
the operation of the Treaty; and this Board
now trusts that the United States Government
will review its decision, place our produce on
the same footing as that of Canada and New
Drunswick, and make it retrospective, id es,
from the 10th ultimo, so that the extra expense
to which this Government has been subjected in
giving cffect to the said Treaty, by having an
extra Session of the Legislature—by sending
Delegates at two different times : onc to Canada,
when the Honorable Messrs. Holl and Haviland
went in June list, and the other by Mr. War-
burton, as above stated, and by other ways,—
may not have boen made altogether in vain,
and so that the inhabitants of this Island may
know that the United States Government will
carry out its part of the Trealy in good faith,
and in a just and honorable manner.

EXTRACT OF A LETTER FROM SIR CHARLES
E. TREVELYAN, K. C. B.,, TO HERMAN MERI-
VALE, E3SQUIRE, DATED TREASURY CHAM-
BERS, JANUARY 8, 1855.

«Yam commanded by the Lords Commissioners of Her
Majesty’s Treasury to acquaint you, for the information of
Seoretary Sir George Grey, that my Lords have deferred
their reply to your letter until they were enabled to consider
attentively the provisions of the Act for incorporating the

Bank of Prince Edward Island, because while they were not/

insensible to the desirableness of an early intimation of the
views of Her Majesty’s Government on the subject, it
appesatred to them to be of great importance that any defects
in the Act should be pointed out for the consideration of the
Legislature of Prince Edward Island before that body finally
determines upon the constitution of an establishment, the

operation of which may have a great effect upon the future
trade of the Colony.

My Lords observe that in several important points the
provisions of this Act deviate from the regulations which

‘were some years ago framed by this Board and the Board of

Trade, for the government of Joint Stock Banking Compan-
ies, and which have been generally adopted in Colonial
legislation on the subject.

" These rules were drawn up after full consideration of the
evils which bhad arisen from improvident banking, and expe-
rience has shown that they are effeetual for their object, as
far as legislative control is desirable, and can be enforced
without unduly interfering with the freedom of commercial
enterprise. My Lords, therefore, while they are not disposed
to subject the Legislature of Prince Edward Island to any
restraint in their proceedings on this subject, would, nevers
theless, recommend them to weigh well the considerations by
which they may be governed, before they passa Law which
omits or deviates in any important respect from the regula-
tions in question.

The first and most important omission in the Aect, which
has attracted the attention of their Lordships, is the absence
of any provision for a deed:of settlement, to be subscribed to
by the shareholders., The advantage, and, indeed, the neces-
sity which has been felt in modern times for a provision of
this nature, binding the shareholders to well defined liabilities
and obligations, for the management of the Company. of
which they become members, is so generally acknowledged
that my Lords do not understand upon what grounds it is
proposed that this condition should not be enforced. They
way further observe, as cognate to this part of the subject,
that there is no permission for incorporating with the Com-
pany the purchasers of additional shares, under the 5th and
6th Sections of the Act, which maybe acquired. by parties
not belonging to the Company, and not, therefore, subjeet to
the obligations attaching to the holders of original shares. .

The third Section of -the' Act, regarding the mode. of ;pay~
ing up the Capital Stock is, in the opinion of- my: Liords,

open to objections . :
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The provision in the regulation above adverted to, which

requires thut one-half of the subseribed capital should be paid
up at once, and the remainder within two years from the
granting of the Charter, was framed with the view of guard-
ing against the misconceptions which may arise from a Com-
pany having the reputation of a larger capital than that
which is subscribed, and also of restric.ing the liabilities of
the shareholders within defined limits. DMy Lords sce no ob-
jection to deferring to 2’ future period the subscription for
a portion of the capital which it be ultimately intended to
raise; but thoy suggest that the object which the legislation
of the Island has in view may be attained without any vio-
lation of principle, by restricting the portion of capital to be
subscribed for 1n the first instance, to the sum intended to be
raised within two years, and taking a power for inereasing
the amount hercafter by the issue of additional shares.
"+ .The provision in Scction nine, which would empower the
Company to hold lands of the value of one-half the capital to
‘be in the first instance paid up, appears'to my Lords to ex-
ceed any reasonable requirements of the Company for the
.purposes of their business. My Lords presume that it is not
the intention of the Act that the Bank should passess lands
for the purposes of trade and profit, which would be foreign
to the principles on which the system of modern banking is
founded. and they would suggest that the provisions for this
object should be restricted to the premises which it may be
necessary for the Company to bold fur the purpose of carry-
ing on their business. .

The enactments relating to the management of the busi-
pess of the Company appear to my Lords defective; as, for
example, there is no provision for speciul meetings of the
proprietors ; and although the twentieth Section refers to a
power of removal of a Director by the Sharcholders, and the
election of a successor, there is no prescribed course of pro-
ceeding for these purposes.

Reguiations of this nature are generally set forth in deeds
of settlement, and their Lordships are of opinion that the
whole of the details for the government of the Corporation
would be better secured by provisions in a well considered
deed, fur the purpose, to he previously approved by the
Lieutenant Governor, or Officer administering the Govern-
ment of the Island, and in that case, the Act of Incorpora-

- tion need only specify the general priuciples to be provided
for in such deed.

The requirements to be observed in preparing deeds of
settlement, as specitied in recent Royal Charters, for the in-
corporation of General Joint Stock Banking Compuanies, ap-
year tomy Lords to combine all that is necessary on the
subject, and they recommend the adoption ot similar clauses
in the Act for incorporating the Prince Fdward Island
Bank, assuming that the Legislature of the Colony may pass
a farther Act for amending the present one. These require-
mentg are that the Deed of Settlement shail, in addition to
the usual provisions for the management of the uffairs of the
Company, contain provisions tq the following effect, viz:—

Ist. For bolding ordinary general meetings of the Com-
p.imy once at least in every year, at an appointed time and

ace.

P 2d. For holding extraordinary general meetings of the
Company, upon the requisition of Shurcholders or men hold-
ing at least shares in the Company.

3d. For the management of the affairs of the Company.
and the election and qualification of the Directors.

4th. For the retirement of at least one-fourth of the Di-
rectors yearly.

S5th. For preventing the Company from purchasing any
ahares, or makiug advances of mouey or securitics for mouey

to any person on the security of a share or shares in the
Company.

6th. For the publication, as shall be directed, by the said
deed, of the assets and liabilities of the Company, and of the
amount of promissory notes in circulation, and of the lard
held in the establishment of the said Company.

7th. For the verification of such statements, and for the
furnishing of such further informatiqn as the Lieutenant
Governor or Officer administering the Government may re-
quire respecting the state and proceedings of the Buuking
cstablishments of the said Company.

8th. For the yearly audit of the accounts of the Company
by two or more Auditors, not being Directors at the time.

9th. . For the yearly communication of the Auditors’ Re-
port, and of a balance sheet and profit and loss account to
every Shareholder. )

10th.. For the appoiotment of Managers or Agdents; or
other officers to perform the duties of Managers or Agents.

The twenty-fifth Section, which limits the liability of the
Stockholders to twice the amount of their shares, is open to
objection, inasmuch as it restricts the individual responsibil-
ity to those persons who are Stockholders at the time of any
mismanagement of -the Directors, which may occasion any
loss or deficiency of the Capital Stock.

My Lords apprehend that in case of such deficiency is
might be difficult to prove particular mismanagement at any
one time as having been the occasion of it; and that in case
of the transfer of shares, the question of the liability of. the
Stockholder, or of the person from whora he purchased them,
might be difficult to decide, and lead 'to litigation. My
Lords are of opinion that there is but one course which can
be adopted in this matter—and that with a due regard to the
interests of the public—and that is, that the Stockbolders
should be subject to all the liabilities attaching to his shares,
and should be responsible for his proportion of any defi¢iency
of Capital from whatever cause it may arise, to the extent of
a repetition of the amount of his subseription.

My Lords observe in the thirty-second Section, relating to
the issue of promissory mnotes, the only restriction applies to
notes excecding the sum of five pounds. They do not under-
stand the object of a restriction in this direction, but they
suggest that the Bank should be restrained fromr using notes
of a lower value than five shillings, if, indeed. the Legisla-
ture may not think it prudent to adopt the higher limit of ten
shillings, or even one pound.

Their Lordships can hardly consider the provision in
Section thirty-three, which imposes on the Bunk an obliga-
tion to pay an interest of twelve per cent. on any note, the
payment of which shall be refused or delayed, as a sufficient
security for the immediate convertibility of the promissory
notes of the Bank. There would be dithculty in proving, in
many cages, the refusal to'pay a particular note on a parti-
cular day, and however heavy the charge may be considered,
such 2 penalty would not relicve the community from the
risk of an incontrovertible paper currency in cuse of mis-
management of the Bank. It is so important to provide for
the integrity of the circulation, that my Lords strongly re-
commend the Legislature of Prince Kdward Island 10 adhere
to the rule laid down in the regulations, that suspension of
cash payments by the Bank for a period of sixty days, should
entail an absolute forfeiture of its privileges. .

Their Lordships would further suggest to the Legislatuye
the adoption of a provision which hus been inserted in all
the recent Royal Charters incorporating Coloniul Banking
Companies, for requiring the malntenuuce of a4 reserve of
specie of the amount of not less than oue-third of the notes
at any time in circulation. ‘
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There isno condition to which my Lords attach greater
importance, in the management of a Joint Stock Bank, than
the frequent publication of its liabilities and assets. Such

publication not only affords the public an_opportunity -to | y

which it is entitled, of forming a judgment on the manage-
ment of 2 concern in which the whole commanity is interest-
ed, but also in the case of a well conducted Bani®tends to

-it8 security, by giving that confidence in its proceedings which

cannot be freely rendered when there is-concealment of its
real condition; their Lordships, therefore, recommend that
in addition to the provisions in Section -thirty-seven, for lay-
ing a yearly balance slieet before the proprietors, a monthly
statement should be furnished to the Governor of the assets
‘and liabilities of the Bank, with a view to its publication in
the Royal Gazette of the Island, and. that:the Governor
should be emnpowered to cause such statement to be verified
in any manner that moy seem expedient.

The thirty-seventh Section, relating to delinquents, omits
acceptors of bills from the ¢lass of debtors to which it refers,
and my Lords consider thatthey should:be included in the

Regulations and Conditions for the observance of whick
provision should be made in Charters or Legislative
enactments relating to the Incorporation of Banking
Companies in the Colonies.

1st.—The amount of Capital of the Company and number
of Shares to be determined ; and the whole of such deter-
mined amount to be subscribed for within a limited period,
not exceeding eizhteen months from the date of the Charter
or Act of Incorporation.

2d.—Shareholders to be declared a Body Corporate, with
common seal and perpetual succession, and other usual cor-
porate powers; and with any requisire proviso that judgiment
against the Corporation shall attach to all additional liability
of the Shareholders, as well as to the paid-up capital and
other property of the Company.

8d.—Provision to be made, either by recital and confirm-
ation of any deed of settlement in these respects or otherwixe,
for the due management of the Company’s affairs by appoint-
ment of Directors. andso forth, so far as shall seem necessary
for the security of the public.

on Banking accounts with the Company’s establishments, not
to exceed at any time three times the amount of the Capital
Stock subseribed and actually paid up.

14th.—No promissory or other notes tobe issued for sums
under one pound sterling (or in the North American Colonies
one pound Halifax currency), or the equivalent thereof in
any other Jocal currency, and not for fractional portions of
such pound ot other equivalent amount.

15th.— A1l promissory notes of the Compary, whether is-
sued from the principal establishment or from Branch Banks,
to bear date at the place of issue, and to be payuble on de-
mand in specie at the place of date.

I have the honor of presenting for your inspection
my Fifth Annual Report, comprising the Medical
Statistics of the Lunatic Asylum, with the admis-
sions, discharges, and remedial results on tlie
patients under treatment, duunv the last twelve
months.

On inspecting the details of the accompanying
Table, which I have endeavoured to render as com-
plete and lucid as possible, I trust you will find all
particulars so patent as to requirc but a compendious
comment froih me.

You will therein observe that the total number of
Lunatics treated during the year amounts to
twenty-three, of these, thirfeen remained in the
House at last Report, the greater number of them
being chronic cases, of long standing, and con-
sidered incurable, with the exception of two, onc
of whom hus recovered and still remains in the
House, thie other has been discharged cured.

The admissions since last Report amount to ten,
ot these, three have improved; one has much im-
proved ;—and two have recovered.

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Extracts of the Report of the Visitor of Scheols.

TO THE MEMBERS OF THE BOARD OF EDU-
CATION.
GENTLEMEN ;

I have inspected all the schools in operation, with the ex-
oeption of those which have been opened subsequent to my
visit to their respeetive districts, and am prepared to lay my
first report of them before you; the recently opened schools
alluded to properly belong to my summer circuit, and will
be reported upon in my next report.

It has beeu my lot to become acquainted with the educa-
tional interests of the Colony when a thorough change had
passed over them. The new Education Act had just come
into force, which is intended to provide the means of educa-
tion to the whole rising generation in the Colony. It is im-
possible to calcalate the blessings conferred on a community
by the provisions of a State Education, cfficiently aud pru-
dently earried out. In no country has it ever been found that
private or adventure schools have been able to impart even
the mere clements of cducation to the whole community.

Where there is not a machinery of public education, and
to some extent, free education, to the necessities of the whole
population, a vast majority of the children of the humbler
classes must grow up 1in ignorance, if not in viece. If some
aids and facilities be not afforded the working man in the

education of his children, nine out of ten parents, whether|.

agriculturists or artizans, would not be able to command the
preans of educating them in private schools, even if they pos-
sessed the solicitude and care for their children’s interests
(which are so sadly wanting), that would prompt them to
make exertions to secure for their offspring every possible
advantage in intellectual and moral training. This is speci-
ally true in rising and thinly populated countries, where
there are fair inducements for adventurous schoolmasters to
settle.

This small Colony, by the passing of the Education Bill
of 1853, has solved for herself the question which has been
agitatiog the public mind of Britain for so many years, and
which is still at issue. By its provisions it brings the means
of education within the reach of every family. The only
part of the machinery confided to the private exertions of the
people being the building and maintaining of the school house,
and where practicable, supplementing the teacher’s salary.
Prince Edward Island has taken this step in the right direc-
tion in advance of the Mother Country—for even in enlight-
ened Britain, with its multitude of schools maintain>d by
private support, by charitable and ecclesiastical endowment,
and state assistance, there are still thousands of her popula-
tion perishing in ignorance and crime.- It is highly credit-

able to Prince Edward Island that the Education Bill for
Scotland, introduced in the Imperial Parliament by the Lord
Advocate during the present session, and lost by so small a
majority, was identical in all its esscntial clements with that
in operation here.

But it ravely bappens in legislation, that any Act for the
general good can at once be framed on so perfect a model as
to meet every exigeney, or please all parties. It is only
when applied aud tested by cxperience, that the merits and
defeets of any thing new can be discovered. The fate of the
Bill, in its reception by the public, so far as I have had
opportunities of observing and discriminating, has been more
fortunate than could bave been predicted or anticipated of a
measure so comprehensive in its details, and which embraces
so many conflicting interests. 1ts success in ore year is a
most happy omen of the good it may accomplish when
amended and supplemented, so as to provide for a uniform sys-
tem of tuition, by the establishment of a Normal School for
the training of teachers, thus securing a higher rate of
acquirements, ard by such a graduation of salaries as shall
retain teachers of competent abilities and attuinments,

Before entering upon a recital of my inspection of the
schools, allow me to make a few observaiions on the points
above mentioned as desiderata.

First.—The necessity of a Normal School for securing the
training of teachers, and the introduction of a uniform
system of education. The term Normal School, as you are
well aware, involves the idea of teaching according to a cer-
tain rule or system; a Normal Training School for teachers
is, therefore, an institution where the proposed teacher serves
an apprenticeship to the art to whieh his life and coergies
are to be devoted. The training requires not only the pre-
c2pts and cxample of a master, but the doing or the practica
of the apprentice.

In all countries where a desire for an improved and en-
lightened education has been awakened. and where the sub-
ject has taken hold of the public miud, the necessity of
having trained ~teachers has speedily presented itself.
Wherever the importance of true education bas been fally
apprebended and appreciated, the want bas been supplicd by
the establishment of Normal Training Schools.

Education, in its truest acceptation, is physical, intcllec-
tual and moral training. Instruction, or conveying a certain
amount of information, is but one part of education; its
proper cnd is to set the whole intellectual machinery in
motion, and to develope and exercise the conscience or
moral discernment. In ome word, the great aim of all’
teaching is to bring out and strengthen in the child the intels
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lectual and moral life, that he may be able to discriminate and
choose what is just, and good, and true, in all that is pre-
sented to him, to inspire him with a love of knowledge, to
guide and direct, so far as man’s efforts can, by example and
precept, all the sceret motives of human acticn. If such be
the tcacher, what manner of man ought he to be?

That the traiving of teachers is an essential element in the
education of the people, approves itself to every mind pos-
sessed of cominon sense. In all the arts of life, a series of
years must be passed in apprenticeship before a man is con-
sidered competent to be entrusted with work ou the respon-
sibility of his own acquirements. No one would commit the
making of a pair of shoes or of a coat to a novice in the art
of shoemaking or tailoring. If an untrained, and therefore
an unskilful hand, would mar and destroy a piece of cloth
or leather, how preposterous is it to supposc that one to
whom is entrusted the delicate organism of a child’s mind
could be capable of educating it in the true sense of the words)
without having first studicd the art under masters who had
themselves been trained to teach. -

The art of communicating is a separate gift from intellec-
tual ability and acquirements. The two are not always
united. Mauy 2 man who is possessed of the highest amount
of science and learning, and varied information, has not the
facility of communicating to others the knowledge which he
possesses and would seek to impart to them. In short, the
art of teaching is au art, like all others, to be learncd, to be
studied, and to be taught.

The establishment of Normal Training Schools, which it
is imyerative for teachers to attend fur u certain tiume, serves
another most valuzble eud, in guarding the sacred office of
the teacher {from the intrusion of incompetent persons who
have no natural fitness for the work.

I have extended my remarks on this head of my report to
what wmay scem to you an unnecessary length, but from the
ignorance und misapprehension which I have found every
where existing on the whole of this subjeet, some Information
aud explanations I deemed requisite.

A true, enlifhtened, and seriptural education. is now uni-
versally recognised as the vnly engine by which 2 people can
be carried forward in the march of improvemeut. The work-
ing of this machinery heing in the teacher’s hands, it is from
him that the minds of the rising generation will reccive their
mould and impress. If it be true, as Locke, the most en-
lighiened mau of his time, says—¢ That of all the men we
meet with, nine out of ten are what they are, good or evil,
usefal gr not, by their elucation.” How important is it that
the mun who is to be the educator, that is, not only the im-
parter of heud knowledge, but tae trainer of the heart and the
whole mau, should be thoroughly quulified for the task.
Nothing can be more erroncous than to suppose that amongst
an igaorant population, where the siandard of education is
low, an uninteiligent and illiterate “schoolmaster is good
euough for unenlightenel, uninstiucted children.  This
wonld Le to assume that high motives, encergy of character, a
good understanding, and sound attainments, would be thrown
awuy on the instruction and traiving of thosg who most re-
yuire to he taught; that an ignoraut teacher is good enough
for ignorant children, as though the more difficult task to be
wecomplished, and the greater the result to be achieved, the
less cfisient should be the means emploged. [ am sorry
to say that such seems to be the impression in this Islund.
T could searce have believed that the.e eould have been 1o

ay part of the world so numerous a staif of teachers where
¢n foy hadeven the shadow of a cpudification for their im-

povrane ofize.  With some honerable exceptions, here and
there, the whucation of the children of this comizuaity is in

the bands of beardless youths, and of uneducated, untrained
men of every age and calibre. A meagre knowledge of English
gramnmar, geography. arithmetic and mensuration, with scarce
the power, in many instanccs, to write a sentence grammati.
cally and orthographicully correct, is a preposterous title 10
the office of a schoolmaster. It could not be expected thas
such men should have a high and conscientious estimate of
the duties of their office, or an earnest zeal in the p2rform-
ance of them. They almost Iuevitubly become dronish
teachers, who content themselves with merely going through
a mechanical routine of school duties, who— | e
* Machines themselves, and governed by a clock,
Diswmiss their carcs when they dismiss their fock.””

It was with the utwmost ustonishment and dismay that I
jearned that a proposal was lately made to form a class of
teacticrs with a still lower rate of qualifieation.  If the people
at all value a proper training for their children, and wish to
secure for them what may emphatically be termed the bless.
ings of education, their utmost endeavors will be directed to
raising the standard of the teachers’ qualifications. Uhptil
some provision is made for the training of teachers, and until
the management of the schools is in the hands of persons
thus trained for the work, the most laborious and conscien-
tious inspection can accomplish but little towards their im-
provement.  The Inspectoi’s office is a corollary of a Normal
Institution, The two are purts of the same machinery, and
ought to work together.

It is to be expected that the establishment of an institu-
tion for the traiuing of cfficient teachers, and the introduction
of a uniform system of instruetion in all the schools, would be
attended with sotne difficulties, but these are by no means
insurmountable; they .are only such as would Le found to
give way before cnergetic and unanimous exertions. There
are mapny things in the cducational provisions of Prince
Edward Island worthy of great praise and almiration, but
the status and qualifications of the teacher loudly call for
reform and improvement. When these features have been
introduced into the educational machinery, which will alse,
without any wholcsale innovations, gradually improve the
school houses and school apparatus, the Education Bill of
this Island will be a model to the most advanced and enlight-
cned states.

Secondly.—The gradation of salaries. The constant
changing of teachers has a most injurious effect on the
schools. In the present stute of matters, young men seldora
choose the office of a teacher as a permanent profussior ;
they ouly take it up as a stepping-stone to a more luerative
appointmeut, and when that presents itself; it is speedily
abandoned. The whole interests of the community deward
that something sheuld be doue to retain them. Any con.
siderable and general augmentation of salary must be the
work of time, but surely there might be a more judicious
scale of salaries. It is manifestly unjust that boys of 16
and older novices, should be ontit'ed to receive the sume suin
as men who have taught in the Island, five, seven, or ten
years; there ought to be some greater distinction than there
is of experience and acquirements, and success in teaching.
The same suwn that is now spent in salaries, might be so ap~
plied as to give more geacral satisfaction to the teacher, and
to form some inducement to him to persevere zcalously in his
work. Let teachers of all ages, for the first two ycars after
entering on their office, have, say forty pounds per annum;
at the end of that time, if' their schools should give evidence
of conscientious efficiency, and they themselves. prepared to
undergo a certain examination, they should be entitled to
receive fifty pounds per annuin; at the end of three years,

lor after five vears cxperience in their profession, atothe
s P hS ) T
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advance might be made of ten pounis, on the same con-
ditions—that is, that their schools, on inspection, should ex-
hibit superior management and organization, and that the
teachers pass a more perfect and thorough examination,
shich shall test, not only the amouat of their own informa-
tion, but also their ability to impart that to their pupils.
Undee such a scale of gradation, instead of the teacher
catering on his profession with the discouraging conscions-
ness that whatever his exertions might be, he had little hope
of distinetion or preferment in it, every inducement would be
held out to industry and self-improvement. His work would
scome 2 study to him, as the successive examinations would
not only cmbrace a higher standard of general information,
but would also test or bring out the fraits of his experience
and observation in his profession.
These sugeestions respecting a scale of salaries, I would
bring to your remcmbrance, are made to suit existing cir-

cumstances; when the Legislature can appropriate a larger|

sum to the salaries of teachers, there should be a proportion-,
ate inerease on the various classes; and if the teachers were
trained in a Normal School, the examination passed prior to
their leaﬁng that institution, and certificates. awarded, should
entitle them at once to the second class salary, as already
sagzested.

Another point which calls for remedy, is the age of
teachers. No young man should be allowed to engage in
such important work until he has completed his eighteenth
year, and when the present urgent dewand for teachers has
passed away, there should be no schoclmaster appointed
under twenty-one years of age,

Of these 88 vacant schools, 11 were in operation last year,
g0 that in actual operation now, the number of district schools
is 190, to which may be added 16 Acadian schools, 3 of
which have been opened since the Ist of April last, making
in all 206 schools at prescut receiving Government aid.

In wy present report I shall not give a statement of the
condition of each school, but reserve that for my next re-
port, to be luid before you in Jupuary. Many of the
schools have been so recently opencd, with a body of children
who, for the most part, had never been at school before, that
it would be unfuir to the teachers to make a report of their
present condition; after my second visit, both they and I
will be better prepured for having a full report made out.

The following statistical statement does not give the cor-
rect number of children at present studying all the branches

taught, but only those studying them when I visited their
schoois, as in many schools it was only after an order for the
necessary books had been left, on my visit, that Grammar
and Geography, ete., began to be taught :—

Of the 610 who are learning to read in the Acadian
schools, 103 are taught to read in the English language.

SCHOOL BOOKS.

It would be in vain for me to attempt to desctibe 1he feel-
ings with which I contemplated the stock of books exhibited
to me in many schools: a tattered-and miscellaneous assem-
blage of books-and pamphlets; and heard by what shifts and
contrivances these were made to serve the purposes of in-
structing, it may be, twice the like number of children. In
one school, where I found twenty-four children at work,
there were cleven reading books, meant for the same stage of
progress, but all of o different kind, With such apparatus,
to talk of organization and classification, would .be prepos-
terous. I deeply pitied such teachers who, in addition o
the unavoidable discouragements of their laborious occupa-
tion, had such a mountain of difficulties laid upon their
efforts. Such a state of matters would paralyze the energies
of even the most conscientious man, full of faith and hope ia
the cause of education. But I am happy to say that this
lamentable deficiency is a thing of the past, and it is to be
hoped, will never again recur. The liberal grant from the
Legislature, which provided a list of excellent school books
and maps, at a very low rate, and the enactment which made
it imperative for every school to take advantage of it, has
opened up a more cheering prospect, not for the teacher
only, but also for the parents and childien. For the teacher,
as it entirely removes the difficulty of classifying his pupils,
thus making his work less tedious and laborious, and greatly
more satisfactory to himself, as he can watch and test the
progress of each child much better when ranged with its
compeers. The child is benefitted, in having an increased
interest and zest given to his studies by the emulation which
is excited in a class, and when he is ready to be advanced
into a higher book, he has not to wait tLe convenience of his
parents 1n procuring it for him, while he is dawdling away
his precious seed time. The parent’s peculiar advantage is
in his pocket, as each book costs only about on<-third of its
price at an ordinary bookseller’s, and by the trifling local
assessment, his children have the advantage of all the books
in the school which they are advanced enough to use. These
benefits would be derived from any uniform set of bocks, but
when we consider the superiority of the list provided, the
boon is increased tenfold. It is matter of regret, howuver,
that so admirable a provision for books should be attended
with one great disadvantage, viz: that the children cannot
take thewm home, so that in the evening they may prepare the
lessons which are to be gone over in scheol the following .
day. To tho waunt of home preparation, an important elcment
in the utility of the school issacrificed. 1t strikes a stranger
with a paiuful sense of deficiency when he meets groups of -
children returning from school empty-handed; he finds it
difficult to suppose that a real and earnest work of cducation
is going on, when he misses the familiar satchel slung over

supplied with desks and seats. It is aitogethor a mistak . to
suppose that u small building, set dows: :n the midst of a
wood, or in the open clearing, is more comtortable and warmer
than a larger one. A smull, low-roofed schoolhouse would
take wore fuel to keep it warm in winter, and would be in-
comparzbly less comfo:table in summer than a larger build-
ing, with a lofty ceiling. It affords me pleasure to record
that a fow of the schoolrooms presented a most cheering
aspeet, being furaished with desks and scats, large varnished
maps, blackboard, and cupboard or desk for books, cte. By
such furniture, schoolrooms arc made to look opulent and
happy. Education scems’ there to be appreciated, and « well
todo in the world.” When in one school, in addition to the
furniture already mentioned, I saw a neat, portable little
globe, and observed the cheerful countenances of children
and teacher, it was impossible not to feel at how trifling an
expense teaching may be beguiled of many of its discourage-
ments. As it is left to the trustees and parents to furnish
the school ' with suitable apparatus, and to maintain it, the
success of the school greatly depends upon their cordial and
unanimous co-operation. A teacher of even the most humble
acquirements would work with more zeal and energy in a
properly ventilated and well heated schoolroom, and would
bo stimulated and encouraged by baving comfortable
geats and desks, with an adequate supply of books and
maps. On the other hand, nothing can be more discourag-
ing to a teacher who is disposed to pursue his Work earnestly
and faithfully, than to be met at every point by obstacles,
such as insufficient furniture, and the opposition or niggard-
liness of parents in procuring the requisite number of books.

of the cduc-tional machinery which is more immediately
placed in their hands, and will cheerfully and cordial-
ly unite in providing all the “mecans aud appliances”
which can facilitate the progress of their children and
the efficiency of the school. The disputes and animosities
with respect to school sites, which I have repeatedly
encountered, have a most injuricus influence on the interests
of cducation, while party strifes and the sclfishness of petty
interests separate the parents of a district, ditiding those
exertions which should be united, the children are sacrificed
and made vietims to their ignorance and prejudice.

There arc many subjects connected with the internal or-
ganization of the schools, the branches taught, and the
methods employed, on which I have much to report and sug-
gest, but I defer them to my next report, under the range
of which I conceive they more properly fall. )

In conclusion, I have to acknowledge with gratitude the
kindness and hospitality with which I have cvery where
been reccived. I have also to express my thanks for tho
ready politeness with which the information and assistance
I, as a stranger, so often stoed in need of, was accorded to
me both by the teachers and people. The cordial welcome
which I received in so many homes, and around so meany
cheerful hearths, did much to soften the asperities of my
arduous office—arduous beyond my utmost expectations.
