In order to prevent hoarding and fur-

ings and use of flour. The order pro-
vides that no person, with the exception
of manufacturers of flour, balkers, con-
fectioners, wholesale or retail dealers»
or persons living at a greater distance
than two miles from a licensed dealer,

Anyone living at a distance greater than
two miles and less than five miles from
a licensed dealer may hold: or control
flour made wholly or in part from w heat
up to an amount sufficient for his or-
dinary requirements fora period not ex-
ceeding thirty days. Anyone living at
more than five and less than ten miles
from aliccnsed dealer may have su-
fficient for his ordinary requircments up
to sixty days, while a person living more
than ten miles from such dealer may
have sufficient for his ordinary requirc-
ments for a period up to 120 days. Any
person holding or having under his con”

trol flour made wholly or in part from
wheat, in quantities greater than are
provided in the order, must forthwith
return such flour to the miller or dealer
from whom it was purchased, and such
miller or dealer must accept, if it be in
good condition, and pay for it at the
purchase price or the market price on
April 20th, 1918, whichever be the lower?
All millers or dealers failing to purchase
such flour when its return is offered are
required to report the facts and circum-
stances to the Canada Food Board at
onge.

An Interview with Ralph Connor
By PETER McARTHUR

When I was told that if I went to a
certain office at a certain hour, I would
have the pleasure of meeting the Rev.
Charles W. Gordon (Ralph Connor), I
accepted with joy. I wanted to meet
him for two reasons. I wanted to meet
him because heis our most distinguished
Canadian novelist, and also because 1n
my boyhood I wriggled on hard, un-
compromising benches, listening to the
same stern ministers that he ‘‘sat
under.” Ihadlistened to them in both
Gaelic and English, and wondered if he
would have a fellow-feeling for one who
had gone through the same boyish ex-
periences. Asmyeagerncsslmdhrought
me early to the place of appointment, I
had a few minutes to wait, and fell to|
wondering what he would be like. Un-
consciously I associated him with those
old-time Free Kirk ministers and won-
dered if he would be I'ke the Rev. John
Ross, of Brucefield, or the Rev. Lachlan |
MacPherson, of ast Williams. So |
my surprise was complete when a brisk "
man in khaki uniform stepped into the |
room.. He did not look enough like |
those old ministers to make my heart
come into my mouth with terror as I l
faced him. Neither did he look enough
like a military martinet to make mol
click my heels together and come t()\

" It took less than a minute to |
discover that ‘‘Ralph Connor”’ is, first |
of all, a fellow-human being, whoisready |
to take a glance at anything from any |
man’s point of view.

A reference to the old ministers gave
us an instant point of contact,and with
much Iaughtcr—kindly and reverent—
but still laughter—we compared -notes
and exchanged reminiscences of the good
men who made the Scotch settlements
where we had both been brought up, the
places of stern discipline we remembered |
so well. The hour that had been prom- |
ised to me was gone and part of another |
hour with it, before I remembered that |
the man who arranged the meeting had
not done it out of pure kindness. He
wanted me to interview Ralph Connor
about the war work of the Y.M.C.A.
By the time I remembered my duty we
had reached a point where I felt that T
could ask him about it from 2 rather
daring point of view. I began with a
straight question:

«What ‘do you think of the work
the Y.M.C.A. in the war?" {

He hunched his shoulders slightly and |
slipped down a trifle in his chair. From
the expression on his face I was afraid
that he was going to offer an unfavor
able criticism. But his answer magde it
clear that that was not what disturbed |
him:

“1t is doing a lot of work that the
church should be doing.”

Now you can understand ' why my
question caused him a shade of discom
fort. The minister in him—a touch of |
the old I'ree Kirk spiritual guide that |
made him feel the responsibilities of his
calling—made him regret to confess that
a purely lay institution is carrying prac-
tical Christianity to a point that is as |
vet impossible for the churches—*‘beat- |
ing them to it,”
would say. 2

“Don't misunderstand me,” he pro-
tested. *“The churches and their chap-
lains are doing a wonderful work, but
the Y.M.C.A., being without a propa
ganda or dogmas, is able to adapt itself
instantly to any needs that may arise,
cither at the battle-front or wherever
the boys may be located. It meets
them at all hours and in all places with
a spirit of good cheer, comfort and help-
fulness.”

“Then you are of the opinion that the
man who supports the war work of his
church is not doing all he can to help
the boys?”

WAR AND FOOD SERIES, ARTICLE No. 14—BUTTER.

Canada’s butter exports have been
on the downward grade for a number
of years and while in 1908 her net ex-
ports amounted to 33,888,074 pounds
in 1916 they had dropped to 6,993,100
pounds.

On the other hand, Britain’s normal
imports of butter amount to 462,796,-
264 pounds and her shortage due to
the war is 200,148,784 pounds.

Tommy is sick of the war—dead
sick of it. He is weary of the inter-
minable procession of comfortless
nights and days. He is weary of the
sight of maimed and bleeding men—of
the awful supsense of waiting for
death. In the words of his pathetic
little song, he does “want to go ‘ome.” |
But there is that within him which|
says, “Hold on!” He is a compound Ofl
cheery optimism and grim tenacity |
which makes him an incomparable
fichting man.

The intimate picture of him which'
lingers most willingly in my mind is
that which I carried with me from the
trenches on the dreary November
evening shortly before I bade him
0 It had been raining and
sleeting for a week. The trenches
were knee-deep in water, in some
places waist-deep, for the ground was|
as level as a floor and there was no
possibility of drainage. We were
wet through and our legs were numb
with the cold. Neéar our gun posi-
tion there was a hole in the floor of
the trench where the water had col-
lected in a deep pool. A bridge of
boards had been built around one side
of this, but in the darkness a passer- |
by slipped and fell into the icy wa-
ter nearly up to his arm-pits.

“Now, then, matey!” said an_exas-
perating voice, “bathin’ in our private
pool without a permit?” ¢

And another, “’Ere, son! This ain’t
a swimmin’ bawth!

The Tommy in the pool must have
been nearly frozen, but for a moment
he made no attempt to get out.

Butter-making now should be one
of the most profitable sources of in-

A considerable portion
of the butter made in Canada is
churned right on the farms. The

| trouble is that in many cases there is

a lack of proper equipment with the
result that the butter does not come
up to the standard of creamery but-
ter and therefore does not fetch as
good a price. The creamery butter-
maker is supplied with a full outfit of
utensils and apparatus which ‘enable
him to recover the maximum quantity
of butter from the cream. On the
other hand, the farmer’s wife is fre-
quently handicapped for lack of equip-
ment.

With the great demand for butter
that now prevails it would be 2
profitable investment on the part of
the farmer and his wife to get the
most up-to-date and sclentific equip-
ment for their butter-making. As
time goes on the market will widen
for the milch cows of Europe are be-
coming scarcer all the time and much
dependence will be placed on the North
American continent for a supply of
butter. In any event, whether the
butter-making equipment on the farm
is up to date or old-fashioned the out-
put should not be allowed to flag. The
scarcity of fats iz among the most
serious food problems in Europe.

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ZEEBRUGGE CANAL BLOCKED AN
OSTEND FAIRWAY NARROWED

British Navy’s: Eid on ienders Coast is Big Blow to Operations
of German Submarines—Obsolete Cruisers Laden
With Concrete Sunk to Block Entrance.

A despatch from London says: The
net result of the British navy’s raid
on the Flanders coast, according to a
high naval authority, is that the Zee-
brugge Canal entrance is effectually
blocked, a breach 120 feet long has
been made in the viaduct connecting
the Mol.e with the land and the Os-
tend fairway kas been inconveniently
narrowed, but not wholly blocked.

The Zeebrugge Canal is much more
1m.portant to the German navy’s oper-
ations in the channel than Ostend, as
it was through Zeebrugge that U-
boats constructed at Antwerp were
brought to the coast, also munitions
and general supplies for coast defence.
Zeebrugge harbor has been daily
dredged by two dredges owing to the
perpetual shifting of the sand. The
British sunk one of these dredges. The

FFE PGPS IPOTVIIVROP

In discussing the conscription mea-
sure in the Housé of Sommons, Hon. F.
B. Carvell stated the situation very ter-
sely. *“The Military Service Act so far,”
said Mr. Carvell, has proven a splendid
exemption act, but an extremely poor re-
cruiting act. It has produced 80,000
soldiers and 200,000 exemptions.” He
then turned to the farming situation,
and asserted that he was not 8o pessi-
mistic about it as members of the Op-
position appeared to be. He represent-
eda farming community, and was pre-
pared to admit that the enlistment of
men from the farms might cause some
dislocation in Canadian agriculture, but,
he asserted, there were hundreds of
thousands of men fit for firming who
could be put on the farms if the Govern-
ment was courageous emough to force
them tego. The Government had made
a start in the right direction by constitu-
ting idleness a criminal offence. Per-
haps it would become necessary to force
men to go to the farms, and ifithat were
the case, Mr. Carvell felt that the Gov-
ernment would not hesitate to do it, and
the country wculd give its support. He
stated that he was not advocating the
calling of women to work on the farms,
but women could work on the farms if
necessary. The pcople of Canada, he
said, must learn the lesson that in times
of peril their first duty was to the State.
The British army within the past month

_| he said, has been subjected to one of the

most terrible ordeals which an army had
ever experienced. Did the people of
Canada realize what it meant? What
the terrible consequences would be if
that line over in Frarce sheuld breal?
“Do the pcople want German guns on
the St. Lawrence river or along the
Atlantic coast before they will wake up?
he asked. “That is what will happen if
that line in France breaks, and if that
happens what’s the use of your farms?”

Losses in the War.
P ]

French military authorities recently
issued a statement of their losses in men
since the beginning of the war. It show-
ed that ene million three hundred thou-
sand French soldiers have been killed
and about an equal number rendered
unfit for further military service—a total
loss of 2,600,000 men.

Colonel Feyler, a Swiss military sta-
tistician, who feem time to time has
made careful estimates of German loss-
es thinks that since the beginning of the
war two and a half million Germans have
been killed or died of sickness. A half
million have been taken prisoners, and
it is thought that the totally disabled
will equal the number of dead. This
makes a total of five and a half million
German soldiers put eompletely out of
action since the war began.

By his method of calculation Colonel
Feyler concludes that the man-power of
Germany is now one million less than it
was when the war began. The ability
of the Germans to carry on the vigorous
offensive of the past month is explained
by the fact that there is now no Eastern
front requiring two or more millions of
men.

The number of Germans killed since
the 21st of March when the present of-
fensive began is variously ‘estimated at
from 150 to three hundred thousand.
The French estimate the German dead
and wounded since March 2lIst at 450
thousand; and one of every three or four
of these will be dead.

Exploding Stove Starts Fire.

A coal oil stove left burning while the
tenant went down town caused a fire in
Mrs. Inglis’ residence on Gibson St. on
Monday afternoon, which partially des-
troyed the building. About four o'clock
a neighbor called Mrs. Inglis’ attention
to smoke pouring out of the rear of the
portion of the house occupied by her
tenant, Mrs. Heipel. She investigated
it and found that her coal oil stove had
exploded in her neighbor’s kitchen and
a burst of flame was issuing from all
three burners. Mrs. Inglis managed to
extinguish the stove but the flames had
got inside the wall and before the fire
brigade could get to the scene the upper
part of the building was gutted and most
of the roof burnt away. The greater
part of the furniture in both apartments
was got out and removed to Mr. George
Stead’s double house across the corner.
Mrs. Inglis carricd $600 insurance on
the building which will fully cever the
loss from fire and water.—Telescope.

Ulcers.

X.—Please say a word about ul-
cers, their cause and effects, and the
proper treatment—if they are re-
sponsive to treatment. I have heard
a strict diet is beneficial in ulcer of
the stomach. What are some of the
symptoms?

Answer—An ulcer is simply a sore
upon the skin or mucous membrane,
in other words, a breaking down of

the cells, frequently with only slight 2

tendency to get well.

In the latter respect ulcers differ
from healthy wounds which begin to
get well almost as soon as they are
formed or made.

Ulcers may be caused by injury, by
burns, and by poor nutrition of the
tissues where they occur.

They may be accompanied with
sloughing or destruction of the tissue,
and perhaps by reabsorption of dead
and poisonous material.
