Officer Who Ordered Killiyng ‘of
Skeffington Tried for Murder—

His Major That he Expected to
be Hanged for the Act
Dublin, June 12.—It came out
in the prosecution at the court-
martial of Captain Bowen-Col-
thurst, charged with the shooting
of F. Sheehy Sheffington, editor
of the Irish Citizen; Thomas Dick-
son and Fred MclIntyre, during
the recent Irish rebellion. The
defendant i1s accused of murder.
The prosecuting officer said the
defendant took the three men
from the guard-room with the, re-
mark: "l am going to shoot them,
as | think it the right thing to
do.” The guard-room orderly
made a report regarding this to
the adjutant-general, who sent a
message to the accused but it 1S
not known whether it reached
him. At all events, declared the
prosecutor, the men were taken

jto the yard and shot by a firing

party of seven men.

Officers testified that they had
betn on duty seventy-two hours
at this time, and that the accused
was extremely excited, and did'not
act in his usual manner. One of-
ficer said that after the shoqging
ae noticed a movement in ~Skef-
fington’s body, and told the cap-
tain of it, the latter then ordering
that the squad shoot again. An-
other volley was fired into the
body.

It was testified that the accused
told Major Roxborough, who was
in command of the Portobello
Barracks, that he had shot the
men on his own responsibility and
probably would hang for it.

General Bird, the chief witness
for the defence, related how Cap-
tain Bowen-Colthurst had dis-
obeyed orders during the Mons
retreat, - and was suspended.
Bowen-Colthurst’'s company was
ordered to retire, but Bowen-Col-
thurst gave the command "to ad-
vance. This, said the witness,
showed his incapacity.

Medical testimony was then
taken for the purpose of indicat-
ing the unbalanced state of Bow-
en-Colthurst’s mind.

HIS column has devoted itself

in a very especial manner to
civic matters, our apology for this
lies in the fact that there is great
need for a screwing up of public
sentiment on this subject. There
has been too much of the let it
alone kind of spirit among our
citizens, because of the fact that
there has been too little said, in.a
public way, that might tend to di-
rect general attention towards the
ideal that the city is the property
of its people, and the manner in
which that city is kept is a reflex-
ion of the character of its citizens.

Individually we are as a rule
neat and tidy and it seems like an
anomaly to say that collectively
we are very untidy. Paradoxical
as this appears, it is nevertheless
qulte true, as everybody must ad-
mit, who takes the trouble to
thmk just a minute over the posi-
tion.

How can one account for this
peculiarity, if not, as we have said
time and again_ by admitting the
total abscence of what is common-
ly called public spirit. This want
of public spirit is due to our edu-
cation or rather we should say
lack of education in regard to
public affairs. There has been too
much of the spirit of “well let the
other fellow do it,” which is a very
bad policy for any people to
adopt. We have not exactly
adopted it, it has grown upon us,
or grown up with us, and we see
it in evidence in national as well
as in.civic politics.

Sometimes down right narrow
insular selfishness which causes
it, sometimes it is abselute indif-
ference and again it is often. the
fruit of natural diffidence, bash-
fulness and a distrust of our own
ability to judge affairs. We are
too prone to submit ourselves en-
tirely to the direction of the other
fellow, we fear to stand on - our
own feet as it were. We should
make an effort to get over this,

Under Discussion to Train Boys
in the Arts of Militarism Almost
From Very Birth

These remarks made by the late
Field Marshal von der Goltz in a
speech in Constantinople some months
ago, have found a ready
throughout all Germany, and the
German newspapers and periodicals
that reach England tell of the scheme
that is now being discussed in the em-
pire of preparing for another war af-
ter the present confliet, is-over.

According to the scheme outlined
militarism will be more deeply rooted
