The man in English-speaking countries
who best deserves the name of the Child-
ren’s friend is, perhaps, a poor manin
London, named George Smith,

He was the son of a Bricklayer, and
at four years of age was put to work in
the yard. With other babies he worked
fur fourteen howrs a day, carrying greag
lumyps of clay, which bent his back and
stunted his growth, By working late
into the night, they could earn an addi-
tivnal sixpence,

These sixpence George spent for books
by means of which he gained a little
serviceable knowledge,

As soon as he arrived at mauhood he
set himéelf one purpose in life : to better
the condition of the hordes of overwork-
ed children in England. 8o earnest was
his effort that, although he was penniless
friendless, and uneducated, he compelled
all Eugland to listen to hig- errible story
of oppression and want, and by his own
effort finally induced Parliament to pass
an act by which thirty thousand little
children were rescued from the labor
which was maiming and killing thei,  nd
were sent to achool,

He then set to work to help the chil-

dren employed on the canal-boats, whose
condition in England was little better
than that of our former slaves in the rice-
ficlds, e petitioned Parliament until
an act was past by which sixty thousand
children were given an education and
time to recover life and health,
. This is a noble record  but the best point
of George Bmith’s story is that he is now
a white-baired old man, miscra®ly. poor.
His whole life and energy have been giv-
en to the one task ; he has had no time
1o earn money, and although he has - per-
sonaly known and influenced almost
every leading man in England, hie has
never asked a favor for himself or any
selfish interest from one of them,

There are 8o many histories of men
who have achieved fame and fortune
held up to American boys for their imita.
tion, that it is surely worth their while to
read thisrecord of a man poor and ob-
scure, yet whose success was 80 noble
Verily, h and such as he, shall have their
reward in the larger life to which all un.
selfish service for God and human well-
fare tends, by divine and eternal laws,

We must believe that in the larger and
spiritual kingdom, it is he who denies
himself the most for others who will re-
ceive the most from God. “He that
saveth bi« life shalllose it” is the law ot
this woild, and “He that loseth his life
shall keep it alive” iy the law of the lar-
ger life,. — Youlh's Companion.
