Does the work of our nurse, Miss 
Han-y, need to be brought before the 
public eye? In general, no: and yet a 
glimpse into specific cases and a survey 
of numerical facts will serve to enlighten 
us all.

In the month of May, Miss Harry made 
203 visits including three continuous 
nights. Of these, 100 were " paying calls ", 
and 103 free calls. In April she made 216 
visits of which 143 were free; that is, the 
families were unable to pay the fee of 65 
cents a visit.

A few months ago, a poor woman of 
the town was in urgent need of an oper­
ation. Her life was in danger. There was 
no time to lose. With a hospital in the 
town the case could receive proper at­
tention, but there was no fund to draw .

$50 coming from individual donors. The 
operation was successful, and today the 
woman is caring for her husband and 
five children as usual. (The doctors gave 
their services free in this case. The ex­
pense was for hospital board.) 4 

Two weeks ago, a poor tubercular 
patient was taken to Kentville for ex­
amination, and pronounced curable if she 
could spend six months in the aanitorium,
She is a young woman, a mother- of three 
little children, a hard worker and most 
deserving, as was. also, the case described 
above. There was only one course to be 
taken.^ The V. O. N. must stand behind 
this ca*se until the woman is cured. Again, 
there is no fund available, but the woman 
is in the Sanitorium and the V. O. N. is 
at work raising the necessary $200.

The Philathea Class of the Baptist 
Sunday School donated $10. towards the 
fund.

On Saturday afternoon, June 17, there 
will be a Pantry Sale in the Town Hall 
to raise money for this object.

Further efforts from time to time will 
be put forth, and posters or notices will 
mention the V, O. N. Hospital Fund,

We must raise $20Q. for the present 
emergency. But what about the future?
There will be other cases, and a perma­
nent fund is needed in the town to defray 
the emergency hospital cases as they 
arise.

The V. O. N, is a town organization.
Every citizen of Wolfville is at liberty 
to call upon the nurse in time of illness.
All should be interested in the raisiryt of 
an emergency hospital fund. Co-operation 
of all the organizations in town, that stand 
for brotherhood and public service, is 
what we need. Why not vote a definite 
sum for this fund at your next regular 
meeting? Think it over and then act.

PRESCRIPTIONSNEW APPOINTMENTS TO ACAplA

To the Editor of The Acadian:

Dear Sir: Kindly publish the following 
in your .next issue:

I notice that the Social Service Council 
meeting which ' recently convened at 
Kentville passed the following resolution 
concerning the Temperance Act:

" Whereas the Nova Scotia Temper­
ance Act provides that in the case of any 
physician who in the opinion of the ln- 
apector-in-Chief is improvident or care­
less in the giving of certificates that may 
be given by such may be limited by the 
inspector to a number approved by him". 
Therefore resolved that this convention 
of the Social Service Council requires the 
Valley Medical Aaoariation to take action 
to the end that the smallest number 
possible of such certificates be issued, 
and they suggest twenty-five prescrip­
tions to be the maximum number. When 
any lay societies and those who are not 
qualified to speak, can force their opinions 
on a learned profession such as arc rnir 
medical men, it is certainly an insult to 
our doctors to say the least.

A physician studies (our and five years 
and should know when alcohol, digitalis, 
cocaine and other drugs are required, , 
but when they are forbidden by law to 
express an opinion and moreover to have 
their .opinions over ruled by ignorait 
prohibition inspectors who know more 
about pickles than medicine.

There should of course be a limit to 
prescriptions and in my opinion the doctor

The cumbrous apparatus of ten years 
ago has vanished into the. past. Today 
an efficient set can be made that will 
fit into a small case, and even a powerful 
receiving outfit will occupy little more 
room than a phonograph.

If he has a valve set, the amateur need 
not go to the trouble of rigging up a long 
aerial wire. A rain-pipe will answe 
perfectly. He can even do better than 
this. He can have his aerial indoors if 
he wishes! A copper wire running around 
the ceiling of his own room will pick 
up wireless waves, which penetrate 
bricks and mortar as easily as air. In 
emergencies, gas-brackets, wire fences, 
and even bed springs have been used 
with perfect success.

In the meantime, wireless telegraph 
had come into existence and the telephone 
investigators turned their attention to 
the air. The first real success was obtained 
in Germany where in 1906 messaged were 
sent from Nauen to Beilin. Two years 
later the Eiffel Tower spoke successfully 
at a range of thirty miles, and Marjorana, 
art Italian inventor, sent messages from 
Rome to Sicily, a distance of three 
hundred miles.

Gradually distances were increased, 
but the apparatus required was still too 
expensive and too cumbersome to be of 
commercial value. In 1914 Marconi in­
vented his oscillating valve, which made 
it possible to use quite small currents.

Then came the crowning invention, 
the thermionic valve, which is so sensitive 
that it can pick up and use electric cur­
rents so minute that they are thousands 
of times too feefcls to work any other 
apparatus.

In 1915 the Atlantic was bridged. 
Arlington spoke to Paris. The words 
were recognizable, though very faint. 
Four years later the Marconi company 
established successful communication 
between England and Canada by means 
of a development of the valve apparatus.

*—McClelland & Stewart have sent me 
three of theif new publications, “Later 
English Poems, 1901-1922”, collected 
and edited by J. E. Wetherell; “The Col­
lected Poems of Thomas O’Hagan"; and 
a novel, "Sunny San ”, by Onoto Watanna.

The first of thqse is a very representa­
tive anthology of twentieth century, Eng­
lish poetry. The compiler has selected 
seventy writers, and has given about one 
hundred short poems from their various 
works. I feel as I turn the pages of this 
volume that without it the Library 
would be distinctly poorer. I sometimes 
hear hard readers speak disdainfully of 
compilations, but I have never been able 
to do so. Where else can we get with so 
little troublé the gems of priceless literary 
worth? Much depends upon the com­
piler, of course, and therefore I am glad 
that the compiler of this rare English 
anthology is a Canadian. It certainly is 
worth while to be able to find in one 
volume Thomas Hardy’s "Napoleon after 
Waterloo", William Butler Yeats' "The 
Wild Swans at Coole”, Dora Singerson's 
"The Secret", Stephen Phillips' “A 
Poet’s Prayer”, Sir Henry Newbolt's 
“The Toy Band", G. K. Chesterton’s 
“Music", Walter de la Mare’s "Silver", 
Laurence Housman’s “The Bands of 
Qrion”, W. M. Letts’ "The Spires of 
Oxford, and, best of all, perhap#, Rupert 
Brook’s wonderful war sonnets,
Dead" and "The Soldier". It is the 
kind of book one should" carry with one 
for the resting places on a long country 
walk; it is certain to be a favorite volume 
for reading aloud in the family circle or 
in social gatherings. The price is one 
dollar and fifty cents.

O’Hagan” make up a volume of 178 
page», I would judge that Dr. O’Hagan's 
thought has a natural tendency to find 
rhythmic expression.

In Europe, too, the 
development of wireless telephony 
the topic of the hour.

As long ago as 1885 Sir William Preece, 
the English scientist» succeeded in send­
ing a message a distance of a quarter of 
a mile, not through the air but through 
the ground.

Time 
was srhen we seemed to be drifting to 
wird a "slum" condition but now proper­
ties then neglected have been repaired 
and improved and are a credit to the 
neighborhood. We have foie residences 
and well-kept grounds and a more attrac/ 
live residential section would be difficult 
to find.

There are, however, a few things to 
which f would like to direct the’attention 
of the town authorities. The railing at 
the foot-bridge, which crosses the side­
walk on Main street opposite Orchard 
avenue has been pretty badly broken 
down since last fall and In the interest of 
public safety needs immediate attention, 
as does also the sidewalk itself a little 
further west, which has been badly 
gullied by the overflow of water from the 
street. There is also a dangerous and 
unguarded gutter on the south side of 
the street at the corner of Orchard avenue.

The grass and weeds of rank growth 
which abound in the gutters in this vicinity 
likewise demand looking after at once.

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CAR FOR HIREOIL FOR OLD MOTORS

After a motor has seen reasonably long 
service, so that the pistons do not fit so 
closely in the cylinders as they did at 
first, it is advisable to use a heavier grade 
of oil in order to take up a little of the 
clearance. In racing motors, where the 
piston to cylinder clearance is often more 
than twice that used in ordinary practice 
then drivers use heavy oil. High viscosity 
lubricants such as castor oil or mixtures 
of castor oil and mineral oil are favorites

TO IDENTIFY CARCOOLING WATER WITHOUT US­
ING ICEDONTS

Owners of automobiles too often de 
pend upon a scratch on the body of theii 
car, a broken screw or an innocent dent 
somewhere as a means of identification of 
their pi (jperty. They do not stop to con­
sider that big manufacturers are turning 
out models in ten*"thousand lots that 
diffeÿ from each other in not the slightest 
discernible degree. By the time a success 
ful thief has run a stolen car through his 
“service station”, it would puzzle the 
most careful owner on earth to identify 
his vehicle.

No car owner ought to depend on such 
casual means of identification as ' slight 
imperfections that may have accrued dur 
ing the operation of the vetvcle. When the 
professional automobile thief steals a car 
he takes it to a rebuilding factory. In 
many cases the entire mechanism is taken 
down and the different parts interchanged 
with those of other cars of the same make 
and model, to turn out what are practi­
cally new vehicles.

The only safe method of placing identi 
fication marks on a car is to place them on 
all major parts of the mechanism. Per 
haps the most satisfactory method of 
doing so is to place punch marks on the 
various units. All such marks should be 
put on places where they will not be 
readily discernible; for instance, on the 
inside of the axles, on the flywheel or on 
the upper side of the gear set housing. 
After the marks have been made they 
should be rubbed over with grease until 
they are as nearly invisible as possible. 
The car owner can have a prick-punch 
made with hjs initials on it in very fine 
type, and vpth this it is possible to place 
identification marks on the various parts 
that will generally escape notice and yet
rfflai"1

Another clever idea is- to bore a few 
small holes a mere fractioflpf an inch into 
the framework, at a given place carefully 
measured from permanently located land­
marks. Then fill these holes with lead and 
smear tfce spot well with grease. If there 
comes a time when it is necessary to identi­
fy the car, it is a simple matter to measure 
off the proper distanças, scrape a little 
lead off and prove ownership of the car.

To Avert Auto Accidents To cool water without using ice get a 
slender glass test tube from any drug 
store. Half fill it with nitrate of am­
monia salts, fill up with water, cork 
tightly. Shake till the salt is dissolved. 
Be careful to wipe the outside of the tube 
dry in order that all traces of the nitrate 
may be removed. Place this tube into a 
glass of water and agitate as you would a 
spoon. The water is rapidly chilled. The 
nitrate of ammonia salts can be bought 
at any drug store. This is a far better 
way of coding water than putting ice in 
it—New York World.

NEW CLEANING PRACTICE DUNLOPi

Kerosene used to be a good standby on 
which motorists depended for cleaning 
their engines. Now oil engineers declare 
that kerosene causes a loss of 18 per cent 
of the total lubricating capacity of an 
automobile. So, instead of using kerosene 
to flush out the crank case, those who 
have studied this phase of motoring say, 
the drained case should be cleaned with 
fresh engine oil.

Engines that have any form of splash 
lubrication have only troughs and pockets 
in which part of the kerosene used for 
flushing is sure to remain. The crank 
case should be drained about every 1,000 
miles in summer, and every 500 miles in 
winter. Every time the change is made, 
the case should be flushed with engine 
oil instead of kerosene.

The oil used for this purpose can be 
put to other lubricating uses.

Regular cleaning of the crank case 
means longer life for the engine.

WHEN TO USE THE CHOKE Ml
The time to pull the choke out ia when 

stopping rather than when starting. By 
this means the cylinders are filled with a 
rich mixture when the engine finally 
ceases its rotation and therefore will usual­
ly go off on the first turn next time it is 
oinked. This reduces the strain on 
Harter and storage battery since with 
the ordinary mode of procedure the engine 
must be cranked through several re­
solutions before it catches on. In stop­
ping, there is no particular advantage in 
speeding up just preparatory to turning 
«6 the switch. The best method is to turn 
the switch and pull the choker at the same 
hatant or if the choker supplies a very 
rich mixture, the engine may be halted 
by choiring, and then the switch is turned 
Off.

It is a not uncommon experience with 
owners of Fords that, when the lubricant 
la the rear axle has become thinned by 
long use, it tends to work its way out and 
be spattered all over the wheels and brake. 
An easy cure for this is to drill a small 
hole—3-16 of an inch is about right—in 
the bottom of the axle housing on each 
side. The thinned grease which gets to 
the end seeps out through these holes. 
Cart must be taken to pjace the holes 
high enough to allow grease for lubricating 
the differential gears and also they must 
not be placed too near the end of the dif- 

- ferential housing.
