Besides the undisguised demand for en
elective Legisiative Gouncil, the Adldress is
remarkable for an assumed confidence that
the Government would concede this point.
The framers must have known full well that
such an expectation was groundless, and it
is not dificult to divine the reason why they
choose to assume that their request is ex-
ceedingly reasonable—that they, in a most
humble spirit, chastened by s long series
of political wrongs, undoubtingly ecaleu-
late upon their wishes being instantly com-
plied with. Their hypoerisy, in this case, is
intended to heighten the effect of the yell of
pretended disappointment, astonishment, and
rage, which the beagles of the party will set
up, when His Majesty’s answer to the As-
sembly’s Address of last session is made
known, in which their idolised project of an
elective Legislative Council, they are well
aware, will be discountenanced and condemn-
ed.
