Starvation and 6isease Cause
“Indescyibable Suffering in
Eastern Eui‘q;\ie.

The hardships of this winter will
mean death to thousands of Jews in
Poland, unless, outside aid intervenes
at once according to Lieutenant Shel-
ton Wright of the ‘American Red
Cross Commission to.Poland, recent-
ly returned to the United States after
months of relief work in eastern
Europe.

. He painted a vivid picture of this
half-starved people; clad in rags, who
ars now creeping back toward their
devastated homes after months of
réfugee - wandering, and dying of
starvation and typhus along the
roads, as they go.

“Outside starvation, numerous dis-
eases, attributed te malnutrition and
typhus have killed men and women
and children like flies,” he said. “T
remember a family trying to live un-
der an over-turned waggon by the
roadside. The mothér was dead un-
der a treo a few yards away—she had
been dead for days. The father was
gtreteched ‘upon the ground dying of
typhus. He died that day. Under the
waggon were two little children, both
under five, sick with typhus. An old-
er child sat stupidly beside them—a-
girl driven out of her mind.”

Many of the people are driven to
making “bread” out of leaves und
bark, and ‘‘soup” out of grass and
water, Lieutenant Wright reported.
There was- unspeakable joy among
them when the American ships, load-
ed with relief supplies purchased
with the funds raised by the Amer-
fean Jewish Relief Committee and

{other American Jewish agencies, and
- {American and Canadian Red Cross

supplies were unloaded at Dansig and
other ports. In spite of the fact that
the ‘American Jewish Relief agencies
aré spending almost $2,000,000 a
month now on their relief work in
Poland, and that the Red Cross is
doing its work on so vast a scale,’
hundreds of thousands of Jews and
Poles will die during the winter un-
less more aid comes. {

“Every box-car full of refugees re-
turning to their homes has in it those
who die along the way, and those who
have contracted typhus,” Lieutenant
Wright said. “The people iry to
avoid disease by keeping clean, but
it is impossible to do so, under exist-
ing conditions, Even our nurses and
doctors’fall ill'of typhus, a disease
caused by filth and lice.”

The Red Cross and the American
Wewish Relief agencies are doing their
utmost to keep both the Jews and the
Gentiles in these stricken lands alive.
Six million Jews in eastern Europe
face death unless' immediate ship-
ments of food, clothing, and bedding

Gaze Into Bakeshop Win-
dows for Hours at a Time,
Hoping for Something, ’;ﬁ‘
fHE i to Eatg i R

“The saddest thing in all Eastern
Europe at <he present moment—
worse than all the other imstances of
starvation and even of death and dis-
ease on every hand—are the child-
mobs one sees outside of the few bak-
eries that are able to keep going in
Warsaw,” Shglom Asch, the famous
Yiddish playwright and poet report-
ed to the American Jewish Relief
Committee upon his return from
Eastern Europe, where he went as
a commissioner of the Joint Distri-
bution Committee of American Funds
for Jewish Sufferers from the War.

“In the bakery windows are a few
loaves of bread, and sometimes cakes,
that are sold at a simply prohibitive
price,” he explained, ‘“and even if
these.were as cheap as in Canada and
the United States, their taste would
still be unknown to the hungry Jew-
ish children, who live on the cup of
soup a day they get from American
Jewish relief agencies. But the
youngsters tantalize themselves with
the sight of food, when they cannot

|8et the taste of it.

“They press up to the window, and
at first merely stare respectfully at
the bread, an uncanny little crew of
gaunt small folks with old faces and
suffering unchildish eyes. Perhaps
it is raining, or the wind is blowing
coldly through the thtters that they
wear; that little barefoot army, but
they huddle together for warmth, and
do not stir. The sight of the bread
has fascinated them, it is so rarely
seen, .

‘“A customer comes out, leaving the
door ajar for a moment, and the
warm fragrance of the bake-shop
irifts out to the little rzgamuffins,
maddening them. They press closer
to the window, their thin little faces
against the glass. Those in front put
out their tongues and lick the glass,
as if, by so doing, sthey could taste
the bread behind it. No poet could
ever write into words the wistfulness
of their faces as they do it.

“One of the men from the bakery
comes out and drives them away
every few minutes, else they would
break the glass. They are afraid of
him, and for a few minutes they
stand at a distance, their eyes still
upon the bread. Then hunger over-
comes their fear, and they press up
to the bakery window again. Soon
they are eagerly licking the glass
once more. And this goes on all day
every day in front of the bakery win-
dow.”’

Their Wasted Bodies Show
Thru Tatters, Result of Star-

vation and Misery.

The art of making two flowers
bloom where only one bloomed before
isn’t half so hard as that o; making
two garments exist where only oné
existed before; yet even this can be
accomplished, according to \reports
recently received, by the Canadian
Jewish War Relief Committee from
relief workers abrcad. % o

Cloth of any kind, either‘cofton or
wool, is particularly impossiblé to ab-
tain in Eastern Europe, except at pro-
hibitive prices. A round million little
Jewish children in these unhappy
lands are clad iff the rags that they
have worn all through the war, their
wasted little bodies showing through
great tatters. Some of these children

|| are still sleeping on the streets, since |

there are at present nelther orphan-
ages nor funds for all.

Mise Harriet B. Lowenstein, of New
York, sent to Europe as a commis-
sioner of the Joint Distribution Com-
mittee of American Funds for Jew-
ish War Suf@erers, was able to pur-
chase more than a carload of pajamas
from the salvage department of the
American army in France. These
were sent to Eastern Europe, and in-
the workrooms opened there were
made over into clothing for children,

Each pair of pajamas made at 1east
two Russian blouse suits for little
boys it was reported. The larger
pieces left over in the cutting weye
used for the cloths that the children
of Eastern Europe bind around their
féet in lieu of shoes,

MILLION PAIRS OF
" SHOES ARE NEEDED

Destitute Jewish ™ Children of
Eastern Etirope Use Rags to
Protect Feet From the Cold.

3 A million pairs of shoes are need-
ed by the destitute Jewish children
of Rastern Europe to-day, according
to reports received by the Canadian
Jewish Relief Committee from relief
workers abroad.

At least that many of the helpless
and hungry Jewish youngsters of
Eastern Europe are absolutely withs
out footgear of any kind, their relief
agents say. Thousands of others have
rags sewn around their feet in lieu of
shoes.

Several ecarloads of shoes that fors
merly belonged to Allied soldiers in
France were purchased there by the
Joint Distribution Committee ' of
Funds for Jewish Sufferers from the
War, for the Jewish women of East-
ern BEurope. But it was impossible
to buy the shoes in sizes that could
be worn by the children, and all oth-
ers sold in Europe are at a prohibi-
tive price.” Soa million youngsters are
barefoot during the hard winter of
Eastern Europe.

There is-a great lack of every con-
ceivable kind of c]gthing, as well as
shdes. In Serbia, a common child’s
costume just.now consists of two
sacks, ‘with holes cut through for the
head and feet. In Poland, flour sacks
and sugar sacks sent with supplies to
the destitute Jews by Jewish relief
agencies are all being made over into
clothing, and even small salt sacks
are pieced together, and used for

best Basis—How to Prepare It—

Substitute Potting Soil —‘Bone
eal a Valuable Fertﬂizer

(Contrlbuted by Ontario Department of
h Azriculture. Toronto.)

P ECURING suitable goil or com-
. post for all features of flori-
culture or hortigulture is a
. very important matter if the
best results are to be obtained,

The best basis for all ordinary pot-

\

rous sod, taken from loamy or light
clay loam soils. Sod from an old
pasture field, or from the roadside,
from where the grass has been kept
fed or cut down cp\nstantly, will give
the closest growing sod, with lots of
fibrous roots attached. These fibrous
roots are one of the very necessary
esgentialg in potting soils to keep
the soil open and friable. The sod
ghould not be cut from heavy clay
goils, or where noxious weeds, espe-
cially “couch,” “spear” or “twitch”

grass is growing. The sod should
‘not be cut from mnear pine or cedar
trees as the turpentine in the leaves
or pinnae of thes¥ trees is very de-
trimental to plant life. It is also
best not to cut the sod from very
swamp 80il. Well-rotted barnyard
manure such as from an oid hot bed,
or cow manure, are both good ferti-
liers to use for a soil compost. Horse
manure dlone is not a good fertilizer
for a compost. About one-third horse
manure and the balance cow manure
will be suitable. Late fn autumn or
early spring is the best time to pre-
.pare the‘ soil compost, autumn pre-
ferred. -~

How to Prepare ~—The sod should
be cut about four inches thick, and
about.eight to ten inches square. It
should be stacked out of doors in an
‘out-of-the-way part of thé garden or
grounds. W Space six or eight feet
long by ‘five or six feet wide would
be a good supply for a small green-
house; or for a few hot beds for a
year or two. Start by placing one
layer -of sod packed close together
with the grass side downward over
the space selected. Then add a se-
cond and third layer on top of the
first layer. About four or five inches
in depth of either of the fertilizers

evenly over the third layer of sod.
Another three layers of sod should
then be placed on top cf the ferti-
lizer’ as before. . Then anéther layer
of the fertilizer as before, and so on
until the pile is four or five feet in
‘height. About two inches in depth of
soil ‘should be placed on top of the
pile to finish off with. Place gsome
wire netting or brushwood (not pine
or cedar) all oyer the top of the pile

It should be, flat on
the top when finished. It may be
necessary to give the pile one or two

finished, or ;during dry weather in
suinmer, to hasten decomposition. In
six to eight manths it should be ready
for use and will keep in good condi~
tion for about two years.

Preparing for Use.—When ready
for use, trim or slice down, with a
sharp spade, the quantity required
from {op to bottom of the pile so as
to secure the proper proportions of
soil and fertilizer. For potting pur-
poses this should be put through'a
coarse sieve having a 3 -inch mesh.
All the decayed tibrous part and the
fertilizer, should be worked !}hrou‘ig
the sieve. The partly decayed fibro
or organic matter that will not pass
through the sieve readily should be
chopped or pulled finely to piaces and
‘put into the soil, if at all decom-
posed.

Tempering or Mixing Soils.—If the
soil is of a heavy clay loamy nature
about one part sand should be mixed
at the time of using, with eight or
nine parts of the sod compost for re-
potting purposes, for plants such as
geraniums, roses, chrysanthemums
and similar plants. If the soil the
sod is taken from s of a light
loamy nature, a very little sand, if
sany, will be required.

For  Begonias, Coleus, ' Callas"
(Arum Lilies), Gloxinia, Salvia,
Ferns and similar plants one part of I
leaf soil, (rotted leaves) or black soil ;
from the bush (decayed leaves), may
be added to the compost and sand
before mentioned. Black leaf soil
from the bush alone does not make
a good potting soil for but very few
plants, it should be mixed with other
soil as stated.

Substitute Potting Soil.—A good
substitute potting soil or compost may
be made by mixing about seven or
eight parts of good, light, loamy gar-
den soil, or loamy sub-soil taken
from underneath sod, with one part
sand and one part leaf soil as before
mentioned, mixed well together. One
part of dry cow manure, which can
be secured. from the fields where
cows have pastured, or one part of
pulverized sheep manure .should be .
added as a fertilizer for this substi-
tute potting soil.- The pulverized
prepared sheep manure can be pur- |
chased at almost all large seed stores
at the rate of about $2 per 100
pounds. Or about one pound of fine
bone meal or bone flour to each
bushel of soil may be used as a sub-
stitute fertilizer to those named.
Sheep and cOwW manure are two of the
best fertilizers to use in eonnection
with all horticultural work, whether
incorporated in potting cemposts as
stated, or used out-of doors as liquid
solutions for flower borders or the
vegetable garden dunnv summer, if
the ground is not rich enough in fer-
tilizers. Seépage from the barnyard
diluted one-half with water makes g °
good liquid fertilizer for outdoor use
where the soil is poor.—Wm. Huat,
