How to Get the Most Butter.

There are several things which affect
the yield of butter from a cow of sny
kind. First, the food of a cow affects
it; second, the manner of setting the
milk, chicfly in regard to the time
which it requires for the cream to rise;
and tkird, the temperature at which
this cream is charned.

It has been shown by wany careful
-xperiments, and by the resulta of long
practice, that succalent food helps to
roduce a large quuniuy of fat in the
wilk, and also bas such an effect apon
the same as to cause the cream to
separate more completely from the
milk, leaving less fat to be | 8t in the
battermilk. Hence, the use of ensilage,
yr, what is better fur wmost farmers
and easier to accomplish, the feeding
of roots of an unobjectionable kind,
such as mangels ur sugar beets in the
winter. and the use of some kind of
meal, preferably a wmixture of corm
meal and coarse middlings, with pasture
in the summer. In winter, the use of
cat hay or fodder, m-istened with
boiling water, with which the meal is
mixed, is better than dry bay or fodder.
Further, it has been found that when
the milk of tbe whole berd has been
mixed together. and when the milk has
been set for thirty-six Lours, and the
cream charned at the enl of twenty-
four ‘or thirty-six hours wore, the
largest produact of butter was obtained.
When these periods are shorter or
longer, the character of the cream
differs, and there is a loss of batter in
one or the other of the settings of milk
or skimmings of cream. Hence itis
most profitable for u dairy to consist of
as many cows as will supply cream
enough for a churning at one milking,
and to churn the cream of one milking
by itself. Lastly, the temperature of
the churning 1s of 1mportance, both as
to the time of churning and the quality
of the butter made. An example from
the records of Houghton Farm in re-
gard to this print will be exceedingl

“ A system of waterworks necessitates
a system of sowuvrage as survly as a
system of contracting debts necessitates
a system of paying for them—failure in
either case will tend to demoralization.”

In the September number of
Harper's Monthly Magazine, Dr. J.S
Billlugd, an  eminenl sanitarian,
wrote :—

“ As regards water supply, this is now
generally admitted, but the public dow
not yet understand that ~ewers are
equally important ;qhat, in fact, the one
necessitates the other; and the sooner |
the lesson is learned and acted upon, |
the better it will be for all concerned, |
but especially for four classes, viz:
owners of city real estate, merchants,
the industrious poor, and young
children.” |

Dr. Johnson, in his report to the
City Board of Health the other day,
speaking of drainage said : —

“In my mind the preservation of the
reputation, peace, comfort and health of |
the city demands the early adoption of
some such measure as that now in-|
dicated. Eflicient water supply, how- |
ever important, is by no means of |
greater importance than efficient drain-
