Combes
bad held puwer for two years and a
baif very much longer than the
average life of Governments under
the Republic. Combes has certainly
been the most extreme and tyrannical
Premier that has held power since the
inavguration of the third Republic.

Revolution in Russia.

The news from St. Petersburg,
for the past few days, has been of
the most exciting character. Dis-
content liad been brewing among
the working people and artisans
for some time. They determined
through a delegation to present a

presentation of this petition was
to be the occasion of a monster
demonstration. It was planned
for Sunday last; but on Saturday
it was ascertained the authorities
refused ~to" permit the working
men to present their_petition and
would not permit the demonstra-
tion planned for Sunday. The
garrison of the city was largely
sugmented on Saturday and sol-
diers filled the streets, showing
the authorities anticipated trouble
and were preparing for it.

The situation had entered an
acute stage, and the strike had
assumed an open political phase.
The day was one of intense excite-
ment. Mill after mill, and factory
after factory closed. Throngs of
workmen thronged the streets and
when their colleagues refused to
join them, broke down gates and
forced out the men. The whole
industrial centre is idle. All the
ofice in St.
closed.

One electric light plant and one
water plant have shut down and
over 100,000 men are out.

Throughout the day workmen’s
meetings were held at which in-
cendiary speeches were made, the
wildest threats being uttered as to
what would come in the event of
the authorities and employers
failing to meet their demands.

While the government and em-
ployers temporized, the telegraph-
ers and railroad employes threat-
ened to join the walkout, paralyz-
ing the communications of the
country. Many foreigners are
preparing to send their families
abroad. Every newspaper in St.
Petersburg has been forced to sus-
pend publication owing to the
strike.

The suddenness of the strike
and the far reaching nature of the
workmen’s organization was large-
ly a surprise to the. government
snd employers. At first only in.
dustrial demands were presented,
such as shortening the hours of
labor and for the iuncrease of
but poverty and discon-
tent, under the incitement of so-
cialistic democratic agitators, led
to the formulation of political de-
mands.

A petition was drawn up
and largely signed which, going
beyond the complaints on which
the strike originated, attacked
the whole capitalistic system of
the country, bitterly assailed the
present government as one of
bureaucracy and demanded the
reform of both, asserting that
death was preferable to existence
under such conditions.

Sueh was the situation on Sat-
urday. On Sunday a hundred
thousand workmen attempted to
make their way to the Palace
Square. They were under ‘the
leadership of =& priest Gopon.
They were met by a solid array of
troops who received them with
rifle, bayonet and sabre, At the

The military authorities have a
firm grip on every artery in the
city. Cavalry and infantry hold
every bridge across the frozen
Neva and the network of canals
which interlaces the city and the
gates leading from the icdustrial
section’while in the Palace Square
ae the storm centre were massed
dragoon regiments, infantry and
cossacks of the Guard.

Barred from the bridges and
gates, men, women and:children
crossed the ice by twos and threes,
hurrying to the Palace Square
where they were sure the Emperor
would be present to hear them.
But the street approaches to the
Square were cleared by volleys
and Cossack charges, Men and
women infuriated to frenzy by the
loss of loved ones, cursed the sol-
diers while they retreated. Men
harangued the crowds telling ther
that the Emperor had failed and
that the time had come to act.
The people began to build barra-
cades in the Novsky Prospect and
at other points upon any material
that came to hand, and even chop-
ping down telegraph poles to get
material. At the Narva gate the
troops fired three volleys into the
crowd. At the Putiloff works the
scene resembled a shambles,. When
the order to fire was given the
men _threw themselves upon their
faces and the troops fired on them
prostrate.

Gradually the excitement died
out and peace was restored. At
midnight Sunday the city was
quiet and the military in charge
had little or nothing to occupy
their attention.

Dominion Parliament.

(Condensed from St. Jobn San.)

The regulation speeches in moving
and seconding the sddrees and reply
were mediocre, as indeed they muat
always be, unless, once in a generation,
it happens that one of the new men sel-
ected for the task has ability unusual.
E. M. McDonald suffered because of the
great expectations whick had been
aroused concerning him. He was her-
slded as one of the ablest men in Nova
Scotis, a8 the man who had defeated
one of the best men who ever satin par-
liament, and those who are acquainted
with Mr. McDonald in person instead of
by reputation will not be surprised that
he was something of a disappointment.
Considered as A new member, he un-
doubtedly acquitted himself well, speak-
ing clearly and confidently and in the
accepted parliamentary style; but the
house did mot consider him sltogether
a8 & new member, and expected some-
thiug more of him tban platitudy, none
too prettily worded.

Mr. McDonald has not the knack of
making figures attractive, so that what
was the main part of his speech and in-
trinsically interesting—a sketch of the
development, along various lines, of the
great Northweat, which is now to be
made & province—appearsd to his hear-
era little more than a printed colamn of
statistics. Though there was nothing
in the speech from the throne concern-
ing reciprocity negotiations, Mr. Mc-
Donald injected & probably inepired
statement to the effect that while the
government wouald still, no dounbt, favor
any proposal from the Uanited States for
reciprocal trade favorable to both coun-
tries, the country wounld be giad to know
that no more delegations would be sent
to beg for favors. He also stepped out
of bis routine path to re-emphasizs the
government’'s determination to do noth-
ing to farther imperial unity or to sssist
in imperial defence. While he hoped
for no fature for Canada outside the
Empire, he said that theman who wonld
hasten imperial cohesion by artificial
means might be the worst stamblicg
block in the way of attaining the end
desired. After this sanctioned slap in
the face for Mr. Chamberlain and his
policy, Mr. McDonald further re-affirm-
ed the government’s determination to
spend nothing for imperial defence un-
less they had the supervision of the ex-
penditare.

George Parent, the 24-yearold- yonng-
ster who defeated so distinguished a
parliamentarian and orator as T. Chase
Casgrain in Montmorency, seconded the
speech, He made a notably favorable
impression, speaking with eloquence
and grace in unnhesitating musical
French, and handling bis hands and his
eyegiasees in a manner comically con-
tradictory to his round, boyish face and
aggressively javenile sppearance. The
only notable part of his speech, which
was largely eulogy of Laurier and the
liberal party, was his reference to the
treatment of the Catholic minority in
the Northwest in framing the new pro-
vince. The experience Canada had had
with the Manitoba school question
shoald be a lesson for the government,
he said, as it had bronght about a strife
of races only quelled by Lauriar in the
partial settleinent which he had brought
abount and woanld some day be fioal.

Mr. Foster's reply, though in jntro-
duction be homorously asked the kind-
ly indunigenge of the house for & new
member, showed that he has lost none
of his old time vigor.and keenness, and
that the Conservatives will find him, as
they used to, the leader of their most
telling sttackers and the liberals will
fear him, as of old, as their most merci.

less and effective critic. His formal
welcome to the new governor genaeral
was eloquent and graceful, his comment
upon the prévions speeches kindly, and
his eriticism of the speech from the
throne and the gener:! policy of the gov-
ernment and the methods by which the
last election was won, scathing and an-
answerable. The government's silly
claim that to them is due the prosperity
of Canada was riddled in an especially
effective style.

‘The self-satisfied smile with which
the government benchers, confident in
their majority, greeted his sallies, drew
from Mr. Foster an arraignment of
methods by which that majority had
been won which drove those smiles
away and drew angry cries of dissent.
Bat none arose to controvert his state-
ments, and even Bir Wilfrid when he
raplied, felt it best to ignore them sito-
gether rather than attempt to apswer.
In biting langusgs he pointed to the
nnhol} alliance with a great corporation
whiclf in return for one of the greatest
and richest franchises ever given, acta-
ally adopted the party fiag and shibo-
leths and set itself with untiring force
to elect its benefactors; he pointed out
the shameless appeal to the cupidity of
the people by means of dangling bribes
of public works which were used as
never before; he denounced the open
collusion of federal and provincial gov-
ernments by which Laaurier, in direct
violation of all his opposition theories,
exacted support from the provincial ad
ministrations in federal elections, and
in return gave them federal aid in their
time of trial; he spoke of the many
scandals which had arisen in co:nection
with the recent electione, especially in
Maritoba, the Northwest and the Yau-
kon, and demanded investigation ; and
he bitterly resented the frantic appeals
to race aond religions prejndice which
had characterizad the campaignin Qae-
bee, notably in Montmorency and Mont-
magny. I thelatter instance he quot-
ed at length some mpecimen fanatical
articles from Le Courrier de Montmagny,
a newpaper owned and controlled by
Senator Choguette, the liberal organizer
fqr Quebec.

Coming to the spesch from the
throne Mr. Foster twitted the govern-
ment on its barrenness, its lack of
any 1eference to the old time ‘‘indis-
pensible market, ” to the south, to the
fast Atlantic line or to the needed
amendments to the aundit act. Pro-
vincial antonomy, which has been long
asked for by the people of the North-
wast and supported by the opposition,
he was glad to see, was abont to be
granted, even though it had been
wrang from the government by fear
of loss of votes He hoped that the
new province would be given large
boundaries and ampla powers. He re.
gretted that thoogh the prime minis-
ter had admitted during the campaign
that the system of management of the
I. C. R., was vicious and implied that
the minister was weak, he proposed
to remedy neither and to allow this
road to continne to pile wp mi'lions
of deficits while every other great road
in these years of prosperity, was ron-
ning at & profit. In conclusion he made
an eloquent plea for’ placing the conn-
fry in a complete state of defence, by
fortifying our ports, arming 'our peo-
ple and making preparation for  the
manufacture of munitions of war 1n
case of trounble. Canada had done her
daty to a certain extent, but the time
had coms when something more might
be done to place the country in a state
of defence and to preserve our self-
respect.

Bir Wilfrid made only one attempt
to meet Mr. Foster’s arraignment. That
was with references to the raca cry
accusat'ons, which l'e blandly declarsd
were unfounded, though he offered
nothing in support of his assertions ex-
cept the statement that Le Courrier de
Moutmagny was not an official organ
of the government. The rest of his
speech was in trivial vein, chaffiag Mr.
Foater and the opposition generally as
a man could who has sixty-odd of a
msjority at his back and has no need
to make any other reply to charges,
however serious than the historic
sneer of the old Tweed ring in New
York: * Well, what are you going to
do about it?”

“He made the very unnecessary re-
mark that, except the auatonomy bill,
the goveromsnt had nothing in the
way of serious or important legisla-
tion to propose, and expressed the hope
that the session would be over in tims
for the members to go to the mapla
woode by the time the sap was flowing.
Mr. Maclean was not in a mood for
banter. He openly said he wasn’t, and
his manner backed hiz words. Parlia-
ment was getting to be nothing more
than an instrument for carrving oat
the will of great corporations, he said,
and it was high time that the people
of this coun'ry shonld get a little
consideration. Every year the powers
of the corporations and the burdens of
the people were being increasad by the
parliament whose duty it was to lesson
those powers and lighten those bur-
dens. Not only hsd the goveranment
given the new transcontinental to the
Grand Tronk snd permitted it to ac-
quire the Canada Atlantic, but they
were preparing, it was reported, to
hand over the 1. C. R., to that tyran-
nous corporatioa. He  nssured the
government that they bad no mandate
to destroy government ownership. Oa
the other hand, a great and gro-inf
nunber favored the early natioaalis-
ation of the G. T. P., and the govern-
ment woald ignore that sentiment at
its peril.

Mr, Maclean also took the opportan.
ity to enunciste = still more radical
doctrine tham pablic ownership—the
virtaal independence of Canada under
the British crown. He didn't wantany
imperial council, as Sam Hoghes sug-
gested ; be didu't even want a gover-
nor genersl. He wanted Canada to
make her own constitution, her own
treaties, to have bher own supreme
court the ¢ urt of §na] appeal, to have
no gonnection with the Empire save
nominal sllegiancs to the British
crown,

The honse Tuesday afternoon sat jast
half an hour, and then adjourned, as
the governryent had no business ready.
Though short, the seaslon was lively
and interesting The ogly mattar of
note pnder consideration was the
sppointment to the chairmanship of the
railway commission, which bronght up
the matter of Blait's resignation and
made glear the government’s intention
to risk no enquiry into the gircum-
stances attending that peculiar incident.

Laurier said the governmaat was not to
blame for the dalay in flling the
position which ba admitted had cansad
inconvenience. Soon afier Mr. Blairs
sudden resiznation tha governmant had
tendered the position to an emiaent
jnstica of the suprams court Justice
Killam), who becinse of cases bef-re
him said he wounld ba unable to consider
the offer till Febraary.

Many goverament papers had joined
in the demand for an [nvestigation,
which was certainly doe to the counn-
try. With reference to the proposed
sppointment he did not approve rob
bing the supreme court even for tha
benefit of the railway commission.

Mr. Foster asked if it ware true that
cases heard before Mr. Blair would
have to he re-heard. TChis wonld
cause hirdsbiq. and if no other coursa
was possible there was something
wrong with tha act.

Sir Wilfrid Laarier said all sach
caseas wouli have to be re-heard, and
there was no remsdy. Rafarring to
Maclean’s remarks, he said Mr. Blair
bail not consulted him regarding hise
resignstion, and he bad hoped from
certain articles in the Toronto World
that Mr. Maclean wounld be able to
provide the desired explanation. Per-
sonally, Laurier said be knew nothing.

Maclean retorted that Sanator Dan-
durand and sach liberal organs as the
Toronto Globe and Moatreal Herald
had offsred explanations of Blair's ac-
tion, and aleo of certain serious ct arges
made against the ministers.
