Troops have travelled ' over Gov-

ernment Railways.
Thousands arrive each week at

Halifax and are sent forward to
Dispersal Areas.

‘Since the war bagan in 1914
up to March 1st, when S.S. Belgic
disembarked her returned - sol-
dier passengers at Halifax 757,-
400 troops have been earried on
special trains over the Canadian
Gosearment Railways. :
[ -The kst traip  which carried
troops: ‘over the Government
Railways the year the war was
declagred was numbered one and
all special troop trains to and
from Halifax since that time
have been numbered consecu-
tively. The last train from the
Belgic was on Saturday No
1279. Each train averages about
twelve cars with an average of 50
men to a ear, which figures up a
total of 767,400 men carried. Of
course in addition to this thou-
}sands of soldigrs have journeyed
between Montreal and Halifax
by regular trains during the past

four ‘years.
The movement of troops back

The arrangement is not
sufficient for human welfare, be-
sause government ownership and
operation of industry would be
inefficient, and would destroy ne-
sessary individual liberty and in-
dividual security.

Industrial feudalists are not
thought enemies of private pro-
perty, because they are among its
'oudest defenders. By industrial
feudalists it means those capital-
ists and their assoeiates: who be-
lieve that the insteminents of pro-
duction shquld‘? 'ljefr-%w:)ed. and:
Gperated by & - comparatively

{while the great mass shoufdl}E
merely wage earners, under the
| control and direction of the form-
of. 'They believe that the users|
of the tools of production should
constitute one elass, and the own-
ers and managers another class.
They would indeed permit the
masses to own property, but di-
vorced from effective manage-
ment and control. Savings banks,
mortgages and bonds are the
typical forms of preperty fo which
industrial feudalists would limit
the wage earners. They do not
want the workers to own active
industrial property, such as fae:
tories, stores and banks.
