ONTARIO LEGISLATURE.

Comparatively little real work has
been done in the Ontario parliament as
yet. Last week the debate on Mr.
Boultbee’s amerndment te the address
censuring the Government for its course
in regard to the Orange Bills, was con-
tinued. It was rejected by a vote of 38
to 2¢, giying the Government a ma-
jority of 14 in a thin ‘house. Mr:
Bethune's amendment, changing the
censure into approyal, was then carried
by the same division. Another amend-
ment offered by Mr. M. C. Cameron,
substantially simiiar to Mr. Boultbee'sy
was ruled out of order. The latter thea
meved a further amendment, reflecting
more patticularly on the conduct of the
Premier, which was rejected by a vote
of 40to 22, The paragraph in the ad-
dress attacked by these amendments was
then carried on the syme division, and
the whole address adopted and ordered
to be . presented to the Lieuterant-Gov-
ermor. In the course of the debate it
was made clear that the only course
open to the Government under the Con-
federation Act was to reserve these bills,
Mr. Bethune having established  that
fact in a clear and lucid speech. Had Sir
John A. Macdonald done his duty they
might have been on the statute book to-
day. He sent them back without a
word, in the hope that thdy would em-
barass the Ontario  Goyernment. At a
subsequent sitting the correspondence
between the two governments on the
bills was moved for. The remainder of
the week was occupied with routine busi-
ness of no interest to the general public.
On Friday the house adjourued till
Tuesday, 3rd February, as it was found
it would be little use sitting while the
Dominion elections were going on.

Asitis impossible for
us to have a report of the honourable
gentleman's speech in time for this issue,
we snhjoin the substance of an addresss
he delivered at Stratford the prefiou
Monday, when the same subjects were
treated of. We are indebted to the
Beacon for the report,—

After reviewing the proceedings at Ot-

tawa which resulted in the resignation of
the Macdonald-LangevinGovernmentand
the formation of the present Reform Ad-
ministration, Mr. Blake said he had seen
it stated that they (the Government)
were endeavoring to bring the country
to the polls on a false issue ; that the
affair  which so xecently convulsed this
country to its centre "is now dead and
gone, that its corpse is buried and its
ghest no longer walks the earth, but the
same men who say that and accuse them
of reviving disavreeable memories are
the same men who call upon the country
to sustain the fallen statesman, their
leader and chief—the statesman who
was guilty of this great crime which the
country has-condemned. (Cheers) A
more disingenuous argument was ncver
prese nted to an intelligent people ; and
no niore plain proof could be had of the
desperate character of the fallen cause
than that given by those who defend the
condemned and tell the electors to shut
their ears to werds uttercd apon that
subject and banish from their memories
what has been recently developed, and
to try out some new issue between the
two parties. (Applause.)

Mr. Blake then alluded to the at-
tempts made to condone the crime prov-
ed against the leader of the late Gove.
ernment, and re'narked that many per-
sons had becun to admit that Sir John
A. Macdonald had been guilty of an “‘in-
discretion,” while still many of his
friends refused to go so far. Some had
to!d Ligg_that they were free from blame
in the natter, for both sides had com-
mitted the same indiscretions; both had
election funds, and having committed
the same indiscretions, both should be
reprimanded  that they might be better
Loys for the future, bat argued that
netther should lese the confidence of the
peeple notwithstanding their fanles.  In
relation to that view of the case le asked
them to see what was confessed and
proven by the writings and docaments
that had been brought to ligzht in con-
nection with the Pacific Scandal, and he
proceeded to recount the events which
Jed to the change of the Pacitic Railway
Charter for Sir Hugh Allan’s money.
He explained how Sir John A. Macdon-
ald had forced Sir Georde Cartier to ar-
range with Sie Hugh Allau—thoungh the
latter two were very unfriendly—for a
large contributisn to aid them in the
desperate struggle they anticipated in the
peuding elections, resniting in the pre-
paration by Mr. Abbott of the two pa-
pers, the one relating to tho railway Sir
Huauch was to get, the othe  to the money
SivrJohn wanted.  He spoke of the de-
sire of the friends of the late Govern-
ment to lead people to believe the sums
given by Sie Hugh Allan were snhserip-
tions to the elecaon fund, and said that
it was not nsnal when making snbscrip-
tions to any ohject to expect to get the
moncey back.  When we gave money at
an election” and expected b0 get it re-
couped, it was not liken subserintion but
more jike aloan oran advance. This
was the understanding between Sir
George Cartier and Sic Hugh Allan -
“Any monev von aldvance it shall be re-
couped.”  He said advances were made
from time totime till they reached 2160,-
000, and Sir Huzh Alian had the Gov-
ernment on the hip.  According to the
agreenment they wore to recoup him, and
a3 they could not return the money, he
could force them by a threatened ex-
posure to satisfy him with the charter
and the presvlency of the Paciiic Rail-
way. As the'good book told them ““the
borrower 1s the servant of the lender,”
so they were the seryants of the man
they borrowed from, aud they knew at
the time they took the money it would
have to be recouped by the sale of the
charter, asthey afterwards accomplished
it. (Apvlause.) He foreibly alluded to
the plea that the sums given were sub-
scriptiong toward the elections, and
wentioned other sums given for that
purpose.. These were all much smaller
sins than those given by Sir Hugh
Allan. The charge was not made that
Sir John Macdonald obtained subscrip-
tions from his politieal friends and sup-
porters for election purposes, but that he
had betrayed the trust reposed in him
by the people’s representatives in Par-

liament, by disposing of the great char-
ter in a manner that prevented him ful-
filling his duty to the State.

A voice—Sir Geo, Cartier ia dead,
Jeave him alane,

Mr. Blake—Yes, Sir Gico. Carticr is
dead but his works live after him.
(Loud applanse.) Mr. Dlake said Sir
John Macdonaldacknowledged in Parlia-
ment that he had to accept what Sir
George did, and he by his own telecrams
obtained money for his own use and ac-
ceptel the responsibiiity.  (Applanse.)
The charge against him was, further,
that these enormous sums wer  not used
for legal purposes, for honest purposes
connected with the elections, bnt for
the purpose of bribing the electors. Sir
John himself stated 11 his evidence be-
fore the commission that the Leaviest
expense during that election was the
treating of voters and the hiving of
teams. This Mr. Blake showed to bte
illegal according to the law Sir Johu
himself helped to put upon the statute
book. That law was a doad letter be-
canse the committees of tho House never
thonght of making an election void on
account of a violation of that law. Mr.
Blake showed that Sir John had taken
from them the right of investigating tho
charges made, by the act of prorogtion
ou the 13th of Augnst, in orler that he
_might make a tribunal of judyges select.
ed by himself. Aweravated by all these
circumstarces, the House met in October
last, having read the tell-tale letters and
papers, from which inferences entirely
irresistible arose, and the Opposition
thought it its duty at the earliest mo-
ment to place upon record a petition ex-
pressive of their views mpon the evi-
dence.

Mr. Blake adverted to the.fact
that they had always favored at general
elections simultaneons * polling, and
pointed out that the late Government
had repeatedly refused to grant them
this reform, preferring to bring on the
elections wherein they were likely
to be successful first, for the purpese of
influencing the result in the balance of
the constituencies. The same law was
still on the stataté book and some of his
(Mr. Blake's) friends had said it would
bo only fair to accept the advantage the
present law offered in the coming elec-
tions, but the Government determined
to carry out in power what they had ad-
vocated in opposition and issued the
writs on the same day, accompanied by
a recommendation to the returning
officers to bring on the elections upon
the 20th inst. that they mightjbe simul-
taneons all over the land.

It was their intention should they get
back to Parliament, at the earliest op-
portunity to make compulsory at future
clecticns what thev had in this election
accepted npon principle, and in other
ways to adjust the election law of the
country. They would provide protec-
tion against bribery and corruption, and
means to facilitate and make wmore
searching the trials of eontroverted elec-
tiong before the judges. They would
seck to provide a law for the whole
conntry, even more perfect than that
which now existsin Ontario. They pro-
10 ed also tocall the consideration of
Parliament to the abolition of the real
property qualification of members of
Parliament. He believed all that was
required th entitle a man _to the confi-
dence of Parliaznent was that he should
be able to secure a majority of the yotes
in his constitnency. (Applause.) With
reference to the ballot, he believed the
vast majority of the people of this
Province did not in the slightest degree
require the protection of the ballot, but
there was a considerable portion who
did require that protection, and it was
their desire to make the ballot a feature
of the election law in this country.
(Cheers.) A measure for the extension
of the franchise would also be consider-
ed. Mr. Blake then strongly impressed
upon his hearers the importance of the
trusts committed to them, and said as
Mr. Daly was on the platform as the de-
fendcr of the late Government, he sup-
posed, he would give him the opportun-
ity of speaking in their behalf, and re-
sumed his seat amid tumultuous ap-
plause,
