The subject of a life saving service has
come up for discussion, and the Minister
has been making enquiries into the sys-
tem in operation in the United States.
The Deputy Minister, on the occasion of
a recent visit. to Buffalo, inspected the
life-boats used there and expressed satis-
faction with them. He ventured the
opinion that if one of the same class of
boats in use at Buffalo had been at hand
when the steamer Folger was wrecked
at Salmcen Point, life and property could
have been saved. ‘e observe that Mr.
Dawson, the member for Algoma, has
called for returns from the Government
showing the number of disasters that
have occured during the {:l.r and giving
details as to the losses, 'e may besure
that the record will be a melancholy one
It is proposed by the Minister of Marine
to establish a life-boat service on the 1s-
land here, but the crew is to be compos-
ed of but four men. No doubt this is
intended to be part of a general plan
which will extend over the Dominion.
In the United States, according to t'
report for 1881, there were nv leas than
one hundred mnd ocighty-three life-boat
stations, six being on the Pacific, thirty-
four on the lakes, and the remainder on
the Atlantic. There were during that
year two hundred and fifty disasters to
vessels within the scope of the «.perations
of the service. There were nearly two
thousand lives saved, and succor was af-
forded ut the stations to nearly five hun-
dred shipwrecked persons. Only twenty-
four lives were lost. The service is sup-
plied with everything that is shown to
be useful in saving life or preventing
wrecks. In addition to surf-boats the
men employed in the service are provid-
ed with self-righting and self-bailing life-
boats, life-cars, breeches-buoys, wreck-
guns and life-lines. Biguals are arrang-
ed by which vessels in danger are enabl-
ed to call the help of the life-boat men
a shot line 15 then fired from the shore
by the wreck-gun, a hawser 1s pulled on
board the vesssl and made fast to the
mast, and then the passengers and crew
are taken to the shore by means of what
is called the breeches-buoy, which car-
ries one man at a time, or by the life car, |
which carries two.  The casting of lines |
over vessels in distress s 1 very ditficu't
feat, but it has been attended with gra i
fying success.

Open atrench in a dry place, and
la: in the trees at an angle of 456°, and
g¢over the roots and about half of the
stems with fine soil, taking cave to leave
no open spaces. When this is well done,
the rees may remain f.r some weeks.
Take care that all of & suit are put to-
gether, and that there can be no mixing
of varieties, or confusion as to labels,
when the trees are taken out to be plaut-
el |

Planting the trees should not be hui- |
ried. The treatment te be given before
is vescribed on page 126. Before the
tre: is planted, remove the lubel placed
wpon it at the nursery. If 'abels are to
be used, apply the cue determined up-
on ; but it is better to reeognize the vari-
eties by their position, according to a
record of the planting. Make the hole
w . e enough to allow all of the roots to
be extended. Do not set the tree any
deeper than it stood beforo. If any of
the fibrous roots are matted, separate
and spread them apart. Use the fiue |
10, voil for filling in around and over the
roots. When the hole is partly filed,
water may be applied with a watering-
pot, to settle the earth in among the
roots. When the roots are well covered,
the so0il may be pressed gently with the
foot, to make it firm  After the hole is
filled, make a conical mound of earth
around the stem, this may be a foot or
18 inches high, and will support the tree
against the winds better than stakes.
When the growth bevins, the mound is
to l e levelled. —[American Agriculturist
Tlarch.
