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SITUATION IN
INDIA SERIOUS

Revolt in Southern Portion of
Alarming Proportions—Grave _
Danger Imminent.

—_—

London, Nov. 19.—The English g v
ernment is much concerned over re
ports of a revolt of serious proportiony
in Southern India, It was anmounc
ed today that the situation has be
come so tense that Lord Minte, vice
roy of India, has decided to avandon
his tour of the northern portion of ti
coubtry and hasten to the south -“to
deal with the dissatisfied tribesmen.

In a strong article in its columns
today, the Pall Mall Gazette warns
the government of the imminent dan
ger in the situation in India,

“Conditions are now so alarming,”
says the Gazette, “that it is now im-
possible to eenceal the fact that the
crisis must be dealt with swiftly and
with judgment. The government will
soon be forced to take comprehensive
precautions there.”

It is the opinion of the paper that
the threatened uprising gives evidence
of a systematie propaganda on the
part of the revolutionists to tamper
with mative troops.

Face Anarchial Conspiracy.

Lucknow, India, Nov. 20-sEar]l Min-
to, vice-roy of India, upon being pre-
sented with a loyal address here, said
he declined to be persmaded by the
eedition in parts of India that the
time was inopportune for the broaden-
ing of the political basis. He would
not admit that the reputation oi. the
whole nation was affected by the fan-
atical outrages of one section of -it.
Nevertheless, the existing ~dangéts
could not be minimized. They were
face to face with anarchical conspir-
acy .and gpecial weapons must be fur-
nished to nyeet it and the evil finally
eradicated.

Catholics Cease Demonstrations.

ROCKEFELLER TELLS OF
GROWTH OF OIL TRUST

Head of the Original and the Richest
Trust in the World, is Further
Examined in the Buit to Dissolve
the Standard Oil Trust—He Terms
Rebates ‘‘Drawbacks’’—Cross-Ex-
amined Today.

New York, Nov. 19—John D. Rocke-
feller branded himself an able debater
today when he centinued his sworn
testimony on the birth and growth cf
the Standard Oil. He did not call tha
freight repayments which the Stand-
ard Oil received from the Pennsyl-
vania and other railroads by the taint-
d word “rebate.” He used the longer,
iess  notorious word “‘drawback.”
Rockefeller coniessed to having ac
cepted rebates emilingly, and prompt-
ly entered his defense which showed
clearly that he did not believe that
his pet trust had done anything mor-
ally or ethieally wrong in getting pre-
ierred rat:z over the independent oil
dealers.

Rockefeler told of the ““trust agree-
ment” of 1872. He said it was to
regulate the oil refining business by
controlling the erude output. He
knew, of course, that in 1872 there was

ESTIMATED CROP _
YIELD IN ALBERTA

The Average Yield Per Acre Exceeds
That of Either Manitoba or
Saskatchewan.

—

While a complete estimate of the
output of this vear’s crop for the proy-
ince is not vet available, the Depart-
ment of Agriculture has compiled the
following partial éstimate based on
reports of the crop correspondents
through the province after threshing
operationse had been under way and
on as much information as could be
Secured from the threshers themselves.,
The estimate “will serve to show .in
some degree what quantity of grain
has been harvested this vear and what
[the railwavs will be called upon. to
move in the course of the next few
months. It i3 worthy of note that the
average yield per acre in Alberta ¢x-
ceeds that of either Manitoba or Sas-
katchewan.

It would appear that the acreage
devoted t- spring wheat was not quite
so large as the estimate made in June,
nor .is the yield proving quite as
high as was anticipated in early July.
It is estimated there was 154,487 acres
of spring wheat and that the yield
will be 2,844,600 bushels, or an aver-
ege of 18.41 bushels per acre.

Best Crop on Record.

The present estimate shows that the
acreage of winter wheat harvested is
nearly 10,000 acres over-the July. esti-
mate, that is, 104,330 acres giving a
vield of 2,397,588 bushels, or an aver-
age vield of 2298 bushels per acre,
but the general average for the prov-
ince is greatly reduced by other dis-
| fricts not showing such high av-
erages.

Individual yields of winter wheat
show that where the land was properly
cultivated probably the highest yields
ever obtained in the province were
elltained -this year. Numerous in-
stances show that over 60 bushels per
acre have been obtained. This only
shows what can be done by proper
methods of cultivation and bringsout
in striking contrast the low yields
where poor methods of cultivation pre-
vail.

Oats Show Low Average.

Oats—The estimated aereage is 400;-
702, with a-yield of 12,058,600 bush-
els, or an average yield of 30.09 bush-
els per acre. The yield in a numbér
of districts was materially reduced

oats i3 nct nearly up to the average.
Other distriets again report one of
the best crops of oats grown in many
years.

Barley—The estimated acreage is
73,086, with a total yield of 1,442,065
bushels or an average 0i 19.73 bushels
per acre, while the average for the
province for the ten year§ has been
in the ncighborhood of 27 bushels per
acre. It will thus be seen that this
year has been a decided off one for
barley.

Flax—The season has proved an un-
favorable one for flax, the estimate
being 8,04 acres of flax with a total
yield of 62,983 bushels, or an average
of 7.82 per acre. This is the lowest
estimate ever made for flax in the
province.

Not Upn to Exvectations.

The yield of grain in 1908, despite
the most excellent prospeets in the
carly summer has mnot given any-
thing like as favorable an out-turn as
was fondly hoped in view of the un-
fortunate loss of crop of the previous
season. The only exception to this
general statement is that of winter
wheat, which this year has given the
best crop on record.

He
amply re-affirmed  that pledge to
Chance lor Von Buelow while under
eriticism, which the reischsanzeiger
definies as exaggerated and incorrect..
The emperor regards his hereditary
and constitutional relation to Prussia
and to federated states as unchanged.

THE SUPRESSED
INTERVIEW 0UT

Synopsis of Kaiset’s *““Centuty” In-
terview Obtained—Impolitic
Sentiments Expressed.

London, Nov. 19—Exactly what Em-
peror William said on world politics
to Dr. William Bayard Hale, the dis-
tinguished clergyman, trayeller, and
writer,. on board the imperial yacht
Hohenzollern, at Bergen, Norway, has
at last come out.

Dr. Hale was seeking an- article
for the Century Magazine, which &ar-
ticle, in view of the earthquake cre-
ated throughout Germany by the in-
terview eubsequently given by Emper-
or William to a diplomatist for the
London Daily Telegraph, has been
suppressed at the request of the Ger-
man government. The emperor talked
to Dr. Hale several hours. He was
bitter against England and full of
the “‘yellow peril.” He declared Eng-
land a traitor to the white man’s
cause. He predicted she would ulti-
mately lose some oi her colonies
through her treaty with Japan. Th=
invitation to the American ‘fleet .of
battleships to visit New Zealand and
Australia was intended to &erve notice
in England that those . colonies were
with the white man and not with the
renegade mother country. The British
colonies would show by the ardor of
their reception that theéy wunderstood
the situation.

Japan Fomenting Insurrection in

India.

The emperor declared. that Japan
even now was fomenting an insurree-
tion in India. This insurrection might.
break out within six months. Ger-
many and the United States would,
however, find a solution of the eastern
question. There was:a complete un-
derstanding between Emperor William
and President Roosevelt on this point.

They  intended to divide- the east
against itself by becoming the recog-
uized friends of China. Negotiations
had been progressing favorably for
months. A very high Chinese official,
the emperor said, would scon visit
America and Germany. The terms
would then be meade known, guaran-
teeing the protection and integrity of
China and the open door. Every
stateeman now realized the emperor
declared, that -Russida, in her great
struggle with Japan, was really fight-
ing the whitr;;{;mn’s cause; was fight-
nfoll BUNSTENS i o0

ympathized ‘With Russid.

The emperor expressed sympathy
with Russia, remarking how different
the result would have been if the bur-
den of carrying the white man’s stand-
ard had Dbeen placed by Providence
upon his invincible battalions. If Ja-
pan should be suffered now to get con-
trol of China, Europe would suffer
an attack. The emperor was keeping
friends with the Mohammedan world.
He was even supplying them with
rifles, because: they were devils in a
fight and stood there between the east
and the west where they could break
the first force of the attack. Emperor
William said he believed America
would be forced to fight Japan within
the next ten years. He seemed eager
to talk and poured a steady stream of
eriticism wupon England for two
hours

Dr. Hale was received by the em-
peror as a distinguished traveler,
scholar and writer. He was informed
the kaiser’s inviolable rule was mever
to communicate with newspaper men.

Believed to be Authentic.

London, Nov. 19—The Hearst News
correspondent has received a most im-
portant synopsis of what the kaiser
said to Dr, William Bayard Hale dur-
ing his famous interview on the Ho-
henzollern. The synopsis containg the
names and facts apart from the politi-
cal opinions of the .kaiser, which
seems to remove all doubt of the ac-
curacy of the synopsis already eabled.
The correspondent submitted the data
tonight to Sir Charles Dilke, perhaps
the highest authority of England on
ifiternational politics.  He examined
it with the greatest interest, but acted
like a man already familiar with its
contents. After reading it he said:—

“Thanks, but I must decline to dis-
cuss the kaiser, his words or his
workeé. On tho gencral subject matter
oi the interview I can only say that
England’s allianee with Japan was a
policy arranged after considerable
thought and consideration. “England
is in a better position to judge itz
efficacy and value than anyone else.

As to “Yellow Peril.”

“The  observation that through the
Anglo-Japanese treaty England may
lose her colenies is a pure matter of
prophesy, of which time will demons-
trate either the truth or the falsity.
As to the ‘yellow peril’ the idea is, to
my thinking, extremely crude. The
‘yellow peril’ in order to become men-
acing, presupposes the division of the
world into two parts, with all the Asi-
atic nations forgetting all separate dii-
ferences, grouping themselves together
against a similar group of the white
nations.

““As a man of some experiencg in in-
ternational affairs, I will
talk of an international —sis
war seems to me to have le.s
present than for many = years past.

This synopsis is as for
away as anything could possibly be
and is the invention of some wander-
ing mind from first to last.”

Dr. Hale’s attention was called to
the fact that the cable dispatch did
not purport to be a synopsis of the
article he prepared for the Century
magazine, but a report of what had
been said at the interview with Em-
peror William of Germany. It is well
known that the proofs of the Century
article had been carefully edited by
the foreign office and all reference 4o
world palitics eliminated.

“‘About that I do not answer any
questions,” said Dr. Hale rather im-
patiently. I will -not be drawn into
any discussion or interview.”

EMPEROR AND DOWAGER
DIED NOT UNNATURALLY

Accurate Information Obtained  Con-
cerning the Death of China’s Rul-
ers—Old Embress Was Under Hal-
lucination That Ghost Was Pur-
suing Her.

Pekin, Nov. 19.—All those sections
in China in telegraphic communica-
tion with the forbidden city felt the
pulse of the quivering Empire today
when - it reported there had been
wholesale assassinations at court,
Prince Ching being murdered and Em-
press Dowager Yehonala dying of poi-
son. But the reports were ' untrue.
Prince Ching was. at the palace both
today and vyesterday, and .although
the dowager is said to be seriously ill,
it is not . poison. Accurate infor-
how. the late Em-
peror . and dowager met death
has at last been obtaingd. Neither
was poisoned. The death of the Em-
peror was caused by cardaic weak-
ness. The fatal illness of the dowa-
ger dated from Nov. 1, when she terri-
fied the court by a burst of temper
which marked the end of her career.
Two days later, on being informed
that the death —of I Edperory-9as

“{near;.she was stricken with paralysis,

The last days of her life' were spent
under the hallucination that a ghost
was pursuing her, beckoning her with
its cold bony hand to a mausoleum in
the hills, whither she sent Pr'nce
Ching with offerings to appease the
spirits. Prince Ching returned from
his mission on the night of Noevember
13th. The dowager immediately called
the grand council together at two
»’clock in the morning of the 14th.
They returned with the edicts an-
nouncing the succession to the throne.
“I- can bear no more,” she said, ai-
ter signing them and relapsed into
unconsciousess. .

IN HAMILTON.

Citizens’ League Makes- Sensational
Charges at Public Meeting.

Hamilton, Nov. 19—Sensational
charges were made at the public
meeting of the Citizens’ league tonight
against the police, the police commis-
sioners and license commisisoners for
alleged. lax administration of the law
in this city with regard to disorderly
houses, gambling and the liquor busi-
ness.

Peter Bertram said, as one of many
such cases, that he and other mem-
bers of the league had information to
the effect that young girls were being
dragged into houses of foreigners and
treated with gross immorality. They
knew of at least twenty young girls
who were used in this way within
the last two years.

He charged that the police com-
misioners connived at the existence
oi many immoral places and stated
that the police magistrate had admit-
ted that they were tolerated. Resolu-
tions were passed demanding the en-
forcement of the laws tespecting
gambling houses, immoral resorts and
illicit liquor selling. The city is much
aroused over the charges.

WILL BE LEADER
WHENBORDEN RETIRES?

Well-Informed .Political Circles .in
Ottawa Think Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper May Assume Conservative
Leadership, Even Though Mantle
is Supposed to Fall on McBride,

——

Ottawa, Nov. 18.—Congiderable in-
terest has been excited by-the sug-
gestion. that the nomination for Car-
leton, for which Mr. R. L. Borden
was elected at the same time as for
Halifax, may be offered to Sir,Hib-
bert Tupper, even though Sir Hibbert
has made the statement that he has
uo desire to re-enter politics. 1t is
felt in well-informed political circles
that - the whole question of the Op-
position leadership is involved.

Nobody seems to kmow yet what
course Mr. Borden preposes to adopt
concerning the leadership. Notwith-
standing the pointed hostility of the
Toronto Telegram gand the studied
coolness of the Toronto World, there
are some signs that Mr.. Borden is
disposed to hold on to the leadership.
and that an important section of his
leading followers acquiesce in this
tentative decision. It is remarked
upon as eignificant that the Toronto
Mail and Empire has already declar-
ed in favor of continuance.

ther this involves continuingin the
leadership himself, or passing it on
to another of his choice.

The Call of Sir Hibbert.

The call to Sir Hibbert Tupper is
variously interpreted as  meaning
either that Mr. Borden means to re-
tain the position, with 8ir Hibbert
to help him, or that"he means to re-
linquish the leadership to Sir Hib-
bert, and not to Premier MeBride,
with whose name the very well in-
formed have been busy since the elec-
tion, and even before it.

Mr. McBride’s Influence.

He has carried his province,
both in local and federal politics. He
has youth, patience, tact, good humor,
and shrewdness. = He has the curly
hair which seems to go with success-
ful leadership in Dominion polities.
He has avoiled the pitfalls into which
Mr. Borden has fallen. He is favored
by those important- elemeénts “within
the party which have: given Mr. Bor-
den only a grumbling support since
he took up with the government own-
ership policy, and whose -leading
spokesmen have found relief for their
feelings in oceasional praise of 3i:
Wilirid Laurier as a truly Canadian
figure. Mr.- MceBride has the active
support of some of the corporations
whose influence has been counted as
being against the government, and
which long ago classified Mr. Borden
as amongst the failures of public life.
Hence, the knowing ones pick Mr.
McBride for next leader, and accept
the talk about Sir Hibbeit Tupper
for Carleton as a signal of the coming
fray.

In all these calculations, the name
of Mr. Monk has not ‘been lost sight oi
for it is remarked that Mr. Monk’s
prestige has survived and increased
aftér those who at one time caused his
deposition from the Quebec leader-
ship have disappeared from the scene
of their failures. But. it is mot
though# likely, in all the -circum-
stancer that a -Quebec leadership
woulé pe favored by the party at
large.

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NOTHING BUT TROUBLE IN CHINA.

Members of the Chinese Reform Associa-
tion See Little Hope.

New York, Nov. 18.—Members ot the
Chinese Reform Association in this city,
and it is said throughout the world, are
inclined  to the belief that the sudden
deaths of the rulers of the Chinese om-
pire spell nothing but reaction for Chin:se
and a further retarding of the progrrss
they. had hoped for.

These reformers, who have their head-
gquarteds in. the heart of New York's
Chinatown, boldly assert that the em-
peror's taking off was the result of
foul play, they apparently arc not con-
cerned as to the manner of the' dowa-
ger empress,’ but declare that if - the
Emperor Kwang Hsu had survived ‘the
Dowager Empress, he would have given
a new impulsc to the reforms which he
advocated in 1889, while temporarvily
advised by Kang Yu Wei, now the head
of Chinese reform movement through-
out the world. The followers in this city
of the reform movement declare that the
dominance of Yan Shih Ai Kai, Vicerov
of Pechid-Li. and president of the bLoard
of foreign relations, who is generally re-
ported to be in centrol of affairs, rgeans
a reactionary tendency. The Chinese rc-
form association branch in this city, which
includes in its membership a daughter of
the great reformer, Kang Ku Wei h'm-
self, gave out tonight a copy and trans-
tation for a code despatch” received today
from Shanghai. The translation as an-
nounced is as follows:

Yuan 8hi Yu poisoned the emperor.

Please cable - to Pekin to attack him.
It was declared at the headquarters of
the association that identical  despatches
had been sent out to branches of the re
form association in all sections of the world
and that demand wouid be made unon
Prince Chun. the new regnet, to dopose
Yuan Shi Kai, from power and to do
away with hum. It was declared t'at
Prince Chun’s failure to act upon the re
quests of the reform association, cablod
to Pekin from everv quarter of the rlobe,
would make the Prince himself an object
of the association’s attacks.
- Kang Wu Wei, the reformer. claims to
have a following of several miilion China
men, scattered throughout wvarious coun-
tries outside of China. He is ai present
at Bohang, Straits Settlement and it is
said by his adherents in New York tiat
despatches were received from him last
woek predicting that the emperor was
about to be assassinated, and urging the
powers to intervene to prevent snch an
cventuality,

Kang Yui Wei was aiwayy stated foe
fhe head of the reform movement of
which he is at present the nominal head.
He favors development along the Jines
as adopted by Janan.

WAGE EARNERS OPEN
ALDERMANIC CAMPAIGN

Meeting Held in .Mission Hall Ad-
dressed .by Candidate Francis,
Who, With Candidate Ball, Has
Been Endorsed by Union Labor—

Speak.

The inigial méeting of the campaign
for ‘the wage-earners’ candidates was
held in the City Mission, corner of
Kinistino and Bellamy streets, Tlast
evening. Owing to ‘the inclement
weather and muddy condition of -he
streets there was only a fair atten-
dance, the hall being half filled. T>
add further difficulties to those -
terested, the city electrig light failed
and the east end streets were as black
as the dark sky. The meeting opea-
ed at 8.30 with Mr. A. J. Healey in
the chair. !

The Chairman said he had to apolo-
gize for the absence of one of the wage-
earners’ eandidates, Mr. Frank Ball,
who had been called out in the coun-
try and could not return in time tor
the meeting. Mr. John Francis, the
other candidate, was present, how-
ever, and introducing him he asked
the audience not to expect an oration
of Demosthenic proportions. This
was not the candidate’s fort, but if he
were not a speaker, the Chairman
knew him to be a man of great execu-
tive  ability, and this, he considered,
was the essential qualification in aa
alderman, coupled with practical ox-
perience.

Candidate’s Address.

Mr, Franeis said he had not comre
prepared to make a speech, but to
indulge in a little personal talk .nd
have a general discussion, especiall;
since there were other candidates pre-
sent, all of whom would have an in-
vitation to speak. Two years ago he
held a situation that threw him eccn-
tinually into touch: with workingmen
of all classes, and he had heaps cf
evidence of the robbery and abuse cf
the workers by employment agencics.
He was in favor of the abolition of
these agencies, and, if they were
necessary—which he disputed—ior the
city to operate one. The speaker said
the fire limit by-law had been ignored
during the past year for the benefit
of privileged classes. Such a thing
he would not stand for. He wanted a
square deal all round and a by-law to
be enforeced.

In
addition statistics are asked as 'to the
number of Chinese companies doing busi-
ness, with capital, annual turnover and
names of officers. A big placard in China-
town today is being read by every China-
men who passes, and this instructs el and
sundry to give the necessary information
to the board of trade. It is understood
by prominent local Chinese that the in-
formation is required by the Foreign Offce
which has ‘in contemplation the appoint-
ment of new consulates. It is expected
that in the near future Vancouver Chinese
will have a proverly acerelited consuiate
here. something they have felt for mnv
vears they were entitled to.

MURDERER ELECTROCUTED.

An ltalian Denied His Guilt to the:
Very Last.

Auburn, New York, Nov. 17.—Anirew
Dealverno. convicted on- January 28.1907,
of thr murder of Antoine, at Rome. .on
June 30, 1906, was successfuliy electrocuted
in Auburn prison this morning at 611.
Two shocks were necessary to kill. The
first one, administered at 6.05 was of 1.840
volts, cight amperes. This was held at full
strength for seven seconds then veduced to
'21?0 volts where it  was turned off at 6.00.
The second shock was of the same voltaze
at nine amperes. It was held on fer
thirty seconds. Delverno was declared
dead at 6.11.

Vancouver the other day that the (.
P. R. would be quite willing to get
along without eubsidies provided
the policy of giving grants was stop-
ped altogether, and none given to oth-
ar linés.  No doubt 8ir Thomasspeaks
truly. ; The C. P. R. have now reach-
ed a stage of growth when public
grants are about as necessary to as-

ist it to build railway as public <o-
nations - are necessary to enable
Andrew Carnegie to support his
iamily. With assets.measured by ihe
handred million the C. P. R. can go
into the market and without public
grants or government endorsation se
cure all the money they want for roud
extension . and equipment. Public
grante are to the C. P. R. Co. simply
so much_found money. They do no}
need them and they ought to Le
ashamed to take them.

But there is a string to Sir Thomas’
offer. The C. P R. Co. are willing
to do without the grants provid:d
grants 'be mot given any other
roads. That is, the C. P. R. Co. are
willing to finande their own roads and
equipment if other roads -are compel-
led to do the same. Correct again,
no doubt, for the C. P. R! Co. und.r-
stand that on this arrangement rail-
way competition would break up their
monopoly in Western Canada about
the time the elements are broken up
in' the final cataclysm. Doing without
grants would be no hardship to the
C. P. R. But doing without grants
would be a hardship on the competit-
ors of the C., P. R. Rival companies
have not been found willing to build
lines to compete with the C. P. R.
without public assistance. They have
been found none ioo ready to do so
even with publie assistance. The ne-
cessary assumption is that if we stop-
ped giving thé assistance to thém we

This condition A
things Sir Thomas considers &0 highly
desirable that he is willing to accept
it. No doubt. Being fully armed him-
eelf at the public expense the worthy
kmight is willing that we should stop
providing arms for combatants of the
transportation arena.

son. About thesame time came the curi-
ously inconsistent statement of a C.
P. R. official that the building opera-
tions of the company in Western
Canada were being retarded by in-
ability to secure rails, the delay re-
sulting practically in the postpone-
ment  until- filext year of the work
which would have been completed this
year on the Medicine Hat-Lacombe
line.

Taken together these two circum-
stances seem to indicate a peculisr
condition of things. On the one hand
we have a concern closing down pro-
fessedly because they have no orders
to fill, while a railway company s
help up in building new road becauz:
of inability to secure rails; on the
other hand we have the owners of an-
other mill going to India in search «i
customers- for - their produet, and
closing a bargain there at_ten dollars
per_ton less than they-ask for that
produet at home,.

NOT YET DISSIPATED

tenegro and Servia Becoming In-
tense—Both Latter Countries Con-
tinue War-like Preparations—Ser-
via Presents Memorandum of Her
Grievances to Powers.

Unfailing Commercial|Barometer,
Show Increase This Month.

Washington D. C., Nov. 19.—Al-
ready there have been signs of a re-
newal of prosperity, and signs which
cannot be = mistaken because / they
come direct ffom the United States
treasury and are indications of the
most delicate commercial barometer
in the country, which is found in the
receipts for customs and internal rev-
enue.

Uncle Sam has been running a long
way behind for many months. He
finds it impossible to pay his running
expenses out of his current receipts,
and he has been dipping into the gin-
ger jar at the treasury with unpleas-
ant regularity. The official bulletin
which is issued every day shows a
constant succession ‘of balances on
the wrong side of the ledger. The re-
ceipts have fallen off and expendi-
tures have increased so that the de-
ficit has grown to be serious of late:

At last the turn of the tide has come
however. The receipts both of cus-
toms and internal revenue are begin-
ning to increase and they are larger
thus far this month than they were
in the same period last year. This
year up to date the customs receipts
were $13,206,759, as compared with
$12,226,927 for the same time last
yvear. The internal revenue collec-.
tions were $11,948,562, as against $10,-
080,888 last year.

LATE SIR HENRI JOLYW

The death in Quebec City this week
of 8ir:Henri Foly de Lotbiniere, for-
merly premier of Quebec and lieuten=
ant-governor of British Columbia, and
also at one time a member of the
Laurier; administration, removes fromy
the national life of Canada a most ind
teresting figure.

Henry Gustave Joly Lotbiniere was

born in Franee December 5, 1829.
father, Gaspard Pierre Gustave, a
gentleman of Huguenot descent; had.
however, become a naturalized Cana-
dian, having married Julie Christine
Chortier de Lotbiniere, granddaugh-
ter of the last Marquis de Lotbiniere,
and thus acquired one of the old
seigneuries of Quebee. Young Henri
was. educated in the Kellar School,
Paris, where he had among his class-
mates Mr. Waddington, who became
a French statesman and diplomatist
of world repute. One returning to
Canada he devoted himself to the
study of law, and was called to the
Quebec bar in 1855, where he early
acquired distinction.
His really aristocratic bearing.
coupled with his gentle manner, made
him a popular favorite, and in 1861 he
was sent to the old parliament of
Canada by the county of Lotbiniere,
on which were situated the family es-
tates. He was welcomed to the house
as a very valuable accession, and all
parties. would-‘have gladly accepted
him. But he préferfed to consort
with the Lower Canadian Liberals
rather than to accept the leadership
of Cartier; and, when the confedera-
tion debates came on, he was found
opposing that scheme, along with
Dorion, - Holton and Huntington.
During the debates he delivered a re-
markable speech on the proposed con-
stitution, which was recognized to be
second only to Dorion’s powerful criti-
cism. Mr. Joly accepted the conten-
tion that confederation would be fatal
to the interests of Lower Canada, and
in view of his Protestant faith and
his subsequent dealing with  racial
and religious agitations, the grounds
of his . antagonism are remarkable.
For example, he said: “I object to the
proposed confederation, first, as a
Canadian without reference to origin;
and rsecondly, as a-French-Canadian.
From -either poitit' of view, "I “look:
upon the measure as a fatal error;
and, as. a French-Canadian, I once
more .appeal -to my fellow country-
men;-Teminding them- of ‘the precious
inheritance eonfided to their keeping
—an inheritance: sanctified by the
blood of their fathers, and which it is
their duty to hand down to their chil-
dren as unimpaired as they recefved
it.”” These were words which detract-
ed from the value of the speech, and
were besides thoroughly inconsistent
with their author’s’ broad Canadian-
ism.

After confederation had been inaug-
urated,- Lotbiniere elected him to both
the: Dominion parliament and the
Quebec - legislature, and he rpmame_d
a member of both these bodies until
1874, when dual representation - was
abolished. ~When this happened, Mr.
Joly elected to remain in the legisla-
ture, where he had become Liberal
leader. While leading the opposi-
tion, Mr. Joly was noted for the court-

Twice he
declined a seat in the senate during
the Mackenzie gdministration, and in
1877, he also refused the portfolio of
agriculture in that ministry; because
his heart was set upon accomplishing
much needed reforms in Quebec. Al
though retired on his estate, Mr. Joly
was not forgotten, nor were his ener-
gies wanting for opportunities to dis-
play themselves. In the provincial
council of agriculture, in the ‘hortis
cultural _and fruit growers’ associa-
tions - he was always a prominent
member, preaching by precept and
examplé for improvement in meth-
ods.. He  was particularly earnest in
his advocacy of the re~wooding of the
old farms of Quebec, and went to the
trouble of personally ‘demonstrating
the practicability 'of growing black:
walnut in the province. He became
vice-president of the American For-
estry assoeiation, and in 1893 was en-
trusted with the important mission of
preparing the exhibit of forest pro-
duets for the Chiecago Columbian ex-
position.

Independent political - movements
attracted him, and he was an active
member of both the old Imperial Fed-
eration League and the United Em-
pire League. When passions began to
raise their hideous head over the
Manitoba school question, he went to
Ontario merely as a distinguished cit-
izen of Quebec and a Protestant to
preach peace and concord. * He re-
ceived everywhere a respectful hear-
ing, and was no doubt instrumental
in correcting many misunderstand-
ings.

8o ‘little had' Mr. Joly 1ost of his
prestige.  during  ten -‘yéars ‘which
passed away from the politieal arena;
in 1896 the Liberal party was unani-
mous in -demanding his return. - He
made scveral  speeches in different
parts of Quebec and Ontario during
the campaign and stood himself for
Portneuf, where he was elected. He
accepted the post of comptroller of in-
land revenue, in the Laurier adminis-
tration, and at the following s2ssion
of parliament, a special act was
passed to give him full cabinet rank.
In 1900 he was appointed lieutenani-
governor in British Columbia, and af-
ter serving his term he virtually re-
tired from the public eye.

Mr, Joly was a - member of the
Church of England. In 1856 he maxr-
ried Margaretta Josepha, daughter of
Mr. Gowan, of Quebec. He was thée
father of a fine family, one of his sons
becoming a lawyer in Quebec, and
two others having entered the impe-
rial service in India, after graduating
from the Kingston military school. In
1888, he. obtained from the legisla-
ture of Quebec legal sanction to add
his mother’s name, de Lotbiniere, to
'thnt of Joly.

DEATH FROM X-RAY CANCER.

EManufacturer of Roentgen Tubes Vic-
tim of lgnorance.

New York, Nov. 18.—That his death
was caused by a curious and almost
punknown ~ malady, “X”-ray ~ eancer,
was learnéd to-day regarding the de-
mise of John Bauer, one of the most
expert manufacturers of the Roentgen
ray tubes. in the country,. whose fu-
neral took .place Tuesday from the
home of his mether in Williamsburg.
Bauer was a member of the firm ol
‘Green & Bauer, of Hartford, Conn.
His disease, which was contracted
‘eight years.  ago, was brought on
through his failure to understand the
intense penetrating power of the rays.

As a result of his primitive methods
in handlinpg the rays, net only Mr.
Bauer, but his partner also, were at-
tacked by the disease, the hands be-
ing first affected. Mr. Bauer was
treated in' various hospitals, and it
was finally necessary to amputate the
left arm. The fingers of the rignt
hand followed, then death resulted.
The dead man’s partner is still ill at
his home in Hartford.

REVISION OF GRAIN
STANDARDS BENEFICIAL.

Winnipeg, Nov. 19.—Hon. W. R.
Motherwell, of Regina, in an inter-
view yesterday called attention to the
beneficial results from the aetion
taken by the Western Grain Stand-
ards board in October. At that mee:-
ing of the board it was decided to
drop the classification of feed wheat
as feed one and feed two, and to in-
clude feed wheat in one grade. Ther
was some fear that this change might
result to the detriment of the grain
grower, and that the feed wheat mignt
all be sold at the rate of the lower
grade. Mr. Motherwell pointed our
that this fear had proven entirely
groundless and that throughout.the
country all this feed wheat was being
sold at the higher price to the great
benefit of the farmer.

“How did the changés made by the
Western Grain Standards in the re-
classification of feed wheat grades
work out?”’ was asked.

“Splendidly,” . replied Mr. Mother-
well, “in fact better even than was
anticipated by the board at the time
the change was made. As an evi-
dence of this, and the best kind cf
evidence, let me quote you the prices
that prevailed for No. 1 and 2 feed at
the. . time they were merged into one
grade. They were, respectively, 702
and 65¢, Fort William. Today ihe
composite grade is being quoted a
73%ec, Fort William.

Berlin, Nov. 17—The Weltam Mon-
tag claims to know that the German
government paid $560,000 to suppress
the publication of the interview with
the kaiser, which was to have been
printed by the Century Magazine, of
New York, and that the ministry of
foreign affairs negotiated direct with
William Bayard Hale, the author, for
its suppression.
