Train Was En-
veloped in Flames

Three Lives Lost, Eight Persons Mis-
sing, and Fifty Injured in Wreek on
Penna Road. Y

Easton, Pa., April 30.—Three per-
scns lost their lives, eight are miss-

ing and believed to be dead, and half-

a hundred others were injured on
Saturday afternoon at Martin's Creek,
N. J, in a wreck of an excursion
train carrying 170 school children
and friends from Utica and Syracuse,
N. Y., and vicinity, to Waghington fecr
a week’s outing.

The train was one furnished the
teachers by the Deleware, Lackwanna
and Western Railroad and the acci-
dent occurred while it was travelling
ot a high rate of speed over a stretch
of track controlled by the Fennsylvan-
ia Raiiroad. The locomotive jumped
the track, the cars toppl'ed over and
were set on fire by exploding oil, the
wrecked  coaches having side-swiped
an oil tank along the track when ther
left the rails. The entire train was
quickly. enveloped in fiames and
completely consumed by ihe fire.

The eight missing persons, seven of
whom were women, and lived in Uti-
ca, are believed to have been burned
te¢ death in the wreck. The finding
of charred bones  led the railroad
wrecking crews to the conclusion that
they are dead.

Gold in Chicken’s Craw

Woman’s Discovery Led to Finding of
Deposit in Arizona,

Phoenix, Ariz.,, May 1.—A nugget
in the craw of a c¢hicken killed for 2
Sunday dinner was the start of Coch-
ran as a locality possessing rich plac-
er ground. The discoverer was Mrs.
Bud Wilson, who followed the chick-
en tracks around her home until at
last she found where the gold came
from in an arroyo only one hundred
yards away.

About forty mining elaims have now
been staked out - around Cochran.
which is a station on the Phoenix and
Eastern Railroad, a few miles beyond
Florence. Mrs. Wilson and her hus-
band own most of the claims staked
out. Not only have nuggets been
found in econsiderable gquantity, but
gold and copper have been found in
ledges almost beside the railway
track.

On the Surrey Downs close hy
Guildford, there is a farm which its
owner, Mr. A.W. Sheppee, claims to
e the only goat farm in England.
There a fine herd of milch goats, each
with a bell about its neck, browse
over the heaths and Mr. Sheppee has
built up a trade in goats and their
milk whith shows in a striking man-
ner the possibilities of the “poor man’s
cow” 1o the small holder. ;

Mr. Sheppee came to England from
South Africa with his wife and four
children only two and a half ‘years
ago. He had £10 on his arrival. Last
year his income was equal to £4100
per annum, and, he says, “I hope to
do better this year.” He is, naturally
as firm a believer in the - value of
goats as live stock as he is in the
Feneficial qualities, - especially to in-
valids and children, of their milk.

He does all the milking himself in
the open air, the milk going direct in-
10 ‘glass bottles. which are at ~once
sealed hermetically and delivered fo
his customers. For thos€ who desire
it the milk is Pasteurised. and goat’s
milk, butter, and cheese are manu-
factured on the farm. Milch goats ai-
so are pred for sale or hive, and kids
are sold for the table.

Mr. Sheppee is anxious to see the
goat more generally kept by small
Lolders and country dwellers.

"Ne'w-
foundland merchants if Canada, gets
the advantage of Reciprocity > and
Newfoundland is exeluded.

Mr. John Harvey dwells on the

great -advantage that Canada will
gain by the free entry of salt codtish

to the Porto Rican market as well as
the demand for ‘boneless codfish to
the United States. He is right; but
there is more to be said. 5
When Reciprocity is confirmed the
Nova Scotians look for the greatest
expansion of their fish trade in sup-
plying fresh codfish from their four

great centres of cold storage—Canso.
Halifax, Lunenburg and Lockport.

With two fast steamers fitted with
cold storage compartments (viisiting

these centres bi-weekly, thay . would
reach regularly, within two days, the
cities of Boston, New York, Balti-
more and Philadelphia, with a sup-
ply of choice fresh fish that' would
ereate an instantaneéous demand at
renfunerative prices.
The fish merchants of Nova Scotia
know that no fisherman will talte the
trouble, expense or risk to cure ‘his
codfish if he can get an equal price
(cash down) for all the fresh fish he
can land on the wharves of these big
cold sferage warehouses. Neither
will the consumer buy salt codfish
when he can get it fresh in a choice
state.
This will -meet one of ' the great
cries of; the United States to-day—a
larger supply of cheaper food for the
masses. This will be the first big.ex-
pansion of the fish trade for Canada
as soon as Reciprocity is confirmed.
The heavy duty and antagonistic laws
enforced against Canada in the past
has prevented the expansion of this
business, but with the decline of the
Gloucester fishing fleet and the high
prices of feod, the Government at
Washington have been forced to take
a different view of this matter; hence
their attitude towards Canada to-day.
This demand for fresh fish will
curtail the supply of salt codfish
caught annually from the inshore
fishery of Nova Scotia. It will create
a greater demand for the salt bank
fish and increase the Lunenburg fish-
ery at our expense, as Mr. Harvey has
80 clearly pointed out.
It would also make Nova  Scetia
the headquarters for salt fish, as we
would have to work through them to
get the best prices.
I need only point to the fact that
the best brands of boneless codfish
were worth 15 cents per pound in
Gloucester the past winter, equal to
$17.00 per quintals for salt codfish, to
show what can be done with codfish
when suitably cured and packed for
markets. that appreciate it.
Our politicians will receive a rude
awakening one of these days when
our fishermen see that those in pow-
er are not doing their utmost to de-
velop a trade that will enhance the
price of our great staple from six
dollars per quintal to -double that
price.
The truth of the matter is that we
have not “caught on” to the fact that
the United States has entered on a
new policy as regards fishery mat-
ters; that Gloucester is now a thing
of the past. If we will only play our
cards right, in a very short time the
whole of Gloucester and its trade will
be transferred to our shores.
Sir Edward Morris and his gallant
lieutenant, Hon. Donald Morison, have
“puilded better than they knew” when
they won from the Hague Tribunal
such ‘a satisfactory settlement .Jast
year. They rang the death-knell of
Gloucester and gave the old fighter
the knock-out blow. :
This was the first time that Wash-
ington was made toe the mark.
Washington found that International
questions eannot be treated' like par-
ish “politics and that the* views of
Gloucester were untenable.
1f the United States intends to take
a place £s a world power she must
gettle these questions rightly and
justly, not selfishly as she has done
in the past.
In conclusion I would say we have
listened long enough to this talk by
our newspapers about Loyalty, Con-
federation, Annexation etc., etc.
Cannot - they recognise that ' the
“gtorm in a tea-pot” which has been
raging in Canada about annexation
is nothing else but our hardy perren-
ial the Confederation bugbear.

The manufacturers in Canada have
made immense fortunes by the pro-
tective tariff..
