The Home Office to-day ‘inaugura-
ted' a more active campaign to put an

end to suffragette outrages. The
headquarters of the women’s union,
where many of the outrages have

been organized, have been occupied
by the police, and -all the active lead-
ers taken into custody, including Mrs.
Drummond and Miss Kenny, who
were out on bail. They are arrested
on a fresh charge®of conspiracy with
the Pankhursts to commit malicieus
damages. Over 1,000 policemen and
detectives from Scotland Yard were
efigaged in the capture of the offices.
They had scarcely taken possession
when Mrs. Drummond, ignorant* of
what shad happened, arrivéed. She was
ddmitted, not. realizing that she had
voluntarily entered the lion's den.
until ‘she found herself under arrest
and on her way to Bow Street, where
she and the Kenny woman, who had
been caught elsewhere with five oth-
ér active officials of the organization.
Kerr, Lake, Lennox, Barrett and
Saunders, who were in charge of the
offices at the time of the raid, and
had been arrested. A large quan-
tity of documents were seized, and
several typists and other clerks were
ordered to leave the premises, which
were then closed, the police remain-
ing on guard.

Oppusing Mission.

Special to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, To-day.
The British delegation, now . on its
way. to the States for the celebration
of the Anglo-American Peace Cen-
tenary may encounter some hostile
demonstrations. Certain leaders of
the extreme Irish and Labor move-
ments are advising their - American
friends to express opposition to the
British mission. Suffragette leaders
are appealing to American women to
denounce any friendly dealings be-
tween the two countries until Eng-
land gives votes to women. The op-
ponents of the Peace Mission prediet
its public appearance _will provoke
outbreaks such as occurred at the
peace meeting at Carnegie Hall, on
December 1911, in support of the rati-
fication of arbitration treaties pending
between the States, Britain and
France. Because Lord Weardale and
other members of the delegation are
connected with the Carnegie - Peace
Foundation, the Laborites call it a
“Carnegie Mission.” English Labor
Unions will hold meetings as is their
cnstom in Hyde Park. Representa-
tives of German Unions will goarade
with them for the first time. Both
English and German speakers intend
to denounce the  Carnegie Mission.
Their ground is that the Mission is
designed to foster an Anglo-American
Alliance, alienate American sympath-
ies from Germany, whereas they argue
workers of all nationalities should
stand together for their own interests.
Benjamin Tillett, Sceretary of the
Dock, Wharf and Riverside General
Workers Union of Britain and Ire-
land, will send a cablegram to Saml.
Gompers, President of the American
Federation of Labour asking him to
oppose the British Delegation.

Bricks were
hurled through the windows, and all
the desks in the place were broken
open, while the suffragettes’ literature
and banners were destroyed.

WATERTOWN, April 30.

The earthquake shock felt through-
out Northern New York State and
Lower Canada, on Monday, was the
most severe in' this region since the
Champlain earthquake in 1663, ac-
cording to George Chadwick, Profes-
sor of Geology, at St. Laurnece Uni-
versity, who declared that the dis-
turbance may possibly be a forerun-
ner of a much more serious and dis-
astrous shock. Monday’s earthquake
he believed to be due to an actual
slipping of the earth’s crust jalong
the great crack, known as Logan’s
line, which extends from the St. Law=

As far as our
records go, there have been no earth-
quakes here as severe as that of
Monday night, for nearly three cen-
turies.

and trepanned. The discavery was
completed in 1873, when other skulls
were found bearing the round bone
excresences where the skull had heal-
ed after trepanning. - These discover-
ies were made at the time that the
particular operation of ‘trepanning
had fallen into momentary disfavor.
¥t was not until Ferrier’s discoveries
concerning. the -localization of brain
functions and Listér’s introduction of
antiseptic surgery that trepanning
rested on a firm' scientific basis and
found favor again. Nevertheless, it
has been indisputable since those dis-
coveries of the ’seventies that tre-
panning was practised, and with fre-
quency, in the neolithic age. The
method and the purpose of the oper-

| ation, how ever, have been much dis-

puted.
Trepanning With a”Flint.

Various methods have been suggest-
ed as those of the neolithic surgeon.
Bach of them naturally depended upon
the use of a sharpened flint, which
does not’ na,tur ly suggest itself as
the best instruméant for such” an oper-
ation. M. Broca held that it was per-
formed by persistently cutting round
the skull in a circle with a flint. M.
Champonniere has shown lately by ex-
periment that by boring holes at re-
gular intervals the séetion could be
made in 35 minutes. Equally various
have been the purposes suggested.
Some have supposed that it was a part
of some religious rite and performed
after death. Mr. Champonniere is,
however, convinced that the operation
was performed during-life, was often
successful and was performed for me-
dical purposes.—Westminster Gazette.

Hold People in Awe by Means of Iron
Rods. §

The police of Takio have been going
through a hot time during the recent
riots, brought about by a Parliament-
ary crisis. Several lost their lives in
battle with the mob, which fired the
stations and razed them to the ground.

Ordinarily, the guardian of the
peace in the land of earthquakes has
rather a good time. He is dressed
in black from head to foot, and some-
times armed with a staff like a short
billiard-cie though usually he carries
a more formidable weapon, which he
