Gas, It may be said, vitiates the at­

mosphere. True. But it also helps to 
purify It. Its purifying power is 
greater than its vitiating power. 
Electricity does not vitiate, nor does it 
purify. Hear what three eminent 
men have said:—

Much evidence has lately been ad­
duced to show that gas Is more useful 
than the electric light in promoting ef­
ficient ventilation of air. It is for this, 
amongst other reasons, that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light. The latest example Is, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of 
Health, which has recently installed 
gas on Its premises, after experience 
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing r-oom under the old conditions 
could deny the Improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and the 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
field, before the Society of Medical Of­
ficers of Health.

The Supreme Council met at 3 
p.m: yesterday, and adjourned at 6. 
It met again at S. and adjourned at 11 
p.m. until 3 p.m. to-day.

Ten additional delegates arrived 
yesterday making about 160 delegates 
in attendance.

The principal part of yesterday’s 
session was devoted to a considera­
tion of the political situation, and the 
Convention again showed its great 
confidence in President Coaker, by 
giving him absolute power to take 
any steps he deems necessary, in or­
der to uphold the position the Union 
has taken in reference to the resolu­
tions published yesterday.

To-day, resolutions 
dealing with the Redistribution will 
be considered and reports of Com­
mittees submitted to the Convention, 
and at 8 p.m. the Convention will be 
addressed by Mr. A. B. Morine, who 
will deliver a speech in reference to 
the benefits to be derived by the Coun­
try from the materialization of the 
Bonavista Platform.

Messrs. John Loder, A. G. Hudson 
and Arthur Samson received a special 
mark of the Union’s esteem and re­
gard, in consideration of their noble 
actions in retiring last Fall in order 
to permit the President to carry out a 
coalition arrangement with the Lib­
eral Party. They were made life 
members of the Supreme Council, an 
honor that few can hope to obtain.

inexpensive measure 
whereby, they may enjoy this advant­
age—so that they may have a fuller 
share fti the management of their own 
local affairs.” It is needless to say 
that Sir Edward Morris has not car­
ried into effect the proposition he 
set forth. He has failed signally in 
keeping his pledge, and the state of 
affairs during the past five years in re­
gard to local administration has made 
confusion worse confounded. The 
past five years has seen an era of fam­
ily grants and all kinds of grants giv­
en profusely and mostly spent for the 
advantage of individuals and not foi* 
the general public. The feelings of 
the people have been so incensed, and 
the grievance so aggravated by an ac­
centuation of all the evils of grants to 
private individuals, that they are call­
ing aloud for a speedy redress of these 
public evils. They desire a form of 
local control, such as is to be found in 
St. John’s and in other countries. The 
people of a settlement want to have 
all the money to be expended in that 
settlement sent to a Municipal Board, 
the members of which are chosen by 
the people themselves. The accounts 
of income, expenditures and work 
done should be published indirectly in 
the settlement, as well as sent to St. 
John's for filing and inspection by the 
Board of Works and Auditor General. 
By this means an intelligent public 
opinion on local affairs would grow up 
in a stttlement. A sense of responsi­
bility in the people of the settlement 
would be developed, and a feeling of 
responsibility to the people immedi­
ately affected would be brought into 
being. This would do away w ith most 
of the flagrant evils which are ramp­
ant to-day not only in the granting of 
money to individuals to keep their 
partisanship sweet, but also in the 
waste connected with the working out 
of road monies and special grants.

Liider the present system a maxi­
mum of public money is wasted and a 
minimum of public improvements 
made. This will continue to be so, as 
long as the system lasts. Mere in­
quiries from members of the Opposi­
tion are not sufficient to check it. De­
lays in tabling statements in the 
House of Assembly, such as occurred 
last session, aggravate the feeling, and 
create the impression that the Board 
of Works have something to hide, that 
the Board is a party to public waste, 
and that the Board will do nothing to 
check it. Under such a condition of 
affairs, evjls must abound. The Au­
ditor General is almost powerless. The 
remedy is clear: Make the- people a

MEXICO CITY,;To-day.

The enunciation of the Washington 
policy appears not to alarm Huerta, 
especially since he long ago abandon­
ed hope of anything but opposition 
from the States. He said yesterday, 
“I have no intention of yielding. 
Should this fighting Mexico continue 
for years, I shall continue to do my 
part in it if l am still alive.” Huerta 
declared the country self-supporting, 
and that forced loans if made neces­
sary would enable him to resist inde­
finitely so long as he was able to-ob- 
tain American oil. He did not regard 
the shutting of native oil from the 
railway as vital. The Washington 
Government officials were more than 
ever confident that the infinite pati­
ence which the. States has shown in 
its treatment of the Mexican problem, 
will soon be rewarded by a resolution 
brought about by the operation of 
gréât International forces, now en-» 
gaged in the final struggle in Mexico. 
Such a conclusion has been the one 
principal object of American Admin­
istration. Among the facts which 
form the basis of the belief of the 
closing chapter of the Huerta regime 
now being written is a report to the 
State Department from agents in 
Mexico. Federal troops are no longer 
in receipt of pay, without which ex­
perience has shown, their loyalty can­
not be depended upon. Other re­
ports are regarded as indicating the 
speedy triumph of the Constitutional­
ist troops relate to the preciptate 
flight of the heads of families which 
have controlled vast estates in North­
ern Mexico employing thousands of 
persons on agriculture stock raising 
and mining.

Civic Management
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—In my last letter I ad­
vanced the theory that it was useless 
to blame the Municipal Council for 
all our'’Civic ills, and that it was our 
ridiculous system of government 
which was really at fault. I say 
“ridiculous” advisedly, for it is utter­
ly absurd to expect men who are paid 
50c. a day, who have very limited 
powers, and strictly limited funds, to 
transform St. John’s into the city of 
our dreams. The Municipal Council 
might easily ask with the Israelites 
in Egypt : “How can we make bricks 
without straw?”

I think it is time to stop criticiz­
ing the Municipal Council, and in­
stead to endeavour to make such 
changes in our system of government 
as will make it effective.

There has been a remarkable 
growth of civic pride in the U. S. and 
Canada in receift years. Dozens, nay 
hundreds, at cities have found them­
selves to exactly the same plight as 
we are. and it is most, interesting and 
useful ,io learn how they have grap­
pled with their problems.

The system Of government, which 
have been evolved, is known as Gov­
ernment by Commission. To us the 
term is apt to be misleading, as we 
generally apply H to a body of per­
sons appointed by the Governor in 
Council for some definite purpose, but 
Municipal Government by Commission 
will bn found to be the purest and 
most direct type of democratic gov­
ernment.

LETTER FROM MR. GOSLING.
(Republished by Request.)

The fundamental principle of Com- 
I mission Government is to secure the 
services of efficient men to adminis­
ter the affairs of the ci.ty, and to give 
them full and complete authority, re­
serving to the electors certain checks 
or “balances of power.”

Efficient men are obtained in the 
usual way—by paying for them. In 
towns up to 30,000 to 40,000 inhahi1- 
ants Mayors are paid from $2,500 to 
$3,000 and the Councillors, generally 
four, are paid from " $2,000 to $2,500 
per annum. They are elected for 
terms of two, three or four years and 
in practice are generally re-elected 
term after term. The ward system 
has been abolished, each member of 
the Commission being elected by the 
whole citÿ. Instead of each Commis­
sioner having a ward in his especial 
charge, under the "new system each 
man is made the head of a definite 
department, for the conduct of which 
he is responsible to the Commission 
and to the people.

These Departments vary in different 
cities, but the general division of 
work is as follows:—

1. Public Affairs,—under the MaVof, 
having general oversight over the 
city’s business.

2. Accounts and Finance, which is 
self-explanatory.

3. Public Safety, including the Pol­
ice and Fife Department and Board of 
Health.

4. Streets and Public Improvements.
5. Barks and Public Property. •
For obvious' reasons such a division

of work would not he imltam for us,
and 1 woiild suggest someflflng like 
the following:—

1. public Affairs.
2. Revenue and-Financé.
3. Water, Sewerage and Lighting.
4. Htiad making, Paving and Repair­

ing. Street Cleaning and Watering, 
and the Collection of Garbage.

5. Public Health and Housing.
But very likely those who have had

practical experience in the work of 
the Council, can suggest a touch bet- 
tèr division of wor.k than I can.

The Commissioners are generally 
expected to give the Whole of their 
time to their duties, but tn some 
citiep they are only required to give 
five or six hours per diem. . Besides 
having each his own-- department to 
manage, the Commissioners, under 
the chairmanship of the Mayor meet 
regularly to discuss and decide upon 
the general policy of their adminis­
tration.

A check is placed upon our Muni­
cipal Council by the necessity it IS un­
der to submit to the Legislature on 
January 31st of each year, an esti­
mate of Its Income and expenditure 
for the ensuing year, and it iS not al­
lowed by law to exceed its estimated ] 
expenditure or to raise money.

A proper check upon the action of 
the Municipal Council is no doubt de­
sirable. but, in my opinion, the above 
is a most unreasonable hindrance to 
efficient government. I am told that, 
strictly speaking, they cannot put a 
new light in the streets unless ft has 
been provided for in the estimate of 
expenditure.

tinder the Commission form of gov­
ernment full legislative and admin­
istrative powers are bestowed upon 
the Commission. It has the right to 
levy taxes, to borrow money, issue 
bonds, lay out and pave streets, en­
act building regulations, grant fran­
chises, operate water powers, light- 
in plants or other public utilities. In 
fact some cities have almost complet! 
“home rule." and are independent al­
most entirely of state or provincial 
legislation in matters which concern 
the city.

When giving such comprehensive 
powers, it is only right and propei 
that some check should be provided 
which while supplying a powerin' 
corrective, when found necessary 
would yet permit the larger freedon 
of action.

Most cities adopting Commission 
Government have therefore associate!- 
with it three “checks" or “balances o' 
power,” known as the “Referendum," 
“Initiative” and “Recall.”

The “Referendum” gives the voterr 
the power to Teverse or approve the 
policies of the Commission.

The “Initiative” gives- them th< 
power to insist upon new lines o 
policy.

The “Recall” gives them the powei 
to dismiss any member of the Com 
mission whose conduct is not satis 
factory..

These powers are put Into force to 
petition for a plebiscite vote to b< 
taken up6n the matter in question 
The petition has to be signed by fron 
15 p.c. to 25 p.c. of the voters at thi 
last election, the proposition vary inf 
in different cities.

it will thus be seen that while
complete powers are given to tbt
Commission, the final sontrol is ir
the hands of the people, and com Ik 
exercised at any moment.

The first city to adopt, or rather ir 
its case, to formulate the C’ommteslor 
plan of Government was Galveston 
Texas, after that city was devastate! 
by the tidal wave in 1900. The firs 
Commission was partly appointed to 
the Legislature of the State and part 
ly elective, hence it took the name 
“Commission” which seems rather : 
misnomer now that the governing 
bodies are entirely elective.

The wor.k done by the Galveston 
Commission was so remarkable that 
the fame of it spread to other cities 
which while spared a cataclysm sue’ 
as forced a reform upon Galveston 
were suffering from the more genera 
and greater evil of mismanagemei: 
and boss rule.

By the close of 1910 about 150 citie' 
had adopted the new system of gov 
ernment, and I understand that Cot 
movement has continued to find favor 
but have no positive information at 
to the number of cities now govern 
ed by Commissions.

The history of the cities first mak­
ing the change is quite remarkable'
It is one long story of triumph, to 
evils removed, reforms established 
and economies effected.

The city nearest to us to elect*ti 
try the new method is St. John, N.B 
There the movement was set on foo: 
by a Committee of the Board til 
Trade, but I have no information at 
present as to the form of the Ac* 
finally passed by the Legislature.

Now the question is whether this 
new sytsem of Civic Government 
would suit us. It seems to me that 
it would, admirably, and in any cast 
that it te worthy ot very carêttil con­
sideration.

One thing I am quite convinced 
about, and I feel sure that my con­
viction is shared by every thoughtfu' 
citizen, and that is the necessity o! 
taking action immediately to obtain 
more efficient Civic Government.

No doubt there are many in the city 
who have information as to the Com­
mission form of government, who, 1 
hope, may be induced to make their 
knowledge public, whether it be for 
or against the system.
