KHAKI IS BEST FIGHTING COLOR.

How should a soldier be clad? asks
the London Standard. The answer
obvious. He should be warm in the
winter and cool in the summer. Buf
this is only a corner of the question.
Warm and cold clothing, can be ar-
ranged quite easily. The discussion
at the present moment is what his
color should be. Of course, there is
a very exquisite science of color, and
it would be easy to design a perfectly
invisable set of clothing for any man
who  wants to stand -still in -one
place. i . )

In one corner of the Naturdl His-
tory Museum at South Kensington
two birds are on show. One! is. visi-
ble, and the other .is either missed al-
together by the human eye or else
it looks like a ghost. Both are modcls
of doves, and the invisible or semiiz
visible ghost is just as solid as .the
cther one. - Its invisible coat has been
given by painting darker greys on its
back and all the upper edges of its
heads and wings. -In fact, on. all
parts that would ordinarily catch the
sunlight the grey is dark.

A satisfying feature of the raising
Newfound-

of volunteer soldiers _in

land is that Newfoundland has carried’

pledge in full and overflow-

ing measure. Newfoundland under-
took to raise 500 men, two companies,
or say ten platoons. This entailed
not merely the sending forward of
500 men, but an obligation to supply
reserves to keep up that strength.
Two contingents are in training in
Edinburgh Castle. Soon Newfoundland
will be represented by a full battal-
icn, and there will be by that time
at the present rate of enlistment five
or six platoons in training here as a
reserve to the 1st battalion of the
Newfoundland Regiment. Newfound-
land promised half a battalion-and re-
serves and is now in course of fur-
nishing a battalion and reserves. The
proportion of volunteers furnished by
the city is away ahead of what the
city would be called upon to furnish
on a pro rata basis of population as
compared to the outports. This
arises from many causes. The peo-
ple of the city are kept constantly in
teuch with the war news through the
daily press and the posting of bulle-
tins. Many addresses, lectures and
sermons have been delivered in the
city. Many patriotic concerts held;
and from the first there was a strong
martial spirit among the young men
due to the four excellent boys’ briga-
des, and this spirit has been fostered
hy the presence of the volunteers in
kbaki, the sailors in blue, their drills
and parades. Most of these methods
of stimulating recruiting are absent
from the outports and their absence
largely accounts for the better show-
ing of St. John’s. But it is pleasing to
observe that the outports are begin-
ning to show up better in the daily
lists of volunteers. To-day there is
a list of thirty volunteers who en-
rolled yesterday. Twenty of these
are’ from the outports and ten from
the' city. This proportion is still
much below the ratio of outport to
city population, even when we take
into consideration the number of re-
servists furnished by the outports, but
it is a distinct improvement and high-
ly gratifying.

TORPEDOED OFF BEACHY HEAD.

LONDON, To-Day.

The British steamer Glenartney, of
Glasgow, was torpedoed this morning
off Beachy Head by a German sub-
marine, which gave no notice of her
intention. In the scramble for boats-
several of the crew were drowned;
others numbering 40, several of whom
were injured, were pfcked up by a
steamer and landed at Newhaven. The
Glenartney, which was 3,309 tons re-
gister, was bound from Baugkok, Siam,
for London, loaded with 8,000 tons of
rice. .

A LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-Day.

The next important battle on the
western- front, it is believed, will take
place along the River Yser, held on
one side by the recently reorganized
Belgian army and on the other by the
Germans. As the floods have sub-
sided, the Belgians supported by the
warships of the Allies have already
pushed their line slightly forward.
This is almost certain to lead to
counter attacks by the Germans and
a general engagement, as has been
the case when similar movements
were initiated elsewhere along the
front. An artillery duel was the way
the preparation commenced. There
may be a slight delay while the Ger-
mans are waiting reinforcements from
Germany, for they have been using
most of their reserves to counter-at-
tack British troops at St. Eloi and
Neuve Chapelle and the French at
North Arras, but that a big clash will
soon come nobody doubts. The con-
test for the spur of Notre Dame de
Lorette is still in progress, and, ac-
cording to Berlin, further attempts
of the French to advance in Cham-
pagne, where they captured an im-
portant: ridge north of Lemesnil, have
been repulsed. Fighting in the Ar-
gonne For_est and the Vosges slacken-
ed somewhat, owing doubtless to a re-
turn to winter conditions. There is
little news from the eastern front. Be-
yond the fact that the Russians have
again crossed the East Prussian fron-
tier in the far northeast near Tilsit
and that they are continuing their
offensive against the Austrians in
Bukowina, there is no change. in the
situation. There is a temporary lull
in the bombardment of the Darda-
nelles and Symrna, according to an
Athens despatch, which gives no rea-
son for this, but it was thought to be
due to unfavorable weather condi-
tions. The Turks are taking advan-
tage of this to repair as far as pos-
sible the damage done to forts and
batteries. They express confidence,
which is shared in by the German
Field Marshal Von Goltz, that the
Straits are impenetrable. The belief
is held here, however, that as soon as
the ships receive fresh supplies of
ammunition they will resume the. at-
tack with even greater force. A con-
ference between the Government and
the labor leaders to arrange for an
acceleration of the output of war mu-
nitions was continued in London yes-
terday and adjourned until to-day. A
complete agreement has been reach-
ed, but the Laborites are desirous of
making certain that the arrangements
entered into now will not affect work-
ers after the war.

His own
regiment, the Grenadier Guards, he
declared, lost their Colonel, sixteen
officers killed and wounded, and of
1,000 men the finest in the army, only
300 survived. The Cameronians also
seemed to have been almost totally
wiped out. Their lists of killed and
wounded were appaling. The system
of concealment on the part of mili-
tary authorities, he asserted, was
most ridiculous. He was afraid it
would have the effect of prolonging
the war. A despatch to the Times
gives a list of 25 British officers kill-
ed. whose names had not appeared in
the official list, making total of 338
officers killed or wounded in the re-
cent fighting.

These trials are
similar to which took place in Janu-
ary, since which time half the crews
of the dreadnoughts have been sent
to Belgium with heavy guns to meet
the bombardment of the British naval
heavy artillery. The largest of the
German warships have not left the
Kiel Canal since war began.

CROWN PRINCE DEAD ()

NEW YORK, To-Day.

In a letter communicated to the Sun
yesterday the report that the German
Crown Prince was dead, which has
been rumored from time to time, was
reported this time by a resident of
Copenhagen, who says it is common
knowledge in Denmark. The Crown
Prince has been murdered, says this
correspondent. He was killed by one
of the members of his own suite. Since
then the Kaiser has doubled his body
guard with picked men, doubtless for
fear he may meet a similar fate.

GERMAN CROWN PRINCE

Now Reported in Disgrace and Living
in Seclusion.

New York, March 3.—A special to
the London Daily Express and New
York Herald from Geneva says:—

For nearly two months nothing has
been heard of the German Crown
Prince, either from military head-
quarters or from Berlin. A report that
he has been killed has been wholly
discredited, but his sudden retirement
into obscurity has been the cause of
much speculation. News received
here from Innsbruck states definitely
that he is in disgrace and by the
Kaiser’s express command is living in
strict seclusion in Berlin.

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SUBMARINE CHASE THE STEAM-
ER LAPLAND.

London, March 12.—The destruc-
tion of the third submarine lost by
Germany within a week, was report-
ed by the captain of the trawler Alex
Chaste, upon her return to North
Shields to-day. He stated that the
under-water - craft was apparently
trying to ram his vessel, Thursday
night when she sank. The captain’s
report was immediately transmitied
here by the trawler’s owners.

The German submarines show no
decrease in activity, despite the re-
cent losses to the Kaiser's under-
water squadron. The coasting vessel
Helen reported on her arrival at

*Liverpool that she was fired upon by

a submarine, eight miles off the Mer-
sey Bar. The torpedo despatched by
the submarine missed the Helen by
only twenty yards.

A despatch from Liverpool states
that the Red Star Liner Lapland was
pursued by a submarine, shortly afier
she sailed for New York yesterday
with 106 passengers, but her captain
crowded on full steam and outdis-
tanced the submarine. This is the
first reported instance of a submar-
ine pursuing an Atlantic liner. The
submarine that is reported to have
chased the Lapland is believed by the
Admiralty to be the same one that
attacked the Helen.

Zeppelin airship or aeroplanes are
now beginning a campaign against
British shipping, in co-operation with
the German submarines, ac¢ording
to advices received from Shields. The
steamer Linhope reported on her ar-
vival at Shields that a bomb was
dropped fifty yards from the vessel.
The steamer’s crew declare they dis-
tinctly heard an airship ' overhead.
but they were unable to discern her
nature because of the darkness.

STILL STORMING THE NARROWS.
London, March 12.—The British
fleet operating at Smyrna is said to
consist of three battleships and four
cruisers. A Tenedos despatch states
that two powerful French warships
have also joined the British vessels.
Two of the Smyrna forts were bad-
ly damaged by a recent bombardmnt
from the guns of the British cruise:
Sapphire, under command of Capt.
Somerville, but to reach the main
forts it was found necessary to us2
the heavy guns of the battleships.
In the meantime the operations of
the Allies’ fleet in the Dardanelles
are continuing. Latest reports state
that Fort Chanak Kalesi has been
badly damaged by the warships’ fire.
This fort is one of the strongest
guarding the Narrows, into which the
French and British warships have
thus far been unable to - penetrate.
One of the magazines in the fortress
was blown up by a shell on Wednes-
day afternoon. :
Tenedos advices “confirm reports
that ' the fire of the Turkish forts is
growing weaker. This is attributed
by officials of the British Admiralty,
to the fact that the Ottoman garrison
lack ammunition, and that what they
have is of an inferior quality.

SLIGHT FIRE.—At 6.15 p.m. yes-
terday an alarm of fire summoned the
Central and Western Companies to
the residence of Mr. F. Alderdice, at
the head of Pleasant Street where a
slight chimney fire was in progress.
The blaze-was promptly extinguished
before any damage was done.

The subject for last evenlngs de-
bate was: “Do the figures of the 1911
Census made a redistribution of seats
imperative before next General Elec-
tion?’ The speakers for the affirma-
tive were Mr. S. Woods, Mr. W.
Clarke and Mr. H. Smith and the ne-
gative speakers were Mr. Wm. Soper
and Mr./Geo. Peters.

The chief arguments put forward
by the affirmative were that an equal
representation would - mean one mem-
ber for each 7,000 of the population,
therefore St. John’s East should have
4 men. Harbor Grace which has only
half St. John’s East population has
now the same number of members,
viz., 3. Harbour Grace should have
2. Ferryland which has only 5,793
population has two members; one
member should be taken and given to
St. George’s which has mnearly the
population of Harbor Grace and now
only one member. St. Barbe has a
large population and long coast line,
should have two members. Labrador
with a population of 4,000 .should
have one member. It was also con-
tended that the best plan would be
one man districts so that each man
would be responsible for his own dis-
trict.

The negative reviewed the history
of Responsible Government and argu-
ed that the people were satisfied with
the present distribution of seats, that
to make any change before next elec-
tion would mean strife, ete., and that
nothing should be done at least until
after the war. That all Governments
would- readjust seats in  their own
favor. That Canada passed a redis-
tribution bill to come into effect after
the next election that prevented the
present Government from obtaining
any advantage. On the vote being
taken the affirmative won by a large
majority. Next week the Institute
will decide the question of the an-
nual dinner. The debate will be:

GERMANS SPRAY BURNING OIL ON
FRENCH ADVANCED LINES.

Paris, March 4.—The effect of the
burning oil and chemical sprayed by
the Germans upon the French advan-
ced trenches in the woods of Melan-
court, which was mentioned in a re-
cent official communication Feb. 27, is
described in La Liberte by a nurse at
the front. Incidentally it has been
learned that this new instrument of

warfare, which is a German invention,

was patented in France.

The nurse was at a railway station
when the soldier vietims arrived.
Their faces were badly burned, their
limbs blistered and their uniforms
charred. A soldier, who acted as
spokesman, told the nurse of their
experience. He said that at nightfall,
after a relatively calm day, the Ger-
mans began to attack with flaming
liquid. Incredulous at-first, the French
soon discovered 'that this liquid was
being directed against them from sev-
eral jets.

“Special appliances were used in
some instances and at times an ap-
paratus resembling a fire engine. In-
cendiary grenades were also hurled
by the Germans. The trenches were
soon in flames.

“None of us could escape this tor-
rent of fire,” said the soldier. “Our
clothes flowed wit hoil, and some of us
became livng torches. -Surrounded by
flames we had to retire, but not until
our comrades of the second line were
ready to resist the attack of the en-
emy which began six minutes later.

“A bayonet attack by the French
was carried out with veritable fury, so
great was their desire for revenge.”

At the end of the combat the Ger-
mans had lost 150 Kkilled and. sixty
taken prisoners.

He says the
British battle cruisers made 285/
knots, which in the case of the New
Zealand and the Jdndomitable was
greatly above the normal.

Admiral ‘Beatty; also:states that tghe
German' destroyers which were num-
erous, emitted vast columns of smoke
trying to hide the -German: cruisers,
and that’the subsequent attack eof
these craft on the Lion and the Tiger
was repelled by - gunfire. = Ger
submarines were _sighted near the
Tiger, but it/is not stated that they
did anything.

Admiral Sturdee quotes survivor§
of the German cruiser Gneisenau as
saying that 600- of the erew had been,
killed or wounded by the time the
ammunition was expended. Probably
200 of the survivors were unwound-
ed. Many of them died, owing to the
shoek of the cold -water into which

drowned, although the British made
every effort to save them.

The cruiser Scharnhorst was ap-
parently a vertible furnaee before she
went down. Admirable Sturdee men-
tions a column of smoke and steam
that arose from her, and says that
whenever a shot made a hole in the
vessel’s side, the dull, red glow of
flames was visible.

erican ship, the German cruiser Eitel
Friedrich sank the William P. Frye,
on the morning of January 28, with a
charge of dnamite,” said Captain
Kiehne.

“lI was almost becalmed when the
German ship- appeared about two
o’clock in the afternoon of January
27. My ship was barely moving, and I
paid- no attention to the first order
from the German to lay to. However,
she bore down on me, and 1 brought
my craft to a standstill. After learn-
ing that I carried a cargo of wheat,
the German captain told me that. it
was contraband, and he intended to
destroy it. I protested, but no atten-

|tion was paid to my statements.

“A German officer and a squad of
men were sent aboard the bark, amd
I and my crew were set to work
throwing the grain overboard. The
German sighted another vessel, also
becalmed, and made for her. He re-
turned about ten o’clock at night, hav-
ing sent the other ship to the bottom,
as I afterwards ascertained.

“Evidently the grain was not being
thrown overboard fast enough .to suit
the German skipper, for he sent a half
hundred of his men aboard soon after-
wards, and the work went on for
hours without ‘interruption. However,
it was slow at best, and I was inform-
ed about two o’clock next morning
my  ship would be sent to the bottom,
which was done in the manner de-
scribed above.

“It was originally the intention. of
the German captain to leave enough
of the cargo in the hold of the ship
for ballast. That part of the grain
was to be rendered useless by salt
water.

“As soon as I was informed that
my ship was to be sent to the bottom,
I, my wife and two boys and the crew
went on board the German cruiser.

“For two weeks before making this
port the German ship molested no
ships of any kind, and always avoided
them, not wishing to give the Eng-
lish €ruisers any wind of her inten-
tions. She proceeded slowly up the
coast®all lights that were not out be-
ing carefully shaded.

“Last night, while nearing the
Capes, the wireless ‘apparatus on
board the Eitel informed us that there
were four English warships in our
immediate vicinity, two.of which seem-
ed very close. However, we eluded
them, and made this port to safety.”
