Montreal, delivered a lecture last 
night In Gower Street Church. The 
subject of the lecture, “Spiritualism 
and the Psychic Phenomena,” was 
handled with great ability and yet 
simplicity. The lecturer had a diffi­
cult subject for a popular audience, 
but did not fail to illuminate it as to 
make it comprehensible to all.

The Italian Victory. New Steamship Service
The not entirely unexpected news 

that the first phase of the Austrian 
offensive against the Italian front had 
signally failed, will be received with 
every demonstration of joy in all the 
allied countries, for without doubt, 
and as foreshadowed in our War Re­
view a few days ago, and now confirm­
ed by yesterday’s late despatches, the 
main object of this onslaught was to 
crush quickly the Italian resistance, 
overwhelm with swift defeat the 
Italian armies, and then withdraw 
many divisions of men from this thea­
tre and throw them into a greater of­
fensive against the Allies on the West­
ern front. But the Austrian plans mis • 
cirried and far from inflicting defeat 
on the armies of King Victor Emman- 
ual, they have been thrown back in dis­
order and are now retreating from the 
territory which was captured in the 
first days of their advance, leaving the 
Italians and their Allies to take up the 
pursuit of the retiring columns at 
leisure. That the defenders have now 
become the aggressors is evident 
from the forthcoming intelligence

These are sometimes very different. 
Many experiments by Sir William"

How shall we 
explain the facts: 1, many phenom­
ena are now brought within the realm 
of physical and phychologlcai law; 2, 
a good case has been made out for 
telepathy.

Can all the phenomena be explain­
ed by automatism and telepathy? 
Much of the phenomena alleged by the 
best of the mediums, and the defence 
of same by its most learned advocatee 
has not been convincing. A conjurer 
is able to perform some of the wonder­
ful feats which have come under the 
caption of psychic phenomena.

As far as reading and Judgment go, 
said the lecturer, spiritism has not 
added one single bit of knowledge to 
our own surmises re the life beyond. 
The teachings of the spirits have al­
ways followed well defined lines. 
Further, the intelligence behind spirit 
messages has In many cases been 
shown to be subject to the influence 
of suggestion. It' is also significant 
that the communication seldom rise 
above the intellectual level of the 
medium and the sitters. Another fact 
which has great weight is, that many 
very eminent and sane men, after 
year* of research, have still been un­
convinced of the truth of the con­
