1. The wholesale price K of sugar
when sold by the importer shall not
exceed T'wenty-geven and one-guarter
cents per poimd. when it is a cash
transaction.

2. When sugar.is sold by Jobbers,

Twenty-eight and one-quarter cents
per pound, when it is a cash transac-
tion.

3. For the purpose of this Regula-
tion, Twenty-five barrels or over shall
constitute and be deemed a wholesale
transaction, and must be taken deliv-
ery of at one time. Any less quantity
than the above, sold in original pack-

Largest Doors on Earth.

The doors in gquestion are those at
the west entramce of St. Paul’s Cath-
edral, London, England, and the rea-
son they are not noticed more than
they are is that, except in the hot
summer weather, they are nearly al-
ways closed.

A blight appears to have set-
tled upon Newfoundland since

the assumption of office* by the’

Liberal Reform Party. Every-
thing they have touched has
gone wrong, excepting salaries.

‘How Much Are
M. P.’s Worth?

The Commons, having passed a bud-
get which gives promise of providing
large public funds—with the business
community bearing the heavy end of
the burden—the interest of members
and Senators at Ottawa is turned to
the matter of increasing the sessional
indemnity from $2,500 to $4,000.
‘When there are two sessions a year,
as was the case last year, the mem-
bers would draw eight thousand dol-
lars. ' The increase would cost the
country about half a million extra
a year. .

There are a number of the mem-
bers whose time is worth a great deal
more than $4,000; but the majority
are certainly not in that class. Near-
ly one hundred of them have no in_-
come except what they draw from the
House—or so the income tax shows.
Good business men would certainly be
worth the increased amount asked
for—but few of them could make such
a claim.

The main objection to an increase
in indemnity at the present time is
the encouragement it would give to
Bolshevism and unrest. It is difficult
to understand where some members
keep their sense of the eternal fit-
ness of things, when they would en-
deavour to worry the Government—
as they certainly have been doing—
into making a big grant to them a
month or two after having told the
returned men that the financial cop<
dition of the country would not per-
mit of the giving of the gratuity ask-
ed for. Nor would the increase be in
keeping with that careful handling of
public funds which those who are
paying the increased taxes under the
new budget would like to see.—Fin-
ancial Post, Toronto.

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History Repeats Itself,

Gozarnor Mtol’l Letter to the
Late Hon. James Grieve,
(H. ¥! SHORTIS.)

During thé past week the following
letter has come into my possession.
It will be an eye-opener to the mém-
pers of the Patriotic Association to
find that their efforts to raise sub-
scriptions for Imperial work is only

what their forefathers did sixty-five

years ago—during the Crimean War,
when Britain and France wére unit-
ed as they were during the Great
War.  The “intéresting’ fact that' T
wish ¢o-bring out is, that our popular
citizen, . Hon. W. B, Grieve, .0.B.E,
who was the indefatigable Secretary
and hard worker of our present Patri-
otic Association, is the son of the
Hon. James Grieve to whom Governor
Hamilton’s document is addressed,
and who gave his time and money so
generously in those days of strife
sixty-five years ago, as his patriotic
son has done during the days of the
terrible struggle against attempted
German domination of the world.
Here we find one of the happlest co-
incidents of “History repeating it-
self,” and “Like Father like son” is
something that the Hon. W. B. Grieve
can well be proud of. The following
is a copy of Governor Hamilton’s let-
ter:
Government House,
. Tth February, 1855.

The Hon. James Grieve.

Sir,—I have the honor to acknow-
ledge the receipt of your letter of
this day’s date transmitting to me a
Bank Bill for the sum of £1623 ster-
ling, being the amount of the contri-
butions raised by the committee ap-
pointed by me in aid of the Patriotic
Fund.

It is considered that the voluntary
contributions raised in the Empire in
aid of the Patriotic Fund reflect a
credit upon Britain not unworthy of
the glory shed upon it by the heroism
of the soldiers; and the contributions
raised in Newfoundland must fill
every patriotic heart amongst us with
sentiments of satisfaction.

I shall have great satisfaction in
forwarding to Her Maesty’s Secretary
.of State your letter and the draft it
contains; and I tHink I may venture
to say, without being presumptuous,
that Her Maesty will not hear with-
out emotions of pleasure, that the
noble courage and the fidelity of her
soldiers are generously wppreciated
by her subjects in Newfoundland

At a meeting of the wholesale and
retail grocers held yesterday in ‘the
Board of Trade Rooms, Mr. R. G. Win-
ter occupied the chair. A c‘ommit‘tee‘
of five were appointed to interview
the Food Control Board and place the
matter under discussion before them. |
It appears that there are two classes |
of retailers—those who buy wholesale |
from the Board and retail, and those '
who buy in smaller quantities, 'lfhe|
former have, as retailers, one cent
more profit than the smaller shop-
keepers. The purely wholesale men
have only 1 per cent. profit aﬁowed
thein by the Control Board. The small
dealers cannot sell'at thé profit allow-
ed them and asks the Board either to
reduce their price to the purely whole-
sale trade or allow themselves to ad-
vance the price. Up to noon to-day
the committee had not met the Con-
trol Board. The sentiment of the re-
tailers is that the price is already high i
enough and poor people have to buy
sugar in quarter pound ‘lots.

If you are fortunate enough to bhe
able to translate roughly, or have
some good interpreter do so for you,
many gems of purest ray serene in
ihe way of humor will be your re-
ward. Here are some culled from the
Jlvertising columns of a Polish
daper:

“To rent—a room for a single wo-
man 8 x 10 feet.”

“Wanted—a strong young man for
retail store, partly outdoors and part-
ly behind the counter.”

“Wanted—competent druggist to
yndertake sale of a new patent rem-
edy, Will prove highly lucrative to
tae undertaker.”
