After the skin eruptions are well 
developed, the main effort should be 
directed, Mr. Hanàen tells us, toward 
preventing the spread ot the poison 
by means of the finger-nails and in 
other ways, which may occur while 
the patient Is asleep. Many secure al­
most immediate relief by the simple 
method of bathing the poisoned area 

I in plenty of hot water. He continues:
“Allow me to issue a note ot warn­

ing against making use of sugar-of- 
lead upon the open poison ivy wounds, 
since there is always danger of lead 
poisoning setting in, and lead poison­
ing is even more dangerous than ivy 
poisoning. Even zinc oxid, another 
favorite ‘remedy,’ should not be used 
until'the spread of the disease has 
been checked and the open sores have 
commenced to heal.

Generally, It Is explained, the drugs 
are sold at once to a dealer and he lu 
turn sells in large quantities to sail­
ors going to other ports.

Another 
simple method Is‘to employ a person, 
pot readily susceptible, to pull out 
jhe creeping roots following rain, 
when the ground is soft; but heavy 
k&untleted glove# and an old suit ot 
overalls should be worn while the 
work Is being done. It should not be 
forgotten that the poison will ding to 
the clothes for an Indefinite period. 
Furthermore, the dead, dried ivy 
plants are àlsd dangerous ot them­
selves.

LONDON, May. (C.P.)—The sci­
ence of good living is cultivated In 
the British House of Commons, as 
well as the science or art ot good 
government, and the kitchen and re­
freshment rooms in the House are 
given due consideration accordingly. 
A select committee of M.P.’s look af- 
ter this branch of the administration 
of the United Kingdom.

This committee recently presented 
its report for 1928 In a White, Paper, 
which stated that the number of 
meals served to the House of Com­
mons, including teas and meals at 
the b**». totalled. 141,728. This was a 
decrease bf 4,884 compared with the 
number In 1982.

The total receipts of the Houses of 
■Parliament • refreshment rooms tor 
1988 were £84,017, e decrease of 
£8,769 compared with the receipts 
tor 1922. The decline to the revenue 
and number of meals served In the 
House -ot Commons lest year Is ac­
counted ter by the tact that the busi­
ness of the House oceuped only 114 
days, against 183 days In 1922. The- 
expenditure in wages, salaries, health 
Insurance and drink allowance 
amounted to £8,281, as compared with 
£8,913 to the previous year, and ot 
this amount £2,468 was for periods 
when the House was closed, as against 
£2^27 to 1828. The decrease is ac­

CANTWELL, Alaska, April 15 (A. 
P.)—Thirty years ago, the Eskimos 
of Alaska had nothing, but now they 
control nearly >6,000,000 worth of 
stock and property, according to Wil­
liam T. Lopp, superintendent of the 
Alaska division of the United States 
bureau of education. He has been 
here inspecting reindeer herds grac­
ing in the plateau of Broad Pass.

Because of the encroachment of 
privately owned herds of reindeer on 
the Seward peninsula and Point 
Barrow section of the territory, it is 
planned eventually to remove the 
Eskimo herds to Broad Pass, with 
Cantwell as the directing base. The 
first herd of 5,000 animals will be 
driven from the Seward peninsula to 
Idltarod next fall, allowed ti> recup­
erate, and started again In time to 
cross the big rivers before the break­
up in spring. _

Briefly summarized. Dr. Oswald’s 

excavations, though still far from 
complete, point to the following con­
clusions:—Margidunum was one of 
the forts founded by Ostorius Scap­
ula in 48 A.D. to guard ihe early 
frontier between the Severn and the 
Trent. It was defended by five ditch­
es and a wooden rampart, which was 
burnt down probably during the 
Brtiadlcean Insurrection, when the 
remnant of the Ninth Legion fled to 
its base at Lincoln. When the re­
volt had been crushed the camp was 
restored with stone buildings, roofed 
with red tiles and lighted with glass 
windows. Iron was smelted in the 
camp and many Iron objecta hare 
been found, among them swords, keys, 
a grid-iron and nails. Pottery was 
also itiade on the spot, for common 
use, while red-glazed “Samian’' ware 
was imported from France for the of­
ficers.

It is clear that the Romans did not 
suppress British art, for the early pot­
tery shows many late Celtic charac­
teristics, and enamelled brooches and 
seal-boxes display Celtic designs and 
technique. About the beginning of 
the second century, Margidunum ceas­
ed to possess military value, for the 
frontier had been shifted to the Great 
Wall, between Carlisle and Newcas­
tle. It was then completely levelled, 
ditches and wells were filled with 
camp rubbish, buildings were pulled 
down, and the stones used for Roman 
villas in the neighbourhood. The 
present Fosseway replaced the earlier 
Roman highway and was driven ar­
bitrarily across the dismantled, camp, 
which became a meve posting station.

It was not until the fourth century 
that Margidunum rose again to Im­
portance. When Theodosius, in 869 
A.D., drove back the Piets and Scots, 
who had raided Britain even as far as 
London, destroying villages and 
towns, he rebuilt many camp's, and at
