(Hall's Journal of Health.)

In the latitudes of New England and 
New York, going westward, the month of 
March is the most disagreeable of the 
whole year, with its changing tempera­
ture, its slosh and mud, its cold, raw, 
piercing, damp winds ; and although not 
as cold ns January and February, it is 
more prolific of dangerous diseases, great­
ly promoted by the hurry of the people 
for lighter clothing ; but it would lie 
better to wear the entire clothing through 
March, and even to the middle of April ; 
and even then to the first week of May, 
to make no change in the outer clothing, 
nor any iu tho inner garments, except to 
a less heavy woollen next the skin ; for 
it is only for three hours "embracing one 
o’clock in the afternoon -that winter 
clothing is at all oppressive ; while tho 
very warmth of noonday makes the raw 
dampness of the morning and late after­
noons specially felt.

All changes lo a lighter and cooler gar­
ment should be made at dressing in the 
morning, and if in any case the change 
leaves the body chilly, or soon after it is 
made the weather changes to be much 
Cooler, by all means promptly, without 
half an hour’s delay, resume tho full 
winter dress. Tho old, the young, tho 
invalid, in short all persons of feeble con­
stitutions, of small vitality, should be 
especially careful to heed these sugges­
tions ; inattention to which gives rise to 
the very frequent announcements in the 
morning - papers, ip the early spring,

The Parliamentary Clock. The large 
clock of the English Parliament House 
is the largest clock iu tho world. The 
four dials of this clock arc 22 feet in 
diameter. Every half minute tho point 
of tho minute hand moves nearly 7 inches. 
The clock will go for 8£ days, but it only 
strikes for 7j, thus indicating any neglect 
iu winding it up. The mere winding up 
of the striking mechanism takes two 
hours. The pendulum is fifteen feet 
long ; the wheels arc of cast iron ; tho 
hour bell is 8 feet high and 9 feet in dia­
meter, weighing nearly 15 tuns, and the 
hammer alone weighs more than 400 lbs. 
The clock strikes the quarter-hours, and 
by its strokes the short-hand reporters in 
the Parliament chambers regulate their 
labors. At every stroke a new reporter 
takes the place of tho old one, whilst the 
first retires to write out the notes he has 
take during the previous fifteen minutes.

The Clydo 
steamers not only draw tho Scottish emi- • 
gration trade, but a considerable share of 
that from the north.of Ireland; and of 
late almost the whole of the Norwegian, 
and Swedish and a large portion of tho 
Danish emigrantstoAmerica pass through 
the Clyde by means of connecting lines of 
steamers from Leith and Granton. While 
in 1865 only 32 vessels, of 30,260 tons,ar­
rived in the Clyde" from New Y'orR, and 
about the same tonnage sailed thence, tho 
number of vessels which arrived during 
the past year was 129, of 114,600 tons-; 
and 117 ships of 124,700 tons sailed.

The New York World says that tho 
present season, from January 1 to March 
1, has been the driest one in many years.

MAks.—Another coal mine explosion in 
Great Britain nml eleven lives lost !

. Science seems helpless to prevent these 
disasters in the bituminous mines of 
England and Wales. In America nearly ' 
all our accidents arc the result of gross 
negligence and defiance of statute laws on 
the part of the companies ; nearly all of 
them occur, too, among the anthracite 
mines of Pennsylvania. Our bituminous 
coal is almost taken from near the sur­
face of the ground, the “ shaft " being 
often/merely a horizontal passage cut in 
the side of a mountain .with ramifications 
on the right* and left. Even our anth­
racite mines have in few cases "extended 
deeper than fidO feet. In England and 
Wales, however, the shafts sometimes 
extend a distance of SJHiO feet—more 

■ than half a mile underground. The 
uiim t’s life is like that of a pearl diver ; 
he constantly faces w< 11 understood dan­
ger for the sake of gaining a livelihood. 
In entering the mouth of it pit he leaves' 
behind him not only the light and beauty 
of the world, but that sense of security' 
on which the comfort of most men de­
pends. He passes even beyond the pro­
tection of science, as it is now. Science, 
however, lias done much for hit*. It has 
provided him n safety-lamp, and its ef­
forts to ventilate the mines have been 
partially successful. How many more 
lives must be lost before the success is 
complete ? The record of the last year !
