Going Round The World

Interesting Letter Iren, Hanltebn.
The following interesting letter was 

lately received by Mr. Wm. Taylor, of 
this town, from Mr. James Glover, who 
left Guelph last summer for Manitoba. 
It contains much information, gathered 
from Mr. Glover’s short residence in the 
Province, and the result of careful obser­
vation :•—

Winnipeg, Manitoba, Jan. 25,1874. 
Dear Sib,—I dare say you will be 

thinking by this time that as I have not 
written to you before now I must bo 
frozen into an icicle. I am veiy happy 
in being able to inform you such is not 
the case, and bo far I have neither seen 
nor felt anything to make me afraid that 
such is likely to occur. Tho winter set 
in about the 23rd of October, a month 
earlier than usual, (so say both old and 
new settlers.) During the month of 
November there were some sharp days. 
December was very mild and pleasant, 
and in this month there have been a few 
sharp mômings, with the thermometer 
down to about 30 ° and 32 ° below 
zero. I think I see you shrug your 
shoulders, but don’t, as I am sate in 
saying that you have felt it colder in 
Guelph with the thermometer 2° or 
30° below zero. At least I think I 
have, and had it not been for those dumb 
tests of the temperature hanging on the 
wall, I would not have thought it so cold 
as they indicated, and am beginning to 
think they would téll lies if they could 
spfeak. The snow-fall here is very light. 
The sun shines out bright and warm 
nearly every day, which makes it much 
more pleasant than in Ontario, where 
the snow fall is so great, and the atmos­
phere so thick that the sun’s rays scarce­
ly pierce through to cheer and warm 
people. In Guelph you very seldom' see 
a frame house put up in winter. In 
Winnipeg they are going up ail the time, 
not in such numbers as during summer, 
but they aregoing up. The prairie chicken, 
the crow, the hawk, the woodpecker, and 
some other small birds stay here all 
winter. These are facts sufficient to 
prove that the winter is pleasant.without 
any more attempt on my part to per­
suade you that it is so. At the same 
time I must say that so far as the winter 
has gone I do think it more pleasant 
than any I have seen in Ontario.

With regard to the country I cannot 
Bay a great deal from personal observa­
tion, as I have only been out in one' di­
rection-south-west 70 miles. There 
were seven others with me. Wo found 
plenty of good land, plenty of timber, 
(oak), good hay meadows, with the hay 
standing nearly five feet high. Some of 
us thought the Township was, and would 
be, out of the way.of railway commum- 
cation for many years, and did not make 
any selections. Others thought it the

London, March 9.—The Count do 
Chambord has had a slight attack of 
apoplexy. The Telegraph publishes a 
despatch from Berlin, stating that the 
condition of Emperor William's health is 
such as to cause disquietude.

' Snow is falling to-day in the southern 
part of England.

A despatch received at the War Office 
from Gen. Wolseley, says no means were 
left untried to effect a peaceable solution 
of the campaign. The king’s palace was 
not touched till tho last hour, and the 
troops left Coomassie without one article 
of plunder. Of the thirty-four officers 
first sent out from England to organize 
the expedition, four are killed, three 
died of fever and seven are wounded. 
The rains have commenced, and the 
marshes are swollen, thereby impeding 
the homeward march of the troops.

Dr. Kenealy, counsel for the Tich- 
bome claimant, has published „ a card 
protesting against the language of the 
press and the conduct of the. Court 
towards his client. He protests partic­
ularly against what he styles the one­
sided use of power of committal for 
contempt, which he declares is uncon­
stitutional, and a revival of Star Cham­
ber proceedings. In conclusion, Dr. 
Kenealy says the prosecution has suc­
ceeded in destroying the claimant, and 
now seeks to ruin his counsel. Charles 
Orton has made a confession, which is 
published in the London Globe, that the 
claimant is his brother.

London, March 10.—The Government 
will not proclaim next Thursday—the 
day appointed for the entry of the Duke 
and Duchess of.E-.linburgh infix) the city— 
a holiday, but elaborate preparations 
are making to decorate the route of the 
procession. Extensive pavillions, richly 
ornamented, are to be erected on Regent 
street. Eight thousand soldiers and 
eight hundred sailors and marines have 
been detailed to line the streets through 
which their Royal Highnesses are to 
pass.

Public Accounts Committee.
For the past week and more the 

doings of the Public Accounts Com­
mittee have attracted more attention 
than the debates m the Legislative 
Assembly. The Opposition have 
been revelling in what they are 
pleased to call .astounding révéla- 
tions, on the strength of which some 
of the more sanguine hoped to turn 
out the Government and seize the 
reins of office themselves. They 
find, however, much to their chagrin, 
that the Government remains as 
strong as ever, and that these revela­
tions, when fully explained, are not 
so formidable after all, though the 
Opposition leaders, backed by the 
Opposition press, are daily magnify­
ing them into the largest proportions.

Passing over such contemptible 
charges as have been brought against 
the Hon. Mr. MoKelkir in connection 
with the purchase of a card table 
and other equally insignificant trans­
actions, we come to the chief one, 
which was last week the subject of 
enquiry before the Committee,name­
ly, the granting of a half holiday to 
the Government employees at the 
Central Prison, to attend the nomi­
nation in Toronto at the time Mr. 
Bickford was running against Mr. 
Moss. It seems from the evidence 
that Mr. N. Dickey called on the 
Hon. Mr. McKellar and asked for the 
half holiday, in support of his 
plea stating that was customary 
for large employers of labour to al­
low their men to attend on such oc- 
casions. Mr. McKellar complied 
with the request, and at once wrote 
a note to Mr. Wagner, the Superin­
tendent of the works, authorizing 
him to give the men the half holiday, 
and let their wages run on.

Now, the propriety of this course 
, is open to question, and for our part 

we think it would have been better 
had it not been done, because we 
hpld that a Government should stand 
altogether aloof from the slightest 
semblance of interference in such 
matters, and should shun even the 
uppearanco of evil. But this is all 
that can reasonably be advanced 
against the allowance granted, es­
pecially when we read carefully the 
candid and honrst statement of Mr. 
McKellar himself, fie stated before 
the Committee that it was urged 
that other employers gave their ’men 
leave, and added —•< I thought if that 
werq the rule—and I knew I had 
.acted on the principle myself when 
I employed men—that it would be 
only a fair thing for the Government 
to give the same, indulgence to their 
men.” Farther on he says :—« I had 
no intention of making any distinc­
tion between the political parties, 
and J thought no objection could be 
raised on party grounds by letting 
all tho men go to the nomination 
where both candidates and their 
friends were to discuss the public 
questions cf the day, and whère no 
division or show of hands was to be 
taken to,indicate which party hfttl a 
majority on the ground. I had no 
communication, verbal or otherwise, 
with any of the foremen or men on 
the works, before or during either of 
the elections, further than tho note 
J sent to Mr. Wagner, and to which 
I have already referred. I never, 
directly or indirectly, asked any man 
how he intended to vote, or attempt­
ed in any way to influence the men 
to vote for one candidate or the 
other. I had no knowledge then, 
nor have I now, of the relative num­
bers of the Moss and tho Bickford 
men.” Mr. McKellar, we think out 
of sheer good nature,consented, and 
without considering what a bannie 
the Opposition would make of the 
concession or what unworthy mo­
tives they would impute io him in 
making it.

The Council met pursuant; to adjourn.

Members

Mr. Norrish, for leave t<#i'ntroduce a by­
law for the regulation of publid entertain­
ments ; which passed the several read­
ings, and the Corporate seal was attach­
ed thereto. On motion the report of 
the Inspector of taverns was received and 
read, and on its recommendation the 
following persons, having duly signed 
the necessary bonds, received their oor- 
tifioates for licenses :—Martin Hunter, 
Ontario Hotel; Michael Lyon, Halton 
Hotel ; William Eastorbroolc, Uampbell- 
ville Iiin, and Alexander Davidson, Com­
mercial Hotel. On motion of Mr. Nor­
rish and Mr., Easterbrook, S. R. Lister 
was appointed to collect all arrears of 
taxes for the year 1873. Eight dollars 
was ordered to be paid to Mrs. Job, an in­
digent. The account of T. J. Day for Col­
lector’s receipts, AsseBsor’s’sohedules and 
planks, 320,j»lso that of Innés & David­
son, 36, for printing by-laws and notices, 
were ordered to be paid. Mr. Menziee 
and Mr. Kean obtaiued leave to intro­
duce a by-law at next meeting for the 
purpose of leasing for a term of years 
the limestone quarry on the concession 
line between the 6th and 7th concessions, 
opposite lot 4, and tor tho disposal of 
tho timber on said lino. On motion 
John Canute was appointed overseer in 
Div. 28, in place of John Simpson, rc- | 
signed. Mr. Norrish and Mr. Kean in- j 
troduced a by-lav/ empowering the Trus-1 
tees of School Section No. 5 to borrow 
33,100 for. building a school houso, &o., I 
and it passed the several readings.

The Council thoh adjourned to attend 
tho meeting called to determine for what 
purpose the Municipal Loan Fund should 
be applied. The Reeve stated the ob­
ject of the meeting, and, the matter 

/ having been discussed at some length,
( it was moved by Mr. Joshua Norrish,
, seconded by Mr. Arcffc Campbell, “ That 

in the opinion of this meeting it will bo 
advisable to appropriate tho money now 
due to this Municipality from the Gov­
ernment to the payment of our railway 
debt ; the whole amount of our bonus 
to bo paid as it becomes due, the bal­
ance to be invested as the Council thinks 
paost advantageous to tho ratepayers.” 
It was moved in amendment by Mr. 
A’ex. Davidson, and seconded by Mr. 
Robert Allison, that the money coming 

* from the Government to this Municip-I 
ality he divided among the several 
School Sections for school purposes. On 
the original motion being put to the 
meeting, it was carried in the affirma-i 
tiVe by at least two to one.

The Council resumed, the Reeve* in 
the chair.. Mr. Kean and Mr. Menzies 

‘introduced a by-law for the appropria­
tion of that portion of the Municipal 
Loan Fund accruing to this township, 
in accordance with the decision of the! 
meeting. The- by-law passed the several 
readings. The following was.ordered to 
he signed by the Reeve and Clerk, and 
forwarded to W. Barber, M. P. P., on 
motion of Mr. Ensterbrook and Mr. Nor­
rish,— “ That whereas certain amend-i 
ments are now before the Provincial 
Parliament, regarding the Public and 
High School Acts of Ontario ; Resolved, 
therefore, by the Municipal Council of 
Nassngaweya in Council assembled, that 
we find there is a feeling running very 
high m regard to tho management of 
Public Schools of this township. We find 
that the Board of Public Instruction, 
through the County Inspector, is con­
stantly agitating some alteration in 
school-houses, enlargement of sites, and 
text books, &c., Ac., by which the rate- 
piyers of this township are grievously 
burdened with taxes from year to year, 
and in many cases unnecessarily. Wé, 
therefore, humbly pray that your Hon-1 
curable Body will see the necessity of 
curtailing the power of tho Board of Pub-1 
lie Instruction in regard to rural sections, 
and allow those who have to famish the 
means to have a voice in its outlay. We 
recommend that the improvement of 
school property, at least, should he loft 
■with the sectional Trustees, and, if re­
quired, referred to the Municipal Coun­
cil to decide any matter in dispute. And 
farther, to. allow Trustees to arrange 
with teatihers for additional teachers 

i when there is but a small number of 
scholars more than is allowed td one 
teacher ; also as to branches of education 
taught in common schools ; and that the 
House, now in session, do not make it 
imperative on County Councils to take I 
action in the proposed High School Acts,, 
whereby the already too heavily | 
burdened and toiling agriculturist, 
and ratepayers generally, will be 
still more heavily taxed." The Clerk 
was instructed to procure a new corpor­
ate seal for tho use of tho municipality. 
The Cuui;cil then adjourned, to meet on 
Monday tho I3th April.
