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A-SORROWFUL SATURDAY.

FUNERAL OF TWENTY F¥FICTIMS OF
THE HUMBER DISASTEKR.

——e

Large and Representative Cortege—
Immense Crowds in the Streets —Stores
Closed and Draped—A Mournful Oc-
casion. :

Toronto paid its last tribute of respect to
twenty victims of the Humber railway col-
lision Saturday afternoon. The sorrowful
occasion will not soon be forgotten in this
city. The sympathy universally felt by
all classes for the bereaved families was
evidenced by the large and imposing
funeral given to the dead, and the indi-
cations of mourning which abounded on
every side. Business was generally sus-
pended while the obsequies were in pro-
gress, bells were tolled, stores were draped

and flags fluttered at half-mast, while the
multitude of people who assembled to wit-
ness the melancholy proceedings were
deeply impressed " with the solemnity of
the occasion. *

, The funeral was a public one. Tt was
under the direction of civic and police offi-
cials and was conducted with as much
order and promptness as circumstances
would permit, he place of starting was
the armory, Twenty bodies were brought
there between 1 and 3 o'clock, services
Laving first been held at the different
houses of mourning by clergymen. All
the undertakers of the city were engaged
in the work. As the coffins arrived they
were deposited in shells and placed on
sleighs fitted up to do temporary duty as
hearses. The sleigh for St. James’ ceme-
tery bore the remains of James White,
John Rowlett, Frederick Boothroyd, John
Kernaghan, Hugh Cunningham, George
Aggett, Matthew Walker and Joseph
Kiefer. A second sleigh contained the
coffins of George Prescott and Wm. Tur-
xiff, its destination being ‘the Necropolis.
Kight bodies rested on two sleighs bound
for St. Michael’s Cemetery, viz: John
Lynch, Thomas Burns, Joseph McDonald,
Charles McDonald, Eddie Robinson, John
Mackenzie, Patrick Naughton and Patrick
Caveney. Young Charles Stanley’s re-
mains occupied a hearse and those of Sergt.
Mulligan were borne on a gun carriage.
While the undertakers were loading
the sleighs with their ghastly freight, im-
mense crowds had arrived and filled Jarvis
street, West Market strect, and the ad-
jacent market square. It was therefore
with no little difficulty that the cortege
was formed. However, this was fifally ac-
complished and at 3.30 it moved off. A
tiring party of Royal Grenadiers with arms
reversed led the way, followed by Sergeant
Mulligan’s body on a gun carriage, with
the. union jack drooping therefrom. Then
came the Grenadiers band and the regiment
itself, the turnout of men and officersbeing
large. Following were the funeral sleighs,
draped in black, and a hearse. The mour-
ners and friends of deceased were next,
and then came a detachment of police; the
mayor and corporation; the employes of
the bolt works; about 150 Grand Trunk
employes, mostly freight hands, headed by
Stationmaster Gormaly and Freight Agent
Loud; the em(f)loyes of the Massey works,
over two hundred strong; the trades and
labor council; Sons of England; foresters;
’prentice boys, orangemen and true blues,
the Young Irishmen and other organizations
and societies, besides a large number of
private citizens. The ’prentice boys and
orangemen wore regalia, which was dis-
tasteful to the Roman catholics in the pro-
cession, but still no trouble arose, although

- it was at first feared that the latter would

withdraw. Besides the Grenadiers band,

. the Bolt works band, the Massey cornect

band, the Royal Museum band, an 1.C.B.U.
band and an orange band occupied places
in the procession and played the Dead
March in Saul and other appropriate airs.
The solemnity of the sad occasion was felt
by the great mass of spectators as the cor-
tege slowly passed through King street
and ap Yonge. In faet there were many
who could not kegp the tears back. The
stores were clozed and draped in black,
and flags Lung at half-mast from many
buildings while bells in all parts of the city
tolld out their sorrow. In very truth To-
ronto was in mourning and gave expression
to her grief with a deep feeling of reverence
and respect.

Mr. George is winning some un-
expected adherents. Ruskin, whose views
on political economy have always been of a
socialistic tendency, has publicly declared
his sympathy for Mr. George’s theories.
In addition to this a new monthly journal
has been started entitled To-Day. Its
platform is that of pure socialism. Itstarts
with the theory that every man is entitled
to live, and that those who are stronger
and cleverer have no right to use their
powers to drive their weaker neighbors to
the wall. It maintains that the strong
should moderate their efforts so as to give
the weaker a chance, and it denounces
competitive anarchy between workingmen
of different nations. Mr. Patrick Ford
will advocate scientific socialism in the
February number of this serial.

The corres-
pondent states that.the French: govern-
ment proposes to sell the lines to a company
which is to be formed for the purpose of
acquiring them in order not to inordij
nately increase the power of existing com-
panies. It is believed, therefore, that the
issue of a new government loan is immi-
nent.

The Franco-Chinese Situation.

LoxpoN, Jan. 5.—The Pall Mall Gazette
learns that Marquis Tseng, Chinese am-
bassador to France, has not held any com-
munication with the French government
since the capture of Sontay.  Also, that
the menaces of the French press with
regard to indemnity for the expenses of
France in the Tonguin campaign will not
deter China from. continuing to assert her
rights.

He managed
to scramble out and looked for his com-
panions, but the current had carried them
under the ice, and the horrified young man
saw their bodies through theclearice borne
rapidly along and struggling for life. Some
twenty yards below there was an air hole,
and here the unfortunate girls once more
came to the surface. One of them raised
her hand above the surface, and waving it
to him called out. ¢ Good-bye, Mr. Clark;
good-bye.” The'next instant they were
carried under the ice, and were seen no
more. Both young ladies were highly con-
nected.

THE BIDDEFORD MYSTERY,
A Clue Discovered that Will Probably
Lead to a Solation.

Bipperorp, Me., Jan. 6.—What is pro-
bably a partial solution of last week’s
bloody mystery came to light to-day. -A
man with a badly battered nose and an eye
in very bad condition called at the office of
a physician for relief. He stated at first
that he had run into a door, but subge-
quently told a different story to the police.
At his home was found the bloody quilt
mentioned in previous despatches as hav-
ing been used as a lap robe by the man
who was seen by several persons on the
night of the discovery of the mystery.

A United States Judge Peclares an Order
of Postmaster-General Gresham Ii-
legal.

NEw OrLEANs, Jan. 5.—In . the case of
the Second national bank of thig city,
whose mails have been interfered with by
order of the postoffice department on the
ground that letters intended for a lottery
company, which had been denied the use of
the mails, were being addressed to the
bank, Judge Pardee of the United States
court decided in favor of the bank, decree-
ing that it was entitled to the full and free
use of the mails.

New Yorg, Jan. 5.—Dr. Edward Las-
ker, the eminent Gierman, died suddenly

of heart disease at 1 o’clock this morning.
He had been on a visit to this
country since May, and was at
dinner at the home of Jesse Selig-
man, the banker, last night. While
returning home in a ecarriage he was
stricken by the sudden and fatal attack.
The carriage was stopped and Seligman
helped to carry the senseless man to a
neighboring iiouse.- He died in his hands.

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Abusing the Ballot.

It is of far less consequence that one
man should occupy the seat for Bothwell
in preference to another, than that the
right of the elector who marks his ballot
properly should be absolutely .secured to
him. There has been so much straining
after secrecy in the manner of voting that
we stand constantly in danger of just such
outrages as the sealing of minority candi-
dates in Bothwell ' and East Hastings by
partizan returning officers. -

All the ballots at ome polling place in
Bothwell were rejected by Mr. Justice
Galt last week because they were num.
bered on the back by the deputy returning
officer. This is equivalent to saying that
by the act of an official over whom they
had no control some scores of electors were
deprived of the franchise. It is evident on
the face of it that a system under which
such an occurrence is possible is radically
defective and that the sooner there is an.
amendment of the law the better.

The plea on which these numbered bal-
lots were thrown out was that the numbers
made it possible to identify the ballots
and thus’ to ascertain how each man
voted. Assuming this to be true,
is that a good reason for disfranchising a
whole district, even under the law as it is?
To maintain this is to assume that secrecy
of voting is the main purpose of the ballot,
and that the disfranchisement of duly
qualified electors is a smaller political evil
than is the possibility of finding out for
which candidate they voted.

Put in this way, the plea on which Mr.

. Justice Galt acted is unspeakably absurd.
We do not wish to be regarded as ques-
tioning the soundness of his decision, how-
ever, as the election practice runs. He
was guided, as our judges are generally
guided, by precedents. The theory of the
inviolable secrecy of the ballot is a piece

of political nonsense which our legislatures |

and courts have imported from England,
and the remedy for the evil must now be
found in a change of the election act.
The ballot is useful in voting only for
the purpose of enabling a voter to prevent
others from knowing how he votes, if he
wishes todo so. Secrecy of voting is only
a means to an end, and the end is to pre-
vent intimidation—not to prevent bribery.
The ballot is a protection to those who
choose under cover of it to vote contrary
to the wish of those who are in a
position to coerce them. The most]
that can happen from the identification of
the vote is the revival of intimidation, and
1u0 one who calmly considers the matter
will seriously maintain that this is as great
an evil as the disfranchisement of a whole
batch of voters who have strictly carried
out the law in so far as they are personally
concerned.
But see what such a state of the law
makes possible in an election. Itis bad
enough that the mere blunder of a stupid
deputy returning-officer should be the
means of depriving hundreds of electors of
the franchise ; it is infinitely worse that
the deliberate act of a scoundrel should be
- the means of sending a minority candidate
to represent a constituency. 'Suppose a
district is closely divided politically as
Bothwell happened to be at the last elec-
tion. One subdivision has a large majority
in it of sympathisers with one party, the
returning-officer is a partisan and selects
for his deputv in that subdivision a man

_who is willing to put some mark on all the

' the ballots, as for instance numbers or in-
itials. In this way the whole vote of the
subdivision is hidden, but some party loses
far more heavily than the other.

This process could be repeated in as
many subdivisions as may be necessary to
secure the seat for the party in power, and
if the man who has really got the majority
of the votes cast attempts to obtain the
seat the courts step imand prevent him.
Mr. Mills is counted in in Bothwell; he
might have been counted out had one or
two more subdivisions been disfranchised
by the stupidity of deputy returning offi-
cers. .

This is no new scandal. Almost pre-
cisely the same thing happened in 1878 in
Kast Hastings, in which case Mr. Justice
Armour declared the seat vacant and or.
dered a new election. One would naturally
expect a political leader like Mr. Blake,
who would scorn to be a party to such de-
vices as the law makes possible, to set
about amending it, but he does not appear
to have ever thought of doing ifyyet. - Per-
haps Mr. Mills, if he succeeds in keeping
the seat for Bothwell, may take the mat-
ter up and press for what would bea real
reform. The aim of the election law should
be to give the seat to the man who is the
deliberate choice of the people, and if any
provision stands in the way of this con-
summation it must go.

The Clergy Against the People.
It is very much to be regretted that so.
many of the most popular ahd 'influential
clergymen, inboth Canada and the United
States, persist in advocating a policy
which is caloulated to rob our own people
of the employment which rightfully be-
longsto them, and almost literally to take

does ‘& protestant preacher of any note
touch the Chinese question without telling
us that it is our christian duty to invite
the heathen to flock in, no matter whether
our own poor be left to starve, Over the
border Henry Ward Beecher teaches ‘that
it is a christian duty to abolish duties en
imported goods, to the end that work may

now our own Dr. Wild says that we should
welcome into this land the overflowing
millions of the old world, and that the
country cannot have too many of them.

Now, it is true enough that, if Canada
is ever to become a great country, it must
be largely through having our vast un-
occupied regions filled up.- With only
five millions of people so far, we have
built railways and canals, on a scale suit-
able for a nation of five times or.perhaps
“ten times that number. And in turn we
would say, with Dr. Wild, let immigrants
come in at the rate of millions a year, pro-
vided only that they settle on the land
and become farmers. But if instead of
that they flock into the cities, and towns,
and villages, to take what work there is
away from mechanics and laborers for
whom there is already little enough of it,
then we do not want thein at all. A
thousand bona fide farmers coming into
the country make an' appreciable addition
to the demand for labor; they create em-
ployment for others. But a thousand
laborers or mechanics, coming here with-
out means, either take away so much of
the employment already existing or
come upon our charities for sup-
port. Between the twokinds of immigration
there is all the difference in the world.
The former §dds to the country’s wealth,
the latter to its poverty. To advocate the
kind of immigration which further im-
poverishes our own poor is neither christi-
anity nor philanthropy, but mischief and
wickedness. And it is a sorrowful thing
that such mischief and wickedness should
be preached from the pulpit.

Europe is filled up and overflowing with
people, while America is but sparsely
settled as yet, and has vast regions still
unoccupied. This is the ground upon which
it is argued that the new world should find
room for the surplus population of the old.
All right, we reply, only stick to that
ground, and don’t budge from it. Let
Europe’s surplus population come here by
thousands or by millions, if only they will
go on the unoccupied land, which we all
wish to see filled up. But do not bring
Europe’s poor over here on pretence ot
settling on the land, while the design is to
dump them in upon the cities instead. We
do not want immigrants brought in on false
pretences.

We wonder whether Dr. Wild and other
preachers holding his views on immigra-
tion expect to fill their churches with
working men by teaching, in effect, that
‘‘cheap labor” is a national blessing. Only
bring in poor immigrants enough, and the
labor for which a dollaz~is paid would come
down to fifty cents. If the preachers un-
derstand this, and still continue in such
strain as Dr. Wild, they are really devis-
ing evil against the poor of our own land,
which is something that they will scarcely
find a warrant for in scripture. If they
do not understand this, they are in the
dark on the matter in question, and had
better leave' it severely alone.

Strike on the Right Spet.

The trades council has done well to re-
solve that no strike be authorized on less
than a two-thirds vote. And it does well
also in keeping arbitration in view as the
right way of settling trade disputes. All
this is getting on the right track. Now let
the council, while discouraging strikes as
much as possible, except where necessity
leaves no other resort, give its attention
more and more to the greatest of all sources
of trouble—assisted immigration. This
will be immensely better for the men than
strikes; it will be to strike on the right
spot. Let the council and all the unions
in connection with it, do their utmost to
keep up the agitation against this giant
evil, which threatens to fill Canadian
cities with paupers. The newspapers and
public men in every representative ca-
pacity, should be asked to declare
themselves on this vital question. Every
village or town councillor, every
city alderman, and every M.P.P., and
every M.P., should be made to understand
that his course on this question is eagerly
observed and taken notice of by his con-
stituents. If he is really in favor of bring-
ing in pauper immigrants for the purpose
of bringing down the wages of labor let the
fact be brought to light beforé the whole
public so that he shall no longer receive
workingmen’s votes on false pretences.
Our advice to the trades council is: let
there be fewer strikes, and more concen-
tration of effort on the pressing necessity
of putting a stop to the assisted immigra-
tion of mechanies and laborers. That, we
say, will be striking on the right spot.

It is easily to be seen, remarks a Chicago
contemporary, how the Louisiana lottery
compimy ‘‘controls more ready money than
any institution in the state, not excepting
the state treasury.” An anecdote will tell
the story. There was some talk, recently,
about making a fight against the company,

We grumble often at the sparsity of our
‘‘gpeeches from the throne,” but let us re-
joice that they do not contain twenty or
thirty thousand words, as did the messages
recently sent by the governors. to the as-
semblies of New York and Maryland. We
want but little of governor’s speeches, nor
want that little long.

The boys’ home at Hamilton is in luck.
Its list of Christmas donations, including
flour, potatoes, meat, fowls and provisions
of all kinds, takes up more than a column
and a half of solid type in the Spectator.
Looking over the list one would fancy that
a storehouse of considerable size would be
required to hold all the articles men-
tioned.

The difficulties between the two sections
of French catholics of the province 'of
Quebec appear to have reached a critical
stage. ‘Both in religion and politics the
liberal view 18 taken by the archbishop of
Quebec, but not even his high authority
prevails with the ultramontane - section.
On Christmas day the vicar-general of
Quebec preached a sermon, which it is be-
lieved was intended to set forth the arch-
bishop’s views, and directly afterward the
latter and a number of his clergy formal
ly withdrew from the Cercle Catholique,an
association representing the other side.
Monsignor Smelduers, who is now in Can-
ada, having been sent here on @& special
 mission by the pope, has certainly no very
easy task before him if his mission be as
is generally believed, to settle the present
dissensions within the church.

A Montreal paper suggests that govern-
ment should at once inaugurate a national
system of telegraphy beginning with
three wires between the capital and the
main towns of the provinces and then ex-
tending the same as rapidly as the treasury
would permit. It is not the thing to have
Jay Gould controlling our telegraph lines
any more than he should control our post-
office. Both are institutions for the trans-
mission of communications between differ-
ent parts of the country and both ought
to be under the one management.

We have received a long letter from a
correspondent in Peterboro protesting
against what he terms a bargaining be-
tween Roman catholics and the Ontario
government in the matter of the registrar-
ship of that county. If the letter were
shorter and more definite in its statement
of facts we would publish it. We are
always open to short letters on any subject
or grievance.

The Bothwell election contest between
Hon. David Mills and Mr, J.-J. Hawkins
remains undecided till Saturday next,
when Mr. Justice Galt will deliver final
judgment. The corrupt charges against
Mr. Mills were gone into on Saturday.
They were wholly unsubstantiated. The
points for decision relate to the recount,
and include the question whether certain
uninitialed ballots should have been
included.

Transfer of Insarance,

To the Editor of The World.

SIr : Surely such cases as Dr. Hennessy’s,
reported in your paper, ought to lead to
the abolition of the transfer of life insur-
ance so as to prevent sickly men being

used for the dishonest acquirement of
money.

Anyway, the transfer of life insurance
to pay debts is not a square transaction.
Generally speaking, life insurance is under-
stood to be a provision for a man’s family,
when his business position is uncertain. To
allow creditors to- rob them of this provi-
sion—if of moderate amount, such as a
man’s business position would justify—is
what the law should not allow. y

Temption to evil the law should prevent
as much as possible, and there is no easier
one than life insurance.

As things are the companies will not in-
cur any extra expense for purposes of safe-
ty. The plan might easily be adopted of
a collapsible or spring car next the engine,
in which steel springs,adding to each other
resisting force, would act in a mighty ac-
cumnlation of buﬁ'er—Power, for .the entire
length of acar. This ought certainly to
be tried at once. A single car of firewood
interposed has been known to savea train.

The truth is, when such
things are needed it is a matter of life or death
and thepeople realize that it is better to pro-
vide them ten thousand times where they may
Dprove unnecessary than to be without them
once when they need them.

But no large company of persons journey
through the world long' before some of them
fecl the need of life insurance. Every year

the shadows of death fall uPon the homes and
hearts of more orless. It is only reasonable
precaution for all to insure. The cost of in-
suring is not so great that it deserves to be
compared with the results to the families
of those who die uninsured. )
