SNMALL IRSLAND HAVE HOME RULE

-...Q Dissension in the Liberal Ranks
—Comments of the Parly Organs—

Loxpox, Deo, 27,—The Daily News in
sn editorial to-day says: “‘An Irish
puliunent, strictly limited to legislation
on purely Irish questions, and to legies-
lation on them in conformity with the
fundamental principies on which the policy
of the united kingdom is based, would, in
our belief, be the beginning of pacification,
and is an easential condition of it.” This
pentence in an organ of the liberal party,
shows how completely Mr. Gladstone's
action has changed the aspect of the Irish
question.

The Standard says: *“Mr, Gladstone
has done more for home rule in a week
than Mr. Parnell and his agents have done
through years of toil.”

A leading supportor of Mr. Gladstone
said to-day that the support pledged to a
moderate home rule measure gives Mr.
Gladstone a sufficient working majority to
justify his looking forward to the opening
ot parliament with the utmost confidence.
He ocan bring on a division and turn out
the government whenever he may consider
the time ripe for doing so.

The result of the recent informal confer~
ences among the leading peers is thata
majority of the lords bave decided to throw
out any bill Mr. Gladstone may pass
through the house of commons over the
heads of the conservatives. The peers are
resolved to make a firm stand and face the
consequences, Mr, Gladstone wiil be
invited, before the bill is thrown out of
the peers, to sink party, and unite with
Lord Salisbury’s followers to pass a meas-
ure aceeptable to the country at large. .

The landed interest admit Mr. Glad
stone’s majerity in the commone. They
rely on the lords and on alarming public
opinion on the question of separation to

timately defeat home rule.

The managers of the liberal party are
confident that a dissolution will return Mr.
Gladstone to power with a majority large
encugh to dispense with the nationalist

vote.

Serious allegations are made in official
circles as to the irregularities committed
at the parliamentary elections in Ireland.
Evidence is being procured to sustain the
charges of corrupt practi and inti
tion made during the election, Itis ae-
serted that an impartial enquiry could not
fail to reduce the number of Mr. Parnell’s
supporters materisl'y. The nationalists
maintain that no irregularities were com-
mitted. Whether there have been irregu-
larities or not, a good case has been made
out for an inquiry as to the working of
the election law.

Mr. Gladstone has decided to meet his
supporters and _explain his views on the
Irish question the first week of parliament.

The Chief Accountant of the Bank of

. England Denles that Fortumes Await

Clalmants,

WasHINGTON, Deo, 28,—~With regard
to large sums supposed to be awaiting
American claimants in the bank of Eng-
land, Mr. White of the U, 8. legation
in London quotes from a letter written
by the chief accountant of that institution
as follows : **There are no large amounts
of ynclaimed stocks or dividends standing
on the books, Spenkmg, generally, with-
out having made an ex austive research,
which would involve some considerable
labor, “there are very few amounts of
£1000, and probably mnone that exceed
this sum by more than £100 or £200.”
And io regard to the fabulous fortunes
locked in chancery, he says:

“Itis very rarely thatin any communica-
tion s-nt us on this subject & smaller sum is
mentioned than ‘‘several millions,” and
frquently_onr €O ents state they are
entitied to twenty, fifty and even more
millions.

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AN AOCOMPLISHED 8O0UNDREL.
A Msn Versed in Sanserit and Hebrew
Preves to be a Common Thief.

Cr1cAGO, Dec, 27.—Adolph H, Pleu, or
Player, who was arrested in 8t Louisa
few days ago on the charge of stealing a
large quantity of olothing from A, L. Singer
& Co, of this city, proves to be an accom-
plished and versatile scoundrel, Pleu was
educated in Germany, and had travelled
over most of the world, He was familiar
with all modern langnages, and wrote
Sansorit and Hebrew, He pretended to be
a deaf mute, and was taken into the firm of
Sh_nger & Co. out of charity, but he soon
gained the coafidence of his employers, and
began to remove goods in'a manner so mys-
terious that the methods by which he car-
ried on his operations are still unknown.
Pleu appeared to be a thorough gentleman,
and never betrayed himself. He is said to
have been known in England as one of the
most acoomplished thieves in the country.

Five months ago he was given employ-
ment becanse of his simulated affliction.
When it became known that he was of
high connection at Vienna and an accom-~
plished scholar, reading and writing pers
fectly the five leading languages, he was
promoted to a cenfidential olerksHip.
While in this position he was secretly
working as a furnisher for a *‘fence’ gang.
The extent of his thefts are beyond sum-
marizing and can be ascertained only upon
investigation, Inrelating his experience,
he says :

It was almost as much as I counld do to
hold in. Sometimes I fairly ached to talk,
but you bet your life I never said anything
in the store. I used to go down to the
lake front, though, in the evening and
laugh all to myself at the way I was
fooling ’em, and say: ‘Pier, old boy, you
are mighty slick, you are dead
slick, but = you must look out or
you'll get caught,’ The funny thing,
though,” Pier went on to say, ‘‘is that ¢
had a mash on a mute girl. She used to
come to me smiling, and I'd say to her,
‘Ah there, you little daisy.’ Of course
she couldn’t hear a word, and she would
make signs ridiouling me because she
thought I was trying to speak, and I'd sag
‘ah, you little daisy,’ and she’d laugh and
T'd laugh. It was gfeat fun,” and the
artful dodger fairly screamed with laughter,

Pier introduced himself to a mute society
here and got them to give an entertaioment
for his benefit, It netted him something
like $200. At his boarding house it was
néver suspected that he was not deaf and
dumb, and not the least interesting part of
his experienoce are his recollections of table
conversations held in hjs presence. His
robberies in all probably sum up in the
thousands of dollars.

ON ’CHANGE AT LONDON,

The Situation and the Outlook as Regards
Money and Stocks.

Lowpox, Dec. 28.—Money is quiet and
easior and there is a prospect that it will
be cheaper after the beginning of the new
year, The Economist does mot believe
that much gold will be shipped from
America until the silver guestion has been
settled, It says that America will not
suffer gold to le* away.

BISHOP FABREE DENOUNCES
RIKL AGITATION.

The Press Severely Oensured tor its Atti-
tude—An Appesl to ©atholics to Up-
hoid the Censtituted Authorities.

MonTREAL, Dec, 28.—Mgr. Fabre ad-
dressed to the clergy a circular which was
read inthe churches yesterday morning. His
lordship takes the occgsion of this docu-
ment to publish the pope’s enoyclical
letter, * Immortale Dei," in which it is
enjoined upon all Catholics to live in
brotherly love with all.other religions, and
to uphold the law of the land, He speaks
of the Riel demonstration as being marked
with ‘¢ signs of rebellion and revolution,
In these demonstrations ridicule was equal
to revolutionary licentiousness, Efforts
have been made to make use of religion in
order to induce the peeple to accept &
movement which can have no good prac-
tical result for the futare.”

He also refers to union of Catholics with
those to whom has been entrusted the
government of God’s ohurch, and proceeds:

If there ever was a time when this union
was necessary, and ciroumstances which
called for it, it is this time of ours and the cir-
cumstances in which we. find ourselves in
Oanada. A wind of revolt and rebellion is
blowing over our country. We have ourselves
seen a spectacle which was far from doing
honor to our city. Our youth bhave given
th 1ves up to ¢ trations which have
pained sober men, and evéen men of eminence
have given aid to those manifestations in
which ridicule nrufgled jwith revolutionary
disorder. Tosay all, it has been attemp!
to make use of religion to make
ceptable to our P pl a8 MoV
which promises mo good for the future.
Where are we going if we travel by this
route? We are accustoming the people to
rebellion, and far from educating them to a
wise and prudent exercise of their political
duties. We are habituating them to agitation
and license,and we are renderingourselves re-
spongible for the sad consequences which will
result. How they will groan in future who,
through the press or other means. oontribuwd
to cause the Catholics of this country to forget
these traditions of order which they respect-
ed. We have mentioned the press, and we
believe it ourduty wuas publicly that there
are journals in this iocese which have
failed in their mission because, while
proclaiming themselves Catholic and sub-
ject to the church, they spread de-
flance to the authorities, apply them-
selves to op| the auth.rities, and show too
much ambition to supplant, by all possible
means, those against whom they direct their
accusations. It is time for usto arrest our-
selves on the decline upon which it is attempt-
ed to draw us, and return to wise ideas, to
prudent and reasonable conduct. Leo X1IL,
whose great teachings we have just learned,
gives to all rules which we have to follow,
respect for authority, and in the protests
which we may make against certain of its
measures, moderation and christian charity.
Far from this, then, be this acrimonious lan-
guage, these horrible invections, which pertain
Dot to sincere Catholics. Far from us be
those odious accusations, those unjust suspi-
cions as to motives, Let there be everywhere
Gnion. Thereforeif in the past disagreements
bave occurred, they must be buried in onli-
vion, If temporary injustice has been com
mitted. whoever the tfuilt.y party may be, all
must now be repaired by reciprocal charity,
and all must be red d by the ef-
fort of deference towards the holy see. B;
this means Catholics will obtain a donble ad-
vantage, that of aiding the church to preserve
and propagate Christian doctrine, an that of
rendering a signal service to society, whose
salvation is not only compromised by bad
but also by bad passions,

It is going away from the point for

he could extort out of the city as the price
of giving it up, and releasing the city from
the bargain.

Yet had the ox bean of money,
and had both been capable of making a
bargsin, he might by stress of hunger
have been compelled $o pay the canine
Shylock ten times what the provender was
worth, - No, Mr, “Citizen,” the present
miserable sinkshole of mud and mire, in
an exhausted brickyard, can never be
worth $400,000 intrinsic value, either to
Mr. Flanagan or to any other man, Butit
might some day be worth that much to
bim, and even more, as a means of com-
pelling the city to pay him an enormous
sum for going out of it, and cancelling the

foolish bargsin which the city had made.
The “wstartling oaloulation” which we

submitted %o the public was as follows,
taking the city’s whole population at 110,«
©000. With an average daily consumption
of half & pound of meat per head, a sav~
ing of one cent on every' pound would
make an aggreagate of a little over $200,-
000 per sonum, Put the saving down at
only half a cent per pound, and the total
per year would still be over $100,000. But
perhaps some may think the estimate of
half a pound per head per day too high,
therefore let us try the caloulation of only
s quarter of a pound per day, which would
be at the rate of a pound and a quarter
daily for a family of five. One cent saved
on each pound would then make an aggre-
gate of $100,000 per annum, while if only
half & cent per pound were saved, the
total would still be up to the respectable
figure of $50,000. That, along with what
the present site would bring, if sold for
other purposes, would be a good bit more
than enough to buy twenty acres—aye,
forty acres—of a far better site, and to fix
it up in first-class style,

From “Citizen’s” remarks it is to be
inferred that he thinks our first estimate
of an average consumption of two and a
‘half pounds each day for a family of five
too much, Well, put it down to just half
of that, and put the saving down at only
half a cent per pound, and the gross
saving would still be $50,000. Not a
lump sum saved once for all, remember,
but & -permanent saving of $50,000 each
and every year continued, increasing of
course with the population. Reduce the
estimate to only one pound of meat daily—
bones, waste and all—for a family of five,
and the annual saving would still be
$40,000, Below this latter estimate we
positively refuse to budge, and it is quite
sufficient for our case.

Bus of course the main practical point
in the oase lies in the question: Would
there really be any saving after all?” To
which we reply that the retail buschers
affirm, and that by a large majority—that
¥/ » cattle market having good and suffi-
cient accommedation, and accessible to all
the railways, were provided, they would
be able easily to sell meat at least one cent
o pound cheaper than at present, We
eannot now give the names of those who
say 80, because it might be ruin to
eny individual among them were
he to offend the syndicate of
monepolists who now control the cattle
trade in Toronto.. It is prohable, how-
ever, that means will be found ere long of
making it plain to the citizens that an
estimated average saving of one cent per
pound on meat Is below rather than above
what the resulting benefit would be, were
the present monopoly broken np. But
the monopoly cannot be broken up, be it
remembered, until we have & clean,
deoent, properly fitted up ocattle market,
with good and sufficient accommodation,
and easily acoessible to all the railways
@liks. Destroy the existing ruilway
monopoly, and the monopoly of wholesale
butchers will quickly die out of itself,
The two hang together, ‘‘and don’t you
forget it.”

Mr, Justice Henry's Opinion,

One of the judges of the supreme court of
Canada having expressed the opinion that
she ruling of the imperial privy council
upon the McCarthy act invalidates the
Scott act, the large number of laymen who
had previonsly formed a similar opinion
will be confirmed therein, It does not
follow, of course, that there are not other
judges who will give a different opinion,
but this very difference of opinion renders
it all the mere desirable that there should
be some final authoritative ruling on the

question, Guided by plain, common sense,
almost any one would say that She permiae
sive and the prohibitive pewer should and
must reside in the same quarter; bus the
unoertainties of the law have been too
often fllustrated for any one to say that an
anomaly will not receive the sanction of
the courts, As the liqguor laws stand
now, the constitutional theory Is
that a provincial government may fssue
lignor licenses within its juriediction,
while the federal parliament may pass a
law prohibiting theissuance of such licenses,
though the federal anthorities shall have
no power to enforce the federal law. This
anomaly throws a deubt upon the conati~
tutionality of the Soott act, and until that
doubt be removed the act will remain
exposed to attacksin the courts, some one
of which attacks may at any moment
prove successful, We had better have the
question settled before any more oonstitu-
encies are put to the trouble and expense
of adopting & law tha is at beat of doubtfal
utility, and that may at an early day be
found to have been passed -by an incom-
petent assembly. Under existing circum=~
stanoes the Scott mct cannot be enforced,
beoause there ia no certainty upon whom
the responsibility of it enforcement
devolves.

Aristides Howland,

Abous 2300 years ago there lived at
Athens ap eminent statesman and lawgiver
named Aristides, 8o great was his repu
tation for uprightness and virtue that he
came to be called The Just. Misguided
friends ‘or shrewd enemies flaunfed this
title before the eyes of the Athenian world
until the entire populace became wearied
by its constant  repetition, and concluded
that Aristides was making sn effort to
prove himself the only honorable man in
Athens, The prevalence of this idea con-
tributed in no small part to his ultimate
ostracism, Now, the friends of Mr, How-
land are pursning exactly the same course
as that of Aristides’ friends years sgo. To
hear their glowing descriptions of Mr,
Howland’s charitable works and of his
personal goodness and nobility of charac-
ter, one would imagine that he is at
present the only “truly good” man in
Toronto. The sequel of the story is that
the Athenians, recognizing Aristides’
worth, reoslled him, and he thencefor-
ward held the reins of office, But this
was not until he had recognized the fact
that personal goodness, unsupported by
other necessary attributes, was not a
sufficient qualification for holding the
position of chief magistrate,

Sir Ambrose Shea has received the re-|g

ward of his long public service to the
province of Newfoundland in his appoint-
ment as ite govermor.  Of Irish Catholic
extraction, Sir Ambrose is a native of “the
province he has been appointed to govern,
and his appointment therefore suggests
that it is not impossible for a native Cana-
dian to fill the vice-regal chair at Ottawa.
It has been heretofore held that the gov-
ernor~general of the dominion should be of
British or Irish birth, as a connecting link
between the empire and the colony. The
loyalty which can endure a native gover-
nor for Newfoundland could survive a
native governor<general in Canada, If
not, why not ?

The Globe asks advice from it readers
as to the best means of perfecting the
Boott act, This is right. An editor who
has no views of his own is always in a
position to be advised. Buat to save the
deacon and his readers trouble we state
that the best way to perfect the Crooks
act is to enforce it, by insisting that the
license commissioners and $heir inspectors
do their duty.

And why bave important family records
whioh relate to these estates been seri-
riously tampered with!
These are questions of great importance

Many people live in a stagnant, miser-
able way because they will not move
around enough to get the ‘‘good joys” of
association with their neighbors, Shut up
in offices or shops all day, they go home
in the evening to shut themselves up
again, and often to make the home circle
“shut up.” If they venture out at all it
is to church or to a concert or lecture
—a very proper proceeding, but not
associating them so directly with other
people as is necessary to that perfoot
sanity which comes of somewhat intimate
acquaintance with a* considerable number.
The frequenting of churches snd public
entertainments is not enough for fellowship
with one’s kind, A man may hear two ser-
mons and see a play every week, yet be a
clam, He may even go into society often
without coming ount of his shell or seeing
others out of theirs, Not big formal
gatherings but little informal meetings are
those where one gets so know others as
something more than named bodies recog-
nizable by ocertain garments and stereo-
typed grins, One needs to know a consid-
erable number of persons with whom he
oan talk freely, learning what they think
and feel, and telling what he thinks and
feels in regard to other than the private
matters which interest and should interest
only his own family. Be sociable,

The sociable man loses his oddities and
sngles, his stupid prejudices and brutal
intolerance. e acquires that desire to be
liked, which is & very powerful motive to
be well conducted and likeable, Many
intimate acquaintances teach him a great
deal not to be learned otherwise, There is
no reason to fear that the cultivation of
intimacies may make one a mere gossiper
and scandalmonger; in fact, scandal and
gossip are the diversions of slight acquaints
ance, the occupation of friendlessness,

And after all our
long t 1k he wanted to know what I would
pay him for listening to me so long and
getting his views, I told him I would
give him all the views I had free, and
would he not call that even trade, He
thought & moment and then langhed quite
human, exclaiming: ‘Maskooch, tappwa
(perhaps, truly); good woman, you bet.’
