The Cry That Aroused Enoch Middleton— 
An Old Lady suffocated lly lia*— 

Dereetlre Fixture, the Cause.
“0 papa, get up quick, grandma’s dead!” 

was the cry that roused Mr. Enoch Middle- 
ton of 30 Claremont-etreet yesterday morn­
ing. The words were ottered by his 10- 
ysar old daughter, Christina, who rushed 
to his bedroom at 7 o’clock. The little girl 
had prepared the breakfast, and on going to 
eallMra. Sutherland, a friend of the family, 
discovered that she was dead. She then 
ran to her father’s room. On entering the 
bedroom Mr. Middleton found that the 
room wee full of gas, which was still escap­
ing from an open jet. The old lady’s 
wrinkled face waa colored a deep purple 
and the painfnl expression it wore snowed 
that the last sleep bed not been peaceful. 
All Mr. Middleton’s efforts to awaken her 
were unavailing, and when Dr. Papier 
arrived a few minutes later be pronounced 
life extinct. The medical man discovered 
that the key of the gee jCc was defective 
in that it would turn all the way round. 
The post-mortem examination showed that 
death had resulted from gas poisoning.

At the inquest held by Coroner Aikine 
at the Claremont House Mrs. Middleton 
testified that she had repeatedly warned 
the deceased that it waa necessary to light 
a match to teat the jet after the gas waa 
turned out. Thie the had evidently 
neglected to do with fatal reenlte. 
jury returned a verdict of “gaa poisoning 
due to defective fixtures.”

AN INTERCEPTING TRUNK SEWER.

The Old Question Again Occupies the 
Attention of Council.

Aid. G. S. Macdonald made a bold at­
tempt last night to commit the City 
Council to an intercepting trunk sewer 
system.

During a somewhat lengthy speech he 
read letters from Medical Health Officer 
Allen and several ratepayers, urging the 
construction of e trunk sower on sanitsry 
grounds. He pqjnted ont that if the pre­
sent sewer outlets were cut off ice could be 
cut from the bav. “I 
that it is worth $100,000 
the city to have ice cut from the 
Bay, and 1 am satisfied that this would 
prove the settlement of a burning ques­
tion. ’’ [Laughter.]

Aid. William Carlyle moved in amend­
ment that the matter be referred to the 
Board of Works to report upon at an early 
date.

The Mayor: Shall we not be committing 
ourselves to the scheme by no doing?

Several aldermen thought not, and the 
amendment carried.

WOODEN SIDEWALKS.

Prop.sal to Construct Them Out ot the 
General Funds to Be submitted 

to the People.
A desultory disc union ensued In the 

council last eight on Aid. Shaw’s proposi­
tion that the coat of the laying down of 
wooden sidewalks be charged to the general 
rat*. The Executive had recommen ded 
that the matter be referred back to enable 
the City Treasurer and City Engineer to 
report on the financial and other questions 
Involved.

When this clause in the Executive Com­
mittee’s report was reached Aid. Shaw 
moved that it be struck out.

Aid. Lamb entered a vigorous protest 
and held that to adept the scheme would 
be tantamount to going back to the old 
ward-grabbing system. Anyhow, Aid. 
Shaw did not understand his own scheme.

Aid. Shaw said that ha understood per­
fectly well whet he proposed. Arbitrary 
means to accomplish his object was far 
from his intention. What he wanted waa 
that the city apply to the Ontario Legisla­
ture to get permission to 
the outstanding assessments on 
sidewalks yat to be paid for. Granolithic 
and flag pavements new ould exempt from 
genera: taxation for wooden sidewalks, end 
would also exempt from the amount that 
may be required to be raised each year to 
pay off the assessment on wooden sidewalks 
that are now being paid for as local assess­
ments. He took the cost of the four years 
before the local improvement plan was 
applied to wooden sidewalks and compared 
it with the cost, including repairs, of 
wooden sidewalks during the four years 
under the present system. The compari­
son, he held, showed that the present sys­
tem was expensive and unfair alike to those 
who have to pay for the construction of 
wooden sidewalks and to the public, who 
had to pay for repairs. "I find that the 
largest amount paid in any one year for 
repairs under the general fund was $10,000, 
while under the present system the maxi­
mum was $37,000. ”

The Mayor held that the comparison was 
unfair, because it did not give the cost of 
repairs psr mill.

Aid. Carlyle eaid that if it ia a good thing 
to put down wooden sidewalks at the 
of the general taxes surely it must be a 
good thing tor permanent sidewalks.

Aid. Leslie said it was rather amusing to 
him that the only argument against the 
proposition was that it would be going back 
to the old ward-grabbing system £ 
sinuate such a thing he considered tanta­
mount to giving the City Engineer a slap 
in the face, who had the recommending of 
new sidewalks.

? A Strong Delegation Crossing the Atlantic 

ta Enlighten Farmers on the Ad­
vantages at the Northwest,

Winnipeg, N7.—Mr. Hamilton, land 
commissioner of the C. P. R., left for the 
east to-night and will sail for England from 
Montreal next Saturday. He will oe ac­
companied across the Atlantic by several 
delegates, successful farmers of Manitoba, 
who will spend the winter at work among 
their people at home. There toe two for 
Norway and Sweden, one for work among 
the Mennonites of Southern Russia ana 
the fourth for Belgium.

These delegates are sent to Europe at the 
expense of the company, and it is hoped the 
mission will be successful. Following the 
work of these delegates parties will be dis­
tributed from Liverpool to the several 
countries in the spring, and thus it is ex­
pected a satisfactory emigration may be 
looked for from the countries named.

Before leaving M r. Kami 1 ton informed yonr 
correspondent tnere would be a conference of 
all Government steamship and railway in­
terests in Montreal on Thursday, when tho 
whole question will be discussed and steps 
taken for concerted action. It is probable 
an energetic policy will be laid down at 
this conference, and many of those to be 
present at that consultation, including 
Baker, European agent of C.P.R., and 
Ennis, Liverpool, representative of Allen 
Line of steamers, will be fellow-passengers 
with Mr. Hamilton on the Parisian. De­
tails will be fully arranged on the voyage.

Montreal, Nov. 7.—Probably the last 

vessel to carry stockera ffom Canada will 
be the Dominion Line steamship Texas, 
which will sail to-morrow morning. She 
can make the trip under ordinary circa in­
stances in 10 days, and should therefore 
reach Bristol, her destination, at leaet much 
before the order is put into force.

The eattle shippers of Montreal, who have 
still on hand a considerable number of 
Stockers for the British market, have 
petitioned the Government to use its in- 
fluence with the Imperial authorities to 
have the order of Friday last to schedule 
all the cattle from Canada after Nov. 21 
amended to allow the entry of all cattle 
leaving this side before that date.

This would prevent the interference of 
the imperial order with the Canadian live 
cattle trade for the remainder of the sea­
son.

Ottawa, Nov. 7.—It is lost one month 
to-dey since Premier Abbott left Ottawa en 
route for England, and beyond a telegram 
announcing bit arrival it is said that none 
ef his colleagues have beard from him. 
Advices from other sources, however, say 
that be has greatly improved in health, and 
that he will return to Canada earlier than 
was expected when he left.

As to what bis future course will 
be there has been no intimation since he 
left, bat the impression is gaining ground 
here that, as his health bae improved, his 
views re the question of his resignation 
have become modified, and it is now ex­
pected thet he will retain the premiership 
at least until the close of next session.

In this event there is very good reason 
to believe tjiat Sir John Thompson 
may listen to the advice of some of 
hie friends and accept the Chief J ustice- 
shipt and should he do so it is not at all 
improbable that there will be considerable 
change in the composition of the Supreme 
Court, two, and perhaps three.of the judges 
retiring and their places being taken by 
younger men. In this connection there is 
a rumor that Judge Fournier may apply 
for superannuation and hi» place be token 
by Mr. GirouarJ, M.P. for Jacques 
Cartier.

That the game law is not strictly ob­
served is well known in the Parry Sound 
district A day or two after the season 
opened a number of sportsmen returned 
from the wood» with' two deer each. At 
any rate that is the number they brought 
back with them. It did not take 
much inquiry to develop the fact that 
many of them had gone into the wood» 
early to avoid the rush. Those who weat 
in before the season opened did not stop 
shooting when they had killed two deer if 
there was any chance to get more. The 
extra deer wore shipped on ahead of the 
hunter or else sent after him. One 
sportsman who started from Trent ) 
Creek cheerfully confessed that he had gone 
into the woods four days before the season 
opened and had killed five deer.

It has been proven that in the fertilisa­
tion of fruit and flowers the bee is the most 
effective and useful agent; it is an important 
factor in the production of fruit and 
worker with fruit growers, 
not alluded to in The Bulletin, but it is 
known to us that bees have for many years 
in England been regarded as lucky in an 
orchard.

A World’s Bicycle Race League is about 
to be organized to control cycling the world 
over.

H. Sturmey, a member of the council of 
the National Cyclists’ Union of England, 
has outlined an association for a general 
betterment of things and which will serve 
to make the title, “amateur champion,” 
worth something.

AROUND THE PENTAGON.

Radical Baseball Change Proposed—Five 
Bases Instead of Four.

A radical baseball change in the forma­
tion of tbe diamond has been proposed.

The plan seems to be a feasible one and 
worthy of consideration. The suggestion 
has been made through tbe instance of the 
League magnates.

The new scheme is to increase the bases 
on the diamond from four to five, thereby 
making a larger field area to cover and 
changing the shape of the diamond to that 
of a pentagon or five-sided figure. This 
would put first base ten feet further out 
than it is now, place second base to the 
right of its present location, make third 
base about where the shortstop usually 
plays and push the fourth base about ten 
feet to the left of the present third base.

The promoters of this scheme claim that 
|t would increase the batting in that there 
would not be so many foul balls and that 
the fielding would of necessity be much 
livelier. They also claim that stealing 
bases would be easier, and that also the 
strain upon the catcher’s throwing arm 
would not be so great as it is under the 
present conditions. The new field would 
aot require any more players to cover it, 
the second baseman taking care of that 
base, the shortstop looking out for third 
rod the present third baseman being as- 
ligned to fourth base.
