Last Night's Meeting at the Pavilion, In-
stéead of Being m Discussion on the
Desirability of Sunday Oars From a
Business Standpoiut, Twisted Into am
Attack Upon the Street Raillway Com-
Pany—A Lengthy “Opinion" From As-
sistant City Solicitor Caswell, in Which
He Says Nothing—Messrs, George Ber-
tram and W, R. Brock Give Weighty
Reasons Why the Cars Should Run on
Sunday—The World Repeats That
Labor is Satisfied,

The meeting ealled by the opponentsof a

Sunday csr service in the Pavilion last even-

. ing was packed to the doors. The sdwer-
tised object of convening the mesting was to
discuss the question of Sunday cars from a
business standpoint, bus this phase of the
question was hardly touched upen at all—in
fact, very littie was said about Sunday cars
by the promoters of the meeting.

Nearly every anti-car speaker monopolized
bis eutire time in attacking the street rail-
way company. i

At times the meeting was most disorderly,
and on at least two occasions parties were
guilty of rowdyismof the most reprehensible
kind. At some of the previous meetings of
the campdign both sides have been sinners in
this respett. «Lnst™ Right”the antis had a
moropoly of thé hoodmism.

ments. This vote on the Bunday street cars, as
Lunnderstand it, is being taken on the assumption
that the running of street carsis nota contra-
vention of the Lord's Day Act, and as this factis
by no means clear, it may be 'necessary to have
this peint setiled in the courts ufter the vote is
taken, should ‘it resuit in’favor of the Sunday
street cars. There is no express authority bring-
ing the -control’ of cars operated upon Sunday
under the City Eagineer and council. It is ade-
bateable question whether the present agreement
is intended to cover a Sunday service or mot. I
am afraid that most of the conditions do mot
apply to such a service, and that a new agree-
ment on that subject is necessary.

Prof, Smith Favors a Limited Service,
Prof. Goldwin Smith said: ;

1 have not one word to say agaiost the street
[suwny company. ‘I'heir service is of immense

matter 0f regret that the question of the Sunday
street car franchise does  not .come before
the citizens in -the ‘shape  of. a well-con-
sidered bylaw suthorizing the council to otiate
with the Street Railway Company for s Sun-
day service as might from time to ti
expedient, and on such terms as might be
financially just to the city, and also that the
question is pot submitted at a time when the
voting can be surrounded by the regular safe-
guards.
3. 'Chat the effect of the proposed change upon
the vested rights of a large number of our
citizens. as well as upon the employed of the
company, as to the hours and days of labor
has not been clearly defined and understood so
s to guard against injustice and hardships be-
ing inflicted upon them and their families, and
that inasmuch as the rights and interests of
these respacted fellow-citizens are not properly
safeguarded, we call upon the electors to vote
against the introduction of Sunday cars.

After beariong the motion, Mr. W. F. Mac-
lean rose and said: ‘*As that resolution con-
taing' certain allegations against the Street
Railway Company, it is only fair that if
representatives of the company are present
they shall be given an opportunity of
replying to thé statements contained in the
resolution.” [Hear, hear.]

The Mayor then invited any representatives
of the company present to ascend the plat-
form, and amid cheers President McKenzie
and Solicitor Laidlaw, who were in the audi-
eunce, stepped forward.

His Reason for the faith That Is In Him,

Mr, MeCabe then explained the reasons
why be fathered the resolution published
above. He claimed that all the conditions,
restrictions and limitations of the original
agreement with the Street Railway Company
with respect to the week-day service would

- be absent in the Sunday service, and that the
company would only be compelled to serve
such portions of the city as it saw fit. The
company might, if it chcse, charge double
rates on Sunday if the service did
not prove a paying one—there was nothing
to regulate the fares to be charged.
The speaker quoted the opinion of City So-
licitor Biggar as voiced by The Globe that
no satisfactory agteement could be arrived
at which would sufticiently protect the ewm-
ployed of the company. .

In seconding the resolution Mr, Robert
Jaffray said he was present as a ratepayer
and taxpayer. [A Voice: *‘So are we.”] He
then launched into an atva¢k upon the strest
railway company and said; ‘1l don’s care
how much you are in favor of street cars on
Bunday, as citizens of Toronto. I claim that
until there is a clear and distinct agree-
ment between the street railway company
and the council you, as citizens, should
be found shoulder to shoulder on Aug. 26
opposing the granting of thbis franchise.” Mr,
Jaffray was repeatedly interrupted,

The Street Railway Company’'s Solieitor.

Mr. W. Laidlaw, s¢licitor of the Street
Railway Company, said the resolution whioch
had been read by the echairman pur-
ported to be a legal document, but
bhe thought it wonld have been more
courteous and fair in Messrs. McCabe and
Jatfray to bave ascertained the facts of the
agreement entered into between the city and
the railway company and submitted to the
I'rades and Labor Council betore formulat-
ing any such statements. 4

Mr. Laidlaw then reviewed the conditions
under which the council had granted
the franthise to the present street
railway company conditions  which
apply equally on Sunday as any other
day of the week. [Cheers and hisses.]
When Mr. McCabe and Mr. Jaffray allezed
that the conditions governing the franchise
did not apply to Sunday they stated whut
was not true—what was neither warranted
in law nor in fact.

Fully seven minutes was lost at this stage
of the discussion by inverr aptions, which were
loud and long continuned. s :

Continning, Mr. Laidlaw said that in
order that there should be no mistake about
the matter, and to satisfy even Mr. McCabe
and Mr, Jaffray, au agreement had been
prepared for submission to the city and the
irades and Labor Council stating over the
seal of the corporation that all the con-

to the city. The cars are well run, the
employes are courteous, and I admire the power
that can carry on such an uadertaking. Buat it
is no disparagement to say that there ought to be
an agreement regulating the service. I am not on
the fence, I am for a restricted service on Sunds‘{
afternoons in summer. I wish workingmen an
clerks to get to the parks where they can enjoy
the trees and the green grass. But I will go no
further. ‘I cannot vote for a franchise irrevoe-
ably without limitations. It would be better if
the vote were not taken on Aug. 28, but at the
municipal elections, under a definite Azreexqont
and with all the regularsafeguards,

Dr. Barrick stated that the council in
submitting the question to popular vote on
Aug. 26 bad surrendered the rights of the
city.

% Wild Diserder Reigned,

A gang of antis bad evidently gone to the
meeting for the express purpose of howling
down Mr. W. F, Maclean, and when he
stepped forward they began a fusilade of
catealls, shouts, cane-rapping and howls,
But the attempt failed. The speaker patient-
ly waited until order was restoregd. He
pointed out that the meeting was sfpposed
to have been called to.discuss the question

from a business standpoint, and he claimed | @

Sunday cars wonld be conducive to the
business interesis of Toronto. Wherever a
city bad grown to sny considerable dimen~
sions Sunday cars liave, for business reasons
and for the advantage of the commercial
interests, been established., Isn'tit a fact
that travelers avoid tbis city on ,Sunday
because there are no cars? [Cries of “Yes''
and “No.”] Isn’t it a fact vhat less tourists
come to the city than would otherwise be the
case. [Hear, hear.] Isn’t it better to pay 4
cents for a ticket than to pay §2 for a coupe?
That’s the one business argument. Business
men want it and workingmen want it, [A
voice: “Not on Sunday.”] VYes, thousands
of men are waiting and only too glad to
work on Sanday. [Cries of dissent and
cheers.] We want more producars and less
dictation,

“Isu’t it a fact,” conoluded Mr. Maclean,
“that Montreal is gradually getting ahead
of Toronto. becanse of the greater liberty
aund freedom enjoyed by its citizens?” It is
only a year or two ago since W. H. Howland,
then Mayor, wanted to have the police in-
structed to arrest .every hackman who went
to the Union Station on Sunday who
could not show a telegram from
some incoming traveler conveying instruc-
tions to mest him. And this opposition is
but another attempt to prevent the expan-
sion of the city.

Mr. Moore of Moore Park,

Mr. Jobha T. Moore said the only travelers
who shunned Toronto on Sunday were those
who not only missed the Sunday street cars
but who missed the Sunday theatre and the
open Sunday saloon, Mr. Moore had only
got vhis far when be struck the same snag
that he struck at the Yorkville meeting the
other night. For two minutesevery effort to
make himself heard proved abortive. Takiug
advantage of the disturbance a number of
boys on the roof at the -west end of the
building showered dawn a volley of leaves
sunflowers, etc., upon the heads of those oc—
cupying seats on the platform.’ As a result
the Mayor ordered tt.e roof cleared.

When order was restored Mr. Moore said
that the granting of the Sunday franchise to
the street railway company meant the gifs of
$2,750,000 to that company, a sum sufficient
to acquire 2520 acres of additional park land
for tle city—[a voice: *“Including Moore
Park™]. ¢

Mr. Moore would have been speaking yet
had not time been called.

Mr. George Bertram received an ovation.
He characterized the demand for an addi-
tional agreement as embodied in the resolution
as peculiarly rich coming from the very men
who waited upon the counecil only a few
days ago protesting against any additional
agreement being made with the street rail-
way company. [Cheers.] As for City So-
licitor Caswell’s opinion it containedt too
many “perhaps’” and too many * maybe's”
to be worth anythine. Why didn’t the pro-
moters of this meeting go to the Street Rail-
way Co. and ask wbat regulations they

Want an Additional Percentage,

Mr, McCabe then came forward and asked
if Mr, Laidlaw was prepared to guarantee
on behalf of President McKenzie, who had
left the meeting, that the city would receive
an equitable addition to the mileage allow-
ance in addition to increased percentage
allowance, .

Mr, Nicol Kingsmill, the senfor counsel of
the siyeet railway company, stepped for-
ward 10 answet the question, but the
audience wanted Mr. Laidlaw. For five
miputes the bsll was a perfect Babel of
sounds, Neither the Mayor nor Ald. Hallam,
who valiantly came to his assistance, could
restore order..

DETAILED REPORT OF THE COMMIS-
SION OF INQUIRY,

Why the Resi of the Prof: of
Agricnlture nnd the Assistant Chemist
Were Asked For—Or, Milis Is a Muoh
Persecuted Man According' to the
Commission, ’;

Thle World exclusively announced yester-
day the finding of Messrs. Jchn Winchester,
John Watterworth and J. S. Pearce, the
commission of enquiry appointed to investi-
gate the charges as to the management of the
Ontario Agricultural ‘College and Ixperi-
mental Farm. The report of the commission
has been banded to the Governmont, Itis a
voluminous document, In it the sommis-
sioners state that the chavges of the assistaut
resident master, Mr. E. L. Hunt, respecting
the harmony of the staff of the officers and
college prior to 1888 resulted mainly from the
efforts of Mr. Hunt to poison the minds of
officers and students against the president pf
the college, Dr. Mills, !

With reference to the lack of harmony al-
leged to have been caused by President Mills
towards Prof. Shaw, your commissioners are
of opinion that the evidence establishes that
wherever lack of barmony existed it was at
first caused by Prof. Shaw’s actions towards
the President. The cause of the lack of har-
mony was in the opinion of your commis-
sioners not attributable to Dr. Mills, bat to
Prof. Shaw.

In our opinion the attempt made to defame
and damage the name of the president
bas utterly fail

We are of opinion that the president has
on certain occasions acted harshly in speak-
ing to students, and possibly to some mem-
bers of the staff, but the circumstances under
which he did so evidently required stern dis-
cipline.

With reference to the instances of lack of
bharmony given by Prof. Shaw, first, those

gai the Presid t, | d these
against the Minister’ of Agricalture,
the  evidence fully  establishes the
fact that Prof. ,Shaw bad mno ground.
for complaint’ whatever. We are
of opinion . that the real difculty
with Prof. Shaw was his desire to obtain full
control of the Agricultural Department,
without responsibility to the minister, the
president or any other officer, He persist-
ently refused to be guided by the president,
or to submit in any way to his -authority
from the day of his appointment up to the
present time. ‘The president acted within his
autbority given hhf}‘in the bylaws in the in-
stances mantioned.

Respecting the assistance for work in his
office, your commissiocers are of opinion
that, while doing as much work as
an ordinary editor (for which he
received at least $900 a year in ad-
dition to his annual salary from the Govern-
ment, and without the knowledge of the
minister or members of the Government, or
the President of the College), it iil became
Prof. SBhaw to complain of over-work in the
performance of his official duties under the
circumstances.

As to charging Prof. Shaw with being re«
spoosible for large over-expenditure, the
evidence fully establishes that ever since his
appointment the expenditure in his special
department has exceeded the esti s

Poisoned the Minds of Students,

+ As to the conduct of Prof. Sbaw, your
commissiofers cannot condemn him too sey-
erely. We are of opinion that he has sys-
tematically poisoned the minds of students
{rom the date of assuming his duties up to
the time of this investigation aguinst the
presideas of the college and the ministerfor
the fime being. "His opportunitiss for so
doing were facilitated, as he himself stated,
by his working with the studentsin the flelds
and on the roads.

He won the confid of the in
many ways, some by giving them employ-
ment at the expense of the Government as
drivers, others by showing an interest in
their weliare, and then mentioniuy his griev-
ances, giving them to understand that be
was n much-abused mav, and that he was
unable to do for them and the farm as much
as lle would like, because his powers were
being curtailed by the minister and the
Yrequns, Wwho were oppreesiog and hamper-

og him in the way above meutioned.

He has in this way shown a very marked
and deplorable want of loyalty towards the
minister and the president as well as towards
the institution, and bas done much to bring
about the present feeling of dissatistaction
and uorest among the students and ex-stu-
dents, he invariably makiog them believe
that be was a victim and the minister and
the president his oppressors. \

Your commissioners have set forth in this
regard certain facts that were proven
against Prof. Shaw: First, the purchase of
his own cattie after his appointment in the
name of bis servant, and without the know-
ledge or consent of the Minister or the Presi-
dent, and in direct violation of the bylaws
of the institution.

A Discrepancy in the Accoants,

We also find that he was guilty of gross

neglect in not keeping & proper account of

traveling expenses during the month of
January, 1893, whilst on a tour in conuec-

tion with Farmers' Institute meetings. Wo
are of opinion that he received the sum of
at least $30 over and above the actual ex-
penses incurred and E“d out. by him for the
delegation during this tour. "His explana-
tious as to the discrepancy in the accounts
were most unsatisfactory, and .fail to ac-
count for the overcharges.
The Assistant Chemist,

With reference to H. B, Sharman, the as-
sistant chemist, we find that be had unduly
interested himself in conne ction with the
student movement against the assistant re-
sident master, Mr.. McCrae. It appears that
he consulted with them from time to time,
and apparently encouraged them in their
actions. He also alleged in the presence of
students that the president was an untruth-
ful man. He informed Prof. Shuttleworth
that the president was a liar. He obtained
from one of the students a register contain-
ing the names and addresges of ex-students,
and without the knowledge or consent of the
president forwarded it to Mr. Morgan of
Strathroy, an ex-student, for the purpose of
helping him to communicate with the ex-
students to enlist their sympathies in the
agitation for an investigation of the college.
He stated to at least two of the students that
they should keep the matter auiet and not in-
form the president of what he had done.

His aots in connection with both matters
were, in the.opinion of your eommissioners,
such as would lead to disloyalty.among the
students and influence tfem to dishonorable
acts, especially as it was shown by one of the
students that he advised them to recom-
mend a student being called on bebalf of Mr.
McCrae during the investigation into that
trouble, believing, as he stated, that such
student would give evidence detrimental to
Mr. McCrge.

The Farm Foreman Also,

With respect to Mr. Johnston E. Story,
the farm foreman, your commissioners are
of opinion that he has been active in connec-
tion with Prof. Sbaw for some years in
poisoning the minds of students against the
minister and the president. He reported
every little eircumstance that came to his
knowledge to Prof. Shaw that be cousidered
would cccasion discord betwes=n Prof. Shaw
and the minister, the president or any officer
of the institufion.

We are also of opinion that he has not as
farm foreman attended to his duties in look-
ing after student labor and the regular farm
labor as required of bim and that the large
expenditure for labor has been largely ow-
ing to his laxity in overseeing his work.

As a result of the report of the commission
Prof. Sbarman has resigned and Prof,Shaw’s
resignation bas beem asked for.

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The Press and the Agitation,

The most extraordinary feature of this
Bunday car agitation in Toronto is the atti-
tude of the press,

The right to run cars on Sunday .is the
specific objeot that is sought to be gained by
those who are fighting for the innovation,
But beyond this particular object the agi-
tation involves a great universal principle,
the maintenance of whieh is of ten times
more importance than the right to run the
cars. That principle is the principle of per-
sonal - liberty, the principle of liberty of
conscience, the principle which forms the
foundation-stone ' of .all social and political
liberty, and which agserts that all men have
freedom to seek recreation and - benefit in
ways that do not obstruct the equal free-
dom of others.

That is the principle that is at stake in
this issue,

_The opponents who object to Sunday cars,
a few: excepted, do not object because of
labor, or of noise, or of the fortune that the
railway company will make out of the deal.
None of these are the real reasons of their
opposition,

They imagine they have a divize commis-
sion to look after the life and morals of their
fellow-men. = They refuse to recognize lhls
doctrine of personal liberty.

The World is fighting for Sunday cars,
But Sunday cars is an insignificant matter
compared with the principles that underlie

_‘the movement. '

The press of this city isa disgrace to the
uge and the country in which we live. The
press is supposed to be, par  excellence, the
guardian of the people’s liberties, but here in
Toronto ‘the press is permitting a great uni-
versal principle to be violated without even
raising its voice,

The Globe denies to the half of the people

of this city who want Sunday cars the right

to have them because of - a possibility that a
few men may have to work seven days a
week; because of noise and so on. ‘The pro-
tection of labor is a sacred cause, but the
protection of the principle of personalliberty
s much more sacred. The Globe hastaken &
narrow view of the issue. It has failed to
grasp the magnitude of the situation. A
speck of dirt has got in the organ’seye. Its
vision is deranged. The Globe sees a few in-
sects near by, but failsto observe the great
and noble animals further afield.

Again, we repeat, the backbone of our op-
position is a desire interfere with the
people’s personal liberty. Kemove from the
opposition that widespread sentiment that
one man has a right to control the actions of
another and you . remove the whole opposi-
tion.

This question of labor is merely dust raised
to obscure the real issue, Those who
want Sunday cars ‘do not  force
any man to work: seven days a
+week or to work on Sunday. We leave
labor free to do what it likes. Labor has
been able to take care oOf itself in the news-
paper business, where work goes on every
day in the year, and it is able to take care
of itself i the running of .cars seven days in
the week. ;

The Mail isanother paper that.is dumb
on -an occasion. when its voice should
be heard roaring above the babel
of bigotry and superstition.” The Mail
makes merry over the movement in a few
lines and then lays it by on' the shelf. The
Mail, like/The Globe, fails to size up this
controversy aright. Compared with the
issue now being fought out in Toronto the

Behring Sea affair occupies quite a secondary
place as far as the people of this city and
provinee - at least are concerned. But
Tbe Mail writes learned leaders on the
seals and does: not notice one of the
most important issues that has ever been
. presented to the intelligent people of To-
. ronto.

Toronto will be called upon to decide next
Saturday whether this city is sufficiently
advanced in civilization to promounce in
favor of the doctrine of personal liberty of
conscience or whether it will- deal that doc-
trine & blow in the head The Mail has
nothing to say on this great issue,

Then, there is The Empire—but people
don’t expect anything. from The Empire.
The Empire’s only mission ir life is to prove
that Bir John Thompson and the present
Government cannot make a mistake and to
slobber.over the Conservative party gener-
aily.

The News is- top-heavy and supports the
clergy in the movement to suppress personal
liberty, The Telegram has nothing to say
at all.

Not a single one of them has risen equal to
the occasion. - The public is ripe for an op-
portunity of expressing itself, not only on
Sunday cars, but.on the broader and more
important question of the prineiple of per-
sonal liberty to do and act in matters where

iberty of othersis not interfered with.

There never wasa timein the municipal

bistory o!'l‘oronu hen economy in every

department was so absolutely necessary, or
when the Mayor and aldermen have preach-

90 | @d and promised economy with such unusual
unanimity, Theéy recognized that times
45 | were hard' and that mercantile establish-| -

ments were reducing salaries and doing
with fewer hands. Let us see how the
council have kept their ante-election pledges.
In every iigpartment the expenditure has
Lgone up by’ leaps and bounds and 1893
Wovcl no exception to the rule. Aldermen
will tell you that they are fully in
sympathy with your demands for economy,
but they are powerless to carry out their
election The city government is
in the hands of the officials, is run by them
and in their interests, and the citizens under
the present municipal system are asp ower
less to rid themselves of this horde of of-
ficials as the Egyptians of old were to
deliver themselves from one plague of
locuats. In round numbers the sum received
from taxes amounts to 21§ millions. Of this,
one million goes for salaries, another million
is reqnirod for the city debt., This is the
reason why the city cannot go on with many
necessary public improvements, and work is
refused the laborer to support this plague of
official locusts on the city pay sheets.

The Fire Brigade is one of the most pam-
pered of thecivic branches.” Year after year
their claims are before the council, and with

“|a voting power of 125 and electioneering

powers of five hundred they generally get
their demands, whether it be for increased
wages, superannuation funds, new fire halls,
or whatever.they fancy. Their wages for
1893 have been increased by $1516,

The police is another much-favored branch
of the service, Hard 'times do not affect
them, They also receive this year an in-
crease of $1677 in salaries.

The Solicitor’s department has kept up with
the procession, and receives thil year $1050
additional pay. ;

The assessment department not to be be-
hind receives $686 increase. It will spend
$18,000 to ascertain | that the houses and lots
are the same size a8 when measured before.
'Annual assessments have been discarded in
the mest progessive cities of the States and
there is no adequate reason for retaining it
here. Two commissioners could do the work
of the 20 or 30 men employed and'save the
city $14,000 per annum, If changes are
necessary they could be made every five
years by a percantage increase over the whole
city.

That very efficient branch of the public
service, the waterworks, shows an increase of
$2000 .in salaries, notwithstanding the dis-
missal of the syperintendent, His salary
appears to have been more than evened up
with those lmving & bigger pull. The net
revenue of this department is about §400,000,
but to achieve this result the city 1s charged
$83,000 for water, for fire, street watering,
etc.  If the maximum, rate of taxation were
fixed at 15millsas it should be, water might
be included in the general taxes, and the
$21,000 paid for maintaining a-separate de-
partment for collecting rates saved.

The Committee on Works shows an in-

crease of $15,500 in salaries. It is 'not very
clear to what this refers, but it has doubtless
some connection with thie sink-hole known
as the Engineer’s Department.
. These are a few items picked from the esti-
mntes, but a carefal search has failed to dis-
cover any civic official who. receives less
salary this than last year. Toronto is going
through bhard times, which are much intensi-
fied by the enormous taxes and the army of
highly paid and unnecessary officials on the
civic pay list.. Municipal government in To-
ronto is a fajlure, If it is to be continued no
civic official'should have she right to vote at
municipal elections, but this remedy would
only be partial and not drastic enough for
the present crisis. The complete remedy is
to abolish municipal governments altogether
and administer our affairs by a commission,
having first put limits on the expenditures
for schools, police, etc., and make 15 mills
.the maximum rate of taxation, and make as-
sessments only once in-five years; Next week
many items of extravagance, which could be
dispensed with were the aldermen free from
the control of employes, will be exposed.
