FIGHTING THE BROWN TAIL MOTH

The Eastern Part of

the Valley Apparently

Free from This Pest, but Large Num-
bers of Nests Discovered Around
Weymouth.

Editor Monitor-Sentinel:—

Since January 1st, as previously an-
nounced in our columns, two parties of
inspectors have been visiting the areas
of Nova Scotia supposed to be infested
by the Brown Tail Moth. One of these
parties commenced at Windsor and has
gone ovur nearly all the country between
Windsor and Berwick. The other party
commenced at Yarmouth and is now
working in the vicinity of Weymouth.

. The first party working in the eastern

part of the fruit valley, have up to date
encountered not a single Brown Tail
Moth nest,(but the second party, work-
ing in the western part of the province,
have come across a most serious infest-
ation of this insect. In Yarmouth Coun-
ty they found scattered nests in various
parts and there must be quite a few

“more nests, which they could easily fail

to see, that yet remain either to be des-
troyed or to serve as a source of further
infestation. At Weymouth, in Digby
County, this party last week destroyed
something over 1400 nests of the Brown
Tail Moth, which is equal to the total

¢ number of nests discovered by all parties

during the season of 1910. It may be

~thut the infestation is confined to the

small area in the vicinity of Weymouth
and Weymouth Bridge, but, if subsc-
quent investigation shows the insect to

. have established itself in equally large
numbers elsewhere in Digby County,
. the situation must be regarded as ex-

tremoly alarming.

Citizens in- Nova Scotia, and more
especially thosé living in Yarmouth,
Digby and Annapolis Counties, are urged
to take most careful search of their own

* properties, as well as of trees by thel
‘road side, and to notify the Departments

of Agriculture at Ottawa or Truro,-of
any strange depo~it> of eggs, nes

other things they might take for Brown
Tail Moth nests. At the present time
the Brown Tail Moth is in the cater-
pillar stage. The caterpillars are housed
in anest constructed usually by two
leaves surrounded by a sort of web. This

_nest will generally be found on the new

growth of tha tree, no doubt being pla-ed

there owing to the instinct of the fe-
male moth to deposit her eggs where
the young eaterpillars can get at the
choicest and tenderest growth on the
tree?

, A number of instances of sickness
from the Brown Tail Moth rash are re-
ported in the vicinity of Weymouth.
‘ This is one of the most serious phases
| of the Brown Tail Moth invasion. and
[ it.is hoped will lead to more strenuous
‘ effort than ever on the part of both the
citizens generally and the officfals to
lcnnfully search for (-\Iduuo of the
presence of the Erown Tail Moth.

" | The Witness of the Bible |
to its Own Origin

The following is a n extract of a paper |
read at the recent Quarterly Meeting |
held at Centrelea by Rev. H. G. Mellick:

This month marks the completion of |
the 300th year of the King James or
'mthonzed version of the Bible. Great |
changes have taken place in . the “orld
in those 300 years. The part the Bible
has taken in making these changes is too |
deep a subject for us to discuss here. It
would taken volumnes to give an ade- |
quate aceount of what the Bible has
done in bringing about the wonderful
transformations that have taken place |
in these years.

The Bible has unfolded its riches
more and more throughout these years.
There have Lecn more copies ‘of the
Bible printed and cirenlated in the last
century than in all the centuries before.
This half hour is to be with the book
itself so we must shut cut mnch that
would béinteresting and for the present
look with the book and see what . it is
like and note some things in it which
bear witness to its origin and purpose.
We need not say just now what its
origin was. We know that from previous
study, but we will let it make its own
impression again.

We must not let eriticisim or any
thing else come between us and our
devout study of the Bible; for only by a
study of its contents can we find ont
what it is and whence it has come. I
mean by the Bible the Old and New

Testament as we have them. The same
as our mothers and fathers read and

rested in death. As Dr. Dorr says:—“The
dissecting table in not the best place to
acquire a sense of the beauty of the
human body or a reverence for it.”

If we cannot make acquaintance with
the Bible until it -is dissected and the
life taken out of it we cannot see its
beauty or feel its power. A list of dry

MOTHER AND TWO CHILDREN AT
MUSKOKA FREE HOSPITAL.

Too, Had Been a Patient—A Tra-
« gedy in Real Life—Heavy Debt on
Institution.

A story from the Muskoka Free Hospital
for Consumptives tells of a mother who,
with her two children, is now under treat-

ment in that institution. The husband had
been ‘a patient, but the case was an ad-
vanced one when the patient entered, and
Lie Lias siace passed away. There is little
doubt but that the wife was infected asa
result of caring for her husband, and now
ghe is in the Muskoka Hospital. Her little
girl, about five years of age, and a boy of
ten are with her, both being afflicted with
this dread disease.

The words of the mother are pathetic.
She writes: ‘I went to a doetor and got
him to examine my lungs to see whether
there was anything wrong with them, and
Le said that the right lung was affected.
A little rest, he hoped, would build me up.
I have a little girl, about five years old, and
the doctor says that if I could take her
up with me it would do her ever so much
good, as she is not very strong. I have
three more children, and one of these, a
Loy of ten, seems also to be afflicted, and
it is advisable that he should enter the hos-

sital.”
! These three are of the 104 patients who
%re residents in this deserving institution
snd being cared for without money and
without price. The sorry part of it is that
the trustees are carrying a debt of some-
thing like $40,000, incurred largely through
the additions that have been made within

* the past year, and that have more than

doubled the accommodation of the-institu-
tion, together with the’heavy cost of main-

taining so large a number of free patients.

AND ONE LITTLE GIRL. IS NOW
AT GRAVENHURST.

A short time ago a woman in the ad-
vanced stages of tuberculosis died in her
own home. By herdeath five little ones were

left without the care of their mother. There
was money enough in the family to make
some provision for the care of the children,
but it was almost impossible to secure any-
one who would render this service, so afraid
are many people of this dread disease. A
visitor to the home says that time and time
again she had found the baby sleeping in
her sick mother’s bed, and near by food
was stored from which the children par-
took. A sequel is revealed in the fact that
to-day one of these five children is a
patient in Gravenhurst, and the baby isin
the children’s ward at the Toronto Free
Hospital for Consumptives.

1t is for the carc of such sufferers as these
that the Muskoka Free Hospital for Con-
sumptives has been built. The tax on the
accommodation is heavy, and the Trustees
have only been able to make the large ex-
tensions of the present year by borrowing
heavily from the bank. An appeal is now
made for funds to help on this work and
provide a place where children, such as are
referred to here,” may find a home with good
possibilities of cure.

Canadian farmers, wishes to place its view of the questicn
before the whole farming community and has arranged for
a series of articles in newspapers of both political parties.

THE DOOR WIDE OPEN

(From the Canadian Certury, Feb.)

If the reciprocity compact nuerely
opened the door of the Caradiaa fuod
market to American farmers it would
be very injurious tc thousands of
Canadian,farmers. It costs ne more
to transport Amer'can farm prodccts
to Canadian towns ar1 cities 1then it
does to transport American farm
products to Cesnadian towns and
cities of the United States, and the
American farmero have the advantage
of an earliéer season. Moreover . there
are at least ten times, as many
farmers in the United States as
there are in Canada, and so ten Am-
erican farmers will get entrance in-
to the markets of the United States
That the American farmers will take
advantage of ‘the open door there can
be ' no doubt. Even with a tariff wall
them they have suc-
ceeded in selling immense quantities
of farm products in Canada, more
than Canadian farmers have been able
to sell in the United States. With
reciprocity in farm products the ten
American farmers will crowd the one
Canadian farmer pretty close in his
own market.

But this is not all that th: Cana-
dian farmer has to face under the
re¢iprocity compact. Owing to favor-
ed nation treatien, any tariff advan-
tages granted by Canada to the
United States must also apply to the
following countries: Argentine Re-
public, Austria-Hungary, Bolivia,
Columbia, Denmark, Japan, Norway,
PRussia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland,
Venezula.

Then it is provided ‘‘that the ad-
vantages granted to the TUnited
States shall extend to the United
Kingdom and the s:veral British col-
onies.”’ This' will bring about free en-
trance of farm products from those
great food
stralia and New Zealand.

In {act Canadian farmers will have
to compete in their own homemarket
with farm products from all tke
great food producing countriés of the
warld.

ADDING TO THE UNCERTAINTY.

There is always, some uncertainty
about farming. The farmer never
knows when he puts seed in the
ground what the weather conditions
will be. There may be frost or hail
cr drought or too much rain.

Addedito all these uncertainties.due
to Nature’s variations there is the
uncertainty regarding the prices
which will prevail when the crop is
harvested. How many acres shoulgd be
devoted to .one crop and how many
to another depends upcn & guess as
to what demand there will be for
the different agricultural products at
the timeof harvesting and what
prices will prevail. What is true of
farm crope is also trul of live stock.
It if comparatively easy for the
farmer to study the conditions of

exporting colonies, Au-

{the home market, but when he has
to compete with the farmers of tha
world at large it is much more diff-
cult to determine what the future
will be.

It is now proposed to add to the
uncertainty.of Canadian farming. Im-
ported farm products from .the Uni-
ted States, the Argentine-Republic,
Denmark, Norway, Sweden, Russia,
Australia, New Zealand and a num-
ber of other countries coming into
i Canada without payment of any
duties will to a considerable extent
displace Canadian farm products in
the home market as a result of the
rzeciprocity compact.

To make up for losses in the home
market the Canadian farmer will
have to very greatly increase his ex-
ports:to the United States. In sowing
seed, in  raising stock, in growing
vegetables and fruit he will always
have to consider what is most likely
to satisfy Ameriean d.mands. And
after he has msade his arrangements,
while his crops are still ungarnered
and the live stock, which he is rais-
ing specially to.suit the American
market, is half grown, the United
States Congress may suddenly decids
to shut out Canadian farm products
of all kinds. Remember the Reciproc-
city Compact is not a treaty. It
may be ended at will by the Uni-
ted States Congress or the Cana-
dian Parliament. It is well that we
are not tied down to a permanent
arrangement. Even the Free Trade
Farmers’ Conventaion in Ottawa on
Deccmber 15th and 16th, 1910, recom-
mead%d that a permanent treaty
should not be made, but that any
understanding arrived at should be
put into effect by concurrent legis-
lation. All classes of the community
were of the same opinion in this re-
gard, and the Government could not
have defied the unanimous sentiment
of the community.. So when we
|point® out that either the United
| States Congress or the Canadian
Parliament is at liberty to end the
agreement at short notice we are
‘not blaming the Government for
| this. We believe that Canadians _in
general, including both farmers and
.city people, will find the arrange-
{ment so unsatisfactory that they will
be thankfil Parliament has the pow-

et to terminate it, but if this fore-
!cast should prove wrong there will
always overhang the cloud of uncer-
Itainty regarding the attitude of the
United States Congress.

There will always be strong in-
fluences at work in the United States
that may cause Congress to alter the
tariff. American farmers may. be dis-
satisfied or American manufacturers
may think they are not getting

enough out of the agreement and de- -

mand better terms. Mr. Taft bhas
made no secret of his expectation
that the United States is to get
greater concessions later on. If thé
United States Congress endorses the
compact it will be because of this
expeetation. Under such conditions
with what feelings
will the Canadian farmer plan his
work for , year abead. 5
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
