4. Daes the work demand a workman. only-occasionally, or is it an offi-
cial'work requiring an. officer carefully appointed and constantly engaged ?

The first and second queries Paul will answer for us as he speaks to
Timothy in these words : “ Preach the word—Ue instant in season, out
of season—convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuflerinz ani teaching.”
