Honesty is not a policy at |
all, Honegy is a principle,~—a right rule of
conduct which every conscientious man ahvays

politic skill or intriguc by which apparently a
desirable result might be obtained. .

When a scheming and wily tactician foresees
that honesty will cnsure success, then he is
overtly honest because honesty is the best policy,
but may we not safely infer that the same man
will not scople to use dishonest and hypocriiis
cal methods if they are likely to further his ends?
The successful politician of our day appears to
be governed by no higher motive than policy and,
in the most degraded and dishonest sense of the
term, becomes all things to all men for the
purpose of carrying his clection, serving his
party, and of obtaining or retaining office.

Then we rose to the crest of Olivet, and
caught that view of Jerusalem which we would
rather have had at first.  “T'he whole aty lay be.
fore us, and we could readily trace its main
divisions and leading objects.  We may almost
certainly fiv upen the spot from which Jesus
beheld the city and wept over it. From the
minaret at the village of—, on the summit, a
splendid -view is. ol 1 of-Jerusal
environs,

Descending the mount—which, indeed, is
nothing more than a ridge—-we come to the
Garden of Gethsemane at its base.  Uhis, if not |
the actual site of Gethsemane must be very near
it. ‘There are still some very old olive trees——
three of them with three trunks or wain branches
each. These are called the Tree of the Agony,
the “T'ree where Judas betrayed his Master with
a kiss, and the tree under- which the three dis-
ciples slept.  All this is, of course, fanciful.
Olive trees live to be a thousand years old.
Indeed, however often the branches and trunks
may dic down, the so0fs still live, and a new and
vigorous life may again shoot forth. It is not
impossible, therefore, that these trees are, at the
roots, the same as those in the shade of which
our Lord prostrated Himself in His agony; but
itis not probable. But under some such trees
as thesey and somewhere near here, that remark-
able agony took place, We promised that our
narrative should be as stricily and  severely
accurate as possible.  We therefore say that
while we had no peculiar emotions on entering
Jerusalem, nor even in looking on it from Mt
Olivet; while we visited the Church of the Holy
Sepulcher without one tender emotion, and were
filled with so deep a disgust at the manifest
frauds practiced on the people —a disgust which
checked all our emotion even when we visited
Golgotha; while even Bethlchem and Bethany
excited only a lively interest, n Gethsemane the
tears flowed unbidden, and it was difticult to
suppress an overwhelming gush of emotion.

THE STATE OF THE DEAD.

According to the materialistic creed, then: is
but one substance in the whole universe, viz i—
Matter.  Mind -man’s distinguishing characrer-
istic~ is 1egarded as mere matter or as a prodact
of the material organization. "Fhe soulsleeper
is & materdalist as regards a spiritual nature in
man at least, but being a professed believer in
revelation, he may be termead & religious ma.cr-
ialist or a Christian Infidel if he prefer.

That there is no spiritual Supreme Being, in.
dependentof,and governing thematerial universe,
as the materialist atfinns; or that the spiritual
nature in men is dependent uponr the mpterial

aftiris, are assumptions withow even - shadow
of a foundation cither in science or the Word of
God.

From the assurance of its advocates and from
the complacency with which it is affirmed, we
would be led to infer that the Pible abounded
with passages justifying the beliet that the soul
was dependent upon the body for consciousness.
Where arc such scriptures to be found? and
by which of the inspired men have they been
written?  Certainly not by the apostle James,
for the converse of this belief is taught by him,
viz +—“The dody without the spirit is dead”
Now, where is the passage of scripture which
says that ““I'he spirif without the body is dead.”
We are reminded just here of a portion of
scripture, which fs brought forward by the soul
sleeper on almost every oceasion, 1t s his
stronghold,  «

“The dead know not anything” (Icel.
ix: 5).  Butif we take this passage of scripture
in its connection, we find that the writer is not
sperking upon the subject of consciousness or
unconsciousness in another world, but in regard
1o the relation ‘of the dead to #4s world, Sce
the Jatter pare of the following verse i Neither
have they any more a portion forever in anything
that is done snder the sun”

From the second and third verses of the sane
chapter it could be shown, according to the soul.
sleeper’s -method of reasoning and use of scrip-
ture, that there is no advantage whatever in being
righteons, because Al things ¢ mealibe to all:
‘T'here is. one event to the righteous and 1o the
wicked 3 to the good and to the cleansand to
the unclean; to him.that sacrificeth, and to him
that sacrificeth not; as is the good, so is the
‘sioner ;-and he that swearcth, as he that feareth
an oatk:  “I'his is an evil among all things that
are done under the sun, that there'is one event
unto all.” Would we be justified in taking this
isolated portion of scripture upon which to build
the theory that there is no advantage in being
righteous in this world?  We would be justificd
to the same extent as the soulsleeper is in- tak-
ing a portion of the fifth verse upon which he
builds his theory. The careful student of God’s
word, taking this language of Solomon in its
connection does not with.it antagonize the plain
utterances of Christ and his apostles.

“T'he scriptures teaching conscious existence
between death and the resurrection are so
numerons and so plain. that it to us aanystezy
how opposite opinions can exist in the minds of
those Who respect alike the word of God.  Christ
affirmed that Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, long
since dead, were still alive, ™1 am,” says he,

and the God of Jacob. God is not-the God of
the dead, but of the livitig.”  Therefore Abraham,
Isaac and Jacob are alive. This reply of our
Saviour to the Sadducees (and let it be observed
that it is in harmony with.all of his utterancés
upon the same subject) is cnough to settle this
question tn the minds of all who take His word
as the end of controversy. “T'he allusions of the
apostle Paul in his writings to this subject aré so
many that we could not-here refer to them- in
detail.  Itis cvident, however, that the apostle
was not a believer in soulsleeping,  “ Fourteen
years ago,” he says, “1 knew a man in Christ

stich an one caught up to the third heaven.
And I knew such a man (whether in the body
or out of the body I canmot tell : God knoweth 3)
How that, lie-was caught up into paradise and
lieart nuspeakable words which it is not lawful
for a man to utter.” (11 Cor, xit: 2-4).

Now if one of our modetn soul-slecpers had
been there he would have. settled this question
for-the apostle with ease, by sayiug, * You know,
brothar Paul, that the soul is dependent upon
the body for consciousness; therefore you must
have been in the body, for out of the body you
would have been unconscious, and consequently
could not have heard things unspeakable or
p otheriise.”  We admit that it is beyond our
‘comprchcnsiou how the soul can perform its
h functions independent of this body, but it is be-
yond our comprchension also how God will
complete our redemption, and thereby qualify
usfor our li'ghest enjoyment in the resurrection
of our bodies from the dead.

We believe these things, not becawse we under-
stand them, but because it is so revealed.

I'm on the verge of becoming a farmer, 1
want to get where I can read books. A farmer
has more time to read than anybody clse.  The
farmer hasn't been doing himself justice.  What
better right has any man for convenicaces than
afarmer?  Why can’t he have a bath-room and
clean Jinen? ©Oh, we don’t live in town)”
You don’t want to live in town to he comfortable,
You don't need to Jive in town to be intelligent.
“This cheap strect gossip and twaddle of the town
ruins many a-farmer’s son. ‘The best jurymen
come from the farm, the best preachers, the best
lawyers, the best statesmen, the best thinkers,
all come from the farm. T am waiting to try the
experiment.

In the busy season of the year when the far
nier begins carly and works late, he has neither
