'Thero is ecarcely a
cloud either financial or commercial on the
horizon, and while we have every rea-on
to hope for the best yetit is difficult to fore-
cast the future. _In every business aspect
nationul conditions lead us to anticipato
future success.

There is unothing in the outlcok that
presuges monoy murket disturbauces. In-
terest rates may work, and have worked,
& httle higher. But among Bankers of
consequence: there i8 no expeciation of
anything like serious developments in the
money market conditions. Jliven such
changes and fluctuations in the mency
market cannut be regarded as involving
any grave threat Active business, the
nutural progress of prosperity, must resule
in better rates for moncy.

In Wall >treot at tho moment only two
bear theories are listened to. Ono is that
the market value of stocks has increased
enough to offset much business improve-
ment, and another is that a tighter money
markel would induce lurge intexests. to
bold uloof frowr active operations. These

‘might also welt apply here. Nowhero'is
_ thero any dispute of the fact that the

country has eniered upon an era of pros-
petity, that improvement extends virtually
nto .very commercinl and industrial de-
partment.

The present
price for cash (spot) wheat are just about
on a parity with the otheér primary mar-
kots. Shipments from t'.> West are said
to be restricted by the luck of cars. But
buying orders here are met promptly with
free offerings, the purpose of the cincen-
* trated “long" intsrest. in March wheat
evidinily being to provent any material
advance in the price at.thig time, and by so
much to lessen any inducements forship-
monts of wheat to this market.
